A Horrible Double Tragedy;

Boston, Dec. 13—A horrible double 
tragedy was enacted this afternoon at 
Charlestown. Wm. H. Jones, of Somer­
ville, killed Mrs. O. R. Barry at her resi­
dence, 56 School street, Charlestown, 
and immediately after cut his own throat. 
Jones was married and had grown up 
children. The two families were very 
intimate and considered highly respecta­
ble. The deed was doubtless premeditated 
as it was done with a razor which he took 
with him from his home iu Somerville. 
There were uo witnesses to the terrible 
affair, the balance of the Harry family 
being absent at church. The bodies were 
found about 3 o'clock by a son of the 
murdered woman, 
on the floor about four feet apart, each 
with the throat cut. No cause is assign­
ed for the act.

One of them, Espinosa, has 
been sentenced to 15 years’ imprisonmc IT, 
and Nujar and Patino have to draw lots 
for life, as one of them must be shot.

Mr. Ben. Wait, associate editor of the 
Lumberman's Gazette, of Bay City, Mich., 
has arrived at Ottawa. He claims to te 
interested in the Randall estate, Hull, 
through his wife. Ilis has been an ad­
venturous life.

On 
his return to America lie was wrecked 
off the coast of Brazil, and he spent 
some years iu that country. He 
has travelled nearly all over the whole 
continent, and he is vet a hale and active 
old man. This is his first visit to Ottawa 
for half a century, and lie is surprised at 
the city that has beeu built up in that 
time.

Bravery—A Suitable Bernard Wanted.—
