Tammany will Support Cleveland and
Hendricks.

New York, Sept. 6, 1884.—Hon. John
Kelly invited the Tammany assembly
district leaders to meet him this evening
in Tammany Hall to talk oyer the polit-
ical situation. In response to this invi.
tation, the 24 district leaders assembled
in the big wigwam at8 p.m. It was a
private meeting. Mr. Kelly opened it.
He said that he had called them together
because he wished to get their views as to
the course Tammany should pursue in
the coming election. The districts were
then called, and every leader expressed
his opinion. The talk was full and free.
Several of the leaders said that many of
the voters in their district were opposed
to Cleveland, some favoring Butler and
others Blaine. They thought, however,
that Tammany could whirl most of that

« | vote into line for any ticket which she

might support. Several of the district
leaders at first objected to the indorse-
ment of Gov. Cleveland, giving as a
reason the bad treatment which Tam-
many had received from his friends
at the convention and since their
return to New York. The rest of the
leaders thought that Tammany should
not bolt the national ticket. It had al-
ways been a Democratic organization,
they said, and its true policy was to in-
dorse Cleveland and Hendricks. After
all the leaders had spoken, Mr. Kelly was
asked to give his views. He spoke at
some length. He referred to Tammany’s
recognition by the last state convention,
and to the proceedings of the national
convention. He thought that all differ-
ences should be forgotten, and that Tam-
many should support the regular Demo-
cratic ticket. “Tammany Hall has al-
ways been, is now, and always will be, a
Democratic organization,” he said, * and
as such must indorse the nominees ot
the Democratic convention. This must
be done, not only as a matter of policy,
but because we are Democrats and should
be consistent with our record. This
support is meant in good faith. Tammany
always supports its candidates honestly,
and will go to the polls and vote for
Cleveland and Hendricks.”

No formal vote was taken, but the
opinion was unanimous, after Mr. Kelly's
speech, that the organization should sup-
port the Democratic ticket. The com-
mittee on organization will meet Monday
evening and appoint a committee to pre-
pare resolutions indorsing Cleveland and
Hendricks. Those resolutions will be
presented to the Tammany general com-
mittee on Friday evening next. An in-
formal talk at tonight's conference
brought out the fact that the prevailing
sentiment among the districts leaders was
that Tammany should run a straight city
and county ticket this fall.

——————
Not So With English Statesmen.

An American journal, in defending Mr.
Cleveland from the accusations which
have been brought against him, asserts
that if such “indiscretions” are to ex-
clude from high office, “every great Eng-
lish statesman or reformer of the last
hundred years would have been tabooed,
except Romilly, Wilberforce, and Glad-
stone.” The Americans must be singu-
larly ignorant of the private lives of the
English statesmen and reformers of the
last century if they can believe such
arrant nonsense. There never was even
a whisper against Mr. Pitt, Lord Gren-
ville, Mr. Percival, Lord Liverpool, Lord
Eldon, Mr. Canning, Lord Grey, Lord
Althorp, Sir Robert Peel, Lord Russell,
Lord Aberdeen, or Lord Beaconsfield,
who are our most prominent names dur-
ing the last hundred years. The truth
is that the ¢ great English statesmen or
reformers ” who were sometimes brought
into hot water by their privateaffairs

An important experiment in the direc-
tion of improving the navigation of the
lower St. Lawrence is about to be tried
by the Dominion Government. The mar-
ine and fisheries agency here has just
received per Ocean King, three of the
celebrated Pintch Gas Buoys. These are
enormous iron globes or tanks, which, it
is said, when charged will burn continu-
ously night and day for three months,
thus enabling vessels to distinguish the
proper channels in dangerous localities
at all hours and in any weather. It is
understood that these buoys, which are
he first of their kind imported into
Canada, will be placed in position as
soon as possible to serve for the remain-
der of the season, and the necessary
preparations are being made in conse-
quence to change them. Buildings for
the manufacture of the gas which they
burn, and which is derived from crude
oil, are being about to be erected on

Queen’s wharf here.

The Digger Indians were, until a few
years ago, considered the most ignorant
and leastintelligent human beings on the
Pacific coast. Those who live on Rancho
Chico have now been educated in civiliz-
ed ways. They have learned to read and
write almost as well as white people, and
some of them have even become musici-
ans. They recently gave an entertain-
ment in San Francisco, under the care of
their instructors. Sunday school hymns,
national songs, and other musical and
mietrical compositions were rendered by

their choir in a very felicitious style.

NEW DYNAMITE SCARE.
The “Times” Tells of Plots Agaiust the
British Throne. ¢

Loxpox, Sept. 6, 1884.—The London
Times to-day published a sensational
story concerning the alleged revival of
dynamite plots against the British crown.
According to the Times, a constant and
increasing traffic in dynamite has been
organized between the conspirators in
England and their colleagues in the Unit-
ed States. So successfully has this
smuggling of dynamite from Americainto
England been carried on recently that,
the Tlimes alleges, the authorities have
been compelled to set up the most ex-
traordinary precautions for the safety of
the different members of the royal family.
The impression conveyed by the sensa
tional publication is that the dynamiters
have been enormously -active in secret
for some time past; that they have suc-
ceeded in collecting in England a vast
amount of explosives ; that the near fu-
ture will witness the most violent out:
break of dynamite outrages which has
ever yet occurred in Great Britain, and
that the conspirators will direct their
principal attacks straight against the
throne itself. The statements of the
Times attract universal attention, but
produce no alarm. Your correspondent
repaired to Scotland yard for the purpose
of learning from the best sources of
information what foundation there was
for the story. The official in charge
laughed at the publication. He said:
“The story deserves no attention at all,
unless to be ridiculed. It is time that we
maintain a very close system of inspec-
tion over all vessels arriving in England
from foreign ports. This surveillance has
been so complete that we believe it has
for a long time made the smuggling of
dynamite practically impossible, There
has been no occasion recently to extend
or improve the watch. Nor hasanything
arisen to warrant fears that any member
of the royal family is now in any special
danger from dynamite attacks. Of course
all the vigilance in the world cannot ren-
der dynamite outrages absolutely impos-
sible, and such outrages are possible at
any moment, but it is not true that the
authorities have had any recason for ex-
traordinary precautions lately, and at
present no such measures are in force;
nor are any contemplated, no reasonthat -

we know af existing therefor.”

The Fate of Marshal Ney.

The death of the Duke of Wellington
enables me to write what may interest
your readers, says a writer to the London
Times. No one can wish to recall the
wretched last chapter of a life of roman-
tic courage and consummate skill, nor
the bitter controversy that followed the
execution of Marshal Ney. His appar-
ent want of judgement in repudiating
the jurisdicton of the military court, of
which four out of seven were his brother
marshals, and preferring the irresponsi-
ble Chamber of Peers, swayed by violent
political passion led him to his grave.
The pathetic words of his chivalrous and
sagacious advocate, Berrver, are not for-
gotten. “My poor friend you would have
it so?” The late Duke of Wellington
twice told me that his father did his ut-
most privately to save the life of Marshal
Ney, and that it was wholly in conse-
quence of the absolute refusal of the
King of France’s ministers to advise him
to grant the duke’s request that he, as a
matter of duty, abstained from publicly
asking of Louis XVIII this favor, The
duke gave me liberty to make this pub-
lic after his death, and I think it mght to
do so. The late Quentin Dick, a member
of the Parliament of Ireland and the
United Kingdom, saw Marshal Ney shot,
and related to me the facts. The Mar-
shal was brought from the Luxembourg
palace in a fiacre, accompanied by a com-
missary and two sub-officers of police. He
wore a dark-colored surtout, dark panta-
loons, white neckcloth and round hat
with crape; he was in mourning for his
fatherin-law. On his leaving the coach
the picket at the gate of the Luxembourg
gardens close by were beckoned to the
spot, the men loaded and fired, the Mar-
shal fell of his face, and his body was re-
placed in the coach within three minutes
of his quitting it—almost before the
nurses and children, the only spectators,
could assemble. The official account
differs in some respects. The statement
that the corpse remained for a quarter of
an hour in a public highway bears its own
contradiction. So unreal does the his-
tory seem that one cannot be surprised
at the belief held by some that the man
who bore a name very like Ney’s, who
lived and died obscurely in North
America, having exclaimed on the death
of the duke of Reichstadt, “Then my last
hope is gone,” was the Prince of the
Moskewa, spared secretly at the interces-
sion of the Duke of Wellington.

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A NEW FIELD FOR TRADE.

The approaching completion of the
Cenada Pacific Railway attracts attention
to the trade which can be developed be-
tween the Dominion and the countries
bordering on the Pacific Ocean. The
vast expenditures which have been made
in connection with this railway can never
be justified, and will remain a lasting re-
proach to the administration which is
responsible for them; but there will at
least be some compensation for them if
the railway becomes a great commercial
highway. The public have already been
told that the Railway Company contem-
plates putting on a line of steamers from
the Pacific terminus of their road to
Hong Kong, and there are good reasons
for believing that a large part of the
traffic between China and Japan and
western Europe can be drawn to the
Canadian road. The distance from Hong
Kong to Liverpool, via the C. P. R.is
many hundred miles shorter than by
any other route. For passenger travel,
light freight and mails fast transconti-
nental trains can, it is said, reduce the
time occupied in transit between the twe
places at least ten days. This, if cor-
rect, will be sufficient to divert the
bulk of this traffic from the routes now
in favor. But this sort of business, while
it would be an excellent thing for the
road, and for the terminal points on both
ocearns, will not have much tendency to
augment the industrial development of
Canada. To accomplish this we need
the most favorable trade relations pro-
curable with the ceuntries on the Pacific.
To-day we propose to speak more parti-
cularly of the South Ametrican repablics,
with which at present Canada has little
or no commercial intercourse.

These republics consist of Chili, Peru,
New Grenada and the United States of
Colombia. Their united populations
is about 8,000,000. The reports of civil
wars and a general condition of anarchy
from Peru are calculated to mislead Can-
adians as to the real condition of these
countries; for in 1882 we find that Chili’s
imports amounted to $52,000,000 or with-
in a little of half the imports of Canada.
The total imports of these republics must
largely exceed those of the Dominion.
Canada's share of their trade is very
meagre. In 1883 the total export of goods
from Canada to Chili, Peru, New Grenada
and Colombia amounted in value to $144,-
718, made up principally of lumber from
British Columbia. Some $18,000 worth
of lumber was shipped from Quebec to
Peru, and $12,000 worth of machinery to
Chili from Ontario. A large item of the
imports of Chili, and it is presumable
that of the other countries the same
thing holds true to a larger extent, con-
sists of cotton goods. These in 1882
amounted to $10,089,346, of which very
much the greater portion were from Eng-
land. Other textile fabrics to the value
of over $6,000,000 were impor ted by Chili
in the same year. The other imports consist
principally of manufactured goods of all
kinds.

A large proportion, over 50 per cent.,of
the foreign trade of these countries is
w.th Great Britain, and aline of steamers
plies regularly between the British ports
and those on the west coast of South
America, making weekly departures. The
United States has a small share of this
trade.

from Massachusetts. A portion of the
present imports of these republics is car-
ried around Cape Horn, another portion
goes by way of the isthmus and still
another portion by the United States
transcontinental railways to San Francisco
and thence by sea.

It is easy for a lot of
irresponsible people to talk in vague
generalities about steam boilers about to
burst, and machinery out of repair ; but
it is quite time that some of them grappl-
ed with the question as a matter of prac-
tical work, that is if they expect any good

to result from all their talk.

Do these complaining teachers propose
that the annual grant to education shall
be increased, and if so what other service
do they propose to cut down ?

Do they seriously pretend that from six
to eight weeks holidays in the year are not
enough for men and women who only
work five hours a day for five days out of
the week at any time?

Do they imagine that it is they, and
not the people who pay their salaries,
who shall say what the children shall be
taught in school?

No one wishes to choke of discussion ;
but every one, except gentlemen like Mr.
Jones and Mr. Parkin and the editors of
our contemporaries above mentioned,
would like to get the discussion out of the
realm of “gush” and into the arena of
sober fact.

THE PRESIDENTIAL CAMPAICN.

It is hard to say just what conclusion
ought to be drawn from the voting in
Maine on Monday. The Republican ma-
jority is a great increase over that of last
year, but is not more than the average
majority at the State elections in the last
ten Presidential years. One would have
supposed with Blaine a candidate the
majority would be far above the average,
especially as the Democrats were without
organization and made very little effort
to poll their full vote. The New York
World (Democratic) said on Sunday that
anything less than 25,000 of a majority
would be equivalent to a defeat; but
this was probably because its correspond-
ents foretold a majority of at least 15,000.
The Boston Herald said that any thing
less than 7,000 would be a defeat, there-
fore from the Herald's stand point the
result is a substantial victory for Blaine.
The Republican managers themselves
expressed a hope of carrying the State
by 10,000. They probably understated
their expectations for the sake of effect.
The New York Sun says that the Demo-
cratic gains in the manufacturing cities
is a subject for congratulation.

Tammany will come out squarely for
Cleveland, and this it is thought will
unite the New York Democracy. The
Brooklyn Trades Union has concluded to
support the Democratic Candidates. It
looks, therefore, as if the Butler boom
was collapsing. This will be a decided
gain for Cleveland.

Blaine shirked the vote on the Prohibi-
tory Amendment, by leaving town on
election day. This fact is bging worked
for all it is worth by the Demacrats, who
hope to stampede a lot of Prohibitionist
Republicans over to St. John.

The strength of the German bolt to
Cleveland is increasing, and it looks as
though Blaine would have all he can do
to carry some of the States which were
thought to be safe. Betting men are
putting up even money on the general
result.

A Good Budget of News from all Parts
of the Province.

Joseph Goodfellow, Northesk, on Monday.

The survey and location of the railroad be-
tween Salisbury and Havelock Corner was
completed on the 5thinst. Mr.T.J. Thomp-
son, C. E., the engineer in charge, with Mr.
John Hamilton, who has had charge of the
levelling, have gone to make a survey of the
Albert Southern. Itis uanderstood that the
profile of the survey of the Havelock branch
made under the supervision of the late C. H.

Mr. Joseph H. Littlehale, who many years
ago was a prominent builderin St. John, died
on Tuesday in his' 81st year.

A Walk in the Old Burying
Ground.

Some Stories of fhose who Sleep in the
Mallowed Spot.

If one could read the story of the lives of
th ho sleep in the forgotten graves in
the old Burial Ground, what a stirring record

" it would be; for among those who lie be-
neath the locust trees and the elms are many
brave men and fair women who passed
through the days *which tried men’s souls;”
when brother took arms against brother, and
all the fair land from Virginia to Nova
Scotia was distracted by the turmoils of
civil war. There are those sleeping there
who left homes of peace and plenty rather
than live in a land which had rebelled
against its king; others who were driven
out by the persecution of their neighbors;
others who like Evangeline came seeking
one whose love was worth more than

Country, Friends or Fortune.

The story of one of these brave loyalist
woman may be worth telling here. On Staten
Island lived a maiden whose father had
grown rich in building ships and sailing
them. Sprung from an old English stock,
Richard Lawrence, when the government of
his King was threatened, opened his coffers
and spent his money freely for the cause of
the Crown. He raised a squadron of cavalry,
and for his zeal was made colouel. In the
band of the troopers was a handsome young
fellow who won the heart ot the Colonel's
daughter. To him she plighted her troth in
secret. When the peace came he with the
disbanded troops came to what is now New
Brunswick. Her father had gone to England
to urge his claims for compensation for his
losses in the war, claims which were hand-
somely acknowledged ; but the daughter's
heart was with her soldier lover, and leaving
all she followed him. Her search was not
long, for a musty looking paper tells of their
marriage in 1786. She sleeps in the eastern
end of the old Burying Ground, with her
descendents around her. There are others
buried near whose tombstones give us a
glimpse of

A Life of Rare Interest.

Daniel James, born in 1745, died in 1817,
quarter-master of the Loyalists. Truly he
was a man of great importance in his day.
Capt. Peter Clemonts, who served his King
for 50 years, and died at the age of 93, in
1883. Charles Earle, Surgeon, who died in
1814 aged 62. Gabriel Van Horn, whose life
reached away back to the early years of the
last century. Asone reads the short inscrip-
tions which tell of their birth and death, the
long period in years and the longer period
in material progress, which have elapsed
since they first moved upon the world’s stage,
gives much food for thought.

A characteristic loyalist record is that of
the Hon. and Rev. Jonathan Odell. We
have on this tablet the story of the loyalist
movement in a sentence. ‘‘He espoused the
cause of the government with openness, with
decision and zealous warmth; hence he was
perseccuted and prosecuted, and in 1776
driven from his home.”” He did not leaye
voluntarily.

He was Driven Away.
Mr. Odell came from Burlington, New Jersey,
and was first Provincial Secretary of New
Brunswick. His tablet tells us he used to
preach some times while he held his official
position. We fear he has had few imitators
in tl at respect. Nearly every one in Fred-
ericton has read the monument of Rev. Dr.
Cook. He was the first rector of Fredericton
and was drowned while crossing the river
in 1795." His son lies buried beside him, ‘‘who
in his manly efforts and persevering struggles
to preserve the life of his venerable parent
in the moment ot drowning also perished.”
In the same enclosure is a tablet to Sarah

Hailes, who ‘‘in the morning of life, in the |-

bloom of beauty, in the full possession of
health, was suddenly snatched in an instant
to the silent dwellings of the dead.” She
was only 19 years of age. She was wife of
Harris William Hailes, whose remains rest
near by, but his companion in his tomb is not
the girl wife who died before her first score
of years had ended, but his second partner
who survived him, and after four score
years of age passed peacefully away, Mr.
Hailes at one time administered the govern-
ment of the Province.
A Sad Story

is told by two from grave stones which stand
side by side. One of them is to the memory
of Rev. Frederick W. Miles, pastor of the
Baptist church and priucipal of the Seminary
who died in 1842 at the early age of 37. The
other is in memory of his wife who fell asleep
five vears before at the early age of 24.
]'m'h-ﬂps of all the monuments there is none
more sad, none that tells a story more full of
faith and trust, none which speaks more of
sins forgiven by those most sinned against,
than that which reads * Thomas H. Cripps,
aged 32 years, 1852. Hope liyes beyond the
tomb.” There are many who know why
these strange words were carved upon the
marble. And who shall dare to say they are
not true? Who shall say that this prayer of
an anguished heart, for it isa prayer though
not in words of supplication, has not been
heard by Him “who willeth not that any
should perish.”

Other inseriptions will form the subject of
another narrative.

A Prospect of its Early Com-
‘mencement.

The Importance of the Line as a Through
Road. -

The President of the Central Railway
Company,gMr. Charles Burpee, M. P., is
very anxious to have ten miles of the Cen-
tral Railway graded this fall, and has every
hope that he will be able to do so. He is
also very sanguine of the speedy completion
of the road, and as the difficulties which
threatened to delay the work have been re-
moved, and everything is co-operating to
bring about a complete understanding among
all parties interested in the enterprise, the
people of Kings, Queens, York and Sunbury
have good reason to anticipate that by the
time the winter of 1885 setsin the Central
Railway will be a reality. Mr. Burpee
wishes the grading to be begun at the lower
gide of the Nashwaak just as soon as the
necessary preliminaries can be arranged.

The Nashwaak
will be bridged near the mouth, probably
close to the upperside of the present high-
way bridge. The line will run a short dis-
tance back from the river, crossing the
County line road a little less than half a
mile from the main highway at Robinson’s
Mills. At six miles from the Nashwaak the
line will be just back of the Portobello, that
is about & mile from the St. John. At ten
miles the Burpee mill stream is reached, and
here the road is four miles from the St. John.
It then trends back more rapidly, running as
directly as possible for the head of Grand
Lake. Itisthe section from Nashwaak to
the Burpee millstream that Mr. Burpee wants
to have graded this season. It will be some-
what late to begin operations, as prelimi-
naries can hardly be settled much before the
last of the present month; but Mr. Burpee
thinks there are many advantages which will
accrue from having
The Work Actually Under Way

this fall. The terminus of the road at Gibson
has not yet been selected. It might be
worth the consideration of the three com-
panies, whose lines will terminate here, if
it weuld not be to their advantage, to unite
and build a Union Depot near the end of the
bridge across the main river. A handsome
brick structure would be an ornament-to the
place, and its location near the bridge would
be a great convenience to the public. On
the other hand it may be urged that it will
not be long before the river is spanned by a
railway bridge, as it most certainly will be
if the Short Line project is carried through
by the proper location, and in this event it
might be a question whether the Union Depot
ought not to be on this side of the river.
By the time the companies get ready to join
in building a depot

The Bridge Question will be Settled.

The promoters of the Central naturally
look for a share, ultimately, of the Short
Line Subsidy. Ifthe Central were built to
Moncton the distance from Fredericton to
Halifax would be about the same, or a little
less than from St.John to Halifax, or say 275
miles. It is possible to get a road from Que-
bec to Fredericton by a route having com-
paratively easy grades and a length of not
more than 275 miles which would make the
distance from Halifax to Quebec 550 miles,
which is 159 miles less than the distance via.
the Intercolonial. That is to say Frederic-
ton via the Central will be half the distance
to Quebec from Halifax, if the shortest and
best line from Fredericton to Quebec is se-
lected for the Short Line. The distance from
Halifax to Montreal by this line would be
about the same as by the so-called Megantic
road, as connection could be made with the
International Railway. 1t is alsoin favor of
this route, of which the Central would form
55 Important Link,
that the distance over it from Montreal to
St. John would be as short as by any other,
and from Quebec much shorter. But the
object of the Short Line project is said to be
to draw the business of the Far West and
the Pacific slope to the Atlantic seaboard;
and in this connection the following com-
parative statement of distances to a point in
common to all routes to the West will be
interesting:

Halifax to Quebec, via the Central,

and its prolongation west 550 miles.
Quebec to St. Martins Junction 159
St. Martins Junction to Ottawa 108

Halifax to St. John via the I. C. R. 286
St. John to Montreal via Megantic 446
Montreal to Ottawa 120

Distance in favor of the Quebec route, 25

Which it is claimed can be further
shortened by the construction of a line in
Quebec to cut off the detour towards Montreal
made by the North Shore Railway. The dis-
tance from St. John to Ottawa would be
much the same by both routes. There is
no doubt that the grades in the Quebec route
are easier than those on the Megantic route.
These facts are of especial moment to the
people of Halifax and Quebec whose interest
itis to secure the application of the Short Line
subsidy to a route which will utilize the
Central Railway, and securing the building
of a bridge across the St. John at Fredericton
