Life in the Deep Sea.

The exg.mng vessels of our fish com-
mission have discovered in the deep
sea, in one single season, more forms of
life than were found by the Clullenger
expedition in a three years' cruise.
Through their agency we have studied
the geographical dinnhmon of marine
life; and in our

Chat with an Aged “Economite” —Grave-
yard of George Rapp's Followers.

An aged Economite approaches us,
coming slowly down the shaded path-
way. He is feeble, but his dark eyes are
very bright. His portly frame is clad in
the usual suit of blue, and he wears the
broad brimmed hat. There are pigs in
the ficld beside him; he tosses them an
apple over the fence. They quarrel for
its possession, squealing in rage, He
laughs till his fat sides shake, He tosses
them more apples, fairly exploding with
mirth as he watches them crowding and
jostling each other. 80 on he goes
out of sight, entirely oblivious of our
presence. The pigs follow him as far
as the boundary of the fleld will let
them, drowning his merriment with their
squealing.

This man may be said to be a typical
Economite, Innocent, honest, simple
minded, with little knowledge of the
great outside world and its complexities,
he is easily amused. I recall another
like him, the former keeper of the
orchard that incloses the old burying
ground, to which our ramble will soon
take us.

The knowledge gai bas enabled us
to breed and multiply at will; to protect
the young fish during the period of their
infancy (when alone they are liable to
wholesale destruction); finally to release
them in the ocean, in those waters that
are most suitable to their growth.

They have thrown open to culti-
wvation a territory of the earth comstitut-
ing three-quarters of the entire surface
of the globe.—Gardiner G. Hubbard,
pnddent Nsuonnl Geographic society.

How Actors Should Speak.

On the question of articulation I sum
up what I have to say in this axiom. The
actor must not speak as people talk; he
must recite.

Recite truly, recite naturally, and all
;ﬂl be well; but whatever you do, re-

te.

For to recite is, of course, a sort of
speaking (it ought never to be a sort of
singing); but at the same time it means
the giving to essential phrases and words
their proper value, passing lightly here,
and in another place, on the contrary,
laying stress with an inflection of the
voice. To recite means to distribute the
plane surfaces and the reliefs, the light
and the shade. In other words, reciting

is modeling.
The phrase which is quite plain and
matter of fact when spoken in ordinary
conremtionnl tone becomes supple and
warm when it is recited; it takes form,
in short, and becomes a thing of art.—
C, Coquelin in Harper's Magazine,

DEATH OF AROHBISHOP LYNOH.

The death of Archbishop Lynch ot To-
ronto removes from the earthly scene
one of the most distinguished Roman
Catholic prelates in Canada; and prot-
ably the most widely known. His abil-
ity and broad liberality of view have
combined to win for him the respect of
all liberal minded Protestants, as well as
the reverence and admiration of his own
co religionists. He arrived in Toronto

In the Hawke Case---The French
Press Speaks Out.

The Charge of Drankenuness Should be
Conrldered.

MEssENGER AND Visitor :—As stated
last week, Editor Hawke, of the Tran-
seript, is in jail serving out his two
months’ seence for contempt of court.
The contempt for which he was con-
demned was found in certain editorials
in which he suggested that Judge Fraser
was influenced by other than legal con-
siderations in his rulings in the West,
morland electio) trial. Into the merits
of the whole case it would be presumptu-
ous for us to attempt to enter. It does
seem unfortunate, however, that judges
should have, virtually, to sit on their own
case. If there beaay way of escape from
this, 1t seems a great pity the court did
not avail itself of it. Judges are but
human, and they ought not to be.placed
in the very unenviable position where
they may be suspected of favoring them-
selves in a judgment which concerns
their own order.

It is, also, more than doubtful whether
the honay and dignity of the bench can
h less sustained, by the
enallies upon adverse
critios, If their lives and the obvious
justice of their decisions do not compel
the respect for those who are the highest
officers of the law, which ought always to
be deserved by them, no fear inspired by
fines and imprisonments will serve
purpose. It is only in the rarest instances
that a dignified silence 18 not the best
way for the court to maintain its digoity
when its character or action is assail
If resort is had to fine and imprisonment
it should be in such cases only as are of
the most flagrant vature and when the
action of the court is obvious to no
charge of misconduct in any way.

But Archbishop Lynch's in-
fluence prevented any retort, and the
Catholic minority bore in patience the
insults and abuse hesped upon them by

MURDER IN MAINE
Am Aged Man Amassinated in His Own
Hounse.

Boorueay, Me., May 11. William Kennies-
ton, an old farmer at North Boothbay, was
borribly murdered last nightio his own
house, by some unknown mssassin. He was
beaten about the head, stabbed sad shot.

The particalars of the murder are as fol-
lows: At about twelve o’clock last night
Mrs. Kenniston, the wife of the murdered
man, was aroused from sleep by a noise in
the house and awoke her husband telling him
that some one was breaking into the house.
Almost immediately after the door of their
bedroom was broken open and a man rushed
in snd at once struck the old gentlemad
across the head s terrible blow with a bolt
of iron which he bad in his hand. The blow
stanned him end be fell back on the bed.
The wife then attempted to yget up in bad
and called out loudly, when the assassin
struck her & blow which, however, did not
stun her. She fell down behind the bed to
escape and hide there. The old gentleman
revived from the first blow and the murderer
was fiercely battled for his life, and in the
wtruggle was followed into the next room,
the kitchen, where marks of the affray were
plaioly seen in big pools of blood, broken
lookiog glass and the murderous iron bolt
and knife. Ta the kitchem the old geatle-
moan was stabbed twice and two pistol shots
were fied. When the wife could escape,
she ran out in ber night clothes to arouse
the neighbors and assistance was promptly
on hand, but when the house was reached.
the murderer bad escaped and his victim lay
on the kitchen floor dead.

The murderer was captured at ahout seven
o'clock this morning in Nobleboro four
miles from here, by Geo. Perkins and A. H
Kenniston, the latter a son of the murdered
man, of Boothbay. When discovered, he
attempted to escare, sod Kenuiston fired
three shots at him from a revolver, one tak-
ing effect in the head, but inflicting only &
scalp wourd and bringing the crimioal to
bay. The name of the murderer is Llewel-
Iyn Quimby. He belongs in Waldoburo aad
is about 20 years of age. He was arrsigned
and has pleaded guilty.
