Vienna, April 16.—The Kaiser and
Count Goluschowsky,Austro-Hungarian
Minister of Foreign Affairs, had a long
interview yesterday afternoon, and at
8 o’clock In the evening His Majesty
started for Carlsruhe. He was accom-
panied to the railway station by Em-~
peror Francis Joseph. The two mon-
archs bade each other a most friend-
ly farewell. It is understood, semi-of-
ficialy,that military as well as political
questions were discussed during Em-
peror William’s visit to Vienna.

MENELEK’S BARBARITY.

London, April 16.—Two carloads of
artificial limbs left Berlin yesterday
for Naples, destined for the unfortu-
mate Italian prisoners whom Meneleck
abandoned after frightfully mutilating
them. The fiendish Abyssinian is de-
clared mnot only to have amputated
their legs from a point just above the
knees, but also to have practiced still
worse barbarities on the wretched
men. It is said that because of their
mutilations the men are unwilling to
return to Italy, and that the Govera-
ment is trying to find homes for them
in Africa.

THE DEAD DUELLIST.

Berlin, April 16.—The body of Barm
Schrader, who died Saturday night
from the wounds received the day be-
fore in the duel with Von Kotze, has
mot been permitted to lie in any church
by the Kaiser’s special orders. It was
carried to several edifices sucessively,
but all were found closed “by the
King’s order.” The Empress Freder-
ick was finally appealed to, but with-
out success, She sent regrets, and
at the same time expressed her hor-
ror at the fatal duel. Von Kotze has
gone to the Tyrol. The police have
not yet taken any action in the mat-
ter.

THE CATTLE EXCLUSION BILL.

Loondon, April 16.—Mr. Robt. John
Price, member for the east division of
Norfolk, has given notice that he will
ask Rt. Hon. Walter Long, President of
the Board of Agriculture in the House
of Commons,to reconsider the postpone-
ment of the Diseases of Animals Act
and to aMow the importation of Cana-
dian cattle into the United Kingdom
under suitable conditions. If the re-
ply to his request is a negative he
will move the exclusion of Canadian

cattle under the operation of the bill
pending an inquiry by experts into
the prevalence of disease among cattle
in Canada.
SWINDLING THE KAISER.
Berlin, April 16.—The Kaiser has un-
ecrthed a big conspiracy, extending
over several years, in the army. Many
infantry, cavalry and artillery regi-
ments are concermed, it being declar-
ed that subalterns in these wvarious
branches of the service have been
systematically manufacturing excep-
tionally high shooting records, as wall
as records of long distance rides, in
order to obtain the much-cove’ed
prizes. The Kaiser’'s suspicions were
aroused by being so often asked for
ds by the same persons succes-
sively ,and he ordered an investigation,
the result of which has created a sen-

sation, not only in army circles, but
generally.

WEDDINGS IN HIGH LIFE.

Vienna, April 16.—Count Von Lam-
berg and Princess Dorothea Von Ho-
henlohe, the youngest daughter of
Frince Constantine Von Hohenlohe-
Schillingfurst, were married here yes-
terday morning. Cardinal Gruscha,
Archbishop of Vienna, officiated.

London, April 16.—Baron Von Hck-
ardstein, military attache of the Ger-
man embassy here, was married yes-
tenday to Miss Grace Maple, daughter
of Sir J. Blundell Maple, at St. Albans’
Abbey. The Bishop of St. Albans’ of-
ficiated. The ceremony was fully cho-
ral, and the nave of the abbey was
beautifully decorated with  white
flowers, ferns and palms.

SPANISH ELECTION FIGURES.

Madrid, April 16.—The Spanish elec-
tion returns to date show the parties
to be divided as follows: Conserva-
tives, 318; Liberals, 87; Dissident Con-
gervatives, §; Independents, 11; Carl-
ists, 10; Republicans, 3. Owing to ir-
regularities in Madrid the presidents
of the electoral bureau have been fined
100 pesetas each. Fines have also beea
inflicted upon the mwire-pullers. The
Liberals elected in Madrid think of
resigning. In connection with the suit
for libel against the Marquis of Ca-
brinana, who was instrumental in ex-
posing alleged municipal corruption,
and who, as a result, s being prose-
cuted by the municipal councilors, the
marquis has been ordered to find bail,
but it is believed he will prefer to go
to prison.

THE SOUDAN CAMPAIGN.

London, April 16.—The Daily News
(Liberal) publishes a statement on
what it claims to be good authority,
that the Government will send 10,000
British troops to the Soudan in the

autumn for the purpose of reconquer-
ing that territory.

A dispatch from Cairo says: It is
rumored a party of the Dervishes is
north of the British advance post at
Akasheh, and that extra precautions
have been taken to protect communi-
cation with the pomt.

Prince Aziza, cousin of the Khedive,
who has served with the German and
the English cavalry, has been attach-
ed to the Lgy‘ptian staff, and will go
to the front.

Paris, April 16.—The Evenment
learns, it says, that in view of the pos-
sible events in the Soudan orders have
been issued to increase the supplies
and armaments of the French military
posts in South Algeria, Tunis, Senegal
and Timbuctu.
TROUBLE ON THE

BORDER.

Cape Town, April 16. —News has been
received here that the natives are
preparing to rise along the Transvaal
border. A rising in northern Transvaal
itself is also reported to be imminent.

There is something of a panic manifest
among the burghers who have appealed
for arms with which to protect them-
selves. The threatened spread of the
disturbance along the Transvaal bor-
der makes the situation at Buluwayo
and in Matabele much more serious.

A dispatch from Capetown says Mr.
Rutherford, the local agent of the De
Beers Mining Company, who was ar-
rested early in March upon the charge
of removing arms without a license,
has been condemned to pay a fine of
£20. The magistrate blamed the offi-
cials of the Cape Colony for their lax-
ity in failing to keep a close watch
on the movement of arms within their
jurisdiction.

The Independence Belge reports, un-
der reserve, that Capt. Lothaire, of the
Congo State’s army, has been tried at
Boma, in the Congo Free State, on a
charge of murder,in having ordered the
execution of the English trader Stokes,
early in 1895. The trial resulted in Capt.
Lothaire’s acquittal of the charge.

TRANSVAAL

CROWNED BY ROYALTY.

Pioturesque Finale to the Olympian
Games—Victors Honored,

Athens, April 16.—Brilliant weathor
prevailed here wyesterday, and the
stadion was packed with people ‘de-
sirous ©of seeing the prizes awarded
to the winners of the contest in the
Olympic games, just concluded. Upon
the arrival of the royal party, Mr.
Robertscn, an American, delivered a
Pindaric ode on the games, using the
modern pronunciation. Each of the
winners of a first prize received from
the hands ©of the King a wreath of
olive branch from the olive trees at
Olympia, according to the wancient
custom, the proposition to bestow sil-
ver wreaths having been abandoned.
The winners of second prizes received
laurel wreaths, and all the winers re-
ceived diplomas and medals. The
prize winners then paraded the sta
dion, the band playing the national
air of each nation. Afterwards the
King proclaimed the close of the
games. The greatest enthusiasm was
manifested throughout the ceremony.

CANADIANS BARRED OUT.

Buffalo, N. Y., April 16.—Ten Cana-
dians arrived in Buffalo 6én Tuesday,
all bound for Rome, N. Y., where they
were told they could get employment
on the canal and receive a share of
the $9,000,000 appropriated for im-
provements. Mr. De Barry has been
keeping a sharp lookout of late, and
all the arrivals were sent back.

FIREWORKS !

A Factory Blown Up—Two Persons Killed
and Others Probably Dying.

Chicago, April 16.—One of the main
buildings of the Chicago Fireworks
Company, at CGrosse Point, fourteen
miles north of this city, blew up yes-
terday morning, resulting in the death
of two employes and the serious and
probably fatal injury of six more. The
dead are: Nicholas Boree and Annie
Boree, his sister.

STREET WATERING,

On the reading of No. 3 committee’s
report by Ald. John Heaman,
Armstrong asked why ithe street rail-
way company’s prioposition to watzr
certain streets had been thrown out.

Ald. Heaman replied that the com-
pany would not spninkle less than sev-
en miles, and all the city could give
them was six. Then they wanted $100
more a mile to give four instead of
three sprinklings.

Ald. Pritchard said that as the com-
pany would use other than Springbank
water, their offer would have been a
great saving at a time when the
Springbank supply was lower.

Ald. Skinner defended the action of
the committee, saying they could not
give the company seven miles, be-
cause a number of ratepayers peti-
tioned against it. Then there were
sides of streets that the street railway
company could not touch.

Ald, Taylor favored the street rail-
way company’s tender, and he also
objected to the water commissioners
charging the city 15 cents for water
when manufacturers got it at a 5-cent
Tate.

Ald. O’Meara argued that the water
so paid for was revenue to the city.
He would mot favor putting river wa-
ter on the streets, where it would im-
mediately evaporate, to the detriment
of the public health. This, however,
could be done in times of extreme scar-
citv.

Ald. Powell thought that the city
would have saved money by accepting
the railway company’s tender.

The mayor thought that it would be
better for the year to adopt the re-
port of ithe committee. It would fa-
cilitate the striking of the rate, and it
would be some weeks before the com-
pany could do the work satisfactorily.

“T am still of the opinion,” added the
mayor, ‘“that it is in the interests of
the city that the street railway should
water the streets covered by their
tracks. I am sure the work will be bet-
ter done. I am not a bit afraid of the
river water. If it is not good enouzh
to go on the street to put down the
dust, some people who are living near
it will be in a very bad state. I be-
lieve that the time will come when the
system of street watering will be en=
tirely changed, or the people will not

| submit to pay for the street watering.

If the council could arrange to put on
their own teams it would be very
much Dbetter done than at present.
Some of the contractors have tendered
at prices whereby, if they do the work
properly, they cannot make salt on
the Job.”

Ald., Pritchard objected strongly to
watering the asphalt pavement by day
work. and Ald. Parnell and Powell ex-
plained that those portions of tne
streets had to be watered so often that
#t would be impossible for the regular
contractors to do the work.

Some discussion arose over the lia-
bility of the contractors for cart break-
ages. Ald. Parnell said that it was
asserted that before now some con-
tractors had deliberately broken carts
to get out of temporarily fulfilling
their contracts.

Ald. Pritchard took exception to the
remark, but the mayor said he had
been told the same thing.

It was finally agreed that the com-
mittee would exercise & fatherly over-
sight over the repairs, and if the
wagons broke through no fault of the
contractor, the city will bear the cost.

Ald. Pritchard moved that Mr. Sam-
uel Turner be appointed to examine
the water carts, and several of the
aldermen held that the motion was &
reflection upon the city engineer.

Ald. Dreaney said that he saw th2
carts every day, and he said that the
contractor who was repairing them
was doing a good job. He (Ald. Drea-
ney) had worked for mearly a genera-
tion, in the nvagon business, and he
knew a good job when he saw it. He
simply made the explanation in jus-
tice to the contractor, Mr. Geo. Hea-
man.

Ald. Pritchard’s motion was lost.

The recommendation that two street
watering inspectors be appointed this
yvear was sent back to committee.

The question of watering Mill sitreet
and not watering a certain portion of
the Pipe Line was referred back for
further inquiry. The proposition to
add togetner the two frontages on
corner lots and charge watering rates
on only one-half, and also to fix the
charge at 100 feet in broken {fronts,
vas adopted.

It was after 12 o’clock
business was concluded, and for five
minutes or so the aldermen plied
Manager Carr, of the street railway
company, Wwith questions respecting
the road. Mr. Carr, in reply, said that

The second row of chairs 1in the
auditorium was occupied by the mourn-
ers and relatives, and among those
bresent were: Prof. and Mrs. William
Saunders, and Miss Saunders, Ottawa;
Rev. Mr. and Mrs. Pitcher, Stanstead,
Quebec; Mr. and Mrs. J. H. McMechan,
and others.

The service began by the singing of
the hymn:

“Oh for a faith that will not shrink

Though pressed by every foe.”

tev. Dr. Sanderson followed with a
very touching prayer, and Miss Roblia
sang “Safe in the Arms of Jesus,” in
such a tender manner, and with so
much expression, that many were mov-
ed to tears. Rev. Benjamin Clement
read a Secripture lesson from the 15th
chapter of Paul’s First Epistle to the
Corinthians. The congregation then
sang ‘“Come, Ye Disconsolate,” and
Rev. A. L. Russell, chairman
district, spoke briefly, and very feel-
ingly. ‘Another hymn, ‘“How Happy
Every (Child of Grace,” followed, and
Rev. George Richardson, of Mount For-
est, who was introduced by Mr. Lance-
ley as an old friend of the deceased,
made an address.

“We have met this hour,” said- he,
“to pay our tribute of respect to the
memory of mo ordinary man. Brother
Robinson, like Solomon of olden time,
was head and shoulders above his
brethren. He was a marvelous man,
I believe that our venerable friend,
Dr. Sanderson, has uttered the feeling
of every one here when he said in his
tender prayer that God had blessed
him with a long and useful life. Now
I believe that Brother Robinson’s life
was useful, largely because he was a
religious man.” !

Continuing, Mr. Richardson spoke of
his first meeting with deceased, and
said that there was more than simple
intellectuality in his religion. He was
a man of deep tenderness, a wonder-
ful speaker and a wonderful and un-
excelled debater. He was also a man of
deep, broad reading, and no one would
ever say that he was cowardly, or lazy,
or indifferent. He had a large degree
of business power, which he used well
in the cause of God and the church of
his choice.

“I see Mr. John Cameron here,” said
Mr. Richardson, ‘“and I am sure he will
stand by what I say in this regard.
The fact is, I heard Mr. Robinson say
one day, ‘I made John Cameron.” I
suppose John Cameron has, I may
claim, had his first opportunity
and his first journalistic training under
this great man. Brother Robinson had
fine business talents.”

Mr. Richardson further alluded to the
dead man’s patience, and the fact that
he had gone to a brighter sphere,
where, he trusted, they all would meet
him by and by.

At the close of Mr. Richardson’s ad-
dress, Dr. Daniel announcec the hymn,
“A Day’s March Nearer Home,” and as
it was concluded Rev., Dr. Williams,
president of the London Conference,be-
gan to speak.

‘““His life was a rainbow that almost
spanned a century,” said he, referring
to deceased.*The century was not seven
vears old when Brother Robinson be-
came an actor amid the scenes of this
earthly life, he has passed away while
the century has but five years more to
run, when it shall give place to another
of those ecycles that make up human
life. Brother Robinson’s piety is be-
yond all question. Yet it was his own
—God given, but shaped by the per-
sonality of the man, brought out in
all its strength, and vigor, and telling
features by the manhood through
which it filtered—the manhood which it
dignified and glorified. here was not
much of sentiment in it, but he did not
despise sentiment., There was a deep
well of religious feeling far down in
the depths of his own heart. But that
did not appear before the public. It
was thoroughly real, genuine as the
diamond, through which the light
shines, strong as the British manhood
that held the soul of a more than or-
dinary man among men, upright—
ever pointing toward the stars of truth
and righteousness, planting his feet
upon the earth directly towards the
earth’s center.

“No man ever susnected J. H. Rob-
inson of weakening in matters of prin-
ciple. No man wcould believe him
guilty of anything Ilike a deflection
from the path of duty and the path of
righteonsness. He was made of the
sfuff of which martyrs were made in
rougher days than thegse—true to the
manhood that was within him, true to
the loving Saviour, whose grand life
in many of its features was reproduced
in his—true to the old Bible that he
loved so well, and which he believed
from it Genesis to the closing
verse of 1its Revelation, true to
al that was strong principled and
strong and good in ‘the views of men,
and true, above all, to the God whom
he loved and who loved him.” '

Dr. then relatud some per-

of the |

sonal incidents illustrative of the dead
man’s Kindness of heart, his veneration
for his wife and love for his family.
He described him as a rich, racy writer,
whose editorials on the subject of
Union carried the English New Con-
nexion Conference by storm in 1874.
The speaker would never forget the
first sermon he heard Mr. Robinsee
preach, in 1855, and he yet remembered
the text, which he recited at length.
The sermon was an inspiration to ham.

After referring to “Father” Robin-
son’s love for his “boys” in the uni-
versity, and to his wonderful financial
management, he said: “For many years
he lived the life of an earnest, vigorous,
manly citizen. His life was full of hon-
or and full of bright promise of a bet-
ter life to come. A loving father, a
nobly devoted husband, prince among
preachers, a manager of rare shrewd
ness and sagacity and forethought, a
man touching God on one hand in the
sweetest and richest spirituality in his |
nature, and touching humanity at all|
points of social interest somewhere oI |
other. He has passed away, and though |
some men may say that death ends
all it i= not It is a step into a
higher realm, waiting in the higher
place, waiting in the darkness here
for a time, walting for the sound of
a master’s voice, waiting for the open-
ing of his eyes upon things spiritual
and divine, waiting for the reconstruc-
tion of the old frame that wiil brighten
and strengthen in the symmetrical
beauty and power of the spirit of God.
Our brother has passed in this sense
out of the shadows into a life brighter
than that that ever shone on sea O
shore. The chariot of divine visitation
has carried him above the clouds of
earth, and we, his children, look up
lovingly as it disappears beyond the
stars, The chariot is still, his happy
spirit has lighted upon the fields of
beauty or upon the streets of gold. He
thas cast his trophies at the feet of the
Masgter who never fails to recognize
goodness and loving kindness. We =ay
‘arewell amid the shadows in and
sround the tomb, but we shall meet
in the morning of a day that shall
never know night again.”

The congregat sang’ ‘“There’s a
r.and that Is Fairer Than Day,” and
the service concluded with the benedic-
tion. As the audience withdrew the
friends of the deceased took a last look
at the remains in the casket before
the altar railing.

The interment took place at Mount
