General Pau Captures Am-
munition Column Four and
Half Miles Long.

RETREAT VERY WEARING

Germans’ Nerves Suffering,
While French Are Getting
More Encouraged.

London, Sept. 12.—The Daily Tele-
graph’s correspondent at Nanteuil, de-
partment of Ofse, in a dispatch dated
Thursday, dealing with the turn of the
tide in favor of the allies, gives the
impression, derived in conversation,
of many wounded French officers from
the fighting line. Prom this he learns
that the German army, meeting for the

Capture Ammunition.

Is More Important
Than Defeat.

“Already the number of unemployed
is immense. If it is net possible to
help this army of starving people it
will become a greater danger than the
danger of tl:e armies’ defeat,”

interesting In East Prussia.

Matters are getting a little more in-
teresting in East Prussia, where for
a while Russia is said to have had |
things virtually her own way.

the Russians are said to have been
compelled to withdraw. Petrograd says |
its only retirements have been its ad-
vance guards, who are keeping in
touch with the German advance, but |

It is possible that the Austrians have |

Victory for Servia. |

PARIS, Sept. 11.—11:13 p.m.—The following official
communication was issued here today:

“Rirst—On the left wing our success increases. Our
progresses have continued. North of the River Marne
and in the direction of Soissons and Compiegne the Ger-
mans have abandoned to us great guantities of ammuni-
tion, stores, some wounded and some prisoners. We have
taken another flag. The British army has captured 11
guns and some important stores and has taken from
1,200 to 1,500 prisoners.

«Second—In the centre, the encmy has given in right
along on its front betiveen Sezanne and Revigny. The
Germans have not yet fallen back from L’Argonne. Not-
withstanding the strain to which our troops had been
subjected during the last five days of battle, they still

find energy to pursue the enemy on its left wing. ;

“Lorraine and the Vosges—There 1s Rno change In
this territory.

«Austro-Russian Centre of Operations—The Aus-
trian army which was defeated at Lemberg has not been
able to assume the offensive, and in spite of heavy re-
inforcements, it is being repulsed. On the front between
Jalonne and Rawa and the River Dniester, the Russians
are besieging the fortified town of Grodek. The second
Austrian army has been attacked near Tomaszow, and
has been compelled to retreat. -

« A ustro-Servian Centre of Operations—The Servian
troops have crossed the River Save at Shabatz and
Obrenovatz. In Bosnia they have assumed the offen-
sive in the direction of Visegrad.”

REVIEW OF SITUATION.

A review of the recent fightinrg east of Paris from the standpoint of
the French war office is made in an official communication, iasued this
afternoon, The offensive movements of the allies are described as suc-
cussful. The statement follows:

«Ag we already have announced a battle has been taking place since
Sepiember 6 over a front extending in a general way from Paris to
Verdun.

“From the very outset of the action the German right wing, the army
commanded by General Von Kluck, which on September 6 had reached
the district to the north of Provins, was obliged to fall back, because of
the danger of being enveloped. By its clever and rapid movements, this
army was succeeding in escaping from the Allies’ grip, and was throw-
ing itself with the greater part of its force against our enveloping wing
to thé north of the Marne and the west of the Ourcq River. But the
French troops, which were operating in this region, powerfully aided by
the bravery of our DBritish allies, inflicted considerable losses on the
enemy and gained the time necessary to allow our offensive to press for-
ward, and at present, on that side, the enemy is in retreat toward Aisne
and the Oise.” =

SITUATION UNCHANGED.

“On the Ornain River, as between the Argonne Forest and the River
Meuse, where the armies of the Prince of Wuertemberg and the Crown
Prince of Germany were operating, fighting was still going on with
alternate advances and retreats, ‘but without any great change in the
situation.

«“Thus the first phase of the battle of the Marne is turning out in
favor of the allied armies, since the German right wing and centre atg
present are in retreat,

“On our right the situation remains without notable change in the
Vosges and around Nancy, which the Germans have tried to bombard
with some long range guns.

“The general situation has thus been completely transformed during
the last two days, both from strategic and tactical points of view. Not
anly have our troops stopped the Germans’ march, which they thought
was a victorious one, but the enemy has fallen back before us at nearly
every point.”

MILITARY STATEMENT,

The French military authorities who heretofore had confined the in-
formation made pubiic concerning the military operations east of Paris,
to laconic statements very general in character, today gave a lengthy
description of the most important battle since the beginning of hostil-
fties

Evidently, the left wing of the allied armies facing the northeast
have borne the brunt of the engagements in which the British took such
a prominent part that they are the object of the highest compliments on
the part of the French military men.

The combat, according to the official announcement, seems to be
developing into an abandonment of at least the advance positions held by
the Germans who, it is announced, are retiring along a greater part o‘f
the line. This retirement is said to have been for 45 miles at some
points.

Furious onslaughts sometimes by the French and again by the Ger-
mans occurred about the centre of an extensive line in the vicinity of
Vitry-le-Frarcois o

GERMANS ARE FURIOUS.

Three great German armies commanded by General Von Kluck, the
Crown Prince Frederick William and the Duke of Wuertemberg, effected
a junction and repeatedly hurled themselves against the French posi-
tlons with tne greatest vigor. but they were not able to achieve the
seeming object of breaking the allies’ centre and thus dividing the Anglo-
French armies.

FOR WOMEN PRISONERS

This and Other Matters of Interest
Discussed at Yesterday's Meeting.

At a meeting of the Local Council of
Women, held yesterday afternoon in
the Y. W, C. A. parlors, a letter was
read from a prominent London busi-

ness man, asking if the Council would
not use its influence to have women
and girl prisoners removed from the
courthouse to the police station,
vice-versa, in a covered patrol. At
present, the letter stated, female of-
fenders were marching along the street,
subject to the jeers and remarks of
men working in factories along the
route, and who made a point of being
near the windows or doors as they
wera passing.

The Local Council unanimously pass-
ed a hearty support of the protest, and
will place the matter before the mayor
and city council at the earliest oppor-
tunity, urging that

German Prisoners Tell of Ter-
rible Losses at Ourcg—
Valley Covered With

Unburied Dead.

FIGHTING BEYOND LUBLIN

Austrians Surrendered to the
Russians in Battalions
When Pressed in
Retreat.

[Canadian Press.]

Paris, Sept. 12.—4:10 a, m. — Forty
German prisoners, all wounded by bay-
onet thrusts, have arrived here and
given a hint of how the Germans suf-
fered in their retreat aeross the rivers
Ourcq and Marne. It appears that the
German force sent to «¢nat region to
face the FParis army protecting the
flank of the allies was an important
one and had been strongly entrenched.

When General Joffre ordered an at-
tack, a fierce engagement of artillery
opened and lasted two days without
interruption. Aviator Captain Georges
Bellenger finally gave the exact loca-
tion of the German batteries and soon
thereafter they were annihilated by
the French 3-inch guns.

Fled in Disorder.

Then came the rout, according to
participants. The Germans pursued
at the point of the bayonet, crossed the
Qurceq in disorder, leaving cases of am-
munition, cloaks, knapsacks and cart-
ridges. The losses of the Germans
were terrible and this point of the Val-
ley of the Ourcq is covered with the
bodics of their unburied dead. The
French also suffered serious casualties,
but mostly in wounded.

SIXTEEN TIMES
BRIDGES DESTROYED

[Canadian Press.]

London, Sept 12.—6:15 a. m.—The cor-
respondent of the Reuter Telegram
Company at Meaux sends the follow-
ing ctory of the fighting in that
vicinity: ‘“The Anglo-French forces,
which repulsed the Germans on the
banks of the Marne, inflicted enormous
losses in men ond material. The Ger-
ma.ais made incredible efforts to cross
the Marne. The French, having de-
stroyed all the bridges, the Germans
tried to construct three bridges of
boats. Sixteen times the bridges were
on point of completion, but each time
they were reduced to matchwood by
the French artillery,

MADE CORPORAL FOR
CONSPICUOUS BRAVERY

Former French Under Secretary Hon-
ored In Front of Troops.

[Canadian Press.]

London, Sept. 12. — A dispatch to the
Exchange Dispatch says Arthur Magi-
not, who was under-secretary of -war,
and was one of the promoters of three
years military service law, has just
been promoted to a corporal for bravery
in action. He has been serving in_the
army as a private. :
During a recent engagement in a
French village, the dispatch says, Magi-
not, at the head of several soldiers,
rushed in and put to flight a detach-
ment of Germans. He was promoted in
front of his troops and complimented by
his colonel, who' kissed him on  both
cheeks.

HOW WAR ANNOUNCEMENT
WAS RECEIVED IN LONDON

[From London Exchange]

“Mobilization of the ' British fleet—
official’’ was being yelled by newsboys
with armfuls of Sunday papers all over
the West End tonight. This shriek of
impending war seemed to bring the peo-
pl¢’ running into the streets. By 10
o’clock Piccadilly. Coventry street, and
other streets, three parts empty on nor-
mal Sundays, were thronged. There
was a rush for the papers, the armfuls
faded away, and under every lamp in the
glore of the cafe windows there were
zroups of eager readers, There was
plenty o1 excitement. but none of that
furious passion one remembers so well
from the early times of the Boer war.
The street crowd did not seem to know
what the fight, if fight there is to be
for us, would be about. Papers were
read quietly, with some such colorless
remark as “Looks as If we are going
to do something now.”

You realized the strange nature of this
Sunday night best in Trafalgar Square,
where people were standing in a solid
mass, kept out by
citement. Late at night these watchers
for something to turn up were delighted
by the appearance of half-a-dozen red
coats and a couple of bluejackets. The
goldiers and sailors were surrounded and
laudly cheered. There were a few
Frenchmen in the crowd, and they
c¢heered loudest of all. The sailors es-
caped these embarrassing attentions by
announcing that they had to report
themselves at headquarters.

The Government Offices.

Parliament street, usually deserted on
Sundays, was noisy with the feet of
men and women wandering up and down
past Downing street, apparently under

the Impression that the cabinet was still |

sitting at No. 10, Lights were burning
in the war office and the admiralty, and
anxious faces were turned up to the
windows. Curiously enough, the Ger-
man embassy was deserted, and the ex-
tra policemen posted there as a precau-
tion had nothing to do. The few on-
lookers outside the sombre vellow build-
ing noted that a motor was waiting.
“Perhaps it's for the ambassador. He'll
be getting his passports tonight,” was
one speculation. A man related that he
“saw the German Emperor come out of
that little door’”’ only two years ago,
“and I helped in the cheering,”” he
added.
Tears in Soho.

One came nearest to the reality of the
gsituation in the French quarter in Soho
or in the narrow streets off the Totten-
ham Court road, where hundreds of the
poorer Germans live. In Compton street
one could hardly get along for the groups
of young Frenchmen, waiters in restaur-
ants, in their Sunday clothes,
things over. Friends and relations of
these young fellows had left for France
only a few hours before. One saw
French mothers and wives with red
eyes, The

lthe cabinet was sitting. The Russian
’nmbassador had just left. Two or three
| motor-cars waited near the Whips' of-
{fice.

| As one walked through St. James’
| Park one saw the admiralty building
| with blazing windows from one end to
{ another. Buckingham Palace showed
| some lights on the third floor, but there
| was no one waiting there but a police-
| man.

In Soho there was a tiny reflection of
'events on the continent. Two Germans
| had paraded through some of the French
| streets and their manner had excited the

liceman made peace.

|  This morning the unusual was every-

| Cross was like a scene in Germany.

THE BARBARITY OF WAR

Men have long realized the barha.rltl,v
of war, without much change in their
susceptibility to War fever. Perhaps
when they once realize clearly its ironic
absurdity, which many writers have
tried to show to them, they will finally
turn from it. Charles Dickens took great
pains to make clear the true nature .o\'
so-called civilized warfare, in his brief
description of “a splendid charge'’:

“There will be the full complement of
backs broken in two, of arms twisted
wholly off, of men impaled upon their
bnvor;ets. of legs smashed up like bits
ot.ﬂrewood, of heads sliced open like
apples, of other heads crunched into
soft jelly by the iron hoofs of horses,
of faces trampled out of all likeness to
anything human. This is what skulks
behind ‘a splendid charge.’ This is what
follows, as a matter of course, when
our fellows rode at them in style and
cut them up famously.”

After the Charge.

Anq after the charge? A correspond-
ent of the New York Tribune writes of
the battlefield of Diest, Belgium. He
says:

“Across the battlefield of Diest there
is a brown stretch of harrowed ground
half a furlong in length. It is the grave
of twelve hundred Germans who fell in
the fight of Wednesday. All over the
field there are other graves, some of
Germans, some of Belgians, some of
horses, When I reached the place this
afternoon peasants with long mattocks
and spades were turning in the soil.
For two full days they had been at the
work of burial and they were sick at
heart. Their corn is ripe for cutting in
the battlefield, but little of it will be
harvested. Dark paths in their turnip-
fields are sodden with the blood of men
and horses.”

The Belgians, in contempt of their
marksmanship, had forced the Germans
to the attack, which had been made
from three points of the field simul-
taneously. The fighting had been fierce,
but now that both sides had swept on,
no one seemed to know how those in
the fight had really fared, Only by the

* heaps ©f dead could one make esti-
mate:

“At least, there were most dead on
the side toward the bridge. The charge
of 30p Uhlans, who were held in check

for a short time by seventeen Belgians
to have

at a corner, seems, however,

come near succgess. The derelict helmets
| and lances that covered the flelds show
| that the charge pressed well up to the
| guns and to the trenches in the turnip-
| lelds where the Belgian soldiers lay.

On the German left mitrailleuses got in

their work behind, and in the houses
| on  the outskirts of the villages. Five of
gthese houses are burneq to the ground,
| and two others farther out are broken
| all to pieces and burned. In a shed was
| a peasant weeping over the dead bodies
| of his cows.
| ‘It would be easy now at the begin-
| ning of this war to write of its tragedy.
| The villagers have each a tale of loss
| to tell. All of the twelve hundred men
{in the long grave were men with wives,
| sweetheartg and parents. All the Bel-
| gian soldlers and others who were
iburied where they fell have mourners.

A Pathetic Letter.

‘““A letter which 1 picked up on the
field and am endeavoring to have iden-
| tified and sent her for whom it is in-
‘itended. will speak, for all. It is written

in ink on half a sheet of thin note-
paper. There is no date and no Place.
It probably was written on the eve of
| battle in the hope that it would reach
its destination if the writer died. This
is the translation:

* ‘Sweetheart: Fate in thig present
:’war‘has treated us more cruelly than
| many others. If 1 have not lived to
| create for you the happiness of which
| both our hearts dreamed, remember my
| sole wish now is that you should be
| happy. Forget me and create for your-
| self some happy home that may restore
to vou some of the greater pleasures of
life. For myself, 1 shall have died
happy in the thought of your love. My
last thought has been for you and those
I leave at home. Accept this, the last
kiss, from him who loved you.’

“Postcards from fathers with bless-
ings to their gallant sons I found, too,
on the field, little mementoes of people
and of places carriedq by men as mas-
cots. Everywhere were broken lances
of German and Belgian, side by side;
scabbards and helmets, saddles and
guns. These the peasants were collect-
ing in a pile, to he removed by the mil-
itary. High up over the graves of
twelve hundred, as we stood there, a
German biplane came and went, hover-
ing like a carrion-crow, seeking other
victimg for death,

“7 am a great admirer of Dickens, but
never knew before that his genius was
related to anything but literature. A
friend, who once was privileged to
know him, tells me that the great Eng-
lish author was the creator of an opera
and that it was performed, he believes,
at Drury . Lane. A long search
through works dealing with Dickens
has not revealeq that the creator of
Mr. Pickwick either wrote an . opera
or that he knew anything about musis
at all. Can you help me?’

Charles Dickens did not compose an
opera, but he did write the libretto of
one. This is an example of his work
almost enmtirely unknown and it is in-
deed so rare that copies which oc-
casionally make their appearance at
book sales fetch $60 to 380, The
opera—it wag really an operetta—was
written {n 1835 and published at Christ.
