Suiprisingly enough
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summer is not that for away and 
many students have already started to think about summer 
jobs. For those of you who have not, the following 
paragraphs will outline some of the opportunities that are 
presently available through our office in Annex B.

The Federal Government COSEP application kits ore now 
available and the application deadline is March 11, 1983. 
COSEP stands for Career Oriented Summer Employment 
Program and is an inventory of applicants with various 
academic backgrounds from which all Federal Departments 
must select their candidates for the staffing of summer 
positions. Although the deadline is stated as being in 
March, many departments commence the selection process 
much earlier; therefore, it is to your advantage to apply as 
early as possible to ensure the broadest exposure to the 
maximum number of opportunities. You may ask how suc­
cessful is this program, and to answer, there were 192 
UNB/STU students hired under COSEP in 1982.

Presently we also have opportunities available in many 
other areas including special constables with the RCMP, 
survey work with the City of Fredericton, Student Place­
ment Officer positions for all of the Canada Employment 
Centres for Students throughout Atlantic Canada, various 
positions in the hospitality and tourism industries with a 
number of different employers, as well as scientific 
research openings with the Woods Hole Oceanographic in­
stitute and the Department of National Defence. We also 
have information on openings with a number of summer 
camps, involvement with organizations such as Canada 
World Youth and the Quebec-Labrador Foundation and par­
ticipation as a summer volunteer in Europe.

For Department Heads and Faculty members who may 
have ideas that could translate into the creation of summer 
jobs a reminder that the package for community projects 
under the ‘Summer Canada" program are now available. 
This package includes a guide, applications and a provincial 
insert sheet and is available from either Barb Shipley in the 
Personnel Office or from the Canada Employment Centre 
on Campus in Annex B. The deadline for the submission of 
projects is March 4, 1983.

Chances are that you, the average university student, are 

seriously contemplating the future and the role you wish to 
play in the labour-force. Thousands of occupations exist 
"out there" but, casting aside fears of becoming another 
unemployed statistic, you hove to make some positive 
career choices now to narrow down your field of career op­
tions. For example, you might decide to consider a) only 
those careers which you can realistically see yourself pur­
suing based on your skills, talents and interests; b) the 
"dream" careers tht intrigue you although you may not 
presently have the necessary skills to pursue them (exam­
ple to be the first female Canadian astronaut on the moon), 
and c) those careers you wish to learn more about just out 
of curiousity since anything that incites curiousity is worth 
learning more about. The task of narrowing down your 
career options is really not as formidable as it may first ap­
pear. It is all a matter of knowing a few short cuts that will 
simplify matters enormously. Take the CCDO for example. 
You may (quite reasonably) ask "What's that?" Well, the in­
itials themselves stand for "Canadian Classification And 
Dictionary of Occupations. What makes this dictionary 
valuable is that it lists and describes in a logical and simple 
classification system, almost every conceivable occupation 
in Canada. This numerical classification system is used by 
Canada Employment and Immigration and the federal and 
provincial governments hiring departments.

Looking through the dictionary, you would find each oc­
cupation is assigned a seven-digit number along with a con­
cise description of the responsibilities for that position.

After locating a specific CCDO number, you may use it to 
obtain a specific career file in the Career Information 
Library (on the lower floor of the Alumni Memorial 
Building, Room 19.) The files contain brochures, hand­
books, newsletters and job profile sheets published by 
companies, organizations and government agencies. 
Perhaps most importantly, the files provide a good over­
view of all the career options within your field of interest. 
One glance into the journalism file (no 3351) reveals that 
journalism is really a very general label for a category of 
careers which include editing, advertising, reporting, 
publishing, photography etc. The list is long. In general, 
however, any job involving the production, promotion, cir­
culation and management of news, technically constitutes a 
career in journalism. The fact of the matter is that many 
people are unaware of the myriad of career opportunities 
within any chosen field. This applies not only to journalism 
but also to students who graduate with degrees in subjects 
ranging from chemical engineering to sociology.

The Career Information Library provides a copy of “A 
Career Research Guide." This guide, prepared by McMaster 
University, lists (with CCDO numbers) careers related to 
courses. To use the guide, you simply match your major or 
area of concentration (ie. computer science, history etc) 
with a selection of occupations related to this major in 
which actual university graduates have found employment. 
By skimming the various occupations in your field of in­
terest, you may find new career possibilities you had 
previously been unaware of, that utilize many of your 
talents. For example, let's say you hove a degree in biology 
and are very artisiically talented; then perhaps you should 
consider learning about a career as a medical iliustrtor 
(CCDO no. 3314122). The possibilities for combining your 
talents and skills in a fulfilling career are vast. It's just a 
patter of using the career resources at your disposal.

At the Career Information Library you may also find 
useful the Directory of Canadian Universities. The beauty of 
this book is that once you decide which educational pro­
gram you wish to follow, the directory will provide you with 
vital information on the universities which offer such a pro­
gram. In mini-calender format, information on tuition fees, 
faculties, G.P.A. requirements, campus services, university 
address, the name of the registrar or admissions officer 
etc. are all provided for Canadian universities. For more 
detailed information on a specific university you may con­
sult the calender for that university.

All these resources are available for your use at the 
Counselling Services Career Centre on weekdays from 8:30 
am to 5:00 pm. You may call 453-4820 for more details.

Council (SRC) by-elections will 
be held Tuesday, February 8th 
and Wednesday, February 9th. 
Six seats will be contested. 
There is the nursing seat, 
which has be vacant since 
September, engineering, 
vacated by Dave Reckziegel 
and science, vacated by Don 
Higgins. Three other coun­
cillors hove resigned very 
recently, Liz Lynch, rep-at- 
large, Mike McCormick, 
forestry rep and Katy Boyle, 
education rep.

One of the biggest arguments us­
ed in this fight against the Playboy 
channel is that portraying females 
as sex objects, when they are strug­
gling for equality is totally unaccep­
table.

Why weren't 
there hordes of letters written ban­
ning that? Because the word por­
nography wasn't mentioned, that's 
why. How about "Benny Hill”? If you 
ever want to see a show portraying 
women as nothing more than a set 
of knockers, dont miss this one. 
"Too Close For Comfort", "All In The 
Family", and "Charlie's Angels" are 
just a few more examples of the 
kinds of shows which have been 
degrading women for years.

These women's groups feel that 
the only choice we have is to say no 
to First Choice TV. But is that really 
our only option? Of course not. This 
is just another case of a group of 
people trying to decide for the

masses what they should watch. 
You may remember a similar case 
occurring in Saint John a few years 
ago when a certain minister got on 
his high horse and decided that cer­
tain books weren't suitable for 
teaching in the classroom. How can 
one person decide for everybody 
what is right and what is wrong? In 
Aristotle's republic, more than 2000 
years ago, much the same thing 
was happening. A few of the "older 
and wiser” people would get 
together and determine what was 
suitable for the masses to hear, to 
read and to see. Surely we've come 
further than that in 1983?

We are by no means condoning 
pornography, degradation or any 
other form of discrimintation. What 
we mean to soy is that no one has 
the right to take away our 
democratic right to free choice. The 
minute that happens, we're in 
serious trouble.

Do these groups realize that the 
more fuss caused by all this 
unintended hype, the more pay TV 
channels are sold? It's like telling 
your five year old to keep his hand 
out of the cookie jar, and when next 
you look all that's left are the 
crumbs. Don't tell adults what they 
can and can't do. You'll have a war 
on your hands.

It seems that the next step is that 
concerned groups of people will be 
telling us what we can and can't 
wear. Will it ever stop? The choice 
is yours.

Over the past several weeks a 
great deal of controversy has been 
swirling around the heads of special 
interest groups across this great 
land of ours. Having little else to do 
with their time, feminists, 
preachers and the press have been 
stirring up a lot of dirt on a 
characteristically smutty subject: 
pornography. And no, this time it's 
not the onslaught of kiddie porn, 
sadistic double 'x' rated movies and
sex shops’ these do gooders are 
after, it's the new First Choice pay 
television company which has 
entered into an agreement with 
Playboy to show their programm­
ing.

The name Playboy makes the 
jaws of many conservative people 
drop to their knees and turn a 
whiter shade of pale.

They 
must get to know and respect it, to 
give as much as they receive from the 
people of the community, to have 
those around them gain from their ex­
perience and to participate fully in 
community life.

Overseas this varies with cir­
cumstances, but, even if the work 
projects or the techniques that are 
used are different, the learning ex­
perience is still demanding and wor­
thwhile.
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Sharing with people of a dif­
ferent culture

This unique experience offered to 
young people requires discipline and 
maturity. The privilege of par­
ticipating demands total involvement. 
The norms and rules as set must be 
respected and participants must pro­
ve both before and during the pro­
gram that CWY was justified in in­
vesting in the persons selected. A 
token financial contribution and/or 
contracturai commitment is one of 
the conditions of participation.

The essential challenge is the shar­
ing between peoples different from 
one another. Anglophones from 
Manitoba and Ontario, francophones 
from Quebec and New Brunswick, Sri 
Lankans or Bolivians or Malians form 
groups of 14 persons who live and 
work together for six months. The 
values, attitudes, pace of life, percep­
tion of time, male/female roles, con­
ceptions of development, etc. 
generally surprise the Canadian and 
foreign confrontations, it is exciting 
to learn and discover these dif­
ferences and to accept them.
