Daring this year there will be four Eclipses, three of the Sun and one of, 

the Moon. •• e ,
I. —On the 10th of January there will be an Annular Eclipse of the Sun, 

but it will not be visible in America.

II. —On the 7th of July there will again be an Annular Eclipse of the 
Sun, but this also will not be visible -here.

III. —On the 17th of December there will be a partial Eclips^of the 
Moon very early in the morning, visible about one-fifth of the Moon's 
disc. At Montreal it will begin at 33 minutes past 1, and end at 15 
minutes past 4. At Toronto it will begin at 9 minutes past 5, and end 
at 61 minutes past 3.

IV. —On the 31st day of December there will be a total Eclipse of the 
Sun, but only partial in this country. On that day the Sun will rise 
eclipsed about 6 digits. To those who delight in such phenomena, 
this eclipse will afford much, although brief, pleasure.

Do you want to raise it large and good, then 
take notice of this. A correspondent of the Horticulturist had some as 
large as his hoe handle perfectly tender and succulent. This was his 
method of cultivation ; one part new dung, to forty parts stable manure, 
were spread two inches thick in Autumn, and forked in. The next 
spring this was turned over slightly, and a coating of a quarter of an 
inch of salt added. This dissolved by rain—killed every weed, while it 
promoted a vigorous growth of asparagus.

Jolt.—Canada thistles should be mown down when they are in full 
bloom or a little past ; one cutting will generally suffice. Large quan­
tities have frequently been destroyed by once mowing, and it has been 
found equally successful on white alders when cut in the same forward 
state. White daisies or johnsworts are hard to exterminate. Where a 
good supply of plaster or gypsum is scattered over the land, white and 
red clover may take the place of johnswort. But there is nothing equal 
to sheep for destroying weeds. By repeatedly pasturing with sheep, the 
daisy will disappear; so will johnswort, And other less troublesome 
weeds. You may destroy your weeds and feed your sheep at the same 
time.

THE FARMER.
TO MAKE FARMING PROFITABLE.

Evert beginner in farming, by securing the following essentials, will 
succeed : .

1. Buy no more land than there is capital enough to pay for, with one- 
third more surplus—for a small farm, free from debt, with plenty of
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t means to flock It, enrich it, and carry on Its work, will yield more than 

a larger one, encumbered with debt, conducted feebly In every part, with 
I bad fences, poor implements, bony animals, weedy fields, and thin crops.

2. Lay out the fields in best order—so as to admit a systematic rota­
tion, and to give ready access to every field at all times without passing 
through other fields.

3. Provide good fences and necessary gates—and valuable time will 
not be lost in driving out intruding animals, nor crops lost by their 
depredations.

4. Furnish good farm buildings, to secure properly the crops, and to 
afford shelter to animals.

5. Select the best animals and the best implements that can be secured 
for a reasonable price.

6. Bring the soil into good condition by manuring and draining, and 
keep it so by a judicious rotation.

7. Effect a clear and systematic arrangement of all the work, so that 
there shall be no dashing or confusion.

8. Employ diligence and energy, and adopt careful management.
Milking Young Cows.-A recent agricultural writer has said thutyoung

cows, the first year they give milk, may be made with careful milking 
and good keeping, to give milk almost any length of time deemed desi- 

1 rable ; but that if allowed to dry up early in the fall, they will, if they 
have a calf at tne same season, dry up at the same time each succeeding 
year, and noting but extra feed will prevent it, and that but for a short 
time.

Aoi or Animals.—A bear, dog and wolf, rarely exceed twenty-years, 
a fox fourteen ; lions and elephants are long lived, the former someiimes 
reach seventy years, and the latter four hundred. An elephant captured 
by Alexander the Great from an Indian king, was found three hundred 
and fifty years subsequently, with the following inscription on him : 
Alexander, the son of Jupiter, had dedicated Ajax to the sun. The 
name of Ajax having been given to the eh phant by Alexander. The 
average of cats is fifteen years ; hares, seven or eight ; squirrels the 
same ; pigs thirty years, rhinoceros, twenty; horses average twenty- 

, I five; camels one hundred; sheep seldom exceed tenyears; stags are 
long-lived; cows, 15 years. Cuvier gives one hundred years to the 
whale, thirty to the dolphin. Ravens one hundred years. An eagle 
died at Vienna one hundred and four years old ; swans three hundred ; 
tortoise one hundred and seven.

Wkioht or Watkiion Land —A cubic foot of water contains 61 gal­
lons, each weighing 10 lbs. If 4,000 gallons of liquid manure are ap­
plied to an acre, the cubic capacity of the application is 23 yards 9 feet, 

' and its weight 17 tons 17 cwt. to lbs. This dressing, if not imbibed by 
the soil or allowed to run off, would cover it with a sheet of water hav­
ing a depth of nearly 3-ltiths of an inch, and would be equivalent to 
a very heavy iliuuder shower.

LrAP-YnAit.—Every year, the number of which is divisible by 4 with­

out a remainder, Is a leap-year, except the last year of the c. mury, which 
« a leap-year only when divisible by 400 without a remainder. Thus 
the year 1800 will not be lean-year
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A German astronomer, Schwabe, observing for 30 years the spots upon 

the sun, discovered that they passed through certain phases of increase 
and decrease every 11 years ; and that there was an intimate connection 
between these phases and the magnetic state of the earth.

Measures or Space.—A circle contains 300 degrees ; a degree 60 
minutes; a minute 60 seconds, Ac. ; consequently a «emiciicle contains 180 
degrees ; a quadrant, 90 degrees ; a eextaul, 60 degrees ; and an octant, 
48 degrees ; a right angle contains, or is measured by, 90 degrees, and 
two right angles by 180 degrees. The circumference of a circle is near­
ly 3 1-7 times its diameter, or more accurately, 3 1416 times ; in other 
words, this number is the circumference of a circle whose diameter is 
unity • consequently the diamter of a circle is nearly 7-22, or more accu­
rately, 31831 of its diameter. In France the circle is frequently divided 
into 400 degrees, a degree into 100 minutes, and a minute iuto 100 
seconds, Ac. The latter is called the centesimal system, and the former 
the sexagesimal ; consequently, 1 centesimal degree contains 54 sexage­
simal minutes ; 1 centesimal minute, 32.4 sexagesimal seconds ; 1 cen­
tesimal second, .3Î4 of a sexigesimal second ; and also 1 sexagesimal 
degree contains 1 1-9 centesimal degree ; 1 sexagesimal minute, 1.85185 
centesimal minute ; and one sexagesimal second, 3 08641 centesimal 
seconds. A mean sexagesimal degree of the terrestrial meridian measures 
96.045 imperial inches.

To Asceutain the Length or the Day and Night.—At any time of 
the year, add 12 hours to the time of the sun’s setting, and from the sum 
subtiact the time of rising, for the length of the day. Subtract the time 
of setting from 12 hours, and to the remainder add the time of rising 
next morning, for the length of the night. These rules are equally true for 
apparent time.

Measures or Time and Motion.—A Mean Solar day is the mean appa­
rent time of one revolution of the earth on its axis ; and it is divided 
into 24 hours ; an hour into 60 minutes ; and a minute into 60 seconds, 
Ac. ; hence the mean daily apparent motion of the sun is 15 degrees per 
hour, or 1 degree in 4 minutes of time. A Sidereal day is the real and 
invariable period of the diurnal rotation, and contains 23 hours, 56 mi­
nutes, 4 1-10 seconds of mean solar time. A Tropical year is the period 
of one revolution of the earth in its orbit, and contains 365 days, 5 hours, 
48 minutes, 49.19 seconds of mean solar time. The seconds' pendulum 
makes 86,40u vibrations in a mean solar day at the same place on the 
earth’s surface.

Vegetable Products or the United States.—The official statistics 
show that the crop of Indian corn amounted in 1855 to 600,000,000 bus­
hels, valued at $360,000,000. The crop of wheat is 165,000.000 bushels, 
valued at $247,500,000. Oats, 170,000,000 bushels, value $68,000,000. 
Potatoes, 110,000,000 bushels, value $41,250,000. Rice, 200,000,000 
lbs., value $101,000,000. Cane sample sugar, 689,000,000 lbs. value $37, 
350,000. Cotton, 1,700,000,0001bs., $136,000,000. Hay and fodder, 16, 
000,000 tons, the value $160,000,000. The value of domestic animals and 
animal products in the States is set down at $1,500,000,000.
