connected with the movements of the 
early leaders of the Reformation. Find­
ing that the doctrine of the middle state, 
which we call Purgatory, was clearly re­
cognized in the books of the Maccabees, 
and anxious to get rid of so decisive a 
testimony, they determined to reject 
these books as belonging to the inspired 
writings ; although they found them re­
ferred to, in this character, by the fath­
ers of the Church at all times.

Brethren, let us examine the passage 
in these books, which appears to have 
served the reformers as a chief pretext 
for their rejection. It stands thus in 
the 12 Chap., 2 book, “He, Judas Mac­
cabeus, making a gathering, sent twelve 
thousand drachms of silver to Jerusa­
lem, for sacrifice to be ottered for the sine 
of the dead, thinking well and religiously 
concerning the resurrection, 
bad not hoped that those who were slain 
should rise agaiu, it would have seemed 
superfluous and vain to pray for the 
dead. And because he considered that 
they who had fallen asleep in godliness, 
had great grace laid up for them. It is 
therefore a holy and a wholesome 
thought to pray for the dead, that they 
be loosed from sin.” 2 Mace, C. XII. Tne 
transaction thus related belongs to an 
important epoch in the history of Cod’s 
people. It occurred about one 
hundred and seventy years before the 
birth of Christ, A foreign usurper had 
been for some time holding that people 
in subjection, and adding to his other 
Oppressions, the most sanguinary perse 
cutioa on the score of religion. The 
nation was at last driven into open 
resistance, which was headed by the 
high priest, Judas Maccabeus. In one of 
the many battles incident to that great 
struggle, a more than ordinary number 
of the national force had perished. And 
it was discovered on examining the 
bodies of the slain, that their avarice had 
tempted them to retain on their persons 
certain articles of gold, which they had 
lately seized, whilst destroying one of the 
idolatrous temples of the enemy.

By this act they bad undoubtedly 
transgressed against the law of Moses, 
But their countrymen, knowing the sin­
cerity of their faith, were persuaded 
t^eir conduct had not been influenced 

any leaning towards idolatry; and
at, although they bad acted unlawfully 

•nd sinfully in this instance, yet. that 
•in was such a one as might find remis­
sion in the next life. And, accordingly, 
with the intent to help the deceased in 
obtaining that forgiveness at the hands 
of Cod, the high priest and the nation 
at large, did procure the sacrifices to 
which this passage refers. Such were 
the circumstances of that memorable 
transaction. In examining the infer­
ences which it warrants, I will for argu­
ment sake, take the books of the 
Maeoabees as mere history. They are, 
however, not only an authentic piece of 
history, but one of the highest character, 
for veracity; since we find the great 
Jewish historian Josephus using them 
invariably throughout his work, as a re­
cord of undoubted authority.

Now, if the ottering of sacrifice and 
prayer for the dead that they might be 
loosed from sin, was not one of the 
received rites appertaining to the Jewish 
worship; if the avowed principle on 
which that sacrifice was ottered in the 
instance here related, was not one of 
the received and familiar tenets of the 
national faith : if this whole passage was 
but a daring libel on the memory of 
Judas Maccabeus, and on the memory 
of the people of his time, it is manifest 
that the Books of the Maccabees would 
never have been preserved by the 
people, as a precious national record. 
But in point of fact these Books were so 
preserved by that nation ; and therefore 
it is certain that the sacrifices in ques­
tion had been ottered as these books 
testify. And now the argument stands 
thus. Was the sacrifice thus ottered for 
the dead an act of rank superstition, as 
the reformers would persuade them 
selves ?

Is that 
reconcilable with the charge, that Judas 
Maccabeus had sullied his own reputa 
tion with posterity, by an atrocious act 
of superstition, within the Temple 
itself ? Is the supposition to be endured, 
that the Son of God would sanction by 
Ills own presence, the observance of a 
festival so identified with the memory of 
one, who—if the opinion of our reform- 
eis concerning pray er for the dead 
true—had not only profaned the Temple 
by an act of superstition, but had 
over seduced the faithful flick, 
ted to his care, into a public participa­
tion in bis crime I Brethren, it would 
be a rank blasphemy to impute this pas- 
siveness to the Son of God ; to llim, 
who in the fervour of his zeal for the 
holiness of the Temple, had already 
driven from within its precincts, the 
money changers and other sordid trail 
ickere. Neither can that other bias- 
phemy of Calvin be endured, which 
would impute to the Apostles of 
Lord a base connivance at a supersti­
tion. Such a charge directly tends to 
destroy the very foundations of Christian 
faith, inasmuch as it would attribute 
false and truckling spirit to those whim 
Christ had sent to teach all nations 
And therefore their conduct, in relation 
to the practice of ottering up prayers 
and sacrifices for the dead, that they 
may be loosed from sin, must be con- 
sidered as warranted by divine inspira 
tion. It is therefore not a novelty, 
a superstition that the Catholic Church 
maintains at this day, as she has over 
maintained—namely, that it is a holy 
and a wholesome thought to pray for the 
dead.

This conclusion is irresistible even for 
those who are unwilling—because of 
their unhappy prejudices—to receive 
the books of the Maccabees, in any 
other character than that of an authen­
tic history : but for us Catholic Chris­
tians, who receive them as a portion of 
the Holy Scriptures, it is quite decitive 
of the present controversy. With us 
the principle is still sacred, even as it 
was of old with God’s chosen people— 
that it is a holy and wholesome thought 
to pray for the dead, that they may be 
loosed from their sins. Believing as 
they did in a future state and judgment, 
and knowing as they know, from sad 
experience and observation, bow few go 
forth to eternity out of this world of 
peril and temptation, so pure as to enter 
at once into the mansions of the blessed; 
we are consoled by the assurance, that 
there is still reserved be) ond the grave 
a place for penitence and remission. 
And therefore it is, that no man deeply 
impressed with the truths of revealed 
religion ; though, perhaps, not yet a 
Catholic, ever loses a dear friend or 
relation by death, without feeling the 
impulse struggling in his heart, to be 
seech the God of mercy in behalf of the 
deceased.

Thus, brethren, it is evident that the 
Catholic Church, so far from broaching 
a novelty m maintaining the doctrine of 
Purgatory, has but preserved that doc­
trine, and its consequent practice known 
to the faithful under the old law and to 
the faithful under the gospel, from the 
very days of the Apostles of our Lord. 
Woe to him, who bad spurned this 
inexhaustible source of Chanty and con­
solation for the faithful of Christ in their 
journey through this life, saddened as it 
is from hour to hour by the ravages ol 
death. Hus death suddenly removed 
from his sight some beloved friend, 
from amidst the engrossing pursuits 
and distractions, and exciting caus s 
which must involve even the just man, 
suddenly cut ott in midst of a thousand 
imperfections, do you not doubt that— 
that spirit was entitled to enter at once 
into lleavenf 
doubt, you must come next, and of 
necessity, to the conclusion that it is 
doomed to hell; denying as you do, that 
there is, in the next life a place lor peni 
tence and remission, for without 
penitence there is no remission of sin. 
This is indeed a sad alternative; and no 
wonder that they should be “sorrowful 
concerning those who are asleep, even as 
others who have no hope.” 1. Tnessal, 
IV. 12

I now willingly take leave of this por­
tion of our subject, to renew for a 
moment the appeal to your sympathies at 
this season, in relation to those who are 
yet suffering in the mi idle state of the 
dead ; and concerning whom, your faith 
assures you, that they may be helped by 
your prayers and good works. I have 
already expressed my own fears that we 
are too justly liable to reproach in this 
respect. Yet it is not to the more bumble 
cissies of our communion that the charge 
will apply. Every dole extracted from 
their poverty by the passing beggar, every 
contribution to a work of charity is con­
secrated to the relief of their deceased 
brethren in Christ Every prayer that 
ascends to heaven from their lips, con­
cludes with the ardent recommending of 
the souls in Purgatory to the mercy of 
God. They are themselves too intimate 
with pain and sorrow to be able to dis­
card their sympathies even for the dead, 
who are still in the communion of love 
and faith with the Church of Christ. It

Dearly Beloved Brethren i—Whilst 
enjoying .11 the blessings and privileges 
of this Jubilee year, granted by our 
Holy Father Leo XIII, and uniting our 
prayers and supplications for the needs 
of the Church, with all faithful Chris­
tians on earth during the month of 
October, we should not lose sight of the 
debt of charity indicated by the Holy 
Father. You are aware that he has ex 
tended the prayers and indulgences of 
the month of October to the second of 
November inclusive, to remind us that 
whilst we pray for the Church militant, 
we should cherish a loving and salutary 
remembrance of the Church suffering, in 
which doubtless are to be found the 
souls of many dear departed friends, 
whom we once loved with all the inten­
sity of pure affection. At no other sea­
son of the liturgical year does this duty 
come so forcibly before us, as at this 
time, when we celebrate the triumph of 
all the Saints, and commemorate the 
sufferings ot tne faithful departed. As 
we hope that amongst the Saints now 
reigning with Christ in Heaven, there 
are many with whom we lived and worked, 
so also we may reasonat ly conclude that 
amongst the suffering souls there are to 
be found some, to whom we were bound 
by bonds oi blood and affection, and the 
lore and charity we have for them dares 
to imitate the charity of God Himself. 
For, dear Brethren, when we pray for 
the souls in Purgatory, we exercise an 
act oi the love of God, for we shew 
thereby that we love those whom He 
loves, and we love them because He 
loves them, and to further His glory, 
and magnify Hie praises.

At this season of the year, the Church 
present! the rare instance of uniting 
undsr on* solemnity two of her greatest 
festivals. While she assembles us on 
the feast of all Saints, proclaiming with 
the Psalmist, “how precious in the sight 
of the Lord is the death of Hie Saints,” 
(Pa. 115), her joyful accents so suitable 
to the occasion have hardly ceased, when 
we hear the first note of her plaintive 
requiem for her suffering dead, In sol­
emnizing the memory of the Saints, we 
rejoice at the consummation of the atone­
ment of the Cross in their persons, and 
learn to aspire to that holiness of life, by 
means of which they have attained their 
crown ; though once surrounded, as we 
are still surrounded by the snares of a 
sensual world. Let us lift up our hearts 
to these members of the Church tri­
umphant, confident in their sympathies 
and their prayers in our behalf; for while 
yet on earth they prayed with effect for 
their brethren, as the apostle tells us— 
“you helping withal in prayer for us, that 
this gift being obtained for us by means 
of many persons, thanks may be given by 
many in our behalf,” (II Corinth.

At all event., the father should at leiat 
see to it that hla child U prevented 
acquiring lo se habita of learning, think­
ing, studyii g. And the accuracy end 
thoroughness that will reward such care 
will make your child a youth of well- 
balanced mind, logical and clear in thought 
and expression. For thla purpose, if not 
for a more moral one, you will keep away 
from ihe eyes of your child all promiscu­
ous reading, newspapers and miscellanies. 
From the reading of such as these your 
ch'ld may come forth 
and pert, but with an illogical mind and 
depraved imagination, totally unfit for 
really serious study.

All ibis, of course, supports that the 
father is a Christian man, who attends to 
his children and makes their training a 
labor of love. It supposes that he is a 
father who makes his children hie com­
panions; who takes them out to walk, 
especially Sundays, and who imp 
them the great principles of religion end 
morality so strongly that nothing in after­
life can change or modify them in the 
mind of his pupil child. It supposes him 
to be a father who loves his home, and 
who thinks no place on God’s earth except 
it be God's sanctuary, more sacred than 
hie own fireside,

If the father wants to rear a religious 
child he must himself be religious. It 
will not suffice to tell the child how much 
God loves children ; how Jesus loved them, 
blessed them, caressed them, suffered and 
died for them. No; the child must fre­
quently see the father on his knees before 
the ciudfix, reading good books, and 
giving alms to the poor. If he would 
rear a truthful child he must himself 
be truthful. Happy ia the child who 
feels convinced that his parents could not 
tell a falsehood. If he would rear a well- 
mannered child he must himself be well- 
mannered. He must not permit his child 
to speak loudly in the presence of étrang­
er», an act of Ul-bteeding which we fre­
quently witness in ferry-boats and can, 
end which some mothers seem even to en- 
com ege. No wonder that the children 
uf American families have become the 
Utes noiret ol European hotels and ocean 
steamships,

The father must be truthfully consist 
eot in all he promises to do. Sad will it 
be for him If he contradict to-night what 
he said this morning, or undo to morrow 
what he is carrying out today. Nor 
should he give his children their own 
way. Some children seem to do as 
I hey plecse. A little while ago I met a 
mother accompanied by her eight year- 
old girl whom I had been misting from 
Su;.day school. ‘‘She does not care to go, 
Father,” said the woman. And then, 
stooping down to the child, she asks, 
“Will you go to Sunday-school, dear 1" 
“No,” said the child. “She won't,” said 
the mothet!

The great question for the father is : 
How shall I make a h >ma attiactive fur 
growing ones i Ob, this is a great ques­
tion, It is a difficult thing to make hume 
attractive in these great cities, where there 
are su many att,actions to lure youth 
from home. Aud this is an argument iu 
favor of Catholic colonization In the great 
West. It was my happiness once to visit 
these colonies and there I saw the best 
specimens of manly youth and of girlish 
innocence, reared in village or country 
homes. And yet home in these great 
cities must be made a dear spot to the 
child, a place to love, an oasis in the 
wilderness of daily toils, a darling little 
spot to which parents and children would 
turn to look for quiet and comfort when 
there was none to be found in all the 
world beside—a home.

But, alas ! how many enemies of home 
has the Christian father to contend 
against ! Could we name a few, we would 
mention the theatre, politics, the pool­
room, the club-room. Auy man for 
whom the theatre has a fascination is a 
failure as a father. The politician, as a 
rule, cannot be a dutiful father. The 
votary of the pool room will, sooner or 
later, become a drunkard. The club­
house is fit only for the unmarried man, 
who has no one that mb ses him at home, 
no wife and children rendered wretched 
by hie absence.

And now I have done. Venerable, you 
admit, is the name of “father.” We 
It to express sacred thoughts, to denote 
what is beet, most tender, most natural, 
What an honor to be called the father of 
an institute, a congregation, a country I 
When we wish to speak most tenderly of 
the good priest we call him “Father,” 
“Father Confessor,” "Spiritual Father.” 
We speak volumes for a Bishop when we 
say he is the Father of his diocese—of his 
priests, of his people, and when we wish 
to speak most lovingly of him who repre­
sents Jesus Christ amongst us, we call 
him the Father of all the faithful—our 
Holy Father the Pope. Honorable, then, 
is the name of Father on earth. May 
every Christian father be blessed eternally 
in heaven !

Plano, III.. Oct. 10.—This pretty little 
town is on the main line of the Burling­
ton Road, fifty-two milts west of Chicago. 
Three thousand two hundred are the fig­
ures set opposite it under the caption 
“population.” It is the best known out 
aide of Kendall County 
reaper and harvests g work». Yet, not­
withstanding its comparative oblivion, 
Plano is a flourishing town ; it is steadily 
growing in population and wealth, ntd 
will ont day undoubtedly be a manufac­
turing centre of some note. Drunkenuei s 
among its inhabitants is unheard of. 
There isn’t a bar-room in the city, and no 
other place where liquor can be pur­
chased .

To day tbe new Cbuich, St. Mary’s, was 
formally dedicated with all the pomp and 
ceremonial that such a service implies.

The ceremony was conducted by no less 
a personage than Archbishop Riordan, of 
San Francisco, and he wast assisted by 
Revs. Father Riordan, Dunn, and Henne- 
berry, of Chicago, and Father Erhard, the 
worthy priest who presides over this par 
iah, and to whom belongs the credit of 
securing for Piano i’s s v nth house of 
worship. Archbishop Riordan and Father 
Henneoerty arrived here last night and 
were the guests of Father Erhard, but the 
other clergyman did not arrive until 10;20 
o’clock this forenoon, when they came in 
on a special train from Chicago. They 
were accompanied by that veteran priest, 
Father Carroll, who, despite his advanced 
age and infirmities, insisted upon coming. 
The party was received at the depot by 
the Archbishop, a party of Foresters, and 
a large concourse of town folk, who 
accorded them a hearty welcome. Car­
riages were provided for the clergymen, 
and then a proce^sioo, headed by the 
Plano brass bmd, was formed. From the 
depot it marched to M du stretd, thence 
to Plain street, and thence north to the 
new church.

Plain street is a tjpical country high­
way, skirted by tall, wide spreading shade 
trees and green fields which are ioveied 
with a profusion of wild fl wer?. In one 
of the most beautiful spot» cf thi. paitural 
scenery tbe Catholics have erect, d their 
church I: is in keeping with its sur­
roundings. It is an oblong, white frame 
structure, two stories high, and is sur­
mounted only by a plain cross. Its ex­
terior is severely plain, w ith the exception 
of a little tile work on tith r side. When 
the Clergy and their escort approached 
the eacied edifice fu’ly fiye hundred per 
sons were gathered about its doors. On 
either tide of the road in a kneeling posi­
tion were ten little girls, each arrayed iu 
white roses. They beloi.ptd to the con­
firmation class that Father Erhard had 
prepared in anticipation cf the visit of 
the Archbi»hop. As toon as the latter 
and his train bad passed inside the church 
the crowd followed, and the auditorium 
was soon filled tooveiflowlng. The dedi­
catory services were c r.d icted by the 
Archbishop, and when they were con­
cluded high mass was celebrated' by Father 
Henneberry, of Sc. Pius’ Chuvch, Chicago, 
assisted by Fathers Riordan and Dmn 
Father Carroll occupied a seat on the el fir 
during the mass.

Archbishop Riordan’s sermon v rs a 
simple yet convincing argument in fi 
of tho Ca’holic Church. He pail ; “
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your pu*
piD, bojs and gir’s, iu this Crusade, I 
wish them, first to utter their protests 
against it every day, by offering acts of 
reparation to the insulted Majesty of God. 
—And desire a’so that they pledge them* 
selves against ever imitating the bad ex­
ample of so many men and children who 
outrage God’s holy name, and invoke evil 
upon themselves or other creatures.

I direct therefore that every morning, 
after the usual prayers at the beg:nuingof 
schools, there be recited the versicles, 
given aj an act of Reparation for profane 
language, and ordered by Plus IX. of 
blessed memory, to be recited in Rome, 
Following the manner of reciting used 
there, the teacher will utter a verse aloud, 
and all the pupils will repeat it.

21. That they will do what they can, 
according to their opportunities, to dis­
courage and to hinder others from using 
them.

3d. That whenever they hear such lan­
guage they will immediately offer a repar* 
ation to God’s honor, by repeating at least 
the first two veraie'es ; “Blessed be God ; 
Blessed be His holy Name.”

Aud this pledge should be renewel every 
three months, or thereabouts. It will bo 
beat dote on occa ion of a general Com­
munion, publicly in the church.

Aud in order that
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, . , , , parents and all tho
faithful may unite with tha children in 
this good work, it is hereby directed, that 
this Stine Act of Reparation be recited in 
the sarffe mnnni r whenever Benediction 
of the Bb( sed Sacrament Is given, whether 
in public churches or private chapels.— 
Following tho practice of Rome, tha 
Priest, after giving the Benediction, will 
set the ostensory on the altar egtiu, and 
go down to tho floor. There kneeling on 
the lowest step, he will recite the tiret 
versicle, and the people will repeat it 
after him; the seconi, third and remain­
ing versicles should be said in the same 
way. Then he will go up and repose the 
Blessed Sacrament in tbe tabernacle.

And I exhort all the faithful to adopt 
the practice recommended to the children 
whenever they hear any profane words 
uttered, to repeat the versicles. “Blessed 
be God, Blessed be His Holy Name.”

For this same purpose of reparation to 
God’s honor—I earnestly recommend the 
devotion of the Holy Face of our Lord 
enrolling one’s self iu the Confraternity, 
and also exposing in the Churches and 
Schools the picture called the Veronica, 
It Is the copy of the impression of the 
Adorable Face of Jesus; as it was left on 
the cloth with which the holy woman 
wiped off the sweat and blood and spittle 
that defiled it.—This recalls to our minds 
the indignities offered to Him in His Pas 
sion, and inflames in our hearts a desire 
of atoning for the insults now given Him 
by profane language.

Sir,—Foolistmebs presides in the office 

ol the Hamilton Spectator. About a week 
a^o 1 wrote the editor a letter quietly 
pointing out a number of mistakes he 
hod previously made in a paragraph on 
Separate Schools Un my return y ester 
day, alter a week’s absence from heme,
I found that on the 11th inst. he replied 
to me in an article which was character 
ized throughout by perversion and inac 
curacy. He starts off by saying that he 
is “glad to have his errors po-nted out” 
—Yea, so that he may repeat them; 
“glad to have his friends write temper­
ately”—Yes, in order that he may per­
vert tbeir statements and abuse their 
moderation ; and “glad to be given 
opportunity to make his meaning clear” 
— Yes, like Mark Twain’s story of 
George Washington, which did not say 
one word about George from beginning 
to end. The Spectator's article of the 
11th is similarly devoid of clearness, 
except that it is clearly prejudiced. 
Next he says : “It (the law) should as 
sume that every taxpayer is a supporter 
of public schools;” that is, he would 
have Catholics put down as supporters 
of schools which, as a body, 
directly or indirectly, inculcate princip­
les contrary to Cathode doctrine, and 
yet he would rot have a non Catholic 
hUpport a school iu which he believed 
the teachings were “untrue and danger- 
ouh.” Again, he ignores the fact that 
while the law simply assumes that Cath 
olics are supporters of Separate Schools 
it compels all non-Catholics, without 
exception, to be supporters of Public 
Schools. Here i.t one case wheie the 
law does not unduly favor Separate 
Schools; on the contrary, this is their 
chi- j sou ice of weakness, as any unpre­
judiced mind will acknowledge. If the 
law were tix*d -o suit the ideas of the 
mighty p'.-n los ing editor of the Spectator 
the Separate Schools would soon cease 
to exist. Perhaps this is a consumma­
tion for which he devoutly wishes. When 
the Spectator editor says “both male and 
female mem tier s of religious orders are 
considered qualified to teach, no matter 
wbat their education or training,” he says 
what is positively untrue, because the 
ladies aud gentlemen referred 
thoroughly educated,! are well trained tu 
teach, and are at least as successful as 
their secular confreres. Moreover, as the 
public are permitted to have evidence of 

qualifications, let any competent 
judge enter the schools that th^y teach, 
observe their work and kow they do it, 
and he will leave with the impression that 
th. SptcUdor editoiial is a delusion and a 
s iare, to say the least of it. As to the 
responsibility for payment of school tax, 
the Spectator's opinion is one sided. As 
all the landlords are not Catholics, neither 
are all landlords non Catholic, so that if 
’he Catholic tenant can require his non 
Cath ne landlord to pay the Separate 
Schools ttie tax assigned to the value of 
his occupancy, then also can the non 
Catholic tenant compel his Catholic land 
lord to act similarly towards the Com­
mon Schools. In the city of Hamilton 
and many ocher parts of the Province 
this arrangement causes the Separate 
Schools to suffer; yet the Spectator editor 
says that it discriminates against the Com­
mon Schools.

This is 
the true construction of the section re­
ferred to. In view of the fact that these 
corporations derive their revenues from 
the public at large, it would be both 
legal and just that they be required to 
pay, say, one fifth of their school tax to 
the Separate Schools.

ONE CHURCH FOR ALL.

ARCHBISHOP RIORDAN TELLS WHY HE 
BELIEVES THE CATHOLIC FAITH THE
ONLY ONE IN ALL THE WORLD.

Plano, 111.. Oct. 10.—This pretty little 
town is on the main line of the Burling­
ton Road, fifty-two mike wubt of Chicago. 
Three thousand two hundred are the fig­
ures set opposite it under the caption 
“population.” It is the best known out 
side of Kendall County 
reaper and harvesting work*. Yet, nut- 
withstanding Its comparative oblivion, 
Plano is a flourishing town ; it is dead ily 
growing in population and wealth, and 
will ont day undoubtedly be a manufac­
turing centre of some note. Drunkenueis 
among its inhabitants is unheard of. 
There isn’t a bar-room in the city, and no 
other place where liquor can bo pur­
chased .

To-day the new Cbuich, St. Mary’s, was 
formally dedicated with all the pomp and 
ceremonial that such a service implies.

The ceremony was conducted by no less 
a personage than Archbishop Riordan, of 
San Fraudsco, and he wast assisted by 
Revs. Father Riordan, Dunn, and Henne- 
berry, of Chicago, and Father Erhard, the 
worthy priest who presides over this par 
iah, and to whom belongs the credit of 
securing for Piano i’s s v nth house of 
worship. Archbishop Riordan and Father 
Henneoerty aimed here last night and 
were the guests of Father Erhard, but the 
other clergyman did not arrive until 10;20 
o’clock this forenoon, when they came in 
on a special train from Chicago. They 
were accompanied by that veteran priest, 
Father Carroll, who, despite his advanced 
age and iufiiinities, insisted upon coming. 
The party was received at the depot by 
the Archbishop, a party ot Foresters, and 
a large concourse of town folk, who 
accorded them a hearty welcome. Car­
riages were provided for the clergymen, 
and then a proceusioo, headed by the 
Plano brass bmd, was fuimed. From the 
depot it marched to M -iu etret-t-, thence 
to Plain street, and thence north to the 
new church.

Plain street is a typical country high­
way, skirted by tall, wide spreading shade 
trees and green fields which are covered 
with a profusion cf wild (1 wer?. In one 
of the most beautiful spots cf thL paitural 
scenery the Cathulics Lave erect, d their 
church I: is in keeping with its sur­
roundings. It is an oblong, white frame 
structure, two stories high, and is sur­
mounted only by a plain cross. Its ex­
terior is severely plain, w ith the exception 
of a little tile work on either Bide. When 
the Clergy and their escort approached 
the sacred edifice fuTy fiye hundred per 
sons were gathered about its doors. On 
either tide of the road in a kneeling posi­
tion were ten little girls, each arrsyed iu 
white roses. They belonged to the con­
firmation class that Father Erhard had 
prepared in anticipation cf the visit of 
the Archbtehop. As toon as the latter 
and his train bad passed inside the chuich 
the crowd followed, and the auditorium 
was soon filled tooveiffowing. The dedi­
catory services were c r.d icted by the 
Archbishop, and when they were con­
cluded hign mess was celebrated’ by Father 
Henneberry, of Sc. Pius’ Chuvch, Chicago, 
assisted by Fathers Riordan and Dam 
Father Carroll occupied a seat on the al ar 
during the mass.

BY THE GRACE OF GOD. AND THE AP­
POINTMENT OF THE HOLY BEE,

To the Clergy, Religiont and Laity of the

Diocese, Health and Benediction in 
the Lord.

Dearly Beloved Brethren :
The approach of the month of Novem- 

with its “All Soule’ Day,” is for us 
an appropriate occasion for addressing 
you on the consoling and salutary doc- 
trine of Purgatory and on the duties of 
piety and charity towards the faithful 
departed, that spring from it The Church,
In consecrating this month to special de 
votion for those who have died In Christ, 

to have formed an alliance with 
nature in order the better to attune our 
minds to solemn thoughts of death and to 
touch and move our hearts with the sacred 
memories of those who have gone before 
us. November is the graveyard of the 
year. The withered, fallen leaves ; the 
naked trees ; the hush and silecce of the 
woods ; the dark, short melancholy days; 
the moaning winds, that seem like the 
dirge of nature over its departed glories 
end its present sad desolations—all these 
characteristics of our November strongly 
impress the mind with thoughts of decay 
and death. They remind us that, In the 
language of Scripture, "All flesh is grass 
and all the glory thereof as the fliwet ol 
grass ; the grats la withered and the fl jwer 
« fallen.”—la xl., 6. They tell us that, 
in the words of the Psalmht, “In the 
morning man shall grow up like grass, in 
the morning he shall (flourishand pass 
away ; in the evening he shall fall, grow 
dry and wither.”—Psalms lxxxix., 6. The 
Holy Church takes up these voices and 
warnings of nature, and, blending them 
with her own, teaches her children that, at 
this season of the year, they should occupy 
themselves with salutary thoughts con­
cerning death and the dead ; that, mindful 
of the certainty of their own death one 
day, they should not forget those who 
have gone before them, but should, by 
prayers and alms-deeds, and especially by 
the oblation of the holy sacrifice of the 
Mass, seek to bring them aid and refresh­
ment and to hasten their advent into that 
eternal reel and everlasting light and un­
ending and perfect happiness which are 
enjoyed in the Kingdom of God. For 
there is a place of punishment in the next 
life, where some souls sutler for a time 
before they can go to Heaven, and these 
souls may be helped and relieved by 
prayers, alms-deeds and other good works.

For us CathoVcs there cen be no doubt 
about the dectrine of Purgatory, for it is 
a defined article of our faith that there is 
a middle state in the next life, where some 
souls are detained for a time before they 
reach their immoital and happy destiny, 
but it Is useful to show that this, like a 1 
the other doctrines of the Church, is in 
strict accord sith light reason and in 
perfect harmony with the revtaled word 
of God.

In treating this question we must, for 
the proper understanding of it, lay down 
certain preliminary prr positions :

We will premise by stating that every 
sin is not mortal, and doea not deserve 
eternal punishment, according to the laws 
of divine j ustice ; but that there are lest 
grievous sins which are, from their nature, 
venial, and do not destroy grace and 
charity ; and it Is to such the Scripture 
refais when it declares that the just man 
falls seven times. Hence, the just can 
truly use the words of the Lord’s prayer: 
■••Forgive us our tre-passes.” St. John 
declares that if we say we have no sin, we 
deceive ousselvee, and the truth is not in 
us, (1st Epis. St. John, 1st chap.) Our 
Lord even assures us that " for every idle 
word we speak, we shall render an account 
on the day of judgment.” (Matthew, 
chap, 12 ) Would it not be monstrous, for 
instance, to assoit that the telling of 
jocose lie were equal in gravity to the 
horrible crime of parricide, or the shame­
ful sin of adultery, and that it deserves a 
like punishment 7 Hence, St, Augustine 
says that “for those daily, transient and 
venial offences, without which this life is 
not lived, the daily prayers of the faith­
ful satisfy.”

We must, in the second place, premise 
that, even when God pardons tie truly 
penitent the eternal punishment due to 
mortal sin, He does not always forgive 
certain temporal chaatieemtnts which 
remain to be endured cr expiated by the 
forgiven sinner.

Our first parents di obeyed the 
round which God gave them—they sinned. 
God pardoned their sin, but oh ! how 
terrible wire the temporal punishments 
inflicted on that tin ! They were banished 
from Paradise and were condemned to 
death, and that sentence of death 
prised all their posterity. By 
there came Into the world pestilences, 
famines, plagues, wars, sickness and death. 
Moses and Aaron, for having sinned at the 
water of contradiction by want of confi­
dence, were never permitted to enter the 
prom’sed lard ; and though Moses feasted 
his eyes upon its beauties, yet, as a 
temporal punishment of his sin, he was 
never allowed to set hie foot upon its soil. 
David, than whom thtre 
greater penitent, offended God. The 
prophet of the Lord was sent to him. He 
confessed his sin, exclaiming, “I have 
sinned against the Lord." The prophet 
said to him, “the Lord also hath taken 
away thy tin ; thou shall not die ; never­
theless, because thou hast given occasion 
to the enemies of the Lord to blaspheme, 
for this thing the child that is born thee 
shall surely die.” There remains, there­
fore, a temporal punishment due even to 
forgiven sin.

We should a’eo understand that no sin, 
according to God’s ordinary pro vident, e, 
can or will be forgiven without satisfying, 
as to all the punishment due to it, the 
laws of divine justice.

appanage of the Catholic mission of 
Sandwich, it is now the centre of a pro­
gressive and prosperous parish. The 
growth of Chatham, in a Catholic sense, 
has been truly wonderful. In 1861 there 
were in that town but 875 Catholics, with 
326 in the Township and Core of 
Chatham; in 1881, there were, on the 
other hand, 1506 in the town and 544 in 
the Township. The sympathetic multi­
tude of non-CathoIics that assisted at 
the laying of the corner stone on Sun­
day, the 17th, emphatically attests the 
growth of good feeling towards the 
Church, and the readiness of those out­
side her fold to hear her doctrines ex­
pounded. The Bishop, who is specially 
hsppy, because as well of his kindliness 
and delicacy of sentiment as of his 
scholarly attainments, in addressing 
non Catholics, was never more impres­
sive than in his masterly and exhaustive 
discourse at Chatham. We bare, we 
must say, never beheld a more deeply 
fraternal, broad-hearted and religious 
assemblage than that gathered upon that 
memorable occasion. The whole popu - 
lation of Chatham and vicinity was fully 
represented. Among the lay notabili­
ties present, besides the members of the

Clancy, M. P. P., Weal Kent 
Rev. Fathers Rouan, Wallaceburg; Vil­
leneuve, Paincourt, and McKeon, Both- 
well, arrived in the course ol the after­
noon. The last named reverend gentle­
men delivered at Vespers, to a very large 
congregation, an instructive and edifying 
sermon on the Holy Sacrifice of the 
Mass, On Monday morning, the 18th, 
His Lordship proceeded, accompanied 
by the Rev. Fathers O’Connor, Sand­
wich ; William, Chatham: and Tieman, 
London; to Paincourt, where he received 
a glad welcome from pastor and people. 
His Lordship here gave Benediction of 
the Most Holy Sacrament, and on Tues­
day morning administered the sacred 
rite of confirmation to eighty candidates. 
In a discourse delivered in the French 
language, with remarkable grace and 
persuasiveness, His Lordship recalled to 
parents and children their Christian 
duties and forcibly urged on them the 
constant practice of God’s holy law. At 
Big.Point, a newly erected mission six 
miles from Paincourt, His Lordship on 
Wednesday morning gave confirmation 
to thirty three candidates, making in all, 
since Rosary Sunday, 702 persons con­
firmed.

Here again were the good French Cana­
dian people highly pleased and gratified 
to hear their first pastor address them in 
their own tongue, His Lordship at this 
mission also blessed a new bell for the 
parish church. After the solemn 
monies of the day, His Lordship, with the 
attendant clergy, assisted at a sumptuous 
banquet prepared and provided by the 
kindly forethought and generous hospi­
tality of the priest and people of Big 
Point. This, we may here remark, is a 
new parish, in charge of the Rev. Father 
Carrière, an energetic young priest from 
the diocese of Montreal A very fine 
praebytery Is now in course of completion, 
and everything promises for this parish, 
in whose welters end progress the Bishop 
takes an especial interest, a very bright 
and prosperous future.

; We gave our readers last week a full 

report of the important ceremony which 
took place at Chatham, the flourishing 
county seat of the great and populous 
county of Kent, on Sunday, the 17th inat. 
A great day indeed was that for Chat­
ham and for Kent—a day of joy and 
peace and happiest promise. The Chat­
ham Planet says of the new structure ;

“It will be pure R-rmau in architecture, 
74 feet in width by 190 feet in length, 
width of transept 110 feet, height ol 
towers 175 feet, with clere storey and 
side roofs and 62 windows. The interior 
height will be 70 feet, central nave and 
two aisles, on each side of the nave will 
be eleven stone columns 2 ieet in diam 
eter tapered, and 20 Ieet high with bases 
and caps. Two special columns, each 2 
fl 6 in. in diameter and 28 feet high will 
be placed at the sanctuary. All columns 
are to be tapered and ornamented with 
elegant Corinthian caps; eight large stone 
columns will be placed in front of the 
portico, whose dimensions will be 11 Ieet 
by 19 feel There will be a main and 
two side entrances; seating capacity 1200. 
The interior will be finished in a manner 
quite in keeping with the magni­
ficent exterior, every attention be 
ing paid to its acoustic proper 
ties. There will be no galleries, with the 
exception of a small organ loft. Five 
altars are to be erected. On the west 
side, in line with the transept, will be the 
morning chapel 22 fl by 36 feet, capable 
of seating 200 and provided with a sep­
arate entrance. In the basement of this 
chapel will be placed 
fuel bins.

“The site, which is probably the finest 
inChatham, is that occupied by the old 
church, erected in 1847, and rased to the 
ground last spring to make room for its 
more pretentious successor. In the old 
ehuren Catholic eitizens of Chatham and 
vicinity worshipped for forty years, being 
presided over in turn by the Jesuits, 
Basilians and Franciscans. Within this 
brief period how many have been ushered 
into life to pass away again, and how 
many whose silvery locks have passed 
from view. There are a few who saw their 
labors rewarded by tha completion of the 
old building, and having spanned the 
bridge of its usefulness, now awaits the 
opening of the new edifice, wherein to 
praise their Gad dating the waning Java 
of life; while others, again, full of the 
vigor of youth, with hopes of a longer 
lease of life, see In its erection the hope 
of many graces and blessings beneath its 
roof.”

If then so great a reward is promised t ) 
those who relieve the suffering on earth, 
will not the reward be proportionally 
I ;reater, if by our good works we relieve 
Irom much more intense suffering the 
souls in Purgatory ?

1st. In conclusion, then, we most 
strongly recommend to our Catholic people 
a special devotion for the relief of the 
souls in Purgatory. Lit their prayers and 
good works, and especially the Holy Sac­
rifice of the Mass be frequently offered to 
God for this purpose.

2nd. For this end we exhort our people 
to recite the ltosary of the Blessed Virgin, 
with their families, during this month of 
November, for the repose of the souls of 
the faithful departed. We may well 
imagine that those souls appeal to us con­
stantly for the helt> that we can oo readily 
afford to them. We may imagine them 
addressing us in the words of holy Job 
(xlx. 21.) “Have pity on me, have pity 
on me, you at least my friend**, because 
the hand of the Lord hath touched me.”

3id. We desire that the Church bell be 
tolled at seven o’clock each evening dur 
ing the month, to remind the faithful of 
the sacred duty of praying for the de­
parted.

This pastoral shall be read in all the 
Churches and Chapels of our diocese, and 
in the religious communities, the Sunday 
after its reception.

To the Clergy, Religiont and Laity of the
Dlooeee, Health and Benediction in 

the Lord.
Dearly Bilovbd Brethren :

The approach of the month of No veut- 
with lta “All Soul.’ Day,” Is for us 

an appropriate occasion for addressing 
you on the consoling end salntery doc­
trine of Purgatory and on the duties of 
piety end charity towards the feithful 
departed, that spring from it. The Church,
In consecrating this month to special de 
votion for those who have died In Christ, 

to have formed an alliance with 
nature in order the better to attune our 
minds to solemn thoughts of death and to 
touch and move our hearts with the sacred 
memoriae of those who have gone before 
us. November is the graveyard of the 
year. The withered, fallen leaves ; the 
naked trees ; the hush and silence of the 
woods ; the dark, short, melancholy days; 
the moaning winds, that seem like the 
dirge of nature over its departed glories 
and ita present sad desolations—all these 
characteristics of our November strongly 
impress the mind with thoughts of decay 
and death. They remind us that, In the 
language of Scripture, “All flesh is grass 
and all the glory thereof as the fir wet ol 
grass ; the gtais la withered and the flower 
is fallen.”—la xl., 6. They tell ui that, 
in the words of the Psalmist, “In the 
morning man shall grow up like grass, in 
the morning he shall (flourish end pass 
away ; in the evening he shall fall, grow 
dry and wither.”—Psalms lxxxix., 6. The 
Holy Church takes up these voices end 
warning! of nature, and, blending them 
with her own, teaches her children that, at 
this season of the year, they should occupy 
themselves with salutary thoughts con­
cerning death and the dead ; that, mindful 
of the certainty of their own death one 
day, they should not forget those who 
have gone before them, but should, by 
prayers and alms-deeds, and especially by 
the oblation of the holy sacrifice of the 
Mass, seek to bring them nid and refresh­
ment and to hasten their advent into that 
eternal reel and everlasting light and un­
ending and perfect happiness which are 
enjoyed in the Kingdom of God. For 
there is a place of punishment in the next 
life, where some souls suffer for a time 
before they can go to Heaven, and these 
sonls may be helped and relieved by 
prayers, alme-deedsand other good works.

For us CathoVca there can be no doubt 
about the doctrine of Purgatory, fer it is 
a defined article of our faith that there is 
a middle state In the next life, where some 
souls are detained for a time before they 
reach their immoital and hspp> destiny, 
but it Is useful to show that this, like a 1 
the other doctrines of the Church, is in 
strict accord with light reason and in 
perfect harmony with the revtaled word 
of God.

In treating this question we must, for 
the proper understanding of it, lay down 
certain preliminary prt positions :

We will premise by stating that every 
sin is not mortal, and does not deserve 
eternal punishment, according to the laws 
of divine j notice ; but that there are less 
grievous sins which are, from their natur 
venial, and do not destroy grace an 
charity ; and it le to inch the Scripture 
refers when it declares that the just man 
falls seven times. Hence, the just can 
truly use the words of the Lord’s prayer: 
“Forgive us our tre-paases.” St. John 
declare» that if we aay we have no ein, we 
deceive ourse! vea, and the truth is not in 
ua. (1st Bpia. St. John, 1st chap.) Our 
Lord even aasurea ua that “ for every idle 
word we apeak, we shall render an account 
on the day of judgment." (Matthew, 
chap. 12 ) Would it not be monstrous, for 
instance, to assoit that the telling of 
jocose tie were equal in gravity to the 
horrible crime of parricide, or the shame­
ful «In of adultery, and that it deserves a 
like punishment ? Hence, St, Augustine 
says that “for those daily, transient and 
venial offences, without which thia life la 
not lived, the daily prayera of the faith­
ful satisfy.”

We must, In the second place, premise 
that, even when God pardons tie truly 
penitent the eternal punishment due to 
mortal sin, He does not always forgive 
certain temporal chastiiemtnts which 
remain to be endured cr expiated by the 
forgiven sinner.

Our first parents di obeyed the 
mend which God gave them—they stoned, 
God pardoned their ain, but oh ! how 
terrible wire the temporal punishments 
inflicted on that tin ! They were banished 
from Paradke and were condemned to 
death, and that sentence of death 
prised all their posterity. By 
there came Into the world pestilences, 
famines, plagues, wars, sickness and death. 
Moses and Aaron, for having sinned at the 
water of contradiction by want of confi­
dence, were never permitted to enter the 
prom'sed land ; and though Moses feasted 
his eyes upon its beauties, yet, as a 
temporal punishment of his sin, he was 
never allowed to set his foot upon its soil. 
David, than whom tlnre was never a 
greater penitent, offended God. The 
prophet of the Lord was sent to him. He 
confessed hie sin, exclaiming, “I have 
sinned against the Lord.” The prophet 
sail to him, “the Lord also hath taken 
nway thy ein ; thou abalt not die ; never­
theless, because thou hast given occasion 
to the enemies of the Lord to blaspheme, 
for this thing the child that is born thee 
shall surely die.” There remain», there­
fore, a temporal punishment due even to 
forgiven ein.

We should a'so understand that no sin, 
according to God’s ordinary providence, 
can or will be forgiven without satisfying, 
as to all tie punishment due to it, the 
laws of divine justice.

The Most Rev. Dr. Cleary arrived in 
Gananoque last Saturday week, and 
preached to his people in St. John’* 
church m the evening.

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the least service to the dead, may, in­
deed, offer some kind of consolation to 
the living. But that which 
doubted is that the prayers of the 
Church, the holy sacrifice, alms, bring 
them relief, and obtain for them a more 
merciful treatment than they deserved. 
The whole Church, instructed by the 
traditions of the Father», takes care that at 
the part of the sacrifice in which the 
deed are mentioned, a prayer and an 
oblation are made for all those who have 
departed this life in the communion of 
the body of Jesus Christ.”

A most touching incident is related by 
this same great saint, which gives us a 
glimpse into the life and practice of the 
Churoh in his day. When hia saintly 
mother Monica was dying she said to him: 
“Lay this body anywhere ; be not con­
cerned about that ; only I beg of you 
that wheresoever you be, you make re­
membrance of me at the Lord's altar,” 
and the saint goes on to tell how he ful­
filled this request, and how, after her 
death, the “Holy Sacrifice of our Ran- 
eom” waa offered for her, and how 
fervently he continued to pray for her 
soul.

The constant and unbroken tradition 
of praying for the dead, prevailing at all 
times and in all countries, is, we repeat, 
one of the strongest, even if less direct 
than other proofs, of the truth of the 
doctrine of the Church as to the ex 
latence of a place of purgation and pro 
bation in the next life. This practice of 
praying for the dead presupposes also 
the deotrine of the communion of saints.

The Church Catholic is a living organ­
ism—it is the body of Christ. It exists 
in Heaven in a triumphant state, on 
earth in a militant state, and in Purga. 
tory in a suffering state: “As in one 
body,” says St. Paul in the Epistle to the 
Romans, ': there are many members, but 
all the members have not the same office, 
so we being many, are one body in 
Christ, and each one members one of 
another,” The communion of saints is a 
great fact attested by the revealed word 
of God, and embodied as an article of 
faith in the Apostles’ Creed. The Church 
is a vast society of the children of Christ, 
embracing the saints in Heaven, the 
suffering souls in Purgatory, and its 
members still detained in the flesh. 
There is a bond of union, of sympathy, 
and of charity, binding all these children 
of the Church in one great family of God. 
Death cannot separate these souls, 
raise up an impassable barrier dividing 
them, for Christ, who is our peace, hath 
broken down all the walls of partition 
which sin and death had interposed 
between God’s children, and hath made 
both one ; that is, hath embraced and 
united the saints in Heaven, his children 
on earth, and his suffering prisoners in 
Purgatory, into one body, which is His 
Church. And, as in the human body, 
all the members are interdependent and 
minister to each other’s wants, and feel 
for each other’s suffeiings, and contiibute

rupt for centuries, 
the memories of her departed children, 
and makes them immortal in her offices 
and liturgies, and .he never fails and 
never ceases to offer supplications sod 
oblations for them to God. Even though 
the mother ehould forget the child of her 
womb, the wife her husband, and though 

honld cease to remember the friends 
of their youth and msnhood, yet will the 
Church never forget the children she bore 
to Christ, She treasures up their memory 
In her mighty heart, and, even
though centuries may pass away
— even though the marble monu­
ments raised to their memory should 
have passed Into ruins, she will ever pray 
and plead Jvt them to Gnd( naa ,^e „;]) 
never sartender her hold on them and her 
abiding and loving interest In them, until 
that day when ehe herself will look her 
last OR a perishing world, and will be 
taken up into Heaven—to be there the 
New Jerusalem — where God will wipe 
away all tears—where death shall be no 
more, nor mourning ror weeping «hall 
not be any more.

0, dearest brethren, let us not fall to 
pray for the dead. Death has merely 
parted them from us as to their bodily 
presence; but he has not severed their Im­
mortal souls from communion with us, 
nor from the graces and mercies of Christ. 
“The souls of the faithful departed,” says 
St. Augustine, “ate not separated from 
the Church,which is the Kingdom of Christ, 
for otherwise there would not be a com­
memoration made of them at the Altar 
of God In the communion of the body of 
Christ." The souls in Purgatory are in 
the Kingdom of Christ's infinite meicy 
and compassion, as well as of His justice. 
Pray for them as Martha prayed for her 
dead brother, and obtained his return to 
life. Bring them in faith and hopefulness 
before the mercy seat of our Lord, even 
as the widow of Naim carried her dead 
son to Him, and he will have compassion 
on them, and will say : “I say lo you 
arise.” And the dead ni'l hear the voice 
of Christ releasing them from prison and 
from pain, and they will arise to the com­
pany of the just, to the citizenship of 
Heaven, to the home of God, where, in 
the words of holy writ, “they shall be be- 
fore the throne of God and serve Him 
day and night in His temple ; and He that 
sitteth on the throne shall dwell over them, 
and they shall not hunger nor thirst any 
more, neither shall the sun fall on them, 
nor any heat, for the lamb which is in the 
midst of the throne shall rule them, and 
shall lead them to the fountains of the 
waters of life, and Qod shall wipe away 
all tears from their eyes.” (Apoc. viie, 15, 
6,7,16)

Among the suffering souls there may be 
some whom we are especially bound to 
aid. There may be some who have shared 
the joys of our past life, and some who 
have shared our sorrows. There may be 
some whom we have injured by our ex­
ample, harshness or indulgence, and to

MISSION AT ST. MABl’S,

On Monday evening, the 11th tint, 
commenced, at tit Mary’s, the exereiaes 
of the Jubilee by the eainlly young Car­
melite, Rev. Father Feehan, of Clifton, 
and ably assisted by Rev. Fathers 
O'Shea, of Seafortb, and Ryan, of Irish- 
town. The first Mass was offered up 
every morning at 6 o’clock, followed by 
others at 7 and 8, and a high mass at 10; 
Throughout the continuance of the mis­
sion tn« church was crowded to itfi 
utmost capacity, proving the high appre­
ciation of the talented Carmelite’s elo­
quent sermons, whose every word seemed 
so full of significance as to produce a 
lasting impression on bis hearers. His 
easy, persuasive manner is irresistible, 
making his services as a missionary in­
calculable, 
attended by the untiring fathers from 
early morning until 11 o’clock at night, 
over six hundred persons having 
approached the sacraments, most ol 
whom were also enrolled io the scapular.

222Again, in the First Epistle of Peter (fii, 
19), we read : “Christ died for our sine, 
being put to death in the flesh, but 
livened in the spirit, in which, also, 
coming, he preached to those spirits that 
were in prison.” Now, what was this 
prison ? It was not surely the hell of the 
damned, but that hell or prison ot which 
the Apostle»’ Creed speak», in which 
were detained the souls of God's servants 
who died before Christ, end to whom the 
Saviour came to announce the glad 
tidings of their liberation and of their 
eternal salvation. It is of those spirits 
the scripture speaks when it says of 
Christ that, ascending on high, he led 
captivity captive (Chap. 4,v. 8), that is, 
he freed from the captivity of their 
prison the patriarchs, prophets, and just 
of the old law, and led them in triumph­
ant entry into Heaven on the day of the 
ascension.

Our blessed Lord and teacher tells us 
in Matthew, (chap, xii, 32) “That he that 
shall speak against the Holy Ghost the 
sin shall not be forgiven him, neither in 
this world nor in the world to come.” 
These words manifestly imply that sins 
may be forgiven in the world to come, 
and, therefore, there must be a middle 
place wherein this forgiveness could be 
meted out, as it could not take place in 
either Heaven or hell, and this is the 
meaning which the Holy Fathers, with a 
striking unanimity, attach to this text.

The last scriptural authority to which 
we shall call attention in proof of a 
middle place, or purgatory in the next 
life, is taken from St. Paul’s let epistle 
to the Corinthians, (ill, 13 16.,) where 
the apostle says : “The day of the Lord 
shall be revealed by fire, and the fire shall 
try every man’s work, of what sort it is. 
If any man’s works abide, he shall 
receive a reward. If any man's works 
be burnt, he shall suffer loss, but he him­
self shall be saved yet so as by fire.” 
Here the apostle draws a distinction 
between perfect works done in charity, 
which stand the test of fire, and bring 
rewards to their authors, end imperfect 
works and venial sins, which are burnt 
by purgatoral fires, whilst their authors 
are saved by those purgatoral fires.

The general council oi Florence, held 
in 1438, and in which the Greek and 
Latin churches were united, teaches that

Lord Ventry has given his tenantry at 
Dingle, county Kerry, an abatement of 25 
per cent. The agent stated that the abate­
ment was made commensurate with the 
fall in agricultural values.

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THE MEMORIAL MINSTER.
ST. SABI AND ST. JOHN.

A Glorious Monument of a Well-Spent 
Life,

BISHOP WALSH'S POWERFUL SEBMON.
We brie tty announced last week the 

solemn and impressive ceremony of the 
dedication in Toronto of the Memorial 
Church of St. Mary and St. John, raised 
to commemorate one of the moot 
remarkable episcopates in Canada since 
the days of Laval, that of the Most Rev.
John Joseph Lynch, first Archbishop ol 
Toronto. On the 20 th of November, 1884, 
occurred the twenty fifth anniversary of 
His Grace’s episcopal consecration. The 
celebration of this historic event did not, 
however, take place till the 11th day of 
December, His Grace, having in mid- 
November gone to assist at the sessions 
of theThird Plenary Council of Baltimore, 
which did not terminate till Sunday, 
December 7th, following. The Record, 
making editorial reference to the cele­
bration, said in its issue of Dec. 20th :

11 We stated in our last that the célébra 
tion of the silver jut ilee ol His Grace the 
Archbishop was the most magnificent 
aflair of the kind ever witnessed in Can­
ada. And so it was. The Catholics of 
two great nations vied with each other 
in doing honor to a prelate who has him­
self done honor to Uoly Church and great 
good to his fellow men. Never before 
did Toronto witness such a gathering of 
distinguished churchmen from every 
portion of the American continent. 
Never were Canadian public men of 
every shade of political thought so thor 
oughly agreed as to the propriety of pay­
ing a united tribute of respect to one 
who, whether as churchman or citizen, 
has never failed to do his duty by the 
land of his adoption. Archbishop Lynch 

born near Clones, County Monaghan, 
Ireland, February 6th, 1816. He has 
consequently almost completed his 
sixty ninth year. In his early youth he 
evinced a remarkably pious disposition 
and his parents from the very first in 
tended, him for the church. He was 
first placed under the charge of the Car 
melite Brothers at Clondalkin, where be 
began bis classical studies. Before, how­
ever, he had attained his twentieth 
year, he entered the College of 8t, Vin. 
cent, Caetleknock. Here he made rapid 
progress and won general esteem for 
learning and piety. Here too he might 
have remained beloved and honored, 
but he had long yearned for the life of a 
missionary. With this object in view he 
left St Vincent’s for the house of the con­
gregation of the Laxariata in Paria. In 
1842 he received the sacred orders ol sub- 
deaconehip and deacon, at the hands of 
Mgr. Afire, Archbishop ofParis, afterwards 
murdered at the barricades in a vain 
effort to appease an insurgent populace.
In 1843 he was ordained priest by the 
Archbishop of Dublin, Most Rev_. Dr. ; 
Murray. Filled with an ardent desire for « 
missionary labor he accompanied the 
late Mgr, Odin, then Vicar-Apostolic of 
Texas, to that remote and sparsely set­
tled region. Three years, from 1846 to 
1849, he labored in Texas, bearing with 
every trial that poverty, hardship and 
sickness could bring him. His charac­

In 1849 he removed to Missouri, where 
he became Superior of the Seminary ol 
Ste. Marie de Barens, and was also 
selected delegate to the sexennial gen.

LETTER FROM UXBRIDGE.

Dear Editor—It being synonimoue with 
that name which we all revere, I believe 
we m Catholic» should, to all charity, 
greet each other occasionally, seeking 
sympathy with one another's losses and a 
participation in our joyi and benefits.

Your estimable paper becomes the molt 
true, speedy end effective means to that 
end.

We Lave a church, small, bul taste­
fully decorated ; a beautiful bell and all
