CONFESSION : PUBLIC OR PRI-
VATE?

A “ partizl confesefon ” of Blrchell, tho
convicted murderer of poor F. O, Ben-
well, woe publishod Iast week In the (/lohe,
frora which it would eppear that Birchell,
wh'lz denying that ho limeelf committed
the atroclovs deed, acknowledges that he
was scoeenory to ityund that be enticed Ben-
woll to the fatal swamwp nesr Ewtwaed,
According to thls partlal confesslon he nee
knowledges having beeu seen on the voad
to the ewamp, but states that the precise
locelities where he was seen were wrengly
stated by the Crown witnesses, Birchel!
hincelf characteriz:s this account of the
partial confesslon a8 “a Jot of rubbish.”
Tke Woodstock pipers and the corres-
pondents of the other dallies astert that
there has been ro such confesslon at al!,
and the story i3 declared to be purely
sensational, It fs eald that even to his
spliitusl adviser he has not made avy
confeselon, It is assumed as a matter of
conrse by the press generally, that when
Blrchell will make his confesslon to 'kis
spiritual adviser, shonld he do s at sll, it
must become at cuce publle property, as
the clergyman who will receive it will at
once publish it to the world, Tals is fn-
deed operly declared to bz the expeeta
tlon.

What a etrazge Id:a of thaduty of &
spirftual edviser ; nevertheless it ls, we
may siy, aleiost universsl smongst Pro-
teetants, There bave been cnses when
Angilcen ministers, with High Church
tendenelcs, have refused to betray the
gecrels of the confessional, even when in
terrogated by the courts, but such cases
are of rere occurrence. Sach a case was
that of the murderess Constancs Keut,
who clalmed to be a sclon of the present
royal family of Eaglacd, with & bar
elnister on the escutcheon. Her epiritual
gulde claimed tho p:ivilege of the privacy
and secreey of the confesstonsl when
questioned as to what confesslons the
accuzed bad made to bim,

Bat this is not what usually cesurs on
such cccaclons, We have had in Qanada
an example of one condemned to death
for murder who long protested his inno
cence, though the evidence was very clear
agalnet him. His spiritaal guide directed
all his energles towards Induclag him to
confees his gullt, and as scon as the culp:it
sckuowledged that he was guilty and that
the sentence passed upon him was juat,
the clergyman exclalmed, ¢ thanke be to
God,” and published the confession to
the world,

As Protestantism has no fixed princlples
of doctrine or morality, of course, fn such
matters, all depends on the peculiar views
or whims of the minister who may be in
attendarce on the person accueed—or the
culprlt if such he be,

It is eurely eomewbhat rurprlelng that
Cathollc Charch for prescriblog confeesion
a3 a meens of reconcllation with God
through the sacrament of pensnce, they
ehould thus strongly Insist that persors
under sentevce of desth ehould mske a
confesslon which is to be made public in
order to gratify the morbld appetite for
eepsitional stories, where there s cor—
tainly no splritual advantage to ba gelued
thereby by the culprit or any on
Iiis an adm'sslon which we feel ingtine-
fively that confesslon of s'n ls an locen.
tive to repentence or contrition, but if
this be the cmse the object is perfectly
gelaed by the Catholle praciee, the
priest belug an aiviser and physician of
the woul, besides having authority as
judge to impart sbzolatton. Indeed,
apart from the power of ebaolvieg which
Chist conferzed upsn the Apesties es the
first priests of Hls Chureb, there is no
adcquate reason why confesslon sheu'd
be Ineleted on at all.

eaticfies public cailosity ; while to the cul
vrit, bowever guilty be may by, it lsen
intolerable burden.,  Besldes, it bears
heavily vpon all bis Immediate relatlves,

Tae Catholle theory of the necessity of
o confeselon which is strictly privaie, {a
the ouly resecnable cme, Itls an fncer—
tive to true contrition, and it Is & neces.
eary preliminary to enable the priest to
exerclse his judiclal authority by which
he forglves or retains eln, sccording to the
dizpositlons of the confessing einmer,
Tals authoxlly canmot be intelligently ex-
ercised unless the penitent confess kis
eins, and when he does thls, every law,
netural sud divine, blods the priest to
most strict secreey In regard to what the
pewltent has confessed,

It is the knowledge whizh people have,
that the secrecy of thelr confessions will
ba violated, which {8 cne of the greatest
obstacles experienced by the High Church
clergy In endeavoring to induce thelr
congregations to make thel: confessione,
Taey know well that Catholic pricsis will
not publish them to the world ; but what
will the minlster do? Well, it may be
that some ministers will not put them into

The men &t the
helm of state, both King Huwmbert and
hils mastors, Crlapl and Co,, refuse them-
eelves no plessure or sensual enjoyment.
They fancy the whole earth was msde for
them, or at least all Italy subject to their
greed for weslth and thirst for worldly
enjoyments, An unpecessary and well-
¢quippad army is maintained at enormous
public expeuse, and Goverament officlals
are basklng 12 the sunshise of large salar.
loa azd despotle power, Meanwhlle the
people are ground to earth by excesslve
toxation ; the wen of wealth bave no con.
filance fn a Government roitsn to the
core ; capltal is withheld, manufactories
ers closed aud no employment found for
the thriftless thousands who depend upon
their daily labor for an ephemeral exlst-
enca,

In the days of Papal goverament, when
the Bishop <f Rome was acclrimed in
public ovatlons wlith the tiile of Papa et
e wten the mul:tudes ehouted : * Long
live Pluz, Pope and King"—when the Pope
was free o vlsii the churches and hospitals
of his own city and attend to the neads of
hls fa'thful subjacts la the Provinces of
Ancons, Bologna and Romagna—no more
loyal or contented or happy a race of
people existedl onm earth, Taxes were
scarcely heard of. Tae government at
Rome and the Pope’s household obtalned
abundant revenrues willlvgly sent from
every point of the globe. These contxibu.
tions, although injiriog none, nor falt
anywhere, for they were spoutaneous, and
comparatively infiaftesimal, yet in the
eggregate they left the Roman court in-
dependaut of appoals by direct taxitlon
to those llving under Papal sway.

and call for packages which became too
large for the carpot-beg, The business
grew rapidly, the trunk vook the place of
\he carpet -bag, succeeded by ifrou-bound
crates atrongly padiocked, which had to
glve way to box-cars ou truck wheels, for
the convenlence of tranefer from the New
York and Providence llne of eteamboats
to the Boeton and Providevce rallroad,
Harnden contlouea the Eostern route and
Adams the Southern, Later on a consoli-
dation took place under the present title,
and Harndeun’s Express was merged into
the Adams Express Oompany.

A NUN'S OPINION
ON A PECULIAR BYSTEM IN THE CRIMINAL
DISTRICTS OF NEW CALEDONIA

It §s well known that the larger part of
the criminal classes are unmarried people.
Some philanthropists, particularly in
Europe, have time and again relterated
thelr balief that matidimony, with the
loving  respousibllities  that  parents
aesume, would redeem from llves of crime
mauy an ouicast who 1s now reguricd ns
wholly Irreclaimable. There is reason to
belleve there 1s more sentiment than trath
in this pleasant theory, In at least one
country marrisge {3 authorized by law ba.
tween the most hardened ertminals during
the perfad of thelr punishmont for hide-
ons crimes,  This country s t 'and of
New Caledonta, in the Pecliic Ocean, to
which many bundreds of the worst offend-
crs againet soclety fo Frauce, fncluding o
great many wotnen, are transported for
itfa, It cannot be eaid that this mat:i-
monial experimant s a great success.

Mr. I, Ocdinaire has recently visited the
convent cf Bourail in New Caledonia, It
is vulgarly called the * Paddock ” by the
male convicts because it s to Lhis couvent
that they are permitted to go for the pur-
pose of selecttng wives from amoxg the
hundreds of Feench women who are con.
fined there. This privilege is glven them

uickel and aluminum to the list, Let

only after some years of residence on the

{sland, when the men who have obeyed
the rules of the prison life are permitted
to build hats outside of the prison walls,
to ehoose wives from the convent and to
devote thelr future life to the care of thelr
families,

Me, Ordinaire interviewed the Mother
Supetlor on this matrimontal echems and
learned, that she regarded it as an utter
fallure 8o far as reformatory influences
ere concerned.

“ Qar duties here are very elmple,” sha
eald, “Wo have the care of the unfor-
tunate women who are sent to vs from
Frence until they are married, When o
male convict deslres to take a wife he
comee here, informs me of the fact
and I csll sll the female convicte
down into the court, where he surveys
the ctowd and chootes one who plesses
him. Then they go with me into the
parlor, where they talk over the condi-
tlons of thelz uaion, and if the woman
deeires to wed the man the bans are pro-
clalmed and the marrizge takea place in
the church after the delay required by
the law, I have esslsted at forty of these
marriages in a single day.

“ Do these marziages turn out well 1"

 Alas, they do mnot,” sald the Mother
Superlor, ¢ The woman leave church ou
the arms of thelr husbands aud go to thelr
new homes, but 1t is rare that they make
these homes haopy or in any way attrac
tive, They are more likely to descend to
lower deptha of depravity than to become
self-respecting woman, The cbildren cf
these unlons are, if poesible, more de
graded than thelr parents, In my opin-
{on the regeneration of ¢riminals through
the fam!ly 1ife 1s a prodiglous fallure, sud
I belleve that auch marriages should mot
be countenanced but should be prohibited
by the law.”

THE GODLESS SYSTEM OF EDUCA-
TION,

N. Y. Journal of Commerce, Oct 15t.

Several terchers and principsals of the
Brocklyn public rchools united in a re-
quest to bave Longfellow’s " Buildiog
of the Ship ” withdraw from the use ot
the pupile, on the greund that it is *full
of allusions likely to demoraliza the
young.” Tue press all cver the country
has taken up the cudgels, snd the
purists who could not besr to have those
under their charga dwell on the meta-
phor which represents the cce:n &8 &
bridegroom teking the ehip like & bride
to his “protecting arms,” have been
belabored iustily or ridiculed beyond all
precedent. We may eay here that we
have no sympathy with those who by
mythe or direct falsehoods cover up the
plainest facts in natural histery end ms.
lead the young, oiten to their serious in
jary, in relstion to their own physicsl
constitution and the mysteries concern
ing their origin, The concealments,
evasions and misrepresentations on
these rubjects weaken the confidence of
children in the truthfuiness of their
parents, and do ot in anyway promote
purity in the thought or lite of the
yeung.

But our preesent object is not the dis-

cussion of that particular theme, or even
the administering of a rebuke to the
pilly complaint of the Brooklyn teachers,
Tae neceesity of providing text.books to
which no class of taxpryers who gupport
the echcols, or of perents or gusrdians
who patronize them, can object, brings
up the whole eubject of secular educs
tion, It is admitted by every thought-
ful men that the State which is divorced
absolutely from tbe Crurch hes no right
to engago in the religious training of the
young. At this peint we makes cur pro-
trst sgeinst the whole public echool sys-
tem, Tae only grouna ou which it cen
be mado the duty of the Siate to engage
in the educution of the young iz in the
ageumption, not undisputed, that igaor
ance and vice go hand in bhand, that the
public safety requires the culture under.
tuken in the echools, and that the chil
dren born within the commonwealth, ot
brought toit by immigration, will fail of
guch traioing if iv 1s act provided for cut
cf the public treasury.
Even if we grant that the thorough
education of the young is essential to the
perpetuity of curicetitutions, it does not
follow that it would not be secured more
wisely by leaving it to the voluntary
supervision and support of the commun-
ity, But the theory that to be thorough
and univeresl the State slene can pro-
vide the means snd enforce ite use, if
adopted and persisted in, mekes it the
duty of those to whom the task is in-
trusted to execute it according to the
terma of the proposition, Here we take
our eiznd, aud there cen be no evasion
of the obiigation if the work is assumed
by the government. Whoever under-
takes to educate a child has not fairly
begun its training until it ie taught its
pioper relations to others, and these of
necessity grow out of its relations to its
Maker, In plain terms, there can beno
proper education of the young which
tenves out all eftorts et moral culiure
and theie can be no moral culture which
ignores man's relations to the invisible
world,

The experlment of clinging to o few re.
liglous principles and teaching thew on
the tly and in the face of the protest of
frreligfous men has been tried, and is still
persisted iu at some places, but those who
uphold it have no logleal defense, and 1t
must ulidmately be abandoned. The
Jeows have a right to insiat that nothing
shall be taught conceruing Jesus of N.zar-
eth, whom they do not acknowledge a3
the Messtan, Woe Infidel denounces the
conception of a God, and fusisty vhat wo
one shail speak in Iia name, The man
who, dudeg the last wees, wrole the
followlug is & taxpayer: *“The prophets
of the olden tlmea ralsed thelr volees
sgalnst all injutice in the namoe of God.
I¢ t8 good for nothing to-day to speak in
the uame of God. We sy frankly aud
openly that we do not believe In & God,
There never wes & God, 1s no Gud, end
there never will be one,” It is of no nee
to kay that he is worss than a heathen aud
that no one 18 bound to respect his views.
He has as much right under the constiti-
tion to have theso sentlinents taught in
the public schools as the most devout be
llever in the Ohrietian religion bas to
have his views impressed on the minds of
the pupils, There is no e:cope from the
logical concluston that neisher of them
may impose his falth upon the current of
thought going from teacher to scholar,

''he State bas absolutely no religlon, and

no religlous bellef can he taught by its
authority and at the public exprnve,

But some will ack if the cbildren may
not recelve what Is called & * secnlar”
education, leaving out of the Instruction
oll reference to say form of religlous
faith or of unbeltef ! We snswered thls
saveral years ago, and the Increasing diffi.
culties in the use of text books, with all
the light that eubsequent experience has
thrown upon {t, estabiish the truth of our
concineions, We are not now discueslog
the question whether 8 “ godless school
{s any proper place for the tralatog of the
young, but merely referring to the claim
that it is poselble to eeparate all {deas of
religion from the inetruction imparted in
the Pablic schools and to pursue eecular
studies with no reference to the relations
of n:an to his Meker, And this brings ue
to the “ expurgation” in text books that
has been gotng on in thie couutry for the
last few years and to which epecisl atten-
tion s now directed by the Brooklyn in.
cldent. If any one will examine the
couree of inetruction and the books used
for the purpose at the Free College of
New York maintained {a this city at the
public expenee he will ee why the list of
puplls may include, rs it 18 sald it does, a
mejority of youug people of the Heb:ew
faith,

The probibition blots out nearly nineteen
bundred years of all that {s most stirring
in human aunale, and if he goes backward
instead of forward from the common
reckoning of time be daes not help bim-
golf for he is confronted by Moses and the
flamizg Sinal!

Our Catholic fclends have eettled this
for themselves by tusisting upon educating
their children In parochial school, where
morality and all the sweet graces of an ua

geifish life have thelr sanction In the fear

ANTI-CHRIST WILL BE A JEW,

'HOLICS AND THE ECHO.-SERMON
BY FATHER ROBINHON.
London Univerre, August 30.

Toe Rev, W, C. Robinson, M. A, con
tinuiog bis course of eerooos st the
Chureh of Our Lady, 8t, Jobn's Wood,
on BSunday, took for his subject toe
“Man of Sin, the Son of Perdition,”
oiherwise anti-Corist, He hboped, he
said, to make plain to them the practical
importance of the subject. Some of
what he bad to say to them would be
conjeetural, but only soma, 1o would
give what after prolonged study the
Futhers of the Chureh, the interpreters
of and commentators of Holy Seripture,
and Holy Script iteelf bad to teil them
of the nzme of anti Christ. Many people
bad eaid that anti-Cbrist was not the
name of & man at all, but thet it was
simply an  expression for the spirit
of oppoeition &nd the iastinet of
rebellion — the culminating disobedi-
ence which the world was to wit-
nees before its end,  All the commenta
tors and all the epiritual writers were,
bowever, agreed that that was not so,
Of course the principle of lawlessness
and disobedience was a principle on
which ke would work, but aati Obrist was
something more definite thsn that,
Otherg sgain had said that ani Christ
would be an irearnation of the devil, but
we were forbidden to believe that euch a
thing as a devil incarnate was poseible,
It could not be snppored for & moment
that the devil would be allowed to parody
or imitate the gacred Incarnation of the
Second Pereon of the Bleesed Trinity,
and we could not thiok that Almighty
God would aliow the devil to have pos
seesion to such a degree of any huwman
being. The power of the devil was
limited &3 he could show them if time
perwitted, There was a third supposi-
tion as to the nature of anti Carist waich
ne could not mention without causing u
smile, Thouszands of pecple had said
that anti-Christ was the Pope, It was
bardly posgible to believe that bigotry
could go so far as to image that our
saintly Leo or the late Holy Father
could be snti Christ, That was so ex
ceedingly foolich a coutention that he
would not waste time in dealing with it,
but he would make a remark on the sub-
ject which might be useful, Cardinal
Newmar, considerieg how it was that
peopie asked why the scriptural mean.
ing of anti Christ looked g0 very much
like as if it had something to do with
Rome, with hisusual acumen and mgenu-
ity pointed out thst the very name anti-
Cunet msade a bad imitation of Christ,
and if the reprecentative of C(urist
was at Rome surely anti.Christ would
make for Rome, A bad shilling was ex-
ceedingly like a good cne, and anti-
Carist would be a successful parody
of Ohrist, If the Viear of Cariet was at
Rome, very likely anti Christ would be
there also. Tae next thing he hsad to
deal with was the nature of anti Christ,
If they went to the Guildhall in the city
of London they would see there two
great figures known asz Gog and Magog,
Tue idea represented by those figures
went back about three thousand years,
to the {foundation of tre city of Loadoen.
Oa 1hat point dictionaries wera all
ahroad when they told them that those
figures represented medwral heroes,
Gog and Magog were distinctly and de-
finitely Scrptural eubjects, and were re-
ferred to in Genegis as well as in other
parts of the Bible, and there they found
that Gog and Magog and their descend
ants represented the great anti Christ of
the true religion. Tae Book of Daniel
again tock up the subject, and repre-
gented them under the very same vawes
a8 the enemies of God’z religion, Ia the
Apocanlypse they were agsin to be found,
Tne Catholic interpretation of that was
that all down the history of the world—
some said even from the time of Cain—
at all events from the time of the flsod
—there bad been a constant
DIABOLICAL PARCDY OF TRUE RELIGION,
Gog was anti-Christ, and Megog was his
army, One thingthey had to learn, and
that was that anti-Christ would be a
man like any other man born of wonian,
He would probably have received the
grace of God in Daptism, snd he would
have & guardian angel. All the inter.
preters were sgreed that this man was
to be a Jew, nod certainly it seemed
highly probable that it should be so, for
the hatred of the Jews to our Lord was
as dark as the darknees of Egypt. That
man would be born of the people in
ohscurity, but he would be gifted with
the most extraordinary powers, and
every eingle grace that would induce
people to tollow him, He would win hie
way from the lowest to the highest place
by his force of character and by virtue
of his splendid endowments. He would
work his way up to bea king, for he
was epoken of ag a king, and bis empire
would be the whole worid,

whence he would go to Jerusalsm, and
afterwards to Rome, He would, by his
extraordinary powers of deception, con
vince tie whole world that he was the
Me:siah who was looked for, and that the
Person who came and figured in the
world as the frue Messish was en impos
tor, He would eucceed in pursuading
the beet part of the world ot that, and
he wouid be worshipped as a Divine
Being, His powers ot delusion and mis
rapresentation would be so great that he
would be able to flood the whole world
with vice under the appearance of virtue,
The Prophet Daniel said of him that he
would sbove everything else in the world
stop the Holy Sacrifice, and that, they

THE OLD DAYS.

The followng interestirg extract is
from an old work entitled © Statistical
Sketehes of Upper Canada:”

of his falth to bs degraded in the eyes of
thelr fellow sutjects, as if of & lower order
of the human family, he feels his heart
overflow with gratiiude to the govern-
ment under which he lives, and forgets in
s moment the wrongs that he and bis
ancestors have suffered for ages, It
s only within theso few yesrs that
Irish Catholics came to this colony

laborers are as common in New York
and Philadelphia as in London, Were
the government to do anything that
would even have the appearance of coun
tenancing them, they would, to a man,
prefer continuing their alleglance to their
own government to golng over to
strengthen a rival power, 1f, therefore, it

CATHOLICS ARE THE MOST NUMER-
OUS IN THIS COUNTRY-HALF THE
PEOPLE OUTISIDE THE CHURCHES.

According to the statisiicy precented
by the Indegendent the membership of
the Christian churches of this country
now sggregates 21 757,171, and the gain
eince lust year has been 1089853 Of
the increase about three-fifths were
among the Protestants and iwo-fifths
amovg the Catholics, Mora than two
thirds of the Protestant gain was made
by the Baptists and Methodists alone
or 475,061 out of 665 108, i

T'ne great religious communions of teis
country are, therafore, the Catholis, the
Metkodist, and the Baptist, aud they
stand numerically in the order in which
they are named, Together they include
more than four fifths of the ‘Cortstian
bL—hryuru of the Union, the remainiog
one fifth being divided among fifteen
sects or domiuations with their various
branches, Tae Catholics are nearly
equel to the Baptists and Methodists
combined, having & population of 8 277-
039, as apainst 9272531, mede up of
4 950,240 Methodists und 4 202,291 Bap.
tiste,  tne ratio of incresse among the
thres was also about the same for the
year, or something over live in the hun.
dred,

_The Independent explains that the Cath.
olic census inciudes tha whole Catholic
population, while the Protestant enumer
ation gives only the actusl communicants,
Hence, if all thoss belonging to she
families of the Baptists and Mathod's s
were likewise couated, the numerieal
strength of each of the three great com
munions might ba about the sema
Doubling the number of the other Pro.
tesiant memberehips on the same prin.
ciple, we find that those in the Presby
terian denomiaation and under its infla
ance are less that one fourieenth of the
religious  population, Protestant and
Catholic, and the Episcopalians are re
duced toa very small fraction, or less
than three per cant, though, ia reality,
their church attendance is probably
wuch greater,

But the most striking fact about
this census is that it counts less than
ono in three of the population in the
churches. Even if we make a very lib-
eral allowance for those not enumeraced
amopg Protestant communicants, but
who sitend Protestant worship, and sizo
incluce the Jews, thera remain at least
fteen millions of the population alto
gether who are without religion, who are
paw agnostics, unbelievers, ecottars,
wfidels, and atheists, If we included
all who reject faith or are indifterent to
it, though they keep up a nominal and
outward conformity, the toial would ba
vestly greater,
