They should ** praise the Lord” for the great

work which he has commenced, extended and
upheld, not only for generations, but in an
especial manner for more than the Jast fifty
years;and for that which He wiH yet ultimately
sccomplish.  Certainly all who are true mem-
bers of the visible Cburch of Christ, will upon
mature de!iberation, praise the Lord for|the
revival of religion wh'ch has been affected
by his divine agency. Nothing short of the
exercise of Omnipotent power could bave pro-
duced such blessed results. All the human
learning, wealih and pow(rin the world, con-
ceotrated into the most gigantic focus, ever
formed by mortal man, could not have accom-
plished such glorious achievements. The hand-
ful of divine corn: was sown by God himself,
and be made a hedge round about it; watered
it in due seasoas and quantities ; and thus nour-
ished it until it produced fruit, even thirty, six.
ty and a hundred fold, to the praise and glory
of his pname. May we not then exclaim:
* Great is the Lord, and greatly to be praised ;
his greatness is unsearchable.” ¢ Who is like
unto thee O Lord, glorious in holiness, fearful
in praises, doing wonders ?” ** Oh that men
would praise the Lord tor his goodness, and
for his wonderful works to the children ot
men !”

But if Christians seriously take into consid-
eration what the Almighty will ultimately bring
to pass, through the instrumentality of | his
Chuatch, they cannot but praise, laud and mag-
»ify his name. He assures them by the uner-
ring word of prophecy, ‘‘that it shall come to
pass at evening time-it shall be light. And it
shall be in that day, that living waters shall go
out from Jerusalem : half of them toward the
tormer sea, and balf of them toward the hinder
sea; in summer and in winter shall it be. And
the Lord shall be king -over all the earth.”
(Zech, xiv. 7-9.) This prophetic declaration
appears to refer to the universal spread of the
Gospel; yet before that period shall arrive,
* the light,” knowledge, holiness aad happiness
of the Church, ** shallnot,” at first ** be clear,”
as perfect day, **nor dark,” as perfect night,
but shall be a mixture of light and darkness, of
boliness, wisdom and bappiness, withi jofidelity,
ignorance and superstition ; still, the light shall
suddenly arise and dissipate this darkness. Aod
may it not be emphatically said, that this period
ot light and darkness is ready finally to disappeas
and a glorious ** light,” now towards the *‘even-
ing” of the world'is actually rising in every quar-
ter of the globe? We may presume that this
divine light will speedily illuminate the whole
earth and csuse one bright day of Gospel light
and liberty to be visible in either hemisphere.
It may not be too much to suppose that even the
Church will be quite astonished at the sudden-
ness of the change which will pass frdm one end
of the world to the other. The ** living waters
which shall go out from Jerusalem,” shall con-
stantly run, with irresistible impetuosity, until
the whole world shall be filled with the know-
ledge of God. 'Then shall ** the Lord himself
be King bver all the earth.” ‘* Again, there
shall be heard in the cities of Judah, aod in the
streets of Jcrusalem, that are desolate and
without inbabitant, the voice of joy, and the
voice of gladness ; the voice of the brideg room,
and the voice of the bride; the voice of them
that shall say, Praise the Lord of Hosts ; for the
Lord is good ; for his mercy endureth forever;
aad of them that shali bring the sacrifice of
praise into the bouse of the Lord.”

2. % The inhabitants of Zion" should ** call
upon the name of the Lord.”

Christians are not only to proclaim the name
of the Lord, but also to ** call upon” Him by
prayer or devout supplication; and this prayer
presented to God with especial reference to
His Church, should consist particularly of
thanksgiving and intercession. That thé Church
of Christ may retain the life and power of vital
religion, it is indispensably requisite that the
Divine energy should constantly be in action ;
and that it may be so, it must be sought for by
bumble, fervent, persevering supplieation.
Without the influence of the Spirit she will
becomé cold and formal; but when enjoyed

she is full of lite, energy and sacred unction.
Destitute of the Spirit of God, she may retain
s lifeless form of godliness, and of this she
may make her empty boast. Yet—~

* The spirit in the letter’s lost,
The substance in the shade.”

But when the Spirit is in vigorous exercise,
s contemplation of the past will cause the
Church of Christ to offer up to God thanksgiv-
ings. The * inhabitants of Zion,” living in
the spirit of their duty, will thank the Lord
for His Spirit, His word, His servants, the
ordinances of His house, and for the extent,
influence, and blessed results of the Church.

Singing is a duty of Divine appointment, in
which we express our joy in God, and gratitude
for his mercies. It has been a branch of both
natural and revealed religion, in all ages and
periods of time. And, most assuredly, a pro-
per sense ot the prosperity, glory and tuture
prospects of the church, should induce the spir-
itual worshippers of the Most High God, to
sing praise to Him. *‘Let them the children
of Zion be joyful in their King.” *‘ Sing prai-
ses to the Lord, sing praises,” ** with the spir-
it and with the understanding.” Well might
Isaiab, even with propheuic rapture, declare,
**Go ye, and with a voice of singing declare
ye; tell this, utter it even to the end of the
earth ; say ye, the Lord hath redeemed his ser-
vant Jacob.” ** Sing, O beaveas ; and be joyful,
O earth ; and break forth into singing, O moun-
tains ; for, the Lord bath comforted his peo-
ple, and will bave mercy upon His afflict-
ed.” (Isaiah 4, 8 and 20; 49, 13.) When
God laid the foundations of the earth, the
** morning stars,’’ the boly angels, *sang to-
gether.” Wheo the prophets, by divine influ-
ence, saw-the future glory of the church, they
emphatically exclaimed, ** O come, let us sing
unto the Lord ; et us make a joytul noise to the
rock of our salvation.” (Ps. 95, 1.) They
also say, ** Sing unto the Lord, O ye saints of
His ; sing unto'Him a new song.”  *‘ The ran-
somed of the Lord " shall ultimately *‘ return
from every quarter of the world, ‘‘ and shall
come to Zion with songs ;” and ‘‘everlasting joy
be upon their heads.” Aod we. who by the
faithtul word of prophecy, are assured of the
final victory of the church, should celebrate the
name of God.

4. ** The inbabitants of Zion " should *‘cry
out and shout.”

What a beautiful climax presents itselt in
these verses, which we bhave selected for our
present improvement. In the first, the prophet
exhorts the followers of Christ, to unite with
prayer and praise to the Almighty ruler of his
Church, in the second, to sing, with rapturous
delight, to the Lord; and in the third, to cry
out and shout, with holy exultation and trans-
porting joy. And all. who feel the true spirit
of devotion, and enter into proper considera-
tion of the present and future achievements of
the church, will be transported by a similar
climax. The fire of divine love, which fills
their sonls, will lead them to praise the Lord
with all their ransomed powers ; to sing praises
to Him with every harmonious faculty of the
soul ; and with loud acclamations,to cry out and
shout in boly transport. ** Letthen the inhab-
itants of the Rock sing; let them shout from
the tops of the mountains.” *‘ For ye shall go
out with joy, and be led forth with peace: the
mountains and the hills shall break forth before
you into singing ; and all the trees of the fi:ld
shall clap their bands. Instead of the thorn
shall come up the fir tree, and instead of the
brier shall come up the myrtle-tree; and it
shall be to the Lord for a hame, for an ever-
lasting sign, that shall mot be cut off.” The
grand foundation of this acclamation is,

5. * That great is the Holy One of Israel in
the midst” of the Church.

If we refer these words to our own church
(leaving other churches to speak of their own
achievements), which constitutes one great
branch of the Church militant, we may justly ex-
claim, “Great is the HolyOne in the midst ot ™ it.
Had not ** the Holy One of Israel been in the
midst” of this Church, it never could have out-
rode the storms of opposition which have
blown upon it from elements convulsed by dia-
bolical agency, and Criven with infernal fury in
order to sink it into oblivion tor ever. Only
the power of ** the Holy One of Israel” sus-
tained and prevented it trom sinking: only
God Himselt led it forth from conquering unto
conquest—raised and supported it 1 the midst
of opposition, and made'it glorious in the con-
version of sinners. Jesus is ** in the midst”
of it, calling, qualifying, and sending forth an
army of faithful ministers to preach evangeli-
cal truth to the fsllen posterity of Adam, and
to entreat them, °‘in Christ's stead,” to be
« reconciled to God.” He is ** in the midst”
of it, convincing/and converting sinners ; sanc-
tifying and pgl‘ying its members; and pre-
paring many sons and daughters tor glory.
And His ** greatness” is visibly manifested by
exalting it above its enemies ; by the purity of
its doctrines, the excellency of its discipline,
the glory of its achievements, the extent of its
influence, the rapidity of its progress, and the
eterual blessedness of its results. These all
exhibit, most conspicuout ly, ** that great is the
Holy One of lsriel in the midst of” the
Charch.

But in no department of the Church does
His greatness appear more conspicuous than in
its missionary operations. Here it stands out
in bold relief in that glory, wisdom, mercy,
love and power which proceed from God ‘the
Father, and are manifested through Jesus
Christ, and the Eteynal Spirit.

The commencement, progress and success
of this important missionary enterprise we are
now called upon to celebrate. This year
(1864) is justly designated THE JUBILEE OF
our Missioxs 1N THESE COLONIES; and it is
s jubilee worthy of our celebration. Let us
then celebrate it in that manner which will be
most to the glory of God, our own spiritual
improvement, and the advancement of our
beloved Methodism. Let us even look beyond

The missionary efforts of -the Wesleyan
Church in these Lower Provinces have been
an incalculable blessing, The glorious results
connected therewith eternity alone can onmly

years, principally sustained your ministers
during the infancy of Methodism ; and without
such sustentation many places must have been
wholly destitute of that ministry, which, to so
many, became, through the agency of the
Divine Spirit, the power of God to the salva-
tion of their souls. Thi> noble band of zeal-
ous and devoted missionaries whom the Com~
mittee sent, from time to time to your country,
and those pious men whom God raised up and
employed through their instrumentality, went
through the length and breadth of the land
preaching redemption through a once crucified
and now risen and exalted Saviour. They did
not then travel in their carriages and on fine
roads, as you do now; on the contrary, they
most frequently travelled on horse-back, upon
poor roads, or those that were exceedingly
bad, and sometimes with only blazed trees for
their guide through the wilderness to the dif-
terent settlements. Their accommodations
were often the perfect opposite of either com-
fort or convenience; and the reception they
occasionally met with was deeply paiaful to
their minds. Some ot their trials arose from
bigotry or religious intolerance; and at other
times trom indifference, or a rooted aversion to
God and religion. Still, these men of God
braved all difficulties, and passed through all
dangers, in order to seek and save the wander-
ing souls of men. TLeir language to them
was, *‘ This is a faithful saying, and wortby of
all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into
the world to save sinners.” *‘ Let the wicked
forsake his ways, and the unrighteous man his
thoughts ; and let him return unto the Lord,
and be will have mercy upon him, and to our
God, for He will abundantly pardon.”
‘““ Come, all the world ; come sinner thou,
All thipgs in him are ready now.”

Their labors were also eminently owned of that
Being who has said, ‘‘ Lo, I am with you always,
even unto the end of the world.” They did
not preach in vain, or spend their strength for
nought. God was with them, and made them
the honored instruments of ** turning men trom
darkness to light, and from the power of Satan
unto God.”

Some may, perhaps, be disposed depreciate
both them and their labours. They msy view
them as fanatics, or as ignorant, unlearned
men, possessing only an ordinary amount of
talent. In these particulars, however, they are
mistaken. These missionaries were not fanatics,
or tinctured with tanaticism, but as a body,
were men of piety and sacred zeal for the Lord
of hosts. Their preaching abilities were not
only sufficient for the petiod in which they lived ;
but they would do honor to our pulpits at the
present day. They were mighty in the Scrip-
tures and sound theologians. They were con-
verted men, who retained the power of religion
in their own souls. They were, in fact, mes-
sengers of the Church, raised up by the Divine
Being, to revive religion, and to extend the
Redeemer’s kingdom in the world. They were
inwardly moved by the Spirit ot God, to preach
the Gospel. They felt, they were fully assur-
ed, that *‘a dispensation of the Gospel was
committed unto” them; and that ‘ woe’ would
be to them, if they ** preached not the Gospel !”
With this conviction they labored, and we have
entered ftheir labors. Let us then glority into
God in them. Let us not depreciate either the
men or their work; but faithfully follow them
as they followed Christ. Let us honor them
for their work’s sake, and God will honor us;
for he has not torgotten their labors of love,
their zeal, piety, usefuloess, toils, sufferings,
sacrifices, and sacred and unwearied devotion
in his cause. Such men will, undoubtedly, be
bad in everlasting remembrance !

That we may perceive, with any tolerable
degree of accuracy, the blessed achievements
of the Wesleyan missions in these colonies, we
must glance at their past and present history
and endeavor to contemplate the future.

It we carefully examine the past history
of these missions; we cannot but bebold the
clouds of spiritual ignoraace, error, supersti-
tion and wickedness which these missionaries
were instrumental in the bands of God, of re-
moving. God honored bis servants, and ren-
dered them a great blessing to the people.
They preached in the ** demonstration of the
Spirit and of power;" for their words weré
clothed with the ** unction of the Holy One.”
The Spirit of the living God often descended
upon thuse to whom they ministered, and they
experienced the Gospel, not in word only but
* in power, in the Holy Ghost and in mach as-
surance.” Many who were converted to God
through their instrumentality, lived in the fear
of the Lord, and finally died in the faith of the
Gospel. Thirty-four years ago (1864) I com-
menced my ministerial lite, and then I became
personally acquainted, both in Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick, with many ‘persons who were
the fruits of their ministry. These early Meth-
odists were also of the right stamp; men and
women of faith and prayer, and holy obedience,
living to the glory of God, and enjoying the

forting infl of the Divine Spirit.

Their religion was a blessed reality, and they
proved the truth ot it to others by their pious
walk and godly conversation. With boly exal-
tation, the pioneers of our missions could say,
These ** are our epistles, known and read of all
men.” They lived in the Spirit, and walked in
the Spirit.” They honored God and be hon-
ored them ; and now the greater part of them
are with that ** great multitude which no man
can number,” * before the throne of God,"
singing praises to Him who has *‘ redeemed
them with no less & price than his own most
precious blood.”

They highly respected the ministers of
Christ, loved the doctrines of Methodism, and
carefully attended to the discipline and usuages
of the church. They endeavored to live peace-

ably with both ministers and members ; and_by

If we require further proof of the import-
ance and usefulnes: of tiese missions, let us |
glance at the present history of Methodism, |
within the bounds of the Conference. Without '
b'eing guilty of either partiality or exlggerl-:
tion, we must admit, that its position is far |
more exalted than formerly, and its influence |
bas greatly increased within a few years. It/
bas regularly advanced, and exerts for good nui
increasing gracious or heavenly influencc. The
signs of its progress and usefulness sre every-
where apparent. You bebold them iy its large
and increasing congregatioas; in its member-
ship and the piety of its members ; in its churches
of both small and large dimensions ; in its Col-
lege and male and female Academies, in which
many of our youth of both sexes, are receiving
a suitable and substantial, or classical educa-
tion ; in its theological institution, in which a
rising ministry is educated ; in its usetul peri-
icals and Wesleyan Conterence Office, which
are instrumental in diffusing sound Christian
literature ; in its Sabbath schools where large
numbers are instructed in the things ot God,
by~ competent and pious teachers; in its n-
creasing intelligence, respectability and useful-
fulness ; in the estimation it is mow held by
evangelical churches; and the influence it now
exerts throughout the whole extent of the Con-
ference, in spreading ‘‘ pure and undefiled re-
ligion.” But we do not glory in these: We
give it to God, to whom it all is due! ** Not
unto us, but unto thy name, O Lord, be the
glory.” Wae praise God for the instruments he
employed, and the present and eternal benefits
resulti ‘g from their labors.

It would, perhaps, be considered presump-
tion to speculate on'the future history of
Methodism in these Colonies. However, with-
out being guilty in this particular, we bave
just ground to suppose, that if its ministers and
people prove faithtul to their high commission,
Wesleyan Methodism will continue to increase ;
to exert a sacred and soul-saving influcnce; to
be instrumental in leading men to a knowledge
of the truth; of spreading Scriptural holiness
throughout the land; in promoting the Chris-
tianity of the Bible; in saving souls from the
power of sin and Satan ; and finally, with other
evangelical churches, be rendered subservient
in hastening the universal diffusion of religion
in the world. Its mission is high and sacred !
What a vast responsibility then rests upon the
members and ministers of the Church! Let
us therefore, in humble dependence on Divine
influence, strive to accomplish the purposes of
Heaven in our existence and position. Let us,
by the aid of the Divine Spirit, do our duty
morally, spiritually and financially, then God,
even our own God, will be us abd bless us!

Sb long as the members ot this branch of the
Church of Christ live in the tear of God, and
in the comforting influence of the Divine Spirit,
Jesus will be with them, bless them, and make
them a blessing to others. ‘‘He will come
down” upon them *‘ like rain upon the mown
grass ; as showers that water the earth.” *‘To
him shall prayer continually be made; and
daily shall be be praised.” ¢‘ His name shall,”
through them and the labors of otber churches,
* endure for ever: his name shall be continued
as long as the sun; and men shall be blessed
in him; all pations shall call him blessed.
Blessed be the Lord God, the God of Israel,
who only doeth wondrous things. And blessed
be his glorious name forever : and let the whole
earth be filled with his glory. Amen and
amen.”

MISSIONS NOT A FAILURE.

Facts are stubborn things. Theories, how-
ever ingenius and well constructed, and oppo-
sing arguments, however profound and convia-
cing, are of little account when met and
answered by evident, irresistible facts. A
learned English doctor of science demonstra-
ted conclusively that it would be impossible to
construct a steamship to cross the Atlantic
ocean. Members of Congress, whose names

have sunk into oblivion, ridiculed the claims of |

the inventor of the electric telegraph as the
dreams of an enthusiast, to be classed with the
wild vagaries of Mesmerism and Millerism.
And there are those yet to be found who, in
face of the Redeemer’s last command, and of
results that have encouraged and cheered
Christian hearts and made heaven rejoice, dis-
parage and oppose missions to the heathen as
profitless and absurd.

An English magazine has recently published
a shrewd, but venomous attack upon modern
missions, in which, under-the guise of a con-
versation between & learned Brabmin and an
inexperienced missionary, the objections of
cavillers are forcibly put and feebly answered,
80 as to create a strong prejudice against the

system. The writer charges that missionary

societies have selected weak races rather than
the strong and vigorous for their efforts, that
they have disparaged education, tbat they
bave not selected influential centres for their
operations, that the results are not commensa-
rate with the great expenditure of money and
lite, and that, in a word, * everything con-
nected:with missions is a blunder.”

Such charges would be sufficient to overthrow

and condemn the whole system of Christian |

missions, if they could be sustained ; but untor-
tunately for the assailant and those who hailed

the vigorous assault, the facts are just the,

reverse. This, Rev. Dr.. Clark, Secretary of
the American Board, bas conclusively proved,
and by his unanswerable reply, has completely
turned the tables, sot ooly demonstrating the
baselesspess of the charges in detail, but vindi-
cating the necessity and the success of the
methods employed by the Christian Church to
elevate and evangelize the nations without the
Gospel.

We should be glad to give a complete
abstract of this” conclusive and triumphant
defence of the policy and the 'results of the
missionary enterprises of the Church which are
the glory of our Christianity. It should be
widely circulated to enlighten the minds of
believers as well as hoaest doubters, and to
strengthen the faith of those who labour and
pray for the cooversion of the world. We
give his compact and eloquent concluding para-
graph:—

*¢ Everything connected with ycur mission is
a blunder,’ says the, Brahmin to this young
and inexperienced missionary. Yet, as
results of missionary enterprise, ten thousand
native preachers, in more than a bundred dif-
ferent ﬂnﬁ:&u, unite with the missionaries
of many in repeating the story ot the
cross; and three bundred thousand IXi-ciplel
in Christian communities, numbering more
than & millien, gathered from almost every
tribe of the children of men, bear witness to
its saving power and the blessed hopes it
inspires. And then the Bible and a Christian
literature in most, if not in all, of these many
tongues ; the undermining of oeathenism ; the
despair of the po}wlu aiths ; the conviction
that the truth is with us, and all the vast
paration for the final conquest. Give us fifty
years more of the same sort of * blundering,’
and we will hope to bave the Gospel in every
household, and opportunities for Christian
instruction within the reach of every child of
the buman race.”—dmerican Messenger.

““ We who in Christ believe,
That he for us hath died,

We all this unknown peace receive
And feel his blood applied.

* Exults our rising soul,
Disburdened of her load,
And swells n“mh'll full
Of glory and of God,

We who preached the Gospel should live so
consciously. and continuously in the.sunlight ot
God’s countenance that we could eonfidently
offer to our eager hearers the blessings of a
conscious pardon. There is something won-
derously stimulating and alluring to the hearts
of men in the offer of this state of assured sal-
vition.

THE BRIGHT S"l?.li;l-‘gp A MINISTER'S

The great cry in all denominations of Chris-
tians to-day is for more ministers. There are
many brilliant young men, baving earnest
bearts, now entering upon life, but for the most
part they float past the ministry into the count-
ing room, the law office and the medical chair.
So much has been written and said about the
bardships of the ministry that our young men
are afraid to run the gauntlet of much neglect,
abuse, and starvation. I have to say that ‘the
majority of the books written on this subject
are exaggerations of the sorrows of the minis.
ter's life, and the most part give only one side
of the life. I have to tell you that I believe
the office of the minister of Christ has fewer
trials, larger spiritual emoluments and rewards,
brighter inducements, higher development,
grander joys than any other occupation in all
the earth. Admitting, so plainly that 0o man
shall misinterpret what I say, that there are
now maoy ministers undergoing persecutions
and hardships and outrages that amount to
positive martyrdom, I contend that these are
the exceptions ; and that gathering an audience
of a thousand ministers of Christ, nine hund-
red of them have many advantages, good
books, refined associstions, sons and dsughters
well fed, well clad, well educated, opportuni-
ties innamerable, while all round there is the
evidence that their services are being appreci-
ated. Gather a thousand merchants together,
and I will show you that nine bundred of them
bave bad barder knocks, greater privations,
bave come more frequently to the study of se-
vere economy, have bhad barder work to pay
their rent, and in a thousand things have been
subject to annoyances which s minister of
Christ never experiences. We are to remem-
ber the fact that a vast masjority of mea in
worldly occupations do not succéed ; that is an
autbentic statistic that out of a bundred mer-
cants, all fail except two; that there are tens
ot Jthousands of clerks liviog on insufficient
salaries ; that it is a rare thing when a mechanic
earns anythiog more than a plain livelibood.

It is sad from all the
leading points from which the fact may be
regarded. Eogland is one of the chief
Christian countries of the world. Yet it is
very far indeed from being Christianized.
Millions of its pecple are unreconciled to
God. Hundreds of thoisands of its ioha! -
itants dwelling in the heart of itsgreat cities
and other centres of its varied manufactur-
ing industry are practically heathens or
avowedly infidel. Such being. the case, it
is mournful that one of Bogland’s most ef-
fective evangelizing organizations should
for the time, be doing scarcely more.thao
ho'diug its own. The necessities of the
case require that this great Gospel agency
should be rapidly advancing in winniog

_souls to " Christ.

The want of more marked success now
deplored by the English Methodist eommu-
nity seems the more lamentable when con-
trasted with the glorious spiritual prosper-
ity 'enjoyed by that community at many
periods of its past history. There have
been times when British Methodism tri-
umphed on every side, and rejoiced in
large yearly accessions of converted men
and women to its membership, greatly more
than enough to supply the loss occasioned
by death, immigration anod backsliding.
Such times are remembered with pensive
pleasure by men in our Church at home
who weep between the porch and the altar
erying, where is the Lord God of our
fathers ?

The pause in its career just now given
to British Methodism strikes ove as the
more regrettable because nothing of mo-
ment seems wanting to that Methodism
save wide spread success. There are nu-
merous, capacious, not to say splendid, sanc-
tuaries that rear their spires and pinnacles
heavenward in every direction throughout
the field. There-are large, attentive and
most respectable congregatio:s thronging
those sanctuaries Sabbath after Sabbath.
There is a larger company of able and at-
tractive ministers of the New Testament in
the pulpits of British Methodism than ever
before. There is an immease body of
Local preachers, class-leaders, prayer-lead-
ers and Sabbath-school teachers co-operal-
ing for the advancement of the common
cause. The temporalities of the .Church
are managed with consummate skill and suc-
cess. Inshort, the British Wesleyan Meth-
odist Church is probably the most highly
organized religious body in Christendom,
and it is organized for Christian work. It
seems complete at all points for successful
labour. '

Then its orthodoxy is untainted. It
holds fast the Word of God. Neither the
spirit of superstition on the one bhand, nor

¢ that of infidelity on the other has ravaged
its ranks. Ritualism plays not at idolatry
at its altars, nor does rationalism explain
away the mystery of Godliness in its pul-
pits. '

There is peace in all its borders. Its
people dwell together in unity, and the
voice of faction is not heard in. its courts.

Nor does the Lord Jehovah fail to
answer by fire when its prophets cry to
Him for the blessed rain from the brow
of sun-burnt Carmel. Nor after the fire
hath licked up the very stones of the altar
“of trial, does the little band-like cloud rich
with benediction refuse to greet the strained
eyes of the gazer. The tiny cloud comes
as an exhalation from God’s great sea;
but, alas! it does not overspread the sky,
nor pour floods all over the gaping thirsty
soil, though it abundantly waters many a
favoured little nook and glen and hill-side
of the Lord’s heritage.

Naturally the cause or causes of the
lamented want of success are being en-
quired after, and various conclusions are
being arrived at ou the subject. Some
persons think the solution of one part of
the difficulty is found in the Connexional

leakages which occur when members of the
Church moving from one place to another
fail to renew their connection with the
Church. Some think that, were the neces-
sary pastoral care afforded, the proportion
of full members drawn from the ranks of
«the many thousands yearly taken on trial,
would be very. much larger than it is.

Some urge that the ministers of the Body)

are to a large extent so overweighted with
numberless duties relating to the seculari-
ties of the Church, that théy cannot prose-
cute the more spiritual portion of their
task with the energy desirable and neces-
sary to extended success. Some are of the
opinion that the itineraunt principle is alto-
gether overworked in the ceaseless inter-
change of pulpit labour which ordinarily
takes place under the operation of the
English Circuit system, and that much bet-
ter results would be attained were the Cir-
_cuits so divided as to render a suitable con-
centration of ministerial labour possible in
all more important localities. Some assert
that too much dependence is placed on the
regular working of the Connexional ma-
chinery, aod that the general style of
preaching, though solid, thoughtful and
cultured, is wanting in direct.ess and point
and fire and force.

EDUCATIONAL MUNIFICENCE IN
THE UNITED STATES.

The American papers have of late contain-
ed frequent mention of gifts and bequests,
made to institutions of learning. In view
of the effort now in progress to establish an
endowment for our academies and colleges
at Sackville, it has occurred to the writer
that the readers of the Wesleyan might,
with great propriety, have their attention
called to the way in which our neighbours
in the United States employ their means in
supporting the interests of education. Ac-
cording to Zion’s Herald, the pumber of col-
leges in the United States is 303. Of these,
265 are supported by religious denomina-
tions, and 38 by States or by endowments
of individuals. The Catholics have 54, the
Baptists 48, Methodists 32, Presbyterians
25, Congregationalists 16, Lutheran 16,
I'Ipiscopnliaus 16, aud the others are divi-
ded among Universalists, Unitariaos, Re-
formed and other sects. These colleges
employ abont 3000 instructors and have
about 50,000 students. Now though it be
asserted, and it frequently is, that these
colleges are too numerous aud that the effi-
ciency of collegiate instruction would be in-
creased were they concentrated into & very
much smaller number, still every one must
be astonished at the educational activity and
interest for learning revealed by these sta-
tistics among a people characterized by one
of their most eminent authors as possessing
an unbounded reverence for the ¢ almighty
dollar.” Said reverence for the coin in
question does : not, it is clear, deter them
from parting with it for wise and good pur-
ses when necessily arises, as will be
abundantly shown by the facts we shall
roceed to miention.

Think of the fact, for instance, that
Princeton College, N. J., since Dr. Me-
Cosh became president, that is to say, with-
in the last four or five years, has received
gifts to the amount of $1,000,000, of which
$333,000 have been presented during the
past year. Nota ceut, moreover of this
huge sum was ever asked for. T hink, too,
of one man, the Hon. Asa Packer, of
Pennyslvania, himself giving $1,000,000 to
found Lehigh University and make its tui-
tion absolutely free—a gift the more signif-
jcaut from the fact that the domor is an
entirely self-made man, knowing pothing
personally of the benefits of a collegiate
trainiog.  Still more remarkable than
either of the above cases is the magnificent
bequest of Isaac Rich to the Boston Metho-
dist University,—a bequest which, when
compliance with certain conditions hag, ren-
dered it available, will amount to not less
than two millions of dollars, in all proba-
bility, a great deal more. Less in amount,
but coming from a college graduate this
time, may be mentioned the gift of $200,-
000 to the Wesleyan University at Middle-
ton for the building of a Hall of Natural
Science, the donor being Oraoge Judd, a
prominent editor in New York. Half this
amount has 1ecently been presented to Am-
herst College by Mr.Hitchcock of Brimfield.
Dartmouth College has lately received
$500,000, Union College, 100,000. Small-
er far than the amounts yet mentioned, in-
deed a very widow’s mite beside them, but
with o deeper and more touchimg signifi-
cancy, is the gift of $15,000, made from
but limited means to Exeter Academy by
Mr. John Sibley, librarian of Harvard Col-
lege, and intended to increase the charity
scholarships of the institution. Closing the
list of educational benefactors, may stand
the names of Cornell and Drew, both of
whom have founded and endowed seats of
learning with which their names will be
forever associated.

Half has not been told. Enough, how-
ever, has been said to illustrate to the read-
ers of the Werleyan the generous scale on
which the American people regulate their
educational beneficence. The facts cited
deserve to be pondered well. How pro-
found a sense of the value of education
must that people have which can anoually
lavish millions on institutions of learn-
ing. The Americans are 100 sherwd and
acute a people to squander their mo-
ney uselessly. They are satisfied with
the result of their expenditure, or their
liberality, instead of increasing so rapidly
would more rapidly diminish. But, some
may say, the Americans are so wealthy
that they can afford to be liberal. That is
balf the truth. The other half is that they
are wealthy because they are liberal.
Strange indeed would it be that those who
use money so well should not have it
entrusted to theni.

Most people, if asked, would confess to
a wish to do good to their fellow-beings,
and a cfeditable wish it is too, though
lamentably inoperative in the majority of
cases. It is also tolerably certain that
most would like to leave bebind them a
pame that the werld * would not willingly
let die.” Let all know it, then, as an indis-
putable tact that, in so far as the disposal
of wealth is concerned, these two aspira-
tions can in no way be better carried into
effect than by munificence towards institu-
tions of learning. It is not so much that
thus a definite quaatity of good is done at
a definite time, though this is quite true.
But every person that liberality aids in pro-
curing & good education is thereby enabled
to become a centre o1 benefit to others, and
these in their turn to others: thus there is
an ever-widening radiation of benefit ema-
pating from the original impulse. Few
pames, 100, if any, are more lasting than
than those of educational benefactors. It
will be long ‘ere the American people for-
get the names of Elihu Yale and John
Harvard, of Isaac Rich and Daniel Drew.
Shakspeare says—

+ The evil that men do lives after them;

The good is oft interred with their bones.”

But in cases such as these the evil, if evil
there be, is forgotten ; the good is placed
on an enduring basis. Theirs is the glory
that
——*¢ like a circle in the water,
Which never ceaseth to enlarge itself.”

For many years it
will be the great Home Missionary field of
Canadian Wesleyanism, and it was but pru-
dent to lay well the substructure, that the
building may grow ' up, fair in its propor-
tions and very comprehensive in its area.

That your Conference came to an unani-
mous resolution in favour of the scheme for
Dominion Wesleyan Unity of Methodism
cannot but be to every one of us a cause of
congratulation. There was truth and force
in Dr. Punshon’s remark at your Confer-
ence, * Canada was not a needy adventurer
coming down here for a wealthy bride.”
True, we want the wealthy bride—adorned
as we know she is with pearls and gems of
richer than earthly bues, but God has giv-
en to the bridegroom a nobler heritage. He
comes to the alliance—with the laurels of
conquest upon the brow.  Our motto is,
« A United Methodism for a Confederated
Dominion.”  And surely the work before
us needs Union. There is much land yet
to be possessed. Must we rest satisfied
with Romanism entrenched in our midst,
united and mocking our puny efforts te dis-
lodge a single stone from the structure 7
With ritualism, with German pantheism or
with atheism, or indifferentism and with
that gaining tendency to worldliness among
ourselves which prosperity is sure to bring?
No! it will not do to rest upon past honors,
we have a great work to do. Let us unite
to accomplish it. Greatly have you helped
us in the pdst by giving us Wood, Rice
and Starr, whohave proved themselves men
indispensable to us. It is our turn to help
you, and we have the heart to do it.

Our Annual Minutes have recently come
to hand, aud a few facts culled from them
may not be uninteresting to_your readers.
Our late Conference is called fhe Forty
Nioth. It is certainly a remarkable coin-
cidence that our Jubilee Confereénce is likely
to be celebrated by the Union of Wesleyan
Methodism throughout the Dominion. The
total membership of the church stands . at
69,596 an increase of 2,798 during the year.
Our missionary fund amounts to $9,000 in
excess of what was raised the year previous,
making a total of $88,743. Montreal is
a< banner circuit in Missionary, as well as
in all other financial matters. She leads off
with $10,358, Torontd follows with $8,605,
then comes Hamilton with $6,635.

Anent the last-named place, comes up
the name and memory of the now sainted
E. Jackson, Esq., the prince of Hamilton
Methodism, whose wealth and heart were
alike consecrated to the service of God.
The closing scene was as remarkable for
the rich beauty of it, as his life had been
eminent for good works. It was on the
Sabbath evening of July 14th that he was
surrounded in his own parlor with a group
of his most intimate Christian friends. He
had been poorly during the day, unable to
attend the services of the church ; the pas-
tor and his wife were in the group. At his
request they had been singing some favour-
ite airs, when all bowed in prayer; and as
the accents of praise and prayer seemed
blending around the throne of grace, his
wrapt spirit was caught up in the ascend-
ing waves of worship, and his prostrate
body alone was left a mournful casket
for his friends to care for. A native of
Conneecticut he came to Canada in 1826,
and settled in the infant city of Hamilton
in 1830. In 1833, under the pastorate of
Dr. Evans the town was visited with a
great revival of religion. The young mer-
chant was arrested by the Spirit and deter-
mined to fle, and so get rid of conviction,
He took on the stage and started,
but the Spirit followed him : he forsook the
coach, returned to the town, repaired to
the church, ht the favour of God, uni-
ted with tt::nglahodim, and remained
taithful until called to his resting place
above. God blessed him with great wealth,
but only one child, who was called home a
few years ago ; he seemed more especiall
after that to adopt the Church as his clu'l],
and devoted the rest of his days to devising
liberal things, and setting his house in
order. The noble Centenary Wesleyan
Methodist church is, to a great extent, the
fruit and the monument of his liberality
and far-seeing sagacity. No citizen of
Hamilton was more sincerely respected or
more deeply regretted.

We are in the midst of harvest. Fall
wheat, barley and peas are already, for the
most part, gathered in ; while Spring wheat
and oats are hardly ready.

FIRST CONFERENCE IN MANI-
TOBA.

(From the Christian Guardian.)

DEeaRr Sir,—Kpowing that the numer-
ous readers of the Guardian are very much
interested in the spiritual, as well as tem-
poral advancement of this vast country,
we send you an account of the first Wesley-
an Conference ever beld in the Province of
Manitoba.

The Couference commenced on the 26th
of July, 1872. The Rev. W. Morley
Punshon LL. D., presided with his usual
digoity and zeal. Associated with him
was the ‘Rev. Enoch Wood, D. D., the
honored Senior Secretary of the We:leyan
Missionary Society, who for so many years
has watched over, with fatherly solicitude,
the Missions, both to the Whites and to the
Indians, in these vast territories. The fol-
lowing ministers were present :—Revs.
Geo. Young, Winnipeg ; Geo. McDougall.
Edmonton ; Michael Fawcett, High Bluff;
Heory Steinhaur, White Fish Lake ; Eger-
ton R.. Young, Norway House; Peter
Campbell, Victoria; John McDougall
Woodville; Matthew Robinson, High
Bluff'; Allan Bowerman, B. A., Winnipeg ;
Nelson Brown, Sup’d. The Laity was
represented by John MacDonald, Esq.,
Toronto, one of the Treasurers of the Mis-
sionary Society, W. T. Mason, Esq., and
W. 8. Fioch, Esq,

The opening dovotional exercises were
conducted by the President and Missionary
Secretary, after which the objects for which
the Missionaries for the two Districts were
summoned to meet the Deputation, were
fully explained by Dr. Punshon aund Dr.
Wood.

The Rév. George Young was unani-
mously appointed Secretary of Conference.
Several questions were then taken up and
thoroughly discussed.

The first question was :—

What is the spiritual state of the general
Missions ?

RED RIVER DISTRICT.

Winnipeg reports a congregation aver-
aging 250, with 30 full members, and 10
on trial, 1 Sabbath School with 85 scholars
and 7 teachers, 2 Sabbath Services, 1 pub-
lic week evening service, 1 efficient class
meeting- An official Board has been or-
ganized. Interesting appointments are
regularly kept up at Headingly, Boyne
River, Sturgeon Creek, Victoria Settlement
and at the Storey Mountain. The Lower
Fort has also been occasionally visited.

High Bluff Mission reports 77 on trial
and 70 members. Congregation averaging
300, 1 Sabbath School with 100 scholars
and 11 teachers. This Mission has ap-
pointments at Poplar Point, Gowlers, Bluff
Portage, Rat Creek, White Mud River.

Norway House, Rossville Mission. Reg-
ular Services are held in the Church in the
Indian village, and in the Chapel in the
Hudson Bay Company Fort. The large
church is generally well filled and often
crowded with attentive hearers. With
very few exceptions all theWhites attend the
services in the English language. Number
of members 320, Classes 14, 4 native local
preachers; an efficient Sabbath and Day
Schodl, is also kept up, number of children
130. A good commencement has been
made at Beren’s River.” Timothy Bear, a
pious and efficient local preacher from Nor-
way House, has within a month gathered
in at this place 68 persons who daily receive
instruction in {the plan of salvation. He
has also established a school containing 38
scholars. Nelson River has been visited
by the missionary at Norway House and
110 adults and children have been baptized
This is an inviting field, ready for the reap-
er’s sickle, but the difficulties of access are
many.

Oxford House. Members 70, Congrega-
tion 100. Missionary from this place fail-
ed reach Winnipeg in time for the Coofer-
ence. Edmonton House; Congregation
averages 100, members 21. An efficient
Day School is kept up.

Woodville. The missionary reports that
he has access to a very large number of In-
dians. The Sabbath School averages 100.
Day school 40.

Victoria. Atthis interesting Mission the
congregations are very large. There are
4 efficient classes with 60 members. Pray-
er meetings are regularly held and well at-
tended. There is a good Sabbath School,
and the average attendance at the Day
School is 60. The -missionary from this
place also reports a large number of Indians
accessible.

White Fish Lake. This flourishing Mis-
sion returned 118 full members. The con-
gregation averages 200. In. addition to
this 300 or 400 Indians more are coustantly
receiving instruction.

Several other important questions relat-
ing to expenditure and receipts, the many
inviting fields of labor calling for addition-
al ministers, the qualifications and fitness
of several candidates who were recommend-
ed to the mission work either among ‘the
Whites or Indians; were fully discussed
during the several sessions ot the Confer-
ence. .

The interest which has existed in refer-
ence to Nelson River for the last two years
was increased by the visit of a small body
of men from that tribe to Dr. Wood during
his visit to Manitoba. Theirfobject in visit-
ing the venerable Secretary of Missions,
was to plead for a missionary of their own
to live with them' in their far off dreary
land. Some promises of additional assist-
ance were made them by Dr. Wood, to
which we think the great heart of Metho-
dism will beat responsive. They gre em-
phatically a people ‘* hungering and thirst-
ing after righteousness.”

In the Saskatchewan District, Bow River
presents a very inviting field for missionary
toil and triumph, and far beyond this place
stretching out to the base of the Rocky
Mountains, is the magnificent country of
Cootenay, from which has come the Mace-
donian cry ‘ Come over wand help us.”
From all reports which have reached us
Cooteney must be one of the most glorious
lands beneath the sun. On its western side
the Rocky Mountains lift up their snow-
capped heads, at times bathed in glorious
sunlight and presentifig every combination
of color, light and shadow, and then wrapp-
ed ‘up in the clouds as in a mantle, and |
lost to sight.

The in-
stant the appeal was made, ogr beloved
President, Dr. Punshon gave eleven dollars
to purchase the vets, and Dr. Wood aud
W. T. Mason, Esq., gave each five dollars
to purchase the flour.
At the suggestion of one of the brethren
a subs~ription list was opeued for the bene-
fit of the family of the late Rev. E. White.
The contributions of all were.freely given,
although in some cases by brethren in
straitened circumstances who know, from
actual experience, the miseries of pioching
want. God bless the widow and the father-
less. The amount raised’ was over fiity
dollars. . The Rev. George McDougall ap-
pealed to the laymen of the deputation, to
devise some means by which he could obtain
a circular stained glass window for the new
Wesleyan church in course of erection at
Edmondton. W. T. Mason, Esq., with his
usual generosity, kindly undertook the task
of securing the window ag soon as possible.
John Macdonald, Esq., with character-
istic benevolence, has promised to secure
for the Woodville Indian Mission a good
church bell.
Several other important matters were
discussed by the brethren, but as my com-
munication js already a lengthy one, I will
not weary you by referring to them.
Beautiful and appropriate farewell addresses
were made by John Macdonald, Esq., the
Rev. Dr. Wood and the President. Three
verses of the 539th hymn were then sung,
and aftér earnest importunate prayers had
been offered up to the Great Head of the
Church, the first Wesleyun Conference in
the Province of Mauvitoba, was closed by
the President pronouncing the benediction.
I cannot close this communicatioa with-
out referring to the great kindness and un-
wearied efforts manifested by Rev. Mr. and
Mrs. George Young, for the comfort and
happiness of all the members of the Con-
ference. May God reward them a thou-
sand fold, and give them the faithful am-
bassador’s highest joy this side of heaven,
that of seeing their labors crowned with
glorious success, and bundreds of souls
saved through their instrumentality.

THE BRITISH WESLEYAN CON-

The 129th annual session of the British
Wesleyan Methodist Conference opened in
City-road Chapel on Wednesday, July 31.

places. In addition we have reported ar-
rangements for holding special services for
children, antl for out-door services to be
held on seven consecutive &venings in many
parts of London.

THE LIVINGSTONE LETTERS.

The name of De. David Livingstone is now
known and respected wherever the electric tele-
| g1aph flashes, or the public press sends the tid-
| ings ot world-wide discoveries. Nearly balt a
| score ot years ago a large volume was issued
| frem the press, recdunting the wanderings and
discoveries, but only kinting at the trials and
hard-hips, of the doctor; along the Southern
slope of the watershed of Central EasternAfrica,
through the valley of Zambezi and by the banks
of Lake Nyassi. The book was eagerly sought
after and read by the vigilant and inquisitive
ot every land, and went. to establish the fame
of Dr. Livingstone as a scientist and philan
thropist, and an indefatigable missionary trav-
eler. Well might the doctor for the remain-
der of his days have enjoyed ofium cum dig-
nitate amid the laughing lochs or heathery
hills ot his own beloved Scotland, but that there
are no parties who nourish fonder memories of
the scenes of their toilsome successes and suf-
ferings than scientific discoverers and foreign
Christian missionaries; and so it happened
that ** a pretty broad bhint” from his *‘ very
dear old friend,” Sir Roderick Murchison, was
sufficient to send forth our undaunted traveler
agamn, without a handsome salary or something
to fall back upon,” to examine more through-
ly the watershed on either side of South Easg-
ern Central Atrica, buoyed up by the suggested
hope that he might be, after all, the final dis-
coverer of the real dividing line between the
Northern and Southern sheds of the great de-
scending river courses, and of the remotest
sources of the mysterious Nile, and find a cov-
eted opportunity of plantipg aChristian mission
among some beathen tribe on the slopes back
to the Indian Ocean.

In 1866, accordingly, Dr. Livingstone pass-
ed fiom Zanzibar to the main land of Eastern
Africa, and, taking his course along the valley
ot'the Rovuma and around the southern Banks
of Lake Nyassi, became soon lost, in the un-
known wildernesses of interior Africa, to the
inquisitive gaze of Christian civilization.

Spreading rumours, after awhile of the lonely

death or fearful massacre by treacherous sav-
ages of the great missionary discoverer but in-

tensified the longing anxiety felt on his behalf,
until at length glad tidings of the marvellous
expedition fitted out and sent forwerd by the
proprietors ot the New York Herald—an ex-
pedition which the mightiest and most interest-
ed Governments of the world had shrunk from
undertaking—brought hope and reliet to the
expectant public. May we not say of this ex-
pedition that it was conceived in the finest spirit
of genius and philanthropy, and a laudable
desire for world-wide fame, and executed by
the commissioner Mr. H. M. Stanley, with an
almost unparalleled aptness and devotion and
determination, until at Ujiji on the banks of
Lake Tanganyika, the ** lost was found,” and
behold the *‘ dead was alive again ? *

Of the genuineness and authenticity of the
two memorable letters published originally in
the Herald it seemed to us only idle to enter-

tain a doubt; the ctyle is too unique and too
evidently Livingstonian in its character, and
the information afforded too fully in keeping
with previous topographic discovery and scien-
tific expectation. Im 1860 Grant and Speke
had pushed up from the eastern coast to Kazeh,

and t-ence through a region untrodden by civ-
ilized man, to the assured discovery of the great
inland sea, loyally named Victoria Nyanza,
from which the sacred White Nile was found
flowing forth. In 1864 Sir Samuel Baker lift-
ed up his wearied, longing, but gladdened eyes
to behold the almost ** boundless sea,” hemmed

in in the distance ‘* by faint blue mountains,”
of a twin lake bappily called Albert Nyanza.

8| These discoveries strongly suggested the ex-

pectation of a grand, interior lacustrine region,
in which would be found the exhaustless feed-
ers of the wondrous Nile, which, without a
single tributary below the uncertain Athbara,
of Abyssinia, pours its noble flood of waters
onward, for fourteen hundred miles, through
the fiery sands of the Nubian Desert, past the
i ial Pyramids of Egypt, and by the
thronged quays of modern Cairo, into the blue
Mediterranean, by its many mouthed delta.

In 1857-8 Speke and Burton brought to lighs
another of the hidden lakes, Tanganyika, whose
outlet yet remains in mystery. It has been
proved that the lake bas no visible connection
with Lake Nyassa or the Indian Ocean on the
east or south-east; nor with the Victoria or

Albert Nyanza on the north; nor yet with the
great lacustrine river, the Chambezi, on the
south; but since the physical facts in the case
demand that it must bave some outlet some-
where for its ever-accumulating waters, the
strong presumption is that that great exit will
be found on the Western side, into the com-
mon Nilotic Valley. This is one of the impor-
tant points which Livingstone tarries to deter-
mine.

Tur Ixviax TTounLes IN THE DOMINION.—

Indian troubles threaten the peace and pro-
gress of British Columbia, as well as the Pro-
vince of Manitoba. It the reports received at
Victoria have any truth, the disturbances in the
former Province are of a serious character,
According to these reports the Indians on the
Skeena River,which lies in the northern part of
the Province, massacred the whole of the white
settlers at Hszleton, a small settlement up the
couatry, about a month ago. Trouble bad,
however, been brewing some time before the
tragedy is reported to have o:curred. A Gov-
ernment officer brovght in tidings a fortnight
previous that serious difficuities had arisen be-
tween the Indians and the whites, and urged
upon the government authorities to send a war
vessel to the disturbed district to preserve the
peace and to make terms of settlement with the
Indians tor the alleged firing of one of their
buildings by the whites. The reason assigned
by the provincial authorities for not having at
ouce acted upon the information received, ac-
cordirg to a local journal was, because the sub-
ject was one with which the Dominion, not the
provincial authorities have to do,and they could
not venture to move in the matter until they
bad communicated with the Government at Ot-
tawa and received the necessary instructions as
1o what had to be done in the premises. The
true cause of the delay will, we think, be found

rather in the authorities not realizing the dan-
gerous position of affairs. It is satisfactory,
bowever, to find that at the time of the latest
mail, orders had been issued to two of HerMa-
jesty’s gunboats to proceed to the scene of the
seported disaster, and reliable informaticn as
to the truth of the alleged massacre was anxi-
ously awaited by the citizens-of Victoria. From
the tobe assumed by the provincial journals
when discussing Indian questions, it is evident
that the management of the Indian population
will prove a task ot considerable difficulty in
British Columbia. The province is of vast ex-
tent, containing a large population, with here
and there communities of white séttlers in a
large measure exposed to the depredations ol
the varions native trites. Every settlement is,
of course, anxious that it should be adequately
protected, little beeding that a systew of
thorough protection to every hamlet, in the
event ot serious disturbances with the Indians,
could only be effected by the presence of a
large military force in the country, which
would have to be maintained at an enormous ex-
pense. The suggestion made that the Demin-
ion Government should at once appoint an In-
dian Commissioner for the Province, so that in
the event ot any difficulty arising between the
natives and the white population, immediate
steps might be taken to rectity it, and thereby
avoid disaster and bloodshed, is one which will
receive, no doubt, dae consideration at the
hands ot the Government. It is unfortunate
that these troubles with the native tribes in the’
two northwestein proyinces of the Dominion
should arise at the present juncture when we
are looking forward with confidence to the com-
mencement of work on the Canada Pacific Rail-
way at an early date. They are, however,
doubtless only of a temporary character, ari-
sing out of local quarrels. Still they serve to
vhow the importance of continuing stéadily to
pursue a peacefui and conciliatory policy to-
wards the native tribes, who form so large a
"portion ot the population of the western plains,
for such a policy alone can prove successful in
dealing with the Indians within the borders of
the Dominion.— Montreal (Gazelte.

W hoever you have left
let me tell you that America sends greeting to
Great Britain through one of her teetotalers.
(Cheers.) They send a very small man, but I
bave found since I came to Europe that the
most importaat and powerful country within
the comprehensive name is one of the smallest
m dimensions, and 80 I feel encouraged. Ia
fact little Britain to day is doing the largest
part in ruling and controlling the moral senti-
ments of the globe. I rejoice to bave come
and seen you to-day. This is the last object

on which my eye shall rest before I leave your
imperial city of London to set off this afternoon
for a return journey to the United States—
thank God, United States, since we shovelled

lavery under—(cheers) as you ought to shovel

nder the liquor-traffic. (Loud cheers.) Now
we are united, and I am going back to Ameri-
ca as fast as steam can carry me, and when
get thers, I shall say the last grand object on
which my eye rested was several acres of living
teétotalers | fiom all parts of  Great Baitaia.
(Cheers.) 1 am going to take back your
greeting to them, and tell them that since that

our Queen in America, but she is more to us
than a Queen—she is a good, pure, warm-
bearted, loving woman,  wife, and mother.
(Cheers.) To us the woman is even more
than the sovereign. I have seen Britain trom
ber Queen and Princes, and through the vari-
ous strata of society, all the way to those in the
very humblest position of life. I have had a
chance to feel England's pulse; I have bad a
chance to sit at the table of ber Premier; to
stand in ber Parliament Hall, and bad invita-
tions to set at the table of many of your most
eminent men in Church and State ; but nothing
bas delighted me more than to get right next
the ear and heart of the great solid mass of Bri-
tain's working people—(cheers)— for from
the top of my head to my heels I am a thorough-
going republican and a believer in popular
rights. Therefore I bave sought to meet the
masses of England ; and last night, when T left
the chapel of my beloved Christian brother and
fellow teetotaler, Newman Hall—when I went
into the streets, the poor, humble people whom
I'bad addressed, followed me to my cab, ard
squeezed my hand, and sent their * good-
byes " and ** God bless you's after me. I care
more for that than I should have cared for the
enamelled cards and compliments of the owner
of the loftiest castle in the land. I-tell you,
working people, you are torty leagues ahead of
the aristocracy on this matter. This is just one
ot those retorms that has got to be kindled by
a fire that shall burn steadily up; and let me
tell you that the working people knowing the
miseries and horrors of drunkenness—they,
with the middle classes, the church-going clas-
ses, and the conscientious classes, are begin-
ning this work, and it is bound to go on and
spread till it 1eaches the very loftiest sphere
of British society. I have been looking at this
question-in all its aspects, and I have seen the
glory of England, my eyes bave bebeld and
feasted on the exquisite beauty of your land-
scapes. I bave looked at your ancient castles,
and stood under the arches of your Westminis-
ter Abbey and Gloucester Cathedral. I bave
beheld the scierce, the art, the marvelous com-
mercial energy and industry of Britain, this lit-
tle beehive that sends out its influence over
Europe and the world; for if you want to
get the financial centre of the world you must
stand at twelve o’cleck at noon right between
the Royal Exchange and the Bank of England.
London is the centre of the civilized world—
we all admit that. I have seea specimens of
all your scientific, commercial, agricultural, and
political progress. 1 have indeed seen the glo-
ry of England, but I have also seen her shame.
The shame of Englaod—you know what that
is, and I know it too. The shame of England
is this, that right in the face of nineteen centu-
ries of civilization and Christianity, looms up
thig borrid unendurable monster alcohol. The
other day, in the House of Lords, a  very elo-
quent bishop, who sits on a bench along which
I should like to carry a total abstinence pledge,
gave utterance to a memorable saying which
was overbeard even in America—that he would
rather see Englaod free than see England so-
ber. (*‘Shame.”) He might as well bave said
that he would rather see daylight than see the
sun se thére is no freedom for Britain without
oobriety.u (Cheers.) He wants to see Eng-
land free—God bless the old dear isle !—so do
you and I; but England can only be free when
she has slain ber most tremendous foe, and
when she rises superior to appetite, avarice,
and fashion, and becomes, from John o’ Groat’s
House to Land’s End, a great total abstaining
nation. (Cheers) You are free, so far as
your institutions are concerned, just as free as
we are in America, for the fact is that English
law is American law. We are nothing but one
people, and all that separates us is a little cold
water. (Laugkter.) And we, too, have the
slavery of the drinking usages. Who makes
that slavery ? who perpetuates it ? Every man
who puts the bottle on his table, or raises it to
bis lips. Ah! that is a sorrowful sight that I
bave seen—tour-fifths of all the tables at which
I have been t: d with old-fashioned Briti-h
hospitality bhave been darkened, and in my
honest judgment cursed, with the wine decan-
ter.. That isthe one plague spot of your king-
dom ; that is the one sad and sorrowful sight I
bave to carry back with me. How shall you
seek to change it ? By law. Who will give you
the law? By just such work as this, and just
such gatherings as these, and just such work
as this National Temperance League is doing.
—Referring to the Good Templars and Sons
of Temperance, Mr. Cuyler said these orders
were not ‘‘secret,”” but only private, in the
sense that every well-ordered family had its
own private affairs when it was about its own
private business. What they wanted was to
get the Christian conscience of Britain to feel
thoroughly against the bottle. He did not care
whether 8 man was High Church or Low
Church, so that he never got so high as to dis-
regard this matter. Talking of High Church
and Low Church reminded him of an Episcopal
brother who bad a floating chapel in New
York, moored by the water side, and on board
this the sailors came and heard the Gospel.
Somebody said to bim, ‘* Brother, are you an
Episcopal clergyman, are you High Church or
Low Church ?” Said he, *‘ That depends just
on the state of the tide.” God bas committed
to Britain and America this grandest moral re-
form of the age. If'they advanced side by side
and shoulder to shoulder, victory must, and
would, by-and-bye perch upon their ban-
ners.

“I. N. Cognito " writes from Vermont to

test against that execrable babit of borrowing
tools, and the dishonest appendix thereto of
not promptly returning them. Every farmer
knows how trying it is to patience to find a
needed tool bas been lent and not returned,
and in every community there are persons who
seldom return a borrowed article promptly, if
at all. If there is anything short of downright
stealing that is meaner than this babit of bor-
rowing a neighbour’s tools, and then keeping
them till the owner calls for them, I should like
to know what it is. I have a casein mind that
will illustrate. This spring I wanted to mow my
lawn, but my scythe was missing. I searched
for it for an hour fruitlessly, and then commen-

A correspondent of the Germantown Tele-
graph gives, g other r why oxen
should be used on the farm in place of horses,
the following: ** Many small farmers try to
plough their land with one horse. A few io-

ful of manure is all that is appropriated where
there might and should be a bushel. The se-
lection of crops is made with but little care.
The cultivation of the same is done at a great
expense, for want of experimental knowledge
and being prejudiced against taking advice of
successful farmers. On the majority of tarms
in my immediate vicinity, more than a third of
the expense is worse than wasted. A pair of
oxen will plough as much in a day and fallow
it as a pair of horses, and the cost is but fifty
per cent of horses. The work is done better
than it can be with horses. A boy of fourteen
can handle the oxen and plough with more ease
and pleasure than a man can with his span of
borses.”

He thinks that the managers ot our agricul-
tural fairs should give the work-ox more atten-
tion. He says that while large premiums are
being made for the different breeds of horses—
some f)r draught, some for gentlemen's use,
and some tor the race-course—and large pre-
miums, td0, for fancy swine and for overgrown
towls, the ox has been overlooked. *‘ The ox
is capable of being improved one bundred per
cent. Then a boy with average capability can
earn a much larger sum than a hireling man
who watched the hours instead of his employer’s
interest.” Were large premiums offered for
the best-trained oxen bhe thinks we should soon
see them used on the land at least two to one
of the horse.

Our brother recently departed, was born at
Aylesford, N. 8. in the year 1818.

Although brought up amid religious influen-
ces, he grew to manhood under the direction of
the carnal mind, consequently was gay,
thoughtless and adverse to God. When about
fourteen years of age, he removed with his
parents to Horton, where more abundant reli-
gious services were afforded him.

During the incumbency of the Rev. Mr.
Croscombe on that circuit, Bro. Crane was
converted to God. A series of meetings had
been held for some time without much encour-
agement. The preachers were consulting
about the propriety of closing the special ser-
vices when.it was resolved to hold at least one
more. At that meeting there was a general
break down, the first to come forward was our
dear departed brother. It was the beginning
of such a glorious revival of religion as has
rarely been experienced in our province.
Truly converted, Bro. Crane soon began to
work tor the Master, and led on by the good
spirit and the providence of God, he soon found
his way into the ministry.

Like many others in similar circumstances he
lingered for some time in order to ascertain the
important fact that he was called of God to that
work. Satisfied on that point, he entered very
heartily into the arduous work, nor did he toil
in vain. Many souls were given bim as seals to
his ministry.

His energetic labors were expended on the
following circuits, Parrsboro’, Shelburne, Syd-
ney, River Philip, Wallace, Maitland, Ayles-
ford and Shubenacadie.  While at Aylesford
his health so failed that he was obliged to be-
come supernumerary.

After resting two years he thought he was
able to resume the loved yet laborious work of
an itinerant. But, ere the year had passed
away he was completely prostrated. With
great reluctance he desisted from the activities
of ministerial life, and settled in Halifax, to
realize oaly for a short time the peculiar trials
of supernumerary lite,

He gradually declined until June 1872, when
‘he became unable to leave his room, yet he
cherished the hope of being restored to health,
and seemed to anticipate with much satisfaction
the gathering of his ministerial brethren at
Conference. He was, however, permitted'to
see but few, as be sank rapidly, and ere the
Conference had -been sitting one week he was
removed to the place of the. spirits of the jus:
made perfect. '

The writer saw him frequently during his
last iliness, and was pleased to recognize in his
submission to the divine will most satisfactory
evidence that he was prepared to depart and be
with Jesus.

On the 27th June, 1872, he peacefully enter-
ed his rest, in the 54th year of:his age, and the
26th of bis ministry.

Brother Crane was devotedly attached to
Methodism, believing it to be a revival of prim-
itive Christianity. Yet he was no bigot, for he
lived near to Christ by faith. A little religion
will make some men very sectarian; a large
measure will save any man from an exclusive
spirit.

He was greatly beloved on the circuits where
he travelléd, and no marvel, for he was emi-
rently social in his nature, genial in disposition,
and affable in manner.

His success as a minister, was largely owing
to his fidelity as a pastor. To this

more than to intellectual power he was indebt-
ed for the large amount of Christian affection
which encircled his person as be journeyed
through life.

It is a comforting thought to ministers, that
while not one in ten can be great preachers.
all may be good pastors.

The writer was very intimate with Bro.
Crane from the beginning of his ministerial ca-
reer. Ordained together in Halifax, in Febru-
ary 10, 1851, we often afterwards were brought
in fellowship together in the work of the Lord.
His many virtues and unselfishness of char-
acter, are remembered with gratitude to the
