FREE GRANTS AND HOMESTEADS.

The sale and management of the public
fands; and the promiotion of immigration,
areamong the powers conferred by the Aect
of Confederation on the Local Legislatures.
Among the first acts of the Government of
this Province on its installation was a thor-
ough overhauling of the Crown Lands De-
partment, and pursuant to announcement in
the speech from the Lieut.-Governor on the
opening of Parliament, a sch has been
brought forward with the object of attract-
ing immigration; and preventing the exodus
of our young men by competing in liberal-
ity with the Westérn States. There are
certain districts which it is desirable to open
up, and they are to be the theatre for the
test of the new policy.

Sp long as the original locatee and his
heirs remain on the land, up to the expiryof
twenty years, the exemption will contimue,
but after the land passes from his hands the
exemption will cease.

Insurance Co., which has been prominently
before the public for some time pmst; is
of a somewhat intricate character, and as the
subject is one of great importance to the

Before doing so, however,
we think it advisable to state eur views re-,
specting the fundamental principles of Life
Insurance, and to touch incidentally upom
those of Fire and Marine Insurance also, and

in the course of our remarks we shall take
occasion to except to what we believe to be

one or two defects in the present system.
A Life Insurance Company ”h”

larly defined to be an Association of persons, -

each of whom pays yearly, or at other stated

intervals, a certain sum, called the premium, .
into s common fund, in considerstion of .

being guaranteed the receipt by himself or

his representatives out of such fund at some .
future time, usually at death, of a sum of

money, generally of course much larger than
the premiums, the increise being provided
for by the investment of the fund, on which
compound interest accrues. i

The amount of premijums ngcessary o
guarantee a certain sum at death, mainly de-
pends upon three elements, the duration of
life, the rate of interest at which safe invest-
ments can be made, and the working ex-
penses. 1f these three elements could be
accurately foreseen and kmown it would bea
mere matter of calculation to fix the precise
amount of premiums necessary to insure &
given sum, but as none of these things can
be exactly estimated beforehand, as the
working expenses sometimes exceed or fall
short of the calsulated amount, as human
life is uncertain, varying at different times

and in different places, and as investments .

unfortunately do not always turn out as ex-
pected, it is necessary in fixing the amount
of premium to provide for these contin-
gencies.

This is done in four 'different ways and
gives rise to four different ‘classes of¥ Com-
panies. A ;

The Mutual, where in order to insure th
sufficiency of the premium to cover all con-
tingencies, it is the practice to charge &
larger sum than would  be sufficient under
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ondinary cirpnmstances of probability ; in
other wordsiin order to be sure of charging
enough it is the practice to charge too much,
the surplus ‘being calculated from time to
time, and ¢ither returned to the policy
holders in the shape of dividends, or added
to the amotnt of the policy as bonus ad-
ditions. :

2. The Proprietary, where only the exact
amount of premium is charged, the contin-
gencies being guaranteed by a capital sub-
scribed by sfock holders who, as a considera-
tion for su¢h guarantee, stipulate for a
certain sharp of the profits arising from. the
investment df the premiums.

3. Mixed Companies. . These, as their
pame imporys, partake of the nature of both
of the former kinds, the contingencies being
provided for, partly by a subscribed capita]
and partly : by excess in the premiums
charged. m,‘ fo great however as in the
strictly Mgtnal Companies, the policy
holders recdiving dividends or bonus addi-
tions in the pame way, though of course nat
to so large ah amount.

4. The Npte Companies. These may be
considered a Mutual or Mixed Companies.in
which the excess beyond the necessary
premium is paid, not in cash, but in promis-
sory notes of the insured, which are can-
celled and veturned as often as it is found
that the cash payments have proved to be
sufficient, and these cancelled and returned
notes constitute the dividends of 40 and 50
per cent. of which we hear so much in con-
nection with these Companies. It is the

practice among such, though of course not |

necessary to the carrying out of the principle,
to take half the premium in notes, and con-
sequently it sometimes happens that the
cash payments are not at death sufficient to
cover the, policy, some of the notes being
outstanding § in which case the amount is
deducted from the policy.

We believe this is a fair statement of the
various kinds of Companies now in existence
and it will Be seen that the principle is in
all of them the same, viz., the ascertainment
of the pvemlimu barely necessary to guaran-
tee the sum insured, and the providing in
some way fop the contingencies above men-
tioned by aifund over and above that made
up of such premiums, the difference consist-
ing merely in the mode of effecting this
provision fo¢ contingencies.

We shall pow advert to the defects in the
practical working out of the principles of In-
surance whi¢h are intimated above, and our
remarks will be applicable to all Companies
tqually, whether Fire, Life or Marine.
In order to | make ourselves better under-
stood, we shall commence by giving a case
in illustratién, and as for that purpose ex-
treme cases: are best, we shall give one.
Let us suppipse then that A and B, being of
the same age, say twenty-two years, insure
their lives gt the same time, in the same
Company, ‘:d for the same amount, say
£1000. The premiums necessary to do this

Jet us assume to be.tll,w'hichin-hut
what it should be. Soon after the Insur-
ances are effected; and before the year is out,
or a second premium falls dve, A dies and
his representatives receive the £1,000, B
however, lives till he is ninety-two years old,
and after paying his premiums punctually
during that time, dies at that age, and his
representative alsofreceives £1,000. During
this time B. has paid seventy premiums
amounting to £1,120, and if one add to this
interest at five per cent. for half the time
(thirty-five years) which would be about a
fair calculation at simple interest, the total
of principal and simple interest would be
upwards of £3,000; at compound interest of
course it would be much lagger. A. then
has paid into the common fund less then
£20 (including interest) for hig  £1,000,
whereas B. has paid over £3,000 for his.
Now all insurances are upon this principle,
the premium is the same for mcrmm
insuring at the ssme ages, and is of course
necemril{ calculated u -
ration of life, but it will probably be found
in practice that about one-half of the in-
sured live longer than the average, the other
half not so long,- It happens therefore that
the short livers receive a amount in
proportion to the amount of their contribu-
tion to the common fund than the.l
livers. We do not say there is anything
unjust in this, for to return to our illustra-
tion, A and B ran a mutual i

The same thing also exists in other
cases of Insurance such as Fire or Marine
where it is equally a thing of course that
policy holders pay premiwm year after year
without éver having occasion to call o:rm
the company for any returns, whereas others
after paying only a small sum in the shape
of premiums sustain loss by fire or shi k
and then obtain from the common fund a
sum to cover it out of all proportion to the
amount contributed by them.

Before the institution of Insurance com-

ies the only compensation for losses of
the kind vided for by su¢h institutions
was by voluntary subscriptions from friends,
neighbors. or the public, and inthis view In-
surance Companies may be looked on as or-
ganized associations of such voluntary sub-
scribers, agreeing among themselves to reim-
burse any one of them who may suffer loss,
but paying the¢ir subscriptions in advance on
anticipation, in the case of Life Insurance
the loss not arising to the subscriber, but to
his family or representatives by his death,
in this way merely carrying out in a more
elaborate and scientific manner the principles
involved in Friendly or Masoni¢ Societies
and in the action of the British Parliament
in the matter of the losses octasioned by the
Cattle plague.
