BOARD OF HEALTH,

The Board of Health met in the town-
ship clerk’s office last Saturday aftcr-

inoon, all the members present.

Dr. Wilson, the medical health officer
reported that the Township had been
exceptionally free from infectious diseas-
es this year. There were only two cas-
es of typhoid fever in the Township this
year. A complaint reached him last
week that a disease somewhatsimilar to
smallpox was prevalent in the township,
but he had visited and examined each of
the sick people and found them suffer-
ing with chickenpox. All are recovering
and taking precaution to prevent the
spread of the disease.

After due consideration by the Board
of Health it was decided to forward the
following resolution to the various
school teachers in the township:—

Schnurr—Hesch—That where a child
in attendance at school shows any skin
disease or rash af any kind, that such
pupil be debarred from attendance at
school until the nature of the case can
be determined.—Carried.

The vital statistics for the Township
for 1907 are:—Births,102; marriages, 32;
deaths,46.

GOLD AND CEMENT NEAR
CARGILL.

It is not generally known that Cargill is
situated in the immediate vicinity of a
gold mine or that it lies in close proxim-
ity to one one of the greatest marl beds
in America.

OYSTER SHELLS AND GRIT.

_ Al no other season is it so imporlant
9 keep a good supply of crushed oyster
v.’i(.‘“§ and grit where (he fowls can
readily get them as during the winler
menihs,

.Wilh the ground frozen <r covered
~ith snow a great part of th lime, tha
owls gel liltle opporiunity to pick up
e small s'ones which serve (hem in
diace of teeth, and so unless a supply
of grit is given thcm there is the lia-
ility of disease. This may show ilself
n different ways according to the ten-
iency to certain weakness in the fowl
fiecied and thus be thought due lo the
ther causes, when in reality founded
m the improper assimilation of food.

Crushed oyster shells, whil¢ not tak-
ing the place of grit, owing lo the lack
of hardness in their fragments, which
quickly wear away in the fowls' CIGps.
are aiso necessary for their heallh ¢n
account of the lime they supply.

Not only do they tend lo keep the
fowl in good health but, other (hings
being equal, also tend to increase the
oroduction of eggs. As getting eggs in
wnier is important from a financial
vicw, anylhing thal will tend tc increase
such production should be provided. Of
course, supplying crushed oysler or
clam shells will not do it alone, as num-
bers of other things have to be taken
irlo consideration to get the best re-
sults in this respecl, but they are always
@ greal help.

The wriler believes (here is one dan-
ger o guard against as the hatching
season apprcaches, and that is loo free
consumplion of crushed oyster or clam
shells by the hens, thus tending to make.
the sheHs of the eggs so hard that some
of the chicks cannoil get out, and die
in the shell.

Greal numbers of chicks. are Jost each
year, parlicularly in incubators, through
the chicks being unable to get oul of the
shell. Many reasons are given, as for
instance, weakness of the parent stock,
temperature, or moisture in
the incubators, etc. While these faults
are. undoubtedly the cause of numbers
of the deaths among the chicks, still it
it natural to suppose a chick in a very
thick-shelled - egg will have a harder
time to gain his freedom than one in an
egg with a normal shell. Therefore, il
would seem best {0 keep a walch on the
eggs laid and see how the shells com-
pare in thickness, and 'if they are very
hard or thick, to so regulate the supply
of crushed oyster or clam shells as lo
get an egg with a shell of normal thick-
ness.

The wriler believes this danger is
more apl to occur where the fowls have
been given liltle cr none of the crushed
shells during the winter, and thep when
they begin laying ficely, are provided
with a good supply, of which they eat
greedily, and the extra hard thick shells
resull.  When the fowls have had a
proper supply of the crushed shells kept
before them they seldom overeal of it
in the spring o such an extent as to
affect the thickness of the egg shell.
This may, however, occur now and then
in ceriain flocks, and sheuld be watched
fer and prevenled if such is the case.

Toronto, Nov. 29—The city hotel men
have been watching the municipalities in
which local option has been conducted.
A statement of the condition of affairs
in Owen Sound has been made to them.
During the past six months the police
record has been this:—Drunks and. dis-
orderlies, 69; assaults, 9; breaches of
license law, 26; and other offences, 13;
making a total of 117. For the same
period during 1905, the year before local
option was carried, there were 24 persons
charged with being drunk and disorderly
9 with assault, 4 with breach of the li-
cense law and 6 with other offences,
making a total of 43 cases before the
magistrate. The hotelmen claim that
this is conclusive evidence that local
option is not so good a measure as a
Strict enforcement of the license law.
The figures are from May 31 to. October
31.

It is a curious and instructive fact
that. of the world’s multi-millionaires,
&t least four out of five have been crad-
led in cottages or poverty-siricken
farmhouses, and have commenced thewr
strenuous climb of the ladder of riches
from ils Jowest rung.

It was in a very modest farmhouse
in Wellington County, Ontario, that
Mr. James J. Hill who to-day is the
m0st powerful railwey magnate in
the world, first saw the light nearly
seventy years ago. At fifleen he was
toiling early and late in tho fielis to
support his widowed mother, and he
thought his fortune was made when he
‘ound employment bebind the counter
©f a small coun'ry stoce. A few years
later he was glad to earn two dollars
a4 day as a dock-laborer at St. Paul,
Minnesota, where, after a romantic
wooing, he married pretty Mary Mahe-
gan, maid-of-all-work at a little hotel
near the wharf. To-day Mrs. Hill
looks down from her $700.000 mansion
o0 the scene of her carly humble la-
bors.

Mr. Charles M. Schwab, America's
“Steel King,” had for father a strug-
gling faclory-operative, and earned his
first money by working on neighboring
farms and driving the wmail-cart between
Cresson and Loretlo. From plough

and carl he migrated to a small gro-
cery-store, where he sold tea and su-
gar over the counter

FOR TWO DOLLARS A WEEK;

and he first sel his foot on the ladder
of fortune when he was engaged lo
drive stakes at a dollar a day for the
Carnegie Company. Within twenty
years from this humble start he was
drawing a salary of $8,000,000 a year,
and owned more millions than he had
ever dreamt of possessing,

Less than sixiy years ago Mr. Wana-
maker, the millionaire “Stors King,”’
was a barefooted lad in the sireets of
Philadelphia, thankful to pick up a
crust or a cent by any kind of menial
work. The son and grandson of poor
bricklayers, it seemed as hopeless for
him to win wealth as to capture a rain-
bow; and it was a proud day when he
carried home a dollar and a half, his
fitst week's earnings as errand-boy to
a bookseller,

MR. JOHN D. ROCKEFELLER,
who is credited with a fortune of $508,-
000,000, began his sensational carcer
by handling a hoe and driving a
pxough on farms in Tioga County, un-
lil he was promoted o an office-stool
in Cleveland, Ohio; and he regarded
his fortune as good as made when he
purchased a raft of hop-poles, steered
it down the Ohin River, and sold it to a
miller for a profit of $50. Mr W. A.
Clark, who is said to have made $50,-
0,000 out of copper, was a farm-la-
berer for many a year—spending nine
months on  the farm and three at
school—until he sel his face towards
the West in quest of fortune. For two
years he was a school-teacher in Mis-
souri, and it was only after a heart-
breaking spcll as a quartz-iner that he
got on nodding lerms with Fortune in
Montana,

Mr. W. S. Siratton, the well-known
“Gold King,' was one of the nine chil-
dren of a struggling boat-builder, and
forty years ago was working at a car-
venter’s bench in Indiana. After six
unpalatable months of clerking in an
[owa store he drifted, with $300—all his
worldly possessions—in his pocket, to
iColorado, where he spent nineteen
years in a fruitless search for gold, un-

Equally hopeless were (he early years
¢f Mrl John W. Mackay, who was de-
stined to make millions in California.
Born in Dublin seventy-five years ago,
his parents, despairing of making a
living in Ireland, emigrated to Amcrica
when the future Creesus was a boy of
ten; and three years later he was help-
ing 1o support his widowed molher
with his poor earnings as a shipbyild-
er's apprentice. Mr. Rouss, the “blind
millionalre,” was earning, sixly years
ago, a dollar a week and his board in
Mr. Jacob Senseny's stora at Winches-
ter; and sixteen years later had made
€0 little progress on the road {o wealth
that he was’ glad to earn food and
sheller by working on his father’s farm
the Shenandoah Valley. Mp, Po!-
ter Palmer, who leit behind him an
enormous forlune a  few years ago,
loiled for many years on his fathers
farin on the banks of the Hudson be-
fore hp made his way, at (he age of
eighteen, o Durham, New York State.
whero he found employment as a clerk
in a small store; and he had seen weq-
ly-six years of life when he opened his
madest drapery shop in Lake  Sirecf,
Chicago.
