Ac-
companied by W.M. Johnson they left
Sandon last Saturday and proceeded to
Kaslo. On Sunday the three men hired

a skiff at the Kaslo boat house to go|¥
boating. They had been drinking heav-
ily. While changing oarsmen the boat
was capsized off &Kaslo point. Two of
the men sank immediately and were not
seen again by the horrified spectators
on the beach. The third man succeeded
in obtaining a hold on the overturned
boat, but after a desperate struggle sank
beneath the waves. There was a strong
wind blowing at the time of the accident,
and although a rescue party went to the
scene they did not arrive in time to be
of any assistance. On Monday a large
guantity of dynamite was used in an
endeavor to recover the bodies, but it
proved unavailing.

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ROSSLAND'S MINES

Extensive Development Work Going
on in the Camp.

OVER 650 MEN EMPLOYED

Twenty-Five Working Mines Immedi-
ately Around Rossland—Promising
Showing on the Evening Star—New
Compressor on the Iron Colt.

= [From Sunday’s Daily.]

The past week has been noticeable for
an unusual amount of development work
under way among the various mines of
the camp. Most important in this line
was the commencement of the new
three-compartment shaft, which the Le
Roi company is sinking on its property.
The Lillie >ay in the South belt has
commenced the installation of a new
power plant, with the intention of re-
auming active work, and the new com-
pressor on the Iron Colt is also being

completed, which will enable that prop-
erty to drive its tunnel without inter-
ion. =

- tﬁe Abe Lincoln on Deer Park moun-
tain is putting up a new hoist house,
planned to permit the installation of
power when it is desired, and a new
wagon road will be built to the mine.

The Josie meeting held Thursday
night in Spokane to consider the sale of
the property, was not attended by a
quorum, and consequently was deferred
until next Thursday. i

There are now 25 active mines in full
swing in the immediate vicinity of Ross-
land, and they are employing over 650
men.

The Abe Lincoln.
The Ape Lincoln mine is a busy place
just now. A new hoist house, a black-
smith shop and & cabin are under way,

and will be 8 ily completed. The
shaft house will be constructed so as to
admit of a power plant being installed
when it is so desired. Work will be re-
sumed+under ground on Tuesday next,
and will be pushed steadily along by
two shifts of men.

Work will begin tomorrow on the new
wagon road which will connect the Abe
Lincoln, on Deer Park mountain, with
the present road leading from that local-
itv to town. The new road will be about
2,000 feet long. The Abe Lincoln,which
contains about 22 acres, is located west
of the Sunset No. 2 and the Pheenix in
the southwest part of the incorporation.
There are three ledges on the claim.
One of these, on the south side of the
property, is believed to be an extension
of the Sunset ledge. It was barely two
inches on the surface, bit a 12-foot pros-
pecting shaft showed that at the depth
indicated it had widened out toan 18-
inch body of copper ore, carrving also
some gold and silver, and assaving $15.
There is also another lead on the prop-
erty, which is believed to be an exten-
sion of the Pheenix vein, but it has not

been explored. .

The principal ledge on which the shaft
is being sunk was also much contracted
on the surface, as it was barely an inch
and a half between walls. However, a
couple of shots were put in which re-
vealed ore assaying $15, and operations
were begun opening up the property.
The vein steadily widened out and at
the 60-foot level, which has now been
reached, the vein is four feet wide and
containg a 14-inch chute of shipping ote.
The ledge matter is a quartz, carrying
chalcopyrites, assaying as high as 22 per
cent copper and $62 in all values. A
crosscut will now be run from the bot-
tom of the shaft in the south wall, which
is well mineralized.

The property is owned by the Abe
Lincoln Gold Mining company, which
is largely controlled by railroad men in
Minneapolis, Chicago and other places
in the States. They have plenty of
money for development purposes, and
intend to push work vigorously. The
company is represented locally by W. o
McDonald.

Work on the Royal Five.

Work on the Royal Five is proceeding

with a force of six men, and will be con-
tinued in the incline shaft until a depth

of 100 feet is reached. The present depth
is 25 feet. A solid body of ore that as-
says from $40 to $73 in gold and copper,
has been encountered in the shaft at a
depth of 25 feet. The high grade pay
chute is 18 inches wide and is widening
as depth is attained. The ore has a
splendid appearance, resembling the best
ore from the Centre Star mine more than
it doesthat of any mine in the camp.
The capital to develop the property to a
depth of 100 feet has been subscribed by
an English mining engineer,who recent-
lv examined the property on its merits.
He has now returned to England
with a view to placing 100,000
shares of stock and if the property keeps
improving as he expects 1t to, he will
sell enough of the 100,000 treesury
shares to equip the property with 4
first-class development plant, consisting
of compressor, drills, hoist and pump.
Mr. S. Thornton Langley, the secretary
and treasurer of the company, will in
the next few days deed the company his
valuable properties in the ardeau
country, consisting of the quy snd the
Bright Star. These properties are situ-
ated on Fish creek and have a ledge of
ore from 12 to 15 feet wide. The ore
from these properties assays as follows:
Gold $12.80, 37 ounces in silver and 47
per cent lead. These properiies are in
a position to ship to the Pilot Bay smel-
ter just as soon a8 a wagon road is com-
vleted to Thompson’s landing. Men
are now at work on the properties sock-
ing ore. This, in conjunction with the
recent stock on the Royal Flve_prqperty
should soon place these properties 1n the
list of dividend payers.

Sunset No. 2.
At Sunset No. 2 work has been

energetically pushed in the shait on No.
2 vein during the past week. The

shaft is now down over 60 feet. The
breast of the tunnel on No.1 vein has
been widened out and got in readiness
for placing therein the machine drills.
A large gang of men has been steadily
at work all week installing the machin-
ery and laying the air and water pipe.

NO RAILWAY MONOPOLY.

The people of Kootenay are vitally
interested in the policy that the Canadian
Pacific Railway company will pursue in
this district during the next two years.
Everyone desires to know whether that
great corporation will give this section
of Canada a square deal and foster the
development of its resources and en-
courage enterprise, or simply prey upon
its prosperity to such an extent that the
profits of mine owners and the hard
earnings of thrify merchants shall be
wrung from them by a system of extor-
tion born of monopoly, almost prohibi-
tory local traffic rates and outrageous
discriminations. Is a fair proportion of
the native riches of Kootenay to be
enioyed by the men of pluck who have
justly earned. them, or is a toiling com-
munity to labor solely to swell the
dividends paid to  millionaire stock-
holders in the ‘‘National Highway”’?
Are those who have invested the best
portion of their lives and what money
they possess in striving for an indepen-
dence in the face of innumerable risks
to ultimately attain an independence, or
are they to leave the country in disgust or
die here in penury because of the aver-
iciousness of a large corporation? We
want to know if the people of Kgotenay
are to suffer from railway monopoly asde
the poverty-stricken unfortunates of the
Northwest territories and the struggling
ranchers of the Okanogan and Thomp-
son valleys.

These are questiens that require an-
swering.

The Kaslo & Slocan and the Columbia
& Western railways are Canadian insti-
tutions, their operations being tonfined
strictly to this country. Construction
work on them was commenced long be-
fore Kootenay attracted the attention of
the Dominion parliament, and their
directorates had sufficient enterprise to
give Kotenay a local railway service
without waiting for Federal assistance.
The stockholders in the K. & S.snd C.
& W. companies took great chances;
nevertheless they went ahead manfully
and have been of incalculable benefit to
the district. The former has kept rates
down in the Slocan to a reasonable basis
by its competition with the C. P. R.,
and the latter has been one: of the
chief means by which the Le Roi and
other big Rossland mines have been en-
abled to operate toadvantage. But for the
Columbia & Western the largest smelter

and refinery in Canada would not today
be in existence.

Tae MiNer is informed on very re-
liable authority—no less than one of
Canada’s most prominent financiers—
that the Canadian Pacific railway is
preparing arbitrarily to absorb the

Kaslo & Slocan and the Columbia

& Western railways and thus mono-

polize the traffic of southeastern

and southern British Columbia as
effectually as it does the Northwest
territories. - Not only are those two
small lines to be crushed out of exist-
ence, but an attempt, 80 it is said, will
be made to acquire or make useless their
charters for extension of their systems—
the Oglumbia & Western into the Boun-
dary country, and the Kaslo & Slocan
into the Lardo-Duncan district.

MINE OWNERS AND CAPITALISTS.

A leading banker states that capital-
ists frequently come to Rossland with
ion-to buy min-
| art without
accomplishing their object, for the rea-
son that they are unable tg find any for
sale. There are a large ndmber-of mer-
itorious properties for sale in this dis-
trict provided the capitalists could have
been placed in communication with the
owners, but this was not done and thus
the district lost a number of opportuni-
ties that might have resulted in the
placing of large sums of money in the
purchase and subsequent develop-
ment- of mining properties. The
capitalists usually sought out the
hrokers and made inquiries of them
as to the particular sort of property they
desired to invest in, and if the brokers
did not happen to have the kind of
prospect or mine that they desired to
invest in they left the city presuming
that there were mo such properties for
sale, and perhaps invested their money
in other mining districts where the
machinery for barter and sale is in
better condition than they are here.
The middleman, or broker, is almost
an essential element in the sale of al-
most any kind of property or product.
The producer, which in this case is the
prospector or miner, is usually not a
business man, is not gifted with the ad-
dress, the power of persuasion, and.the
hundred and one qualities ‘which make
up the apt business man, and hence,
even if he is brought in contact with a
 capitalist who desires to purchase, can
not effect a sale, through the lack of the
very finesse which marks the business
man. N
Notwithstanding this well known fact
there are hundreds of prospectors- who
own meritorious prospects who refuse to
turn them over toa broker so that they
may be sold, imagining that in time
they can dispose of them themselves.
This is both impolitic and foolish as
there are a number of trustworty and
able brokers in Rossland to whom these
properties could be safely intrusted.

In view of the situation, as stated by
the banker above mentioned, we think
that those who have mining properties
tor sale should at the very first oppor-
tunity place them in the hands of good,
reliable brokers. Then there would be
an opportunity of disposing of them to
advantage. ‘

Mayor Scott has promised THE MINER
that the city council will abandon the
idea of introducing a bylaw for the pur-
chase of the Rossland Water and Light
company’s property.

_This will be gratifying news to the
taxpayers and every resident of Ross-
land who desire to see the best results
obtained from any expenditure that may

1 be made by the city. Thereis a strong

prevailing sentiment that the sum of
$70,000 is too much to pay for the water
and light systems, although figures pre-
sented to the city council show that the
purchase on those terms would result in
a net return of 6 per cent on the invest-
ment. Be that as it may, there is un-
deniable proof that the Rossland W, &
L. company, in obtaining $70,000 for
its plant, would make a very large and,
so {ar as this city is concerned, unneces-
gary profit. THE MINER believes that
municipal ownership of systems of pub-
lic convenience is highly desirable when
obtained on a thoroughly economical
basis, but had occasion called for it, this
journal would have fought uncomprom-
isingly against the deal which Mayor
Scott and the aldermen have so wisely
discarded.

The law under which Rossland be-
came an incorporated municipality pro-
vides for the exclusive reservation and
use of the city all streams and bodies of
water that were vested in the crown at
the time of the passage of the Act
and that might be required by the city
for fire protection and domestic pur-
poses. Stoney creek, the only supply
controlled by the Rossland Water &
Light company, does not contain suffici-

city, and even if it was used in connec-
tion with Rock creek, a small neighbor-

ing stream, would only give an adequate

gervice for the next yearor two. Itis
claimed by those who are in a position
to know that, in the near future, Ross-
land must rely on an entirely different

water system, and the only safe way to

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C.P.R’S INTENTIONS

Will Probably Crush Every Other
Railway in Kootenay.

IN ROSSLAND AND SLOCAN

The Miner’s Editorial Yesterday Hits
the Nail Squarely on the Head—
Mr. McArthur’s Enterprise Secures
a Very Important Admission.

Tre Mixer has received a lengthy tel-
egram from Montreal, gsigned by J. B.
McArthur, president of the Rossland
board of trade, to the effect that yester-
day he had an interview with Vice-Pres-
ident Shaughnessy, of the C.P.R., and
learned all particulars concerning that
corporation’s policy in regard to the
Kootenays. Mr.McArthur declares that
Mr.Shaughnessy is the authority for the
statement that “C. P. R. interests in

Kootenay are infinitely greater than
those of any one else, and we must deal

with them in a big way.”
The dispatch also states authoratively

that the O. P. R. intends to invade the

Kaslo & Slocan territory and by a system
of tramways fto the. mines take the
cream of the trade enjoyed by the little
Kaslo & Slocan between Sandon and
Whitewater stations.

Mr. McArthur says further that the
C. P. R. is planning to control the
transporation to and from Rossland.
The big road will build into Rossland
via China creek flat.

While the C.P. R.is not going into
the smelter business, those who are
closely identified with it will do so, and
arrangements are practically completed
for the erection of large reduction works
st some advantageous point on_the
Oolumbia river, which will ireat Ross-
land ores. This plan includes a scheme
jor gathering together ores of the differ-
ent mines situated on the different
mountains around Rossland at one gen-
eral depot. Every shipping mine will
be made tributary to the C.P.R. by
lines of aerial tramways from the mines
10 the railway track, to the total exclu-
sion of other roads.

Mr. McArthur concludes his telegram
with an expression of hope that mine
and mineral claim owners will ‘‘get in
and drill.”

THE C. P. R.’S INTENTIONS.

The gist of J. B. McArthur’s telegram
to Tag MiINEr concerning the future
policy of the ‘Canadian Pacific Railway
company in Kootenay, published
in' this column, demonstrates to
a nicety how timely was the leading
editorial published in this journal yes-
terday under the caption: No Railway
Monopoly.

The president of the Rossland board
of trade evidently was dissatisfied with
the indefinite statements of Mr. Shaugh-
nessy when last in this city and deter-
mined, so long as he had occasion to go
East, to interview the diplomatic vice-
president of Canada’s great railway and
glean more details concerning his inten-
tions regarding the transportation ques-
tion in this district. This he has domne
very successfully and THE MINER and its
many readers are indebted to him for an
excellent manifestation of public spirit.

It would be extremely gratifying to
know that even at this late date the C.
P. R. really intends to perfect its system
of railways in West Kootenay, were it
not for the fact that the cost of the in-
crease service is liable to be purchased
by Kootenaians at too great a price. It
is a thousand pities that Mr: McArthur
was in a position to inform us that
the C. P. R. has no intention of freezing
out the little railroads that have been
the means of developing the country and
preparing the way for the big laggard.

Why cannot Mr. Shaughnessy tell us
that his rhilway is willing to pursue a
policy of live and let live? What has
such a powerful corporation to fear from
a healthy competition with the railways
already ®stablished here? Are not the
Columbia & Western and Kaslo & Slo-
can railways already valuable feeders
and the best customers of the C.P.R.
in Kootenay? In the name of British
fair play why should roads that have
done so much for the country be ruined?

We do not consider that the case as it
stands calls for an unqualified con-
demnation of the C.P.R., but unless
that corporation immediately promises
the public that it does not intend to
monopolize the traffic of Kootenay, we
shall be forced to the belief that the
Canadian Pacific railway is determined
to put the iron heel of oppres-
sion in the shape of a transportation
monopoly upon the prosperity of every
mine owner and merchant in Kootenay.

Kootenay demands that the rights of
local railways independent of the O.P.
R.shall he respected by that company,
in order that local freight rates may be
kept down to a basis established by
healthy competition.

THE SILVER QUESTION.

The fact that the Bank of England has
decided to keep one-fifth of its reserve
in silver has been a boon to the silver
producers of the world. The greatest
bank in the world acting, perhaps, on a
hint from the Marquis of Salisbury,
took advantage of a provision in
its charter which aHowed it to
keep one-fifth of its reserve in silver,
and thus accomplished more for the
white metal than has been by all the
bimetallists since silver was demonetized
by the American congress in 1873, and
since the Indian mints were closed to its
toinage. By this action the bank
has not only assisted in partially
vestoring silver to its eld place, but it
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has also demonstrated ‘to the monomet-
allists the fuatility - of their crusade.
The sentiment in favor of silver in
England is growing rapidly, it flourishes
in France, while in Germany the bi-
metalists are numerous and aggressive.
In fact, most of the civilized countries
are beginning to realize that the busi-
ness of the world needs silver for its

proper transaction just as well as it
needs gold. The two have run side by
gide as money all through the many
centuries that have elapsed since metals
were first used as mediums of exchange.
There is no portion of the Britich
Empire that is more interested in the
proper solution of the silver problem
than is British Columbia. The silver-
lead mines of the Kootenay are as rich
as any silver mines in the world, and
the outlook is that this region is destined
to take rank among the great, if not the
greatest, silver producing regions on any
of the continents. Hence, it is mani-

fest that the people here should do all
in their power to give silver the highest

value possible, and should resist to the
last every effort to debase its value by
legislative enactments looking toward
its demonetization. Now that so signal
a victory has been gained as that
given it by the Bank of England, there

make gains on this advantage. To this
end, Canada, as one of the silver pro-
ducers of the world, should have a re-
presentative in the next monetary con-
ference, so that her voice may be
heard there eloquently ' pleading the
cause of silver.

The manner in which the custom
house scandal was disposed of is evident-
lv satisfactory to all the parties con-
cerned. Clerk Forrester in the height
of his indignation for being discharged
made some very serious charges against
his erstwhile superior, Sub-collector
McDonald. These chargesincluded mal-
feasance and misfeasance .in office, and
were made with such circumstantial de-
tail and bore such an appearance of
truth that the public believed they
might be true. Then came Collector
Johnstone, of Nelson, who investigated
the customs house books, and report
sayeth that he found Mr. McDonald’s
accounts to be all right. Next came
Customs Inspector Clute,  from New
Westminster, who has been looking into
the affair for several days. Now comes
the announcement that Forrester in a
letter has retracted all the charges that
he had made against McDonald.

It is commendable in Mr. Forrester,
when he was shown that his suspicions
of McDonald’s honesty were erroneous,
to retract a statement that was mude
when his judgment was clouded with
anger. This retraction ought to effectu-
ally and forever dispose of the scandal
that was raised by the charges. =~~~

COURT OF REVISION.

Its Transactions up to Date Said to Be
Illegal.

The meeting of the court of revision,
which was to be held on Monday next,
will not occur at that time. Instead,
the session has been dissolved until
November 1, and when the court con-
venes at that time all the business here-
tofore considered will come up for hear-
ing regardless of the former sittings of

the court. It means that the entire
business of the court will be gone over
again as though no previous session had
been held.

The change is brought about by a
mistake of the British Columbia Gazette,
the official organ of the Province.
The statutes require that before conven-
ing, the board of revision must publish
for one month an announce-
ment to that effect in the Gazette, and
also in a local paper. The copy was
forwarded in due season to the Gazette,
but through an oversight publication in
one issue was neglected. Ignorant of
this fact, the court convened on Mon-
dav, the 20th instant, and transacted
business as if its meeting was entirely
legal. As all the business that came
before it was not disposed of at that
time, an adjournment was taken until
last Monday, when it was e d that
the appeals from the owners of the
Montreal syndicate land and of the Rail-
way addition would be disposed of. As
no quorum was present at the time set
for the session on Monday last, the
meeting was postponed until Monday
next.

Several days ago, Major W. H. Cooper,
the city assessor, discovered that the
first session of the court had not been
properly advertised, and brought the fact
to the attention of the mayor. It was
decided that the safe plan would be to
advertise the meeting for a full month,
as provided by law, and then hold the
meeting on the first of November. when
all business would be fransacted as if no
previous meetings had been held. It

*MAY END IN COURT.

| McKenna’s. Opinion Will Not Be.the

Final One. : ,

NEw YORK, Sept. 26.—A Washington
despatch to the Sun says: There is a
growing belief among interested people
in Washington that the opinion of At~
torney General-McKenna will not end
the legal aspect of the discriminating
duty provision of the new tariff law.

‘A representative of one of the Ameri-
can railroads, which wquld be benefited
if the attorney general had decided the
other way, has said that the provision
would be interpreted by the federal
courts before long. He added that some
collector of customs along the Canadian

border would assess the discriminating
duty and thus compel an appeal to the
board of general appraisers and thence
to the courts if necessary.

When it was sug%eeted that the col-
lector would probably lose his place for
presuming to set up his opinion against
that of the attorney-general, he said
with a significant smile that the collector
would have no cause to worry. At the
treasury department it was said
that the only way the provision could be
tested in the courts would be by the
action of a collector of customs in assess-
ing the discriminating duty, but the
treasury officers think that no collector
would have nerve enough to oppose the
views of the highest legal officer in the
government.

«“Would he lose his place !”’ was asked
of Assistant Secretary Howell, who has
charge of customs matters. ;

““That would be for the president to.

determine,” answered the assistant sec-
retary.

It is pretty evident from what was
said by the other officials that a col-
lector would stand a good chance of hav-
ing his official relation with the govern-
ment abruptly ended by doing anything
contrary to the views of Mr. McKenna.
Presuming, however, that such a man
comes to the front the treasury de
ment would have no power to annul hi
ruling. The board of general appraisers
would have jurisdiction and the circuit
court of appeals final jurisdiction. The
collector could be reappointed but
the ruling would not be passed on by the
superintendent. In a day or two the
treasury department will issue a circular
containing the text of the attorney gen-
erals opinion. Copies of the circular
will be sent to all customs officers with
directions to cancel all entries of mer-
chandise which had been held up pend-
ing the announcement of the attorney
general’s views. No direct order to
follow the rule laid dewn in the opinion
will be given. The officials of the gov-
ernment are pretty well corvinced
that a mistake was made in ask-
ing _the attorne general to
give an opinion on the application of
the discriminating duty clause. The
groper method of securing a satisfactory

igposition of the question would -have
been the one usually pursued of allowing
a collector to assess the discriminating
duty and thus give the courts an oppor-
tunity of rendering a decision interpret-
ing the law. Mr. McKenna’s opinion
was simply of an advisory character and
had no binding effect, excepting in &0
far as the treasury department is re-

uired by courtesy to another executive

epartment, to abide by the views
which it requested the attorney general
to give. -

Cross-Sectioning the Line  of the C.
P. R. Into Rossland.

MARPOLE INTERVIEWED

Says the Road W1ill Follow the Colum-
bia River to Murphy Oreek and
Thence Into Rossland—May Make
Trafic Arrangements With C. & W.

R. Marpole, superintendent of the Pa-
cific division of the C. P. R.,accom-
panied by C. E. Perry, the company’s
engineer, and R.G. Tatlow, left Ross-
land Thursday afternoon on the way

back to the coast.

“The C. P.R. is coming t0 Rossland,”
said Mr. Marpole just before leaving,
“but as yet it is too early to say when
the road will be completed into here.
It will be some time next summer, butl
should not like to say precisely when.
The route will be from Robson down the

lumbia river to Murphy creek, up
gloat stream and thence down to Ross-
land. This will take us past the big
mines on our way into the city.

“It is yet be decided whether we
shall build a t¥ck of our own down the
Columbia river irom Robson to Murphy
creek, or whether we shall enter into
traffic arrangements with the Columbia
& Western for the use of that company’s
line to the point where our route di-
verges towards Rossland. No, we shall
not go through Trail.

«Terminal arrangements here are all
to be settled upon yet, and 1 can give
vou no idea of the probable selection.

"« A dozen men started at work today
on the survey of the road, under the
supervision of H. J. Cambie. The first
. survey hasalready been made, and cross-
sectioning will now be undertaken. It
is hard to say when the survey will be
completed, as snow and many other
things must be taken into consideration.
I cannot say that the road will enter
Rossland through Centre Star gulch,
but it will come down somewhere in that
vicinity.”’
THE SILVER KING MILL.

It Is to Be Moved to Where There Is
More Fuel.

Surface assays on the two latter show
2 ounces in silver, 40 per cent lead and
7 per cent copper. - The group is owned
by Pilot Bay parties, Messrs. Murphy,
Getwood, Clark and Creswell.
Wild Horse Oreek Properties.

Today a large force of men were sent
out to Wild Horse creek to do develop-
ment work on the Ormonde. The mine
is a most promising pr jperty, in the
estimation of the owner, H. R. Bellamy,
who is eager to see what the develop-
ment work will uncover.
