The police offered no resist-
anee to the rioters. Some of the of-
ficers said that all the force was busy
handling crowds attending the Gold-
en potlatch festivities and no reser-

ves were available to cope with the
rioters.

The actual destruction ofé property
was carried on by uniformed men
though citizens maae up most of thc
mob. The damage is estimated at

sailors and marines were marching | $6,000.

A report was widely circulated to-
day  that Secretars of  the Navy,
Daniels in a speech at the Rainier
Club, had taken the Industrial Work-
ers of the World as nis subject and
had declared that they and other be-
lievers in their organization should
"be driven out of the country. Those
who heard the address of the secre-
tary, say that it was exceedingly
moderate and contained no reference
to any local trouble.

“What T said last night concerning
patriotism had no reference to any
local situation. Tn fact I do not
know anything about local troubles,
if you have any. [ did not mention
the Tndustrial Workers of the World,
nor did I know that organization had
obtained a foothold here: 1 confess
that my brief talk on the flag was not
made here for the first time, but was
a repetition from my recent address
at Erie, Pa.”

The father and Coroner Scott were |
notified last night of the finding of |
the body, but because it had l;r‘cn;
burned he did not go on to Oswego. |
It is expected that the clothes \\'ill}

The place where the body was found |
is about 160 miles from the point |
where the body was drowned. 'l‘he’
body of Hubert Moore, young Ros-
coe's companion was recovered on
June 29, off Fort Niagara, just as it
was passing into Lake Ontario.

-presented a very picturesquq appear-
ance. This and the firing of the Royal
salute when the Royal Standard was
hoisted aboard the -Australian, and
again when the King left, constituted
the only outward evidencé of the
presence of the Sovereign.

His Majesty and the Prince of
Wales, wearing the uniforms of ad-
miral of the fleet and lieutenant re
spectively, were attended by the
High Commissioner for the Com-
monwealth and by a small suite.
They were met on arrival by Admiral
Sir Hedworth Meux, Commander-in-
Chief at Portsmouth, and Rear Ad-
miral Herbert L. Heath, M. V. O,
superintendent of the dockyard,with
their personal staffs, together with
Rear Admiral Patey and Captain
Ratcliffe, the naval officer command-
ing the Australia.

Proceeding on board, his Majesty
passed in review the naval and ma-
rine guard of the ship's crew drawn
up on the quarter deck, and made
a close. inspection of the vessel, visit
ing the barbettes in which the 13.5
inch guns are mounted, and display
ing keen seamanlike interest in all
the details that were pointed out tn
him in the offensive and defensive
armament of the vessel.

His Majestv also went down to the
mess deck, where he talked pleasant-
ly to the petty officers. He also look-
ed into the ship's sick quarters,where
several men lay ill. The Australia is
a hinge ship of the all big-gun typ:.
and as the King's eye ranged ap-
rrovingly over her armament an:l
general equipment he was heard to
sav, “What a fine ship she is!"
Stopping here and there to discusz
a feature or to speak with a man.
the King made his way all over the
cruiser. and finally emerged upor
the wide sweep of the quarter-deck

Here, between the enormous bat
tle guns, the officers of the ship wers
grouped. The King, accompanied by
the Prince of Wales and Sir Georg:
neid, seated himself in fromt of the
group, and a photograph was taken
then the King was photographe’
with the Admiral and senior officer
only. It was just after this ceremon
that his Majesty smilingly aske
Rear Admiral Patey to step forward
and . the King, borrowing a swor
from one of his suite, gave him th:
accolade of knighthood.

PEERS DISCUSS
MONEYLENDERS

One of Their Number Said to
be in the Business — Lord
Newton’s Bill.

Money, or rather - moneylenders.
was the ever entertaining subject to
which Mond was devoted in the
House of Lotds. The second read-
ing of the Moneylenders Bill was
moved by Lord Newton, who made
many interesting points in seceking
the success of the measure. Not the
least surprising statement was one
to the effect that he had always un-
derstood that one of the most per-
sistent of circularising moneylenders
was the representative of a noble
lord, who was a member of that
House. “If this Bill, passes” Lord
Newton. reflected, “it is:-possible that
some inferesting disclosures inay be
made.” :

The - Bill contained  three novel
points, the first being that by its
provisions a money-lending company
should be forced to describe itself as
such. The second was that money-
lenders should give their own names
as well as. the name or names they
assumed for business purposes. The
third was that circulars from money-
lenders should only be sent when
they are asked for in advance.

In elaborating these points, Lord
Newton made some amusing state-
ments.  With regard tg names, he
said, he had been told by one who
was better acquainted than he was
with the tribe of usurer, that the
reason moneylenders took fictitious
names was that if their real names
were disclosed in the neighbor-
hoods where they lived, their land-
lords would consider ‘that the repu-
tation of the district would suffer.
and the moneylender’s social status
(under. ‘an assumed name) would
suffer.

His own daughter, Lord Newton
said, in reference to a recent case,
was offered £50,000 in banknotes,
unknown .to him. by a firm having
the imposing title ot Harmsworth,
Limited. The firm, his lordship
added. turned ' out to be a creature
named Levene, who, with his broth-
er, represented the company in qnes-
tion.

‘“e princinal of a moneylending
firm, Lord Newton said that it

From generalities Lord  Newton
went on to particular instances, and
spoke of a relative who fell into the
hands of the  late Samuel Lewis,
who, he said, amassed an enormous
fortune at the expense of gilded
youth. Samuel Lewis insisted on
the speaker’s relative paying three
times as much as he had borrowed.
T.ewis, he said. was looked on as a
favourable specimen of‘ his class,
and if so, the remainder must be
worse than had been imagined.

The Earl of Meath, Viscount Hal-
dane, Lord Joicey. and Lord Lans-
downe were among those who sup-
norted the Bill. The Earl of Meath
remarked that he had never bor-
rowed, but he was pestered with cir-
culars every day.

“Benevolent attention” on behalf
~f the Government was nromised bv
T.ord Haldane, and the Bill was then
read a second time.

Others may approach God in the
sense of being interested in Him, de-
siring to do His will, and of seeking
to co-operate with the Royal Priest-
hood and to render service to the
Lord’s cause. The influence of such
an ‘approach foward God is always
beneficial, uplifting, cleansing. But
the point we are emphasizing is that
all ' sucl approach to God stops
short of the privilege of true prayer
to Him—of true relationship to Him
as children.

None may pray, “Our Father,
which art in Heaven,” except those

appointed way—through Christ—and
who since have been. forgiven, and
inducted into the family of Ged by
a begetting of the Holy Spirit. The
common concept of the Fatherhood
of God and the brotherhdod of man
is - wholly . unscriptural, and sets
aside - entirely the .Saviour and His
important work as Advocate for the
Church in the present, and as Medi-
ator elect for the world in the future.

who have never accepted Christ as
their Saviour, have been  chided for
not praying.

-world that God is very anxious to
have some recognition on the part of
humanity, and will be glad to be
approached by anybody at any time.
‘How strange a mistake! !

Was it not God who denounced sin
and placed the penalty, or curse, of
death upon the sinner, and cut off
the sinner from fellowship with
Himseli? Has He changed? Will
He ever change? Was not the state-
ment that “God heareth not sinners”
a correct one?—John 9:31.

PEOPLE’S PULPIT
Who May Pray and Who May Not

Prayer Not a Duty; a Privilege, Says Pa§tor
Charles T. Russell—Jehovah a Great King.

Sermon by Charles T. Russell, Pastor Brooklyn Tabernacle
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monished that He served only those
who become His disciples. Inquiring
the terms of discipleship, we receive
the answer, “If any man will come
after Me, let him deny himself, and
take up his cross, and follow Me.”’—
Matthew 16:24.

Under these conditions the poorest
and the meanest of humanity have
the privilege of approaching with
courage the Throne +«of Heavenly
Grace to obtain mercy, and to find
grace to -help in evéry time of need.
(Hebrews 4:16.) But equally certain
ie it that none others have access to
God. ‘‘Neither is there any other
name -given under Heaven or
amongst men whereby we must be
saved” from our fallen condition,
than the name of Jesus.

“Perhaps there is something revolu-
tionary in this thought that, while
all may worship in the sense of bow-
ing -down and showing reverence to
the Almighty, none but the conse-
crated followers of Jesus have any
assurance whatever of the Divine
supervision:. ‘of their affairs. And
none but these have any authority
for coming to in prayer.

One exception to this rule should
be here stated; namely, that the
children of consecrated believers,
while they are still immature of
judgment, have a standing with God
through their relationship to their
parents. 8t. Paul makes this very
evident in -his declaration:' ‘‘The
unbelieving husband is sanctified by
the wife, and the unbelieving wife is
sanctified by the husband, else were
your children unclean, but now are
they holy.”—1 Cor. 7:14.

The translation of this text slight-
ly - beclouds the Apostle’s .thought,
which is that where either of the
parents has become a disciple of
Jesus, the child stands related to
God, regardless of the standing of
the other parent. Such children may
participate in - orship and’in pray-
er. But this relationship manifestyy
terminates shortly after the child
shall have come to a personal knowl-
edge of its responsibilities. There-
upon it must make a personal cove-
nant with the Lord, or have its
standing with the rest of the world.

And that standing, be it remember-
ed, does not mean liability to eter-
nal torment. It merely means alien-
ation, separation, from God and from
His special care and providences in
the present time; for the Divine ar-
rangement is for the wultimate bless-
ing ‘of mankind through the Messianic
Kingdom—through the Temple of
Glory and its Royal Priesthood glori-
fied, in its Kingdom power for a
thousand years.

Some might be inclined to say,
There are millions of people ‘who,
with more or less formality, approach
God in prayer daily. uld we not
fear that after a truthful presenta-
tion of the facts these would be dis-
couraged? . Our reply is that the
whole responsibility for the Divine
Pldan rests upon ite Divine Author,
who says, ““He that hath My Word,
let him speak My Word faithfully.”
Indeed, the preaching of the Truth
on this subject may bring many in-
different ones to the point of deci-
sion, and thus greatly benpefit them.

Have we not been telling the world
in general that there is practically
no difference between Go«li)’s people
by consecration and the children of
this world? Have we not been mis-
leading them in this respect? Is it
not high time that they were told
the truth on this, as well as some
other subjects?

A gentleman who attended my
preaching in London met me the
following day and said, “Your dis-
course did not at all encourage me;
indeed, it greatly discouraged me. I
had for years thought of myself as a
Christian, being a member of the
Church of England. I participated in
its service, but without ever having
had the thought that I could not be
acceptable as one of His .children,
por as a member of. the Church
whose names are written in Heaven,
except by the making of a full con-
secration of my life to the Lord. I
had some serious thoughts on my
homeward way.”

We replied to the effect that faith-
ful is the wound of a friend; and
that if our shaking of his self-con-
fidence in a formalistic piety should
result in bringing him to a true con-

secration to the Lord and to a mem- |

bership in the Royal Priesthood
beyond the veil, he would thank us
eternally therefor. In any event he
was a witness that our duty had been
faithfully performed.
