Professor Michael I. Pupin of Col-

umbia University, in declaring his
confidence that the mastery of the
U-boat will soon be achieved, makes
this statement. ‘“The scientific men
of this country command an art]
which has been developed here dur-
ing the last five years by scientific
research of the very highest order.
Some of the very 'best scientific
minds of America are confident that
they will soon employ this art to
convince the German that the sub-
marine is the most fragile weapon
which they are wielding.”
The confidence that the Americans
will find if they have mnot- already
found, an effective solution of the
submarine menace is certainly na-
tion-wide, and to our national vanity
at least appears to be world-wide.
Judging from letters which the Ex-
press has received, the number of
people who think they are on the
eve of discovering the needful de-
vice far exceeds the number of those
who ever saw either a submarine or
a torpedo, or have any definite idea
of their construction and operation.
Even among men of high scientific
attainments there appear to be di-
verse and sometimes vague concep-
tions as to what would really be a
solution. The favorite idea appears
to be that all that is needed is mere
defense-—something that will either
divert the torpedo or resist the force
of the explosion. The naval consult-
ing board has been deluged with sug-
gestions for nets and barrier shields
to explode the torpedo before it
reaches the ship. Many of these are
being examined and some may prove
of value, but it is obvious that so
long as the submarine is able to op-
erate freely, the chances are greatly
in favor of its overcoming any pro-
tective device which can be attached
to ships. A successful net or shield
naturally would be answered very
soon by a larger torpedo or a better
net-cutting device, so it may safely
be said that the mental energy exert-
ed in this direction, while it may
help, never can hope to solve the
submarine problem.

Hudson Maxim is probably the
most eminent man who has been
working along this line. He states
that he has developed a plan of ship
construction which will resist tor-
pedo attack; the vessel may be in-
jured but it will still be able to make
port. Some ships do that now. The
British battleship Marlborough was
torpedoed in the battle of Jutland,
but returned to port under her own
steam. The American steamship Ne-
braskan was torpedoed, but got,back
to port. This may have been due to
the failure.of the torpedo to hit a
vital spot. The same .ship was tor-
pedoed a second time and was sunk.
Even if it were possible, however, to
build ships so strongly that they
could resist torpedoes, that would
not save any of the existing mer-
chant shipping, not so built, and if
Germany can destroy the bulk of ex-
isting shipping within a reasonable
period, she is likely to win the war,
whatever new shipping can be built
in the meantime. New and stronger
{methods of construction may be im-
portant and valuable. but they clear-
ly cannot solve the immediate prob-
lem., -

Simon Lake goes still further
along this line of thought by con-
tending for submarine merchantmen.
These “are practical in a mechanical
sense. That has been proved. When
Lake says he can build much larger
and better merchantmen than the
Deutschland, no one is likely to
doubt him. At best, however, the
building of submarine merchantmen
gives not the slightest promise
of salvation for the fleets of surface

is the problem on which victory in
the war largely depends. Moreover,
it is open to doubt whether .a sub-
marine merchantman would be able
to escape submarine warships‘much
more easily than can a surface mer-
chantman. It must be remembered
that no submarine travels very fast
under water. It must bring its peri-
scope, at least above the surface
every few miles to see where it is
and where it is going.

Returning to the subject of the
submersible merchantman, however,
it is plain that whenever travelling
on the surface, as she would be most
of the time, she would be as -ikely
to be torpedoed by a submarine war-
ship lying in wait with only its
periscope exposed, as is any surface
merchantman. And if the submarine
warship were on the surface and
seen, the submersible merchantman
would stand little better chance of
escaping by submerging than the
surface merchantman has, in the
same = circumstances, through her
speed and her guns.

It is not an armor or a means of
hiding that will of itself master the
submarine. Such pacifist methods
may help, but the need is for a
means to fisht ané destroy the sub-
maninés and restore the supremacy
of the surface ship. Ingenious sug-
gestions along that line also “have
been made. The most interesting that
has been deseribed in print is a
amall bemb designed to float some
distance below the surface, and to
be attracted by magnetism to the
steel sides of the submarine, like a
barnacle. The bomb is not intended
to explode by contact, but by water
pressure when submarine submerges.
Thus it would be harmless to sur-
face shipping, but would blow a
hole in the side of the submarine 30
or 40 feet below the surface and the
submarine would never rise again.
Supposing such a device would work
as described, however, its operation
would necessarily depend mainly on
chance.

The full solution of the problem
requires a weapon under human con-

MILLIONS ENROLL.

Registration Day’ in the United
States witnessed the’ enrollment of
many millions for service.

Under the enactment  recently
passed there, every male citizen be-
tween the ages of 21 and 30 was re-
quired to register, his name, address
and calling, on June 5th.

Atter the registration, 500,000 of
the men reg}stering are to be selec-
ted as the beginning of the new ar-
my. When these are trained, 500,-
000 mote will be called out; and
later, as many additional men as
may be needed  to maintain the
aforesald forces at their full
strength. \

The chief regulations for registra-
tion are as follows A Provost Mar-
shal for the United States has been
appointed to supervise the work,
General Crowder. He will direct or
appoint local officials to -arrange for
the registration. The registration
will take place in the polling booths
usially utilized in élections. Every
man between 21 and 30 must pre-
sent himself for registration. Failure
to do so must belgunlshed by impri-
sonment—not by fine. Absentees or
the sick can get registration cards
and mail to the registrar,

No exemptions from registration
are permitted, but there are speci-
fied classes of exemption from draft
afterwards. The law exempts from
service county and municipal offi-
cials, custom house clerks, mail car-
riers, artificers and workmen em-
ployed in arsenals, armories, and
navy yifds, and such other persons
employed in the service of the United
States as the President may desig-
nate; pilots sailors, persons engaged
in industry, including = agriculture,
found to be/ necessary to the main-
tenance of the military establish-

mént or the effective operation of the|
military forces, or of the mainten-
ance of national linterests, during

Indian Lad ‘
Drowned

An accident with sad and fatal re-
sults occurred near the Mohawk
Institute yesterday afternoon, when
little Robert Gibsen; an Indian boy
of about nine or ten years, fell in-
to a reservoir near the Starch works,
and no- assistance being near, was
drowned. In company with another
small boy, Harold Woodruff, aged 6
years, he played truant from school,
and the first intimation the officials
of the Institute had of the disap-
pearance of the boys was when their
absence was noticed from the school
room. A search was immediately
commenced, and about 3 o’clock the
smaller of the two boys was found.q
It was, however, very difficult to
ascertain what had become of his
companion, but he finally told the
questioners that he had last seen his
playfellow ‘“swimming in the pond at
the Starch works, with his clothes
on.” When the body was taken from

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REVIEWING REB RUSSELL

“Reb” Russell, the White Sox
twirler who beat the Athletics on
Monday, is one of the mysteries of
the game and a real come-back. ‘Reb’
has been slated for a scrap heap for
some time, but is hanging on despite
the fact that he has a crooked hurl-
ing arm. From the shoulder to th2
¢lbow it travels straight enough, but
from then on, to - quote Irving
vaughn, the arm extended would
make a compass dizzy. It is impos-
¢ible for him to straighten the wing.
5 fibrous growth around the elbow
prevents this, but the peculiar fea-
ture is that the ailment has failed
permanently to eripple the Texan.

He
consulted a physician down in Texas
and was told to carry a weight in
the left hand and gradually pull out
the kink. This didn’t make much of a
hit with the pitcher, for he figured
that the only way to iron out the
knots in the arm was to work harder
than ever. He toiled day after day
without result. The hook wonldn’t
hook and the fast one wouldn’t hop.
1t was discouraging work, but there
was no let-up. “Reb” kept at it,
however, and gradually began to see
the light. Soon a faint curve couid
e seen, his fast one had lots  of
smoke and to-day he is just as good
as ever. He will continue te be good
too, until they crack hkis iron heart.
That’s the thing that has kept him
going.

When “Reb’”’ Russell blew into the
Lig show unannounced in the Spring
ot 19123 he did not look good to
Jimmy Callahan, who then was man-
aging the Sox. At that time he poss-
essed a normal pitching arm, but
Jimmie cared nothing for that. After
watehing him work out in practice
the manager decided to ship the re-
cruit over the hills d@and far away,
and would have done that very thing
had it not been for Kid Gleason. The
Kid noticed the speed of the young-
ster and thought that it could be
used to good advantage. So he ad-

vanced on Callahan and opened up
with the following:

“Don’t tie the ean to that guyv
vet,” he said. “‘Perhaps he is a bum
and all that, but you never can te!l
at this time of the year. Russell has
a swell fast ball and will be a good
pitcher as soon- as he learns how to
use it. Turn him over to me and I
will take him on the trip with the
second team. Then I will have a
chance to look him over carefully
and he won’t he much of an expensc
to the club. 1 feel that we are over-
looking a good bet and I want to see
it T am right.”

Callahan locsened up and Gleason
took the rookie in hand. In a short
time he was dazzling the batters in
Texas with his fast one, and when
the trip was over “Reb” had a job
and a good contract. It took only a
short time to see that the new pitch-
er could piteh and that he loved o
work. This almost ruined him the
first year, for Callahan sent him in
too often to relieve his tottering
mates. He took part in fifty-one
contests for an earned-run average
of 1.85 per game. The next year,
‘however, he dropped to thirty-eight
engagements for an average of 2.90.

At the end of the 1914 season he
was looked upon as a flash—a phen-
om, who bobs up, pitches good ball
for a year and then drops’ back into
obscurity. Russell knew that the
shadow of the minors was hovering
over him, but he didn’t quit because
he had the courage to fight it out. In
1915 Russell knew that only a mir-
acle would keep him in the league.
His arm developed a twist at the el-
bow and the slight kink robbed him
of the curve ball which made him
such a terror in 1913. Gleason once
'more came to the rescue, and after
working with him for a week taught
him a new delivery which brought
resulté. ‘“‘Reb’” worked for hours
each day on the new style, and be-
cause he had natural ability it was
mastered. When the curve disap-
peared Russell knew" it was because
of the elbow. There was only one
thing to do, and that was to begin
all over. He did, and the hook re-
appeared, but in a different form. He
simply adapted himself to another
way of doing a thing. What the curve
lost in deceptiveness was offset by
the piteching knowledge he had ac-
guired in the major league. He went
through the season and at the end
thought it would be a good stunt to
see a doctor and have an operation
performed. The doctor told him to
let well enough alone and allow na-
ture to take its course. This was
done and there was little trouble un-
til this year.

The South Brant Women’s Insti-
tute Convention and annual meeting
was held on Friday, June 1st, at Mrs
Charles Vivian’s home, Oakland.

The business session began at 10.-
30 a.m. for the annual business —q:ee'.-
ing and election of officers. The:'dis-
trict president, Mrs. J. E. Brethour,
presided. The session was opened oy
all singing the Institute opening ode.

Mrs. Brethour gave a  splendid
review of the year’s work, and some
very helpful suggestions to the new
officers on the duties and privileges
of Institute officers. Mrs, Brethour
stated that the privileges of officers
are many, and it is certainly an hon-
or to hold office in a branch of an
organization which has enrolled in
its members over ‘‘thirty-three thou-
sand” of the brightest and most
progressive women of Ontario.

The financial report and the report
of distriect work done throughout the
year was given by the district secre-
tary, Miss B. Roelfson. Special
items were greatly increased mem-
bership. 104 meetings were held
during the year with a total attend-
ance of 2,357. Ten dollars were do-
nated to Brant County Dept. of Ag-
riculture, for prizes for children’s
school fairs. .

One hundred dollars was given the
Women's Hospital Aid Society to
furnish a ward in the Brantford hos-
pital, to be called South Brant Wo-
men’s Institute ward. The Institute
will also undertake to maintain the
upkeep of this ward.

One hundred dollars was sent to
the Queen to endow a South Brant
hospital bed in a soldier’s hospital.
This sum was raised from the sale
of Mrs. J. Y. Brown’s publication,
“St. George, the Knight of the Holy
Grail.” Mrs. Brown very kindly do-
nated two hundred of her books to
the South Brant Women’s Institute
for Red Cross work.

In October last, a banquet was
held at the Armories, Burford. Re-
presentatives of all the ladies’ so-
cietys of Brantford were present.

District and branch offiers were
entertained at luncheon by Mrs. J.
Y. Brown in November. The district
officers were entertained at luncheon
in April by Mrs. J. E. Brethour, and
in August by Miss B. Roelfson.

SOMETHING ON THE SCREEN

William J. Calhoun, who plays
the role of Chief of Detectives Ack-
erton in Metro’s serial, “The Great
Secret,” in which Francis X. Bush-
man and Beverly Bayne are co-stars,
says acting the part of a detective
for motion pictures is one of the
most difficult tasks in the profession.
“It looks easy on the screen,”
says Mr. Calhoun. ‘“The spectator
sees the Chief of Detectives get
into a gun fight or find an import-
ant clue. Tt all seems very simple.
But the difficult thing is to put an
atmosphere of simplicity into the
role.
“The stage detective is able to
speak. He can assume the tone
of voice used by the average detec-
tive and thus put realism into the
part. But the screen detective must
be a pantomimist—and he musn’t
fold his arms, sink his head into his
chest and gaze pensively at the man
he suspects of being a murderer.
Everybody knows the up to date de-
tective doesn’t do that any more.

|SCOTS HOLD HIGH
PLACE AS COLONIZERS|

Scotland’s Loss is ‘-Ho'wevel‘;

Their

(J, Burt Stewart in the Scotiish
American.)

According to the census figures

Scotland is nmow being repopulated,
or, at all events, it is ceasing to
grow at the rate it should.
- But this depopulation is no new
thing. And there is another side to
the question, a side which is far
from unpleasant; for what is Brit-
on’s loss is the Empire’s gain.

In the making of every British
colony the Scot has played a part,
and a book which has been recently
published—*“Scots in Canada,” by
J. Murray Gibbon—shows how much
the great Dominion of Canada owes
to the pluck and energy and coloniz-
ing instinct of the man from the
North. :

There were Scots in Canada so
long ago as 1621, when Sir William
Alexander secured a charter grant-
ing him the territory roughly cover-
ed now by Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick. But it was the exodus
following the rebellion of 1745 that
was the starting roint in Canada’s
history.

When the first hardships were ov-
er these early pioneers wrote to
their relatives in Scotland 1o come
out and join them. The so-called
Highland Clearances brought others.
Fresh settlements sprang up; some
cast in their lot with the fur trad-
ers; others struck out and fought
their way to uncleared but fertile
parts.

:Jt was men of this spirit who
founded the great North-West Com-
pany, which by the end of the 18th
century had an annual turnover of
£120,000, employed 50 clerks, 71 in-
terpreters and clerks, 1,120 canoe-
men and 35 guides. Practically all
the proprietors were Scots.

And the Hudson Bay Company
gradually became Scottish, F'rom the
time when the inevitable Scot ap-
pears upon the scene to the present
day the ehief proportion of the Hud-
son Bay officials have been drawn
from the Orkneys and the High-
lands.

What is the secret of the Scots’
success in Canada? The author ex-
plains it thus:

“They were able to adapt them-
selves to any circumstances; they
had faith in themselves, and stuck
together. In Canada to-day there
are close upon a million citizens of
Scots descent or birth. Theyv are
only one-eighth of the total popula-
tion, but they hold among them
more than one-half of the positions
worth having. The best passport
for any immigrant into Canada is
to speak with a Scots accent.”

Within another twenty years, it is
prophesied, that there will be double
the number ef Scots in Canada. And
in going to Canada the Scot is sure,
not only of finding honest work, but
also of meeting so many Scots that
to make his home there is a very

Australian Scotsmen

Bendigo, the famous gold-mining

city of Australia was the meeting
plate of the conference of the Vie-
torian Scottish Union. Very many
delegates were present from the dif-
ferent parts of the State of Vietor-
ia, and Bendigo, for a day or two
took on quite a Scottish aspect.
" The annual report showed that
whilst the Union’s activities had in
common with all associations been
overshadowed by the war, good
work had none the less been accom-!
plished. Satisfaction was expressed
that the majority of the young men
of Scottish descent connected with
affiliated societies” were on active
service. National rights had been
strongly conserved throughout the
year, and except in isolated instan-
ces there had been clear recognition
of the nion’s objective for the main-
tenance in expression of Scotland’s
Imperial standing, although literary
expression and imagination appear-
ed too important to some education-
al authorities to allow of the Union
gaining its full desire.

On the business side of the con-
ference Special War Resolutions
were carried as follows:

“Whilst regretting that the Em-
pire still suffers travail of war, the
Union looks' forward with confid-
ence that the spirit of our own and
kindred races, so pronounced in our
Australian forces, will, with the
proved unswerving determination of
our Allies, provide ultimate victory,
avenging justice, and carrying peace
which will brook no denial of liber-
ty. The Union further records keen
appreciation of the meritorious ser-

vices of the nation’s brace to this |

end, and pays tribute to the memory
of the immortal fallen. That the
Union extends its sympathy to rel-
atives of all Scotsmen and others
who have given their lives in_ the
Empire’s cause.”

Congratulations were extended to
the Prime Minister, Mr. W. M.
Hughes, on hig safe return to the
Commonwealth, {and appreciation
expressed of Imperial services. A
draft pamphlet of an educational na-
ture setting out Scottish National
and Imperial rights from the Aus-
tralian standpoint was approved and
ordered to he published.

Arrangements were directed to be
entered into for a conference in one
of the capitals of the Common-
wealth of the Scottish Association of
Australia. It was decided to pub-
lish a selection of the Seottish
poems of Mr. Allan McNeilage, an
enthusiastic Scot.

On the social side delegates were
receiviyd by the city council and en-

And
now they might be sure that they of
the old country sent them out with
feelings of admiration and respect
and sympathy, and he was speaking
for the people of that place when he
said that their hearts and their pray-
ers would accompany them, and when
they were perhaps in some hour of
stress they might rest assured that
there were those at home who were
commending them, to God and ask-
ing God’s care for them. In conclu-
sion, his Lordship urged the men to
carry their manhood with them into
the fight, and to remember that a
man did not cease to be a man when
he became a soldier. The prayers in
which they had joined had reminded
them of things which a good soldier
would always keep in mind—that
there was patience in reverse, gent-
leness in victory, generosity towards
the enemy, self-control and restraint
which kept a man noble through all
that was terrible and horrible in the
world, as they found ‘it today. And
so they sent them out in God’s name
and in the name of Christ to defend
the right and to defend it in a man-
ner worthy of the great name of Bri-
ton and Canadiap, and of Christian,
which they bore.

The hymn, “O God, our help in
ages past,” having been sung, the
colors were conveyed to the church.
To the tune of ‘“The Maple Leaf,”
played by the Battalion Band, the
elergy preceded the color party to
the church, the choir and officers
falling in behind. With slow and
measured tread, the party passed
along the front, the battalion stand-
ing rigidly at the “Present.” In the
church the. Bishop received the col-
ors, “these emblems of life and war-
fare,” at the hands of Colonel Ham-
ilton Smythe, one of the wardens,
and laid them reverently on the al-
tar and read several prayers, the
officers meanwhile standing at at-
tention.

The brief ceremony over, the par-
ty returned to the green, where the
Rev. A. Greene read the following

letter from’ the Vicar to Colonel Cut-

chﬁ’e': “I cannot tell you how terrib-
ly disappointed I am in not deing
present at the depositing of your col-
ors in our church on Saturday. When
the proposal was first made I wel-
comed it as a great honor for the
parish and I hope that in the future
some connection may be established
with your recruiting district and our
rural parish of Churt. That God
may have you all in His safe keep-
ing and that He may send us an ear-
ly and a righteous peace is my earn-
est prayer.”

The National Anthem was then
sung, and the men were dismissed
to_r half-an-hour, and fraternized
with the villages and enjoyed cer-
tain maple sugar, kindly provided
by Col. Hamilton Smythe.

It should be added that the school
children were present, under the
headmaster (Mr. A. R. T. Baker),
and were given a warm and hearty
welcome by the men as they saluted
the Union Jack which was flying on
the green.

The honor which has been done to
Churt may be said to be due to Col.
Hamilton Smythe, in that it was
through him that Col. Cutcliffe made
the suggestion which has now been
put into practice.”

SLACKERS NOT SEEN

Registration in Many Sec-
tions Was One Hundred
Per Cent.

Washington, June 6.—More than
10,000,000 young Americans enroll-
ed themselves yesterday for war ser-
vice. Registration day with but a
few weeks of preparation, saw the
first military census ever taken in
the United States completed without
a single untoward event of consc-

ed the President’s call and volun-
teered in mass, setting at naught all
the schemes and plottings of Ger-
man sympathizers and the few
cranks who have agitated against
registration. It remains but io se-
lect the men who are to go to the
front.

From virtually every  state re-
assuring messages came last night to
Brigadier-General Crowder, Provost
Marshal General, Federal supervis-
ing officer of the great enterprise.
While no complete returns from anv”
state were transmitted up to a late
hour, the Governors were unanimous
in reporting that complete quiet had
prevailed throughout the day and
that a full registration was indicated.
A typical message received was
that from Idaho:—

“Registration will be 100 per
cent,” it said.-- “‘Sponfaneous and
without murmur or incident.”

The situaticn was so clear and the
response so ready throughout the
country that governors of 46 of the
48 States had sent similar assur-
ances long before registration had
closed, and the other two were close
on their heels.

SAYS CORRESPONDENT

Against Beers and
Light Wines

W. S. Forrest, a United Press cor-
{Irespondent in Paris, writes: The war
system of French liguor control en-
courages temperance.

‘With strong alcohelic liquors bar-
red from military, naval and muni-
tion zones by military decree, light
wines and beer are left to normal
equilibrium. In fact, prohibition
measures now Dbeing ‘agitated in
France, contrary to the meaning of
the “word’”’ prohibition in America,
do not and will never aim to prohi-
bit the use of wines and beers. They
aim at the suppression of strong
drinks containing a big percentage
of alcohol.

Perhaps more bitter opposition to
general prohibition prevails in
France than in the United States or
any country. A well informed gov-
ernment official told -the United
Press that ‘prohibition of alcohol can
only come in France after a fight in
the Chamber of Deputies and Sen-
ate, which will probably create world
wide attention. This fight will be
ilwaged after the war.

mier branded alcohol as a menace
to France in‘war time, and ‘openly
asked the Chambper to grant the
government arbitrary power to- re-
‘I gulate this ‘“particularly 'grave gues-
tion’’ by decrees.
