The assessor is
given the right to assess all such
fate drrivils at the rate of the pre-
vious year, 11 per cent., and every
mother’'s son bringing a pound .- of
freight down the river is subject to
suech assessment. But City Attorney
Donaghy thinks otherwise, and there
you are again.

“Accordmg to the legal advice we
receive,’”’ said Alderman Murphy,
twe are simply powerless to do any-
thing until the Yukon council re-
peals its ordinances with whi¢h ours
would conflict. One thing we par-
ticularly desire is an amendment to
section 5 of the assessment ordin-
ance which will provide for making
the assessment any time -after the
first of January in each year.

In a good marriage, it is necessary
that love continue after marriage,
and we must endeavor to make sure
belore marriage that such love really
exists A

Men and women are too apt to for-
get that love is not an end, but a
means. Women at the age of 30 us-
ually desire a younger lover. What
women call virtue is sometimeés that
which prevents them from marrying,
and théreby evade the duty of mater-
nity.

People who have cried against the
immorality of France should take
care not to cry too loud, because
France is just awakening from a long
and fedrfully feverish dream, and still
