Harry Thaw, did his acts and appear-
ance impress you as rational or irra-
tional?” asked Mr. Littleton.
“Irrational,” declared the witness.
Mrs. William Thaw, mether of the de-
fendant, who reached the eity last night
at 7 o'clock from Pittsburg, was at the
Court House early to-day, ready to take
the stand when called. She plainly show-
ed the evidences of her recent illness.
Miss Fletcher told of seeing Thaw at
his mother’s home in 1903.
