We are
sorry to see it snnounced by Mr. Evans, of
Moutreal, that the wheat fly, which deposits its
eggs in the young wheat, and breeds the worm
which has been so destructive, has again made
ils appearance.— Quebec Gozette.

It is now upwards of fifty years since Dub- :

lin was infested by an organized body of dis- |
solute characters,composed of persons—some f
were sons of respectable parents, who per-
mitted them to, get up to man’s estate in idle |
habits, without adeguate means of support : |
others were professional students, who, hav- |
ing tasted the alluring fraits of dissipation,
abandoned their studies, and took a shorter
road to gain supplies, by ‘means no matter |
how fraudulent. They were of imposing ap-
pearance, being handsome and well-made in
general ; so that, indiyidually, you could not
suspect them. It was by their acts only you
could convict them, and they commonly pur-
sued their schemes in parties, and by night ;
and they were so well prepared for battle,
that the “ancient and quiet watchmen,” the
only protectors of the city of Dublin at that
period,were worsted in almost every attempt
made to subdue them ; so that they were per- |
mitted to assail passengers in tho streets, to
levy contributions, or, perhaps take a lady |
from her protector ; and wany females were |
destroyed by that lawless banditti. Another |
vile plan they Lad of providing supplies—by
exacting from unfurtunate giris, at houses of
ill-fame, their share of what they dcemed
booty ; and for this boon each had a wife, as
he called her, and, if necessary, would assist
her as bully, to awe,or compel, a flat to come
down handsomely. Another svurce of guin
they sought at a low gambling house in Es-
sex-street ; and when unsuccessful, they sal-
lied forth,enraged at their losses, and repair-
ed them by rubbing the first eligible subject
they met in the streets. Dress, at that time,
was indispensable. No gentleman was seen
without a sword ; if in undress, a coulean de
chasse ; if full.dressed, a small sword; and
the use of the sword was well understood.
The pinking dindies made a rule to be well
, and, to & man, they were skilful
swordsmen. Their plan of attack was thus :
two of them walking arm-in-arm, jostled the
victim they meant for prey ; then, with their
swords in their scabbards, chapeless, so that
the point just protruded, they pricked him in
various parts, and, if he did not throw down
his watch and money, two others came
and took it by force; whilst two more, in
reserve, were on the watch to give alarm if
any persons spproached. In that case the
disappeared, and bad their hiding places ad-
jacent, doors open ; 80 that, if the punctured |
man was willing to pursue, he knew not. where
to go, but was glad to get away, bleeding and
terrified. Jt appears incredible, that such a
practice should be endured for years, without
any effort to check it effectually, and Dublin
had all her nobles, gentry, citizens, mayor,
aldermen, sheriffs, peers, and a garrison of |
soldiers—nv small namber.

A Mas put 7o FLiouT 8Y o Birp.—This
species of Crane feeds only during the day.
Besides the objects which I have already men-
tioned, it now and then swallows a moie ora
meadow-mouse, and not unfortunately,l think,
snakes of considerable length.
