Town Council Regular
Session Thursday Night

Delegation From the Town Improvement League 
Present and Discussed Scott Act 

Matters
The regular monthly meeting of 

the Newcastle Town Council, wa* 
postponed from the 20th to the 27th 
on account of many of the members 
attending the Recruiting meeting on 
the former date. The recruiting 
meeting lasting till after 9 o'clock, it 
was then too late to legally hold a 
Council meeting. So the Councillors 
met in Committee of the Whole and 
discussed matters pertaining to Fn- 
ance, includ’ng assessment.

The Council met in regular session 
eon the 27th, Mayor Stothart in the 
chair and full Board present.

Mayor Stothart reported from the 
Committee of the Whole, the follow­
ing recommendations, which had 
there been carried by a majority 
vote:

1. That a committee of the 
Town Improvement League be 
heard at 9 o’clock.

2. That both policemen be em­
ployed as collectors of Default taxes, 
each on a commission of 10 per 
cent.

3. That a special man be em­
ployed to distribute the tax notices.

Aid. Creaghan, seconded by Aid. 
McGrath, moved that the recommen­
dations be adopted.

Aid. Hayward thought one police­
man should be the collector and res­
ponsible, and the other his assistant.

Aid. Doyle thought that if one col­
lector had shown good results, two 
would show still better. It was up 
to the Council to get better results.

Aid. Mackay said that the lists 
could be divided, to prevent any 
clashing. It was merely a matter of 
detail to be worked out by the com­
mittee.

The Mayor thought it could be 
handled by the Finance Committee.

Aid. Creaghan said, give each col­
lector certain bills for which he'd be 
responsible.

Motion carried.

Adoption of report was moved by 

Aid. McGrath and Creaghan.
Aid. Stuart, who had raised the 

same question in Committee of the 
Whole before the tax bills were is­
sued and the tax collectors decided 
upon, objected to the payment of 
the assessors' bill until they should 
have prepared an as3ea°ment correct 
and complete according to law, that, 
Is, that all real estate, personal pro- 
merty and income (allowing for 
A, legal exemptions) be valued and 
assessed ,at their full value. He 
claimed again that this had not been 
dene, and that the Tax Bills should 
not have been Issued until the neo 
eseary corrections had been made. 
For Instance, The Universal Radis 
Syndicate's property was assessed 
for school purposes at only $15,000, 
when it should have been assessed 
for at least $116,000. Thus, suppos­
ing the other real estate were pro­
perly assessed, the town, in this one 
case, was losing the school tax on 
$160,000, which would amount id 
more than $1,000.

Aid. Stuart went on to point out 
what he claimed were mistakes in 
assessment of Income, when His 
Warship the Mayor ruled any fur 
ther objection .to the assessment as 
cut of order, on the following 
groends:

L That Aid. Stuart had not made
to the assessors' a statement of his 
own property and Income; and 
Î. That the time for objecting to

Aid. McGrath said that lie had not 
called the Finance Committee to­
gether to report on the bills, as he 
had previously tried in vain to get 
the committee together to discuss 
other things.

Aid. McKay reported that the 
Water & Light Committee had had a 
request for1 light from the Militia 
Department and had made an agree­
ment with the same, which they 
now asked to have ratified. It was 
as follows:

“Memorandum of agreement be- 
tv/een the Town of Newcrstle, N. B., 
and the Department of Militia and 
Defence for supply electric cur­

rent tor lighting the gioun^s at the 
Wireless station, Newcastle.

“The Town of Newcastle .agrees to 
make twG connections v/itb the in­
stallation to be eatabl'shcd by the 
Militia Department on the said 
grounds; one connection to be made 
at the corner of the Highway and 
Mitchell Lane, end the other at the 
comer of Station Street and Mitchell* 
Lane.

“The Town agrees to furnish cur­
rent for an installation on the said 
grounds of tMrty-eix (36) lamps 
each of a capacity of olxty (60) 
w^tts >er hoar, tor wiü$h the Mili­
tia Department agree» tip pay the 
•uiç of one hundred dollars ($100.00)

per month, payable at the end of 
each month, current for said lamps 
to be furnished from dark to daylight 
every day.

“Should the Militia Department in- 
stal more lamps or lamps of a 
greater capacity than stated above, 
the amount paid per month shall be 
increased proportionately.

“All material and labor necessary 
for installation of above service 
shall be furnished by the Militia 
Department, r.nd the installation 
shall be open to inspection by the 
Town Authorities at any time.

“This agreement nay be terminat­
ed at any time by one week's notice 
in writing being given by either par 
ty thereto."

Aid. McKay also reported that the 
Water & Light Committee had 
agreed to furnish wat^- to Crandall 
& Harrison for $50 for the season, 
exclusive of the $8 paid for their 
cook-house tap.

On motion of Aid. McGrath and 
Doyle, both agreements were ratified 
by the Council.

T. I. L. Delegation Heard
On motion, It was resolved to hear 

a delegation from the Town Improve­
ment League consisting of President 
J. M. Troy and Revs. P. W. Dixon, 
8. J. Macarthur and M. S. Richard­
son.

The delegation presented to the 
Council the three recommendations 
adopted by the League, on May 18th, 
as follows:

1. That this Town Improvement 
League request the Town Council 
to authorize the policemen to arrest 
or send home children found on the 
streets after 9 o'clock at night with­
out good excuse.

2. That the T. I. L. request the 
Council to appoint a Truant Officer 
whose duty it shall be to enforce 
regular attend mee at school as re­
quired by the Compulsory Education 
Act.

3. That Council be requested to 
endeavor to have measures adopted 
whereby drunkards and liquor sell­
ers shall be sentenced to imprison­
ment rather then fines.

Rev. P. W. Dixon spoke in favor 
of recommendatic n No. 3. He said 
In part, as follows: The Legislature 
gave Police Magistrates the option 
of imposing fine , or Imprisonment 
for first offences. It was evidently 
the intention of the law to restrict 
the sale of liquor. But we tound 
that offenders have generally been 
fined only, thus defeating the law's 
Intention. When Judges find that 

'fining $60 or $100 does not restrain 
the sale, It was their duty to change 
their methods. The T. I. L. wished 
to see Its work effectively done, and 
It asked the Mayor and Council to 
use their influence to bring about 
the Imprisonment rather than the 
fining of ll$uor sellers. If this 
were done the C. T. A. would be a 
blessing to the public. Most of the 
Council bad been elected to carry

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HAD HAND BADLY 
TORN IN EDGER

Joseph Joncai Caught Hand tin 
Edger—Amputation 

Necessary

A regrettable incident occurred 
at the W. A. Hickson mill about 
nine o'clock yesterday morning, 
when Joseph Joncas, while, working 
at one of the double edgers, had 
his left hand caught lu the saws, 
tearing his hand in a frightful man­
ner.

When the accident was learned by 
near-by employees, the unfortunate 
man was at once hastened to the of­
fice of Dr. McGrath, who immediate­
ly made preparations to have l\im 
removed to the Hotel Dieu hospital 
at Chatham.

How the -ccidcnt actually happen­
ed Is not known, but it is supposed 
he put his hand down In under to 
remove a piece of bark from the 
saws. This. it is claimed was un­
necessary. These edgerà are so 
protected by a box-worl; that acci­
dents are next to ibipossible, and 
how He got his arm clown far enough 
to come in contact with the saws is 
a puzzle.

However, the back of his left hand 
came In contact with them, cutting 
through the middle of the hand, 
leaving the four fingers hanging by 
a tissue of skin on the palm Upon 
examination at the hosp'tal it was 
found that the hand wou'd have to 
be amputated at the wrist.

Funeral of the Late Col 
Maltby Held on Sunday

The Casket Was Draped With the Union Jack and 
Remains Laid to Rest With Military 

Honors

Two Fingers and
Thumb Blown Off

Was Picking Dynamite Cartridge 
With Hatpin When it 

Exploded

A distressing accident occurred at 
Eel Ground about twelve o'clock 
noon on Sunday, when the ♦welve 
year old adopted daughter of Thomas 
Ward, an Indian on that reserve, 
had the thumb and first and second 
fingers of the left hand blown off, a« 
a result of picking at a dynamite 
cartridge, that had been foolishly 
left lying around, with a hatpin.

Dr. Desmond was immediately 
sent for and went with all haste to 
the unfortunate girl. The right 
hand was also injured, but not so 
seriously as the left, and her face 
was badly scratched and torn. Af­
ter the wounded hand had been 
washed it was found the fingers 
and thumb had been taken off close 
to the hand, which was bad enough, 
and causing serious pain, but in or­
der to get sufficient tissue for a 
flap, It was necessary to cut fur­
ther back on the bone. This acci­
dent is a most regrettable one, and 
should serve as a lesson to those 
who have cause to use these high 
explosive cartridges, to be more 
careful in leaving them lying 
around where they may be handled 
by persons ignorant of the danger 
they are placing themselves In.

The funeral of the late Colonel 
Richard L. Maltby was held on Sun­
day afternoon from his late residence 
at tjiree o'clock, and was one of the 
largest and most impressive funerals 
ever held in Newcastle.

very rare, much to She credit of 
the classes, and of stern Justice.

Trey saw no reason why 
Justices Clark and Lawlor could not 
fill tho bill quite vv ill for a few 
days. He suggested asking Govern­
ment to defer appointment 
till they had heard from the T. I. L. 
and Town Council.

A motion to this effect was moved 
by Rev. Mr. Richardson and second­
ed by Aid. Stuart, and carried.

Mr. McWilliam said that that was 
just what the Minister of Public 
Works intended to do—wait for a 
recommendation.

Rev. P. W. Dixon and others in­
sisted that new ?,M. must be favor­
able to Scott Act, and willing to 
discuss matters.

J. R. Lawlor announced that he 
wps in the field.

PULLING THE TRIGGER
—

The earliest form of what we call j 
the “trigger" on a rifle or other fire-1 
arm was simply a little lever which 
when pulled brought a lighted fuse I 
or “slow’ match" into contact with a i 
rmall charge of powder in the prim-1 
ing cup of the firearm and in due 
course of events the charge behind 
the bullet exploded—at least half the 
time!

In those days trigge ’s didn't have 
any of the modern diseases such as 
“creep” and “drag” and a trigger 
which didn't break the finger of the 
user was perfectly satisfactory.

The trigger on a modern firearm 
has but one object—to release the 
hammer ft the exact time desired 
by the shooter. There are two faults 
which will defeat this result—a trig­
ger which requires excessive pres­
sure or one which docs not release 
positively and entirely at a uniform 
pressure. Trigger pulls are apt to 
vary all the way from the perfect 
pull which releases clean at about 
four pounds, to a pull which is so 
heavy that it puts a permanent kink 
in the shooter’s finger and lets go 
liko 9. miser parting from his coin.partin

As stated abov^, the proper weight 
for a trigger-pull is four pounds by 
actual (weight on trigger, nut
guess-work. A trigger-pull having a 
weight much In excess of this will 
cause flinching, while t lighter one 
is dangerous.

It s rather an interesting fact that 
the majority of women require a 
rather heavier trigger pull than men 
deg owing to their more nervous tem­
perament.

1. What are the best all round 
sights for a .22 calibre rifle?

Ans. The great majority of hunt­
er^ of course use the regular sights 

s'' g^Jted on rifles, which are of the 
\ialn open variety. In some sections 

of the country the flat top or the 
straight bar rear sigh with the small 
“tJ” notch to most popular, while in 
other sections, the old type of sight 
known as >be “buckhorn” is most 
popular. The general tendency is, 
however, to g**t away from the buck- 
horn 'style, and from a scientific 
point of view it has little to recom­
mend It. The ivory front sight is 
very popular as is the gold bead 
front sight. There is little choice 
between these two. The moot ac­
curate shooting can, of course, be 
done with the tong peep sight.

If the rifle is held at the 
shoulder in shooting position, the 
sight should be driven out from the 
left side toward the right side. The 
sights should be put on by being 
driven in from the right towards the 
left.

4. Would a 32-40 cal. rifle be 
heavy enough for large game, such 
as bear.

Ans. A number of these rifles are 
used for such work, but a heavier 
power rifle would probably be ad­
visable.

The 
butt end where the shell fits is all 
torn up and shells swell until the 
ejector will not putt them. Please 
advise as to whether or not there 
is any way for it to be fixed or will 
I have to get a new barrel for it.

Ans. There is only one remely 
for a bally pitted and rusty barrel, 
and that is—a new barrel. A bar­
rel in which the chamber of the bar­
rel is badly rusted or itted is ab­
solutely useless. There is no method 
by which It can be made available 
for its regular ammunition.

2. As to the gun referred to above 
could I have the whole barrel drill­
ed down to make a .22 .20 or .26-.20?

Ans. It would be of course pos­
sible to rebore the bar-el for a 
slightly larger cartridge, but the ac­
tion would not handle it and it 
would net be worth while.

1. What la the muzzle energy of 
the 38-40 caUfcve black powder cart­
ridge, and high velocity at muzzle

Ans. The muz/Wenergy of the 
38-40 cartridge, black powder, le 
701 ft. lbs.; the high ve'ocUy type 
gives 1,159 ft lbs. At 100 yds. the 
muzzle energy of the 38-40 black 
powder Is 460 ft. lbs. and of the 
high velocity 663 ft. lbs.

2. Is the 38-40 large enough for 
such game as deer, moose, bear and 
elk, and at what ranges Is It effective 
on such game?

Ans. While a large number of 
rifles of this caJlbre are used for 
bear and deer, I would recommend 
a more powerful cartridge.

3. What is the mutfzle energy of 
the 44-40 black r.nd high velocity, 
and the velocity of the 38-40 and 
44-40?

While we riçhjtly anathematize 
the war lords of Berlin we should 
remember that there are many loyal 
citizens of this empire who are of 
German origin and that it is British 
to be fair.

tions of distrait thrown at him that 
he was forced to resign. Two of the 
most important financial men in Lon­
don. as patriotic citizens as there 
are in the British empire, have been | 
s0 hounded by that section of the 
press tk:.t cannot print a German 
name without an anathema that one j 
cf them. Sir Edward Speyer, has re­
signed his proud position as a mem­
ber of the Privy Council, and re­
quested the government to cancel 
his baronetcy. Sir Edward was 
chairman cf the London Under­
ground Electric Railways Company 
which controls most of the city s 
subways and omnious lines. I* rom 
this and ma.v other cf his director­
ates he has retired. The German- 
baiters have done all they could do 
to make of this powerful man, who 
has long been a British subject, an. 
enemy. The other financier referred 
to is Sir Ernest Cassels, who was 
the financial adviser of King Ed­
ward during a< considerab’e period 
when he was Prince of Wales, and 
during the whole period when he 

'was King of England. These are 
only a few examples of the many 
British subjects, whose faith In their 
fellow-citizens Is being seared by 
the ungoverned dislike for anything 
German that is rampant. Even sup­
pose, as the Witness says, we have 
lost our respect for Germans, have 
we lost altogether our respect for 
British citizenship, and if we lose 
our respect for British citizenship, 
how can we possibly expect anybody 
else to ’iave any? We have made 
laws which give to certain people 
the right by following a certain pro­
cedure to become British citizens af­
ter a set term of years of residence. 
We have pledged our word to these 
people that If they take up British 
citizenship and swear loyalty to the 
crown we would accept them as of 
ourselves. In not doing this we are 
violating our own hoidr and are 
giving to a great mass of our fellow 
subjects, especially of the colonies, 
who are not British born, a feeling 
that at any timo they too may be 
traitorously turned down by a people 
who do not respect their own laws- 
—Moncton Times.

“How Gas is Used 
By The Germans”

A great deal has appeared on the 
use of asphyxiating gases by the 
Germans. Many statements have 
been made as to exactly what gas is 
used, how it is used, and what are 
its effects.

There are two essentials to the 
use of gas by the Germans. First, 
the gas must be of such a character 
that it will stick close to the surface 
of the ground and sink into all 
trenches and excavations—not rise 
in the air. Secondly, it must at 
least, temporarily stupefy the in­
tended victims. Now, this being the 
case, it is obvious that gas may be 
resorted to successfully under cer­
tain conditions only. There must 
be only a very moderate or light 
wind blowing, and Ahat must be reg­
ular or even, otherwise the gas 
would become too disseminated and 
diluted with air. It can be used only 
when the enemy's trenches are but 
a short way off. The battle front of 

I the user must be either a straight 
; line or convex toward the enemy, 
j Otherwise the gas, when liberated,
! would cross at least some portion of 
j the users lines before reaching the 
j enemy's lines, with considerable 
damage to the users as well as to 
the intended victims, 

j Chlorine gas seems to fill all the 
I requirements. It is a heavy green- 
; ish yellow, suffocating irritating, 
poisonous gas. When liberated in a 
moderate wind (two to six miles 

; per hour) it will travel pretty com­
pactly along the surface of the 
ground filling the air for a depth of 
about three feet above the surface 
ar.d sinking into all depressions. It 
suffocates and irritates the victim 
and produces acute bronchitis and 
strangulation. In many cases the 
effect is temporary but complete un­
consciousness and in many others 

| death. Its color gives it the pro­
perties of a cloud which greatly 
conceals the advance of the enemy 
who follow close behind whenever 
possible. Needless to say, great 
quantities are required to be of real 
effect against a battle front of con­
siderable length. So, it is chiefly 
used to attack certain selected 
points in the enemy's lines, with 
the sole idea of forcing a passage 
which might enable the breaking up 
and flanking movements so frequent­
ly attempted but never accomplish­
ed.

The Germans manufacture this 
| treacherous gas in great quantities 
and force it into small cylinders un­
der very high compression These 

j cylinders are shipped to the trench- 
' es, put in place, and when condi­
tions are favorable, are opened and 
turned toward the lines of the allies.

I The prevailing wind does the rest.
| Quite a number cf other gases 
could be used almost equally well, 
but the symptoms all clearly and un­
mistakably indicate the use of 
chlorine gas by the German army in 
all cases so far.

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THE CONFLICT IN
THE DARDANELLES

The sinking of two British battle­
ships, the Triumph r.nd the Majestic, 
in one wreek, by the allied German- 
Turkish forces, cannot have other 
than a very heartening effect on the 
aggressors. The fact that the ships 
were of an old type—the MajSstic 
being as a matter of fact, the oldest 
battleship tin the navy—is of little 
account; the fact remains that two 
vessels that vv re doing good work 
against the enemy, have been gotten 
rid of, and their plaice must be taken 
by others. The destruction of these 
vessels Is rjèneraily credited to a 
German submarine, but while this 
“'unterseteboote” is running amuck 
among the fleet of the Allies, the 
British submarine E-ll has been 
carrying destruction into the fleet 
of the enemy. During a trip through 
the Straits, the submarine sank a 
Turkish vessel loaded with troop® 
and ammunition, chased and sank a 
supply ship in the Sea of Marmora, 
forced another ship to run ashore 
and entering the harbor of Con­
stantinople heard the torpedo that 
she launched against a transport ly­
ing at the arsenal, strike the mark 
before she withdrew to join the 
fleet. No German submarine has 

yet piled up such a record as that.
Naval victories, such as the Ger­

mans celebrate with so much en­
thusiasm, are the easiest thing in 
the world to ob* in. German sub­
marines go out to sea and shcot at 
the first floating object that cross­
es their path. They could not have 
a bigger target. The British task 
is very different. British sailors 
have to “dig out” their prey before 
they can shoot at it. Exploits like 
that of the E-ll show very clearly 
that the German submarine cam­
paign is not a manifestation of su­
perior ability. Indeed they show 
that British naval efficiency is su­
perior to that of Germany.

The German naval hunter finds the 
“woods” always full of game . Such 
being the case, it is not difficult for 
him to get a “bag.” The British 
hunter has to stal’ his prey, other­
wise he would shov infinitely better 
results than the German.

Accord‘ng to a military -corres­
pondent the present method of at­
tack and counter attack is so strange 
to the Turks in the Dardanelles, that 
they have become terrorized by it, 
and were not the German officers 
behind them pushing them forward 
at the point of the revolver, they 
would show these unmistakeable 
signs of terror more plainly than 
they are now allowed to do. The 
Turks had been given the vain hope 
that by stemming the advancing tide 
of the Allies along the Gallipoli 
peninsula* the straits might still be 
closed to the Allied fleets. That is 
now being proved to be a vain 
hope, and the artillery is making 
their positions untenable by a rain 
of shells that would cause better 

^rnen than those composing the 
Turkish army to quake before it.

German papers are seizing with 
avidity upon the ammunition scarcity 
sc aire of the Northcliffe press and 
at & period when from the achieve­
ments in the fl^ld Germrny can 
create IV tie enthusiasm in the fath­
erland, they are more than grateful 
for the attacks on Lord Kitchener, 
declaring these vehement discus­
sions show better than anything else 
howr the real situation is tending. 
Extracts from the Northcliffe press 
are freely quoted, the most vehem­
ent portions being dished up with 
great relish, while Count Revent- 

lew finds in them the inspiration 
for a long article on “British worry.”

Doubtless this sort of thing bol­
sters up German courage, even if it 
does not do Britain atty serious 
harm; but the- spectacle, from the 
British standîffffint?*"éa not inspiring, 
and should be stopped.

Since the foregoing was put in 
type, the British authorities have de­
cided to regulate more strictly than 
heretofore the conduct of the press. 
This decision is probably the out­
come of the recent experiences with 
the Northcliffe group of, papers.

It will be readily seen that when 
the public mind is in a rather excited 
state, the publication of sensational 
statements has the maximum of ef­
fect, and the effect of such publica­
tion is generally undesirable, even 
dangerous. Great Britain has many 
brilliant journalists, and, in recent 
times, some of these seem to have 
assumed a prerogative ti direct the 
affairs of the nation in the manner 
they wish affairs to go. In its savage 
attacks on Lord Kitchener, the 
Northcliffe press has furnished the 
worst example of this bad habit.

Great Britain has never granted 
to the press of the country the li­
cense it has taken in some other 
countries. More distinctly than in 
most other countries, the line has 
been drawn in Great Britain between 
“liberty” and “license.” And, how­
ever far the British press has gone 
in one direction, the press of Ger­
many has gone further in the other. 
To-day, the Government-muzzled 
press of Germany is keeping the Ger­
man people in a state of âross ignor 
ance while the country rushes to 
its doom. In many respects, this is 
the most pathetic feature of the 
German position, as well as one of 
the most d screditab'e.

Wilfrid McCallnm
Writes to Mother

The following letter, written from 
the front by Wilfrtd McChflum, a 
Newcastle boy, to life mother, will 
be of interest to our readers. Wil­
frid was among the first to enlist, 
and so far has como through heavy 
fighting without a mark.

May 7th, 1915
Dear Mother,

Received your letter and the pa­
pers and was glad to hear from you 
and that you are well, as it leaves 
me at present.

Well mother, I suppose you have 
seen in the papers what we have 
done in the battle of Ypres, but we 
earned it. It was certainly some 
slaughter. I would like to tell you 
all about it, but we are not allowed 
One of my horses was killed by a 
shell while I was hauling ammuni­
tion and the other one was wounded. 
We have three of the Newcastle boys 
wounded, they are in the hospital 
now. Wc are down in a rest camp 
for two or three wee$s, we centainly 
need it; hr.d about twelve hours 
sleep in ten days. We had four 
killed and thirteen wounded, but we 
were lucky to what some of the 
other batteries were. I saw Will 
Ashford the other day. He looked 
fine. He is with the Highlanders. 
He looks nice with kilts on.

Well Mother 1 suppose every tiling 
is blooming in Newcastle now. I 
suppose the mills are going by now. 
Tell Herb we have two more mas­
cots—a guinea pig,and a goat. This 
would be a good country for a farm­
er—cattle and everything running 

loose. I just met Stuart Weldon to­
night. He looked fine.

Remember me to all the people in 
Newcastle. Well, I guess this is all 
for this time, with love,

May 13th. 1915.
Dear Mother,

Received the papers and parcel 
all right and was very glad to get 
them. Well Mother we are not do­
ing much over here now, but wc 
certainly had our share for atibut 
twelve days, but wo came through 
it O. K. The boys were getting 
pretty tired of it. The gas that the 
Germans used made most of us 
pretty sick, but it don’t last very 
long. It is over now, and nobody 
is sorry.

Well Mother I suppose most of 
the boys are with the second or 
third contingent, but I don’t think 
that they will see much of the war. 
We have had fine weather here for 
the last month, but it is raining to­
day. We are all laying back doing 
nothing. Well I suppose everything 
ii blooming in Newcastle by now. I 
saw in the papers where all the 
boats are running. I don’t suppose 
the ferry is running this summer. 
The farmers in this country are cut­
ting their outs now; pretty early for 
harvesting. Well Mother give my 
best regards to all the people in 
Newcastle. Tell them that I am 

feeling fine. Well I guess I will 
close for this time. Write soon, 
with love,

This organization 
has recent y been very active in the 
“Made-in-Canada” campaign.especially 
emphasizing the dfcs.rat.il ty of people 
who live in the Maritime Provinces 
buying the products made in the 
provinces by the sea.

After several mon hs publicity cam­
paigning tne St. John Board of Trade 
recently sent out a c rcular, asking 
the f-.lowing q esti-ns:

“Do you find evidence of improve­

ment in the business situation?”
“Is the ‘Made-in-Canada’ movement 

having a beneficial effect?”
A wholesale grocery firm, which is 

also engaged in sp.ee manufacturing, 
replied in the following terms:

“There are quite decided evidences 
of improvement In business in the 
steadying nature of the markets. The 
Made-in-Canada movement is ceitain- 
ly having a beneficial ettect. We find 
that manufacturers, brokers, jobbers 
and retailer* are all emphasizing it 
quite strong y."

A wholesa.e shoe firm reported: 
“Business is about as usual; in fact 
our shipments were considerably 
ahead of February last year. Our 
retail department shows a si ght in­
crease also, therefore, as far as our 
business is concerned, we feel that 
It is about normal.”

Business From Canada
A leading firm of brush manufac­

turers replied most encouragingly:
“Business so far as we are con­

cerned has decidedly Improved In the 
last six or eight weeks; so much so 
in fact that we are now busier than 
we have been since this time two 
years ago, and we have been forced 
to run overtime in some sections in 
our endeavor to catch up with our 
orders. This improvement is only to 
a very slight extent due to bus ness 
arising from the war; It come mainly 
from east of Winnipeg. We have no 
way of tracing the direct results of 
the ‘Made in-Canada’ campaign, but 
from our general observations have 
no doubt that this has been an in­
fluential fa.tdr In stimulating trade.”

One of the largest tea and coffee 
houses In St. John, said:

These answers offer convincing 
proof that business is not as bad as 
was thoucht in the Maritime Prov­
inces, that it is improving rapidly, 
and that the “Made-in-Canada” move­
ment” is essistlng in restoring more 
favorable conditions.

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest 
Land Regulations

The sole head of a family, 
or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section 
of available Dominion land in Mani­
toba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The 
applicant must appear in person at 
the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub­
agency for district. Entry by proxy 
m*ÿ be m tde at any Dominion 
Lands Agency (but not Sub-Agency), 
on certain conditions.

Duties: Six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each of three years. A homesteader 
may live within nine miles of his 
homestead on a farm of at least 80 
acres, on certain conditions. A 
habitable house is lequhed except 
where residence is performed in the 
vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader 
in good standing may pre-empt a 
quarter section alongside his home­
stead. Price $3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in
each of three years after earning 
homestead patent; also 50 acres 
extra cultivation Prerempticn pa­
tent may be obtained as soon as 
homestead pa‘eat, on certain condi­
tions.

A settler who has exhausted his 
horacsteal riV.-t may take a pur­
chased homesteat} In certain dis­
tricts. Price $3.00 per -.ere. Duties 
—Must reside six months in each 
of three years, cultivate 50 acres 
and erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject 
to reduction in case cf .rough, scrub­
by or stony land. Live stock may 
be substituted for cultivation under 
certain conditions.
