FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer
and mnouuhold.

But little imptovement has beeti made
in storing of turnips, cabbages, carrots,
beets, etc., for winter use, compared with
the methods in use in the past. When
there is no room under shelter the crops
are stored in pits or mounds outside, but
there are disadvantages to be met with as
well as the advantages of the pit systein,
ahd if fatmers will try a few experiments
in storing crops they will be benefitted.
Experiments are necessary, as crops that
can be kept easily in some sections do not
keep well in other places. Apples grown
on the southern coast of New Jersey can-
not be kept over winter as easily as apples
grown and stored i Ontariv; while the
severity of the winter isalso to be con-
sidered.

STORING IN PITS OR MOUNDS.

The object of storing crops outside of
the barn or cellar is followed to a large
extent because the outside room costs
nothing and because it entails less work to
store a large ctop in that manner. But
there are times duting the winter whe
the ground is frozen to a depth of
or more, and it is then difficult to
the stored crops fot the tse of stock. The
object in pit storing ig also to keep the
roots at a temperature that avoids freez-
ing or too high a degree of warmth.
Cabbages are buried, the heads being cut
from the stalks or, the stalks remaining,
the roots up. Even apples are sometimes

buried.
CELLAR AND BIN WTORAGH.

Experitents made in Northern Tilinois,
where the tempbtatute is sometimes as
low as thirty degrees below zero, show
that all kinds of roots can be kept in bins
in the cellars if the roots are packed in
dry sand or earth, a plan which permits
of their use at any time. The injury to
all kinds of stored roots arises more from
the rapid thawing after they have become
frozen than from the effects of the cold
itself, for as long as roots are frozen they
will keep, and it has been demonstrated
that if they slowly thaw they will also
keep well. The sand or eatth i8 intended
to prevent sudden chaniges of tempetature.
In some sections, whete the temperature
does not gp below zero except occasionally,
cabbages are stored with the roots in the
ground and the heads oit, a covering of
leaves being given. The stalks throw off
a crop of early greens after the heads are
removed. It is not advisable to make
radical changes in storing roots; but this
is an excellent time to try experiments
with small lots; i order to determine
climatic effects in storing crops.

CURING PORK.

Following plan for curing pork has the
experience of ears to back its excellence :
The barrel in which ‘the pork if to be
pickled must be perfectly clean. Ifa bar-
rel is used for this a second time it must
be cleansed perfectly, for if a suspicion of
taint remains the meat will spoil. A
barrel which has held any kind of liquor
will not keep pork, but a molasses barrel
does nicely.

Cover the bottom of the barrel with

'salt. Put in a layer of pork, turning the

riands toward the side of the barrel,
and packing the pieces as closely as pos-
sible. Fill all spaces and cover the meat
with salt. Continue to pack in this way
until the cask is nearly full, using an
extra allowance of salt for the top. Fita
board to the top of the meat, and keep in
place with two or three clean stones.
Now fill the barrel with saturated brine,
and be assured that your side pork is well
packed. It is wise to watch the brine,
however, if the weather is warm, and if
it looks the least red or mouldy pour it
off, scald and skim it, and when cold
drain it into the barrel. If there is not
enough brine to cover the meat, put as
much salt into a pail of water as it will
dissolve, and drain it into a barrel.

Ham and Bacon.— Pack the meat in a
sweet clean cask,and cover with brine
made as follows: Take half as much
water as will cover the meat, and put in
all the salt it will dissolve ; add the other
half of the water required, with two
quarts of molasses and a quarter of a
pound of saltpetre for each hundred
pounds of meat. In six weeks the meat
will be ready for smoking. It should be
hung in the sinokehouse for a day or two
before the smoking begins, to dry off.
In dry weather a dark smokehouse is
necessary, to guard against flies. As soon
as the meat is sufficiently smoked, which
is largely a matter of taste, each piece
should be enveloped into a strong paper
bag fastened securely so no insect can get
through where it ig tied, and hung in a
dry place. Our last ham was cooked
early in July and was perfect.—S. A. L.,
in Country Gentleman.

WEED SEEDS IN MANURE.

There is a popular idea that rotting
manure in large heaps entirely destroys

Sosn; the vitality of weed seeds they may con-

contain. This as regards many fully
ripened seeds is a mistake. They are
very hard, and even when they pass
through stomachs of animals are scarcely
at all injured for vigorous germination,
Many weed seeds are distributed by birds,
the seeds passing through the gizzard
unbroken, and growing wherever the
bird casts its droppings. To suppose that
such seeds must be destroyed,by the heat
of a manure heap is plainly an error. In
the middle of the heap the heat may be
sufficient to destroy vitality of the germ ;
but on the outer edges and the larger
portion, if seed is made unable to grow it
is more apt to be by starting the germ
and then destroying it. In this way a
manure heap turned twice or more may
have most of its weed seeds destroyed if
care is taken at each turning to put the
outside of the previous heap in the center
of the new one.

A MIXTURE TO MAKE FOWLS
LAY WELL.

The following mixture is found by an
experienced breeder to be admirable for
supplying egg material and for producing
strong, healthy bodies: Three racks
(six bushels) wheat, two sacks of broken
corn, two sacks of oats and one bushel of
ground oyster shellg, one bushel of broken
charcoal, one gallon of sulphur and one-
half bushel of galt ; all of this thoroughly
mixed. Town raised chickens need some
meat, and this, boiled and chopped fine,
is given thein two or three times a week.
In the country where they can pick up
worms and catch insects in summer the
meat is not needed. So delicate and
nourighing food as an egg is well worth
all it costs. It is just as easy to have
hens laying at any seascn of the year as
to have cows give milk.— Montana

APPLE KEEPING.

Apples for winter use are almost uni«
versally gathered too late. I make it a
file to begii gathetitig as soon as the
geeds ate fitly coloted; and stich is the
practice in Rugsia: If dllowed to fipen on
the tree the fruit has a richer flavor, but
then it will not keep. But early picking
is not ‘all, nor half. As rapidly as pos-
sible after picking the fruit should (after
sorting) be carefully conveyed to a deep,
cool, well-yentilated cellar. By opening
the cellat windows during cold nights
and keeping them shut at all other times;
the temperature can be kept very low;
and the cellar should not be permanently
closed, so long as it is safe to do other-
wise, which is until water will slightly
freeze there. Cellars not under buildings
ate preferable, but these must be deep,
ceiled ovérhead and flooted above, the
intermediate space filled with sawdust,
moss, or some equally good non-conductor.
Over all should be a roofed storeroom,
with an air-lock stairway and passage
into the cellar, so that the fruit can be
taken out when desired in winter. TFol-
lowing this method a good many of the
fine late fall apples grow in our northern
tier of states, and in Canada, are easily
kept until the rush of such fruit is over,
and can then be sold at a good price, be-
fore the later winter apples afe fit for eat-
ing. Maine gfown Gravensteins can be
found in the Boston market far into
winter in perfect condition, and this
method ig capable of considerable expan-
sion wherever there is a fair amount of
real winter weather. Early picking, care-
ful handling, and a low and even temper-
ature are the essentials of success. Of
couirsé lofie but petrfect fruit should be
stored.— Orchaid and Gatrden:

REMOVING STONES FROM LAND.

The amount of labor that can be af-
forded in improving land is more a
question of ' cation and its value after
improvement than is often supposed.
Near a large city, land freed from stones
is valued highly for many uses, and the
stones themselves may often be sold for
more than the cost of getting them out
for foundations of buildings. Where the
stones ate not useful for some purpose it
makes dear land to dig them out or sink
and bury them if they are very nutnerous.
The farmer can do this if he is willing to
count his own labor little or nothing.
Not many fatmers ih these days are thus
willing, though it was common enough
when the country was newer. Yet there
is a satisfaction ih removing eyesores,
where excesgive labot is not required,
that makes it worth while to do the
work, even though the land sécured be
not worth what it cost. We recently saw
a farmer digging out a‘rock in the centre
of a large field. It probably cost him at
the rate of fully a thousand dollars an
acre for the space the stone occupied to
rid the field of the one nuisance that had
always disfigured it. Yet the farmer was
well satisfied, and he had reason to be.
The improvement was not alone in the
land reclaimed to use, but every acre in
the whole field was made more valuable
thereby. Thus the expense, though ap-
parently extravagant, was fully justified
by the good results gamed —American
Caltivator.

LINSEED FOR POULTRY.

Linseed meal is highly nitrogenous, but
contains a large proportion of the carbon-
aceous element also, and for that reason
should not be fed too heavily to hens
that are liable to become fat. It is an in-
vigorating food for hens that are moult-
ing or debilitated, and also for growing
stock. It promotes digestion, and assists
in forming new feathers when the old
feathers are becoming replaced by the
new. A gill of linseed meal three times 4
week to ten hens ig ample, as too much is
not beneficial. — Farm and Fireside:

SNAKES IN THEIR MOUTHS.

Horrible Orgies in Vogue Among Moqui
Indians,

George Wallace, one of the scouts at-
tached to Fort Wingate, N. M., coming
from the Moqui country; in the eastern
part of Arizona, where he had been to
gee to what extent the reports of trouble
among the Indians of the tribe are true,
gays the whole story is the result of
two things—indisposition of the In-
dians to have their children sent away
fiom the reservation and the annual
snake dance.

He was a witness of the rites of the
snake dance, and gives a most graphic
description of the orgies.

This annual festival of the ** Most Anci-
ent Order of Snakes” dates back to a per-
iod in remote antiquity. It is not a relig-
ious ceremoity; but i simply a public de-
monstration of a mystetious secret society
similar to the Masonic order in some te-
spects.

Wallace says that the participants were
composed of two bodies of men, 35 of
whom danced with the snakes, and a
smaller number who formed a chorus of
singing men.

These latter were the first to come upon
the scene, and were dressed in bright col-
ored eémbtoideted kilts, mashes anklets,
and with beautifully tanhed yellow fox
skins hanging down behind the body."

They bore small rattles in one hand,
while in the other was held a stick, to
which were fastened a couple of turkey
feathers. This stick, they claim, carries
the necessary protection of one’s life, and
lets the snakes’ tulelary god knows that
none of his progeny will be injured or
carried to remote lands,

These men made four ot five circuits of
the small plaza, and then took up a posi-
tion to the west side of it. In the centre
of the plaza was a cottonwood shed.

After they had arranged themselves
properly, in a state of extraordinary ex-
ultation, the snake men came marching
with tremendous energy, as though in-
spired to bound across the mese with a
gingle stride. This motion adds greatly
to the impressiveness of the serious scene,
and thrills the spectators to an excited
state of mind for the ensuing act.

These dancing men, like their prede-
cessors, made four circuits round a large
rock which stands in the centre of the
place. They then faced the chorus and a
song was gone through with.

After this cetemony the snake men
were divided into groups of three men
and one man from each three went into
the cotton wood shed and extracted a
snake from one of the logs, and, after put-
ting it in his mouth and fixing it there
with his teeth, he started on his round.

His companion with his hand around
his neck, kept the tail of the snake in
position with his left hand, while with
his right, in which he carried a stick
with two long feathers attached, he kept
the serpent from becoming entangled in
the hair of the dancer.

The snake, after being carried around
the circle, was thrown from the mouth
when the third member of the group
gathered it up and carried it for the rest

of the dance, occasionally, however, giv-

ing it to one of the spectators to hold
which they did in a very modest manner.

At times the serpents would try fo
make- their escape, and would make a
dash for liberty tbrough the crowds
which surrounded the dancers, and the
spectators would scatter in all directions
until the snakes were recaptured by the
dancers and carried back into the circle
and once more securely held.

The visits to the shed were continued
until about 150 snakes had been brought
from the enclosure, and all appeared to
be in excellent condition, judging from
the manner n which they had resisted
capture after they had been dropped from
the mouth.

Two or three instances were noticed of
large bull snakes, heingheld by the neck,
entwining their bodies around the legs of
the dancers. In one instance the snake
had so entwined himself around the per-
former that he was uuable to move for
fear of falling,

This ptredicament caused a great out-
burst of laughter, but it looked anything
but funny to the dancet.

Those who danced with the snakes not
unfréquently had thiee or four in the
mouth at the same time, which of all the
performance was the most repulsive.

To see these naked human beings going
around with the face completely hidden
behind a mask of twisting and squirming
snakes was enough to make the stoutest
hearted man shudder with disgust,yet the
other members of the -tribe greeted these
manifestations with applause.

The applause of the spectators urged
the dancers to greater feats, and as the
dance proceeded the performance became
most horrible to behold.

Some of the dancers would take two
large rattlers in the mouth at the same
time, and as they slowly swung around
the circle would chew ou the living snakes
until in tany instances the serpents
would fall to the ground completely bit-
ten in two, -

One dancer, who appeared. to be a
leader, had six snakes in his th at
one time, and the swinging ends &&e
reptiles made a gorgon appearance of his
head as he whirled around the outer edge
of the cirele.

This ceremony lasted two hours, and
when the dance was over the participants
were thoroughly exhausted. While, dur-
ing the dance, they had been upheld by
the ecstatic condition, the reaction was
terrible, and while there was no perman-
ent injury to the dancers, it took several
days for them to recuperate.

This time was spent in sleeping and
drinking a weak sort of broth made from
the dead snakes which had perished in
the ceremony. During the dance thereis
a peculiar lustre of the body and eyes
which would indicate that the performers
had been medicated and. prepared for the
ordeal through which they were about to
pass.

It was supposed by some that the rat-
tle snake had been rendered harmless by
the extraction of their fangs, but to show
that such was not the case a dog was
brought into the circle and was bitten by
asnake. Ina very short time the un-
fortunate animal was dead from the ef-
fects of the bite.

The battle of life has to be fought, and
is unavoidable ; but the weapon it has to
be fought with, the spirit which is to
guide the combatant, the object to be
fought for, and the kind of victory to be
won, these are all to a large extent with-
in the discretion of every individual sol-
dier.

A BRIGAND'S DEEDS.

Stories of His Own Villainy Related by a
Famous Turkish Bandit,

It was in the early days of his voluntary
gervitude that I first knew Stephani.
Though not in the first fight, he had a
well-merited reputation for steady,plodd-
ing ruffianism. A small man, with a hook
noee and a bright keen eye. He was a
very quiet man-—full of resources in diffi-
culties, full of camping dodges, and of
knowledge on many points on which we
were wholly ignorant. Full of quaint
superstitions. He wore an elikon in his
bosom, charms blessed by a priest on his
arms, blue beads on his horse’s frontal,
against the evil one, and a shred of rope
by which an old friend was hanged in his
pistol belt,and he would ever make a mo-
tion of expectorati%and murmur ;:—*“T—
th, T—th, Scortho ”{Romaic for garlic), to
avert all fortune when rash words had
been spoken.

At night, in our hut or around the camp
fire he would talk. He was full of anecdote,
of scenes he had witnessed, or vicissitudes
he had undergone, of horrors of which he
had taken part. He would give deprecatory
hints as to the fearful oaths—he never
divulged them—that linked the members
of a Klepht fraternity, and bound them
to fulfil their compact, be it what it might,
In default of ramson, he said,there was no
help for a prisoner—nothing could save
him. He had known fights,pitched battles,
among members of the band, many of
whom rebelled against the murder of some
poor wretch whose ransom did not come;
but always the decree had been carried
out.

He pointed out to us one day, as we rode
together down a mountain path, a deep
ravine, whose iron-stone wall ran sheer
down 150 feet besides the roadway, a
horrible place. “ Here,” he said, gloomily.
“ I executed a sentence. He was a Greek,
but Ryah (Turkish subject); we would
have let him go, but he had killed one of
us. His ransom was fixed at 200 Turkish
pounds. It never came. He was with us
for a month. We liked him. He nursed
me when I had a fever,and he was always
pleasant, but always anxious about his
ransom, knowing it would not come. A
last we named a day, and the governor of
Filibe sent troops after us. So we drew
lots and it fell on me. We rode along this
path, all of us—he and I together, side by
side, behind the rest. When we got here
I shot his horse in the head. It leaped
into the air. He gave one cry, ‘Ah, Step-
hani’” Then he went over.”

He told me another story one winter’s
night. They captured two children,
twins, seven years of age. A ransom of
400 Turkish pounds was asked for the
children, who meanwhile were well cared
for. At length came a heartrending letter
from the unhappy father, saying that he
had sold all he had in the world
and borrowed all he could obtain, and
even then all he was able to offer was 220
pounds.

Ultimately he received word to pay
what he could, and his children, he was
told, would be found at the head of the
valley, two miles from his house. When
he got there, one child, in new clothes,
clean, healthy, and happy, ran to meet
him. Her sister, she said was close by,
“with the man.” She led him to the
place— she had but then lefi it. There
sat the little girl alone on a ledge of rock.
She, too, was dreesed in new clothes ; she
had an eikon round her neck and held a
boquet in her lap. But her throat was
cut from ear to ear and she was already
dead.

DISCOVERED BY ACCIDENT.

How Mr. Rogers Revolutionized the
Paper-Making Industry.

One of the most important discoveries
in the manufacture of paper was the re-
sult of a common accident: Old paper
manufacturers will recall the excitement
that prevailed in the business abont 1852,
when it was learned that a process had
been found for utilizing newspapers and
books as paper stock. Up to that period
it had been impracticable to use old books
and papers as stock, no way having been
devised for the elimination of printer’s
ink. The history of the process by which
this waste of old paper was prevented is
soon to be given to the publie by the dis-
coverer, who is now an old man of prom-
inence in the town of Manchester, Conn.

Henry E. Rogers, to whom belongs the
credit of the discovery, is a born paper
manufacturer. As a boy he worked in a
paper mill owned by his father, one of his
tasks being to sort out the colored paper
that happened to be found’ with the
regular stock. The idea oceatrred to him
that if he could find a pooem for remov-
ing the colors, enabling all the stock to
be used in the mill ag’it was received
from the dealers, his forfune would be
made without trouble. -But it was mnot
until years afterward that he discovered
the first clue leading to the execution of
his scheme.

Mr. Rogers was a Methodist, and loved
singing as the most inviting of pastimes.
One evening, while enjoying his favorite
recreation, a hymn book fell into his
hands on one of the covers of which were
a number of discolorations that attracted
his attention. The original blue of the
cover had been removed in spots, leaving
the paper perfectly white. He com-
menced tracing back the book to the
publishers in Boston, believing that
somewhere along the way he would dis-
cover the reason for the spots, which
seemed to hold the key to the discovery
which had been the dream of his life.
Two years had been spent in the search,
when one morning Mr. Rogers found him-
gelf in a Boston publishing house with
the hymn book in his hands. Only one
or two apprentices were in the rooms. In
answer to his inquiry one of them in-
formed him that there was a pile of books
in the building exactly like the one he
had in his bhands, and Mr. Rogers was
permitted to select one of the defective
books, for which he paid a quarter of a
dollar.

Mr. Rogers commenced a series of ex-
periments with colored papers that proved
perfectly satisfactory, demonstrating that
the process had been ascertained by which
colored papers could be used in the manu-
facture of a white product. While en-
gaged in making his tests, he accidentally
found that printer’s ink was as easily re-
moved as the colors. This method was
so simple that its committal to the patent
office in Washington would have defeated
the protection which he desired. He
was compelled to trust to the loyalty. of
one or two employes, sharing the secret
with them so far as it was necessary in
carrying on his work. The selection of
assistants was so skillful that he retained
the monopoly of the process for ten years,
completely revolutionizing the paper in-
dustry.

When it became known that discarded
newspapers and books could be utilized,
the whole of Connecticut was ransacked
by purchasers. Thousands of old books
were sold for paper stock, many of which
would be invaluable with collectors at
present. A part of the original charter of
the Connecticut colony was found in the
streets of this city, having dropped from
a load of paper stock that was on its way
through the town. It was not an uncom-
mon thing to find volumes published any-
where through the seventeenth century,
while publications of great interest issued
in the sixteenth could be found in the
stock that accumulated at Rogers’ mills.
Mr. Rogers now has a Bible of consider-
able antiquity in his possession which
was rescued from a lot of old paper that
had been bought at half a cent a pound.
Toward the last of the ten yearsin
which Mr. Rogers kept his secret from
other paper manufacturers the trust which
he had reposed in men closely identified
with his work was betrayed, and the
great secret which had netted him fortune
and distinction began to leak out. When
it is stated that potash was at the foun-
dation of the process, it will seem a
marvel that the secret could have been
kept even for a year,

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A SERIOUS DISAPPOINTMENT.

The members of the dominion cabinet
appeared in force at a political meeting in
Perth, Ont., on the 19th inst. Eight col-
leagues of Mr. Haggart, the P. M. G., were
present on the occasion to testify to the
esteem in which they still hold that
gentleman, notwithstanding the unsav-
oury circumstances developed before the
committee on public accounts in connec-
tion with that minister. It will be re-
membered that the fact was brought to
light that young women were in the

~ regular pay
ment whose attendance and services
in the office had not been insisted upon:
and a very strong suspicion, at least, was
aroused that grossly immoral practices
were prevailing in the department.
Scandals of this description had been rife
for a long time at Ottawa and were in-
tensifying in connection with the PM G.,
Mr. Haggart. To the surprise of every-
body who hoped to see their injurious
suspicions completely demolished, the
postmaster general did not make any
statement before the committee, either
under oath or otherwise, and although he
knew how intensely anxious respectable
people were that the decency of the
department should be vindicated, he said
nothing. In his Perth speech, when
asked by some person why he had not
defended himself before the committee,
he assigned as areason that-it would have
been dishonorable on his part to have put
parties in. the witness box to deny mere
insinuations. Such is the explanation and,
in our opinion it is wholly insufficient.
It is not as if the charge had been simply
boodling, possibly in such a case very
suspicious circumstances falling short of
actual proof might not—though we
think otherwise — make it the duty of a
minister of the crown to remove the
shadow of suspicion, but this was no mere
suspicion of boodling alone. It touched
and touches the moral conscience to an
extent which boodling, vile as it is, does
not do. Mr. Haggart wounds the honor
of the people of Canada when he demands
that actual proof of guilt such as would be
required to convict a criminal should be
forthcoming before he isto be called upon
to answer. It ought to be possible
for Mr. Abbott when he takes the work
of :reconstruction seriously in hand to

. substitute some person for the present
postmaster general, who has at all events,
a good moral character.

The meeting at Perth was disappointing
in other respects. As the first appear-
ance of leading ministers on the platform
since Sir John’s death, it was to be ex-
pected that the government policy on the
trade and tariff questions would have
been announced by the new premier.
He, however, was not present, and the
announcement, such as it was, came from
Sir John Thompson. He had, however,
nothing new to tell us,no proposal by
which to mitigate the grave conditions
under which the people of this province

are now suffering. From a party which
has professed its ability to make the

country prosperous by act of parliament,
is it not significant that we are offered no
word of comfort, no hope, nothing to look
forward to but as he told us the old policy.
# We stand true,” says Sir John Thomp-
son, “ to the principles announced before
the last general election.” No doubt; be-
cause they are free to do nothing better.
“We aiye in favor,” he continued, “ofa

# fair measure of reciprocity.” What this fair
measnre may be, we know depends upon
the magiates of the red parlor, and such a
treaty as will be acceptable to them will
not suit the government or people of the
United States. We know whereof we
speak in this province, and we need a
change. With our population stationery,
our trade depressed, our markets closed,
it will not longer suffice to waive the old
flag and tell us “that we stand true to
the old policy.”

Mr. Foster devoted his attention at
Perth chiefly to abusing Mr. Laurier
charging him with conspiring with Mr.
Mercier and selling himself, his party and
the country by an agreement that if
Mercier would put him in power he
would impose another two millions by
increasing the provincial subsidies upon
the shoulders of the already over-
burdened taxpayer. ILet us first deal
with the attack upon Mr. Mercier and
then we will have a word to say about
the overburdened taxpayer. Mr. Lau-
rier’s crime, which has drawn upon him
the condemnation of this virtuous man,
consists in having given his approval
generally to the proposals of the Quebec
conference of provincial premiers and
delegates in 1887; among them was one
claiming an increase in provincial sub-
sidies. To this, as others, the govern-
ments and legislatures of Ontario, Quebec,
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Mani-
toba have given their almost unanimous
assent. Mr. Mowatt is not commonly re-
garded as a conspirator against his
country and would not compare unfavorab-
ly with Mr. Foster even in the opinion of
Foster’s friends, and Mr. Mowatt deems
it only just to the provinces that the sub-
sidies should be re-adjusted and increased.
No one can doubt that New Brunswick
should have an increase when the ever
increasing démands upon her treasury for
schools, public works, asylum mainten-
ance and other charges are considered,
Foster should be the last man to de-
nounce a friend of provincial rights as a
congpirator and traitor because he is a
friend. The truth is, the liberal party
.sympathises with the needs of the prov-
inces, and are staunch advocates of provin-
cial autonomy and a change of government
at this time would, among countless other
advantages, bring to the control of the
central administration a juster spirit of
fair play towards the provincial govern-
ments and legislatures and a broader
recognition ot their status.

This criminal acquiescence of Mr.
Laurier in the tritorous designs of Messrs.
Mowatt, Mercier, Fielding, Blair and
Norquay and their respective cabinets,
conservative and liberal, will add, we are
told, by the minister of finance to the
burdens of the already overburdened
taxpayer.- When, foresooth, did Mr.
Foster make this discovery, and how long
has it been since he awoke to the know-
ledge of our overburdened -condition.
The liberal leaders have been of that
opinion, and have been so declaring all
the recent years while these millions
were being added to the people’s burdens
by the minister with a light heart.
Then the present and the future were
painted in roseate colors. Why, the
taxes in Canada was a mere flea bite. So
late as February, in the city hall we were
confidently assured by the minister that
all was well, and from every platform a
comparison was made between the fright-
ful per capita rate of taxation in other

as clerks in the depart-

countries and the trivial rate we were
called upon to bear. And now an ad-
mission of the truth comes at last; the
cold naked fact is acknowledged that the
taxation of the dominion has been im-
properly and needlessly increased and
that ours are overburdened taxpayers.
The question arises why are we over-
burdened with taxes, and who did it?
Mr. Foster speaks his own and his party’s
condemnation when he acknowledges
this truth, nor does it help him- to say
that the provinces are demanding in-
creased subsidies and the liberal party
will give them. The provincial govern-
ments have seen the taxation grow from
$11,000,000, which was the amount when
their proportion was adjusted for provin-
cial purposes, to $35,000,000, and in the
interest of local works and services
they not unreasonably demand a larger
share of the general revenue for the peo-
ple. If distributed in this way we would
get our fair proportion; as it is we see
but little in comparison with other parts
of Canada.

CHEESE MAKING.

We observe with great satisfaction that
our people in several sections of the
country are taking up the idea of estab-
lishing cheese factories with much spirit.
Stanley, Millville and Harvey are among
those moving in the matter. Both the
dominion and provincial governments are
stimulating the industry ; the former has
engaged Mr. Robertson, a very prominent
and successful dairyman from Ontario,
and an expert in the business, to visit the
country districts and instruct the peo-
ple so as to arouse an interest in the dairy
industry. The provincial government, on
the other hand, is supplementing this
good work by offering a bonus to any as-
sociation which may bé organized for the
manufacture of either butter or cheese.
In addition to the bonus the govern-
ment recently had an act passed to
facilitate the incorporation of these as-
sociations without expense. Mr. Robert-
son has addressed meetings in many
sections of the province, and at these
meetings a large amount of valuable in-
formation has been imparted. Asa prac-
tical man he has been able to judge as to
the localities best adapted for setting up
these factories, and we would have no
hesitation in accepting his opinion
upon the subject as of the highest value.
We believe ‘he recommends our farmers
to take up cheese rather than butter
making at present, and hasno doubt but
that in Stanley, Harvey, Millville and
Kingsclear they could be made a success.
We cannot too strongly urge upon the
readers of THE HERALD in the country dis-
tricts the incalculable advantage of lending
their countenance and aid to these enter-
prises when promoted in their localities.
The impetus now being giyen the move-
ment should be taken advaatageof without
fail. Ontario, which is not more favorably
situated than our own province for cheese
manufacture, has made immense strides
in the business. The cheese export is in
the neighborhood of eleven millions of
dollars in value per year; and if Ontario
may realize this from her cheese product,
there is no good reason why this province
should not, in course of time, do relatively
as well. We think the associations now
being formed in the county, for cheese
manufacture, will be assisted in every
way by the government, and we under-
stand Mr. Inches, of the department of
agriculture, is ready to supply, under in-
structions from the executive, designs for
building plans, etc., description of the
plant required and necessary informa-
tion as to what is needed by the : pro-
moters to start a factory.

A FORTUNATE CIRCUMSTANCE.

It is a very fortunate circumstance that
the cornice in the supreme court room fell
just when it did. The incident directed
the attention of the chief commissioner
of public works to the condition of the
ceilings generally throughout the legisla-
tive building, and having had a careful
inspection made, he has ascertained that
almost every room in the building is in
a dangerousstate. It was found that much
of the heavy cornicing in the law library
and assembly chamber was ready to fall
at the slightest touch. Not a single one
of the precautions invariably taken to
make stucco work secure, had been
adopted in this building, and the wonder
is that a fatal accident has not occurred
before this. The persons charged with
the supervision of this building during
construction, were certainly culpably
negligent. The contractors, it is believed,
would also have been liable to indictment
criminally, if any lives had been lost
through their bad workmanship. Happily
every thing will now be done necessary
for the public protection and security, but
not without a very heavy expense. It is
really a public scandal that a compar-
atively new and expensive structure like
the legislative building should require so
much repairing. The roof has been leak-
ing badly and has had to be renewed;
the freestone with which the wall was
faced is of such a thin veneer that it
threatens to fall out in many places; the
walls have been sinking and cracking
throughout the halls and chambers; the
woodwork has shrunk in all directions
and not long since the granite steps which
had to be removed, were found to have
been put in place absolutely without any
support. It is no wonder that the cost of
maintaining the public buildings has been
considerable and unfortunately is not
likely to grow any less. Those who may
wish to see by comparison how a public
building ought to be constructed, would
do well to take a careful look at the new
departmental offices built by the present
government.

A GROSS LIBEL.

The statement admitted in the London
Times of the 30th ult., from its Ottawa
correspondent in the course of a reference
to the present political crisis in Canada:
“ that the only element of disturbance is
the Irish American league principally sup-
ported by American money to force upon
the country the cry of ‘ universal recipro-
city with discrimination against Great
Brition’” and “that this phrase is used
by the disloyal party to conceal their real
meaning which is annexation,is one of the
grosses libels ever published by the tory
English press against the liberal party of
Canada. The Times has the reputation
of being profoundly ignorant respecting
Canadian and American questions, but
ignorance does not excuse its publication
of such a slanderous charge. The people
of the dominion ought to be as free as
the English people themselves, to regu-
late their trade policy according to what
they consider their own interest. Great
Britain does not deviate a hairs breadth
from the course she believes to be dictat-
ed by her own interest in order to favor
her colonies and her self governing col-
onies ought to be as much atliberty as her-
selfto study their own interest. Discrimin-
ation against the mother country is not in-
volved in the liberal policy, it is at most
only an incident of reciprocal trade with
our neighbors and is as much an incident
of limited as of unrestricted reciprocity.
The people of Canada are becoming
weary of the charge that they are “ traitors
to the crown” when their only crime is an
endeavor to obtain access for their pro-
ducts to the nearest and most profitable

market.

WORSE THAN HUMBUG.

Would it not be well for the Sun to
clear its own skirts before presuming to
sit in judgment upon the integrity of
other people. The late lamented Anna-
nias would not have been more out of
place in preaching against lying than the
Sun in reflecting upon the honesty of our
public men, nor would a lecture from
Henry the 8th on the sanctity of the mar-
riage relation have been much more in-
congruous. There is an old adage which
says that one person may steal a horse
while another may not look over a hedge.
The Sun has been stealing a horse and
would dub every man a born thief who
even glances in the direction of a paddock.
We think honest dealing should mark
the conduct of a censor of public or pri-
vate morals, and that the Sun is able to-

gcorn is due to dubious practices. The
facts are these: The Sun newspaper
grossly slandered Judge Steadman, an
honest judge and a worthy citizen. Fail-
ing to obtain a retraction of the slander
the judge put his case before a jury and
they found the Sun guilty of publishing
a malicious libel awarding against them
$2,500 damages. To escape the conse-
quences of its wrong-doing and evade pay-
ing the penalty the Sun resorts to the
dodge of getting itself sold out at sneriff’s
sale, and for the purpose, confessed a
judgment to one of its stockhelders. Its
stock and plant is bid in by the friendly
creditor; the publication of the - paper
goes on as before, and forthwith the Sun
applies for a new charter of incorporation,
80 that the same old plant may print the
same old paper in the same old interest,
under the control of the same old parties
but in its new form, may be absolutely
freed from the penalties which law and
justice declare it had incurred. Let the
Sun newspaper hold its peace and let it
hang its head in shame. If its standards
of right and wrong were those by which
our public men regulated their duty to
the state and discharged their public
trust, we might well despair of our
country. Happily the men whom it
serves the purpose of the Sun directors to
malign, have a different conception of the
obligations of honor and duty.

Valued at $50,000,

The will of the late senator Wm. H.
O’Dell was admitted to probate on Saturday,
and letters of administration cumtesta-
mento annexed granted to Mrs. O'Dell and
capt. Wm. H. O'Dell. Messrs. Black,
Jordan & Bliss are proctors. The estate is
entered at $20,000 real, and $30,000 personal.
The senator bequeaths to his son William
Henry O'Dell, eight shares of the bank of
New Brunswick in the city of St. John,
being the balance of stock remaining in his
name; also one share of the bank of
Montreal in the city of Montreal, together
with ten additional shares of the said bank
of Montreal held by him in his name for
his said son ; he also bequeaths to his son
the homestead, and a portion of the real
estate surrounding it, together with all the
houses, buildings, furniture and implements
belonging thereto.

To his three daughters, Ella Worthington
O'Dell, Fanny Elizabeth O'Dell and Mary
Kearney O'Dell, he bequeaths, to be divided
equally, nine shares of the bank of Mon-
treal in Montreal ; six shares of the bank of
Nova Scotia in Halifax ; six shares of the
city of St. John gas light company ; six
bonds of the province of New Brunswick,
$500 each, 6 per cent, issue of 1875. In ad-
dition to this he bequeaths to his said three
daughters eighteen shares of $50 each of the
Canadian bank of Commerce of Toronto,
together with a city of St. John market
bond of $1,000, six per cent.

He dictates towards the relief of his niece
Helen Thompson, the sum of $200; a like
sum for the relief of her two children,
Helen Thompson and Julia Thompson, or
the survivors of them, to be applied by his
executors in such manner as may be con-
sidered most beneficial to honor them if
surviving him.

He bequeaths to his wife, Elizabeth Ann

in two equal instalments of $100 each, the
said amount being so payable to him as
trustee of her mother’s estate.

Board of Trade Meeting,

At a meeting of the council of the board
of trade Thursday evening a communica-
tion from the Quebec board relating to the
Canadian Atlantic mail service with a copy
of memorial forwarded by that body to the
dominion government, was submitted and
favorably discussed. The memorial urges
the necessity of establishing this service at
once to a Canadian pori and suggested by g
slight increase of subsidy it might be possi-
ble to secure a line of four steamers instead
of five,which would suffice for a weekly line
provided the steamers did not run further
than Quebec in summer and Halifax or St.
John in winter. The communication was
favorably received and action deferred till
the next meeting for further consideration.

The question of a better river service be-
tween this city and Woodstock was also
discussed, resulting in a resolution appoint-
ing J. 8. Neill, W. Lemont aud the secre-
tary as a committee to make inquiries con-
cerning the cost of a new steamer of light
draft more suitable for this purpose.

J. M. Wiley, J. J. Weddall and A. G.
Edgecombe were also appointed a commit-
tee to interview the government in regard
to continuiug the subsidy now paid for this
service to the proposed new vessel.

The board adjourned till Dec. 10th, when
these committees are expected to make
preliminary reports.

An Elopement Spoiled.

The Chatham World says: Kate McMil-
lan, a pretty gipsy girl of St. John, about
sixteen, and George Williams, a gypsy ped-
lar, arrived here by the accommodation
train Thursday afternoon and took a room
at a boarding house. That evening in
obedience to a telegraphic request from the
St. John, chief of police, officer Gillis
hunted up the couple and took the girl
from the arms of her beloved to the lockup.
Next day, in obedience to another despatch,
Williams was arrested and taken to the
lockup also. After the girl’s parents missed
her they informed the police, who ascer-
tained that she and Williams had walked to
Coldbrook and taken the train, and tele-
graphic enquires led to the information
that they werein Chatham. The girl says
she has only known Williams about four
months, She wept very much in the
odoriterous cell, and no doubt repented her
folly. Williams is a married man, and his
arrest is on the charge of abduction.

The couple were taken to St. John and on
examination the prisoner pleaded guilty
and was sent up for trial.

THE TELEGU MISSION. -

Address of Rev. Mr. Archibald at Gibson
Last Sabbath Evening.

The Rev. J. E. Archibald, returned mis-
sionary from Telegu, India, occupied the
pulpit of the Baptist church, Gibson, on
Sunday night last, and delivered an .address
on ntission work in that section of the field.

He said he had to retire from the labor of
a missionary owing to ill health and over-
work, and was now endeavoring to do what
he could to interest his hearers as to the
needs of the heathen. He located the field
specially occupied by the Baptists in India.
He said it would be a disgrace to a denom-
ination if they were able and did not havea
foreign mission somewhere. The Baptists
have supported this mission for sixteen
years. He gave a short description of the
physical features of India, specially the great
rivers, Ganges, Gaudavery, Krisbna and
Indus, the Himmalayah and Gants moun-
tains. In few words he spoke of the great
cities of Calcutta, Madras and Bombay.
Speaking of the Himmalayah, he portrayed
the work of God as displayed in this mighty
mountain chain. He had remained for a
few days on a peak 7,500 feet high, and had
taken a view of the country from one 9,000
feet up. The highest peak is five and one-
half miles above sea level.

The country, he said, is divided into presi-
dencies, three of them each having a lieu-
tenant governor, appointed by the Queen,
and each presidency is sub-divided into
districts. Each district is governed by an
English magistrate, called the collector, the
term being taken from his duties which
were originally collecting revenues.
departments of government have an Eng-
lish'-officer at its head while the clerks gen-
erally are natives. The grand general
management of government affairs -is ‘one
great cause of success of British rule in
India. It is often, he said, a question of

words that 286,000,000 natives 'should -be’

ruled by the few British present, but, re-
member, he said, these have the support of
the whole British empire.

The people are becoming more loyal each
year. One greatsecret of thisis the general
belief and trust in British justice. In their
litigation the Hindoos would in all cases
prefer to be tried by a British magistrate
than one of their own, as the latter is open
to bribes, Anothersecret is that of pension-
ing the native soldiers. Pensions are graded
according to {ime of'service, ten, fifteen and
twenty years being the periods. Not only
are the soldiers thus treated but natives in
the civil service as well. When there is
talk of Russia entering their country and
driving out the British, their loyalty is at
once apparent, yet, it is only their fear that
should there be a change of masters their
pensions would be done away with.

The British government, however, said
the missionary, though doing well for the
country and people are not doing all that it
can and should. It fosters the sale of in-
toxicating drinks. But a few years since it
was an unusual thing to see a native under
the influence of liquor, but now it is, alas
too common ; there are hundreds of thou-
sands who are drunkards. The same way
he said of opium. The war with China was
not all there was to it ; it is farmed out and
its license brings in a large revenue. The
lecturer related a case of one wealthy native
who paid $160,000 for the privilege of con-
trolling the sale of this drug in a certain
district. He licenses it out in smaller
districts and then made a large profit and a
number of miserable opium slaves. Itis a
struggle between these licensed venders and
the missionaries. Another drawback tothe
spread of Christianity is found in the ex-
ample set by the immoral lives of many
British. They say they are away from
home and can do as they please, but these
are held up to rebut the testimony of the
missionaries. The natives say, “You
Christians do thus and so,” and point to
certain well known characters to sustain
their arguments.

The greatest obstacle, however, is that of
caste. The people are divided into many
classes. Thereare four great castes — priest,
merchant, warrior and laborer.. These have
many sub-divisions, That of priest has
2,000 sub-divisions, warrior, 900 divisions,
laborers, 3,000. A native of one caste will
not eat with another of a different caste, he
would be defiled, and henceforth an out-
cast. This is one reason why India can not
govern itself and is being ruled by the
British. They say your religion is good
and true and we know that there is no sal-
vation through our gods, but if we join you
Christians we lose caste and will be regarded
as an offscouring of the earth. After a
native is baptized, he is burned in effigy,
funeral ceremonies take place, and he is
treated as though really dead. He may re-
gain caste by payinga heavy fine, having
his tongue burned with a spoon and drink-
ing a certain decoction, but there are very
few who go back.

He then told of the special progress at
Chickagoo and of the work of the mission-
ary there. A day’s duties were told, and it
appears from the description that the life
of a missionary is far from pleasant. He
described the jinricksha and the bullock
bandy, the wages paid to the coolies, who
work as pack horses and the many interest-
ing details of a life in the far east. One in-
teresting part of his address was the singing
of a hymn in the Telegu language. It was
of course more interesting for its novelty
than for any knowledge it imparted to the
hearers. :

The church was packed and the music by
the choir specially good.

Court News.

The trial between Hale and Murchie
against Hilyard Bros., began at Fredericton
and taken to the Woodstock circuit, where
it has occupied the attention of that court
for the past two weeks, was brought to a
finish on Thursday. A verdict was found
for the plaintiffs for $1,300.

The application of Mr. Pugsley in the
case of the bank of Montreal vs. Parks, that
the plaintiffs be adjudged guilty of con-
tempt for issuing their notices calling upon
Parks's debtors to pay their claims to the
bank instead of the receiver, was taken up
before the chief justice Monday night. The
solicitor general, on behalf 6f William
Parks & Son (Limited) made application to
have the hearing postponed to give time to
have the receiver represented, he being at
present in New York on business. Messrs,
Barker and Weldon opposed the applica-
tion. The chief justice decided to take time
_to consider whether he had power (o order
the receiver to be present, and stated that
judgment will be given as soon as possible.
