aoteristic always sto d ou*, which
separa‘ed them immeasurubly one
from the oiher.

We never should find two people
with exac\ly the same taste; we
might find two men who sgreed on
some partioulsr point, but maoy, al-
most all men, would be found to
differ strongly on others, If the
face was supposed to be the mirror
of the mind, or the index of what it
contained, then we need not woador
that as to eharacter men strangely
differ, The same rule held good of
every pbase‘of nature, We. should
not find two leaves or flowers alike,
00 two grains of sard on the sea-
shore, if examined, would be found
exaotly similar. All this was wore
derful proof of the rescurces and fer-
tility ot the mind of God.

This was not 8o with regard to
human creations. With regard to
these, the rule seemed to be similar-
ity, oot divesity., An artist had an
ides, it might be a scene or a figare,
and traces of that idea were notice-
able in all his work. It might be a
face, and the artist would reprodace
it again and again almost unconseci-
ously.

Toe prayer
of the publican was humble ; he was
penitent and ocontrite. Note the
ocnolusion. The publican went
down to his house jastified, but the
baoghty Pharisee weat down to his
bouse and was, not jastified. The
word jastifiad msant that grace and
torgiveness had been poured into the
beart of the publican, and he went
home with bis sins forgiven him,
while the Pharisee went home with
bis unforgiven, for his prayer had
never reached the throne of God.
There was a good and wholesome
lesson in that familiar yet simple
parable, We were living amongst a
Cbristian people, and yet there wera
Christian Pharisees amongst us.
There were those who cams to
chureh ostensibly to pray, but who
in reality devoted a great deal of
time to making a mental inventory
of the faulis and failings of those
about them., There were publicans
who csme to church to pray, and
who, with beads in their hand, stood
afar cff, and called upon God to have

Chinese Catholics in
Montreal.

A remarkably impressive funeral
took place the other day in Montreal,
Canada. It was that of a young
Chivaman twenty years of 2ge, who
died of typhoid fever, after an illness
of four days, in the Hospital of Ntre
Dame.

His remains were followed to the
grave in the Oatholic cemetery by
sixty Ohinamen, relatives and friends
What made it the more remarkable
was that this is the first time a
Oainese bas been buried in a Qatholic
cemetery in Canada. The young
fellow was baptizzd by the Rev
Murtin Callaghan, of St. Patrick’s
Church, about two months ago, and
the funeral services were conducted
by Father OCallaghan and Father
Horasby, 8. J., who bas lately arrived
from China to take charge of the
Catholic Chinamen iu Montreal.

The procession of Chinamen on
their way to the cemetary attracted
mach attention. The service was
c¢o)nducted entirely in accordance
with the customs of the Catholic
Church, with none of the rites
peculiar to the Chinese. The first
clod of earth was throwa upon the
¢coffin by Father OAllzg‘nu. Father
Harnsby then threw in a handful of
earth, and was followed by the four
cousins of the deceased, who did the
same.

R. L. BorDEN, Esq.. Leader of
the Conservative party, addressed
a very large and enthusiastic
meeting in St. John, N. B, on
Thursday evening last. The bril-
liant leader was accorded a splen-
did "reception, and for two hours
dealt in a masterly manner with
the great public questions of the
day. He showed up the weakness
and injustice of the GoVvernment
in their truckling to the Grand
Trunk Pacific Company in the
matter of the Transcontinental
Railway, which robbed the people
of Canada of so many millions of
dollars. The Government’s injus-
tice in the matter of the Auditor
General’s office and numerous
other short-comings were dealt
with most effectually to the de-
light of the large and intelligent
audience. Excellent speeches ware
also made by J. D. Hazen, Esq.,
who presided, and by Dr. Daniel,
who so valiently won his election
in St. John last winter, and by
Hon. George E. Foster, whose bril-
liant oratory delighted his many
friends in St. John. It was a
great meeting.

THE position of the Ross Gov-
ernment is a subject of the deepest
interest in Ontario politics at the
present time. At the Jast ses-
sion of the Legislature the Gov-
ernment had a majority of four
including the speaker. The par-
ties stood: 51 Liberals and 47
Conservatives. The elections of
five Liberals and three Conserva-
tives were protested and the trials
were set down for an early date,
But Premier Ross decided not to
go on with the trials just then,
but summoned the Legislature
earlier than usual, so as to have
the house meet the day before that
set down for the hearing of the
first case. As these cases could
not be tried during the session,
this move of the Premier’s shut
them off for a time. Time passed,

" but the trials began at last. The
first case tried was that of John
Brown, Liberal member for North
Perth. Two hundred witnesses
had been summoned; but after
hearing two men, who swore to
the receipt of money for the pur-
chase of Liberal votes, Mr. John
Brown, the Liberal member, was
unseated and the election declared
void. This reduces the Govern-
ment’s majority to two, with the
speaker in the chair. The second
protest tried was that against Ma-
haffy, Conservative member for
Muskoka. It came up for hearing
at Bracebridge on the 8th. After
examining several witnesses, the
protest was dismissed and Mahaffy
was confirmed in bis seat. This
leaves four petitions against Lib-
erals and two against Conserva-
tives yet to be tried, and they were
set down for trial as follows: The
petitions against the members for
Sault Ste. Marie and North Grey,
both Liherals, were to be tried
yesterday; the next two, one a
Liberaland one a Conservative, are
to come oft on the 20th inst., and’
the last pair a week later. It is
quite possible.that when the trials
are over thé Ross Government may
not have a majority. The unseat-
ed Liberal member, Brown, had a
majority of 206 at the last elec-
tion.

RuMor was rife on Monday
that the Dominion Parliament
was to be immediately dissolved
and the Federal elections were to
be brought on forthwith. A
meeting of the Cabinet was called
for Tuesday, and the_ political
dogs of war were expected to be
released. The - Cabinet met yes-
terday ; but the news, so far
ascertained is less like eleetions
than that of Monday. An Ottawa
despatch  intimates: that no
announcement of dissolution is
likely to be made until October.
The reason given for this state-
ment is the necessity of the
Premier consulting with the
Governor-General before announc.
ing the dissolution. The Governor-
General is absent and is not ex-
pected to return to the Capital
till the end of the present month,
or the beginning of October
This may or may mnot be the
case ; or the rumors first circulat-

ed may not have had any found-
ation in fact. The Government
may have first thought of bring-
ing on the elections, and weaken-
ed at the eleventh hour. It
looked as much like elections last
year as it has at any time since
the end of the last session; still
the Government turned a sharp
conrer and put of the eventful
day. No one can conjecture with
any degree of certainty what
the Government are liable to do
in the matter of calling the
elections.

Slid Smoothly Down
the Ways.

(Providerce Journal Sept. 1st.)

The mnew ' four-masted schooner
Charles E. Wilbur, named after a well-
known restaurant proprietor of this
city, and in which Providence capital
is largely interested, was successfully
launched at the shipyard of M. B. Mc-
Donald & Son at Mystic, Conn., shortly
after noon yesterday. The christening
ceremony was performed by Mr.
Wilbur's danghter Miss Ethel \\(gy
Wilbur, and the laonching was
witnessed by a large crowd, several of
the part owners and a party of guests
being on the schooner’s deck as she
went into the water. The event waa
smooth and successful in every parti-
calar, and although the schooner swung
off a little too far to the southeast after
taking the water and grounded on the
flats nothing was thought of this, as
she rested gently on an even keel on a
soft mud bottom and not the slightest
dainage was inflicted. Both the owners
of the craft that were present and the
management of the shipyard were
highly pleased at the success of the
event and said thsat the launching was
an extremely satisfactory one In every
respect. \

The spectators were also highly
pleased, and, as usual, the launching
was more or less of a gala event for
Mystic.

No better day for giviog & new boat
her maiden dip in the water could have
been desited. The brightsunshine and
warm sir made the conditions very en-
joyable for the launching party, and
the climate sarroundings were in
strong contrast to the day when the
Quinebaug was launched at the same
yard last November. The sponsar of
the craft and the other members of the
launching party from this city left here
on the 9.156 o'clock train yesterday
morning, arriviog at Mystic shortly
after, otbers from various points joining
them there. The new schooner wat
decked out in gay styls for ber brief
trip into the water. The big masts had
not been stepped as yet, but two long
poles had been temporarily erected and
secarely guyed, and over the tops of
these from stem to stern -was a long
line of flags and pennants of various
kinds, a national ensign floating over
the stern and the long name pennant
of the craft floating out lazily over the
after deck. =The underbody had
received its paint up to the water line,
but the topsides had recsived only a
priming coat. The name of the vessel
appeared on both sides of the bow rails
and the gilded name plates were also
in position on each quarter.

The members of the launching party
ascended to the deck of the schooner as
soon as they arrived, and after walking
about and inspecting things forward
and aft they sat around and chatted
sociably while waiting for the shipyard
people to get the final details in
readiness for the slide into the water.
Twelve o’clock was the bour set for the
event, and shortly before this Mr.
Wilbur and his daughter, with the
christening bottle of wine in her hand,
and her sister, Miss Carrie Wilbar, and
Capt. C. A. Davis, the managiog owner
of the fleet, went forward to the ex-
treme bow to be ready when the craft
should start to move. A large part of
tho other guests also went forward and
the space around the windlass became
too crowded for the convenience of the
workmen. The windlass had to be left
clear for action, and as there was some
difficulty in getting the ‘““snub” lines
and other appliances about the bow ar-
ranged satisfactorily it was thounght
best, in view of the possibility of some-
thing giving way, for everyone, even
including the sponsor of the craft, to
got aft and out of the way. Thus it
came to pass that the Charlss E,
Wilbur was christened-in a fastion
that has been unususl, the bottle of
wine being broken over the starboard
guarter instead of on the bow.

No one seemed to think that this
departure from the ordinary procedare
would bring ill lack, and some en-
thusiastically declared that it ought to
gtve the best of luck. Capt. Davis said,
anl with his maritime experience he
ought to be an authority, that as a
matter of fact the quarter ought to be
the proper place for christening any.
boat, as the craft always goes into the'
water stern’ foremost, and the only
reason that the bow had coms to be
regarded as the traditional place for the
bottle-breaking was that the ceremony
is so often done from s stand, which
obvionsly can be erected only at the
bow. Anyway, the Wilbur was
christened on her quarter and every-
one was satisfied.

It was just 12.35 o’clock when the
last obstructing block was knocked out
by the workmsn and the schooner
began to move down the well-slushed
ways. Miss Wilbur broke the bottle of
wine against the quarter rail and said :
‘I christen thee Charles E. Wilbur!”
There were several hundred people in
the shipyard as spectators, and several
hundred more were gathered along the
wharves on the opposite side of the
narrow river, while a score of sail-
boats, rowboats and lannches with
other spectators floated near by, but at
a eafe distance from the descending
vessel, These set up a cheer as the
schooner started down the ways, and
all the steam whistles in the neighbor-
hood set up a din of salute that lasted
until the boat was afloat.

The schooner went down the ways
rapidly and sent out quite a wave as
she entered the water. As the bow
reached the lower end of the ways it
struck the end 'of a projecting
staging erected at the stern of another
schooner in course of constraction close
by. Tbis amounted to nothing, al
thogh the jir thus given the staging
cansed a workman engaged there fo

108e his hat and nearly lose his balance,
giving him something of a surprise.
The schooner after entering the water
bore a trifla too far to the southeast,
getting out of the channel, and when
the snub lines and cables had bronght
ber to a stop it was found that she had
grounded gently on the flats. She went
on to the mud so gently, in fact, that
none of the gnests aboard knew any-
thing about it until they were told.
The tug engaged for the launching
made one or two attempts to pull the
schooner off, but withont sunccess, and
as the tide was falling all the time it
was decided not to float her uatil high
tide at noon today. She rested easily
on an even keel and the matter did not
occation & moment’s uneasiness.

A dainty luncheon, the first meal to

be handed out from the galley of the
schooner, was served to the guests by
Morgan Brothers, caterers, of Mystic,
and after rounds of cheers had been
given for the new vessel, Mr Wilbur
and Capt. Davis, the guests began to
depart. The tug took oue load ashore,
and the Providence people in this party
succeeded in catching the 1.40 p. m.
train back to town, while the otbers
returned later in the afternoon. The
lannching was considered a complete
success, and everyone concerned in the
event expressed great pleasure with
the smoothness with which it had been
carried oaut.

There were nearly 100 guests aboard
the schooner when ghe took her first
plunge into the water. Beside Miss
Ethel May Wilbur, the sponsor, her
sister, Miss Carrie A. Wilbur, and their
father, Charles F. Wilbur, for whom
the craft is named, there were Capt C.
A. Davis of Somerset, the managing
owner, and Miss Alma Davis, the spon-
sor of the Quinebaung, launched last
Novomber, and Capt. M. L. Gilbert,
formerly master of the Hope Sher-
wood, who isto command the four-
master Catherine M. Monahan, soon to
be launched from the same yard.
Others in the party were Oicar Swan-
son, G. T. and J. F. Malms.ead, Dr and
Mrs G E Buxton, William Johnson and
Frank Manton of Providence, the latter
of the American S8hip Windlass Com-
pany; Capt. Jonos, George Tooker, Mr.

The Coarles E. Wilbur isa four-
masted schooner of the * baldhead ”
type, that is to say, without topmasts,
similar to her sister ship, the Quine-
baug of the same fleet. She is of about
the same siza, 175 feel long, 38 feet
beam and 13} feet deep. The Quine
baug has given great satisfaction and
has encouraged the owners to extend
their experiment with the baldhead
type, the Wilbur being the secord craft
of this sort to be built on the Atlantic
coast. B8he is of stout construction
thronghout and her ample freeboard
and high'bows give her an appearance
of great seaworthiness. She has a
cargo capacity of 1100 tons of cosl or
575,000 feet of lumber and will be used
in that trade, with Providence as her
home port. 8he has & particularly com-
modious cabin, handsomely finished in
hard wood and similar in plan to the
Quinebaug. She will be commanded
by Capt Cook, formerly master of the
Quinebaug. Her maats are not step-
ped yet, but the finishing work and the
rigging will be completed in about three
weeks, when she will sail for a soauthern
port for her first cargo of lumber.

The Wilbar's windlass was made by
the American Bhip Windlass Company
of this city, the engine and steam ontfit
was putin by Rawson & Morrison of
Cambridgeport, Mass., and the masts
and other spars are by the Sutton Spar
Company of Mystic. A W Batler of
the McDonald shop did the cabin jolner
work, and Wallace A McDonald, one of
the firm and master builder of the
vessel, built the ways and had oharge
of the launching.

The Charles E Wilbur is the fifth
fchooner of the flaet of which Capt
Davis is managing owner and Mr Wil-
bar and other Providence paople owa-
ers. The other foar of the flaet are the
five-master Governor Ames and foar-
masters Banjamin F. Poole, Hopa Sher-
wood and Quinebaug. The keel of the
next schooner to be added to the fleet
was laid a week or 8o ags at theMe-
Donald yard at Mystic. This will also
be & four master, probably =a
“baldhead, ” & little longer and broader
than the Charles E. Wilbur, and she
will be named Clara Davis, after
one of Capt Davis’s daunghters,
Where the Wilbar left the yard yes-
terday a keel will be laid at onca for a
four-masted echooaer for E P Boggs of
Boston, of ahout the sams dimensions.
Three other four-masters are now in
the yard in various stages of comple-
tion. The ome farthest along is the
Catherine M. Monahan, building for
Providence people, Thomas F Monahan
being the princial owner, an1 she wilil
be launched in about three weeks. Ag-
other is the Gorge F Scaunel for Capt
E H Jones of New York, and others of
Central Falls, for which a name has
not yet been chosen. (The head of the
firm of M. B. MeDonald and Son, is, as
many of our readers are aware, a
native of Bt. Peter's Bay in this
Province. All Islanders will rejoica in
his eminent success.)

CoroneL Younghusband, the head of the
British Mission, and the Thibetan Council,
signed a formal treaty on Friday last in
the spartments of the Daila Lama at Potal
The ceremony was simple and conducted
amid quaint and picturesque surroundings.

News of the War.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 7.—There bas
been no news from Kuropatkin since
Monday afternoon. This is attributed
to the interraption of direct commauni-
cation with the Commander in Chief,
owing to the transfer of the Telegraph
Office to Mudken whither messages are
now sent by courier. The utmost con-
fidence prevails at the War Office that
the Russian army ia slowly but sarely
effecting a retreat without serions risk
of being cut off.

Cbefoo, Bept. 7.—Chinese who ar-
rived here yesterday from Port Arthur,
declare that the Russian garrison ex-
pects a general land and sea attack on
Sept. 7th. Oa Sept. 20d and 3rd the
Japanese bombarded the fortification
severely, and two Rassian .guus on the
front near Rihulanshan were dism»unt-
ed. The recent entrance into Port
Arthur of a large steamship carrying !
provisions chiefly flour, resulted ina:
raduction of the price of flour.

London, -Sept. 8.—The morning
papers have no late war news. All
speculation is as to how Knropatkin
will run. The general belief ia that
another big battle will soon be fought.

Paris, Sept. 8.—The Bt. Petersburg
correspondent of the Echo de Paris
says: A great battle is going on before
Muokden. The first and seventeenth
corps are engaged against Genera!
Kuroki. General Kuaropatkin with the
bulk of his troops is moving towards
Tieling.

Chefoo, Sept. 9.—A Japanese column
numbering 700 meu while marching
along at night on & road in a valley be-
tween Long Plain and Division Hill
met with a frightful disaster through
the explosion of an electsic 1and mine.
The mine was carefully laid by the
Russians three weeks ago and covered
uvearly a mile of the available marching
space. An explosive was placed at the
botlom, rocks were placed next on top
of these and clay packed so carefully
that the ground gave no impression of
being disturbed. " Indications of Jap-
anese activity in this vicinity put the
Russians on their guard. At near mid-
aight, outposts rushed in and reported
that the Japanese were approaching.
The Russians with held tbeir fire for
gometime and then suddenly they
threw a search light up the valley.
Che Japanese opened with rifle fire.
The Russians waited until apparently
the whole Japanese column was in
danger and then the mine was explod-
ed. The forca of the explosion kanocked
a number of Rassians down and
Japanese riflas, waterbottles, legs and
arms which went harliny through the
lighted space made by the search light,
made an awfal spectacle. Soms rocks
landed inside the Rassian lines. There
was one appalling moment daring
which the garrison itself was stunned
and then followed a death like silence.
The following day the Russiana baried
the dead but owing to their dismember-
ed and matilated condition, the
Russians were unabla accurately to
estimate the number killed. Few
Japinese escaped.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 10.—It seams3
definitelv established that Oyama’s
tired troops practically abandoned on
Wednesday the attampt to head off
Karopatkin, and the latter's army has
arrived safely at Mukden after s
frightfal experience flyundering
through mud and mire ‘over the
Mandarian road. Some descriptions of
scenes along the line of retreat ara
almost incredible. They tell how the
men lay down ia the mud and slept in
the drenching rain without shelter.
It is evideat that the last determined
effort of the Japouese to bring Karo-
patkin to bay was made on Tuesday,
but the Russian Commander in chief
faced about and two corps with artillery
beat off the Japanese while the remain-
der of the trcops continued the march
to Makden. After that the Japanese
could only hang on to their flanks and !
try to shell the retreating columns from
the hills and ontposts. They are still
in- contact but not even exchanging
shots.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 9.—General
Kuropatkin’s official report sent from
Mukden .daring the eyening of yester-
day announces that the whole of his
army had arrived at Maokden and was
taking up positions around the city, and
aildiog that the army had not lost a
g daring the retreat, relieved the
public anxiety and put an end to the
many alarmist reports which had been
carrent here. From the Generals
report it seems evident that Karopatkin
ig tentatively preparing to meet the
Japanese again should Field : Marshal
Oyama continue to press mnorthward.
Nothing more important than rear
gunrd actions marked the march to
Mukden. The region south of that city
is now clear of Russians. It is evident
however that .Kuropatkin is taking
precautions to prevent the Japanese
from creeping around his flanks as he
reports that the Japanese cavalry is
actively scouting wide oa his flanks
The Japanesse are reported to be moving
ap aboat thirty miles on either side of
the Railroad with-the view of surround-
iog Mukden, but whether Kuropstkin
will accept an engagement or continue
northward will probably depend at the
decisive moment upon the temper and
condition of his troope, who doubtless
have been much shaken by the long
fight and the hardships attendent up-
on the reireat.

Tokio, Sept. 9.—Estimates of the
Russian forces defeated at Liao Yang
place the  number as follows: One
hundred and eighty-four baitalions of
infantry, one hundred and twenty-eight
squadrons of cavalry and five hundred
and seventy-two guns.

Tokio, Sept. 9.—The officers com-
manding the Japanese exped:tion sent
in to examine the wreck of the Russian
cruiser Novik report that she is bsached
930 yards southeast of Korsakavsk
lighthouse. B8he has a thirty degree
list to starboard, and ' with the excep-
tion of a small portion of her bow, she
i8 entirely submerged. Even on her
upper deck water is knee deep in the
most shallow places. Her coning
tower and upper works were badly
damaged by the Japanese skells. Itis
impossible to ascertain the extent of
the damage under water, but evidently
it is considerable. Russianland forces
fired on the Japanese expedition while
the examination was being made, but
!.bo expedition retired withoat sustain-
1ng any casualties.
