The Ball* ay Bxteasiea.
The Wingham Times eaya :—Last Mon­

day morning Messrs. Willson, McKen­
zie and Gregory, the committee recently 
appointed to purchase the right of way 
for the C. P. R. from Glenannan to 
Wingham, started out oil their mission, 
and within two days they succeeded in 
making satisfactory arrangements with 
every person in Turnberry township 
through whose property the line is to 
run. No difficulty whatever was expe­
rienced, and in every instance the price 
was within the estimate. The commit­
tee are now engaged in buying the right 
of way through the town, and it is ex­
pected that they will be through by to­
morrow night. This being the case, the 
work of building the line will probably 
bs commenced next week, as the com­
pany have agreed to start immediately 
that the right of way is handed over to 
them. The line starts a short distance 
east of Glenannan and makes an easy 
curve through Turnberry in order to 
escape the Muitland river out there, and 
enters the town by crossing the river a 
short distance above the Josephine 
street bridge. It then skirts the river, 
passing between Brennan’s tannery and 
McLean’s saw mill, and under the spare 
•pan of the G. T. R. bridge. Continu­
ing along the river bank, it passes 
through the Horticultural park and from 
thence in a disect line to Victoria street, 
which give the C. P. R. a clear outlet in 
case they want to go further. The loca 
tion of the station has not yet been de­
cided upon. Mr Young, of Grey, Young 
& Sparling, is in town, and the agree­
ment between that firm and the corpo­
ration hae been finally signed. The lo­
cation of the salt block will be decided 
upon at once, when the firm will com­
mence the erection of their works. It 
ie fully expected thet both undertakings 
will be under course of construction be­
fore the end of next week.

—And so M. C. Cameron has been 
chosen by the Reformers of West Huron 
in convention assembled, to carry the 
banner onward to victory at the next 
general election.

Loss by Fire al Lack now.

Lucknow, Oct. 25. Last evening the 
Percy property, owned by Campbell & 
Cameron, and occupied by James Mc­

a carriage factory, wae totally destroyed 
by fire. Lose on the building, $2,000;

Ashall’s jewelry store, Toronto, and ten­
dered a cheque payable to J. XV. Taylor 
or bearer, for $100 on the National 
Bank of Aurora, 111. The cheque was 
marked good by Sherman Thompson, 
cashier, and Mr Ashall was so well satis­
fied with it that he hauded the young 
man, who gave his name as J. XV'. Ta y 
lor, ten dollars in change, and bowed 
his excellent customer out. XX’hen Mr 
Ashall endeavored to realize on his $100 
cheque the bank authorities told him it 
was a forgery. The jeweler -/as aston­
ished, and told his loss to the police and 
the reporters, and the reporters and a 
constable got him back his watch, aa 
the eequel will show.

Un Monday of last week a young man,
23 years of age, who made a desperate 
effort to put on airs, appeared on our 
streets. He was deeply smitten 
with one of our pretty Goderich girls, 
and spoke of his wealth and his prospects 
in a way that led thoae who didn’t take 
him for an empty blow to believe he was 
a millionaire. On Tuesday he visited 
the jewelry-shop of XV. T. XVelsh, and 
ordered a diamond ring for the young 
lady, and a gold watch and chain. When 
the sample rings arrived on XVednesday 
he was so pleased with the scintillations 
ot the diamonds that ho ordered two 
rings and returned the watch. He pre­
sented in payment a check for $300, 
made in favor of J. XV. Taylor, payable 
at the Aurora National Bank, III. Mr 
XVelsh was out of change, and lie thought 
there was a possibility of his being, out 
of his diamond rings, too. However, 
the young lady to whom Taylor was pay­
ing attentions had confidence in him 
as a respectable young man, and the 
jeweler risked the rings, and was accom­
modatingly allowed to keep the cheque 
for a day as security. Taylor waa to pre­
sent the ring to his young lady friend 
at a party that evening. The party came 
off, but the presentation was adjourn­
ed. We understand that the young lady 
had no idea that the ring had been pur­
chased for her.

On Thursday morning when Mr Tay­
lor sauntered into the jewelry shop to 
get his change, Mr Welsh told hnn 
ho had heard from Aurora, and that the 
cheque wae a forgery. Mr Tsylor was 
astonished, and—returned the rings. He 
couldn’t uiylerstand how it could be. He 
was worth lots of money, etc. Mr Tay­
lor, however, felt a good deal more un­
comfortable than he let on.

Constable Yule is a lory, but he oc­
casionally reads the Globe. He takes a 
natural interest ill criminal news, and he 
read about the Ashall Taylor forgery. 
And he made a mental note of it. He 
had an inkling of the doings of J. XV. 
Taylor on Wednesday, and he put this 
and that together. Ue determined to 
capture Mr Taylor, and on Thursday, 
believing that Taylor had cleared 
out, he took the noon train to Clinton.
A telegram from Goderich recalled him, 
as his man had turned up here. Y'ule got 
here on the 3'o’clock express to find that 
Taylor had taken wings—or rather a bug 
gy of A. M. Pulley’s—and bad gone 
east. The constable at once gut another 
buggy and started in pursuit. He cap­
tured Taylor in a store in Clinton. The 
fellow had been trying to sell the gold 
watch ; he. had pawned the chain before 
he left Toronto.

Taylor affected a great surprise at his 
arrest, but a glance at a daily paper 
told him that the game was up. How­
ever, he assumed an air of injured 
innocence, and never dropped it. He 
said he came from New Haven, Conn. 
His father died about a year ago leaving 
a million dollars between his brothers, 
himself and sister. He said that when 
he was 25 yoars of age he would rapeive 
a legacy of €25,000 from the old eomitry. 
his Brother had received his share last 
month. He admitted that he had run 
out cf ready money just as he was 
leaving T-.runto, and for that reas- ii he 
had pawned the gold chain. When 
Yule told Taylor that he wanted him for 
forgery in Toronto, the prisoner 
smilingly and coolly replied, “You’re 
mistaken in the man altogether ; I am 
not the man yon are looking after." The 
constable equally coolly replied ; '“If j 
you were to see it in print would y iu 
believe it I" The paper was then put in 
his hand.

On Friday morning Taylor was taken 
to Toronto. Ashall and a detective 
were waiting at the station f.,r him. 
Said Taylor to Yule : “Why, here’s Mr 
Ashall come to meet us.” And when 
the train stopped, he coolly saluted the 
jeweller with . “Well, Mr Ashall, liete 1 
am again, and I had company down. Mr 
Yule came with me. I would have been 
here on Tuesday, only 1 didn’t know 
Goderich was so fat away. Mr Ashall 
showed his appreciation of constable 
Yule’s good detective work io a1, 
practical manner. The constable says j 
that Taylor la one of the must 
honey-tvngued, deluding sort of fellows 
he ever came across. By the way, Tay­
lor is supposed to be a married man. He 
has had an extensive correspondence 
with the gentler sex..

George E. Bates, cooper, of Goderich, 
and a moat respectable citizen, was de­
lighted to receive recently the following 
despatch ;

Oswego, Kansas, Oct. 18th, 188C. 
“Charles Bates acquitted this morn­

ing. The other defendants convicted.
Jess. Bhockway."

There is an interesting story in con­
nection with that short telegram.

About six weeks ago the Michigan 
press contained the iolinwing despatch 
from East Saginaw :

“XVord has been received in this city 
that an East Saginaw boy ia in trouble in 
Oswego, Kansas. Charles Bates is well 
known here, haring been employed as 
assistant night clerk at the Everett 
House for a long time previous to Au­
gust 15. His parents live at Goderich, 
Out., and his roving deposition, which 
brought lain herewhen qmteyouug,would 
not allow him to be contented, so he 
started for Colorado. Having but a 
limited amount of money he stole his 
transportation ill empty freight cars, and 
while riding in one at Oswego he was 
aroused by the hurried entrance of sev­
eral tramps covered with blood. They 
were followed closely by officers who ar­
rested them and Bates fur the murder 
of XX'illian Cooper, a prominent citizen. 
In a short time the town was enraged, 
and it wAsonly by quietly removing the 
tramps to unknown places that their 
summary execution by Judge Lynch 
was prevented. Young Bates told hie 
story in a straightforward manner, and 
enlisted the help of some benevolently 
inclined ladies there in hie behalf. He 
carried a recommendation of character, 
signed by Fred. H. Simonton, chief clerk 
at the Everett, and lie ia in receipt of a 
letter from one of these ladite aaking of 
Bate»’ character. " Petitions were at 
once started by Mr Simonton and S. 
Goselein, Michigan Central R.R., testi­
fying to"Bates’ good character. He waa 
well liked here and hie innocence is 
firmly believed. He has a brother and 
uncle residing here.”

The victim of the terrible assault re­
covered, and was nut killed, as at first 
reported. The case, however, exoited 
great attention at the scene of the crime, 
as the following letter from a lady resid­
ing iu Oswego, Kansas, to a friend in 
East Saginaw, will show :—

“XVe thank you very much for the 
interest you have manifested, and for 
the assistance ycu have so kindly 
rendered in behalf of poor Cllarlie Bates. 
The tramps have had their preliminary 
trial, and with them said young man 
also, and have all been remanded to 
jail to await trial at the next term of 
court, to begin Oet. 11th I have been 
endeavoring to induce Mr. Cooper, who 
is a near relative, to exonerate this 
young man from any participation in the 
dreadful affair, but he wants them all to 
have an imparial trial. XVe cannot tell 
how it will end. XVe have learned 
the “Vigilante»’’ at their meeting held 
soon after the attempted murder, paaeed 
resolutions to take the matter into their 
own hands if the court does not give a 
satisfactory punishment. Mr Cooper 
has partially recovered, and will perhapa 
be able to attend the trial. We ardent­
ly wish and believe thia young man will. 
be released, though our lawa, aa the lewe 
elsewhere, do not always give juetice 
either to the innocent or guilty.’’

A letter from Char.ie’a counsel, dated 
October 4th, says “I had the boy 
Bates in my office on Saturday, and 
had a long tak with him. It aeeins he 
got into the car at Pars-ms, Kansas, and 
went to sleep, and slept till he waa 
awakened at Oswego, and taken in charge 
by the officer», together with seven oth­
ers charged with the robbery of Cooper. 
He says he knows nothimj about it, and 
he inipresaea me with the truth of hia 
statements.’'

The letter went on to say that Cooper, 
the victim, waa determined to prase tho 
charge against Bateses well aa the lest, 
and the fact that the jury baa cleared 

I Bates while convicting the others, shows 
that the lad’s innocence must have been 
clearly proven.

Mr Bates, father of tie boy, while he 
had every confidence in Ins son’s inno- 
ence, is of course, greatly pleased with 
the result of *he trial. He desires to
thank especially Messrs Simonton and 
Gose’ein.of East Saginaw, and the ladies 
of Oswego who interested themselves in 
the case of Charlie.

The prisoners who were convicted will 
get as severe sentences as the law will
permit.

M.P., Hon. A. M. Rees and other pro­
minent visitors were met at the railway 
station by Dr. Maodonald, 'the1 Referm 
candidate for East Heron for the House 
of Commons, and the Committee of Ar­
rangements for the demonstration.

At 1:30 o'clock the speakers were 
taken in carriages to the hall, headed by 
the brass band. The chair was taken by 
Mr Thoe. Gibson, M.PP., who after 
making a brief address, called upon

Dr. Macdonald, who said that he would 
have other opportunities of seeing and 
addressing the electors of East Huron 
and he would not on the present occasion 
trench upon the time of the talented out 
side speakers who were present. East 
Huron was going to be redeemed at the 
next election, and he was anxious to go 
to Ottawa and support the coming Pre­
mier, Hon. E. Blske. (Cheers.) Quebec 
had sounded the bugle of Liberalism,and 
Ontario would undoubtedly respond to 
the call when the polls were next heard 
from. He concluded his remarks by 
asking the electors of the audience to 
show that they were in accord with the 
signs of the times by marking their bal 
lots at the next election for the Reform 
candidate. (Loud cheers. )

Mr Somerville, M. P. for West Bruce, 
and Dr. Sloan, the well-known veteran 
Reformer of Blyth, also made short, 
sharp and incisive addresses, calling up­
on the electors of Huron to support the 
cause of Liberalism at the next election 
and thus be ou the winning side.

M. C. Cameron, M.P. for West Hubon, 
was received with loud applause. He 
said there were some green spots in the 
life of a politician, and the present occa 
sion, when men who had fought the bat­
tles of their country on the floors of Par­
liament were cordially received by those 
whom they represented, was one of them. 
He then said that the evidences were 
favorable to the conclusion that before 
twelve months Hon. Edward Blake 
would be Premier of Canada, and as that 
gentleman was with them today it would 
not be right to make a long speech, or in 
any way hinder the leader of the great 
Reform party from giving a thorough ex­
position upon the questions of the day. 
For that reason he (Mr Cameron) would 
confine himself to the exposure of a few 
of the rascalities, corruptions, and acts of 
maladministration on the part of theuov- 
ernment at Ottawa. He would be de­
barred from even giving an inventory of 
the frauds, peculations, and thievings 
perpetrated with Government sanction, 
for books would not hold them, and hie 
time was limited. (Loud laughter.) The 
increase of the public debt of the Domin­
ion was then take'n up and contrasted by 
regimes ; the purchasing of the venal 
Tory press was commented upon ; the 
leakages in the Department cf Justice 
were shown up ; the nepotism and pur­
chasable character of the Government 
supporters were exposed ; and a telling 
address of an hour’s duration was brought 
to a conclusion by a scathing denuncia­
tion of the Indian policy, and an earnest 
call upon the Reformers and honest Con­
servatives to stand shoulder to shoulder, 
and unite in sending to Ottawa Dr. Mac­
donald, who had the ability and the de­
sire to be an aid and support to Hon. 
Edward Blake, the greatest statesman on 
the American continent. (Loud and pro­
longed cheers.)

Dr. Macdonald, In the absence of Mr 
E. E. Wade, of Brussels, then came for­
ward and read an address of welcome to 
Hon. Edward Blake from the people of 
East Huron, at the conclusion of which 
almost the entire audience of nearly 3,000 
leaped to their feet and enthusiastically 
cheered the recipient.

Hon. Mr Blake replied, thanking the 
people of the section for their kind 
address. He hoped there was a good 
number of Conservatives in the gather­
ing, for his message was to honest Con 
servatives as well as to staunch Reform­
ers.

“I have,borne I» silence, frfim an anxjj, 
ety not to trodbtt the House with per­
sonal observations, from a feeling that a 
man who takes a leading part must en­
dure in silence a great many aspersions, 
the insinuations which from time to time 
have been made by the hon. gentleman's 
followers on that topic. But a aeneible 
man—to compare great things with very 
small ones—who, passing through the 
village street, finds himself assailed by a 
pack of village dogs, will not, of course, 
turn round and heed their barking at his 
heels. While he takes that attitude to­
wards the pack, if the master of the pack 
assails him he may be well entitled to 
answer his challenge.

Sir, I have to say with regard to the 
hon. gentleman’s statement that I had 
supplanted the hon. member for Lamb- 
ton in the office of leader of the Liberal 
party which I now occupy, that that 
statement could not within his knowledge 
be true, and that it possesses in itself not 
one particle of foundation. I am not about 
to enter into lengthy details, but my 
views with respect to positions of leader­
ship or of place and power are tolerably 
well known to all who are good enough 
to interest themselves in my public car­
eer, and are best known to those who 
knew nge best ; and they know well that 
I have never invited any position of that 
kind ; that, on the contrary, I have al­
ways shunned it ; that I assumed this 
position with the utmost reluctance, and, 
if I had the wishing-cap of Fortunstus 
for one moment, the wish I would use it 
to accomplish would be that the path of 
honor and duty might lead me to retire 
from this position. But, sir, while that 

so, and while the only thing that 
abates my desire to see lion, gentlemen 
opposite defeated, is the reflection that 
their defeat would involve my accession 
to office, I will use it, so long as I am 
entrusted with a position of influence 
such as I now occupy, with a desire to 
effect some share of good for the country 
in which I live. It is but the hope that 
I may to some extent increase the happi­
ness and advance the prosperity of my 
countrymen that nerves me to my 
task.”

I wish, however, that these fair words 
of our opponents were accompanied with 
a little measure of fair deeds. Whatever 
they say they do not act in the same way.

Teachers' Convention.

The West Huron Teachers' Conven­
tion, met in the High School building, 
Goderich, on the 14th and 15: It inst., 
pursuant to notice duly given. The first 
session was held on the first mentioned 
date, at 10 ». m., the President, Mr. F. 
Crasaweller, in the chair. Minutes of 
previous meeting were read and con­
firmed. Mr.G. W. Holman, was appoint­
ed Press Reporter, and committees on 
Audit Business and Resolntions elected.

Mr. H. I. Strang, B. A..read a circular 
with reference to the advisability of 
holding the Provincial Association dur­
ing the Easter vacation instead of as at 
present. Mr. S. did not srgue the ques­
tion, but merely stated what objections 
were urged to the scheme, as well si 
arguments in its favor and left the mat­
ter in the hands of the resolution com­
mittee.

A discussion then took place, on the 
matter of supplying members of the As­
sociation with the minutes of the Pro­
vincial Association, free After a vote 
being taken it was decided to supply all 
members with these minutes. It was 
particularly urged by all who took part 
in this discussion, that all teachers in the 
Division should become members of the 
Institute and thereby profit by the valu 
able information obtained at these meet­
ings, as well as that obtained by reading 
the valuable papers contained in the 
minutes of the Provincial Association.

AFTERNOON SESSION,
In the absence of Mr. Morgan, delegate 

to the Provincial Association, Mr.Brown 
read Mr. Morgan’s report of the business 
transacted at said association. The re 
port was a very exhaustive one, bringing 
out prominently the different topics of 
interest dealt with.

It was then resolved to elect the offi­
cers of the association by ballot, and that 
this be the second order of business, the 
second day of the Institute meeting.

The next order of business was the 
President s address, which was postponed 
from the morning session, on account of 
the few In attendance. The address dealt 
principally with mind culture, especially 
among teachers, whose business it is to 
teach others. There had been organized 
in the District reading circles, especially 
for teachers, and they should see to it 
that such a golden opportunity was not 
allowed to slip by without profiting by 
the advantages offered. If teachers im 
prove all their opportunities for miud 
culture, their influence would be greater 
in their schools directly, and both direct­
ly and indirectly upon society at large. 
Without continued culture the teacher 
becomes humdrum and loses influence. 
Tho add rets was well prepared and high­
ly appreciated by all present.

Dr. McLellan, Director of Institutes, 
then took up “Literature in Schools. ” 
He said he did not want to lay down any 
iron rule, nor advocate any specific 
method for teaching this important sub­
ject, but the principles which should 
serve as guides to the true teacher That 
we did not learn so much by imitation as 
by absorbing as it were the right and 
true principles, and that should be the 
msin spring of action. The teachers do­
ing the best work are those who install 
into children a love for good literature, 
and that all our best books contained a 
central truth about which our thoughts 
and aspirations turn. That although 
scrap or piece literature was good enough 
in its place and a great deal better than 
none at all, yet continuous reading of 
some particular line of works produce 
far better and more lasting results. The 
Dr. continuing, said, a vast amount of 
mental energy was wasted every year in 
reading bad literature, and expressed his 
regret that the old system of libraries in 
schools had been discontinued, as he 
thought they had proved and would 
prove, if again instituled, a power in the 
land for mind culture. The aim should 
be in furnishing such a library to supply 
the gems of literature, of which there 
were a great choice ; to select those, not 
only suited to the capacity of adults but 
also of children, so that teachers cannot 
only encourage good reading, but that 
they may have the material at hand to 
supply the demand. In order that teach- 
may be sussessful in begetting within 
pupils a lovq for good literature, they 
must themselves be animated by a like 
spirit. The miserable dry system too 
often pursued in teaching this subject 
was very objectionable ; what we wanted 
ill our schools is life and a life giving 
influence ; that there is too much barren 
material thrust into the memory that 
renders it unfruitful. Teachers should 
strive to create an appetite rather than 
store the mind with meaningless rubbish; 
that it is not the quantity but the quality. 
The Dodo's address was highly appre­
ciated and must bear golden fruit among 
teachers who strive to keep up with the 
age.

The Inspector then called the roll of 
teachers and reported 73 in attendance.

Mr H. I. Strang,B. A. .then introduced 
the topic College of Preceptors, pointing 
out the advantages aimed at, both for 
teachers and the public generally, as it 
would tend to raise the teacher's standing 
not only intellectually, but professionally 
and socially. It would cull the profession 
of those who merely wenf*into it as a 
stepping stone to something in their 
estimation higher Mr. S. read several 
extracts from a paper read at the Pro­
vincial Association by Mr. Dickson, on 
the subject. To give the public a fair 
idea of the aim of this proposed College 
of Preceptors, we quote from a circular 
with reference to it, the following:—“Its 
aims, broadly stated, should be to pro­
mote sound learnii g and to advance the 
interests of education by admitting to the 
teaching profession only those who are 
fitted for the work, to improve the posi­
tion of the profession, and to protect the 
public from incompetent teachers.” This 
question created a lively discussion in 
which many joined, after which a resolu­

tion agreeing to the scheme in the
was passed

EVENING SESSION.
This session was held in Knox Church, 

»t which, in spite of the dark stormy 
night, a large and appreciative audience 
assembled to hear Dr. McLellan'» lecture 
“ Critics (Educational) Otàtieised.’’ The 
proceeding* opened by devotional exer­
cise», conducted by Mr. Brown, and a 
well rendered instrumental by 
Clarke, the efficient oiwniat of 
Church., IJhn Doctor. y$b wa| ret 
heartily, began bytexpreaslpg the pV 
it gave him to see so manjr present, thui 
testifying that the peepe of Goderich 
were in sympathy with the teacher nnd 
his work. This is si it should be, for 
the people appointed the trustees and 
the trustees indirectly made or marred a 
school; if trustee* were niggardly towards 
their teachers, they generally received 
returns accordingly. All should be co 
workers with the teacher ; half hearted 
sympathy made half hearted teachers 
If people wanted teachers to teach well, 
support them liberally, give them a whole 
souled. backing and the object sought 
would be well accomplished In speak 
ing on the subject of the teacher, the 
Doctor said that critics should not always 
have their own way, for generally speak 
ing there was very little fairness in it, 
and the veriest mole hills were magnified 
into mountains. Fair unbiased criticism 
was very desirable and did a deal of good, 
but the tendency of the age is to criticise 
for its own sake alone, and without hav 
ing the lent idea what was being criti 
cised. Our system of education had 
been assailed on every hand by critics, 
who claimed to see in it manifold evils, 
in the form of over study, too much 
education, etc., but he (the Doctor) did 
not see any evidence of it. A nation 
cannot have too much education, for 
those nations always take the lead in 
industry that know best how to apply 
the forces that nature provided In 
telligence always proved power to 
nation as well as to an individual 
Education ia the inheritance of the poor 
man’s children, and it displayed the 
meanest of spirits to find the rich des 
pising and criticising the idea of educa 
ting the poor. It waa the most miserable 
kind of aristocracy that wished to put 
barrier in the way of educating the sons 
and daughters of our working men. We 
recognize no aristocracy but that cf in 
tellectual and moral wealth. He (th 
speaker) did not think that there was too 
much atudy, and would encourage the 
assigning of home lessons within reason 
able limita ; that such lesions tended to 
form habits of industry, which build up 
the character and lay the foundation of 
future success in life. It had been said 
that the educational institutions of this 
country were working on a gigantic 
system of so called “ Cram," but a care­
ful analysis of the facta would convince 
the most fastidious that such was not the 
case. What is a Crammer Î It ia one 
who looked upon the human mind as 
having a certain capacity, as a quart 
measure, and hastens to till it as quickly 
as possible. It was beyond all fairness 
or reason to perpetrate such a slander on 
the army of 7,000 painstaking teachers of 
this Province. The teachers ot the 
present time were trained tor their work 
and fully understood the task committed 
to them, and all that is wanted to crown 
their labors with greater success, is more 
sympathetic support from the general 
public. The Doctor concluded by urging 
the teachers to do their duty faithfully 
and fearlessly, and mothers and fathers 
to sympathise with them. The lecture, 
which occupied two hours, was an 
eloquent and powerful effort, and was 
listened to with rapt attention.

Rev. Dr. Ure, pastor of Knox Church, 
paid a high compliment to Dr. McLel- 
lan’s abilities. The usual votes of 
thanks, and the benediction closed the 
proceedings.

FRIDAY FORENOON SESSION.

After routine, Dr. McLellan took up 
“ Reading in School. ” He said more 
attention waa being paid to this subject 
now than a few years ago, still there was 
room for improvement. The great im 
perfections consisted of imperfect artic­
ulation of the consonant sounds, follow­
ing the law of ease people were disposed 
to apeak carelessly, and pay little atten­
tion to correct forma of expression. 
Teachers should be the first to try to 
correct those errors of themselves and 
pupils. In order to cultivate concentra­
tion and patient continuity,sileti1 reading 
and reproduction should be practised 
extensively. Would use the phonic 
method in teaching elementary reading, 
and pay careful and constant attention to 
enunciation.

After a brief discussion, the election of 
officers was proceeded with and resulted 
as follows :—President, G. W. Holman ; 
Vice-President, Miss Blair ; Sec Tress., 
S. P. Hall, B. A.; Committee, Messrs. 
H. I. Strang, B. A., Frank Crasaweller, 
Misses Roberts, H. Murray and Hender­
son.

Mr. H. W. Ball, one of the trustees 
of the Goderich Public School Board, 
took up quarterly payments of teachers 
He said he was not in sympathy with 
quarterly payments but was in favor of 
the system followed in Goderich, namely 
paying monthly. Teachers were very im­
portant factors in the State, and need 
money as well as other officials. Why 
are teachers not treated in the same 
manner as other officers ? The system ol 
keeping a teacher’s salary till the end of 
the year was not business, it was not 
honest, and the Government should step 
in and enforce a different order of 
things. It was discouraging and humili­
ating to teachers to have to goon “ tick ” 
as it is commonly called, for the common 
necessaries of life. This was especially 
so with young teachers, who had to pay 
their own way in securing an education. 
The very idea of debt discourages any 
man. and a teacher thus burdened cannot 
surely beat ease, consequently it must 
be detrimental to the interests of the 
schools under the cure of teachers thus 
treated. Honest and faithful work 
should be remunerated well and prompt­
ly Mr. Ball concluded by moving a 
resolution asking the government to see 
that the law, with reference to paying 
teachers quarterly, was enforced.

After several teachers had spoken, the 
resolution was put to the meeting ami 
carried.

This paper produced a lively dtecuealon, 
during which many valuable bluta were 
thrown out, and much Information of Im­
portance could be gleaned. Several 
methods were proposed and fully dis­
cussed ; finally the following resolution 
was carried almost unanimously : That 
a committee, composed of Messrs. Mor- 
rlsh, Gregory, Holman, Brown, George 
Baird, sr., Crassweiler and Inspector 
Tom.be appointed to draft a scheme for 
“ Promotion Examinations," that the 
same be printed and sent to each teacher 
for examination during the half year, 
that the scheme be discussed at the uext 
meeting In Exeter, and that teachers not
Cresent at said meeting be allowed to vote 

y proxy.
Dr. McLellan then took up “Language, 

giving a thorough analysis of Its different 
degrees of development, from its first in­
ception to its mature stagesof perfection. 
The aim lu teaching language lessons 
should be to get the pupil to form true 
conceptions of things and language Is a 
true lest of the correctness of the Idea or 
conception. Reproduction of lessons read 
was therefore a grand test In this work. 
Self-examination was the true method of 
fastening acquired knowledge ou the 
ntind; both pupils and teachers should 
do this constantly. Every lesson should 
be a language lessen, and correct forms 
of speech suould be insisted on every­
where and at all times. Class conversa­
tion should be encouraged to help develop 
this faculty, and In conducting such 
classes the teacher should bring the 
pupils to feel that he sympathized with 
them—that he did not sit as a critic, but 
rather as a helper. An important factor 
in developing language was questioning, 
to lead from the known to the unknown. 
Every teacher should read extensively, 
aud remember that the main power to 
uplift the profession waa enthusiasm.

The pleasing features of all of Dr. 
McLellan's addresses are his familiarity 
with his subject, his concise and logical 
reasoning, his genuine sympathy with 
the teacher in his work, and Itis affability 
and unbounded humor and enthusiasm.

The meeting was without doubt the 
best ever held iu the district, in point of 
numbers and matters discussed. This 
should prove a great encouragement to 
the teachers to jtersevere, feeling confi­
dent that their work was second to none 
In Importance in upbuilding the moral 
and intellectual worth of the State.

The auditors Messrs. Elliott sod 
Murch, reported the treasurer's books 
neatly and correctly kept, and a balance 
on hand of 842.91.

Election Cake —Three and one half 
pounds of Hour, one pound of sugar,one- 
half pound of butter, three eggs, one cup 
of yeast and one quart of new milk.

Beware of Painted Tuva.—Painted 
toys for children are dangerous things.

Pickled Ripe Tomatoes—To one 
gallon of tinn ripe tomatoes, peeled, add 
two tablespoonsful of ground mustard, 
one of black pepper, two of allspice, one 
of salt, one of cloves ; cover them with 
vinegar, let them scald, but not boil, 
three hours.

Fried Apples — Wipe a few nice, 
smooth-skinned apples, have a ready 
spider with a little butter and lard in ft, 
let it get hot and slice the apples into it, 
sprinkle a little sugar over them, and fry 
slow to a nice brown, taking care not to 
let it burn.

Pickled Pears. —Pare and halve the 
fruit ; take seven pounds of fruit, three 
pounds of sugar, one quart of vinegar, 
one ounce of whole cloves, one ounce of 
stick cinnamon; put all together and hod 
slowly for a short time. This recipe is 
good for peaches or plums.

Remedy for Chilblains.—The follow­
ing is a sure cure ; Take a handful of 
dried peach leaves and pour boiling water 
on them, and let them stand till eool 
enough not to burn the patient ; then 
place the feet in that water fifteen min­
utes. Do this two or three times and it 
will effect a cure. - i

From Our Own Correspondent.
Fort Ringgold, Texas,

October 13th, 1886.
To the Editor of The Signal.

Sir,—It has been with much interest 
that I have read in your columns those 
letters from your correspondent in Aus­
tralia, and later, those from Uapt. Tar 
eons in Panama. Lately it has dawned 
upon me that the readers of The Signal 
might be interested in a description of 
south-western Texas and the Rio Grande 
frontier. If my pcor attempt at descrip­
tion, from time to time, shall find read­
ers, I shall be more thin rewarded.

FORT RINGGOLD.
Lst us begin with Fort Ringgold, where 
I am now stationed. It is situated on 
the east bank of the Rio Grande, in 
latitude 263, 25", N., and about one hun­
dred ana fifty miles from the river's 
mouth, whose muddy waters rush past at 
a rate of twelve or fifteen miles an hour, 
when the rain has swollen it to twice or 
three times its usual size. To the north 
of the post, and just river the Arroja, 
that separates it from us, and forms a 
natural drain to the river, lies pictur­
esquely situated among the hills,

RIO GRANDE CITY.
It lias a population of some four thous­
and, more than nine-tenths of whom are 
Mexicans. The houses are mostly built ! 
of adobe (sun-dried brick,), and thatched j 
with grass, or palm leaves. The princi­
pal street, nearly lia'f a mile Ion; 
made level at considerable cost, is fairly 
well lined with hn-imas it mars and stores 
of all kinds. Conspicuous among them 
is tiie new building of Mr Manuel Gur- 
ra'a dry poodu store, and that >f Silverio 
D. La Pina’s new v hou iale and retail 
drug su.ru. It is a line two story brick, 
with ornamental half pillar abutments 
supporting-tiie upper story It has a 
Very pretty it on balcony, across the front 
and down the side street, the whole 
length of the building, and on the other 
aide a magnificent colonnade,sixteen feet 
wide, and two stories high,supporting the 
roof on corrugated cut stone pillars and 
massive arches.

THE SALOON EVIL.
The town is blessed, or cursed, with 

three taloons, all well patronized, where 
one can see at any time the celebrated 
game of Mexican monte going on in the 
back room. The town has much improv­
ed since I first saw it in ’82. Well do I 
remember the feeling of disappointment 
I felt at finding this town, boasting of so 
grand an appellation, not worthy of it, 
or anything like it. One of the boys 
said : “If the name, ‘Rio Grande City,’ 
was painted acrost the town in four foot 
letters, it would reach far out in the 
chaperral,” and I agreed with him.

TWO CHURCHES ADORN THE iflLLS 
on the east and overlooking the town. 
The Catholic church is old and not much 
to look at, but inside it has a very richly 
gilded altar, and a magnificent choir and 
organ that is well worth 'going to hear. 
The other, Methodist, is a newer and 
smaller brick building, well up over the 
town on the bill top. Its bell is placed 
■on a higher tower than its rival’s, but is 
very rarely heard. The native pastor 
does not hold service yery regularly,owing 
perhaps to the very small attendance. 
Still higher up, on a hill that rises just 
beyond the churches, is the new, just 
Completed, court house, erected at a cost 
of sixty thousand dollars. Standing in 
front of the court bouse, or better at ill,

ON TOP OF ITS DOME,
a splendid view may be had of the town 
and country round about. In front is 
the plaza, ihat slopes away towards the 
river, while just in rear, in a little val­
ley between the hills, is the “Campo 
Santo” (cemetery), with its marble shafts 
and , grassy mounds, enclosed by a high 
brick wall. To the east and south-east 
range hill after hill, covered with chapar­
ral, scrub oak, ebony and musquite 
bushes ; to the north and north-west, the 
beautiful, at a distance,

RIO GRANDI VALLEY
opens out before your gaze, through 
which winds the river, glittering and 
sparkling in the sun, but muddy, 
shifting, and dangerous on near ap­
proach. Just above the town, where 
the river takes a turn to the right, the 
winding bed of the San Juan joins that 
of the Rio Grande, A near view of the 
south discloses Fort Ringgold embower­
ed in the beautiful green of the ebony 
and musquite trees that seem to be 
trying to hide its massive walls of ma­
sonry from view. The tanks of the 
water works and the flag staff are con­
spicuous objects. Far to the south­
west, slightly elevated above the post, 
can be seen the gleaming whitewashed 
walk of adobe, and the tower of the old 
cathedral in the

ANCIENT MEXICAN CITY COM AGO.
It lies on the banks of the San Juan, 
about six miles from its mouth. Then 
high over all we behold the beautiful 
light blue sky of the sunny south. On 
a clear day may be seen far to the west, 
faintly outlined against the h< r zou, the 
lofty peaks of the Sierra Madrés, over 
eighty miles sway. Having stood on 
the highest point of vantage in the town 
and admired all this, let us return to the 
poet and make an inspection of its build­
ings, and

REVIEW ITS HISTORY.
Fort Ringgold was established in 1850, 
aoon after the Mexican war, and named 
after General Ringgold, one of the heroes 
of that memorable campaign It was 
abandoned in 1858, and w as in the hands 
of the Confederate States from 1861 to 
1865, when it was again occupied and 
fitted up for United States troops. It 
then consisted of three one story officers'

a carters, and the necessary quarters for 
tree companies. That, of the command- 
ine officer was on a hill, overlooking the 

rest of the.garri.on, and had a veiaida 
on thiei sides of it. It is still stanumg, 
aod is now occupied by the post quartei- 
jnaster. The other two are occupied by 
the noncommissioned staff'. The quai-
teia of the men have long since disap­

peared. The ground where they stood : 
is now the hay and wood yards. Here 
also near the nver is the magazine, oil- 
house, quartermaster’s store house, com­
missary and work shops. In 1871 a new 
hospital and four two story brick quar­
ters were erected, and afterwards a fine 
row of one and a half story double brick 
houses for the officers, five in ruin her, 
the centre one being single and more 
commodious, for the commanding officer ; 
in front of which was placed the flag| 
staff,where it remained until last spring, 
when it was removed to the lower end 
of the pai ade ground that separates the 
company quarters from the officers’ row. 
Near the flag staff stands the adminis 
tration building, containing the adju 
tent's office, ana thst of the command­
ing officer, Major Smith. Here also is 
the guard house standing on the left of 
the flag staff It was built at the 
same time as the quarters, and like them 
it has a wide brick colonnade, as also 
has the bakery which stands near. The 
quarters have wide colonnades on both 
sides, front and rear, supporting a 
wooden roofed balcony on heavy brick 
arches. Two of these buildings face the 
parade ground, while the others stand 
ut right angles from them, en as to en­
close the compaty kitchen, wash house 
and workshops in a hollow square. 
Inside the quarters are divided in a 
dining hall, orderly room and store 
rooms. Up stairs is one long squad 
room, along the aides of which are ar 
ranged the spring beds used by the men 
Along the walls hang their sabers, cloth­
ing and equipments, while near the 
stairway in the centre are their rifles or 
carbines, arranged in racks. At the 
opposite end of the parade ground facing 
the flag staff is the hospital The cen­
tre is two stories, but the wards cn either 
side of the dispensary are only one, they 

j are large, airy and comfortable. All 
around these wings extends a broad 
colonnade. On the right as you face the 

and 1 hospital, stands the suttler store ; a good 
' road, passes out to the town, between 
it and the hospital. On the left stands 
the library and chapel. It is a pretty 
little Iraine building surmounted by a 
small bell.

THE STABLES.
In 1864 the old Q. M. tnd cavalry cor 
rails were replaced by a new one. It is 
inclosed by a seven foot wall—the grain 
harness and saddle room being built into 
the wall at the four cernera. Down the 
centre a wall divides the two cnrralla 
against which are built the stalls for the 
mules and horses. A lamp post stands 
in each corrall to enable the sentries 
who pass from one to the other through 
turn stiles in the dividing well to see 
everything plainly.

ARMY WATERWORKS.
In 1881 a system of water pipes were 
laid to take the place of the old time 
water wagon, that made daily rounds 
and delivered water iute barrels kept for 
the purpose. Four large tanka were 
placed on a hill, just back of the officers 
row, and between it and the river. The 
lull is about sixty feet high and one 
hundred feet throught its base, and 
really seems created for the purpose.

THERE IS A SAD HISTORY 
connected with this hill. Away back 
before the Mexican war this Isnd, and 
in fact all the land, for miles around, 
was the property of one Daria, who had 
bought out the heirs cf an old Spanish 
land grant, and attempted to settle here. 
In these days the country was wild and 
infested with hostile Indians. The ad­
ventures of this early pioneer would fill 
a large volume. His exploits and tragic 
death would make a fascinating Indian 
story. Being attacked by Indiana, he, 
together with his ion and two or three 
others, took refuge on this hill, and from 
this position of advantage endeavored to 
repulse the redskins. But after a long 
and fearful struggle, they were over­
powered by the Indians and all mas­
sacred. But hia family did not give up 
the tight. They afterwards

AVENGED HIS DEATH,
and today are one of the richest families 
in the country. Even to this day the 
place is better known to the natives by 
Rancho Davie than either Rio Grande 
City or Fort Ringgold. We are one 
hundred and twenty miles from Laredo 
and Fort McIntosh, from which place 
eur supplies must come by wagon or ot 
cart, ur from Pena, ninety miles east 
from here, the nearest station on the 
Texas Mexican (narrow gauge) railway, 
that runs from Laredo to Corpus Chriati, 
and fortr.a an outlet to the Gulf for the 
Mexican National Another way is by 
boat up the river from Brownsville one 
hundred and twenty miles by road, but 
over three hundred by river. These 
boats, the Lulu D. and Bessie, very 
seldom go farther up than here, though 
they sometimes go as far as Romo, some 
fourteen miles farther up. Last week 
the Bessie made a trip up the San Juan 
river to Comargo. This ia very unusual 
and can only be done when the river is 
very high In 1840 there woa no other 
means of communication with the in- 
rior except by this river. In those days 
for some reason the river was much 
deeper. A six line of steamers were 
kept busy plying the river ; they then 
made regular trips to Laredo, something 
that ia impossible now. C. C.
