General Elections in Five 'Weeks,
Thanksgiving Day Probably
November oth.

Ottawa, Ont., Sept. 16.—Monday,
October 26th, has been definitely de-
cided on as the date for the general
clections, with nominations a week
earlier, on October 19. The decision
was reached at a meeting of the
cabinet council this afternoon, at
which the ministers in attendance
were Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. R. W.
Seott, Hon. L. P. Brodeur, Hon. M
dolphe Lemieux and Hon. George P.
Graham. Curiously enough, it was
probably the last meeting which wili
he attended by Hon. R. W. Scott,
who will be succeeded as secretary of

e by Charles Murphy, K.C.

he proclamation dissolving the pre-
sent parliament was signed by His
Excellency Earl Grey tonight, on tae
eve of his departure for the West, and
will appear in an extra of the Canada
Gazette, which will be issued on
Thursday. Apparently.the ministers
were pretty well decided as to the
date, for they were only in session z
couple of hours and disposed of othe:
business besides setting the date of
the election.

Data Not Predicted.

In all the predictions made as to
the date of the eléctions the date
chosen Las not been mentioned, for
the season, probably, that no one
supposed that a Monday would be
chosen. In selecting the first work-
ing day of the week, the government
has been guided by the consideration
that it will give commercial men and
others whose business keeps them
away from home a chance to put in
their vote, election day being in busi-
ness circles praetically a  holiday.
Another consideration is that Novem
ber weather is unsuited for campaign
purposes, and still another that will
leave ample time for calling a Novem-
ber session of parliament if it is decid-
e¢d to abide by the practice of the
past two years.

Professor J. S. McLean, of Toronto
University, who becomes a meémber
of the Board of Railway Commission
ers, is an eminent political economist
who has made railway problems his
specialty. He -is upiversally regard
ed as one of the best authorities on
railway rates in Canada today. He
has made .a most thorough study . of
the subject, both in this country and
in the United Btates, and his contri-
bhutions to the solution of railway
problems have been considered in-
valuable’ = Professor McLean was
born in Simeoe County, Ontario. He
received the degree of B.A. at the
Toronto University, with honors in
history and political science in 1894
He was the ackenzie Fellowship
winner in 18945 and wrote a valuable
thesis.on the tariff systems of Canada.
Following this, he attended Columbia
University, N.Y.. whera he took th2
A M. degree. Beng offered a fellow-1
ship in Chieago Universily he receiv-!
ed the degree of Pl.D. from that in-
stitution. His thesis on the latte
oceasion was a histoty of the develop
ma— —
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ment of the railway systems of Can
ada, and is spoken of as being a most
valuable contribution ,to Canadian
literature. -~ In 1967 he was appointed
to the chair of history and. economics
in the University of Arkansas. Later
he joined the faculty of thie University
of Toronto. Professor McLean mat-
ried a daughter of Mr. J. Lorn-Mac
Dougall, formerly auditor-general.
He has on one occasion acted as
chairman on a board of coneiliation
which settled a Jabor dispute.,

WETASKIWIN MYSTERY
HAS BEEN EXPLAINED

The Youngest of the Dous Boys Con-
fesses That He Accidentally Shot
His Older Brother—The Story
They First Told Was a Manufac-
tured One.

The mysterious death of the fifteen-
vear-old boy named Deous, who was
found shot dead in the home of his
parents in the south end of Wetaski-
win last Monday, has at last been
solved by Sefgt. Phillips and Sergt.
Nicholson, who have been working -on
the case -for the.past week., The two
younger 'boys, aged eight years and
thirteen years, on Saturday made -a
statement before A. 8. Rosenroll, J.P.
to the effect that the deceased was
shot accidentally by the younger of
the two, who was examining the load-
¢d firearm upon the shelf of the kit-
chen. As they became frighiened
they improvised the story at first told
the police. It was to the eéffect that
Billy, the oldest oi the three who
were playing outside, in the course
of time ran to the house for something
and the others ran to the window,
and the thirteen year old peeped in
and saw his brother lying prostrate on
the floor, and a man standing with his
back to the window looking at a re-
volver. They were very much fright-
ened and ran quite a distance away,
and soon saw a4 man emerging Jrom
the~house and disappearing into the
bush nearby,

The Republics Réalize Necessity of Navy
in Maintaining Independence.

London, Sept. 14—The Nation publishes
a communication to which it ascribes an
almost semi-official character with refer-
ence to the purpose of Brazil’s new bat-
tleships and the gereral policy of the
South American republics. It is  set
forth that Brazil, Argentine, Chili, and
Peru ,realize that the independence of
a modern state with a long -seaboard
must be protected hy the possession of a
nayy of an up-to-date type.

They have no fear of either England
or France, but there is an uneasy feeling
about Germany as a new naval and col-
ohiging power, and though little is ever
said on the subject there is lurking jeal-
ousy of the United States, The fear is
not so much of aggression as of patroniz-
ing protection, with dictation as a con-
sequence.

“No. South American order will go to
the United States ship yards,” said a
porminent member of the naval commis-
sion. “None of the republics can afford
to build a huge battleship fleet but each
cf tha four can huild as a beginning a
»as squadron of the most pow-
erful ships that naval comstructors can
previde.”

SAVED GOVERNOR’S LIFE,

Postal Authorities Intercept Infernal
Machine in Mails,

Philadelphia, Sept. 13—The postal
guthorities held up the mails this
morning and took from them an in-
fernal machine of ingenious construc-
tion and saved the life of Governor
Fort, of New Jersey. After precau-
tions the authorities opened a pack-
asge marked personal, constructed of
powder, nails and bullets, with matech-
¢s arranged so that in unwrapping the
package they would be 'ignited. The
atempted assassination is attributed
to the governor’s persistency in clos-
ing the saloons at Atlantic City.

For .Carrying ‘Concealed Weapons.

Lethbridge, 8apt. 13—The police
vosterday arrested A. J. Pyle, a Chi-
i cago strike-breaker, for earrying con-
eciled weapons. Pyle had rented a
liouse and complained of -being threat-
ened by strike sympathizers while.
going home. He got the weapon as
a protection but threw the gun away
when he knew he was shadowed by
police. The case was adjourned till
Monday.

XKing Charles simply
tapped his brother on ‘the shonlder
and said, ‘They will never kill me
to make you King.’ (Laughter.)

“I have this to say, that here is
not an old Liberal who will take pow-
ér away from me and my friends, Geo.
P. Graham and Redolphe ‘Lemieux, to
give it into the hands of -Borden or
Foster. (Cheexs.)

“But, sir, this .is not sufficient. Let.
me go a step further. It is said-in
the present campaign by Mr. Borden
and by Mr. Foster that this is a cam-
paign for clean polifics. If that. isj
to be the issue, ladies and gentlemen;
I accept the issue in its entirety.

MANY LIVES MUST
~ HAVE BEEN 10ST

In the Forest Fires in Lake Superior
Reginn—Change in the Wind
Affords Some Relief.

Duluth, Minn,, Sept. 13.—The wind
from Lake Buperior has turned the
forest fires on'the north shores away
tom ‘the towns of Grand Marais, Chi-
cago ‘Bay, Lutsen and Tefte and the
smaller settlements, and they are safe
for the present, although still in great

d4danger should the wind shift to the
land. -Although no deaths are report-|-

ed, it is probable that when the fires

“{subside heartrending tragedies will be

révealed, the conflagration sweeping
with tremendous fury over the. coun-
try “dotted with small border hamlets
and many clearings where reside in-
dividual families. It is not possible
that all have escaped,.and in point of
fatalities the holocaust may rank as
a catastrophe., The fire covers a dis-
trict 100 miles long and several .miles
wide.

A crew of 150 men left here this
morning by steamer for Grand Marais
to fight .the flames. On the Mesaba
iron.range north of Duluth the confla-
gration has practically burned itself
out-and there is no fear of any greai
future damage in that section. Yes-
fterday the centre of the .fire was on
the Western range in the neighbor-
hood of Grand Rapids and Cohaset,
but to-day it had subsided to small
proportions. Virginia, Eveleth, Hib-
bing and Coleraine, towns ranging in
population from 4,000 to 12,000 per-
sons, which were threatened up to-day
are now out of danger.

A New Danger Acises.

At -Hibbing a new danger has aris-
en, -however, The Montenegrin min-
ers have attempted on two oceasions
to fire the city and the military have
been ordered to guard the streets and
shoot any person caught attempting to
gtart-a fire. - ¥he new threat has ter-
rorized the town,

Milgaukee, Wis., Sept. 13.—Reports
to-night show the forest fires in many
places are still ranging, with loss of
life and widespread destruction of
property,

Detroit, Mich., Sept. 11.—Forest
fires are raging fifty miles north- of
Detroit. River and street traffic is de-
layed by great clouds of smoke drift-
ing over the city. .Reports from Port
Huron.say that navigation is suspend-

Fightng To ‘Save Village.

Wansan, Wis,, Sept. 13.—Reports
from the village of Morris, in the path
of the flames, state that all available
persons are fighting like Trojans to
save the village. A big . ditch ‘has
been thrown up around the town and
an- expected rain this evening 'may
save the town. All trains in the
stficken district are late, the engin-
eers being unable to see the track on
account of the dense smoke, The
woods are-all afire between Wausan
and Eland Junction, Wis. The ‘fires
are spectacular. The roar of flames
is heard for miles. Large sections of
Weuusan county are completely devas-
tated, the fire éating down into the
roots of the trees -

The towns of Elderton and Trappie
City are nearly annihilated. The
total ¥89es in Northern Wisconsin is
not less than two million dollars,and
may run as high as five million. All
villages are being patrolled night and
day. The flames reached Brokaw this
afternoon and threatened to lick up
the million dollar paper mills, but
they were saved by superhuman ei-
forts. Many logging concerns suffer-
ed extensively in“loss of timber, while
others lose their entire property, In
Northern Bayfield county a prosper-
ous region has been reduced to a bar-
ren waste, Many small villages are
encircled bv thé onrushing ocean of
flames, and the number of deaths will
not be-known ‘for days.

Arrested For Fire Lighting.

St. Raul, Minn., Sept. 14.—The first
arrests in comneetion with the Minne-
sota forest fires were reported to Gen.
C. C. Andrews, forestry commission-
éer, to-day. ~He received information
that Peter K. Olson and Jack Cischart
wil be tried .at Carlion, Sept. 156th for
starting thie fire which threatened
Wrenshall, and butned a number of
square miles of forest. The men were
burning the right of way for the rail-
road, and permitted the fire to get be-
yond -their .control. The fire occurred
in Catleton County. A farmer near
Hibbing will be arrested by the coun-
ty attorney for starting one of the
fires four miles santh of Hibbing. He
was burning ovir his land, and ghe
fire got into the forests.

The Fire .in .Rort Arthur Region.

Port ‘Arthur, Sept. 12.—Wm. .Scott,
managet of the Pigeon ‘River Lumber
Co., who returned to-day from a' trip
through .the company’s holdings along
the Pigeon rxiver, confirms the report
of the destruction of:-three camps, and
says that only the absence of wind
is saving ‘the ‘country from :thoysands
tof-dollars of loss in. every direction.
'Thé country is vety dry, and fires
which are now covering large tracts
of land would gpread with-great rap-
idity were the wind to comeup. Even
as it is, Bettlers and lumbermen are
compelled to fight conatantly to save
their ,property. The steamer America
which arrived this morning from the
south shore, reports the whole lake
covered with -emoke_so thick as'to be
almost impenétrable, There is devas-
tation  everywhere algng ‘the shore
and the villages are ‘eonstantly fight-
ing the flames, ‘removing personal ef-
fects ‘amd sending their women and
ehiildren"to peints of - safety. Port
Arthur and ‘Fort William to-day are

enveloped in smoke so thick that one
could almost imagine the fire to be
in the city. The Canadian Pacific Co.
has placed guards at all bridges along
the railsvay to prevent a repetition of
fires such as have recently blocked
traffic an the main line.

FIERCE FOREST FIRES

RAGING IN QUEBEC|>

City of Sherbrooke Threatened With
Destruction—Digraeli Has Force of
400 Men Fighting the Flames—
Only ‘Rain Can Save the Situa-
tion.

Ottawa, Sept. 14—A dispatoh from
the upper Qttawa says that great for-
est fires are burning in the viecinity
of Pembroke, Chalk River and Des
Joachims, the settlementis at the lat-
ter points being in danger. The air
is filled with dense smoke.

Valleyfield, Sept. 14—The Robert
Hotel and two -other buildings. have
been burned. The lands in the rear
of the town .are on fire.

Drummondyville, Que., .Sept. 14—The
fire which threatened this village with
destruction is now under control. A
heavy wind, however, might fan the
flames into dangerous activity.

Fire Threatens Sherbrooke.

Sherbrooke, Que., Sept. -14—Bush
fires reached the city limits yester-
day near the Sacred Heart hospital.
The efforts of several hundred men
is required-to keep it under .control.
Burning leaves and cinders are fal-
ling in all parts of the city.

Disraeli, Que., Sept. 14—The fire
continues ‘its -destructive work and is
steadily advancing despite the efforts
of four hundred fire fighters. ‘Sunday
morning after mass the cure made an
appeal to the whole parish to organize
into -a brigade. Only rain can save
the situation.

Wickham, -Que.. Bept. 14—This vil-
lage ‘is surrounded by fire. There has
been considerable damage to barns
and farm buildings in this distriet.

Years Have -Done Little,

Over 350 years have elapsed ‘since
then, and, so far as the nmavigation of
Hudson Bay is eoncerned, very little
has been done to bring that famous
inland sea to meet existing require-
ments. But, according to what one
learns from the newspapers and from
recent -debates in the Dominion -par-
liament, there seéms to he a -great
possibility of ‘‘the Hudson Bay route
to Europe” being adopted. William
Mackenzie and D. D. Mann have
spoken on the matter in no unecertain
way, while a government survey
party has been formed and is now on
the reconnaissance.

Politicians have been awakened to
the rapid growth and development ot
the western country. [Liberals and
Conservatives alike appearing to agres
that  the Hudson Bay railway must
be completed, anid a new sea route
opened, in order to meet the require-
ments of an ever-growing commerce
The wide world has learned of the
vastness of Canada’s fertile resoureces
—no better proof of this is needed than
a reference to the acreage :put into
cultivation by - settlers in late years.
Yet not a thirtieth part is ecultivated.
If present shipments of grain be eum-
bersome to the railway companies (as
is the ease at times) what would an
increased amount, say, twenty times
as great of freight be like? Chaos
would reign.

adduced ‘in later years, although onz
or two old servants; viz., W. A. Archi-|
bald and Captain Hackland, declared
that ““the strait never freezes and
there was no reason why steamships
should not navigate it at”any. time?’ "

It was also stated before that com-
mittee thdt “there were ‘many dxperi-
enced and intelligent American whal
ing masters who have navigated the
straits in summer and autumn, and
the course should'be easy for steamers,
if aided by lighthouses.”

The .appendix ‘to the report contains
the following entries:

Naturé and science are
a happy combination “when both are
fully - understeod—the -one being a
iifeslonig study of “Him who 'governs
all and the latter an attribute of that
knowledge.

MINNESOTA EDITORS
SPREADS 600D TIDINGS

Excerpts From Papers Presided Over by
Journalists Who Recently Toured
Weést—Edmonton and District Came
in for Large Meed of Praise.

The pencils of the - “gopher editors™
ttave been busy sinee the return of the
Minnesota party from their annual out-
ing. A few clippings will show the trend
of their thought about western Canada.

- Ten Yéars' Progress.

The West St. Patil Times recalls the
excursion of the Minnesota editors from
Winnipeg to the Pacific coast ten years
ago. Referred to what has happened. in
the interval, the wriler says: “Thous-
ands of miles of new railroad lines have
been built, and the development of the
conntry has made marvelous strides.
Millicns of acres, then lying in their wild
and untouched state, ‘have since been
trancferred into grain fields. Towns have
sprung up as if “by-the wand of a magi-
cian, and their deevlopment is now in
full progress. It is « revelation, a.re-
cord of conquest by Settlemert that is
remarkable.” The write up in that paper
makes three coluiins and a half of in-
teresting reading.

Great Country Undevelopad.

The Hutchinson ILeader characterizes
western Canada as “‘a great country un-
developed.” The summer outing, it says,

unexplored morthlands are imimense-
and incalculable, but there are a few
explorers able.to prove the existence
of ‘huge deposits of the very valuable
“‘eider-down,” left by the duck of that!
name. and also able to give a rough
calculation as to the value of the
fiisheries. One of thgse explorers goes
farther than others by stating tha$
his knowledge -of the coast expérienee
for a period of 37 years compels him

for 11 months in ‘the year across the
Hudson Bay, the shore ice extending
but'a mile and a half out and then

rising tides. He indicates the posi-
tion of this point as considerably north
of Fort Churchill and  with better
soundings than that 'place for large
vessels to anchor in.

It is impossible to over-estimate the
mineral resources of Canada’s north-
lands which would come into exist
ence directly upon the ‘openirg of the
new Hudson Bay railway and port
One-very important find -in the Atha-
basca district—té use Mr. Von Ham-
merstein’s own ‘words given before the
Select "eommittee last yvear—‘one sf
the biggest peteoleum fields in  the
tworld’> “has beén made. Twelve years
ago, while a government search party
was boring for petroleum a huge
volume of natural gas became releas-
ed, which entirely suspended opera-
tions. The well has
plugged, and the gas has been escap-
ing ever since, although not in spch
Iarge qudrtity, but still sufficient to
enahle Mr. Hammerstein to stite
“that he had no.doubt that 4t -is the
biggest gas well on the -face of the
earth and which, in the interests »f
the country,-should be at once plug-
ged.” That opinion is endorsed by
Mr Chamberlain, the gas expert of
Petrolea, and the largest operator of
natural ‘gas in the United States. At
times the gas jet has reached 80 feet
in the air and this will indicate the
magnitiude of the well.

This was a statement that Mr. Ames
made in the House of Commons last
session. In the subsequent investiga
tion before the public accounts com-
mittee Mr. Fraser was examined up-
on this point,.and he swore that
put this tender in on his own behalf.
anl that he owned the timber. berth.
and that he did not sell it for two
or three years. When Mr. Ames in
a later debate, again wundeértook 1o
make the charge that Mr. Burrows
had been the real purchaser of berth
1,049, he was compelled by Mr. Bur-
rows to retract the statement as be-
ing untrue. When touring through
the country he is, of course, under
no obligations to. be accurate in his
remarks, and, accordingly, we find
the statement which he was compgl-
led to withdraw in the House again
doing duty. Mr. Burrows’ only con-
nection with :1,049, and also his only
connection with Mr. A. W. Fraser's
timber ventures, was that he subse-
quently acted as agent for Mr. Frasei
in the sale of this timber berth to W.
Cowan at the same time that he sold
out his own ihterest in the Big River
Lumber company to Mr. Cowan.

The hypothetical case against
Burrcws and_ Mr. Turiff, hopelesss
weak at best, comes “tumbl ng down
once it is established, as it has Heen,
that it was a comparatively common
practice of lumbermen to make up
their bonus tender by a number of
cheques. A. W. Fraser told the com-
mittee, on oath. that during his twen-
ty years of practice he had done this
tme and again ior different clients;
and Mr. Burrows, .in his speech in
bariiament last May, had no difficulty
in citing case after case where this
practicc had been followed.

The Canadian Seed Growers’ assoei-
ation is an organization which is mak-
ing its influence felt all over the Do-
minion in the production of pure seed.
As live stock associations with their
pedigrees and record books have
greatly improved the standard ¢f ani-
mals so the Canadian Seed Growers’
association is working for a similar
end ‘in the matter of wheat, oats, bar-
ley and every kind of grain.

L. H. Newman, secretary of the as-
sociation, whose headquarters are in
Ottawa, is at present in Edmonton in
the course of a business trip ‘through-
out the west. To a Bulletin repregen-
tative he stated some of the basic
principles of the association and out-
lined the good work that it is accom-
plishing. Professor Robertson, of the
Macdonald institute, Montreal, is pre-
sident and the directors number
twenty elected from all over the Do-
minion.

FOSTER’'S FOMCCAGSTS.

Severe Storms Predicted for Week of
Sept. 26—Cold Dip Forecasted.

Washington, D.C., Sept. 14—Last bul-
letin gave forecasts of disturbance to
cross continent 18 to 22; warm wave 17
to 21, cool wave 20 to 24. It was pre-
dicted that moderate temperatures would
precede and accompany this disturbance;
that very cool weather would follow it,
with killing frosts in northern and mid-
latitude secticns.

Next disturbance will reach Pacific
coast about 25, cross Pacific slope by
close of 26, -great central valleys 27 to
29, eastern States 30. In connection
with- this disturbance a warm wave
will cross Pacific slope about 25, gx:ent

central=valleys .27, eastern States 29,
about 28, great eentral valleys 30, east-
ern-States; October 2. This disturbance
will -canse severe storms on the Pacific
coast about September 25 and these
storms will eontinue .to be pevere dur.
ing :their passage across the continent.
The warm wave will cause a great rise
in temperature following the frost
wave and the gcod old summer time will
seom to have returned.

Jevere wcather may be expected ‘m-
1 following Sept, 12" and gen-
eral showers will be the rule. ,The rise
in températures that will come w'th
the wdrm wave that will reach meridian
90 about 14 will make a great change in
tempetatures, causing almost summer
heat:

Thirty Years Ago.

“Now I told you in the commence-
'menit that I'had been a constant read-
er of the Mail and Empire for thirty
years. 1 would quote irom an article
{which was published at one time in
the Mail. It is this: “The history of
the last four years of incompetence
and the revelations of corruption and
jobbery, which have been great and
the public eriticism poked into the
rings of ‘Gritdom have thrown doubt
(into 'the mest faithful ranks, and no
wondér. The bully who shows the
{ white feather is not a more repulsive
| object than the political hypocrite who
betrays -purity and outrages every
prineiple - he profésses. No honest
Reformer can review the past five
yvears ‘without feelings of indignation
and contempt.” That was published,
not this year, but thirty years ago,
and although no names are mention-
ed yet-it was against glexander Mac-
lkenzie. On July 29, "1870, the Mail
published an article which read this
way: “Why honest Reformers are
dissatisfied. Because Mackenzie has
deceived them. He was going to be
goody-goody in everything, but-he has
been bad in many instances and good
in none. Because he is manifestly in-
capable in governing the country with
wisdom or prudence.’

“Do you see any difference in the
language used thirty years ago and
the language of today. I say that
take the Mail and other Conservative
papers today and they are telling you
old Liberals the same tale that they
told of the old Liberals of that time.
The® it was the old Liberals of Bald-
win, now it is old Mackenzie Reform-
ers that they are appealing to in the
same words. This shows, I believe,
what is at the base of these accusa-
ti#ns which are buried in-the press at
what I believe, nay, what I assert, to
be an honest government. (Cheers.)

Mr. Foster’s Shocked Virtue.

“But..this is not the only charge.
Mr. Foster, speaking some days ago
in one of the Maritime provinces, said
we were not only extravagant but
criminally extravagant. Well, sir, if
I 'have shocked the virtue of my
friend George Eulas Foster I deplore
my fate indeed. (Laughter.) After
all let us ascertain what is the charge
of extravagance. I read the speech of
Mr. Fostér careiully. What is the
evidence which he brings in support
of the charge that we have been crim-
inally extravagant. His evidence is
that in 1896, the last year he was in
office as finance minister, the expen-
diture was $36,000,000 in round figures,
and that lagt year the Liberal govern-
ment spent $76,000,000. That is to say,
in twelve years the expenditure doub-
led and he calls that extravagance.
Sir, if I were to ask how many men
there are in this audience who in the
vear 19038 spent ‘double the amount
they spent twelve years ago, dozens
and hundreds would rise up because
times have been good and public and
private wealth has increased and men
can spend double what they spen:
twelve years ago. What is, after all,
the ecriterion by which to ascertain
whether in private or in public life
there has been extravagant expendi-
ture? There is one easy -criterion,
and it is one which Mr. Foster has
forgotten. If a man has a certain
income and spends within that in-
{ccme he cannot be called extravagant.
!But if a man spends beyond “his in-
come then he becomes extravagant.
That is my logic at all events. It is
not the logic of Mr. Foster. If there
is a man in this atidience who has an
income of $10,000 and spends $4,000,
in the eyes of Mr. Foster he would be
cxtravagant. But if he is a man who
has an income of $100900 and spends
$500 more than that amount he would
not be extravagant, but would be sav-
ing. That is the logic of Mr. Foster.
(Lavghter and applause.)

Spends Within Income.

“After all, T do not pretend to be
much of a financier, but I think 1
have some measure of common sense.
I think I understand these matters,
and if a man spends within his in-
come he cannot be extravagant. - But
the man who spends-more than his in-

e
come, whether .in private life or in
public life,.becomes extravagant and
according to the legic of Mr. Foster,
is criminally extravagant, because Mr.
Foster was minister of finance - for
some eight years of the last twelve
years of the Conservative administra-
tion and during these twelve years
which ended in July, 1896, the gov-
ernment.of which Mr. Foster was min-
ister of finance, had six years of de-
ficits and six years of surplus. (Ap-
plause.) He made them an equal
division, six years of deficits on the
9ne side and six years of surpluses on
the other. (Renewed applause.) But
unfortunately, there was not a di-
vision in the amount because the sur-
pluses *were less than the deficits. In
Mr. Foster’s time the surpluses am-
ounted to about $4,000,000 and the de-
ficits to $4,984,000.

What of the Liberal Government.
“Now what has been the record of
the Liberal government, which has
been accused by Mr. Foster of ex-
travagance? What has been that re-
cord. That record is that for the
last twelve years except one, we have
had surpluses. We had not a surplus
in the first year of -our administration
when we followed Mr. Foster. We
had a deficit of $500,000, but the year
after that, in 1897, we had a surplus
of $1,000,000, then of $4,000,000, then of
$8.000,000, then of $5,000,000, then of
$7,000,000, then of $14,000,000, then of
$15,000,000, -then of $7,000,000, then
dgain of $12,000,000, then of $16,000,-
000, and at last $19,000,000. (Prolonged
applause.)

“Bir, this is Mr. Foster’s position.
(Laughter.) But, sir, I do not pre-
tend for my part that the minister of
canals, who has an occasional deficit,
is to be blamed or reckoned extrava.
gant, and when Mr. Foster applies to
his opponents and his betters such
words as ‘criminally extravagant,” he
would have done better to tell his
hearers that out of the millions ex-
pended, hundreds of thousands, in
some cases aprpoaching millions,have
been spent in bringing from Europe
hundreds of immigrants who have
gone to the prairie land to 'p us to
build up this country. Yea atcer year
we brought from the United States
sixty thousand, forty thousand and
fifty thousand of the very best class
of American citizens. They at once
became loyal - British subjects and
they brought with them, according to
the census returns, in settlers’ effects
and gold $52,000,000, and they invested
in land, mills, collieries, industries
and business of different kinds not
less than $350,000,000. If Mr. Foster
had told his-hearers that of these mil-
lions a large proportion were used for
building the Grand Trunk Pacific
railway, if he had told them that we
were deepening the canals and in 2
thousand different ways have so im-
proved the eondition of things that
this miracle has been performed, that
our trade in twelve years has increas;
ed from $230,000,000 to $650.000.000.
(loud cheers), if he had told that out
of these millions we have relieved the
motherland of the necessity of expen-
diture for the maintenance of garri-
sons at Halifax and Esquimalt—ior,
if we have become a nation we are a
nation under the British crown, and
we should as far as possible maintain
our own military expend#ture, . and
relieve the motherland. (Applause.)
If Mr. Foster had told of these things
he would have presented a true pic-
ture. ‘More than that I ecan claim
that when the revenue was buoyant
under the Liberals we have ‘in spite
of expenditure been able to accumu-
late $130,000,000 in surpluses and we
have been able to do this and the
burden never was felt by the Canad-
ian people. There is not a man in
this audience who can respond to this
appeal oi Mr. Foster’s for there is
no man in this audience who has felt
the pinch of taxation or undue  ex-
penditure. The revenue was buoyant
then and if it is not so buoyant now
as it was then it will be our duty to
decrease the expenditure greatly and
bring our expenditures within our rev-
enue as we have always done. Iet
me remind you of this ,that there is
no government in the world, whether
of Canada, of Europe, of America or
élsewhere but can spend more than it
has spent and for a legitimate purpose.
(Applause.)

Foster’s Retrenchment.

“At the very mofnent .that Mr.
Foster talks against our lavish expen-
ditures he goep to Prince Edward Isl-
and and promises a tunnel which at
the lowest estimate would cost ten
million dollars. That is the policy
of a man who preaches retrenchment.

“Now, I pass to other topics. It
is said that we have gone back on
our principles upon all "the planks
which formed - the platiorm of 1893.
The most important no doubt was the
plank upon the tariff. We denounc-
ed in no measured terms the tariff of
that day. We denouneed in no meas-
ured terms the once famous national
policy, once famous, but now dead,
buried and forgotten, as dead as Judas
Iscariot, as deeply buried as though
it were at the bottom of the sea, and
as forgotten as the pledges of Mr.
Foster, on prohibition. (Laughter.)
We denounced the principle of the
national policy of wuniversal protec-
tion. Our policy was a tariff based
upon revenue and when we came’into
office we put these principles into
the form of a new policy. Tt is said
that ‘the policy we have adopted was
simply a desertion of our principles,
that it was simply taking for our own
use the garments of the Conservative
party. God forbid that we should do
anything of the kind. (Laughter.)

Killed the National Policy.

“When the Conservative party tell
us that today, it is simply an after
thought, because when Sir .Charles
Tupper heard the new policy of the
Liberal party, introduced by Mr.
Fielding in the session of 1897, he said
that. Mr. Fielding had killed the na-
tional policy and ruined Canadian in-
dustry. Sir Charles Tupper said we
would kill the national policy. That
was true and Mr. Fielding must plead
guilty to that matter. If he was,
charged with it he would probably
answer in the words of the old Ro-
man who said: “I swear I have saved
the country; let us go and thank the
gods. (Applause and laughter.)

“Mr. Fielding killed the national
policy, but what has been the result
The result has ‘been the policy - you
see today, the policy that has made
the f’ountry prosperous.. It is true,
however, that we did not rush into
radical reform. We are reiofmers, not
revolutionists. We did not care to
revolutionize the policy of that day;
“'1(1) were content to improve it gradu-
ailly.

The creamery was
established in 1894 by Jas. A. Powell,
an Edmonton man, ‘and was the first
creamery operated im Alberta.

: The Bulletin has secured this state-
ment of the labor situation in the
provinee in arder to offset the possible
ill .effects of the report which has
been published broadcast throughout
the west to the effect that the farmers
in Alberta require hundreds of :ddi-
tional meh to complete harvesting op-
erations in this pravince.

The following was the 1eport which
was given prominence Dby Winnipeg
papers’ this week :—

“The cry from the west for men to
work in the harvest fields is agaia ve-
coming a loud one, and the conditions
of labor are evidently going to be
setious.

“It was thought that a sufficient
number of men had come to the coun-
try, but this is far from" the case, and
hundreds are still -wanted to do the
work.

“The searcity is principally from Al-
berta, where very few harvest hands
can be got. Ywesterday 800 men came
from the east and were immediately
sent to Edmonton and the surrounding
distriet. 'When they leit the city they
a1l had positions to go to.

“It is chiefly men to do the thresh-
ing who are wanted.

“At the provinecial immigration of-
fice, demands for men are, coming in
thick and fast and the department is
at a loss to find sufficient men.to ans-
wer the call.

“The scareity is causing an upward
move to be made in wages, and the
price for a man in Alberta is a good
one, as much as $3 a day being
given.”

As 2 matter of fact there are plenty
of harvesters in Alberta. The wages,
instead of being $3 per day, as was
reported, are ranging from $30 to $35
per month and board. There are now
a number of men waiting at the .im-
migration hall right in Edmonton, un-
til the threshing season-starts, so that
they may secure employment. Loeal
men in touch with the labor condi-
tions existing here, resent this ovi
dent attempt of Winnipeg people t
unload a.numder of eastern harvasi-
ers. many of whom have proved tham-
selves to be most undesirable citizens,
upon the people of Alberta, where
there are already sufficient men to
handle the harvest. It has been sug-
gested that this is probably a move
of railroad contractors to secure an
over supply of laborers so .thut ihey
can secure Werkmen at reduced LEes.

LARGE TIE CONTRACT.

The contract for cutting ties for 100
miles of the Grand Trunk Pacifie line
west of the McLeod River has been
let to H. A. Calder.' He has a con-
tract to supply 300,000 ties for this
part of the line. 'He left Tuesday
for the scenc' of opdrations west of
the McLeod, where he has a number
of sub-contractors engaged in con-
structing camps and' preparing for the
tic-cutting operationg to be carried on
thia winter. ~ Mr. Calder will have a
large forece of men employed all win-
ter cutting the timber, which is plenti-
ful west of the McLeod River. This
tie contract is one of the largest tha*
bas been let by the G.T.P. i any
single contractor. and as the ties are
for a portion of the line for which
the grading contractiwill probably be
fet shortly, the work of ecuntting and
distributing these ties will be proceed-
ed with as rapidly as possible.

NORTHERN SURVEY WORK.

C. C. Fairchild, ‘D.L.S., arrived in
the city ~ Tuesday’ from Holmes’
Crossing on the . ‘Athabasca river,
where he is engagét ‘in land survey
work.  With a parfy' of fifteen men
he is surveying townships 61 and 62.
He has come to Edmonton to secure
more men and provisions to enable
him to coniplete his work, The coun-
try where Mr, Fairchild is at work is
heavily timbered, ‘and is very suitable
for settlement.” There are only 15 o1
20 settlers located there as yet. The
trails leading to this part of the
country are in bad condition, how-
ever. Mr. Fairchild returns to hig
work shortly by way of the Paddle
river and Athabasca tizil.

CHICKEN SEASON OPENED.

On Tuesday the sports of Edmonton
donned ‘their shooting jackets and
armed with guns of all kinds set forth
to kill and ‘to slay. The occasion was
the opening of the prairie chicken sea-
son. For farty-seven days, until Oc-
tober 3lst, the shooting of prairie
chickens is allowed' by law, a heavy
fine being the penalty imposed on
any one found violating the game law
by shooting during the -close season.
Sportsmen who were out yesterday
after ducks and chicken report the
latter to be fairly plentiful this year
and in good condition.

SURVEYED MORE HOMESTEADS.

R. H. Cautley, D.L.8., of the firm of
Cautley & Cautley, returned to the
city on Tuesday {irom the country
south of Moose Jaw, where he has
been subdividing several townships
ifito sections. He opened up a large
tract of country for homesteading and
reports the country to be very suit-
able -for agricultural purposes. He
had a party of eighteen men engaged
in the work, and subdivided town-
ships 5 to 10 in ranges 4, 5, 6 and 7,
west of the 3fd meridian, in what is
known as the Wood Mountain dis-
trict,

BLIND AUCTION SALE.

An examplification of the  spirit of
chance, typical of the West, was had on
Tuesday at the blind auction sale of un-
claimed goods which is being held in the
Geo. Manuel bunilding on the corner of
Howard and Rice streets by the Cana-
dian Northern Express Company. The
lavge building was crowded by a cosmo-
politan concourse of buyers, all eager to
take a chance on the mysterious looking
parcels put up for auction.

Just what the result of these chances
were is not yet known. The geods were
put up for auection wrapped up in brown
paper. and :the purchasers simply took a
flying chance on what, the parcel might
aontain.

3. In or ahout the month of August in
the year 1808, the defendant commenced
husiness as a dealer in men’ s furnish-
ings in a store on the scuth side of Jas-
per avenue in the City of Edmonton, a
short distance eagt of the plaintiff’s
store.

4 .With the fraudulent object of de-
ceiving the public and of representing
his place of husiness as that of the plain-
tiff or connected with the plaintiff’s busi-
ness, he, the defendant placed over his

isaid premises a sign which is an imita-

tion of the sign used by the plaintiff on
his said premises.

5. On the 9h day of September, 1968,
and at other times, the defendant falsely
and , fraudulently represented to Adolph
Newman and Menno Harmo and to-div-
ers other.persons. that he ,the defendant
was a brother.of-the plaintiff, that the
defendant’s said store was a branch store
of the plaintiff and that the goods in the
defendant’s said store belonged to the
plaintifi and were being sold by the de-
fendant for and on account of\the plain-
tiff.

6. In consequence cof the said represen-
tations -tho plaintiffi has suffered loss in
his said business.

The plaintiff therefore elaims:

1. Damages:to the amecunt of -$2,000.

2. An injunction restraining the de-
fendant from representing or stating that
he is.a brother of the plaintiff and from
representing or stating = that  his .said
businéss is identical with of in any way
connected with the plaintifi’s said busi-
ness and from having or continuing on
his shop-front the sign now used by him
of any cther sign in imitation of or close-
Iy resembling that now.used by the
plaintiff.
