“It is a temporary abode to 
shelter the men. There is no idea 
of permanency, nor has there 
been any such Idea on the part of 
the Government. In making this 
statement we have the assurance 
of the Premier, as well as of the 
Minister."
Consistency is a jewel, ^nd we con- 

giatulate our morning contemporary.
The conflict, however, between the 

senior Government organ and the 
junior organ still remains, and is in­
deed emphasized by the incisive and 
unequivocal and unambiguous declar­
ation of the Daily News. For the 
latest of the Evening Chronicle is 
equally definite, clear and certain. 
The Chronicle states as a “fact that 
by the present structure the Colony 
will be provided with a place of de­
tention for all parties in the future 
who may require to be placed under 
observation for this disease,” i.e„ 
smallpox.

The Daily News is politic in ignor­
ing the flat contradiction of the two 
declarations. If the Daily News is 
right, the Chronicle is wrong; and the 
Daily News wisely eschews the im­
possible.

When the Government organs differ 
so radically, and in a matter which 
involves the question of permanency 
or not of a serious menace to a sec­
tion of the city, it is tor the City Coun­
cil to settle definitely and have a clear 
agreement in black and white that the 
building will be pulled down im­
mediately the sealers who are now 
under observation are discharged.

The Newfoundland Pine and Pulp 
Company, of which the genial Mr. H. 
J. Crowe is President, has had the 
best season for logging during the 
past winter for nine years. Teams 
are still hauling to the Exploits. Some 
4,000,000 feet of lumber, pine mostly, 
have been logged, and in addition 25,- 
000 cords of plpwood, equal to 14,- 
000,000 feet, have been delivered to 
the Anglo-Newfoundland Development 
Company at Grand Falls. Altogether 
the output of the firm for the season 
Is about 18,000,000 feet.

We hear that the danger of rafting 
on the Exploits which some people 
apprehended, and which it was 
thought might take place above the 
railway bridge, is past. A channel 
has been formed naturally in the 
midst of the river and the ice >s 
thawing out gradually. Competent 
hydraulic engineers had expressed the 
opinion some years ago that the new 
dam below the bridge would, instead 
of increasing the danger, minimize it.

We learn that the pulp works of 
the Albert Read Company are prac­
tically complete and that pulp grind­
ing will commence within a few days. 
The plant is a very fine one, most re­
cent improvements in machinery hav­
ing been installed. It is understood 
that the company contemplate putting 
down a paper plant In the near future.

We understand that the Anglo-New- 
foundland Development Company at 
Grand Falls have placed orders for 
two new paper machines. When 
these are installed, little pulp will be 
exported, as most of it will be con­
verted into news print at Grand 
Falls.

Some people believe that it would 
be wise to extend the Botwood rail­
way to Port Leamington for winter 
shipping, as the latter port is 25 
n.iles nearer the sea than Botwood.

Sounds of Battle
The report of a battle reaches the 

wprld over in these days of the reign 
of the newspaper, but without any 
such outside aid it can be hteard far 
beyond the scene of actual strife. Tht 
reports of the guns themselves, the 
real sounds of battle, go far out lute 
space, and can be distinguished a long 
way from the point of conflict.

Professor W. F. Sinclair says that 
there is nothing unusual in the hear­
ing of artillery at a distance of sixty 
miles. The Bombay time guns and 
salutes are often heard at the north­
ern Mahim, a distance of over fifty 
miles. The guns are—or were at the 
time when the observations were 
made—very modest affairs, old-fash­
ioned- twenty-four or thirty-twb 
pounders loaded with four or five 
pounds of coarse black powder, not 
all of which was burnt.

The target practice of the forts 
and turret ships at Bombay was easily 
distinguishable from mere salutes and 
time-guns, not merely as a louder 
sound, but by being felt in the chest 
when the others could only be heard.

The sound produced by modern 
powder is probably very different 
from that of old black powder, so that 
an army in action at the present time 
may he relied upon to make its voice 
heard. The “din of battle" is not a 
figure of speech.

Special Evening Telegram,
LONDON, To-Day.

The debate on clause two of the Ve­
to Bill which restricts the power of 
the House of Lords over measures 
other than money bills opened in the 
House of Commons yesterday. Mr. 
Winston Churchill refused even to 
consider a motion to limit (he opera­
tion of clause two to three years. He 
declared the Government would not 
accept any time limit during which 
period they would undertake to re­
form the Upper House. Premier As­
quith declared the Government would 
accept no amendment which would 
exclude from the operation of the 
clause any legislation which might be 
dubbed “class" legislation. “The Veto 
of the Crown is gone," exclaimed the 
Prime Minister. “It is as dead as 
Queen Anne. It has gone by disuse, 
so ought the Veto of the Lords to have 
gone." Opposition Leader Balfour 
said that the claim that the Commons 
should be omnipotent in Legislation 
was a “monstrous doctrine.” It meant 
absolute single chamber Government. 
He maintained that the electors did 
not know when they returned the Gov­
ernment, that they were voting for 
Home Rule, and for the whole Consti­
tution being sacrificed in a scandal­
ous bargain between the Government 
and the Nationalists.

Time was when only one idea con­
cerning the teaching of children was 
held. Physical force was the great 
thing, and the young idea acquired 
.knowledge by knocks.

1’or he had seen ample lessons in 
geography, history, astronomy, orni­

thology, and a number of other “ol- 
ogies,” and, instead of being bored, 
he had learnt something from each 
lesson.

For instance, take the ornithology 
lesson, which sounds most terribly 
trying. At school every Answerite 
was told how the caterpillar comes to 
be a butterfly. You believed it, of 
course, but were not impressed. But 
to watch the whole process on an en­
larged scale, as shown by the cine­
matograph, is something to marvel at 
—something you cannot and do not 
desire to forget-

Or if the various dates in history 
had been associated with a wonder­
fully enacted living picture, or geog­
raphy with brilliant views, how much 
easier it would have been!

Of course, the idea is not brand 
new. It has already been tried in 
teaching medical students and others.

Why Negroes Are Black
Food Determines Color-Nays German 

Professor, Who Hns Written Rook 
Shotting How Diet Affects Nklu.
London, April B.—What makes the 

Caucasian white, the negro black and 
the Indian red? One explanation is 
that the black races are made so as 
a result of continuous exposure to 
sunlight, but this theory does not 
seem to hold good througfrout._

A German professor, Dr. A. Bergfed, 
has just written a book in which he 
attempts to prove that it is all a mat­
ter of feeding. He points out that 
in the animal and insect world color 
is often determined by food, and he 
argues by chemical process the same 
results are shown in the different ha- 
mar. races.

He thinks that the original man was 
black, as his principal diet must have 
been vegetarian. Fruit and vegetables 
contain manganates which ally them­
selves with iron, making a dark brown 
combination. Dr. Bergfeld says that 
negroes who add meat and milk to 
their vegetable fare are never as dark 
ts those who only eat vegetables.

Salt Makes White Races. 
Indians are red because they have 

bsorbed for generations hemoglobin, 
he red substance in the blood of ani-' 

I mais killed for food. Mongols- are 
yellow because they descend from 
dark fruit eating races who penetrated 
into the plains of Asia, became shep­
herds and lived to a great extent on 
milk whch contains chlorine and has 
a bleaching effect.

The Caucasians were another 
branch who became still whiter 
through adding salt to their dietary. 
Common salt is a strong chloride, and 
is a powerful agent in bleaching the 
skin. The effect, he declares, can be 
seen on negro children who have 
been brought up on a white dietary. 
They are never as black as their 
kindred who have not abandoned ve­
getarianism.
