Schooner 7
Olive on Fire

At 6.35 p.m. Saturday an alarm
of fire was turned in from box 31,
bringing the Western and Central
firemen to the wharf of A. Goodridge
& Sons, where a blaze was raging in
the cabin of.the schr. Olive which was
laying at the centre pier laden with
fish. When the firemen arrived on
the premises flames were shooting uap
the cabin companionway, while Capt.
T. Doyle and some ‘employvees were
trying to quench the fire by drawing
buckets of water from the harbor and
throwing it down into the cabin. The
firemen soon had a stream of water
from the plug near the premises on
Water Street and in a short while
had the fire quenched, but not before
the c¢abin was pretty badly damaged,
especially on the starboard side,
where a lamp which exploded and
caused the blaze was located. About
30 qtls. of dry cod were in the cabin,
with the same quantity more or less
in -a locker near, and this was con-
siderably damaged by fire, smoke and
water. Capt. Doyle was the only per-
son oh board the vessel, and just be-
fore leaving to go home to 'tea he
turned down the lamp, \\‘hich'was set
in a bracket, and went up the com-
panionway, which he closed almost
completely. _As he left the vesel he
suddenly heard a noisé and noticed
that a bright light illuminated the
apartment. When he went to investi-
gate he found the place in flames, and
when Watchman Parrott saw this he
notified Ar. Geo. Motty, who sent in
the alarm. Besides gutting tthe cab-
in, the fire destroyed Capt. Doyle's
clothing, charts, nautical instruments
and effects, and he loses much by the
accident. All on the premises work-
ed hard to save the ' vessel, which
would assuredly have been destroyed
but for the prompt arrival of the fire-

nen.

POSTAL TELEGRAPHS.

Reduction of Fifty per cent to Great Britain.

On and after January 1st, 1912, the Newfoundland Postal Telegraphs
will transmit, subject to the conditions of acceptance, messages written in
plain language at a reduction of 50 per cent. from the charges for an ordi-
nary message.

The message must be written in French, or in the language of the
country of origin, or in the language of the country of destination. The
sender must declare which of these languages is used. The sender must
write before the address and pay the charge on one word for the letters
1CF, LCO, or LCD, according to his declaration. This is a stipulation of
the European Governments, and of the Postmaster General of Great Brit-

ain.

The message must have an address and a text; a signature ig option-
al with the sender, but we will not be able to make unpaid enquiries about

the senders of unsigned messages.

The address may be a cable address; house and street numbers ma;
be expressed in figures.

The text must be written entirely in plain language without figure:
commercial marks, groups of letters, abbreviations or mutilations., Nuu-
bers except in the address must be written in words..Genuine words, speli-
ed according to established usage with not more than fifteen letters, wi
be charged as single words.

Messages written in the manner prescribed will be counted and charged
according to the International Regulations. : "

The messages will not be subject to artificial delay in transmission or
delivery; their transmission will only be delayed until full rate messages
have been despatched, and net more than twenty-four hours.

Under these provisions a cable mesgage of four chargeable words ma
be sent for a minimum charge of fifty cents, eight words for one dolla:
and twelve words for a dollar. and a half. ¢

Registered adddesses admitted and recommended.

Until further nofice only messages for,Great Britain and Ireland ca
be transmitted at the reduced rate, but it is hoped to announce extensions
to other countries shortly.
