and along the Babuna mountains. ■ 
The railway is safe from Salonika to 
a point near Kuprulu. At Kraguce- 
vatz the Germans, found nothing of. 
much value in the arsenal. All im­
portant equipment had been removed. 
Up to the present advices say the 
Austro-Germans have paid dearly for 
the advance they have made. No de^ 
cisive battle has been fought, as such 
action will not be accepted by Ser­
bians at present.

" Come Ont and Fight.”
New York World:—They need some­

thing to hearten them up a bit and ex­
cite their risibles in Londoh, and so 
we respectfully suggest, that the de­
spatch from The World's Berlin cor­
respondent describing a visit to the 
German fleet be widely distributed in 
England.

“Do you think thp British fleet will 
ever come out?” is the question that 
everybody on board asked the cor­
respondent. Why does not Great 
Britain “throw the glove in the naval 
arena for Germany to pick up”?

The ships on which this delightful 
segment of German public opinion was 
found are as snug as bugs in a rug 
under the guns of Wilhelmshaven. 
They are as secure against come-out- 
ers as a cave-dweller, and designedly 
so.

The British fleet has come out suf­
ficiently to control the seven seas. 
Aside from a few submarines, there is 
not a German ship afloat anywhere 
except in neutral harbors and in heav­
ily protected German waters. Men- 
of-war and merchantmen alike have 
disappeared, while British flags, com­
mercial and naval, are seen as fre­
quently as in peace in every ocean. 
With nearly all its colonies in the 
hands of the enemy and its great high- 
sea fleet held helplessly a prisoner in 
its own harbors, Germany may fairly 
be asked what kind of comic-opera 
challenge it is awaiting.

PRETTY TEETH ESSENTIAL.
Pretty teeth, or at least white teeth, 

are very essential to beauty when 
beauty smiles. But teeth, whether 
pretty or ugly, should be kept imma­
culate in appearance at all times.

The teeth of most people are suffi­
ciently far apart for small articles of 
food to lodge between them, and if 
these particles are not quickly remov­
ed, their decomposition begins, in­
jurious acids are formed and a decay 
of, first the enamel, and then the 
teeth proper, begins.

Besides, such decaying particles, 
give rise to poisonous gases which 
make the breath bad, retard diges­
tion, aggravate the nervous system, 
and poison the blood making, as you 
see, radiant health impossible. The 
ill-bred custom of using a toothpick in 
public is not to be considered for an 
instant, so it is advisable to retire to 
ones room or the bathroom as soon 
after a meal as possible, and there use 
both .toothpick and dental floss to re­
move any particles of food adhering to 
the teeth, first having brushed them 
with warm water.

One must take care, too, that the 
brush is the right size, for If it is too 
large it will not reach far back into 
the mouth and well-up into the gums.

A good tooth paste or powder 
should be used at least twice a day. 
Two ounces of precipitated chalk and 
two ounces of powdered orris root 
crushed and mixed, makes one of the 
best homemade powders. It is not 
only beneficial, but harmless.'

Sometimes there are spots of tartar 
on the teeth that do not yield readily 
to the brush. These can be removed 
by wrapping a small pointed stick 
with absorbent cotton moistened and 
dipped in powdered pumice stone. This 
treatment shpuld be practised with 
caution and only done once a week.

Household Notes.
Maple-sugar frosting will make a 

plain cake into something extra fine. 
Use one cupful each of maple and 
granulated sugar, a teaspoonful of 
butter and three teaspoonfuls of 
cream. Boil five minutes and stir till 
slightly thickened. Dip the cakes in, 
will not taste of cornstarch.

Fish is much more delicate if it 
is boned. This is very easy to do by 
cutting the fish in h»lf, running the 
knife cloteî to one side of the back­
bone, then with the fingers lift the 
backbone from the flesh ; the rib bones 
will come with it. The other side will 
have a few bones that can be easily 
pulled out.

If towels have become gray and 
’dingy looking cover with cold water 
in which are dissolved shavings of 
pure white soap and the juice of a 
lemon. Place the kettle on the back 
of the stove and allow to come slowly 
to a boil. Rinse in tepid water, then 
In blue water, then dry id the open 
air.

There are many ways of cooking to­
matoes that they can be served once, 
and sometimes twice each day, and to 
some extent reduce the meat bill. 
With good cream for the dressing 
there is nothing more delicious than 
fried tomatoes. Then they can be 
stuffed and baked. They can be 
scallopped or they can be stewed.

There should be -in every sewing 
room a chest of drawers in which to 
keep unfinished work, new material 
and patterns. There should be a 
trunk where all new and useful scraps 
of all kinds are kept. A sewing table 
for thread, needles and smaller things 
is a great convenience. A low rock­
ing chair without arms and a long 
mirror would make a sewing room a 
delight to work in.

The remains of a blanc mange or 
jelly generally looks untidy and “left- 
overish.” If you set them in indi­
vidual shapes—old teacups make 
splendid moulds—there will be no 
half-finished shapes to use up. Ground 
rice, tapioca or ordinary rice shapes 
can be made this way, and the child­
ren will probably eat two “little pud­
dings” of this sort when they would 
have refused a spoonful from a pud­
ding in a dish.

Prohibition Election.
By press hour there is a 
good chance of having 
the count for Ferryland 
and Harbor Main, and 
just a possibility of 

getting that for Port de Grave. 
The delay is due to waiting 
for the outport boxes sent from , St. 
John’s to the capital towns of the 
various electoral districts. The only 
box sent out last night was that for 
Ferryland which left by carriage at 9 
o’clock last night. The rest of the 
boxes were sent out by the morn­
ing's train. The votes cast at the 
Seamen's Institute were as follows:—

This shows that 1086 voters resident 
in the outports exercised their fran­
chise in these booths. At the General 
Election 1313 electors voted there. As 
it is believed that votes marked were 
overwhelmingly on the side of Prohi­
bition, and as 900 of them were cast 
by voters resident north of St. John’s, 
it is a good indication of the feeling 
north.

i As to the West End District of St. 
John’s, the city showed a vote of 2134. 
St. Philip’s 98, Goulds 34, Kilbride 17, 
Boggy Hall, 26, Freshwater Valley, 10, 
Blackhead 2 with Petty Harbor and 
Maddox Cove not stated. This means 
that the vote cast in the West End 
District was over 2321 and as 1945 is 
sufficient to give a 40% vote in this 
district, it is possible it has been 
reached.

In the East End district, the city 
vote is said to be about 1900. The 
figures for Bell Island and Pouch 
Cove, Torbay, Middle Cove and Outer 
Cove are not available. The popula­
tion in these places is two-thirds of 
that in the city limits of this district, 
and if these external voters have vot­
ed in the same proportion as in the 
city, it would mean that over 3,000 
votes were cast, whidh would leave a 
chance of a 40 per cent, voje being 
reached in the city.

The figures for Conception Bay, so 
far as they are available, seem to in­
dicate a voting of about 44 per cent, 
of the electorate, which leaves a very 
small margin for a 40 per cent, vote 
in favor of Prohibition. The districts 
of Trinity. Bonavista. Fogo and Twil­
lingate are expected to give a heavy 
vote in favor of Prohibition. How the 
West will go there is little indication.

A New Trial.
In the Supreme Court to-day it was 

ordered that the verdict and judgment 
in the recent libel suit between Abram 
Kean and W. F. Coaker and The Union 
Publishing Co. be set aside, and a new 
trial ordered. It is not definitely 
known when the new trial will take 
place, as practically all the days of 
the November session are set down 
for other motions. Unless the hear­
ing of the case is set for a day during 
the third week, it is not likely 
that the ne'v trial will take pl&£g be­
fore next month.

Our Regiment in
the Firing line.

By the mail last night there were 
more letters from our Regiment at 
the Front. The following extracts 
from the boys is news that Will be 
most interesting to' our readers, and 
we are very pleased to congratulate 
Mr. and Mrs. J. B. Mitchell on such 
splendid news from their son, Harold, 
who was the first man of the Regiment 
to win promotion in the firing line.

Here is the wording of the letter:—
Dardanelles, Sept. 30, 1915.

“We went into the trenches on Sun­
day night, and came out again on 
Monday night. Just before we were 
supposed to leave the Turks tried to 
attack the right of the line, but were 
driven back with heavy losses. We 
had to stand- to, and were in the bom­
bardment. I can tell you it was very 
exciting for six hours or more. What 
with shells bursting and the rapid 
tiring of rifles one has no time to 
think of anything. However it was 
ii nice little christening, and now when 
it really comes to us we won’t mind it.

Harold Mitchell has been made a 
Sergeant. He got it for good work 
under fire the first time we went into 
the trenches. He and fifteen men 
were detailed to go out after dark, 
and dig a new trench, they just reach­
ed the place when the Turks discover­
ed them, and they opened rapid fire. 
Harold ordered his men to lie down, | 
and consequently saved them all. * 
They were out five hours, but got the 
trench completed.”

From another letter we hear that 
while the fight was on the British 
ships took part in the bombardment, 
and were giving them all the help 
they could.

Here is what another letter says: —
"Harold Mitchel hfis won another 

stripe, and is now a Sergeant. He 
won it for special work in the trench­
es. Our Company are delighted as he 
is the first man in the Regiment to 
gain promotion in the firing line. We 
hear that after being here for about 
a month on trench duty, we will be 
sent to an Island not far from here 
for a rest.” •

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—PleasK allow me space in 

your valuable paper to make a few 
remarks in reference to a letter 
which appeared in your issue of Wed­
nesday last, under the heading 
“Cruelty to Animals,” and signed 
Cyril James Fox, where he states, “if 
persons who seek by anonymous con­
tributions to the press to aid the 
cause for which the Society for the 
Protection of Animals is working, 
would pursue a more practical course 
and lodge their complaints, sugges­
tions or recommendations with one of 
the Society’s Directors or its In­
spector, more beneficial results would 
follow.” Now I think he is a little 
bit mistaken. For instance, if I were 
to make a complaint to the Inspector 
and told him this thing or that thing 
should be done, he could tell me to 
mind my own business as he had been 
appointed for that purpose, and who 
would blame him, as he had been 
commissioned for that work. I would 
have tp go away feeling mighty cheap 
over such treatment, and that is all 
there would be about it, and nobody 
else would know if there was any 
complaint or not, but when one 
makes certain statements through the 
press every onê knows about it who 
reads the paper: and they then become 
interested and: you save yourself 
probably from being put in a hu­
miliated position. Bear in mind that 
I am not stating that the Inspector 
would do a person dirty for he is too 
gentlemanly to do such things, but 
there is nothing to prevent him. With 
regard to the Society and the Inspec­
tor, I esteem them and appreciate the 
noble work they are doing and have 
done for the sake of dumb animals, 
but I don’t see why Mr. Fox should 
come out and state in the manner 
which he did that I misstates facts. 
“There is not a vestige of truth in my 
statements.” I will here give Mr. 
Fox to understand that I am just as 
capable of stating facts as he is, and 
if he is liable to misstatements that I 
am not, and what I had stated in my 
letter on Monday- last with regard to 
the sheep having' their legs tied and 
so forth, arid how they were pitched 
on vehicles, to be taken away, can be 
proven time and again and borne out 
by many witnesses which will prove 
my consistency for truth, and if Mr. 
Fox had been near the entrance to 
his office on Monday between two and 
half-past two o’clock, he would have 
seen an express waggon pass by his 
door with live or six sheep in it with 
their legs tied and laid in like so 
many packages probably going to 
some outlying settlement, which has 
been often the case. I did not say 
they were really starved or famished; 
I said perhaps they were, which was 
possible for them to be in more ways 
than one. As to the Inspector look­
ing after their landing, herding and 
feeding, I am well aware of all that, 
as I have personally seen him there 
attending to such cases, but he can­
not be here, there and everywhere. I 
believe him to be a very efficient offi­
cer, and the case of those animals 
having their legs tied and so forth 
might not have struck him as being 
cruel, but those acts have taken 
place, nevertheless I believe if it has 
he would have looked iiÿo the mat­
ter. Now I think I might here draw 
Mr. Fox’s attention to one or two oth­
er acts of cruelty which he, is not 
aware of. In the early part of the 
season about a quarter to eight in 
the morning, there was a shipment of 
cattle driven to Mr. George Neal’s 
premises along Water Street. One of 
the attendants had in his charge a 
bull which he was leading by means 
of a rope attached to an iron ring 
which was inserted in the animal’s 
nose. In passing the Gas Co’s office 
the lad there was washing the win­
dows with a small hose and the wa­
ter was running in the drain from the 
sidewalk. The poor animal being 
very thirsty tried to quench its thirst 
with the muddy water. The attend­
ant tried to get him away and the 
means he adopted to do it was by tak­
ing the rope up short to the animal’s 
nose then twisting the ring around 
enough to twist the nose from its face,
saying at the same time, d------n you I
will make you come. When he was 
told not to treat the animal in such a 
brutal manner, he replied he was not 
treating him brutish and that he 
would get a drink when he went dotvn 

i to the wharf. Now I have known very 
intelligent animals who have done 
queer stunts for their trainers, but I 
never knew an animal who would be 
intelligent enough to understand a 
stranger when he told him where he 
would be able to quench his thirst. 
Another day at tnyo o’clock three 
head of cattle were driven up from 
Mr. Neal’s wharf on to Water Street 
The animals not knowing where to 
go gave their attendant some trouble, 
and caused him to get irritated, 
whereupon he struck one of them 
across the neck with a stick to all ap­
pearances like a fair sized picket, 
breaking it in two, but Mr. Fox nor 
the Inspector were present on either 
one of Riese occasions, or else the 
parties concerned would have been 
brought into trouble. As I said be­
fore they could not be here, there and 
everywehere.^ Enough said for the 

■ present.

Mr. George McF. Hennebury, of 
The Evening Telegram staff. Is in re­
ceipt of a letter from his son. Drum­
mer Alex. Hennebury, of the Nfld. 
Regiment, who at the time of writing 
Oct. 8th, was at the 15th General 
Hospital at Alexandria, and was do­
ing well. Alex, was reported wound­
ed in the casualty list received here 
on Oct. 8th, and it is a coincidence 
that he wrote to his parents on the 
very same day that they received the 
official notification of his being 
wounded. In his letter he says that 
he was wounded on Sept. 28th. While 
advancing to the firing line, a shell 
burst quite near him and a piece of 
shrapnel entered his right thigh. He 
was attended on the field by a doctor 
who temporarily bandaged his wound 
and ordered him to the base hospital 
by the seashore, about a mile from 
the firing line. He was brought there 
by stretcher bearers, and the next day 
was put on board an hospital ship 
and taken to Alexandria. Since ar­
riving there he has been carefully 
nursed and though at the time of 
writing the wouftd was healing, his 
leg was still very weak. He expect­
ed that when he would be a little 
stronger he would be taken to Lon­
don to make room for others at 
Alexandria. His letter throughout 
is a cheery one and has about it a 
true British ring. He is longing for 
a speedy recovery, that he may again 
take his place amongst his comrades 
in the Regiment.

THE GREEK CRISIS.

LONDON. To-day.
The defeat of the Greek Govern­

ment in the Chamber of. Deputies and 
the consequent resignation of the 
Zaimis Cabinet is the latest sensa­
tion afforded by the Balkans. While 
of course it was understood that 
Venizelos, the former Premier, had 
it in his power to turn the Govern­
ment out when he so desired, having 
a majority in the Chamber at his 
back, the fall of Zaimis came unex­
pectedly, as it was believed the lead­
er of .the majority had decided to ac­
cord the Premier sufficient support to 
enable him to remain in office for the 
present at least. As so often hap­
pens, however, a vote of confidence 
demanded by the Government on a 
matter of minor importance, some 
difference of opinion between Venize­
los and the Minister of War on the 
military proposals of the .Govern­
ment was defeated by a vote of 147 
by 114. By handing in his resigna­
tion and that of his Cabinet to King 
Constantine, Zaimis again places on 
the King the responsibility of decid­
ing the future policy of his country. 
In London the first impresion was 
that the defeat of the Government 
would mean the immediate recall of 
Venizelos and the fulfillment of the 
original agreement between him and 
the Allied powers to go to the assist­
ance of Serbia. In this belief the 
news caused a distinct rally on the 
stock exchange. A later despatch 
from Athens, however, indicated the 
possible dissolution of parliament. 
Should.this course be taken it would 
be at least two months before the 
election could be held and the new 
Chamber meet at Athens. In the 
meantime .either the Zaimis Cabinet 
resignation, which has not yet been 
accepted, with perhaps a change in 
the Ministry of War or some other 
Cabinet favoring the King’s policy of 
continued neutrality, would have 
charge of affairs, arid there would be 
no change in the military siutation. 
Even should Venizelos be called up­

on to form a new government, it is 
not. certain that he would join the 
Allies at present, but the quadruple 
entente would have the assurance 
that Greece would not turn against 
them. On the other hand it is not to 
be forgotten that tlie King was will­
ing to follow the policy of Venizelos 
to a certain point and that there are 
some diplomats who believe that, as­
sured of the landing of a very strong 
Anglo-French force at Saloniki and 
Kavala, together with the Russian 
army on the other side of Thrace and 
the possible assistance of Roumania, 
the Greek King might be willing to 
embark on operations against Bul­
garia. Greece never looked with 
favor on the Bulgarian occupation of 
Macedonia. There are some in the 
country who fear that a victorious 
Bulgaria might throw covetous eyes 
on Kavala, which King Ferdinand 
fought so hard to get at the conclus­
ion of the Balkan War. Roumania is 
somewhat in the same position as 
Greece. The majority of the people 
of that country are for the Allies, 
while the King and Government wish 
to remain in neutrality at least until 
it appears clear that the Allies can 
win the war. There have been con­
tinual demonstrations in Roumania 
in favor of intervention, which has 
been heightened by the presence of a 
big Russian force in the northeastern 
border, waiting to attack Bulgaria. 
In Berlin, according to reports fear 
has been expressed that this force 
will be allowed to march through 
Roumanian territory, that it might be 
joined by the Roumanian army. To 
discourage this an Austro-German 
army is being assemble^ on the wes­
tern border of Roumania. Thus the 
anxiety of the Roumanian Govern­
ment can be understood. Besides 
massing troops the Allies are taking 
other steps to persuade Greece and 
Roumania, that it is to their interest 
to join the Allies against the Central 
Powers. Having checked the Ger­
man offensive along the whole eastern 
front, except west of Riga, where the 
nature of the ground makes advance 
difficult, the Russians have started 
a counter offensive at three points 
west of Dvinsk on the Styr, in Vol- 
hienia, and on the Stripa and Galicia. 
On the Stripa River they claim to 
have won a big victory and have cap­
tured 5,000 prisoners, although ad­
mitting that the'battle is still in pro­
gress. The Germans on their side say 
all attacks have been repulsed with 
heavy losses, in Russians killed, 
wounded and prisoners. From un­
official sources it is reported the Rus-

sians are advancing in strong force 
and have captured important posi­
tions near Czernowitz. This move­
ment is calculated" more than any­
thing else to influence Roumania. The 
Serbians who are making a stand 
south of where they are supported-bar 
tlie British and French, continue their 
retirement before the Austro-Ger- 
mans and Bulgarians. In the north 
and northeast, the Bulgarians are 
now within ten miles of Nish and ad­
vancing northwestward from Uskup 
toward Pristina, thus besides being 
in danger of losing their capital the 
Serbians are threatened with being 
cut off from the south and will have 
only one line of retreat to Montene­
gro. They are fighting a severe rear 
guard action and are leaving little or 
nothing behind for the invaders. 
Fighting continues in the Champagne 
district and France with the fortunes 
of war fluctuating. While the Ital­
ians persist in their offensive, the 
Austrians claim that no progress has 
been made by their adversaries.

AEROPLANES ATTACK MERCHANT 
VESSELS.

LONDON, To-day,
Germany seems to be trying a new 

method of attack on British merchant 
men with aeroplanes. The Cork 
steamer Avocat which arrived at 
Manchester tells a story, according 
to the Liverpool Journal of Commerce 
of a 35 minutes engagement" «with 
three hostile aeroplanes, at 11 o’clock 
on the morning of Oct. 30, one of 
aeroplanes a large battleplane which 
dropped 36 bombs, some which miss­
ed steamer by not more than 7 feet; 
when the bombs were exhausted the 
battleplajpe fired on her with machine 
gun. The ship’s sides and deck were 
struck by bullets, but all crew es­
caped injury. At a height of from 
S0Ô to 1000 feet all the aeroplanes 
dropped bombs and attacked steamer 
with rifles.

AVIATORS BURNT TO DEATH.
PARIS, To-day.

Two military aeroplanes collided 
while landing yesterday at LeBour- 
get. They caught fire and four avia­
tors manning the machines were 
burned to death.

REFUSED TO CALL REICRSTAG.
AMSTERDAM, To-day.

According to Berlin newspapers re­
ceived here, the Imperial Chancellor 
refused the Socialist request to pro­
pose to Emepror William a. speedy 
convocation of the Reichstag sitting 
to begin and end in November."

NO RUSSIAN LANDING.
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch to Reuter’s from Petro- 
grad says there is no truth in the 
report that Russian troops landed at 
Varna, the Bulgarians chief Black 
Sea port.

NO CHANCE OF GREECE.
ROME, To-day.

Reports concerning peace negotia­
tions are arousing interest here, al­
though little credence is attached to 
the rumor that Prince Von Buelow, 
former German Ambassador to Italy, 
is charged with such a mission. Ital­
ian opinion sees in the numerous re­
ferences to possible peace an attempt 
to create in neutral countries an at­
mosphere favorable to peace, which 
might constitute a paeans for bring­
ing pressure on the! Allied Govern­
ments. The ItAlian press warns pub­
lic opinion not to be deceived by such 
falsehoods. The Tribune asserts it is 
in a position to say the Entente Al­
lies have certain guarantees that the 
Rome Cabinet will not be a party to 
such obscure combinations. All Ro­
man newspapers agree in pointing out 
how ridiculous would such attempts 
be at the moment when the union of 
the Allies has been drawn closer with 
out taking into account the renewed 
victocious military activity.

1.45 P.M.
A SORROWFUL STORY.

LONDON, To-Day.
One of the most tragic stories of 

the war is revealed in the publication 
in the official London Gazette of the 
order dismissing from service Lt.-rCol. 
Ryan, Sixth Canadian Mounted Rifles. 
Ryan was the holder of several war 
medals. He had spent nine months 
in the trenches and was wounded 
three times. He obtained a short 
leave of absence to see his mother, 
who had planned to come from Can­
ada determined to see her son before 
he was wounded again, since she be­
lieved that the fourth wound would 
be fatal. The mother sailed from New 
York and the Lieut.-Colonel left the 
trenches in France and came to Eng­
land to greet her. He prepared a 
royal welcome for his mother, whom 
he worshipped, and reserved apart­
ments for her at the Savoy. The mo­
ther died aboard the steamer the day 
before it reached Liverpool, and Ryan, 
who met the vessel at Liverpool, re­
ceived her body. After he had made 
arrangements for the burial of the 
body, Ryan, already a nervoqs wreck 
as a result of his harrowing experi­
ence in the trenches, was completely 
demoralized by the new tragedy in his 
life. He came to London unmindful 
of everything and disregarded the or­
der for his return to the front. The 
sequel came in the Gazette’s ' an­
nouncement that he had been court- 
martialled and dismissed.

LONDON, To-day.

The King is recovering slowly. The 
following official bulletin was issued 
to-day: The King had a somewhat 
better to-night, His appetite is im­
proving, but he still has the ’• same 
pain especially on attempting any 
movement.
