The House met .at 3 p.m. Messrs.
fM8ryard, Brownrigg, Bennett, Coaker,
Jones d Sir John Crosbie presented
petiti favoring modification of the
Prohibition Act. Messrs. Halfyard and
(Capt.) Jones questioned the bona
fides of the signatures. Space had been
provided for witnesses, said Mr. Half-
vard, but no witnesses had signed.
-.\Ir, Targett had received some peti-
tions to be presented by him, but as
they had not come to him direct from
constituents he refused to pre-
sent them, and passed them over to
Mr. Halfyard. Capt. Jones, also, was
doubtful of the bona fides of the peti-
tions presented by himself.

The House then went into commit-

tee on resolutions relating to the Post-
al and Telegraph Service, which was
in charge of the Minister of Posts and
Telegraphs. ‘The first . section limits
the liability 6f the department for aay
losc, injury or demege arising or Te-
sulting from the non-transmission or
non-delivery of telegrams or from de-
Jays or errors in the transmission or
delivery thereof. “Section 2 provides
that the fee on registered letters with-
io the colony shall be five cents.in-
stead of three as heretofore. Section 3
provides that a charge of five cents
shall be payable upon the delivery to
the address of all parcels containing
 dutiable goods. The minister estimated
that a revenue- of $5500.00 would be
derived from the former and $1500.00
from the latter. This would go toward
the general revenue of the department.

Mr. J. R. Bennett (0O.) thought that,
with the new department and the new
minister, some way could be found to
protect the public against careless or
negligent officials of the Telegraph
Department who transmitted wrong
messages or made gross errors in their
transmission. Instead of this, the Min-
ister looks for indemnity on that score.
He was of the opinion that the whole
thing was a retrograde step.

The Prime Minister said -that, while
the department was suffering a loss
of $61,000 a year, the public could not
expect better servicéd tham given. In

the Outports the employees were most-
Iy underpaid and consequently inef-
fecient. {

Mr. C. J. Fox (0.) considered that
this state of affairs was a deplorable
one. Mr. Fox referred, also, to the
rapidly increasing proportion of “lost”
registered letters. The act of register-
icg letters only proclaimed the fact
that there was money in them.

The Minister of Posts (Hon. W. F.
Halfyard) considered that the Depart-
ment was just as-efficiently operated

@ the Anglo offices.”The trouble wids
that politics played too big & part in

the Department. The appointed officials
had been those who had most pull
with the politicians. Changes were of-
ten made, also, because of political ex-
pediency. The reason that the Anglo
did a larger business than the Postal
Telegraphs was that the former had
cable connections.

Mr. W. J. Higgins (0.) pointed out
that the criticism which came from
the Opposition showed their desire to
have the department in first-class
working order. Mr. Higgins, also, re-
ferred to Registration of letters, Be-
yond the mere tracing of letters he
could see no value in registering them
now.

Mr. J. R. MacDonnell (0.) advocat-
ed the extension of the money order
system to mend the evil that had
grown up in the registration depart-
ment.

The resolutions were then passed
without amendment.

Third readings were then given the
“Model Farm” Bill and the “Certifi-
cates of Masters and Mates Bill,” and
the “Debenture Bond” Bill was put
through the committee stage.

The House then went into Commit-
tee on the “Exportation of Salt Cod-
fish” Bill.

Sir John Crosbie, referring to the
statement in Government papers that
the Fish Export Regulations had
passed the House unanimously, said
that he was not in the House on Fri-
day night when they went through,
and he wished to go on record now as

being opposed to the regulations "as:
now being considered. He would not'

dare, he said, knowing as much as he
did about the fish markets, go before

the tountry as in any way counten-

ancing such a proposal. He believed

in free trade as it related to fish mar- |
kets and that every exporter should'

be allowed to sell his fish to the best
advantage to himself without being
dictated to by any person whatever.
He was therefore against the regula-
tions. But while discussing the
regulations, he wished again to say a
word about the salt situation. Ten
days ago he had stated that the salt
situation was very serious, and the
Minister of Marine and Fisheries had
then agreed with him. But what had

been done, in those ten days, in the

matter? Two days ago he had asked
for information as to what the Gov-
ernment were doing in the matter,
and the letters, telegrams, corres-
pondence, etc, had been promised
him. At last sitting he again brought
the salt situation before the House
and asked for ' the correspondence.
To-day he had been handed by the
Prime Minister what he presumed
was all the correspondence in his
possession, and what did it reveal?

Delegates to Moscow -- Britain

Gets German Super-Zeppelin --
Bulgaria Has Huge Wheat Crops

WILSON VETOES PEACE RESOLU-
TION.

WASHINGTON, May 27.

The Republican Peace Resolution
was vetoed to-day by President Wil-
son. Stuch a method of making peace
with Germany the President said
would “place an ineffaceable stain up-
on the gallantry and honor of the Un-
jted States.” Without announcing his
intention régarding the treaty of Ver-
sailles the President declared that the
treaty embodied important things om-
mitted by the Resolution and said by
rejecting the treaty the United States
had declared in. effect that it wished
“to draw apart and pursue objects and
interests of our own.” The President
added that the Peace Resolution omit-
ted mention of many important ob-
jects for the vindication of which the
United States enteted the war. “Such
a peace with Germany,” the message
continued, “a peace in which none of
the essential interests which we had at
heart when we entered the war is safe-
guarded, is, or ought to be, inconceiv-
able: is inconsistent with the dignity
of the United States, with the rights
and liberties of her citizens, and with
the very fundamental condltions of
civilization.”

ARMENIANS WILL ME_ET BOLSHE-
VIKL

PARIS, May 27.
The Armenians have accepted the
Jvitation from the Russian Bolshe-
viki to send delegates to Moscow, ac-
cording to information received by the
French Foreign Office.

CHINA’S REPLY.

TOKIO, May 27.

China’s reply rejecting Japan's of-
fer to open negotiations relative to the
future status of Shantung has been re-
ceived .at the Foreign Office here. It
says China is ready to supply guards
for the railroad to displace the Jap-
anese engaged in that service and de-
clares the country considers the rail<
roads a distinct and separate question
from that of the provinces.

WILSON’S MANDATE PROPOSAL
TURNED DOWN.

WASHINGTON, May 27.
President Wilson’s proposal for the
American mandate over Armenia was
disapproved to-day by the Senate For-
eign relations Committee. Only four
democrats opposed adverse the action
on the President’s request.

LONDON, May 27.

terms of the Peace Treaty. The Zep-
plin which far exceeds any other ever
built in size has a flying radius of
twelve thousand miles a speed of one
hundred miles an hour, and is one
fourth larger than R-33 England’s big-
gest dirigible. It has double the lat-
ter’'s engine power. Another super-
Zepplin somewhat smaller will be sur-
rendered to the United States by Ger-
many.

FRANCE MAY REQUISITION SUGAR

LONDON, May 27.
The French Government is seriously
considering the possible necessity of
requisitioning all sugar supplies both
in France and in her Colonial posses-
sions.

BULGARIA HAS IMMENSE CROPS.

SOFIA, May 27.

Bulgaria’s 1919 crops were among
the greatest in the history of the coun-
try' and ‘those of this year promise
even greater abundance. The country
has now so much wheat and maize on
hand that she is exporting part of it
to Belgium and Poland.

KOLCHAK EXHIBITED IN CASE.

VANCOUVER, B.C., May 27.

Admiral Kolchak, former head of
the All-Russian Government after his
capture by the revolutionists, was
placed in a cage at Irkutsk and ex-
hibited for a nominal charge accord-
ing to N. Deberg former: member .of
the Admiral’s staff who arrived here
yesterday from the Orient on the
steamer Manila Maru. Crowds sur-
rounded the cage, according to De-
berg, heaping epithets upon Kolchak
and jeering at bhim.

LONDON, May 27.

A Bolshevik official says Borisov
was captured on May 25. In the direc-
tion of Minsk fierce fighting continues.

Buymg Short.

Many of the larger suppliers
in Western Outports, who deal
considerably with St. John’s
firms are not buying such heavy
stocks this spring as, formerly.
In all lines they are cutting
down, and are merely carrying
on with a sufficiency of necessi-
ties to tide them over from
month to month and steamer to
steamer. That they have reas-
on for such curtailment of pur-
chases is obvious. There is no
shrewder business men any-
where than those who are en-
gaged in the Western trade, and
their stocks have ever contained
variety and quantity. But they
dre shy on buying just now.
Whether they fear present high
prices may suddenly slump, and
do not want to be caught with
excess complements, or whether
it is that because of the same
high prices their local custom-
ers do not care to indulge in ex-
pensive articles, they do not de-
clare. But one and all appear
to be of equal mind, and are or-
dering a bare sufficiency each

mail.

* * * % * %

Many things have contribut-
ed to the commereial timidity,
not the least of which is the
legislation brought in by the
Minister of Marine and Fisher-
ijes governing the export of cod-
fish. Whether this will be good
or bad remains to be seen, but
in the meantime there are many
who shake their heads. Another
factor is ‘the condition of the
FEuropean markets, where
slumps in fish prices seem to be
the rule rather than the excep-
tion. Still another is the scar-
city of salt and the difficulty ex-
penenced in procuring cargoes.
'All these, however, may be no
more than temporary embar-
rassments to trade, and are
bound to adjust themselves
sooner or later. Always at this
season of the year there crop up
difficulties, but these have usu-
ally been met and tided over,
and it is quite within the
bounds of reason to believe that
those of to-day will be just as
successfully ' approached and
overcome.

times reaches the fifty-pound mark
while in one or two exceptional caset
gold injections have cost over a hun:
dred pounds each. Consequently, only
very rich persons can at present un-
dergo this gold treatment, which has
been suoccessful in rescuing several
cases of complete nervous breakdown

It should be remembered, however,
that the gold itself is of no great value
as a tonie, The idea in making the in-
| jections is to liven up the patient and

prevent him or her from brooding ipe

seriously, This done, doctors believe

that half the battle is won.

| It will also be very interesting to

know that this gold treatment is now
« being used in several of the largest
hospitals on the Continent. Until now
only nervous people and those suffer-
ing from mental disorders have been
treated, but experiments have recent-
ly shown that gold injections, costly
though they are, are of great value in
allaying fever and kindred diseases.

Strange to say, the injections are aot
made through the usual type of
syringe, but generally through a coni-
cal gshaped tube of pure platinum
costing over a hundred and fifty
pounds,

Flogging With the “Cat.
Many English judges are advocating
the use of the “cat” as punishment
where offences with violence are prov-
ed, At Lincoln recently Mr. Justice

Horridge passed sentence of twelve
strokes each on four men conricted

. of robbery with violence, and his ex-

ample is being followed all over the
country.

There are two varieties of whip us-
ed for the purpose—the “cat-o’-nine-
tails” proper, which consists of nina
leather thongs fastened to a short
handle; and a long piece of tapering
leather to which studs of lead are
fastened at intervals.

| Before undergoing the punishment
the prisoner must be certified by the
prison doctor as fit to bear it without
danger to life or reason.

i After passing the docicr the pzison-
. er is taken to another room where a
" steel triangle has been erected; he is
fastened to this by leather thongs
j round wrists and ankles, and strippad
to the waist,

Before the punishment starts the
doctor has again to examine the pri-
soner, and at any time while the
strokes are being given the doctor
has the power to stop the proceedings.

The sentence is then read out by the
governor of the prison, and the pum-
ber of lashes ordered duly given, after
which the prisoner is handed over for

medical treatment.

The whip is treated with strong an-
tiseptic before each stroke.

Strokes up to the number of fiffy
may be ordered by a judge of assizes,
under the Act of 1863, but the sen-
tence may not be carried out until tan
days have passed, as the prisoner has
power of appeal up to that time,

Under the old rules, which
had been in vogue for about mnine
years, all bouts were limited to six
rounds, but Director Cortelyou, has
decided to allow bouts of eight
rounds duration. He claims that by
lengthening the number of rounds,
boxers will be less apt to “stall” and
every fighter who signs up for &
match will have to “weigh in” at, or
iinder, the stipulated weight called for
in his contract. The director also
has asserted that the new code will be
"enforced to the letter and has warned
all promoters, managers and boxers
to that effect. Following are some of
the new rules:

Contestants shall not be permitted
to have more than three attendants or
seconds and these must refrain from
coaching during the progress of the
rounds.

Seconds shall use a fan and not a
towel for fanning boxers.

All seconds shall remain in their
boxers’ cormer during the bout and
not place themselves in a neutral
corner.

Throwing water by seconds on their
men during & round shall disquualify
the boxer, and one-half of the lat-
ter’s money shall go to 2 hospital to
be designated by the club.

Wherever a boxer is apparently
outclassed the bout must be stopped.

Elevén years ago Georges Carpen-
tier won the bantamweight title of
France in 15 rounds from Charles Le-
doux.

To-day Carpentier is after a match
with Jack Dempsey for the heavy-
weight championship of the world.

Carpentier rapidly gained weight af-

“Stick a Pin Here,” which was pub-
lished in the Patriot, on May 17:

Juries on the opening of the Cen-

tral Circuit Court by the President

of the Council in his capacity of

Chief Judge, on the very . great

benefits which hanging the people

confers on society, arising no doubt,
from its sedative effects upon the
human system, which, to the un-
initiated are truly astonishing. The
same excellent plan is to be follow-
ed up, in order to quell the fiery
gpirits, which at this moment,

keep up a wholesale ripple on the |
