Tricks With
Cardboard Spectacles

Some cunious experiments can be
carried out with cardboard spectacles
cut with different kinds o fopenings.

The discs for the eye-pieces are cut
out of cardboard, and should be about
two inches in diameter. The nose-rest
or bridge is made from copper wire !
bent to the right shape. The ends of !
this bridge can be twisted into holes |
madé in the sides of the discs. The !
bows are also made of wire, and can be !
fixed into holes in the same way.

The discs are treated in the follow- i
ing manner. In one of the pairs of !
