An effort to convey some reasonable
fdea ' of the probable number of the
stars hags been made by Dr. William
Lockyer in the London Mail, who tells
us that photography is capable of re-

“Everyone knows,” says Dr, Lockyer,
“that stars are not all of the same
brightness. Astronomers use the
term “magnitude” for brightness and
adopt th,e system of changing from
one magnitude to the mnext. greater
magnitude by multiplying by two and
a half; thus a star of the first magni-
tude is two and a half times brighter
than a star of the second magnitude,

The disappearance of the “New‘
York Herald,” now being amalgamat- l
ed with the “New York Tribune,” is |
an event of international interest.
For years the European edition was
the most important journal published
in English on the Continent. The for-
mer proprietor, Gordon Bennett, was
one of the best-known men in the
world. He inherited the paper from
his father and made a huge fortune.
He may be regarded as the founder of
“Yellow journalism.” During the lat-
ter part of his life _the papers were
full of his exploits, many of these
being of a sporting and flamboyant
character. He, however, ' rendered
great service by giving large prizes
to develop the motor car industry, the
Gordon Bennett Cup being the *‘blue
ribbon” of motor racing. He also sent
H. M. Stanley to search for Living-
stone. He was a quaint person, with
strange habits. For yedrs he man-
aged his paper from Paris and the
BMediterranean, where he spent much
of his time on a splendid yacht. His
staff wére kept in a continual state
of agitation by cablegrams contain-
ing ipstructions and requiring their
immediate attendance wherever their
employer happened to be.

Round the World Flight

BRITISH CHALLENGE TO US.A—
—AMBITIOUS ENTERPRISE TO BE
INAUGURATED THIS WEEK, -

It has been decided by three intre-
pid Britons to begin a flight round
the world on Tuseday as a direct
challenge to the three American air-
men who have already started from
Santa  Monica. 'The three English-
men are Squadron Leader Maclaren,
who will be the Navigator, Fiying Of-
ficer J. Plenderleith, the pilot, and
Sergeant Andrews, the Engineer.
They propose to attempt the world
flight in a Napler-Vickers amphibian,
and they will leave for Calshot,
Southampton Water. But whereas
the Americans are flying Westward
in three cruisers, the British airmen
will proceed Eastward in one ma-
chine. Their machine is stated to be
faster than any of the American aero-
planes, and, if successful, it is esti-
mated that they will be again in
Southampton in three months. The
Napier-Vickers machine has been
thoroughly tested at Brooklands. The
desigmer is Mr. R. Pierson, who was
resp.oncible for the machine in whiéh
Sir  Ross Smith and his brother ac-
hieved the flight from England to
Australia. The United States ' are
anxious that gheir airmen shall win
for that country the honor of being
the first to circumnavigate the globe
by air, a challenge which renders the
Englishmen’s immediate flight of deep
interest. Lyons has been chosen as

sthe first stopping place for the Eng-

lish marchine, with Brindisi, Athens,
and Cairo as the succeeding line of
flight. The desert air-mail has al-
ready established the route from
Cairo to Bagdad, after which Calcutfa
will be reached by way of Basra and
Karachi. Rangoon, Burma, and Hong
Kong will mark the way to Tokyo,
where the English airmen will bhe
faced. with a difficult passage 'across
the Pacific to the Aleutian Islands.

BUMPER TRIP OF FAT.
8.8. Neptune, Capt. Georgse
bour, the second ship to arrive

the sealfishery, entered port y
day afiernoon, with all flags fiving,

hailing for a catch of 26,500 prime|

yourg harps. The Nepiune, with #h
others of the fleet, left St. John'
March 12th, and after getting
of the ice jam “outside the Narrows,
made good 'progress in open water
down the shore. On the following aay
the “Funks * Were sighted abeam.
Steaming in a position 50 miles to the
N.E. of the Funka the ship was soon
headed in a’ westerly direction to-
ward Whlte Bay Good headway was
made through closely packed ice un-
til getting within ten miles of Horse
Islands, when she became jammed.
‘With the Eagle and Thetis in the
same predicament alongside, the ship
was forced to remain in the vicinity

for several days awaiting a change of |-

wind. Many an anxious day was
spent on board, and the men, to save
their ship from being crushed, were
engaged almost daily keeping the raf-
ted pans off the decks. The good old
Neptune, however, weathered the
storm, and on Monday, March 24th,
a rent came in the ice, which was
availed of and, with open water sight-
ed a few miles distant, butting and
blasting was resorted to, and two
miles progress was made. On March
27th the Neptune again forged on-
ward, 15 miles from Hooping Harbor,
with the Eagle and Thetis lying 8
miles ' W.IN.W. On the following day
the report was received that the

Terra Nova had taken seals ,and by |

Saturday, 10 miles from Partridge
Point, the flags of the Terra Nova's
bans were first sighted, and at night-
fall the ship was passing  through
their dead seals. " On ‘Sunday the
ship's crew assisted the Eagle i
clearing a space for the aeroplane,
when -a snccessful flight was made
and ‘a large body of seals reported.
The aeroplane patch was struck on
the following day, the ship’s position
then: being 9 miles East of Partridge
Point. During the day 12,000 prime
young whitecoats 'were killed and
panned. For the next few days the
crew did excellent work, and by this
time the patch was cut up, a total of
33,000 having been accotnted  for.

‘| Hauling seals on board proved to be

an arduous task ,as the ice was very
rough, with nnmerous lakes of water,
and ‘it was with great difficulty the
men worked the pelts. On Thursday
the weather broke and a heavy swell
carr}ed the remaining pans miles
away from the ship’s position. Rough-
Iy 71 pans were lost, containing about
6,000' seals. Fortunately several of
the scattered pans were picked up,
and on Satupday last, 26,000 had been
placed on board and stowed down.
Capt. Barbour then- decided to head
out the Bay in search of old seals, and
after butting a passage through the
ice, open water was made 12 miles
North of Horse Islands. Only a few
scattered seals were spotted ,and on
Sunday night it was decided to bear
up for St. John's. Coming South the
ship ran into a heavy S.E. gale and
was forced to shelter at Bonavista
from Monday evening until early yes-
terday morning, when the run was
continued to port. Capt. Barbour re-
cites many interesting events in con-
nection with the season’s sealfishery,
particularly the operations in White
Bay. The ice, throughout the whole
perlpd was unfavorable for, operat-
ions] and the crew were compelled to
work doubly hard in hauling seals
to the ship. Speaking of the fishery
as a whole, the captain states that no
one will ever know how many seals
found their way in and out of White
Bay this spring. Apparently the
main patch, driven by prevailing
easterly and northerly winds, had
drifted with the ice far into White
Bay and, owing to the tight pack of
the floe, the whitecoats were unable
to find open water to dip, with the re-
sult the whole herd began a migra-
tion, slowly crowding out of the Bay
to the lakes of water beyond.

Capt. Barbour and ¢rew are quite
well after the hardships endured, and
barring a few slight colds, frém which
several of the men suffered, not one
single case of serious illness occur-
red. Hearty congratulations are ex-

‘tended to'the captain on his second
arrival and bumper trip of fat. Dis-
