ly heated, and "to keep the house 
cool," we fling our windows open and 
admit the-heated air.

Windows should be wide open dur­
ing the night, so that the cold air may 
enter and take possession, aqd closed 
during the day. The heated outside air 
should he refused admission. The 
cool, nlght-gathtered air will then 
hold Its own, especially it all -inside 
doors are left wide open, so that It 
can circulate.

Start Off With Fruit 
Blinds, too, should be drawn in' all 

rooms not in use. Try this method

THE PANGS OF REMORSE The Relatives hear Verdict with Ex­
pressions of Emotion.

CHICAGO, Aug. 7.—In an Insane 
asylum instead of on the gallows, Rus­
sel Scott will expiate the murder of a 
drug clerk in a holdup. “Cell shock” 
—Insanity resulting from fifteen 
months In jail and the ordeals of two 
narrow escapes from the noose, was 
the verdict of a jury last night In a 
sanity test which saved him.

The Jury’s finding and Soott’s re­
moval to the Cheater Insane Asylum 
ended a fight for life that probably 
was the most desperate In Cook County 
criminal annals. Seven ballots and 
three hours and forty minutes delib­
erations were necesdery before the 
Jury agreed.

Five times since Joseph Manner was 
killed in a drug store opposite the City 
Hall In April, 1924, Scott has faced 
death. Even In the asylum Scott 
faces death on the gallows should he 
ever be found to have regained his 
sanity.

Warned against a demonstration, 
spectators and principals greeted the 
verdict with,» dramatic alienee. Scott’s 
eyes never left 'the slip of papers the 
jury foreman passed to a bailiff, who 
gave it to the clerk. His mouth twit­
ched nervously and fidgeted. Judg­
ment entered he was hurried away by

Hls relatives heard the verdict with 
expressions of emotion. Hls wife, 
whose untiring efforts brought funds 
after the defense fight left the family 
penniless, leaned forward In an atti­
tude of prayer. His mother wept and 
hls aged and crippled father, on 
whose «3rd birthday Scott was sen­
tenced, stayed close to hls son.

Will Steamships •
Disappear?

The Diesel engine, which promises 
to supersede steam machinery fur 
the propulsion of ships, is not a re­
cent Invention. It was produced by 
Dr. Diesel, a German, In 1897, and 
since then It has undergone vast im­
provements.

The essential difference, between a 
Diesel motor and the petrol engine 
of a motor car rests in the manner 
in which combustion is effected. In 
the latter, combined air and petrol 
vapor are compressed moderately 
and then ignited by an electric spark.
With the Diesel motor, pure air mi' 
dergoes a high pressure (about COO 
lb. per square Inch). This increas­
es the temperature of the air to such 
an extent that when a fine oil spray 
is projected Into It, combustion Is in­
stantaneous.

Thqugh a Diesel Installation costa 
more than steam-engines and boilers 
its fuel bills la leas. This may ac­
count for the fact that, In the past 
year, motor shipbuilding has increas­
ed 47 per cent, while steamer con­
struction has declined by 2414 per 
cent. The tonnage of Diesel-engin ed, -Jyll,w*tf 
ships now In service Is ever two mil­
lion gross, wtiile that of motor ves­
sels In course of construction is over 
a million tons.

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Another Slump
in Shipbuilding

The world’s shipbuilding has 
reached its lowest point since 
the war, according to a state­
ment just issued by Lloyd’s Reg­
ister of Shipping, covering the 
quarter ended June 30. There 
were increases in the tonnage 
orders placed in the yards of the 
United States, Italy, Japan and 
some of the smaller shipbuilding 
countries, but these were more 
than offset by decreases 1b Great 
Britain and Ireland, Germany, 
France, Holland and Denmark. 
The comparative standings in 
tonnage, as against those for the 
preceding quarter, are as fol-
lows :—

As compared with a year ago, 
Great Britain and Ireland show a 
decrease from 58 to 46 per cent, 
of the total; Germany an in­
crease from 12 to 17 per cent.; 
the United States is unchanged 
at 4 per cent., while all other 
countries show an increase from 
26 to 33 per cent. Perhaps the 
most interesting fact brought 
out' is the great increase in the 
tonnage of motor vessels under 
construction. In Great Britain 
and Ireland motor ships com­
prise 36.5 per cent, of the total 
construction ; for the other mari­
time countries they / represent 
57.3 per cent., making the per­
centage for the world 47.7 per 
cent. This increase is further 
shown by the figures covering 
the horsepower of vessels now 
being built. Out of a total of 1,- 
721,373 indicated horsepower, 
353,144 are for steam turbines, 
559,970 for steam reciprocating 
engines and 808,264 for motor 
ships. Motor ships, therefore, 
come within about 100,000 horse­
power of the energy developed 
by both types of steam vessels. 
It is plain that the advntage of 
the motbr ship in economy of 
bunker space, reduction of crews, 
speed, cleanliness and general 
ease of operation are making 
themselves felt. They seem des­
tined to occupy an increasingly 
important position in the world’s 
trade, though it is doubtful if 
they will ever succeed in driving 
the steamship from the seas, as 
is predicted by some enthusi­
asts. It is interesting to note that 
a 22,000-horsepower motor ship 
has just been launched by a Bel­
fast yard, this being the -largest 
motor vessel completed to date. 
She will be used in South Ameri­
can trade, and her performance 
will be followed by the shipping 
world with close attention.

“Death Stroke” May 
Change War Tactics

San Francisco, Aug. IQ.—Assistance 
ot the navy department will be ask­
ed by Dr. Edwin R. Scott ip testing a 
“death stroke” in the form of “can­
ned lightning" which he claims will 
revolutionize war tactic*.

Dr. Scott In making hls discovery 
known yesterday said he wlshe_d to 
convince government officials of the 
efficacy of hls Invention as a death 
dealing ageSicy. He plans to make 
the test off the coast ot California In 
September with an old battlepfeip or 
pilotless alrpfane.

A few of the possibilities attribut, 
ed to hls invention by Dr. Scott are: 
Destruction of all life,-on land, s« 
or In the air, within a radius ot 20 
miles; disabling of all radio appar­
atus within a similar radius, de­
struction of the super-structures of 
battleships at a distance ot ton miles 
or more; the bringing down of air­
planes from a height possible tor a 
plane to achieve: destruction or dis­
abling ot land fortifications at long 
distance.

"In tests already conducted,” said 
Dr. Scott, "holes were bored In two 
Inch planks at a distance ot one 
mile; dead trees have been fired at 
the same distance and animal tile 
has been snuffed out at distances 
ranging from two to seven miles. 
Dummy planes also have been de­
stroyed In air tests." •

Fighting Disease
From the Sky

The malarial mosquito Is being 
fought and defeated In Its own strong­
holds by aviators armed with ar­
senical dust, which is spread in clouds 
over the malaria-breeding swamPS-

The mosquito which carries the 
germ of malaria is a big black insect 
which breeds In low, swampy coun­
tries. At Mound, Louisiana, Is a" sta­
tion situated in the midst of the mee- 
qultoes’ breeding-places, where a 
group of scientists Is studying the 
pest and seeking to devise a way to 
eradicate it.

Permission was given for the use of 
an aeroplane In some experimental 
work on the nearby swamps. One of 
the party believed that If calcium 
arsenate will kill the boll-weevil, lt 
will be found equally effective on the 
mosquito and Its larvae. So a certain 
section of swamp has been dusted 
with arsenate periodically, and the re­
sults are said to be quite satisfactory.

The value to the human raee of 
these experiments can well be Im­
agined. Statistics show the terrible 
mortality from malaria the werid 
over. Medical science has made won­
derful progress In dealing with the 
disease. The Isolation of the malarial 
germ Is a discovery of comparatively 
recent times, but If the eource ef In­
fection can be wiped out, bow much 
greater will be the accomplishment!

Moving Money

Elaborate Precautions Are Taken 
Wbenerer Gold fs Moved From One 
Place to Another; But a Fortune In 
Securities May Change its Quarters 
With Very Little Fuss.
A New York bank recently moved to 

new premises. The gold was taken 
through the streets in armoured cars, 
escorted by a small army of armed 
police and detectives. The cars them­
selves were fitted with an arrange­
ment for ejecting boiling steam In 
case of an attack.

Compare this with the flitting of a 
well-known bank In the Strand, when 
hundreds of thousands of pounds 
worth of securities were moved In an 
ordinary brougham, with a couple of 
clerks and a porter In charge.

War was our current coinage, came 
from South Africa. Gold still comes 
from South Africa and, although no 
longer minted into sovereigns and 
half-crownh, is htld as reserve against 
paper money by the Bank of England 
and In other places. This African 
gold comes out of the mines of the 
Rand, nhd each mine casts its metal 
Into rough bars. There ie no stand­
ard size, for the different mines make 
bars of varying sizes, but few, It any, 
exceed a thousand ounces In weight.

No Hope for the Cracksman.
At Johannesburg the gold is loaded 

Into a vehicle called the specie van, 
which is a long truck some thirty feet 
in length, with two heavily barred 
windows on each side. It Is a quite 
ordinary-looking truck, being painted 
teak colour to correspond with the 
rest of the coaches of the train. But 
Its walls are of steel—very good steel, 
too.

The most Interesting part of this 
van is the safe which actually holds 
the gold. Even It a thief could? get at 
the van and bore through Its steel j 
walls, he would still be unable to 
carry the safe*away, for it Is not mere­
ly fitted to the frame, but actually a 
part of it. The train may be in a col­
lision ami the van hurled down an em­
bankment. yet the sate, with Its prec­
ious contents, would remain intact - 

This safe stands in the centre of the 
van. which is fitted up with berths, 
tables, seats, and a stove on which 
food can be cooked. These arrange­
ments are for the convenience of the 
three guards, who are picked men 
from the Transvaal Police. The specie 
van travels once a week, and the jour­
ney to Cape Town takes about thirty 
hours.

Uncle Sam’s “Interest”
During the whole of this journey 

the specie van remains locked from' 
outside, and the doors are not opened 
until the car is safe in the Cape Town 
docks, next to the steamer which Is to 
take the gold to England. There is a 
key kept inside the van, but this Is In­
side a glass case, which must be 
smashed like a fire signal before the 
key can be removed.

When loaded into the steamer, the 
gold is placed in a strong-room, which 
Is next to the captain's cabin, and 
when the steamer arrives in Britain 
the bullion is transferred to a steel 
van attached to the mall train, and so 
travels to London. As a rule, It goes

But the newest departure ie the 
use of “elastlte rail filler,” which le 
employed for the first time here. The 
filler Is a composition of asphalt, 
rubber, asbestos and tar, which sur­
rounds the rail on three surf sees, 
both sides and bottom. The filler is 
made in three different sections, an 
inch strip with flanges for the bot­
tom of the rail, another inch strip 
for the outside edge, and a three-inch 
plate tor both inside faces. The 
stripe are put on with tar and ham­
mered tight.

The filler Is credited with being an 
absolutely waterproof covering pre­
venting rust and deterioration, be­
sides providing a ’’silencer’’ and 
"shock-absorber," which effectively 
deadens the noise.

New Laws Necessary To Prevent Liv­
ing Burial.

“People are still belnê coffined alive 
and, in certain cases, buried alive,”" 
says H. Maxwell Johnson, Secretary 
of the Association for the Prevention 
of Premature Burial.

"The most recent occurrence of the 
kind was at Weleton, Oklahoma, 4 few 
weeks ago, In which a sixteen-year- 
old girl named West waa rescued from 
her coffin by the merest fluke. The 
final stage of the interment had ac­
tually begun, when the bereaved 
mother passionately demanded to be 
allowed a last look at the face of her 
girl.

“Her appeal was so pitiful that the 
coffin was re-opened. The mourners 
were amazed to find perspiration on 
the girl's face and examination show­
ed that the heart was qÿill In action.

“Cases have occurred in this coun­
try. In 1896-a boy named Ernest 
Wicks was found In Regent’s Park, 
London. The ’body’ was taken to the 
St. Marylebone Mortuary, where the 
keeper happened to look at It closely. 
He was led to attempt resuscitation, 
and, With the assistance of his wile, 
restored breathing. When the doctor 
arrived the boy was breathing freely, 
though still Insensible, and the sur­
geon eventually pronounced him to be 
suffering from a fit 

"One of the Lancashire county cor­
oners, at an inquest in December, 
1902, on the 'body* of a child, told the 
jury that the child had ‘died’ four 
times and that the’mother had obtain­
ed three medical certificates of death 
on the strength of her own diagnoses!

"Another case occurred at Hapton ; 
near Accrington, In 1906. A Mrs. Hoi- h 
den ,aged twenty-eight, ’died’, and the 
doctor’s certificate of death was given. | 
The insurance company was Inform- j 
ed and all the arrangements for the 
funeral made. While the undertaker 
was measuring the ’body’ he noticed 
twitching of the eyelids. The woman 
soon ‘came to life.’

"There was afiso the sensational 
case of Mrs. Rees, of Nora Street, Car­
diff, who, in September, 1908, while In 
a state of trance, had a narrow es­
cape from premature burial.

"The law regarding the Issue of 
death certificates must be changed,” 
declared Mr. Maxwell Johnson. "All j 
that a busy or Indifferent medical man 
has to do at present to ’cover’ himself I 
Is to leave in the form the printed 
words, 'as I am Informed."
