BUILDING OPERATIONS 
IN GUELPH IN 1867.

(CONTI SUED.)

THE CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH.

The handsome structure, a description 
of which we gave at the time the founda­
tion stone was laid, is now nearing com­
pletion. Its tall and graceful spire is 
another landmark to the stranger ap­
proaching Guelph, and the edifice as a 
whole is an ornament to the town, and a 
credit to the congregation through whose 
liberality it has been built. The con­
tractors have pushed on the work with 
praise-worthy energy. The plastering of 
the church is now nearly finished, and 
aa soon as that is done, the carpenters 
will commence to put In the seats, the 
gallery, and the pulpit. Judging from 
its appearance in its present unfinished 
state, it will be comfortable and commo­
dious, wlhile the basement will afford 
ample accommodation for week-day 
meetings, the Sabbath School, &c.

The structure is Gothic in style, 
ty-six feet by forty-five, exclusive of the 
tower, which is fifteen feet Six inches
square, and with_____ ,
hundred and thirty-three (feet in height. 
The lecture-room in the basement is 
forty-eight feet by forty-one, with two 
vestries and staircases communicating 
with the church and pulpit. The 
church is finished in the Gothic style in 
all its details, having an eliptical ceiling 
with curved ribs. There will be seventy- 
six pews with accommodation for three 

and fifty adults on the main 
floor, but from the ample space allowed 
for the three aisles and sitting room, it 
will be easy to accommodate a much 
larger number. The pulpit will be on a 
ilatform raised two steps above the floor, 
a a niche built so aa to form a semi-cir­

cle in the wall, with circular seat. The 
singing and organ gallery over the vesti­
bule will have a richly ornamental! front, 
and will be capable of seating about 50 
people. The building whether we re­
gard its exterior outline, or interior ar­
rangement and finish, harmonises well 
in all its parts and is at once handsome, 

rtrical, and in good taste. Mr. 
in Boult is architect and superin-

____ it, and is also contractor for the
carpenter work, Mr. Jas. Davidson for 
the mason work, Mr. Wm. Day for the 
plastering, Mr. W. H. Jacomb for the 

dnting and glaring, and Messrs. Mills 
Melvin did the iron work. It is expect­

ed the work will be completed about 
Christmas, when the church will be open­
ed for Divine service.

ST. ANDREW’S CHURCH.
The congregation of 8t. Andrew’s 

Church, feeling greatly the want of addi­
tional accommodation, resolved this sea­
son to put up a gallery. Accordingly 
Mr. Stephen Boult was instructed to pre- 

a plan of it, which having been Sub­
mitted to the managers was approved of, 
and Mr. Boult proceeded with the work, 
which is now completed. It ^supported 
by two iron pillars cased in wood, and is 
reached by two staircases-—one on eac'

,, from the main outrance.- 
The style of tha wood work in front is 
Gothic, and quite in character with the 
rest of the church, being richly carved 
and ornamented. It sets off the api 
of the church very much, and rather helps 
than mars its proportions. The design 
and execution are alike creditable to Mr. 
Boult’s taste and skill. The gallery will 
give accommodation to eighty people.

MR. JOHN HOGG S BLOCK,
The handsome stone block on the cor­

ner of Wyndham Street and the Market 
Square, erected for Mr. John Hogg, Is 
now nearing completion. This fine i 
ing fills np the last gap on Lower 
Wyndham Street, and is no less an oma- 
ment to that part of the Town than it is 
a credit to the enterprising proprietor. It 
was designed by Mr. Boult, who is also 
sup rintendent of the work. The 
tractors are Messrs. Kennedy & Pike, 
for the mason work ; Messrs. George and 
Alex. Bruce, for the carpenter work ; Mr. 
Wm. Day for the plastering ; Mr. Jacomb 
fo the painting and glaring ; and Mes- 
sr . Evatt, Inglis’ & Co., for the iron 
work. It is sixty-five by sixty feet, four 
stories—including basement—in height. 
The ground floor is being fitted up as an 
office for a Branch of the Bank of Com­
merce, which will be opened in a few 
weeks, and for a store, which, as soon as 
it is finished will be occupied by Mr. Jas;1 
Cor mack, Merchant Tailor. Both the 
store and office are being handsomely fit­
ted up. The second floor, which Is reach­
ed by the main entrance on Wyndham 
Street, will be divided into offices, and 
the third floor may be fitted up as balls 
or lodge rooms.

THE CONDITION OF EUROPE.
At the present moment the contin­

ent of Europe might aptly be compar­
ed to an immense volcano, giving in­
dications of an immediate and terrible 
eruption. The smoke of battle has 
already dimmed the sun that shines 
with genial rays on the vine-clad hills 
of Italy, and the earth has trembled 
beneath the tread of hostile armies, 
and the thuader of their artillery.—/ 
War has already begun, and war on a 
more extensive and devastating scale 
is imminent. France has launched' 
the fleet that will convey her armies 
to the support of the tottering power 
of the Pope, and the question that has 
for a long time been matter of specu­
lation is likely ere long to find its final 
eolution. There is a mystery hangs 
over the Roman Question which al­
most every person imagined was no 
mystery at all when Italy declared 
her willingness to abide by the terms 
of the September convention, when 
Hatazzi resigned his seat in the Ital­
ian Cabinet, and when an attempt was 
made to form a new ministry with Ci 
aldini at the head, whose policy was 
supposed to be more Napoleonic than 
was that of his predecessor. But that 
attempt has failed, and every day 
gives fresh evidence that the spirit 
and feelings of the Garibaldians are 
similar to those of the great mass of the 
subjects of the King Oà Italy. Victor 
Emmanuel may be irresolute in en­
terprise, but surely, with all his sloth 
fulness, he would be prompt in those 
measures which are essential to his 
own safety and the integrity of his 
kingdong as it stands at present. He 
cannot well satisfy the Emperor of 
France for the infraction of the treaty 
by saying that he could not prevent it, 
when it is well known that he did not 
make the attempt ; at least that he did 
not since Garibaldi escaped from Ca- 
prera, and at the head of his devoted 
legions made rapid strides towards 
Rome.

Bismarck in the pride of his suc­
cess, and in conscious possession of 

z brilliant talent and a powerful army, 
keeps a steady watch on the move­
ments of that great political opponent 
with whom hejhas been for years con­
tending the palm of European diplo­
macy. He waits with impatience a 
favorable opportunity to let slip his 
hounds of war, and essay to acquire 
Increased power for his country, and 
fresh renown for her arms. One ob­
ject of his ambition he has already 
gained. Prussia by virtue of superior 
military force has taken the place of 
Austria; she Las become the chief 
power of the German Confederation, 
and as smaller bodies have always a 
tendency to approach the larger, so 
we find that some of the States of 
South Germany evince an inclination 
to join the Confederatitn of the North 
under the protectorate of Prussia.- 
Baron Von Beust has been outdone 
he was unable to direct the tide of 
events, and he was obliged to go 
whithersoever it would carry him.— 
He is Prime Minister of an empire 
that has been humbled, but not anni­
hilated. The history of Austria has 
been a singular one. Twice did Napo­
leon the First humble her in the very 
dust, and he even dictated the terms 
of a peace by no. means so severe as 
might have been expected from the 
position of the conqueror and the con­
quered, within the very walls of her 
capital. It is well known that he re­
vered her spirit and her power, and 
her repeated rises to magnificence and 
strength justified the high opinion 
the renowned maker of kings and 
kingdoms entertained of her energy 
and resources. Should France and 
Prussia be embroiled it is hard to 
8ay what advantage Austria might 
take of the circumstance, and it would 
be difficult to predict how far she 
might retrieve her faded honour, or 
recover her exalted position. But 
Russia does not see matters thus.— 
She looks upon it as inevitable, 
that Prussia must one day per­
haps not far distant mean Ger­
many, and that in consequence 
she will be exercising a right 
which belongs to the Muscovite. A

Blots In Quebec,
On last Monday morning the police 

proceeded to St. Kochs and arrested nine­
teen qf the ringleaders concerned in the 
late demonstration of the ship carpenters* 
strike. Warrants were issued for the 
arrest of twenty of the leaders, but one of 
them is still at large. Those arrested 
were brought up to the police court at 10 
o’clock that morning before the Judge of 
Session, Mr. Irvine, Solicitor-General, 
prosecuting. The prisoners were follow­
ed through the'streets to the court house 
by a mob composed of the roughest of the 
rough to the number of several hundred. 
Curses and imprecations against the police 
and the authorities were freely indulged 
in, and several of them swore vengeance 
against those opposed to their unjust de­
mand. Bail to any amount was offered 
for the release of the prisoners, but 
refused by the court. The prisoners i 
remanded untu Tuesday. When it be­
came known amongst the crowd outside 
that bail had been offered and refused, 
the mob became still more noisy and 
boisterous, and swore they would rescue 
the prisoners if they were not admitted to 
bail. The authorities being made aware 
of the attitude of the mob. deemed it ad­
visable to send for a detachment of regu­
lar troops, and accordingly, in a short 
time, a strong body of the 60th Rifles 
arrived in front of the court-house. The 
prisoners were immediately marched out 
and placed in vans, and amid the shouts 
and yells of the boisterous crowd were 
driven off to jail, the vans beiug guarded 
in front and rear, and on both sides, by 
the soldiers, with drawn bayonets.

The latest news from Quebec is that 
the ship-yards still remain closed—the 
union men threatening with their ven­
geance all who will work at lower wages 
than the rates they had established. The 
examination of those concerned in the 
late ship-yard disturbances, who were 
arrested, took place yesterday. Bail has 
been accepted for the appearance of the 
ringleaders for future trial, and they have 
been released.. To prevent a disturbance 
a detachment of the 00th Rifles were 
stationed in front of the court house. The 
volunteer cavalry formed an escort f r* 
the prisoners from the gaol to the court, 
house.

Roman Catholic Church in Ireland.
It is reported in the Cork Examiner 

that Lord Stanley applied some time since 
to the Pope, to ascertain if the endow­
ment of the Roman Catholic Church in 
Ireland out of the funds now belonging 
to the Church of England, would be 
accepted as a settlement of the vexed 
church question, and that His Holiness 
declined to have anything to do with it. 
Application was made then to Cardinal 
Cullen, the representative of the Roman 
Catholic Church in Ireland, who called 
a meeting of the Irish Bishops. The 
matter was discussed from three points 
of view, ns to how the State might come 
to the assistance of the Romish Church ;— 
1st, by grants to the priests personally ; 
2nd, to the church as a corporation for 
distribution among the clergy; 3rd by 
the creation of parsonages and glebes. 
The result, however, was a resolution 
adopted unanimously against accepting 
aid in any. form frem the State. But one 
other mode remains, it seems to us, of 
settling the question, and that is, to leave 
churches of all kinds in Ireland to be 
supported by voluntaryism alone.

Business Education !

rE importance of a thorougli Business Edu­
cation is pressing itself upon the attention 
of commercial circles more and more every day, 
and its advantages are perhaps moie emphatically 

shown by nothing more than by the vantage 
ground on which it places the fully trained clerk 
above the imperfectly trained one, when looking 
for a situation.

The Buitish American Commercial College 
lias in full operation such acourse of instruction ns 
to give it practical fitness to do the work proposed.

An important characteristic of this Institution 
is its maturely organised actual business system, 
whereby the College is made a type or model not 
only of an extensive business house, but even of a 
large trading community. Another distinctive 
feature of this College is that it attempts no 
tr neons teaching. Its work is one,-and to 
accomplishment of tli-t work every effort is direct­
ed. Just as the University and Grammar Schools 
must be separate insl'.utions, so the Commercial 
College and the Elementary School must be dis­
tinct. Common sense and experience alike show 
that such a combination is not compatible with 
efficiency.

The time required to complete the full course 
varies considerably, according to the attendance, 
attention and ability of each student. Young men 
however arc earnestly «rationed against the injuri­
ous practice of hurrying through the course from 
the mistaken idea that they will thus be gainers by 
the saving of money in the item of board. Infinitely 
more advantageous would it be to the student, 
since his full course of tuition is already paid for, 
to incur the comparatively small additional expen­
se of a few weeks board in order to make himself 
completely master of the course ; and thus, by a 
small present outlay, qualifÿliimself for some lu- 
curativc situation. The crudness that such haste 
entails is highly detrimental, not only to the stu­
dent himself, but also to the College where he

graduates ; and. besides, it brings opprobium on 
om .nercial Colleges generally. The common prac­

tice, therefore, of holding out this crowding sys­
tem ns an inducement to students is most decept­
ive and highly reprehensible.
