Local and Other Items.

Railway Bonus Expedition. — The 
Mayor of Hamilton, Adam Brown, Jas. 
Turner, and a number of others have 
gone out on a railway campaign, to ad­
vocate the passing of bonuses by munici­
palities in the county of Simcoe, in aid 
of the Hamilton and Northwestern Rail­
way.

Arrival of Volunteers.—The Royal 
Mail steamer Chicora, from Fort William, 
arrived at Collingwood on Thursday 
evening, having on board 88 of the re­
turned troops from Fort Garry, in charge 
of Lieut.-Col. Villiers, together with 64 
other passengers.

A strike of no less than 40,000 cotton 
hands is expected in the Ashton-under- 
Lyne District, England, in consequence 
of a demand for an increase of fifteen 
per cent, in wages, which the employers 
refuse to grant. It is not improbable 
that, if the strike occurs, it will extend 
through the entire cotton manufacturing 
region. It is claimed that an advance of 
wages is a simple impossibility, as manu­
facturers’ profits have been reduced so 
much by the high price of the raw ma­
terial, and of coals, that some of the 
more sagacious men in the trade have ad­
vocated a temporary cessation of produc­
tion, as a means of relief from the pre­
sent unprofitable, and even losing, con­
dition of the market.

The San Juan Boundary.
London, Oct. 25.—The award of the 

Emperor William in the San Juan case, 
is severely commented on by some of the 
London journals. .

The Timet this morning says :—“ The 
decision is unsatisfactory, unclear, and 
indecisive, but we accept it with loyal 
aubmissiveness.”

The Times also says :—“ We repudiate 
the utterly absurd and baseless charge 
that England intrigued at Berlin with a 
view of modifying the judgment of the 
Emperor.”

The Post considers the award as dam­
aging to the interests and diplomatic 
reputation of England, as was the award 
of the Geneva tribunal. “ It gives,” says 
the Post, “ the key to British Columbian 
waters to the United States. This set­
tlement of the question hardly tends tc 
improve the relations now existing be- 
tween England and America.”

The Telegraph and News reserve their 
criticises.

The Standard’ll silent upon the subject.

While sulphurous acid, chloride of 
lime, and carbonite of lime cannot be 
used without inconvenience, on account 
of their unpleasant odor, in frequented 
rooms, chemical science has recently 
brought out a disinfectant apparently 
more effective than either, which can be 
safely and conveniently used anywhere, 
since it is free from odor, and when 
it is properly diluted does- no harm to the 
color or texture of carpets or furniture. 
This is bromo-chloralum. Would it not 
be woith while, as a sanitary measure, 
occasionally to sprinkle the floors of our 
churches, school-Bgoras and other assem­
bly rooms with it. ? If this were done at 
the close of a session, the air, instead of 
being kept in its foul condition until the 
next session, would be cleansed of its im­
purities.

Miss Emily Faithful delivered a lec­
ture in New York on Thursday before a 
large audience, her subject being “Queen 
Victoria and the Royal Family.”

St. Catharines appears to be unusually 
prolific of accidents of late. The town 
council have just been mulcted to the 
extent of between 6400 and 6600 on ac­
count of an accident accruing through 
l(ad side walks. A commercial traveller

; lar manner, and another action against 
the council is talked of.

The Reform Demonstra­
tion at Mt Forest.

MB. MACKENZIE’S SPEECH CONTINUED.

He had challenged, and he now chal­
lenged, the Government and their sup­
porters to show a single instance in which 
an English Parliament was asked to ab­
negate its own Constitutional powers to 
the Government of the day. Even in the 
rankest times of tyrannical ascendancy in 
England there was no record ot any Eng­
lish Parliament, from the days of Queen 
Elizabeth down, where any Government 
or any monarch had dared to change an 
existing Act to accomplish a political pur­
pose. He believed that this strong,damn­
ing evidence of Tory recreancy to the 
principles of liberty, which Reformers 
had supposed were established in this 
country, and the exposure of such con­
duct, had done more to condemn the 
Government in the eyes of the people of 
Ontario than any other act they had per­
petrated. He had not intended to dwell 
upon individual acts of wrong, but upon 
those large principles which underlie our 
whole political system, and upon the 
maintenance of which depended that po­
litical freedom and prosperity which we 
now enjoyed. He went on to point out 
the perils to our parliamentary system 
from the presence in the two Houses of 
shareholders in the Pacific Railway Com­
panies—perils which Mr. Blake had en­
deavored to avoid, but was successfully 
opposed by Sir John A. Macdonald and 
his servile followers. The experience of 
the Grand Trunk in Sir Francis Hincks’ 
time, when the Government was at the 
mercy of railway contractors, who upon 
one occasion forced a grant of one million 
three hundred and sixty thousand dol­
lars, was adverted to as an evidence of 
the dangers to be expected from this 
quarter. Mr. Mackenzie next alluded to 
the policy of the Government in the 
North-West, and showed how its whole 
tendency had been to discourage settle­
ment and to make Manitoba a French 
preserve for Sir George Cartier. (Cheers). 
He had strenuously endeavoured to have 
the alternate blocks of land bordering on 
the Pacific Railway thrown open to set­
tlement, and had striven to prevent the 
land in the North-West from remaining 
under the control of speculators ; but Sir 
John A. Macdonald had opposed him with 
the exclamation that that policy, if car­
ried out, would flood the country with all 
sorts of persons. That was exactly what 
he (Mr^ Mackenzie) wanted. Sir John 
in one of his election speeches, when 
there was no danger of bring corrected, 
had stated that there were 350 millions 
of acres of land in the North-West ; but 
if they took a map they would have to 
go nearly to Greenland to get an area as 
large as Sir John had claimed. Professor 
Hind and Capt. Palliser, who had care­
fully surveyed the territory, united in 
stating that there were from 41,000,000 to 
43,000,000 scros of goodland.and therefore 
it was of the utmost importance to provide 
liberally for settlers and rescue the land 
from the .control of speculators. He be­
lieved that it was far more important 
that the country should be speedily set­
tled than that we should endeavor to se­
cure a pitiable pittance from the immi­
grant ; and acting upon this belief the 
Ontario Government had swept away the 
settlers’ arrears upon a large quantity of 
lands sold them by the Crown. Mr. 
Mackenzie next condemned the Govern­
ment for the extravagance and want of 
energy in opening communications over 
our own territory with Manitoba, for 
which purpose they had obtained a very, 
liberal vote from the House. (Hear, 
hear.) He pointed out the great impor­
tance of providing facilities for reaching 
the North-West, in order that our young 
men might go there and settle instead of 
going to the States, as in too many cases 
was done. (Hear, hear.) The violation 
of representation in the cases of British 
Columbia and Manitoba was reviewed 
and condemned, as were als) the persis­
tant and importunate efforts of John A., 
his friends and organs, to write up in the 
smaller provinces an ill feeling against 
Ontario and Ontario Reformers. He ex­
posed the absurdity of trying to depre­
ciate the effects of Ministerial defeats in 
this province, in the hope of forming a 
combination of the other provinces 
against Ontario, as John A. proposed, 
and showed the importance that 
was always attached to Ontario public 
opinion ; besides, the House could 
not disregard the weight of public opin­
ion, aroused as it was now in Canada 
against corrupt government, and in sup­
port of this argument Mr. Mackenzie al­
luded to the effect of public opinion upon 
Conservative parliaments and adminis­
trations in the two notable cases of the 
Catholic emancipation and the repeal of 
the corn laws. He then adverted to 
questions more particularly affecting the 
Province of Ontario, and alluded to the 
slanderous attacks which had been made 
upon Messrs. McKellar and Wood by the 
Tory organs. Notwithstanding John A.’s 
desperate manipulations of constituen­
cies he had been beaten in the elections, 
and the Tory factiousness and want of 
scruple had met with a similar fate in 
the local elections. South Bruce had 
returned Mr Wells, and South Grenville 
had elected Mr. C. F. Fraser by a hand­
some majority. Mr. Fraser was a young 
man of great talent, and would yet make 
his mark in Parliament and before the 
country. (Cheers.) Stating that he was 
no longer in office, Mr. Mackenzie allud­
ed to the fair and impartial way in which 
the Government of Ontario had managed 
the public affairs, and trusted the 
Government would receive the political 
support which was necessary to the ex­
istence of any Government, and which 
every political man must prize highly. 
(Loud applause.) He thanked them in 
behalf of Mr. Blake for the invitation to 
the demonstration, and regretted that 
that gentleman was unable to accept it, 
as he had to hand over the Government 
to the Hon. Mr. Mowat. (Cheers.) With 
regard to Mr. Blake he would say that he 
had proved himself to be one of the very 
ablest men this country has ever pro­
duced ; and he was certainly one of the 
most amiable and upright of men, with 
whom it is a pleasure to be associated in 
Government. (Cheers.) He (Mr. Mac­
kenzie) had served with him a few 
months, and during a good many years 
uf intimacy he had never found anything 
in Edward Blake but the characterist­
ics of a gentleman and a true politician. 
(Loud Cheers) During their term of as­
sociation together as members of the 
Government, nothing had occurred from 
the first to mar the harmony that had 
been so pleasant to all. (Loud Cheers.) 
Mr Mackenzie then alluded to the accu­
sation early in the life of the present 
Parliament of deserting Reform princi­
ples by taking Mr Scott into the Govern­

ment, and said that the principles of the 
Reform party were more in harmony 
with Mr Scott’s convictions than those of 
his opponents ; and it was certainly a 
matter for congratulation that so able a 
man as Mr Soott had taken part in the 
government of Ontario as a member of 
Mr Blake’s Liberal Administration, and 
he hoped Mr Soott would still contrive to 
be a member of the new Administration 
now forming. It was amusing to witness 
the ardour and keenness of Sir John and 
his worshippers and friends in claiming 
Mr Scott as a certain follower, and then 
joining in the effort to ruin his political 
and moral character. They were trying 
to prove to their satisfaction that Mr. 
Soott was a very bad man, at the same 
time they were trying to prove that he 
was a member of the Conservative party. 
(Cheers.) He would not draw the obvious 
inference, but would merely say that they 
were perfectly welcome to all the bad 
men ; all he wanted was the good men ; 
and he had no doubt there were a good 
many Conservatives who held views some­
what similar to those held by Mr Scott. 
He wanted all the good men who held true 
political principles, and would be willing 
to join the Reformers in expelling from 
power a Government that the people be­
lieved had endeavoured to establish an 
oligarchy having for its object merely the 
retention of power. (Loud cheers.)

Upon the conclusion of Mr Mackenzie’s 
speech the chairman abjonmed the pro­
ceedings until the evening. Mr Macken­
zie having to leave for Toronto, was 
escorted to the railway station by a large 
number of the electors.

THE BANQUET.
In the evening a banquet took place 

in Coyne’s Hotel, and was very largely 
attended. After full justice had been 
done to the excellent bill of fare the 
festivities of the evening commenced. 
The chair was occupied by Mr. Kilgour, 
of Mount Forest, and on his right were 
Hon. E. B. Wood, Col. Higinbotham, Dr 
Landerkin, M. P., ; B. MoKim, M. P. P.; 
on his left, D. Stirton, M. P. ; George 
Snider M. P. ; Jas Ross, M. P. The 
vice-chairs were filled by Dr. McGregor, 
of Owen Sound ; L McMtfilen and H. H. 
Stovel. There were present at the tables 
a large number of the residents of Mount 
Forest and vicinity, as well as many from 
a considerable distance.

The Chair having called order, the Se­
cretary of the Reform Association, Mr. 
McLaren, of the Examiner, read letters 
and telegrams of apology from promin­
ent Reformers who were unable to at­
tend. The Chairman then proposed the 
usual loyal toasts, which were all heart­
ily honoured. The Vice-chairman, Dr. 
McGregor, in a humorous speech, pro­
posed the Parliament of Ontario. Hon. 
E. B. Wood was called on to reply, and 
was received with continuous cheers. 
He wanted the people to understand that 
with them rested political power, and 
also that eternal vigilance was the price 
of liberty. He alluded in humorous 
terms to the efforts of the Tories to se­
cure a new name, and supposed they 
would soon be stealing the name Grit, as 
it was the good fortune of Liberals to 
make respectable and popular the .appel­
lations which were first given as oppro- 
bious epithets. He sketched the reforms 
secured by the Liberal party, and at 
some length described the great care 
taken by those who drafted the Confeder­
ation agreement to provide that repre­
sentation should be based upon popula­
tion ,ond that local appropriations should 
not be made in the Dominion Parliament 
for merely local purposes ; but notwith­
standing these strict provisions, which it 
was generally believed would be carried 
out in good faith, he saw these principles 
frequently violated. Sir John A. and 
his colleagues were engaged in an unholy 
conspiracy against Ontario, and were 
cunningly endeavouring to stir up strife 
among the Provinces in order to increase 
the political strength of their tottering 
Government. This contemptible and 
unpatriotic practice Mr. Wood condemned 
with much vigor and amidst much; ap­
plause. In regard to Manitoba what a 
shameful record was there oi Minis­
terial blundering, and how slight had 
been the return for an expenditure of 
nearly four millions ! During the ' last 
five years Ontario had contributed 
50 millions to the Dominion Ex­
chequer,and not more than a million had 
been expended within her borders in that 
time. It was true that they were mani­
festing some interest in the Welland 
Canal, and Mr. Langevin had gene there 
or was going, but that was because an 
election was coming off there. He 
showed how the other provinces had 
been favored in public expenditure that 
had been wrongly devotfd to local ser­
vices, and pointed out that this was a 
continuance of the sectional policy which 
under the old Union Ontario had con­
demned. In the 264 years of the old 
Union, Ontario had been made to pay 
over forty millions of dollars for Quebec 
improvements. By carrying out this 
pernicious policy, John A. had secured 
British Columbia and Manitoba, and per 
haps a majority in Nova Scotia.. .He 
vigorously condemned the Dominion 
Government for refusing to pass an im­
proved election law, and thereby pre­
venting the punishment of their friends 
for their outrageous political corruption. 
(Cheers.) Some Tories had spent con­
siderable fortunes for nothing, and were 
almost ruined, and he had heard that, 
among others, Mr. Drew bed laid out 
610,000. He blamed Sir John severely 
for permitting Riel to go unwhipped of 
justice for the murder of Scott. (Cheers) 
He pointed out the imminent peril of 
permitting a continuance of Sir John’s 
corrupt and vicious system of Govern» 
ment, which, if not overthrown, would 
produce serious disasters. The Pacific 
Railway Act and combinations were next 
sharply criticised and condemned, and 
the effect of their reckless extravagance 
upon taxation was clearly indicated. He 
told his hearers to keep up their organi­
zations and to fight manfully until they 
won complete victory.

Mr. McKim also responded to the 
toast, and was received with loud cheers. 
He said that after the very able speech 
from Mr. Wood, which he felt would 
have a deep and lasting impression on 
their minds,§he felt it would be altogeth­
er superfluous for him to make a 
long speech or go over the same 
ground again. He came to their gath­
ering to congratluate them on the splen

proposed “ Our Guests,” which was re­
ceived with all the honours.

Mr. Stirton, M. P,, first responded, and 
was received with cheers. After express­
ing the great pleasure he felt at being 
present on this occasion he said that 
when John A Macdonald manipulated 
these constituencies, he little dreamed 
that it would result in strengthening the 
Reform cause, but so it was. Little did 
Mr. Jackson think that when 
he fixed the boundaries of hi» 
little cabbage garden (laughter) that 
he would be thrown over the wall 
by his friend Dr. Landexkin. (Cheers). 
He was glad that he had an opportunity 
to assist in the good work last summer, 
not only in his own county but also in 
Grey. In speaking of the acts of the 
Dominion Government from 1867, he 
said their whole object was to strengthen 
themselves, and referred to several im­
portant measures carried in proof of his 
statement. Retention of office at what­
ever cost was John A.’s policy, a policy 
which had been condemned by the coun­
try, and which would yet be the means 
of turning them out of power. He con­
cluded by warmly congratulating thia 
fair section on the glorious victory they 
had achieved last August. (Cheers).

Mr. James Boss, M. P.,was very happy 
to be in Mount Forest again, when it had 
such evident appearances of thriving, 
and he hoped it would continue to thrive 
until it became one of the most impor­
tant places of Western Ontario. (Cheers) 
Sir John had intended to legislate the 
Jentre Riding into the Corruptionists* 
lands, but had been defeated by the 

energy and zeal of the Reformers of that 
constituency. He hoped that Riding 
would always continue true to the Reform 
cause, and hé hoped soon to see the 
overthrow of a Government which would 
let the country go to the dogs if only 
they could retain office. (Cheers.)

Col. Higinbotham, M.P., on rising, was 
received with loud cheers, which were 
repeated again and again. He said he 
was exceedingly obliged to them for the 
cordial manner in which they had re­
ceived his name. He had been told that 
if he followed the steps of Mr. Stirton, 
the people of this Riding would trust him 
again. (Hear, and cheers.) That gen­
tlemen had given fifteen years public ser­
vice to the Reform cause, and not a man 
could point to a single wrong vote he 
had given. If he followed the same 
course they would have no cause to oom- 
ilain. (Hear.) But it was very doubtful 
f he would remain in public life as long 

as that. When he took the field it was 
considered that he was to lead a forlorn 
hope, but that hope was realized. (Hear 
and cheers.) As the ground had been 
gone over by Mr. Mackenzie and Mr. 
Wood, with great eloquence, he would 
not at such a late hour detain them with 
lengthy remarks, but would cordially 
thank his supporters for their zealous 
labours in the recent contest. He spoke 
of the necessity for a new and stringent 
election law. He promised that he 
would discharge hie duties as their re­
presentative fearlessly and honestly, and 
deal with all his constituents on an equal 
footing. His services were at their dis­
posal, and he should always be glad to 
assist them in anyway he could. He felt 
that he was the public servant of all his 
constituents, and as such he would be 
ready to serve them at all times whether 
they had voted for him or not. (Cheers.)

Dr Landerkin was next called ppon and 
was received with enthusiasm. He thank­
ed the electors of South Grey and Mount 
Forest for the hearty support accorded to 
him. (Cheers.) Tho Tories in his Riding 
in the late contest had acted upon the1 
idea that the man with the most money 
would certainly be elected, but the result 
had shown that Reform principles were 
in the ascendant, and that the great ma- 
; ority were too independent and too in­
fligent to be misled by Tory bribes or 

specious appeals. He could assert with­
out fear of contradiction, that he had not 
in the contest used any means that were 
not legitimate in securing his return. 
He concluded with some humorous ob­
servations, which were received with 
much applause.

Mr. George Snyder, M. P., thanked the 
gathering for their kind reception of his 
name and that of his brother members, 
and amidst applause and laughter, allu­
ded to the trials of political life. He was 
glad to be among them on this occasion 
of rejoicing, for he had had veiy hard 
work in his riding ; but Reform principles 
had triumphed. He wanted to see the 
corrupt Government turned out of office, 
for they had been most extravagant, 
corrupt and unscrupulous, and had sought 
nothing higher than retention of power. 
(Cheers). »

The Vice-Chairman, Mr. McMullen, 
proposed “ The learned professions,” 
which was responded to by Dr. Yeo­
mans.

The Globe speaking of his retirement 
says :—“ Mr. Gow was offered in the 
new Cabinet the position he has filled 
since December last, but preferred 
to be relieved from the responsibili­
ties of office and consequently de­
clined the invitation. Whilst every 
other member of the late Govern­
ment has been in turn virulently as­
sailed by the organs of the Opposi­
tion, Mr. Gow, although sharing to 
the fullest extent in the measures of 
his colleagues, has been allowed to 
discharge his departmental duties 
Without drawing upon himself the 
vindictive malice of even the least 
scrupulous political assailants.

We have every confidence that, a'- 
though Mr. Gow no longer occupies

old Government, We will receive from 
the one just formed.

We have already expressed our 
entire satisfaction with Mr. Mowat’s 
appointment, and it would be hard 
to find in the house a man better 
qualified than Mr. Pardee to fill Mr.

An Open Prison.
On Saturday, the 20th, a white flag was 

fluttering in the breeze from the shaft of 
the south wing of Oxford jail. The gates 
were thrown open at two o’clock that af­
ternoon, and remained so until six p. m. 
During that time and the two following 
days hundreds of respectable persons 
visited the interior of the building. All 
spoke in the highest terms of the cleanli- 
liness and general arrangements under 
the judicious direction of the governor, 

.Mr. W. H. Smith, and the matron, his* 
wife. The prison was erected in 1789, 
after a model of the great philanthropist, 
John Howard, and in substitution of the 
old one, called “Bocardo,” which was 
taken down in 1771. There the debtors 
used to lower a hat by a cord from the 
window to receive the alms of the passers 
by, uttering the cry of “ Pray remember 
the Bocardo birds." Here Archbishop 
Cranmer and Bishops Ridley and Latimer 
were confined previous to their martyr­
dom. From the roof of the prison Uran- 
mer witnessed the death of the martyred 
bishops, on October 15,1554, suffering 
himself in the ensuing March. Near this 
spot the barbarous re-execution of Eliza­
beth, the servant of Miss Clive, took place 
at midnight, in 1658. The prisoner was 
first hung at Green Ditch, for the murder 
of her illegitimate child, and her body 
was afterwards to be dissected. Symp- 
tons of life, however, being discovered 
she was taken to the Bell, Magdalen 
parish, and resuscitated, but the author­
ities, hearing ef the occurrence, forcibly 
took possession of the body, and re-hung 
her in Broken Hayes. Since May the 
daily number of prisoners has averaged a 
trifle over four, and during the past 
years it has been 20. The remarkable 
fact of the prison being quite empty is 
not in the recollection of any person liv- 

r ing, and tine archives have been carefully 
traced up to 1826 without discovering 
any notice of a similar occurrence.

Australian Woods.
Many of the Australian woods exhibit 

a peculiar beauty of structure, which 
adapts them for small furniture and 
turnery uses' Some are highly fragrant, 
and return their agreeable odour for a 
considerable period of time ; this renders 
them additionally pleasant and;acceptable 
in the form of ornamental articles for the 
boudoir and drawing room. Tije scented 
myall (Acaica homalophglla) is a very 
hard and heavy wood, having an intense 
and delightful smell of violets. It. ha», à 
dark and beautiful “hardening" which 
makes it appliable to many purposes of 
the cabinet maker and the wood turner, 
and for an infinite variety of minor uses. 
It rarely exceeds a foot in diameter, but 
has been used as veneers. This tree is 
a common one in many parts of Austral­
ia ; since the London Exhibition of 1862V 
when caskets and other articles were 
shown from Queensland and the remark­
able quality it possessed became gener­
ally known to European manufacturers, 
the wood has been in request for making 
glove, handkerchief and other fancy 
boxes, as this peculiar fragrance of vio­
lets does not occur with such perfection 
in any other known substance.—Art 
Journal.
