The Market Weigh Scales.
To the Editor of the Mercury.

Sir,—Having the other day sold a load 
of oats to an individual in town, I had 
occasion to use the market scales. After 
having delivered my load, and on my 
way home, I felt somewhat dissatisfied in 
respect to the weight. In order to" satisfy 
my mind, I concluded to fill up the same 
bags with the same kind of oats ; and 
having so donc, I brought them to town 
the next day and drove upon the scale. 
When weighed I was told by the Market 
Clerk that my load weighed 625 lbs. more 
than the previous one. This was cer­
tainly very consoling, but when the 
empty sleigh was put on the seule it went 
down at 790 lbs., while on the previous 
day it required 1,190 lbs. to balance it. 
Now, here was a problem to solve. Where 
was the mistake ? Was it in the scale or 
with the Market Clerk? As the scale 
could not speak for itself, I charitably 
concluded to lay tho blame on those who

This, sir, is not an isolated case ; I 
have in my mind now seveial in which 
there were much larger mistakes.

County Judge’* criminal Court.
(Before His Honour Juigo Macdonald.)

Guelph, Feb. 17tb.
The Queen vs. John Gohebn.—The 

prisoner was placed upon trial for hav­
ing, on the evening of the 23rd Deo. 
last, stolen from the store of Messrs. 
Ferguson A Scott, of Arthur Village, cer­
tain articles consisting of a lady’s fur 
tippet, two muffs, a quantity of red flan­
nel, and other small articles. The mis­
sing goods were, on the 27th of January 
last, found in the possession of the pris­
oner, and were before the court.

Mr. Ferguson, one of the firm, was 
called and deposed that on tho evening 
in question prisoner and a woman of 
questionable repute entered his store. 
The geods were outside, where they had. 
been placed for show earlier in the day. ' 
They had been unusually busy that day, 
so much so that neither he or his part­
ner saw that the articles had been taken 
into the shop when it was closed for the 
.night. One Johnston was instructed to 
take in the goods. They were not missed 
however, until next morning.

Other witnesses were called, and al­
though all believed that the goods found 
in prisoner'spoBsession were the identical 
articles taken, yet none of them were 
positive on that point. Johnston was 
not called by the Crown.

Prisoner’s counsel submitted that as 
none of the witnesses proved the identity 
of the goods, and as Johnston was not 
produced to show if he had missed them 
when taking them in, the prisoner cottfd 
not be convicted. Consfderable argu­
ment ensued between Counsel, but ulti­
mately tho objections prevailed, and the 
prisoner was discharged. Mr. W. H.

Mil) an for prisoner.

Immediately after the prisoner was 
placed on trial on another charge, viz 
One Mr. Ofield, of Arthur, charged priso­
ner with stealing a certain machine used 
by framers for the purpose of boring 
timber.

It appears that a part of tho missing 
instrument was taken to the shop of Mr. 
Kinfield for sale as old iron, by .a woman 
residing with the prisoner. She was 
called as a witness and created consider­
able amusement in court. She was not 
very particular or choice in her language, 
more particularly towards the gentleman 
who laid the information. Her denieanor 
did not create a favorable impression on 
the Judge as to the truthfulness of her 
story.

His-Honor intimated that if prisoner 
were wise he should part with the woman, 
or she with him. He did not, as in the 
other case, consider the evidence suffi­
cient, and therefore dismissed prisoner 
\yith an earnest caution to not be charged 
before him again. Mr. J. P. Macmillan 
also defended prisoner in this case.

Thos. Rowan, laborer, was charged 
with stealing a keg of gin and a keg of 
syrup, the property of R. B. Morrison, 
of Hamilton. A travelling agent of tho 
plaintiff’s, named Dinwood, was in Elora 
with his pedlar’s wagon, and missed the 
stolen articles on Jan. 24th, whilst the 
waggon was standing at Vicars' Hotel. 
Prisoner subsequently offered theurticles 
for sale to Mr. Vicars. A witness named 
Murray proved that prisoner admitted to 
him having taken the kegs; and Mr. 
Elliott, Veterinary Surgeon, saw prisoner 
with them in his possession. Prisoner 
pleaded not guilty, but was oonvioted, 
and sentenced to two months’ with hard

Mr. Blake’s Retirement From the 
Cabinet.

TheGZo&c says:—“It was not to be 
supposed that Mr. Blake’s withdrawl 
from tho Cabinet would pass without an 
attempt on the part of the Opposition 
press to make political capital out of the 
event, even at the cost of tho usual 
amount of misrepresentation.

Now, what is the 
remedy to prevent (at least in part) these 
mistakes, and to give the Marker Clerk 
an opportunity to show that his hands 
are clean ? It is this. Give the seller a 
juxtapositiorf to the weigher,that he may 
at least look over his (the weigher’s) 
shoulder. As it is now, the entrance to 
tho office prevents this almost entirely,as 
a man having a team must be in a posi­
tion to control them in case of flight, Ac. 
As the matter is now, he must run the 
risk of damages from a runaway, or 
stand as it were blindfolded while his 
load is being weighed. Are not nearly 
all scales in full view of buyer and seller ? 
I would suggest that this might be made 
a matter for legislation for our Province, 
and also, now that we have buying by 
the hundred pounds instead of by the 
bushel, it would be a great convenience 
to have all weights jnarked on the sides 
as well as the top.

Sunday School Anniversary of Knox 
Church.

The anniversary meeting of the Son- 
day School of Knox Church was held on 
Tuesday evening in the church. There 
was a large attendance, the spacious 
church being well filled. Dr McGnire, 
Superintendent of the school, occupied 
the eh air.

The meeting was opened by a hymn 
from the children, and by a prayer from. 
Rev. W. S. Ball.

The Superintendent delivered his ad­
dress. He said he never had been con­
nected with a Sabbath School where the 
children were so» orderly, so diligent to 
their lessens, apd so regular in their at­
tendance as the pupils of Knox Church 
Sabbath School. He was happy to see 
the parents taking such an interest in 
the school as they showed by their pre­
sence to-niybt. He hoped that their 
interest in the school would increase, 
and that they would attend on prayer 
meeting evenings, and remain for a short 
time afterwards for mutual instruction. 
They had lost three of the school chil­
dren by death daring th* year, all from ' 
the infant claspes. He hoped that the 
parents/ewquld/traiu their children at 
home as iar as possible, for this would 
be of groat assistance to the teachers.
He considered parental insti notion was 
.of as much importance, if not of more 
importance, than the instruction ot the 
Sabbath School. As there was a long 
programme to go through, he-would not 
make any farther remarks.

The Secretary, Mr. Christie, read the 
annual report. It showed that the school 
had been kept open for the 52 Sabbaths 
ot the year. There are 24 teachers 
engaged, and a roll of 220 scholars, which 
with the two advanced Bible classes 
amount to a total of over 300, with an 
average attendance of over 200. The . 
average attendance in the classes is 12 
more per Sabbath than during the pre­
vious year, which average is more than 
doubled by the average attendance when 
the Bible classes are included.

The Treasurer, Mr. Hunter, read the 
financial statement, which showed the 
receipts of the year to be 1180, and the 
expenditure 9106, leaving:» balance in 
hand of $24. There had been $77.25 
collected for the missionary account, of 
which $7.40 went for expenses connected 
with the county convention, leaving the 
balance of $69.85 available.

The next item on the programme was 
the appropriation of this missionary 
balance by vote of the children. $19 
were voted to the Home Mission, $10 each 
to Knox College, the French Canadian 
Mission and Red River Mission ; and $5 
to Foreign Missions.

The musical and reciting portion of 
the programme was then taken up. It 
was of an exceedingly interesting charac­
ter, all tho performers being children 
under twelve years, who sung solos, 
duets, aud trios, and gave recitations and 
dialogues. Although' there were some 27 
pieces on the programme, they were so 
judiciously chosen, and the arrangements 
were so well made, that the meeting 
concluded before ten o’clock struck, 
after commencing at about a quarter to 
eight. The little performers wore eo 
numerous that it would be difficult and 
invidious to particularisa. A child of 
six or seven years, Robin Hood, repeated 
seven verses of the first chapter of John 
with perfect accuraqy. Ruby Griffith’s 
recitation was very gcod ; so was his duet 
with Lizzie Hunter. Marco Bozzario, 
recitation, by Herbert Dunn ; My Mother .* 
Dear, song by Jesse Williamson ; and a 
dialogue, the Drunkard’s Daughter, by 
Lucy Riley, Maggie Hadden, Bella Hood, 
and Arthur Yule, were also very well 
done. Other pieces of equal excellence 
were given. The remaining performers 
were Geo. Parker, Agnes Mann, A. Yule, 
Jauc Penelton, George Ball, Agnes Wil- 
liamson. B. Hood, Robt. Simpson, Annie 
Griffiths, Wm. Ellis, and Alex. Fyfe. 
Miss Hood accompanied on the organ. 
Several hymns were sung by the school 
in a manner that proved the careful' 
training they had received from Mr. 
Yule, the Precentor.

Rev. W. S. Ball delivered a brief ad­
dress on the advantages of Sabbath 
Schools, and the duties of parents, 
Ministers and teachers in regard to them. 
The doxologv' and benediction brought 
the meeting to a close, after which the 
children descended to the basement, and 
were each presented with a packet of

Ontario Legislative Assembly.
Monday, Feb. 15.

. Mr. Clarke (Wellington), introduced a 
Bill to separate the township of Orange­
ville and certain townships from the 
counties of Wellington, Grey, and Sim- 
coe, and to erect them into the county 
of Dufferiu.

In reply to Mr. Clarke (Wellington), 
the Attorney-General said the Govern­
ment had under consideration the ques­
tion whether they should during the pre­
sent session introduce a measure for the 
formation of new counties or the re-n 
justment of existing electoral divisions.

Mr. Clarke (Norfolk) moved the ap­
pointment of a Committee, in accor­
dance with the resolution of the House, 
to prepare an address to the Governor- 
General on the subject of the liquor 
traffic.

Mr. Clarke (Wellington) then moved 
his Bill to make certain amendments in 
the Municipal Act. Ho explained that 
the changes proposed did not affect any 
principle,but were needed through what 
appeared to be accidental defects in the 
Consolidation Act of last year. He pro­
ceeded to briefly explain its provisions— 
which will be "found more fully referred 
to in another column.

Mr. Deacon was opposed to continual 
tinkering with the Muncipal Act, con- 
flliered it tbe best that could possibly be 
passed,on the whole. Even if there were 
a few things in it which were not alto­
gether what could be wished, he thought 
it seould have a fair trial before proceed­
ing to amend it. He did not tnink the 
object of the amendment a good one, and 
thought the law as it stood was better 
than the Bill proposed to make it.

Mr. Baxter said it was very well for the 
bon. member to say that the' law should 
not be changed, but he contended that 
the portion of it which referred to the 
election of reeves was very vague, and 
certainly needed amendment. Ho

shored that an^ 
by the hon member 
during last session, had
king one portly of the___________
in so far as it teok the oharto of bridges 
out of the hand of the Oounty .Council, 
and threw it upon the township.

Hon. Mr. Mowat quite concurred in the 
remarks made by the hon. member as to 
the desirability of not altering the Muni 
cipal Law, and thought it should have a 
fair trial. At the same time the law was 
a very long oùe, and no doubt there were 
several clerical errors in its clauses which 
needed to be corrected. Therefore,while 
he did not object to the second reading 
of the Bill, he hoped the Committee to 
which it It would be referred would con­
fine themselves to any slip that might 
have been made, and tefrain from intro­
ducing new matter.

Hon. Mr. Crooks explained that there 
was no slip with regard to the clause pro­
viding for the publication of County 
Council By-laws for the issue of deben­
tures. The clause was well considered 
in Cemmittee, as was also every 
clause of the Bill. He pointed out that 
the Bill was proposed to change the pres­
ent law with regard to Police Commis­
sioners, which was a very important con­
sideration, and would affect the opera­
tion of the License Law.

After some farther discussion the mo­
tion was then agreed to.

Mr. Fraser moved the second reading 
of the Bill to amend the Act establishing 
Municipal Institutions in the Muskoka, 
Parry Sound, and Thunder Bay districts.

Mr. Oliver made two or three practical 
suggestions for its improvement.

Tt • motion was agreed to.
The House then adjourned.

Tuesday, Feb. 17.
Mr. Clarke (Wellington) introduced a 

Bill relating to the incorporation of the 
village of Clifford. His Bill relating to 
Municipal Institutions was referred to a 
Select Committee.

The Assessment Amendment Act pass­
ed through Committee, and the Bill was 
reported without any very important 
amendments.

The Attorney-General moved the 
second reading of the School Bill. In a 
very able .forcible, but|conoiliatory speech 
he explained and defended the principal 
features of the measure. He intimated 
that the Bill would be referred to a 
Select Committee, and when it had been 
made as perfect as possible, he would 
propose to incorporate its several pro­
visions in a Consolidated School Law Act 
later in the session. Mr. Mowat invited 
the co operation of members on both 
sides of the House, in order to make it a 
complete and practical measure.

Mr. Rykert re-echoed the invitation 
of the Attorney General to discuss the 
measure without party bias, and, whilst 
offering no hostility to the main features 
of the Bill, expressed the opinion ' that it 
must undergo many important alter­
ations before it would be made acceptable 
to the House and the country.

The debate was continued by several 
other members.and adjourned until Wed­
nesday.
