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OUR MINING PROSPECTS.
The news which we present this morning
to our readers from Caribeo is of anunusually
satisfactory character. Cunningham’s Creek,
which was deserted sfter an imperfect trial
a few years ago, has turned out immensely
rich. The old bed of the. creek, which on
the formef occasion lay undiscovered, has
been recently brought to light by a number
of men, who have been avernging twelve
ounees a day to the hand—one party reaching
even as high as twenty-five ounces. The in-
telligence, so far as Cariboo is coneerned, has
come at a most opportune period ; for the
recent agcounts from Williams Creek were
beginning to lose their exciting, if not ip-
teresting eharacter. Already several hundred
men have left that locality and taken up their
quarters on the newly discovered ground -en
Cunningham’s ‘Creek, and the excitement in
Cariboo generally is described as being in-
tense. Unlike the rumors of fresh discoveries,
which were circulated about six weeks ago,
and which turned out little short of mythiocal,
the intelligence of this new ¢ strike”’ is so
veritable, that we had the satisfaction of-con-
-versing . with one of the lucky claimholders,
wio came down last night, and who showed
us the most substantial proofs of his succese.

The most pleasing part of the intelligence is

probably_the fact that Ounningham’s Creek
can be worked with very little ‘expense,
thus forming sn agreeable contrast to the
Cariboo Creeks generally.
‘We have no means of knowing what impres-
sions were made on Governor Seymour’s mind
-. during his recent tour through the gold fields
of the neighboring colony ; but we hope that
this recent discovery. will induce His Exeel«
lency, with the support of the members of
the Legislative Council, to take vigorous steps
to promote the exploration of the country
with the view fo opening up new au«
riferous tracts. There is, in fact, no hope
of any immediate progressive strides, unless
the most vigorous exertions are made on the
part of the British Columbian government to
prospect the colony. The difficulty of indi-
vidual prespeeting, especially in the present
known gold-bearing regions is too great
40 induce amy npumber of miners to
undertake the task on their own responsibil.
ity. Outside the few trails that have been
cut, the.ecountry presents to> the isolated
explorer obstacles that are, in his case, actu-
ally insuperabls ; and yet witheut some effort
is made to develop new fields of wealth, it is
evident mining in. the neighboring colony
will, in a few years, come to a stand-
still; for in the ‘natural course of events,
the present gold mines must become ex-
hausted. Nothing can meet the emergency
of the ease but organized prospeeting com-
panies, under governmens supervision. The
extent of the British Columbianp territory, the
richness which the gold fields already diseny

ered haveshown, and the auriferous indications

presented by the geological formation of. the
country generally, all hold oat a well-ground-
ed hope, that the efforts of some such expe-
dition would be erowned with the greatest
success. The visit ef the Colenial’Secretary

tq Kootanais' shiows us at all events that the:

Government is alive to the importance of
developing diggings for the poor man,and
would lead us to:conclide that the next ses~
sion of the Legitlative Council will not be al-
lowed to pass away without a scheme of ex-
ploration being devised that will tend to open
up the mineral wealth of the colony to a pop-
ulation more in keeping with the country’s
richness and extent.

The visit of His Excellency Governor Ken-
nedy to Sooke is almost analagous to that of
M:. Birch to Kootanais, and will, we doubt
not, have an equally beneficial effect. It
is said the Sooke - miners will take
advantage of the cireumstance to hold a pub-
lic meeting, and lay their grievances as well
as suggestions, before him. The improvised
mining regulations have been now pretty
thorhoughly tested, and His Excellency will
have the experience of the miners, as well as
ocular demonstration, to guide him in fram.
ing new regulations, or sanctioning amend-
ments to those at present existing. The
disposition evinced by the Gevernors of both
colonies to acquirea knowledge of the res-
pective countries and their wants, from per~
sonal - observation, gives us strong hopes’of
the futare ; for it assures us that Executive
action in either colony will be no longer
based on hypothesis, but on palpable facts,
We hope that with this impulse in common
to know something of the countries over
which they are called to preside, an emulation
may arise that will tend to push both colon-
ies forward at a pace more beeoming their
pataral capacities.

The Eastern intelligence received yester—
day gives us dates to the 24th. The most
impertant part of the news is-the account of
s heavy engagement which took place two
miles south of Petersburg, on the Weldon
railroad. The battle commenced on Friday
the 19th inst., when the Federals, who had
previously taken possession of the railway,
were completely surprised, many ef them
being in their tents to escape the rain. We
bave no estimate qf ‘the Confederate loss ;
but upwards of 1,500 of the Northern troops
were taken prisoners, and 1,500 are put down
in the list of the killed and wounded. The
Federals were driven back, according to the
Southern accounts, two miles, and sustained
a peculiarly heavy loss in ¢ fficers. Reinforce-
ments, however, came up, and the Confeder~
ates in their turn were obliged to retreat, leav-
ing, sccording to Northern statements, a large
pumber of dead and wounded on the field.
The place was sgain taken and beld by the
Federals. Lee, however, was determined on
driving the enemy from his intrenched posi-
tion on this important line of Southern sup+
ply, snd a second advance was ordered on
Saturday night or Sunday morping. The
Federals were this time prepared for the as-
sault, and maintained their ground success-
fally, tke Confederates losing heavily in their
attack. - T'he latest sccounts leave  the rail-
way in the possession of the Union  troops,
and state that the Confederate General Hitl
was mortally wounded in the Sunday’s en-
gagement. t

This contest to the south of Petersburg,
while showing tbat Grant has no intention of
relinquishing his position around the city, also
indicates the importance which Leo attaches
10 the Weldon railway. The line from* Pe-
tersburg to Richmond, the telegrams inform
us, is protected by nearly the hall of Lee’s
Virginian army ; and we have no reason to
doubt the assertion, for ‘with Grant off Deep
Bottom and Duteh Gap, on the James river,
this pesition of the Confederates gives them
the greatest facilities for massing their
troops on the most vulnerable points of the
approaches to the Southern capital, ' On the

other hand, however, Grant’s position between-

ihe two cities is impregnable. With a line
of intrenchments extending from the
bend. of the river at Deep Bottom, to
the opposite bend at which Butler is con~
structing or has censtructed the canal,and
with the gunboats commanding: this portion
.of the river, ten or fifteen thousand men
would hold the place against the whole Con-
federate urmy. From this point Richmend
and Petersburg can be menaced at almost
a few hours’ notiee, while the balk of Grant’s
army can be spared for other : operations.
We may, therefore, expect in a few days to
hear of some new demonstrations on the part
of the Northern commander.

From the Shenandoah, the intelligence is
conflieting and eonfused. Bkirmishes have
taken place near Martinsburg and Charles-
4owr in the northern part of the valley ; hat
nothing decisive has taken = place. One
thing is evident, the Southern troops
geem to be much more skilfully handled
than their opponents; for we hear of
nothing on  the Northern side but
slow advances and hasty retreats. It is
rather strange that these two armies, North
and Sounth, numbering colleetively little short,
we dare say, of éighty thousand men should
be flitting about to so little purpose, io the
best “ fighting ground ” of Virginia. How-
ever, it is a weicome relief, after the bloody
contests in other parts of the land, te read of
the harmless engagements of the Shenao-
doah.

From Georgia we have news of a battle
baving taken plaee, in which six buudred of
the Confederates surrendered; and also a ru-
mor of the death of the Confederate gene-
1al  Hood, who commands. at Atlanta ;
but the paragraph is even more than ususlly
imperfect. From Mobile there is nothing ef
importance. The fall investment of “Fort
Morgan had taken plaee, aod it was supposed
the garrison would be obliged shortly to ca-
pitulate.

From Europe, we have not much of inter-
est. Louis Napoleon, it is asserted by the
London correspondent of the New York
Herald, bas declared that he will not recog-
nize the South even if she does obtain her
independence, unless she abolishes slavery.
While believing that few Eurepean Powers
would recognize the Seutb, unless under
some gusrantee of the abolition of the inhu-
map traffic, we are nevertheless disposed to
put but little faith it the gossiping stories of
t¢he New York Merald's eorrespondence.
Desperate rioting had occurred in Belfast,
but whether through political causes or those
religious antipathies which are handed down
every year by* the glorieus Twelfth,” the
curt telegram refuses to declare.

TrE NEEDLE SWALLOWER.—A COITespon-—
dent of the Journal de’ Quebec, supplies some
information of a remarkable young Canadian
woman, Priscille Levesque, who -is:in- the
habit of swallowing needles.- ~The case: is a
true one. ‘The'woman was for some days ex»
hibiting herself.in St. John’s, and for a few
penec each the doubs and coriosity of hun-
dreds were gratified. A peedle was awal-
lowed with evident pleasure before every
little throng of visitors, and needles in great
numbers eould be feltand their position seen
under the skin about the neck, arms, eto.—
Priscille Levesqe was born at . Riviere du
Loup, neat Three Rivers, She is 28 years
old, fias always been poor,, and. for . -many
yeurs in sérvice. She has, indeed, the mania
of swallowing needles, and the wonder is that
ps-alive; but, to assert that the prac-
tice has not injured her, and is followed with
impunity, is not true. On the contrary, she
is liable to violent spasms and convalsions,
and has already reached a state akin to
idioey. - The  needles, after a while, work
their way to the surface of the system, where
some may be seen er felt. This dangerous
mania, if not-prompily checked, cannat fail
soon to deprive her of life; and therefore her
case, although a very rare one, and highly
remarkable as a medical fact, should not be
allowed to be made a matter of speculation.
"To encourage her to eat needles for the sa-
tisfaction of public curiosity, while charging
a price for the awful sight, isan act which
cannot be too strongly deprecated. We have
geen an afidavit of Mdile. Levesque, taken
ander oath betore a magistrate, in which she
states thet when she first swallowed needles,
she did it under an indescribable impulse
which it was painful to resist. She swa lows
them often under the impression that it will
cause her death, and yet the temptation
proves irresistible. When deprived of them
a few days, she feels perfeetly wretebed. For
many years she invested her savings in buy-
ing papers of needles to satisfy her ' morbid
appetite: She takes from 15 to 20 aday,
and swallowed once as many as 100 in one
day. She does mot think she would live 30
days, if déprived by force" from-her favorite
enjoyment. The publication of this affids~
vit is evidently intended to justify & public
exhibitios being made of her.

SUPREME COURT.

[BEFORE CHIEF JUSTICE CAMERON.]

Monday, Sept. 5.
CORPORATION VS. LATHAM.

Argument was yesterday repewed before
His Honor the Chief-Justice in the suit in-
stituted by the City Corperation against- the
defendant for the recovery of a certain sum
of money alleged to have been paid by them
to and for the use of the said defendant, being
a pro rata share or assessment of the cost of
a certain drain on Blanchard street, con-
structed by the requisition of the defendant
and other householders. The merits of the
case have been previously published.

Mr. Cary appeared for the plaintiffs, Mr.
Copland for the defendant. After some argu~
ment between the legal gentlemen, the de-~
fendamt was called, and stated that the drain
was improperly counstructed, and was not
level, nor had sufficient fall to lead off the
water from the swamp. His bouse had, in
consequence, been tenantless.for two months.
The drain in some places was two feet above
the level of the etreet. The earth taken out
was piled up in the street, and hindered the
approach to his premises. The planks of the
box-drain were not properly fastened, and the
whole affair wasa “ botched job.”

John Leech, carpenter, sworn, stated he
bad put down many drains, and this was the
worst for the purpose he ever saw. The
water, in some places at the lowerend, is now
stagnant and very cffensive. There was not
sufficient descent. It would overflow in the
winter. The boxes are not properly fastened,
aad will be destroyed before winter sets in.
The iron gratings bave not yet been fixed at
the corners of the streets. The property-
holders wounld be glad to pay double the
amount to have the work properly done.

By Mr, Cary—There was but a slight fall
in the box drain towards the ravine;_ the sun
had injured the boxes and eurled the edges;
Mr. I.atham’s heuse was six feet above the
level of the drain and was inundated by the
drain which was two feet above the level of
the street.

‘Willis Bond.—Stated that there was an
old zig zag drain made by the Hudson Bay
Coupany, which got stopped up, and I and
others petitioned the Council te make a drain
connecting with the stone culvert in Yates
street, and iostead of doing so they led the
drain into another private drain. There
were to bave been 6 iron gratings, and the
digging was to have bsen 8 feet deep and
levelled, which bad not been done. The
water had been werse since the construction
of the drain than before; a lady had to be
carried out of her houseiu consequence of an
overflow of water, and had been ill ever
since; witness expected to be himself flooded
out; Mr. Robinson’s house was also flooded and
the side walk made impassable; the wood
work of the drain was not properly done.

By Mr. Cary—In laying down the new
drain the old one was stopped; did not un-
derstand what was meant by “ undulate;”
could not ghce the word; the old drain zig
zagged, it had been cut to let the water out.

E. Phelps— proved the overflow of water
during the wet season; the Council were
petitioned to take the water away and had
not done so.

Wm, Bell—said that he intended to build
on Blanchard street, bat could not do se on
accoudnt of the water, which came in larger
quantities last winter than any season before;
could have -constructed a stone culvert for the
same money; the:present drais did not seem
to carry off the water.at all, it took it to the
corner of Quadra street, whenoe it retnrned.

By Mr. Cary—Have been five'years in the
country, and saw more rain fall in the fall of
’59 than last season. Did not think there
was any part .of the swamp ‘that -was not
higher than the culvert.

‘Mr. Latham, recalled—There are 63 town
lots from corner of Cook sireet to the culvest
on Yates street.

Willis Bond—recalled and examined as to
the number of lots,

Mr. Cary, in_commenting on the evidence,
asked His Lordship to consider the- position
in which the plaintiffs were plased, and the
motives which caused them to be placed in
such poeition. It was not attempted te carry
out the provisions of any municipal by-law.
The action was simply to recover money ex-
pended upon the requisition of the defendant,
and other resident householders. It was like
the gnarantee of a note. The plaiotiffs had
been asked by these parties to make the
drain for them, to render the locality healthy.
They were further teld that if their engineer
approved of any other mode than the one
suggested, of carrying out the drain, to have
it dooe aecordingly. There was to be no
reward, but they, the plaintiffs, were politely
requested to do the work on behalf of these
people as a favor. The learned counsel pro-
ceeded to show that the work had been pers
formed, and the witnesses called for the de~
fence bad proved that they had ecansed the
alleged damage themselves, by cutting the
old drain. He concluded by ®enforcing upon
His Lordship that the present action was
simply for money paid for the use of the de-
fendants. His Lordship reserved big decis-
lon. *

Eprror Brrtisu Covostst,—The ques-
tion of unien, or continued separation. of
tbe two colonies, seems to be pretty thor-
ougbly ventilated just now through the me-
diom of your columubs; and as the vexed
subject is of vital importance to the country,
and ope that is likely to become more ahd
more complicated, the longer the final decis-
jon is * deferred, it is very desirable to have
the opinions and suggestions of the commu-—
nity freely expressed, ere it becomes too late
to apply a remedy.

1t is conceded on both sides that the union
of the" colonies v ould be bereficial to all
parties, the only obstacles against the ami-«
cable settlement of the difficulty being on the
one hand, a large amount of local jealonsy on
the part of certain portions of British Colum-
bia, and on the other hand, the difficalty of
effecting an equitable union, and at the same
time upholding the system of the free ports
in Vancouver Island; a system to which ¥ic-
torians especially, are firmiy wedded, and one
on which,as they contend, all the fature im-
portance of their city mainly depends.

The first objection might be easily over-
come by making New Westminster the ced-
tral seat of government; but the second, and
by far the most important barrier to union,
consists in the insuperable repugnance fsit by
the Vietoria merchants to abolish one iota of
the advantages they now derive from the
absence of all' customs’ restrictions; at the
same lime ttey are well aware that unless the
two colonies can be placed on the same foot—
ing in this respeet, there is an end, once and
forever, to any altempts at an equitable
union. 7

The main dispu\fe\ thus becomes limited to
the one question of upholding the free ports
in all their integrity, or imposing an ad va-
lorem duty on the same scale now existing in
British Columbia. It is contended, on the
part of Victoria, that the absence of any )
customs’ restrictions attracts the trade of
Washington Territory, of Oregon, and even
of San Francisco; and it is asserted most
confidently that any change in the present
system would divert this trade to other chan~
nels, and build up a commercial town on the
opposite coast.

But may we not look for a moment on the
other side of the question, and try to form &n
opinien of how far this trade would be lost
to Victoria supposing the Free Port system to
be abolished. Aud in the first place any
benefit derived from the trade of Oregon and

.| California depends solely on the maintenance

o! the present revenue laws now in force in
the United States. The limited period als
lowed to the importers to bond their guods,
places them in a very unfavorable position,
gsince they are compelled to pay the enormous -
duties levied on all descriptiors of goods, al-
most immediately ou receipt of their cons
signments, incurring a very Beavy outlay for
interest which would otherwise be avoided.
This drawback, however, is a purely excep-
tional state of thidgs, liable to be modified at
any moment, and it will hardly bacontended
that Victorid csuld then compete with direct
shipments to California. - Suppose for a mo-
meut that all foreign goods brought to Van«
conver Island were liable to an ad valorem
duty with certain exceptions in favor of the
necessaries of life, would”it not be the sim—
plest thing in the world to convert the upper
portiens of the buildings of some of the
larger importers’ iuto bonded - worehouses.
The whule of any imiporter’s stock would be
ander his own -roof, and readily exposed to
the view of purchasers, whilst the expense of

The only class that could possibly be in-
¢ mvenienead wou'd be the retail storekeepers,
many of whom would be compelled to pur-
chase their supplies from the importer, in

lace of ordering small parcels direct. .

Under the present system the cost of the
entire machinery of Gosernment pulls on the
shoulders of a limited class. The great mass
of consumers, men from all parts of the world,

|BEFORE CHIEF JUSTICE CAMERON AND A
' COMMON JURY.]
. Tuesday, Aug. 30,

De Wolf v Griffin, Adminssirator, of the late
John Woed'’s estate.

This-was an aetion brought by plaintiff for
$270 for medical attendance, &c., on the late
John Wood, comedian. The amount was re-
duced to $240, to bring it within the juris-
dietion of the court,

Mr. Green-appeared for plaintiff and Mr.
Bishop for:defendant. ¢

Mr. Green opened the case for the plaintifl,
and proceeded to examine Dr. DeWolf. Wit,
ness had carried on the practice of medieine
in Victoria ; also kept a bath-house ; attend=®
ed the deceased John Wood ; was invited by
one of the'deceased’s fellow-actars to call on
him at his lodging¢s, where I found him very
sick; told him the nature of his disease ; he
said he was unable to walk, sit, sleep, or de
any thing ; I told him it was neeessary for
him te remove to my house to get the full
benefit of my services, and the remedies
which could not be well administered else~
where ; he came to my house in a carriage ;
he had to be dressed and undressed by my-
self ‘and assistauts,and carried like a child
to his bath ; he soon began to improve, and
in 3 weeks was able to be about, but remain-
ed with me 9 weeks on my persuasion, to

destroying his life ; at the end of that time
Mr. Ward the theatrical manager called on
him and  took him out, and he returned des-
perately in‘exicated. He next day told me
that he wished to remove to MeDonell’s chop
housg, so be settled my account, promising to
pay me the balance “as soon as he could, I
next saw him at the Boomerang ; Mr. Potter
asked me to go and see if anything ceuld be
done for him; this was the first time I ever
was at the Boomerang; I den’t visit such
places, unless forced to do so ; I was conduet-
ed to a back upper room where Mr. Wood
lay ;- the room was destitute of convenience
or comfort, no bed, no fire; he lay on the
bare fioor with a chair turned upside down
for his pillow ; his clothes from the appear-
ance of the dirt had been unchanged for 3 or
4 weeks; Mr. Wood told me he was unable
to move even his hand to his head, and had
been suffering agony for two weeks, obtain-
ing relief only from taking morphine pills,
which I told him was wrong ; he promised
me not to drink if I would take him to m
house ; I went to Mr. Griffio and asked him
to have deeeased removed to my house, but
he #aid he would have nothing te do with him;
[ then went to Mr. Potter who had him
brought to my house that night ; I then eon-
tinued to treat him as I had doneiormerly,
and he improved rapidly for 3 weeks being
then able to“sit up half a day and read his
paper, and walk about his room; his sickness
was much worse thao before and it teok three
of us to undress Lim and give him his baths ;
my charge was the same as previously, viz.:
$50 per week for everything that he could
possibly need, and that money and friendship
could procure, not 10 per cemt of the unsual
hysician’s fees for feeling a pulse er examin
ing -a patient, the estate owes me $270 of
which Fhave not received a farthing.

Cross examined by Mr. Bishop—I kept no
books, only a memorandum (memo book
produced) the bill of charges 1 sent in is
partially a copy of my memorandum; the me-
mo was somelimes in- pencil, sometimes in
blue ik, sometimes in black. I suppose I
know what fever is.

Mr. B—How do.you spell feyer ?

. Witness—I don’t know that I am being ex-
amined for teaeher for a primary schoo!; I
won’t.answer your question unless the Judge
orders me !

Mr. B.—Well, well, you are an educated
man, how do you spell medicine ?

Witness—Iyshall not answer the questions
unless the judge orders me; you must be
Lvery hard put for a case, if you have to resort
to such questions.

Mr. Bishop—Your lordship, I must ask
you to comjel the witness, to answer my
uestions.

The Chief Justice—The questions are en-
tirely wrelevant, and need not be answered.

itness continued—1I thiok a benefit was
given deceased previous to his last sickness;
the night he was brought to my house, the
benefit took place. The benefit was to en--
able him to pay his debts; he told me the
proceeds of the benefit were $275, which was
all swallowed up in paying bills except $17.

I said in my -evidence at the-inques: that I
took deceased to my bosom as a friend and a
brother; I anticipated to be paid liberally for
my expenditure; the third item in the second
bill, is attendance by Mr. De Wolfe.

Mr. Bishop addressed the jury for the de~
fence, stating that be had shown that his
client was never indebted, that. there had
been woskilful treatment on the part of the
plaintiff, that the charges were excessive. He
ealled attention to the bad. spelling of the
plaintiff, and to his low opinion of the most
celebrated medieal writers, showing that he
himself was merely an empiric—a quack.
He would call attention to the evasive answers
of the plaintiff, and to his acknowledged use
of lobelia, a peison whose use had been dis-
continued by enlightened medical men. He
would show from the Coroner’s inquest evid-
aoce that the treasment had been wholly bad.
He would aléo call the attention of the jury
to the' erasures and interlineations in the
memorandum book, which was the only beok
kept by the plaintiff, and to the extravagant
charges made against deceased. After read-
ing an extract frem a medical work, con-
demning the use of lobelia, as a dangerous
narcotic irritant, much used by quacks in
England and the United States, Mr. Bishop
called

Dz. Davie,M.R.C.S. who testified that lobelia
was a probibited drug in England and never
used by regular practitioners ; he would not
have prescribed lobelia to a person under the
effects of morphine ; had heard of vinegar be-
ing used as an antidote to morphine ; vinegar
taken after an overdose of merphia—not
morphine—would render it more soluble and
more dangerous ; would not preseribe vinegar,
lobelia and a warm bath for a patient suffer-
ing from morphis.

Cross-examined by Mr, Green—Had never
seen a person suffering from lobelia ; did not
see Jobn Wood in his_last illness; did not
think vinegar weuld affect morphia 20 hours
after the latter was administered. $5a day
is not an excessive ¢harge under the circum~
stances.

Dr. Haggin, examined by Mr. Bishop—
Saw Joho Wood at the time of his death;
bardly recollected what treatment Dr. De~
Wolfe had said he had practiced ; he (wit-
ness) would not have adopted the treatment
followed by Dr. DeWolfe; lobelia is used by
the Botanieal School ef medicine; it is a
violent emetic, narcotic and depressing in its
effects ; witness’ knowledge of lobelia was
too limited to state its effects ; he had never
used it. The charges were not excessive at
$5 per day. A

Cross-emamined by Mr, Green—Did not
know anything about the charges of bath-
houses. Sanguinaria would have a eounter-
acting effect to lobelia ; two teaspoonsfull of
sanguinaria ipecac and lobelia would have
a different effect from lobelia alone; mor-
phia would be dissolved in the stomach in
24 hours; and vinegar would bave no effest
on it after that time ; the cold ‘water on the
head was very proper, and would ceunteract
the effects of the tepid bath for the extremi-
ties. ‘

Dr. Dickson, examined by Mr. Bishop—
Had been subpeenaed to produce the deposi-
tions, but decliced to do so, as he ioln('l it
was rot compulsory on him to do so in eivil
cases, and he did not wish to establish a
precedent. .

Mr. Green objected to the produmction of
the depositions. .

His lordship decided that the depositions
could not be read.

Examination eontinued —There is no an-
tidote to morphine, nothing but the stomach
ump ; witness confirmed the evidence of
rs. Davie and Haggin, and agreed with
the description of lobelia given in Tayler’s
medical jurisprudence. *

The court here adjourned for an hoar.

Afterneon Session.

Mr. Green, solieitor for the plaiotiff, stated
to the court that he had thrown up the case
from circumstances which bad oceurred dur-
ing the adjournment of the court. [We learn
that the cireumstances alluded to were the
desire of the plaintiff, Dr. DeWolfe, to ad-
dress the ceurt in his own behalf, and his
determination to have a fling at the gentle~
men of the medical profession who had given
evidence against him.—Rep.]

Mr. Bishop called' Benjamin Griffin (the
administrator gf deceased’s estate), who tes.
tified that deceased had a bed aed bedding,
washstand, &c., in his room ; he had always
kindly. treated deceased, who was an old
fiend.

Cross-examined by Dr. DeWolfe—Did not
remember it he had ‘been in deceased’s
room every day; Wood was no lodger of
mine ; spoke to Sieberst to get him what
necessaries he wanted; the.impression on
my mind from Dr. Forbes’ evidence was that
you had not treated John Wood properly ;

Wood was a very sick-man and meeded bet-

ter quarters than he had in my room ; that
room was however better than any I saw i
your house. (Laughter.) I instructed Mr.

ishop’ not to. reeognize your claim ; I con.
sidered Mr. Sieberst Mr. Wood's servant,
and Mr. Wood was responsible for him ; Mr.
Wood had not a dollar for some time betors
his death ; he paid for Sieberst when he haq
money.

The cross-examination was continued at
some length, elieiting from the witness the
complaint that he was tired and would like
to sit dewn.

Dr. DeWolfe remarked that a little stand.
ing exercise was good for a fleshy man.
(Laughter.)

Witness-—~Thank yow ! 1 would prefer not
to try any of your advice (laughter).

Re-examined by - Mr. Bishop—Witness
testified that Mr. Wood had told him to pay
Mrs. McDonnell, and Levi, of the Globe; he"
did not say a word about any debt owing to
Dr. De Wolfe.

— Levi, of the Globe Hotel, examined, tes.
tified that deceased owed him $16 or $17, of
which $5 was cash, and the rest for liquor.

Mr. Bishop then summed up for the de-

fence, reviewing the evidence, which he pro-
nonneed condemnatory of the mode of treat—
ment adopted by the plaintiff to deceased,
and stigmatizing the charges made as exees-
sive, -
Dr. DeWolfe addressed the jury in his own
behalf, at ¥nat length, handling the solicitor
for the defence without gloves, and waking
a most ferocious onslaught on Drs. Haggin
and Dickson, especially the latter, and on
the faculty generally, “who bled and blister-
ed, starved and killed, one out of every
ten of their patients!” His address was re-
ceived by the listeners with mueh laughter,
in which even the Bench could not reirain
from occasionally jeining.

The jury, after a short consultation, re-
tarned a verdict for the plaintiff for the full
amoaunt.

Hoffinan v. Culverwell.—Mr. McCreight,
instructed by Mr. Drake, for plaintiff, and Mr.
Wood, instructed by Mr. Green, for defend-
ant.

This was an action against the defendant for
alleged negligence in the collection of a debt
frem tbe late Wm, Cunningham, of Richfield.
The plaintiff had employed the defendant to
collect a sum of $300 from Cunningham, and
the defendant took a promissory note for a
pertion of the sum, and a debt due from the
same man to Juogerman. The note was
payable to the defendant, and by him endor-
sed to McDooald, the banker, and the plain«
tiff has not been able to resover the amount
from the deceased, aad it is uncertain whether
it can be recovered against his estate. ,
Verdict for plaintiff for $31 50, being the
interest alone on the claim.

Tae Hupsox’s Bay TerrrrorY.—The un-
sertain relations of the territory of the Hude
gon’s Bay Company to Canada and ‘the mothi
er country was a proper subject for Mr. Ar--
thar Mills to bring before the House of Com.
mous, and it is to be regretted that Mr, Card~
well could not speak more conclusively on
the subject. There is no need to discuss, in
England at least,/the validity of tke charter
of the Hudson’s Bay Company. The title of
the Company has often been disputed, and it
seems certain that its eharter was originally
worthless. Its sufficlency, however. has been
so fally recognised, and for so long & time,
that its original detects are now nothing to
the purpose, The practical question concerns
the epening up to colonisation of alarge tract
of country in the sonthern portion of the ter-
ritory, containing -some 60,000 square miles,
and of remarkable fertility,
desired that this region should be settled,
and that by British eolonists. At present,
however, no serious attempts have been made
in this direction. The land is separated from
Canada by a barren tract, 500 miles long.
As Mr. Mill observed, it is hardly the place
in which to plant a Crown eolony. We find
it difficult enoughto devise a satisfactory
military - defence of Canada, ou aceount ef
the extent of the frontier. The only appar-
ent wayin which it can be settled is by
agreement with Canada.. Mr. Watkins, who -
is connected with the Hudson’s Bay Compa~
ny, and knows a great deal about the internal
politics ef the colony, scemed to argue that
this was imprdcticable, inasmuch s a large
number of the inhabitants objected to an ex«
tension of tne ecolonial territory. i
that the people in Lower Canada cherish a
feeling of that kind, under the apprebension
that the increase of the English-speaking
and Protestant population, by dimiuishing

also the guarantees they at present possess
for the enjoyment of their special laws and
institutions. It would, however, be impolitie
to oppose the reasonable wishes of the ener-
getic population of Upper Canadajwho seek
new fields of enterprise, in deference to a
feeling of this kind. At t, for want of
such an outlet, Canadians move every year
into the United States. The-subject may be
more usefully discussed when the papers
promised by Mr. Cardwell are before the
House ; but in the meantime it is satisfaetory
to be assured that nothing will be done te
prejudice the claims which the Canadians
will be pretty sure to put forward to the right
to fonndp the new ceuntry. - A much hrgu-
number of persous are now interested in this
question than it would have coneerned a ‘cou-
le of years ago, owing to the resorganisa-
tion of the proprietary of the Hudson’s Bay
Cempany on a more popular basis. From the
explapations of Mr. Cardwell,it seems not un-
likely that the interests of the territory will
before leng again change hands. — Daily
News.

A RICH CREEK STRUCK.

A Rush of 500 Men in a Week.

The steamer Enterprise arrived from New
Westminster Wednesday afternoon with 40
1o 50 passengers.

The news from Cariboo is highly encourag-
ing; Cunningham’s Creek, which, although
discovered in 1860, was since abandoned as
worthless, has proved te be one of the richest
and most easily worked creeks in Cariboo,
and a rush of 400 to 500 men to the new
diggiogs had taken place.

On Williams Creek matters continue dull ;
s good many-unemployed men were leaving
for 8ooke and elsewhere, The claims tapped
by the bed-rock drain were said te be doiog
well. 3

CURNINGHAM 8 CREEK.

From Mr. 3. Draper, one of the discoverers
of the new creek, ealled Cunningham’s creek,
and ‘who left the mouth of Quesnelle 8 days
ago, we have the following interesting pare
tieulars: :

Mr. Draper and his three partners started
from Williams creek on the lst of April to
rospect the creek, one of the party having
mined a little on the creek in 1861, and hav~
ing an idea that it contaived good diggings.
The prospectors arrived en the creek about
May 20d. It lies about 18 miles south—east
of Williams creek, and 6 miles seuth-east of
Aptler. The party, after obtaining & good

rospect, went to work and got ont lumber
or sluices, and took out of the first pit 40
ounces in two days’ work of two men. The
bed-rock lies at a depth of from 6 to 18 feet
througheut the entire creek. The pay is
found through the dirt, and alse on the bed-
rock. The party worked on a bar oo the
ereek for about 6 weeks, taking out $25 to
$30 a-day to the man. They then made &
ditch a mile and a half long, and commeneed
grouad-sluicing, making from 50 to 90 ounces
a-day. One day's washing reached 100
ounces. .

Some time in June a second patty of two
men'found their way to the creek, and teok
up a claim close to the discoverers, White~
hill, Draper & Co. They also succeeded well,
making for the first three weeks about $25
per day ; on striking the.channel, they made
40 ounces the first day, and up to the 15th of
August, the time our informant 'left, they
made from 50 to 60 ounces a-day 1o the two
men. The creek remained a fotz1 secret from
the rest of the mining community till:the 9th
of August, when some parties out prospect-
ing found out the suecess of the giscoverers,
and a rosh from Williams creek commenced,
andjin two days time there were 300 men on
the creek.- In eight days from the first an-
nouncement of the new oreek, 300 claims
were dreoorded, land 400 to 500 men on the

ound prospecting. .. - -
ng'o x%inmo n:gmd Walker and Johuoson,
who took up a claim 500 feet above the dis-~
toverers' line, had obtained a gm%dbmct,
gioiing vp one piece weighing .. The

iggings are easily worked, snd Mr. Draper
thinks quite as exiensive as Williams Creek.
The stream is larger than, Keithley’s, and
abeut three times as large as Williams.
The beoches are higher than on Williams and
the stream runs northeasterly into Swamp
river. Its length is aboat 30 miles. Mr.
Draper has shown ys_a sample of the gold,
which very much resembles Sooke gold in
shape, although lighter in color. Thequality
is said to be abeut the best in Carnboo.

Mr. Draper came down by the Douglas
ronte, and states that he found the best ac-
eommodation he bas met with in British
Columbia. He came through from Lillooet
to Douglas in one day.

CARIBOO LETTER.

[FROM OWR SPECIAL CORRESPONDENT.|

New Discovery.

The mines bave received another accession
to their wealth, Cunniagham’s Creek, which
was prospected two years ago or more and
abandoned as profitless, has surprised all our
old miners. e Creek is nearly 30 miles
long with a stream much larger than Williams
Creek, the timber is of a good size, and fer
this region the face of the surrounding coun-
try presents a rather inviting appearance.

The Chinese have for some “time worked
ut the mouth of the Creek, with, it is reason-
ble to suppose, success, as they have re-
mained steadily at work in that vieinity.
Some few white men, however, stuck to the
creek and four of them made the important
discovery last week that the old primeval
channel was not.thatjof the present creek, but
was one which ran at a distance of about 100
yards parallsl with it. They found that the
bed rock which pitched upwards and formed
the basin through which the stream now runs,
took when it reached its'summit a still steeper
pitch into what now forms the bznks of the
ereck. So farthe rock pitches with gentle
undaulation to a depth as yet unascertained.
But it has been found that the deeper it
pitches the richer the ground becomes. The
discoverers took out within a fraction of $460
to the man, one day last week. This and
other gold which has been. found was-taken
out of comparatively shallow diggings. About
200 men have already taken up claims willk
every prospect of suecess. Should the. ultis
mate results be proportionately rich, Williams
Creek will bave a serious rival. The excite-
ment produced was as great as probably that
of Seeke. Cariboo certainly requires such
a discovery to revive her. Vietoria may once
more rely upon her dust pouring in to its
treasury as in days past.

The Gold Commissioner went over 10 the
ereek two days ago, and returned yesterday,
bringing about ten ounces of the dust for as-

say.

The Chinese travel through this portion of
Cariboo in canoes, and ere long we may ex-
t to find the whole couatry in the vieinity
and nofth of Horsefly the great mining load-

LETTER FROM LEECH .RIVER.

LexcH RIVER, August 31, 1864,

Eprror Brimsa CoroNist,—Both trails
are now completed. Messrs. Nicholson and
Munro met at the Commissioner’s tent yes—
terday evening. Maunre’s trail was finished
at four o’clock this afternoon. Our party left
Peatt’s at half past one yesterday, and arrived
at Maaro’s camp at 7:30; we travelled the
remaining three miles this morning. I esti-
mate the distance from Victeria to Mr.
Golledge’s tent at 26 miles—seven miles to
Peatt’s, and four miles to the opening of Mun-
ro's trail, which is 15 miles in length. It
may be useful to some of your readers to
know the watering places, as much inconve-
nienge might be suffered without this infor-
mation. Two miles from the Commissioner’s
tent is the first; another mile is the next ;
414 miles further is a sluggish stream, which
will have to be corduroyed : one mile from
the opening of the trail is the last. I have ne-
ver seen a more sinuous trail than that blazed
by Mr. Wall ; no doubt the country is a dif:
ficult one to pass through, yet travelling over
it one feels astonished at the tortuesity of
the road. Everything is quiet on the creek.
