dead Indians are laid away, and-even
going beyond the grave—the skulls and

Amerieans Chagrined Over the Haul-
ing Down" of the Stars
and Stripes.

The Provisional Government Able to
Maintain Itself—The Chief Dan-
ger Japanese Interferemce.

HownoroLu, H. L., April 6,—Probably no,
more distasteful task ever fell to the ot of
an American seaman than was imposed
upon Lieut. Draper, of the U. 8. marine
ocorps of the Boston, who has been ghtioqed
at the Government house since the Pro-
visional Government assumed .power; when
on April 1, in the presence of a crowd num-

2 bering probably 2,000 persons, he blew the

notes of retreat from his bugle and “old
glory ” sank from sight of the throng and
was replaced by the colors of the Hawsiian
monarchy, which still remains the  flag - of
this land. The report' that Commissioner
Blount would order ' the American flig
down and the protectorate abolished got
abroad on the night of March 31, - preceding
the day of'the eccurrence, but it did not
become general. It created at first among
the American party afeeling of _consterna-
tion not altogether unmixed with indigna-
tion. This was due to the fact; perhaps,
that Blount has maintained a Chinese wall
about the purposes of his mission here and
has satisfied neither side as to whether he

RIGHTS NOT WRESTED.
Towards the end of his extraordinary de-
claration and Appeal to the Mainland of
British Columbia the Rev. Mr. Maxwell, in
his finest style, says: ‘We have, there:
fore, to ask is it to_be tolerated that onr
natural and constitutional rights shall be
wrested from us?”—by the postponement
of the Redistribution Bill for a few months.
We should like to know what natural or
what constitutional right has been wrested
from the people of any part of the Province:
or is likely to be, by the men at present in
power? It would do- the reverend. gentle-
man good, since be has gone into politics so
deeply, to inquire what are the natursl and
what the copstitutional rights of a British
subject, - Before he can affirm with any de-
gree of intelligence that men have been de-
prived of certain rights he should be able;
dlearly, and calmly and dispassionately, to
tell those whom he addresses’ what those
rights are, ;

What ““datural  right bas the present
Jovernment wrested from the Mainland ?
Iisin the first place not a little>difficult
for a:thoughtfal: man ‘to find out: what
natural rights are.  There are indeed some
thinkers who go so far 8 fio say that man’
bas no nataral rights atall. The truth is
that modern civilized society is such an
artificial atructure ' that it is exceedingly
difficult to distinguish 'between what is
natural in it and what is conventional.
We could essily prodnoe’dozens of instances
of what' appear’ to be natural rights that
the civilized man is not allowed to exercise,
Perhape the Rev. gentleman or some of his
admirers will name the natural right that
has been wrested from the Mainland by the
present Government. * We cannot for the
life of us think of a single one.

Conpstifutional )ighu are pot 8o elusive or
80 hard to define as patural rights, Mr,
Maxwell might condescend to: particularize
and tell the world ‘what are the rights he
alludes td in the passage we, have quoted.
It is certainly not the right to vote—
although' there are many who call this &
* privilege ”—for every British Columbian
who had & vote when' the present Govern..
ment came into power can now, if he is alive
and in his right mind, exercise that right
as freely as ever he did. It is not the right
to representation in the  councils of 'the
ocountry, for that has been preserved to the
‘people of the Mainland intact. They are as
'fully represented as ever théy were, and
their representatives'are as free to act as
ever they were. Nothing has  been
“‘wrested” from either the people o} -the
‘Mainland or from their representatives in
the Legislative Assembly. Every right and
every privilege they enjoyed and  exercised
wken the present Government came into
power they cen exercise and enjoy now.

Was the suggestion that nataral and con-

stitational rights bave -been wreated from’
the people of the Mainland,.or are in dan-
ger of being wrested, a mere rhetorical
flourish inserted in the declaration and ap-
peal merely for effoct and to make ignorant
and unthinking persons  bélieve that  their
rights and liberties as British subjects are’
in great danger? I some unprincipled
politician resorted to'such a trick as this no
one would be surprised, but when a preacher
of the Gospel of Truth states and suggests
not only what is not trie but what is'the
reverseof true, good people are grieved and
the cause of religion is injured.

There are those, too, who believe that the
first paragraph of this appealto sectional
jealousy and party .feeling, filled ‘as the
document is with false and foolish state-
ments, is a glaring v?lgﬁon .of the third
commandment of the 'decalogue; and even
people who make no profsssion of religion
rregard such irreverance as very bad form.

THE ALASKAN BOUNDARY.

Some Troublesome Points Presented
by’the Erroneous Wording of *
the Treaty.

How the Saurvey Parties Will Proceed
——Sitka to Be the Asuron-
Y omieal Base,

The following additional information re-
spedting the work of the international gom-

movements of the United States party, is
taken from the Telegraph of Seattle, where
several of the surveyors are now awaiting
the arrival of their associates :

* Captain Pratt, who has been identified
with the coast and geodetic survey on Puget
Soung-for several years, has nude prepara-
tions for supplying the expediiion with men,
and seventeen are already engaged.
