Washington, July 13—While the ex­
pected fall of Santiago did not take place 
to-day, it is expected that a crisis has 
been reached. Withing the next twenty- 
four hours Santiago either will 
der or receive a baptism of fire such 
seldom falls to the lot of a besieged 
town. “If he refuses, I will open on 
him at noon to-morrow with 
I have, and I have the assistance of the 
navy, who are to bombard the city with 
13-iuch shells.”

A 
few days ago it was stated that the 
President insisted upon unconditional 
surrender, bnt it appears that conditions 
have been modified. This was done 
from a desire to avoid useless bloodshed, 
for General Torral’s army removed to 
Spain would be harmless to prevent fur­
ther operations in Cuba and would serve 
as good a purpose as would the destruc­
tion of the Spanish army. To allow the 
Spanish general to withdraw to the in­
terior and fall back on Havana, on the 
other hand, would put the Americans 
under the obligation of overcoming that 
force when it come to the siege of Ha­
vana. The government also i^moved to 
make this proposal to remove the Span­
ish forces to Spain through a strong , 
desire to close the operations at Santi- , 
ago at the earliest possible moment.

Mines Protecting United States 
Harbors to Be Removed for 

Safety of Shipping.
Two Colonels in Command of the

Ottawa, July 12.—Sir Wilfrid Laurier's 

abrupt notice to Carranza and Dubose 
to quit Canada caused much sur­
prise in official circles here. The infer­
ence is that the Premier acted wholly of 
his own notion in the matter and with­
out consulting his colleagues. Counsel 
for the Spaniards when here on Satur­
day informed the government that they 
were not promoting espionage, but en­
gaged in the purchase of supplies for the 
army and navy in Cuba, so that Sir 
Wilfrid’s brusque decision is only ex­
plainable on the theory that he is de­
sirons to mollify American opinion In 
advance of the Quebec conference. Some 
of his cabinet at least, notably, Sir Rich­
ard Cartwright, are convinced that the 
effort is entirely wasted.

The order was conveyed to Carranza 
and Dubose through H. C. St. Pierre, 
counsel for both, who delivered a letter 
from Premier Laurier in which he said: 
‘The action of Senor Carranza is a viola­

tion of the laws of the land, and I have 
therefore to request Senor Carranza to 
leave this country. I have to make the 
same request of Senor Dubose, who from 
evidence in our hands is an accomplice 
in the establishment of the spy system 
which was organized by Senor Car­
ranza.”

Washington, July 12.—The impression 
prevailed in official circles When public 
business closed for the day that the flag

Nev­
ertheless there is confidence of the speedy 
fall of Santiago, though many officers 
fear that the nest will be found empty 
and the birds flown when the American 
troops make their entry into the town. 
Still should this be the case it may be 
fairly claimed that fhe prime object of 
the movement on Santiago, the destruc­
tion of the Spanish squadron having 
been achieved, the campaign as a whole 
has been successful.

Gen. Miles to-day indicated that he had 
found unexpected physical difficulties to 
contend with and he is apparently great­
ly pleased with the progress made adder 
the conditions prevailing. He has not 
assumed command, as is evidenced by his 
message.

The most important result of the cab­
inet deliberations to-day was the order 
to remove the mines which guard all 
the coast ports.

at first supposed that the men were 
failing ill with malaria and climatic 
fever, so the cases were reported as sim­
ply suspicious. Now, however, it is 
finally admitted that they were genuine 
cases. Their appearance has determined 
the authorities upon a more active prose­
cution of the campaign. Orders either 
have or- soon will be forwarded to Gen­
eral Shatter to discuss no more with the 
Spanish commander, but to proceed to 
assault the town as soon as the present 
truce expires. It is expected by Shat­
ter that the navy will co-operate, and 
while Secretary Long has received no 
direct advices on that point from Admiral 
Sampson he fully credits this expecta­
tion.

Reluctant as the war department is to 
sacrifice lives that might be lost in the 
assault it is resolved not to allow them 
to rot away with fevers and other dis­
ease during the long period that would 
be required to perfect the reduction of 
the city by steady investment. An ex­
pectation is still entertained, however, 
that this assault will be unnecessary 
through TorraJes surrendering before it 
begins. It wds perhaps the spread of 
this belief, caused, by a. knowledge of the 
more energetic steps in prospect, that 
tended to- remove largely the feeling of 
depression manifested at the opening of 
the day upon the circulation of rumors 
of the appearance of yellow fever in 
American camps.

Regarding the future of Santiago, 
nothing has been officially stated, bnt 
it is significant that orders were issued 
from the department this afternoon to 
prepare the first and second regiments 
of volunteer immnnes for immediate de­
parture for the front. This would seem 
to indicate a purpose to garrison San­
tiago with these fever proof men after 
its capitulation thereby permitting the 
removal of the regular troops to more 
healthy points.

Turning to the Far East, it was re­
freshing to receive to-day good 
again from Dewey. The administration 
is very much- pleased with the readiness 
shown by the Admiral in .meeting the 
grave issue presented to him at Subic 
Bay as he did. Naval officers too were 
not a little gratified at the speedy re­
tirement of the German cruiser Irene 
after the appearance of the Raleigh and 
Concord. A comparison of the ships 
shows that the Irene was much the su­
perior to either of the American vessels, 
and in tonnage was almost as large as 
the Raleigh and Concord together. From 
this it is inferred that the retirement of 
the Irene was from general policy rather 
than any indisposition to try conclusions 
with the American ships. In official 
circles there appears to be no disposi­
tion to look upon the action of the Irene 
as a menace which will require explan­
ation. It was thought at first that this 
first outward show of force on the part 
of the German ships might lead to an 
inquiry by the American government as 
to the purposes of Germany. Thus far, 
however there is no disposition to make 
such inquiry or attach serious import­
ance to the incident.

Before Santiago de Cuba, July 11 (via 
Antonio and Kingston).—When the fire 
opened from the American liners after 
the conclusion of the armistice the Am­
ericans were in a much better position. 
Capron’s and Hine’s batteries were 
posted on the heights on the left of the 
line and in the rear of Botes’ line. The 
Hotchkiss, Gatling and dynamite guns 
occupied a crest on the right centre 
and on the extreme right. Bates’ and 
Grimes' batteries were posted in the 
centre of Lawton’s division. The Am­
erican right was strengthened by a bri­
gade of Kent’s division, 6th and 8th 
regulars and the 71st New York, which 
was pushed to the westward until with 
Garcia’s line it formed an arc reaching 
within a quarter of a mile of Camara, 
which skirts the bay and forts. The 
only road by which Gen. Toral could 
escape was thus commanded.

Small detachments of Spaniards hav­
ing been observed skipping c 
early -this noniiuz including 
ran of cavalry, a movement was 
to cut off their retreat and a land bom­
bardment began. A shot from Grimes’ 
battery was followed by one of Cap- 
ren’s guns on the left and in the right 
centre the Gatling and Hotchkiss bat­
teries opened fire. For the first ten 
minutes the firing was quite general. 
The Spaniards replied spiritedly bnt the 
rifle fire on both sides soon waned and 
from five o’clock to when the action 
ceased, the fighting was confined exclus- 
itely to artillery.

The American batteries soon got .the 
range and poured shells into the Span­
iards’ entrenchments, cutting down the 
brush shelters as would a scythe. The 
Spanish were soon forced to exacuate 
the block house. A Spanish battery on 
the left of the town engaged by Capron’s 
battery fired only a few shots, but a 
battery on the right fired spiritedly un­
til a gun cotton shell from Woods’ dy- 
b smite gun exploded directly in front of 
it, tearing up two trees and dismounting 
a gun. Two men in General Kent’s 
division were killed by a shell and sev­
eral wounded.

FIRST FRUITS OF WAR.

iA Revival of Industry Follows in the 
Army’s Wake.

(From the New York Commercial Adver­
tiser.)

News comes that a Baiquiri iron mine 
abandoned since the insurrection began, 
is again a scene of activity. This is an 
impressive lesson. It is not done for 
parade, for advertising, or necessarily 
for promotion. It shows, of course, the 
confidence of the ironmasters in the 
United States and in the United States 
army. The mine owners know that the 
invasion of Cuba will take no backward 
steps, and that when the mine is once 
within the American lines they can be 
assured of producing their ore in tran­
quility and order forevermore. Thus re­
newal of the swing of the pickax in 
this mine is a more eloquent tribute to 
the discipline, gallantry and prowess of 
Gen. Shatter’s army than a volume of 
newspaper despatches.

But this humble little iron mine is 
more important than that. It faintly 
suggests the future that now opens out 
before the long-oppressed people of Cu­
ba. Where the Anglo-Saxon war goes 
it leaves peace behind it. It leaves be­
hind it such a peace as Cuba has never 
known in the 400 years since the good 
Las Casas framed the indictment against 
his countrymen under which Dewey and 
Shatter are executing sentence.

BLANCO WANTS TO FIGHT.
An Energetic Protest Against Giving 

Up Cuba Until Taken by Force 
of Arms.

SANTIAGO GIVING IN.
Combined Attack of Land and Sea 

Forces Too Strong to Resist
Siboney, July 11, 7 p.im, via Kingston, 

Jamaica.—A concerted mdve has been 
made by the United States army and 
navy against. Santiago during the past 
21 hours, which the American oflScers 
here believe will result in the almost im­
mediate fall of the city. The fleet flying 
of Aguadores, three miles east of Morro 
Castle, commenced the bombardment of 
Santiago on Sunday afternoon and con­
tinued it this morning. Notwithstanding 
that the American ships had to fire at 
an extreme elevation and although the 
range was nearly five miles, the aim was 
so accurate that many of the shells fell 
into the city and set fire to it in several 
places. One shell struck St. Michael s 
church in which was a quantity of pow­
der and ammunition, and blew it to 
pieces. During the bombardment from 
the sea the army extended its lilies and 
drew in closer to the city, so that at 
noon to-day every road and trail leading 
into the city was guarded and the escape 
of the Spanish soldiers seemed impos­
sible. The only way they can get from 
the city is to ferry across the bay to the 
western side of the harbor, and even 
then they could not get into the interior 
without encountering American troops. 
During the time the warships were 
bombarding Santiago this morning the 
batteries of artillery on the hill facing 
the city shelled the Spanish entrench­
ments and received but a light response. 
The American sharpshooters also sent in 
a deadly fire av.d the Spaniards fell back 
to their last entrenchments offering but 
little retnetaoce. The Americans suffered 
no lose.

Se'AS TO PR1YATEEMNG.
Mr. Macgowan Telia What He Knows 

About the Sensational Story.

London, July 11.—The Madrid corres­
pondent of the Daily Mail says: “Car­
dinal Vaughan, archbishop of Westmin­
ster, has written as follows to his broth­
er at Valladolid: “I have profited by 
my first opportunity to declare that I 
disapprove with all my soul the unjust 
conduct of the United States towards 
Spain, the latter being the less power­
ful nation and trying to defend its 
rights."

Washington, July 9.—Late stories from 
Santiago about the engagements between 
the fleets of Sampson and Cervera dwell 
with particular stress on the inconven­
ience caused the American gunners by 
the old-fashioned smoking powder. It is 
not doubted by ordnance experts that the 
winning of the flying squadron of ships 
would have been accomplished even more 
promptly than it was had onr guns been 
fired with smokeless powder. As it was, 
in the mad race and swift succession of 
shots fired at the Spanish ships, our 
vessels were so enveloped in the smoke 
of their own guns that many a shot 
went wild that otherwise would have 
struck home.

Inquiry as to the prospects pt our war­
ships being supplied with smokeless pow­
der, elicited the information that there 
is no probability of this being done, gen­
erally, for a considerable time to come.

New York, July 9.—A special to the 
Tribune from Washington says:

Representative Hull, of the house 
naval committee, has this to say in re­
gard to the use of smokeless powder:

“The trouble is that we could not get 
smokeless powder at the outbreak of th« 
war, though it was an American inven 
tion. There are in this country no facil ■ 
ities to produce it in sufficient amount. 
Congress long ago should have provided 
for the manufacture of such powder in 
this country. Contracts should have been 
made so as to warrant the production of 
it. But it costs a little more than oth­
er powder, and 'too many of our people 
in congress thought we never would have 
a War, and therefore would not prepare 
for the possibility. We tried to buy it 
abroad when the war came, but Spain 
had bought it all there. I think the fault 
lies with our congressional system.”

“What is going to De done about it?” 
was asked.

“There is nothing in contemplation in 
congress. I wish the department would 
take the matter in hand and issue con­
tracts. The house committee on naval 
affairs did all it was asked to do "in con­
nection with furnishing this powder. 
The first appropriation contemplated 
for $1,000,000 for smokeless powder. 
This was subsequently reduced to $250,- 
000, because the department could draw 
upon the $50,000,000 emergency appro­
priation for this purpose. We also gave 
$90,000 to increase the government’s 
plant at Newport for the manufacture of 
these explosives. The government ought 
to make smokeless powder and keep large 
stocks of it on hand for emergency.”

Senator Hale, chairman of the senate 
committee on naval nuairs, said:

“The question of providing, smokeless 
powder for the navy is to be dealt with 
in the department. We have given to 
the department every dollar they have 
asked for, and I have no doubt they are 
doing the best they can in that respect.”

Representative Hilborn, of California, 
a member of the naval committee, said:

“The trouble is that there are but two 
places in the United States prepared to 
make smokeless powder. They had just 
started on it for the government when 
the war came on. We had just worked 
out a formula for smokeless powder, the 
best in the world, and had started to 
make it when. the war broke out; We 
undertook to prepare a formula whieh 
would eliminate the extremely dangerous 
character of ordinary smokeless powder. 
The Dupont powder mills in Delaware 
and the California powder mills have 
started to manufacture it, but when the 
war broke out they were not prepared to 
furnish a sufficient quantity for the use 
of our army and navy. I had thought 
that some had been bought abroad. The 
secretary asked for $1,000,000 for that 
purpose, and as $50,000,000 was appro­
priated, he said that $250,000 would do. 
We should have used some of the $50,- 
000,000 t. buy this powder abroad, but it 
seems that we have not.”

Juragua, July 10, via Port Antonio and

were the busiest places in C iba this af­
ternoon. Five thousand men were either 
disembarking from steamers or prepar­
ing to take up the march to Gen. Shatt­
er’s headquarters near Santiago 4e 
Cuba.

THE SANTIAGO OFFER.
Spaniards Would Surrender the Town 

if Their Army Might March Away.
Washington, July 9.—The great battle 

expected to-day did not take place.
Though the armistice expired at noon 
with- forces on both sides at Santiago 
lined up for battle. The reason was that 
the Spanish commander who had been 
in correspondence by telegraph with his 
home government was seeking to make 
terms with General Shatter by which 
he might save his army from capture.
He was willing to give up Santiago with­
out resistance if allowed to retreat with 
all of his men and arms arcoss the is­
land, but this idea was not entertained 
for a moment by the United States gov­
ernment. On the contrary every effort 
was put forth to seal up all avenues of 
escape from Santiago and to compel the 
final surrender of the Spanish army.
To have allowed them to make their way 
unmolested into the interior would have 
amounted simply to reinforcement of the 
garrison of Havana by these trained sol­
diers who have proven their couragé as 
worthy foemen in the fighting in the 
trenches. On the other hand to compel 
their surrender it is believed would cer­
tainly produce an, enormous moral effect 
both in Havana and Spain itself and 
thus tend to the early conclusion of the 
war. General Shatter has lost nothing 
by the armistice. His men are rested, 
the commissiary has improved, the roads 
have been cleared and his artillery is 
now almost completely placed in a most 
effective manner. On the other hand 
the Spanish forces have largely dimin­
ished their slender stock of provisions 
and have steadily lost in confidence.

There is the strongest indisposition on

The “Laurada” Is Now in Trouble With 

Her Passengers in the North.

me

The Boston & Alaska Steamship com­
pany’s steamer Laurada’s checkered ca­
reer did not end with her filibustering 
cruises on the Cuban coast. After break­
ing the water main of Vancouver 
through grounding in the entrance to 
that port and making her escape in 
time to avoid a writ being served she 
is now heard from on her voyage to 
St. Michael’s as having trouble with 
her passengers and with the stem- 
wheelers she has in tow, namely the 
Phillip P. Low and Katie Hendrick, of 
Seattle. This news was brought by C. 
E. Carter, a newspaper representative 
from Indiana, who with his father em­
barked at Seattle on the steamer and had 
intended going to Dawson via St. Mich- 
eal’s. He arrived here on the City of 
Topeka last evening, having debarked 
at Sitka and reached the conclusion that 
at the rate of progress the vessel was 
making he would not be able to get to 
Dawson this year. When the vessel 
got into open water her tows began to 
strain and labor heavily in the ocean 
swell. Time and again the big ocean 
liner had to lay to and finally had to 
put into Sitka to have repairs made. 
The stem wheelers had opened in al­
most every seam and had to be recaulk- 

If the trouble with them ended 
here, Mr. Carter would have felt con­
tented to proceed, as he and his father 
had laid in a three years’ supply of pro­
visions. The prospects for the remain­
der of the voyage were discouraging 
however, and the opportunity for him to 
return south presented him through the 
ship calling at Sitka was too tempting 
to be resisted and he accordingly resolv­
ed to abandon the trip.

Life on the Laurada was undesirable. 
Some of the passengers aboard, he says, 
were accnstomed to travelling on Cunard 
liners and craft of that description and 
did not know but what the Laurada 
was a similar kind of vessel, until after 
they had bought tickets, paying in some 
instances $300 and $400 for what they 
were led to believe was for first class 
accommodation. The value received for 
this money can be imagined, Mr. Carter 
stated, when several got sleeping quar­
ters so damp and foul that a candle 
would not bum in them.

ATTACHE IN TROUBLE.
Spain Complains That an American Of­

that Off Santiago de Cuba, via Playa del 
Este, July 11.—At half-past nine this 
morning after several range-finding 
shots over the ridge protecting Santiago 
from" the sea the United States cruiser 
Newark opened fire into the city with 
her 8-inch guns. The signal corps offi­
cers stationed on the east of the ridge 
reported the effect of the shots. The New 
York, Brooklyn and Indiana participated 
in the firing at intervals of five minutes. 
The bombardment lasted for two hours, 
when Gen. Shatter reported that the 
shells were mostly falling in the bay and 
doing but little damage. The last shot, 
however, struck a prominent church in 
the heart of the city, which was heavily 
stored with powder and ammunition, 
causing a tremendons explosion. The ex­
tent of the damage is not yet known.

When the warships ceased firing, and 
before General Shatter had begun a land 
attack, a flag of truce was seen coming 
from the city.

Bishop-elect Christie Is a learned and zeal­
ous priest and an eloquent preacher, and 
bis eminently successful pastoral career 1* 
regarded by all as an earnest one and 
promise of like results to the higher work 
which will now be committed to him.

Ten years ago two men named 
Ruppert and McPhee took out $10 a day 
for about two months on this same creek 
where it empties into Rock creek, but 
when they came to the clay and found 
nothing in it they never thought of go­
ing below. It appears that there must 
have been two washes. At the time of 
writing only three locations were made 
on the American side. There is about 
four miles of the Baker creek in Cana­
dian territory. It has been worked over 
here and there for surface diggings but 
going below the clay is a new departure.

MAYOR VS. ALDERMEN
His Warship Raises a Hornet’s 

Nest by Vetoing the Expendi­
ture By-Law Améhdment.

Sewerage Commitlte Recommends 
Needed Extension to ihe C.ty 

Sewerage System.

There was a lively time at last even­
ing’s meeting- of the city council, all 
brought about by Mayor Redfern’s ac­
tion in vetoing the "Expenditure by-law, 
1898, Amendment by-law” which was 
finally passed at the last week s meet­
ing of the council and* his refusal to al­
low the aldermen supporting the by-law 

his decision. Theto appeal from 
Mayor's communication to the council, 
in which he vetoed the by-law, follows:

Victoria, B. IX/July 11, 1898. 
To the Municipal Council of the City of 

Victoria:
Gentlemen,—On 6th July, Inst., a by-law, 

cited as the “Expenditure By-Law, 1898, 
Amendment By-Law,” was finally passed 
by this Connell.

The object of the by-law Is to authorize 
the Council to take the sum of $1,500 from 
the amount voted for street purposes in 
the "Expenditure By-Law, 1898,” and use 
the same for connecting the reservoir with 
the water pipes, In order that the unfinish­
ed reservoir may be used as a receptacle 
for clean, filtered water.

Washington, July 13—The war de­
partment received despatches to-day from 
Generals Miles and Shatter. At the 
same time the navy department received 
despatches from the fleet, off Santiago. 
The contents of the several despatches 
had not been made public up to noon. 
They had the effect, however, of arous­
ing officials, both military and naval, to 
unusual activity, find coupled with this 
was an undercurrent of apparent anx­
iety -throughout official quarters. The 
advices speedily led to a war council at 
the White House, at which Secretaries 
Long and Alger, Admiral Sicard, Cap­
tain Mahan and Captain Growninshield 
were present. Adjutant-General Corbin 
was also at the White House. Before 
Secretary Alger went to the White 
House he had a conference with Surgeon- 
General Sternberg, who also received de­
spatches from the surgical corps near 
Santiago. Although no word of any de­
spatches were given out, those in a posi­
tion to speak intelligently of them say 
that any anxiety which might exist was 
not due to a material change in the situa­
tion, but rather to the severe conditions 
surrounding our soldiers as the result of 
the rainy season and the terrific storms 
•of the past few days. To what extent 
our troops are affected the authorities 
would not disclose, as they desire to 
avoid unnecessary apprehension. Al­
though the despatches were thus guard­
ed it was stated definitely that no fight­
ing was in progress up to the time of 
the last report. It was also stated that 
the fears that the enemy might secretly 
draw off some of their forces to the 
mountains north of Santiago, have not 
been realized. The city is still surround­
ed, and there appears to be no appre­
hension on the part of the officers iu 
command that the enemy will get away. 
Much anxiety has been created at the 
war department by a press reoprt to the 
effect that Brigadier-General Duffield is 
sick in the hospital. General Duffield 
is a fellow-townsman of Secretary Alger, 
And one of his closest friends. The de­
spatches from Generals Miles and Shafl- 
•er made no reference whatever to Gen- 
•eral Duffield being in the hospital, so the 
press report is unaccountable. .While 
the war council was in progress all the 
usual centres of information of the war 
and navy departments were closed 
against inquiries. A number of public 
men called and the officials conveyed the 
general impression that the military sit­
uation stands substantially unchanged, 
with no fighting and no surrender, but 
that the chief attention for the moment 
is being directed to the health and hy- 
genic conditions of the American troops. 
Medical officers of the army decline to 
make any statement respecting the health 
of the troops at Santiago, especially in 
response as to whether fever prevails to 
any great extent among them. The sur­
geon-general received several despatches 
from the chief surgeon in charge of the 
medical department of Shafter’s army, 
but if they relate to fever he will not say 
so. It is known, however, that the sur­
geon-general was engaging the services 
of surgeons and nurses to work in the 
hospitals before the expedition to San­
tiago was made up and sailed from Tam­
pa. General Sternberg thinks it unwise 
to discuss the question relating to the 
health of the troops, as this may only 
give rise to concern in many cases un­
warranted by the friends of the troops at 
home.

Surgeon-General Van Reypen, of the 
navy, distinctly stated during the day 
that no reports had come as to any cases 
of fever among the naval forces at or 
near Santiago. The marine garrison at 
Guantanamo is about the only land force 
coining immediately under Van Reypen’s 
supervision, and as this force’s reports 
.are entirely satisfactory np to date, con­
fidence is expressed by the medical offi­
cers of the army and navy at Washing­
ton in the ability of the surgeons to stamp 
out the disease.

Off Juragua, July 11, via Kingston, 
•Jamaica, July 13, 9:45 p.m.—The miser­
able little town of Jaquicito (Siboney) 
lies in ashes to-night. It was burned 
under the order of the army health au­
thorities. Almost every building, fifty 
of which straggled along an irregular 
bluff, were set on fire during the day 
and the Cuban inhabitants fled to the 
caves in the overhanging hillside for 
shelter. The action was taken at the 
urgent request of Major Legardo, of the 
hospital corps, and served the point pur­
pose of ridding the hospital camp of un­
heal thful and dirty buildings, and driv­
ing away scores of Cubans whose pres­
ence was a serious inconvenience' to the 
hospital workers.

Left Prostratees.
The Okanagan valley, which for sev­

eral years now has been contributing 
largely to the grain and fruit supply of 
the province, is about to take an import­
ant part in another industry, that of to­
bacco raising and cigar making. Same 
years ago a few tobacco plants w%re 
grown in the vicinity of Kelowna. So 
successful did they prove that several 
residents set apart sections of their 
farms for tobacco raising, and for some 
time past cigar factories on the Main­
land have been using tobacco made at 
Kelowna, turning out cigars equal to 
the best made from imported tobacco 
Now the - enterprising residents of Kel­
owna, who some years ago formed the 
Kelowna Shippers’ Union to handle and 
secure a market for their fruit, have es­
tablished a cigar factory, the cigars to 
be made from the local tobacco. They 
now have five cigar makers at work, and 
are shipping cigars to all sections of the 
Mainland, there being a good demand 
for them.

THE DUDES BEFORE SANTIAGO.

A GREAT MINING CONGRESS.

An international mining congress open­
ed at Salt Lake City yesterday and will 
continue for three days, under the aus­
pices of the Utah state government. Pre­
parations have beqn made for it for 
many months. All nations interested in 
the mining industry have been invited 
to send representatives. Many promptly 
accepted the invitation and their dele­
gates are now in attendance. The vari­
ous states in the union in which mining 
is carried on are also represented. Cali­
fornia has thirty delegates in the con­
gress hailing from different mining sec­
tions. The state is thus fairly repre-
SGlltpd

This international mining congress is 
largely tentative. There has been no 
special programme outlined. .Its delib­
erations will be conducted on lines de­
veloped during its sessions. There is to 
be a comparison of mining methods and 
mining machinery. In this branch of the 
proceedings California is sure to shine 
brilliantly. Much of that which is best 
in modern methods of mining was cre­
ated in this state, and nearly all na­
tions interested in the industry have 
copie*}, them from us. The extraordinary 
conditions which prevailed on the Corn- 
stock and which now exist in the deeper 
mines on the mother lode revolution­
ized mining machinery, and many of the 
leading mining countries in the world 
have for many years looked to Cali­
fornia for* their inspiration in mining 
machinery.

The real object of the congress is the 
development of mining interests every­
where. The industry has a money value 
to the United States of nearly $750,000,- 
000 annually, which is greater than the 
entire mineral production of Continental 
Europe and nearly double that of Great 
Britain and Ireland. Where such im­
portant interests are at stake it is natur­
al that the industry should seek liberal 
treatment wherever it is affected by leg­
islation. Nearly every mining country 
has special laws governing the industry. 
In some countries legislation is oppres­
sive to foreign capital and it operates as 
a bar to its employment; in other in­
stances the laws are burdensome to the 
industry in general. There will be an 
interchange of views on all these phases 
of the industry at the international ms» 
gress, and it ought to be - productive/hf 
much good. It will no douht be toe Sim 
of the American delegates to unité in the 
effort to secure in the national adminis­
tration the same representation which 
agriculture now has. California mining 
men have been agitating the creation of 
a secretary of mines for some time. They 
will no doubt carry the crusade into the 
international congress, so far as the lim­
its will allow. If the American dele­
gates can be persuaded by them to unite 
on the proposition there can be no doubt 
of the final outcome.—San Francisco 
Chronicle.

When this has been established the na­
tion will be revolutionized, and internal 
reforms will occupy the people for half 
a century. -Commerce alone will elimin­
ate the Russian menace from interna­
tional politics, and without a free route 
to the highways of travel commerce, in 
the sense it is understood in Great Bri­
tain, is an impossibility.

THE ANNEXATION OÏ\ HAWAII.
The local election has occupied atten­

tion so much that many Colonist readers 
may have overlooked the fact that the 
United States has formally annexed the 
Hawaiian Islands. At any other time 
this action would have evoked profound 
interest all over the world, bnt the pub­
lic gaze has been concentrated upon the 
war to such a degree as to cause this very 
significant step on the part of our neigh­
bors to be passed by with very little 
comment. Yet it is a step fraught with 
very important results.

In the first place it is to be noted that, 
while this is not the first instance in 
which the United States has acquired 
territory beyond the confines of North 
America—one or two smàH islands on 
the Pacific being claimed as United 
States territory—it is the first in which 
any populated area not forming a por­
tion of the continent has been absorbed 
infié-Nhe union. Efforts have been made 
to make it appear that the Hawaiian 
group could really be considered as’sim­
ply an outlying portion of the continent, 
but that cannot be seriously contended 
and ^ it was only set up for the purpose 
of evading what has up to recently been 
the recognized policy of the nation. But 
the war has changed all this. If the 
Philippines are to be retained the Ha­
waiian group had to be acquired. The 
one followed legitimately from the other. 
This departure from traditional policy 
pats the United States on an entirely 
new footing in respect to its international 
relations.

In the second place we may observe 
that our neighbors are about to try a 
very difficult experiment They can 
hardly treat their new possessions as a 
“territory” and govern it while denying 
it representation, and the same remark 
applies to the Phiilipine Islands, if they 
are retained. Territorial government, as 
recognized in the United States, may be 
applied successfully to thinly peopled and 
extensive areas, but not to those where 
there are well established communities. 
It will be a matter of no small difficulty 
to devise a system of government by 
which these possessions beyond seas can 
be safely ruled. Any attempt to govern 
them on the basis of sates will 
evoke "the bitterest protests, and will 
raise questions of citizenship that will be 
very difficult to settle.

Possibly 
the cost would be even less. There will 
he a railway into Omineca before very 
long, hut for some time to come a sleigh 
road will be the best possible means of 
getting supplies and machinery into the 
district All that keeps that, part of the 
province back is thé expense of transpor­
tation. If by a comparatively small out­
lay it is made possible to send loaded 
sleighs through in the winter, the trans­
portation problem will be greatly simpli­
fied.

A 
very large area has been recently filled 
in at Seattle by the process referred to, 
and the retaining wall there was made of 
ordinary piles, faced -with sheet piling 
and backed with brush. This wall is in­
tended not only to resist the force of the 
tides, bnt the sweep of the water from 
White river, which in times of freshet 
is very strong. We understand that it 
has been found to work very satisfac­
torily.

Our suggestion is that the matter 
should be taken up at the earliest pos­
sible day and be thoroughly investigated. 
The harbor improvement plan-proposed 
by Mr. Sorby covers the filling in of this 
part of the bay, but under any circum-. 
stance this could not be brought about 
for two or three years, and apparently a 
decision mast be reached next year, as 
to what will be done about James Bay 
bridge. There would, perhaps, be no 
difficulty in the way of having the cost 
of any such work, as is above suggested, 
refunded by a commission, if any shall 
hereafter be appointed to take control of 
the harbor on the lines suggested by Mr.

San Francisco has experienced a novel 
result of the war. As every one knows 
the copper cent is in very ill-repute all 
along the Coast. No one wants to take 
cents in change for anything. Califor­
nia’s lowest currency once was the quar­
ter of . a dollar, then “the bit" became the 
minimum, and finally the nickel five-cent 
piece obtained a foothold. The new war 
taxes have necessitated the extensive use 
of cent stamps. For instance a telegram 
cannot be sent or a check be cashed with­
out a cent stamp being affixed.

Commodore Watson’s coming demon­
stration on the Spanish coast will have 
a picturesque feature which does not 
stand out quite so obviously as does its 
purely physical aspect. It will be the 
first formal attack ever made by the 
United States on the home ports of a 
great European nation. Nobody at the 
beginning of the present war expected 
that Spain would be attacked at home. 
European authorities in general thought 
the war would be confined to American 
waters. The military and naval experts 
of continental Europe predicted that 
some of the Atlantic ports of the United 
States would be attacked, and they said 
that the Pacific ports were in danger of 
visitation from Spain’s Asiatic fleet—the 
fleet which Dewey, after a short fight, 
sent to the bottom of the ocean.

It is easy to believe the reports that 
the nations of continental Europe are 
worried over the prospect of having a 
powerful American fleet visiting their 
side of the Atlantic with hostile intent, 
The spectacle of a squadron of Ameri­
can warships bombarding the ports of 
one of the oldest of the European nations 
reverses Old World traditions and ex­
pectations. Not until after Epaminon- 
das, the Theban, won the battle of Leu- 
ctra did the women of Sparta ever see 
the smoke of fires kindled by an enemy. 
The sight of the stars and stripes waving 
over Cadiz or Cartbagena would be as 
strange as this, and to Spain's near 
neighbor» would be just as unwelcome, 
and yet it is one of the possibilities of 
the next few weeks. Europe had a 
prise when it leateeo, on the day after 
the battle of Manila, that all of Spam s 
colonies in the Pacific were at the mercy 
of the Americans.: It will be still more 
startled by the discovery" that, so far as 
regards Spaifi’s power, the Mediterran- 

will soon be an American lake.
This will be an evidence which will 

appeal to the most obtuse understanding 
that the United States has outgrown her 
old limitations and has become a world 
nation. Panl Jones and other Ameri­
cans attacked British commerce in the 
British Channel, but at that time the 
Americans had France, first secretly and 
then openly, as an ally.

Four or five 
more will get their rewards within the 
next few weeks. The exodus from par­
liament goes on just as quickly as places 
can be got by the patriots who enter 
the legislature to prevent such practices. 
Having supported the government in the 
most extravagant demands ever made 
upon a Canadian parliament, the apos- 
tiles of economy are grasping whatever 
favors the government has the power 
to bestow. Prorogation has not had the 
effect of emptying Ottawa of the Lib­
eral members. Several with substantial 
grounds for expectations, and some with­
out, haunt the buildings, dog the foot­
steps of ministers, and show a lively 
interest in all the movements of the 
givers of fat and easy offices. To circum­
vent their plans her Majesty’s advisers 
take unexpected trips away from the 
capital, or rush off to Europe on any 
kind of pretext So much self-seeking, 
so little regard for the decencies of pub­
lic life, have never.been known in this 
country before; not even when the Lib­
erals^ nearly persecuted Alexander Mac­
kenzie into his grave.

MR. MULOCK SPEAKS OUT.

The policy of making legislators the 
creatures of the government by the dis­
tribution of public favors to them is held 
in destestation in influential quarters. 
The views of Mr. William Mulock, post- 
.master-general, on the subject are as 
follows: “If the government of the day 

dangle public offices before their 
followers and induce a few, and perhaps 
an increasing number, tft aspire to these 
positions instead of representing their 
constituents here and exercising unbias­
sed judgment and a wholesome influence 
upon the administration of the day, they 
become mere parasites upon the admin­
istration, and cease to voice, the opinion 
of their constituents. Not only do they 
do that, sir, bnt moving about among 
their colleagues they become, as it were, 
corrupting agencies amongst their own 
ranks. And so a small percentage of 
persons in that position are likely to Im­
pair the independence of the whole body. 
So it has become now, in my opinion, 
a crying abuse, and parliament is cast 
down from its high position. And not 
only is the will of the people being inter­
fered with, not only is parliament being 
subordinated to the administration, there 
is even a worse evil growing out of this 
abuse. All through the country the elec­
torate, noticing these things, are com­
ing to the conclusion that the highest 
aim a man can have in seeking public 

is that he may, through parliament, 
find his way into a comfortable position 
tor life. If that becomes the highest 
aim of those who seek public life, then 
public life becomes a means not of ad­
vantage to the public, but of private 
gain. And thus we shall have coming 
into public life office-seekers, place-hunt­
ers, instead of those ready to make sac­
rifices for the love of their country and 
ready to undertake the labors of public 
life jtor the good they can do in the in­
terest of the people.”

PAYING OFF MEMBERS.
These statements were expressed by 

Mr. Mulock only two years ago, in the 
session of 1896. He. has not since re­
pudiated them except by his action in 
sanctioning the contrary practice. At 
that time there was in political life a 
certain Mr. J. F. Lister, who has since 
shaken the dust of politics off his shoes. 
Mr. Lister endorsed the wise sayings of 
Mr. Mulock by declaring empahtically 
that “the evil aimed at by my hon. 
friend from York (Mr. Mulock) is a de­
cided evil, and if it is. possible té get at 
it at all, the house should cure it." To 
effect a permanent cure, Mr. Mulock 
proposed to legislate members of parlia­
ment ineligible for public office until at 
least one year After the dissolution of the 
parliament in which they had served. 
With that declaration of policy, Mr. 
Mulock and his friends asked the people 
<0 put them in power, in order that they 
might give effect to the principle enun­
ciated. They were trusted, with the re­
sult that all previous records of govern­
ments have been broken, so far as this 
particular offence is concerned. In the 
two years of their administration twelve 
members of the house of commons and 
senators have been guilty of what Mr. 
Mulock denounced in 1896 as a violation 
of a public trust. He was, in fact, aided 
and abetted, along with his colleagues, 
in the political crimes he most loudly de­
nounced. Still there are many more 
members of parliament who sit in the 
legislature voting for everything_ the gov­
ernment asks, and waiting for their turn 
to be paid off.

XEbê Colonist Bed it by cooling with, liquid air,. they 
have then fractionally distilled the pro­
duct. The first portion, consisting of less 
than one hundred cubic centimetres, dis­
tilled off from the liquid, obtained by con­
densing 18 litres of argon, was found to 
have a density of about 13 instead of 20, 
which is that of argon: and its spectrum 
differed from that of the known gases, 
a yellow line, less refrangible than those 
characteristic of helium and crypton, 
being especially prominent. On continu­
ing the distillation, after nearly the 
whole of the liquid argon had evaporat­
ed, a solid was obtained which only 
slowly volatilized. The gas into which 
this solid was converted was found to 
be of practically the same density as 
argon, but its spectrum was altogether 
different and peculiar, consisting for the 
most part of bands, not of lines. It is 
proposed to call the lighter element 
Neon, and that derived from the solid 
Metargon.

These. observations, as well as those 
on crypton, must be regarded as but in­
dications of the presence in various min­
ute proportions of a variety of new sub­
stances, probably all elements, in the 
atmosphere. Further development of the 
investigations will be awaited with in­
terest. The success which has thus far 
been obtained is striking proof of the 
great value of the- new éngine of re­
search which liquid air affords, especially 
as diffusion experiments had failed to 
afford, any evidence of the presence of 
such substances in our air.—London 
Times.

This has 
been a terrible decade, and a sad year. 
The latest "of its victims is he who was 
till the other day the most individual, 
the most interesting, of our surviving 
paipters, and his death leaves only one 
of toe four great figures of our art up­
standing, Sir Edward Burne-Jones is 
gone, and now only Mr. Watts remains 
to remind this generation that a man 
may be at one .a poet and a painter, and 
that art may serve to interpret great 
ideas. Doubtless humanity tends to re­
pair its own losses, but it. is strangely 
difficulty to see how England is to fill 
the place of toe great men who have 
during the last ten years ceased to utter 
for her the voice of the highest poetry. 
Tennyson, Browning, Matthew Arnold, 
William Morris are gone and have left 

; and of their few coun­
terparts among toe painters we have lost 
Leighton, Millais, and now Burne-Jones. 
Who is to succeed these men? It is one 
of the curious paradoxes of contemporary 
history that, while the admiration for 
this poetic art is not declining, but in­
creasing, among the cultivated classes in 
England, the professional artists are 
moving further and further away from 
it. The men and women of London who 
care for art will throng to see an exhi­

But Burne-Jones was muen more than 
an artist; he was a most lovable man.
It might be interesting, were we writing 
a treatise on toe artistics temperament, 
to compare and conttast him with Ins 
fleUows and friends—with the broad 
geniality of Millais, the courtly urbanity 
of Leighton, toe toorniness ot Madox 
Brown, toe alternate fits of eloquent so­
ciability and of morbidness that charmed 
and distressed the» friends of Rossetti.
But it is enough to say that Burne-Jones 
was unlike them all in his unfailing 
charm. Modest, sincere, and happy, in 
spite of his feeling that as an artist he 
"had been bom out of due time, he loved 
his freedom and he loved his friends. He 
was overpersuaded into joining toe ac­
ademy to please Leighton and a few 
others, and when he resigned he rejoiced 
in his recovered freedom, .like a child 
running ont of school. He liked, now 
and then, to mix with the great world, 
but he took a more enduring pleasure 
in helping toe toil-worn many to some 
share of toe beauty from which their life 
commonly excludes them. In public af­
fairs he took bat little interest, except 
when his feeling of race was excited on 
the subject of Ireland. He felt very 
much with Mr. Buskin on the subject of 
our industrial system, and that blind states 
growth of population which had sur­
rounded his pretty home in West Ken­
sington with ugly streets; but he himself 
took refuge in visions of beauty, in which 
hie art-made it possible for all the world 
to share. His religion, too, wqs as ori­
ginal as his Ufe.

Lord Kelvin has sounded a new alarm. 
He says that in four centuries or so, at 
the rate we are going, there will be no 
more oxygen left in the atmosphere and 
toe result will be toe suffocation of the 
human race. More oxygen is being used 
np daily now than at any other time in 
the history of mankind. We employ 
heat for such a variety of purposes that 
toe drain upon the store of oxygen 
tined in toe atmosphere is 
The economy of nature is that vegetable 
life shall restore to toe atmosphere the 
oxygen which is taken from it by animal 
life and other processes in toe nature 
of consnitiption by fire. The animal life 
of toe world is increasing and toe num­
ber of fires is growing greater every 
day. Meanwhile toe forest area is being 
steadily reduced. In brief the consump­
tion of oxygen is increasing and the sup­
ply is diminishing. It follows that only 
sufficient time is necessary to exhaust 
the stock. The exhaustion will be more 
rapid as time progresses, for such pro­
cesses grow like circles in the water.

When we look around upon toe great 
forests of this coast and reflect that each 
tree is a great oxygen factory and that 
when it is once cot down, nothing can be 
constructed to replace it, and when we 
consider that his work of destruction is 
going on over a very large part of the 
world, we realize toe nature of toe peril 
which Lord Kelvin speaks of. Hitherto 
toe great argument for forest preserva­
tion has been that without fofests toe 
rivers would dry up, and this was deemed 
sufficient reason to advocate reforesta­
tion as a national work. Northern Af­
rica, Arabia and other parts of the world 
show how the destruction of forests 
verts the seat of empire into a desert 
The granaries which fed imperial Rome, 
and the other great kingdoms of anti­
quity have become mere sand wastes. It 
is worth recalling in this connection that 
Xerxes led an army of a million men 

"-against Greece. This vast host had to 
• be provisioned, and there must have been 

somewhere in the eastern part of Asia 
or "northern Africa great grain fields 
from which a supply could be drawn. 
This is one instance only which serves to 
show how vastly more productive that 
portion of toe world was in those days 
than it now is. Doubtless toe change 
Is due to the destruction of toe forests 
which in its turn led to toe drying up of 
toe rivers. Fancy if you can what the 
world would be like if the conditions 
existing in Arabia and northern Africa 
were general over the whole Temperate 
Zone,-and we are approaching measur­
ably near to such a time. Add to this 
the prophesied shortage of oxygen, and 
we have a condition existing under which 
civilization and refinement would perish 
and the race be almost exterminated. Of
