capacity, and proved a success in every 
detail: After this test was made, the 
voltage was “built up,” as it "is called, 
by rapidly -opening and closing the 
switch controlling the eleètric current, 
until by catching the very crest of the 
electric wave, as it Were, a spark or 
Same jumped between the opposite poles 
of carbon points placed twelve inches 
apart. It was in form like a flash of 
lightning and apparently about one-half 
inch in diameter.

DOUBLE KILLING.
Shooting Due to Insults From Silly 

.Boys. .

Sioux City, Jane 21.—City, Marshal 
Swearingin was shot today by a man 
r.amed Shipman, whom he was trying to 
arrest. The mob then killed Shipman. 
The trouble originated with two boys on 
the way to a circus. They passed re­
marks about Shipman, which caused the 
latter to throw stones at them. They 
swore out warrants for Shipman’s ar­
rest, and the city marshal visited iis 
house to serve them. In response tojiis 
knock Shipman fired twice, killing 
Swearingin instantly. News of the 
shooting spread and an excited mob sur­
rounded Shipman’s house. Weapons of 
all kinds were produced and the house 
was literally riddled with bullets. That 
from, the sheriff’s revolver inflicted the 
fatal wound. There was great excite­
ment, but the mob finally dispersed.

He was ordered to stand aside, and on 
refusal was attacked. He drew his re­
volver anfl began to fire. Lora Salvino, 
an Italian 24 years old, who lives and 
works in Backerisack, received the first 
bullet, which penetrated both lungs.
The mob drew back and the officer re­
mained in bis post in the doorway. Sev­
eral . shots were fired at him, but none 
took effect. He replied, firing direefly 
into the crowd until his weapon was 
empty, when five more uniformed men 
and one to plain clothes came on a run.
The mob kept on firing, trot the officers 
charged, firing when the strikers broke 
and ran. Spectators say that fully TOO 
shots were, fired, Salvino was left to- 
hiud and was taken to the hospital.

The shooting seemed to scatter the 
rioters, but it was uot long before a 
dense mob had formed again, this time 
about" the Gaedo mill on North Straight 
street, where there was a crowd of 2,- 
000.

Half of them were rioters and the rest 
onlookers. The mills were bombarded 
and before the mob stopped there was 
not a whole window in the building.
Harry Harris, reporter of the Morning 
Call, was at this point. He was armed- 
with a revolver and had a camera, with 
which he attempted to take pictures 
standing on a stoop a short distance 
down the street. His act of training the 
camera was seen, and he was warned to 
desist. A moment later a rain of 
stones fell about him, and life was 
knocked down. As he fell men rushed on 
him and he was kickedfiand beaten. He 
drew his revolver and -tried to use it, 
but it jammed, and Was kicked from his 
hand. A man grabbed his revolver 
and- fired at Harris, the bullet entering 
his chest He has a slight chance of 
recovering.

He was pleased, to say 
that the provincial officers had suc­
ceeded in stamping out the disease at 
such a small outlay; Ontario had ex­
pended some $750,000 for the same pur­
pose.

On the vote of $1,500 for School of 
Mines at Rossland, Mr. Hawthornth­
waite urged that a school of coal min­
ing be established.

Hon. Gol. Prior replied that -the sub-, 
ject was under consideration.

permit free miners to mine for gold in 
black sqnd.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite asked the Hon. 
the Minister of Mines the following 
questions:

1. As it is now well known that gun­
powder and, to a less extent, dynamite 
are dangerous explosives in coal mines, 
owing to the amount of flame and gas 
developed on firing, is it the intention of 
the government to take steps to make 
compulsory the use of a flameless ex­
plosive?

2. As a number of “blow-out” shots 
are known to occur through improper 
‘"tampering” and “cleaning,’' is it the in­
tention of the government to instruct 
inspectors to draw the attention of shot- 
lighters and fire-bosses to this matter, 
and see that proper clay or other suit­
able and safe “tamping” is provided, and 
that holes are properly cleaned before 
loading?

3. Has any system of testing safety 
lamps been adopted by the different coal 
companies, aud, if not, is it the inten-

_ tiou of the government to see that some 
system is adopted at earliest moment, 
and also a systematic and safe method of 
locking safety lamps?

The Minister of Mines replied:
1. On the 27th of May last the fol­

lowing wire was sent to Mr. Henry 
Hall, H. M. inspector of mines, in Lan­
cashire, England: “Kindly write me 
particulars of the best non-flammable 
blasting powder used in gaseous and 
dusty coal mines. Also any information 
about dust explosions yon consider ' 
portant.” (Signed), E. G. Prior, minis­
ter of mines. Mr. Hall is the acknowl­
edged authority in Great Britain on dust 
and gas explosions and the causes of 
same.

2. The goevrnment is waiting to see 
the evidence given at the Fernie inquest 
before taking any action.

3. No special system of testing safety 
lamps is in vogue in British Columbia, 
but the matter is receiving the atten­
tion of the government..

Hon. Mr. Eberts said the Colonist had 
made an error in making him say that 
the State of Washington had proposed 
to contribute towards the establishment 
of fish hatcheries in the province. The 
proposal was made by the State In­
spector of Fisheries on behalf of the 
Washington eanners.

TRADE UNIONS.
On the report on Mr. Martin’s bill 

respecting Trade Unions, Mr. Mclnnes 
moved the following amendments, which 
stood in the name of Mr. Houston, who 
was absent:

“5. All trade unions in British Colom­
bia shall be registered under the pro- 

, of the Trade Unions Act of the 
Dominion of Canada within sixty days 
from the date that this act goes into 
■effect; and any trade union organized 
after such date shall be so registered 
within ninety days after the date of its 
charter.

“6. Any trade union refusing or ne­
glecting to so register shall be liable to 
a penalty not exceeding two hundred 
end fifty dollars, and shall not be en­
titled to the benefit of the provisions of 
this act.”

Mr. Hawthornthwaite opposed the 
amendments on the ground that such 
registration was unnecessary, and would 
only add several thousands of dollars 
annually to the Dominion treasury with­
out any benefit in return.

Mr. Martin also opposed the amend­
ments, which he claimed would nullify 
the bill. He was very doubtful as to 
the jurisdiction of the Dominion with 
regard to trades unions.

Mr. Mclnnes supported the amend­
ments. The argument that a large sum 
of money would be contributed to the 
Dominion treasury, had no weight as th 
fee for registration was only $1.

Mr. Curtis strongly opposed the amend­
ments. He did not believe the Dominion 
government had any right to assume 
jurisdiction over trade unions.

The amendments were lost and the hill 
was read a third time and passed.

be treated well. Their houses, it not 
large, should at least be made comfort­
able. The gardens attached should be 
large enough to enable them to grow 
vegetables for their own use, but not 
so large as to take up too much at their 
time, and if a few apples and small 
fruits can be grown on the ground, they 
would be more appreciated than by 
these who can afford to buy them. A 
cow is almost a necessity to a family 
oh the farm, and an arrangement should 
be made to have it pastured, t)nt on no 
account wintered by the fa rater. It is 
too severe a trial of human nature to 
allow a hired Ulan to feed his cow from 
his employer’s nieal box, and is almost 
sure to cause trouble.

The faculty o' getting oh well with 
hired men ou tac farm is well worth 
cultivating. My own experience leads 
me to know that if yon engage good 
men, there is little trouble in keeping 
them, if we, as employers, do our part. 
It is our duty to try and make them 
comfortable as circumstances will per­
mit. If we do so we may expect faith­
ful service and from good men we will 
get it. Let the rules be strictly laid 
down and adhered to, and on no consid­
eration keep a man after his time is out 
if he has at any time given a word of 
Impertinence.

However, owing to the conditions 
ia which most farmers are placed, the 
larger number of farm hands are un­
married men who are boarded in the 
house, and this is most likely the state 
of affairs that will continhe for some 
dime to come. It is a difficult question 
to deal with, and as far as both em­
ployer and employed are concerned, it 
ts a most unsatisfactory state, largely 
arising from the fact that in many sec­
tions there is comparativdy little em­
ployment for one-half the "year; and just 
so long as the farmer has to look out 
for new men every spring, and good 
men finding themselves discharged at 
the first sign of winter, or before it, it 
will remain so, and no amount of phil- 
osophyzing will put it right. The rapid 
extension of winter dairying during the 
past few years has done a good 
deal to ensure steady employment 
the year round; but conditions are still 
unsatisfactory in many districts.

In conclusion it may be said that as 
a general thing the best men are the 
cheapest. Try to get good men and 
where conditions will admit of it, have 
profitable employment the year round, 
and use them as you would like to be 
used if you were in their circumstances.

The fleet, which is hunting off 
the Copper islands, are also expected 
to have good catches. This fleet includes 
the City of San Diego, Oscar and Hat­
tie, Mary Taylor, Carlotta G. Cox and 
Borealis, of the Sealing company, and 
the independent schooner South Bend. 
Each carries a white crew.

Nothing was done yesterday regard­
ing the Indian demand for an increased 
wage for the Behring Sea. More In­
dians are arriving, and there is now 
qiiite a settlement of sealers encamped 
in their tents and canoes along the 
banks of the upper harbor, and there is 
considerable “wawa” among them re­
garding the sealing wage.

Bombay, June 18.—The meteorological 
department predicts a deficiency of rain 
almost everywhere in Bombay presi­
dency, particularly at Gugerjat, and 
warns the government to prepare for a 
severe famine.

KING ALBERT DEAD.
Ruler of Saxony Expires After Long 

Illness.

Dresdon, Saxony, June 19—King Albert 
died at 8:05 p. m. today. He had been 
ill for some time.

King Albert of Saxony was born un 
April 23, 1828. He was the eldest son 
•f King Johann and of Queen Amalie, 
daughter of King Mnximiliau I. of Ba­
varia. He succeeded to the throne at 
the death of his father on October 29, 
1873. In June, 1853, he married Caro­
line, daughter of the late Prince Gus­
tave of Vasa.

The royal house of Saxony is among 
the oldest reigning, families in Europe. 
Heinrich of Eilenburg, of the family of 
Wettui, was margrave of Meisen from 
1089 to 1103, and was succeeded by his 
son, Heinrich, who in turn passed the 
sovereignty to Konrad the Great, well 
known in Saxon history. The house sub­
sequently spread in many branches, the 
elder of which is called the Ernestine 
line, is represented by the ducal fami­
lies Saxe-Cdburg-Gotha, and the grand 
ducal family of Saxe-Weimar.

The heir to the throne of Saxony is 
the King’s brother, Field Marshal 
Prince George,, who was "born in 1832.

King Albert of Saxony was the last 
of the generals who commanded the 
German army of 1870.

As His Majesty grew older he shared 
in the idealization which influenced the 

’ group of great statesmen which 
rounded William I. His sober life pro­
duce few incidents and his unobtru­
sive support of his own church, the Ro­
man Gatiholic, never caused a conflict 
■With popular opinion. The vast ma­
jority of the inhabitants of Saxony are 
Protestants.

Emperor William always referred to 
King Albert as a fatherly friend. It 
is understood that the Emperor will 
suspend his tour of the Rhine and re­
turn to Berlin to take part in the funer­
al of the dead King.
King Albert will certainly limit the fes­
tivities at Kiel, the patter ptirt of this 
month, when it Is proposed to hold a 
series of banquets. It is now not re­
garded probable that Emperor William 
will attend the Kiel regatta.

HURT IN A CHARGE.

German General Slashed by iLances of 
His Men.

Berlin, June 18.—Gen. Von Bockuud 
Pollach, commanding a division of the 
German army, has been seriously slash­
ed by the lances of his own dragoons. 
The general’s accident was a singular 
one. During the exercises the troops of 
Gen. Von Bocknnd Pollach’s command 
were charging across the field at Tilsit, 
in Prussia, when the bugle suddenly 
sounded “about face.” The general was 
immediately in the rear of the line of 
charging troopers and after they turned 
he was caught among -the lances and 
wounded. The men did not know the 
general was following them. He was 
seriously wounded In the head and neck 
and was carried to a hospital.

THE MANAGEMENT OF FARM 
LABOR.

Unquestionably there is nothing con­
nected with the business of farming 
which gives us so much annoyance, or 
which is as difficult to get on a satis­
factory basis as farm labor. There are 
varions causes which tend to bring 
about this state of things, and perhaps 
none more so than the unreasonableness 
of employers Socialists- tell us that the 
world could produce enough for its 
needs if every man worked but half the 
number of hours that is now considered 
a working day; but unfortunately on 
our Canadytn farms it seems necessary 
for the farmer and his men to put in 
each day a solid day’s work all the year 
around, and even then it is difficult to 
hold one’s own among the keen competi­
tion. In these days when the com- 
>etition between capital and labor have 

become so tense that a little extra strain 
at any time may bring about the most 
serious results, it is a matter of no 
small importance for farmers to consider 
whether something more cannot be done 
to put the labor question, as it affects 
the farm, on a better basis.

In an ideal condition of affairs, the 
employer would never ask or expect his 
men to do more work than was right 
or reasonable, and when hiring would in 
all cases be ready and willing to give 
a fair and just remuneration for services 
to be performed, and would endeavor to 
carry out a system of farming that 
would give employment to his men iu 
the slack part of the year. .The em­
ployed also would not take undue ad­
vantage of the employer because of a 
temporary scarcity of labor; would 
never shirk his work, bnt would be 
faithful in doing his duty, whether his 
employer were with him or not, and 
would in all cases he ready to put forth

'WATER RATES.

This ideg.uf. epising municipal revenue 
ont of water rates is wrong. It is an 
improper and inequitable means of rais- 
mg revenae. . Xt effects no good purpose 
in the economy of water at the seasons 
of the year when it is advisable to 
economize, because if a man is com 
peUed to pay jpore for. his water, he will 
naturally consider himself so much the 
more entitled .to a layish .nse of it. We 
also object to the meter system for rea- 
sons we have pointed out before, and 
which appear to us to be valid, particu­
larly in a city so dependent for its at­
traction upon the perennial greenery of 
its lawns and gardens. But the meter 
system might be applied in each a way 
as to prevent the wanton waste of water 
and to. remedy the inequalities of the 
present system of rating. At the pres­
ent time many are paying a.high water 
rate, and actually consuming less water 
“»* tj103* who are paying a lower rate, 
this does not appear to be just. Sup­
pose the city were to instal meters with 
a fixed minimum charge for a maximum 
amount of water, would not waste be 
prevented without necessary consump- 
tion being- in any way interfered with? 
For instance, if the lowest monthly wat­
er rate now paid were fixed as the mini­
mum charge, and the average amount of 
water used in houses of this rating al­
lowed as the maximum number of gal­
lons which could be used for this amount 
of money, there would be no restriction 
ln the necessary use of water, but there 
would be a penalty upon its waste. If a 
householder s . meter registered the use 
of a largey number of gallons than were 
permitted for the minimum rate, let him 
pay for his extra consumption at the 
rate of twenty cents per thousand gal­
lons, or whatever rate might be fixed. 
If it registered less, he would still pay 
the minimum rate as at present. It 

. that this is à gybtfem which
might be applied to everyone, and that 
it would be uniformly equitable. It 
would cause no hardship, but it would 
irevent waste. Leaky taps would soon 
ie attended to, and the habit of throw­
ing the nozzle of a hose down on the 
ground, and permitting it to run until 
a pool is formed round it, would soon be 
broken. There may be objections to 
such a system, there may be insuperable 
difficulties in the way of its practical 
adoption. We do not profess expert 
knowledge on the subject of water con­
sumption. 'But If such a system were in 
effect it would afford a mechanical check 
upon the wanton waste of water, re­
lieving those who are willing to pay for 
water, and who do pay for it, from the 
disability of not being able to secure it. 
Among the sufferers at the present time 
is the Colonist (Printing & Publishing 
company. The water tap, which supplies 
the composing room is dry every evening 
just now, at a time when water is very 
much needed, namely from seven to ten 
at night. ’ This is not as it should be 
in a city where the water supply should 
be ample and should also be properly re­
gulated. Some remedy is required, eith­
er more water or the prevention of 
waste. To raise the rates will neither

The main objection to the acceptance 
of Andrew Carnegie’s offer of a library 
building is based on the ground that he 
made his money by the exploitation of 
human labor in the industry of steel 
making. The contention that, on that 
account, his offer should be refused, can 
only be maintained by a man who not 
only considers that the wage and profit 
syeteni under which industry is organ­
ized is wrong, but who also believes 
that individuals, who are part pud par­
cel of that system, are personally re­
sponsible for it. In other words, to ob­
ject to this offer, a man must not only 
be a full-blown Socialist, but he must 
be a Socialist who considers a capitalist 
a criminal. Is it not a strange thing 
that this belief in the criminality of in­
dividuals because they are part and par­
cel of a system, with all the desire of 
persecution and ■ 
volves, was driven out of religion only 
to appear in politics, and has largely 
been driven out of politics, only to re­
appear, as strong, as virulent, as piti­
able as ever, in the field of economics? 
Have freedom of conscience and liberty 
of opinion made no progress in all the 
ages of the world? Are we to answer, 
“Yes! in politics, Yes! in religion, but No! 
in economics" Î It so, what real ad­
vance in freedom has been made, it big­
otry, and intolerance, and persecution 
have merely been transferred from sub­
jects of which the discussion is becoming 
every day more academic, to the one 
great vital issue of the modern world? 
We do not mean that spiritual religion 
is 'now less vital than it was, but that 
men have come to recognize more clear­
ly what a spiritual religion is, and have 
left the old divisions and disputes to a 
few irrecontileable sectaries. These 
speculations are, however, we are afraid, 
“caviare to the general.” They reflect 
too much the sometimes pessimism it 
tne emancipated few, and are neither 
warm nor comforting to the unemanci­
pated many whose emotions rule their 
minds, who substitute prejudice for 
reason, and, for sett-justification, must 
find the inspiration of a personal devil 
in the opinions of all who venture to 
disagree with them. It is frequently as­
serted, however, that Andrew Carnegie 
played the game of capitalist and em­
ployer of labor unfairly. That is an 
assertion which is simply untrue. It 
we lay aside the fact that the manage­
ment of the Homestead works was not 
in his hands during the riots there, and 
leave upon him the responsibility for 
the conduct of his company during that 
trouble, we must remember that the rule 
of the game in the United States is that 
it is permissible to use force to protect 
property. We do not play the game 
that way in' this country. During a la­
bor dispute the government, which Is 
charged with the protection of life and 
property, finds no difficulty in discharg­
ing its obligation in this respect. It is 
supported by a. public opinion which is 
as strong among the strikers them­
selves as in any other class of the com­
munity. But in the United States, 
things are different, and if we are hon­
est, we must acquit Andrew Carnegie 
of personal responsibility for any breach 
of the roles of the game, while histori­
cal accuracy compels us to throw doubt 
upon his personal complicity in what 
was going on. Those who would attack 
the acceptance of Mr. Carnegie’s offer 
Upon this -crénmd are acting under the 
influence of a senseless prejudice. The 
contention that we should not accept It 
because he is an American citizen is too 
puerile for -serions consideration. We 
might as well expect the people of the 
United States to reject the bequest of 
Obcil Rhodes because he was an Im­
perialist.

1CARNEGIE LIBRARY.

Tomorrow the ratepayers of 'Victoria 
vote on the Carnegie library by-laws. 
We hope that the by-law accepting the 
building will be passed, and the by-law 
providing for the purchase of a Site de­
feated. The city cannot afford1 the money 
to purchase a site when it already pos­
sesses a suitable site; and It can equally 
ill afford to reject the opportunity to 
procure a good library in a suitable 
building. We again remind the rate­
payers who are In favor of the by-law, 
that it dépends upon them to carry it, 
that there is opposition to the proposal 
in existence, and that if any ratepay­
ers, for trivial ratoons, neglect to regis­
ter their votes-, the city will be (deprived 
of the library building, and of any bet­
ter free library than we have now, 
through their negligence. ILet everyobe 
who is in favor of the library,by-law be 
sure to vote, and then there is no ques­
tion but that it will be carried. We 
publish a letter this morning from a 
correspondent who does not appear to be 
in favor of the by-law. He estimates 
the expense of maintenance at entirely 
too high a figure. The "city, at the pres­
ent time spends something in maintain­
ing a library, sb that if a site already 
owned by the city is used for the build­
ing, there will—only be the difference 
between the present annual expenditure 
and the expenditure of $5,000 a year, 
wfhich is a condition of the library, to 
meet. We cannot agree with our cor, 
respondent as to the unfairness of such 
a condition. A library building is only 
a library building, and it is nothing 
more, without a • well maintained lib­
rary inside it. It seems to ns most rea­
sonable that a library founded by an 
individual should be endowed from the 
common purse, and we do not see how 
Mr. Carnegie could have any guarantee- 
that the purpose to which he has de­
voted a large part of this fortune, would 
be carried out without some such pro­
vision for proper maintenance.

He only 
feels that he knows more about his 
contemporaries than the rest of the 
world know, and that this knowledge 
is pleasant after a fashion now and is 
likely to be useful hereafter.

“We may go further, and claim for 
the cynical temperament an element of 
positive usefulness in public life. For 
cynicism implies, among other things, a 
certain detachment, a certain faculty of 
looking all round a subject, and of get­
ting underneath the conventions in 
which it is often wrapped up. The op­
posite of cynicism is. uncritical enthusi­
asm, and of the two the latter does by 
far the more harm. The enthusiast has 
strength of -will and fixedness of pur­
pose. He gets a firm grasp of his sub­
ject, he despises obstacles, he makes 
straight for his end. But his knowl­
edge of what that end is may be ex­
tremely imperfect, and he may dress It 
up with a variety of attractions which 
do not really belong .to it. The result 
of this possibly is that he never réalités 
what it is that he is working for, and 
dies in the conviction that he has served 
mankind when he has really harmed 
them. He has hot, it is true, ever de­
rived amusement from the follies or in­
consistencies of his friends; they have 
always been to him matters of grave 
disapproval and denunciation. Bnt, on

The Money Market Review publishes 
an article which brings into clear relief 
a problem which at the present time is 
vitally interesting to Canada. We make 
no apology for giving the following

*The struggle between the commercial 
nations, of the world has hitherto been 
chiefly in connection with markets or 
outlets for their various productions; but 
although this struggle to likely to con- 
tm^è and even to increase in intensity 
during the next two or three decades, 
another and, if possible, a more import­
ant contest has already begun and will 
gradually attract conèiderable attention. 
This contest may be called the fight for 
the control of raw material. It is rath­
er curious to note how, in times gone by, 
this question *ef raw material has been 
neglected and the problems connected 
with it allowed to solve themselves. It 
seems to have been thought that, pro­
vided the money to buy was forthcom- 
in$»» it mattered little under whose con­
trol the raw material of industry lay; 
and even in the present day but few 
people recognize the immense scope of 
the question. Latterly some glimmer­
ings of intelligence upon the subject have 
been seen in Lancashire, where the dif­
ficulty of carrying on a large industry 
dependent for its supply of material upon 
a commercially hostile country is grow­
ing year by year. Cotton magnates 
are just beginning to recognize the fact 
that unless a solution can be found 
promptly the Lancashire cotton industry 
is doomed. In this particular instance 
the importance of the matter is made 
more clear by the peculiar ability shown 
m American raw cotton circles for arti­
ficially manipulating the price of the 
staple, so that the British industry is 
compelled to pay every year from two 
to three millions sterling more than it 
should do for cotton if the article were 
supplied under natural conditions. Hence 
the control of this particular kind of 
raw material is specially desired in Lan­
cashire, and the necessity for obtaining 
such control is more obvious. But this 
necessity ie equally great in every other 
industry, and eventually, under modern 
conditions of trade, only those concerns 
will survive who are in a position to 
secure it The idea underlying the var­
ious schemes of Protection how adopted 
by nearly all the great commercial na­
tions is essentially connected with this 
need for control of raw material. The 
development of each country is to be so 
guided that it can produce from its 
resources most, if not all, of its require­
ments. Economically no doubt the prin­
ciple is false and extravagant, but it is 
likely to continue in operation for a 
long while to come, and it will be our 
business, as the only commercial nation 
which has been able to do without Pro­
tection, to see that we are not at last 
shut out from the free use of the raw 
ferial we need for our industries.

The economic problem here presented 
is _ not approached from the Canadian 
point of view. But the article contains 
a remarkably clear appreciation of its 
nature as well as a very apt illustration 
of the effects of the natural, as opposed 
to the artificial, exchange of raw ma­
terial. With reference to her supplies 
of raw cotton,, Great Britain is largely

WATER RATES.

It is now generally accepted as sound 
doctrine that- it is a good thing for 
communities that they should own their 
own water supply. It is also generally 
accepted that the benefits of such own­
ership should be returned to the owners 
in more abundant supply and cheaper 
rates, and that water should not be 
made a source of revenue to the civic 
exchequer. Perhaps some benefit to the 
community might be imagined greater 
than a cheap and plentiful supply of 
water, which could only be purchased 
by making water more expensive, but 
we honestly confess that we are unable 
at the moment to conceive of or imagine 
any such benefit. It to possible also 
that there might exist some desperate 
financial strait which could be remedied 
by an increase of water rates. But we 
confess, no such strait occurs to ns which 
could not be better remedied in some 
other way. The only justification for an 
increase of water rates is the circum­
stance that the water costs more to pro­
cure and distribute than the revenue de­
rived from it. An abpndant and pure 
supply of water is to a city what a pure 
and healthy circulation of the blood is 
to an individual. Water should be dis­
tributed at cost, and the cost should be 
made as low as it can possibly be made.

-loyalty and responsibility to a party in 
the country, just so long will the self- 
interest or opinion of individuals form 
the measure and limit of the policy of 
any government, and the possibility of 
co-operative effort to develop the re­
sources of the country be denied 
This is plain speaking, but the time per­
haps has come for plain speaking, and 
for the enforcement of the lessons of 
the session which is just over upon the 
people of British Columbia. Among the 
things upon which the government may 
justly be congratulated is its policy on 
education, and the fearless, but just and 
sympathetic way in which a very diffi­
cult problem has been attacked. This 
question is closely related to the Depart­
ment of Finance, and the same energetic 
grappling with present difficulties has. 
already accomplished wonders there, 
which will have a most beneficial effect 
upon the Exchequer, and have already 
had a good influence in maintaining the 
credit of the province. The policy adopt­
ed by the government in regard to Pub­
lic Works will commend itself to those 
who have the solvency of the province 
at heart. The people of the province 
will not be slow to admit the 
difficulties in the way of the administra­
tion of the Department of (Lands and 
Works, and to give credit for the results 
already accomplished. We hope that the 
Department of Mines, possibly the most 
important in the province, will be made 
a little more useful than it has been in 
the past; there are many directions in 
which it can be organized and developed. 
In conclusion, we sincerely trust that 
the personal bitterness and rancor which 
have characterized the session may pass 
away. They are unworthy of a new 
country whose every citizen should be 
striving towards a common end, namely 
the establishment ot institutions which 
will guarantee' liberty and prosperity 
to the large population which the wealth 
of our province is attracting to Its 
shores.

-In all the the court reduced 
the assessor’s figures by $22,135, of 
which $16,536 was taken off the assess­
ment on land and $5,600 off the assess- 
ment on improvements. This makes 
the total assessment of property in the 
city $17,500,591, of "which $10,745,690 
is on land and $6,754,906 is on improve­
ments.

Last year the Court of Revision made 
a reduction of $12,680 on the assess­
ment, on land and $3,250 on improve­
ments, leaving the total assessment 
at $10,814,280 on land and $6,700,505 
on improvements.

Besides this, however, the Supreme 
court decided that the city did not have 
the right to tar Dominion government 
property which was rented, so that the 
$43,920 at which the old post office pro­
perty was assessed, and the $12,210 at 
which property on the Indian reserve, 
rented to others than Indians, was as­
sessed, included hi last year’s roll, is 
not included in the roll for this year. 
Therefore with these reductions last 
year’s roll totalled $17,354,490, as 
against $17,500,591 this year. The in­
crease this year is caused by improve­
ments made during the year, for, as a 
matter of fact, the assessment of lgnd is 
not as great, whereas improvements 
have increased by $200,000. The ap­
peals considered by the court yesterday 
follow;

The Steel Trust, with 
sublime self-abnegation, has contrived, 
by sternly increasing its dividends, to 
rednee the price of steel so phenomenally 
that we can now buy it in England $6 
per ton ehfeaper than at home, where it 
is of course more costly, because there 
are no ocean freights to pay on it. And 
these are only the beginnings df the 
trusts’ benevolent plans for us in the 
way of cutting prices. Their vast 
schemes of philanthropy will grow until 
some day, by a master stroke of 
omy, they will so cheapen life itself that 
it will hardly be worth living.—New 
York World.

“Her Majesty cannot be supposed to 
have a private opinion apart from toat 
of her responsible advisers.” So we are 
gravely told by Sir Erekine May, the 
erudite Clerk of the House of Commons, 
referring to Queen Victoria, in his stand­
ard work on “Parliamentry Practice.” 
The sentence is curiously phrased; but 
what, of course, it means is that the 
Sovereign must not he influenced by his 
personal predilections in his attitude to­
wards public affairs, at least to the ex­
tent of opposing, or refusing to act upon 
the advice of his Ministers.. In like 
manner, it is a breach of order in both 
houses of Parliament to mention the 
name of the Sovereign with a view to 
affect the course of legislation. 
December 17, 1783, the House of Com­
mons adopted the following resolution:

Resolved—That it is now necessary 
to declare that to report any opinion, 
or pretended opinion, of his Majesty 
upon any bill, or other proceeding de­
pending in either House of Parliament, 
with a view to influence toe votes of 
Members, is a high crime and misde­
meanor, derogatory to toe honor of the 
Crown, q breach of toe fundamental 
privileges of Parliament, and subver-, 

of the Constitution of the country 
On February 26, 1808, Tierney, speak­

ing in toe House of Commons 
Canning: “The right hon. gentleman has 
forfeited toe good opinion of the coun­
try, of the House and, as I believe, of 
his Sovereign.” The Speaker at once 
interposed and called Tierney to order 
for having introduced toe personal opin­
ion of toe Sovereign into the debate.

The Crown has, in theory, been- shorn 
of none of its ancient rights and privi­
leges. All the executive powers in­
volved in the prerogative are still vest­
ed in the Sovereign alone. Bnt under 
toe unwritten laws and customs of the 
Constitution, which have gradually 
grown up since toe revolution of 1688, 
silently, as it were, and almost imper- 
ceptiby, the executive powers that are 
necessary to the smooth working of the 
Constitution are now put into operation 
solely on toe advice and through the in­
strumentality of toe Ministère. The old 
constitutional maxim: “The King can 
do no wrong,” which has come down to 
ns from far-off days when the “Divine 
right of Kings” was an article of relig­
ious belief, therefore obtains in toe 
tereeKeth century, not in toe sense toat 
the King is personally infallible, but in 
the sense that if any evil or injustice is 
wrought by the executive acts of Gov­
ernment which are done in the Sover-

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H.M.S. DIAMOND ROCK.

A Famous Spot in Martinique Which 
May be Doomed.

Ou the southern coast of Martinique, 
separated from the mainland by a deei» 
channel, lies the perilous, weather 
r^aten rock, known to the people of the 
West Indies as H.M.S. Diamond Rock. 
Whenever a British admiral approaches 
this famous spot the ensign is dipped 
jjjjd the band plays “Rule Britannia.” 
I he honor is well deserved for Diamond 
Rock was once borne on the books of 
the British Admiralty a-s an English 
sloop-of-war, In Charles Kngsley’s book 
At Last, the following history is given : 

On In the end of 1803 Sir Samuel Hood 
*>aw that the French ships passing to 

j rt. Royal harbor in Martinique escap­
ed him by running through the deep 
channel between Port du Diamante and 
this same rock, which rises sheer out of 
the water 600 feet, and is about a mile 
round and only accessible at a point to 
the leeward, and even then only when 
there is no surf. He who lands, it*is said, 
has then to creep through crannies and 
dangerous steeps round to the windward 
side, when the eye is suddenly relieved

clinging by innumerable air roots to the 

said of cracks of tbe stone.
So Hood, with that inspiration of 

genius so common among sailors, 
laid his seventy-four, the Centaur, close 
alongside the Diamond, made a hawser, 
with a* traveler on it fast to the ship 
and to the top of the rock, and in Jn 
ary, 1804. got three long twentv-1 
and two eighteens hauled up far. >ve 
the masthead by sailors, who, a< they 
nung like dusters, appeared like mice 
hauling a little sausage. Scarcely could 
we hear the governor on the top* direct­
ing them with his trumpet; the Cent.-mr

In this strange fortress Lieutenant 
James Wilkie Maurice (let his name be 
recollected as one of England’s 
gotten worthies) was established with 
120 men and boys and ammunition, pro­
visions and water for four months: and 
the rock was borne on the books of the 
Admiralty as His Majesty’s Ship Dia­
mond Rock and swept the seas with her

Oriental advices t» June 6 were re­
ceived by the Victoria. They contain 
the information that the remains of the 
late Li Hung Chang have been re­
moved to his native village for inter­
ment. Many people witnessed the re­
moval.

All the bodies of the officers and sol­
diers lost in the terrible snowstorm in 
Awomori, Japan, last winter, have been 
recovered, and grand religious services 
will he held daring the present month. 
The sum of 183,289 yen has been col­
lected for the relief of'the manned sur­
vivors and families of tne deceased.

The state of the famine districts of 
the province of Whang-ha, Korea, is de­
plorable. In Yunan scores of dropsical 
sufferers are lying by the roadsides on 
the verge of starvation. In the Kyo-ha 
district conditions are even worse. The 
people have been driven by hunger to 
tear hark of trees to eat, and under one 
tree five dead bodies were found. In 
the town of Im-ehiun a family suffering 
from starvation were driven to eating 
the bodies of two of their younger chil­
dren.

On May 25 the rebels in the Taichu 
district of Formosa had promised to lay 
down their arms, and the Japanese ar- a 
ranged for celebrations of the event in 
three different places. While the cele­
brations were in progress the rebels at­
tacked the Japanese gnards, shooting 
seven of them. The rebels were, how­
ever, routed and 189 of them, including 
several leaders, were killed. A week 
later, a hamlet held by titig rebels was 
taken, and the leader, Liu, was taken. 
The rebels, when they saw that there 
was no escape, killed their women and 
children.

The severity of the Boxer rising in 
Chihli seems to have heen greatly exag­
gerated. Instead of there being 30,- 
000 Boxers in the field, there were but 
10,000, and they were twice severely 
defeated by the troops of the viceroy. 
Among the slain was Kin, the Boxer 
leader, who killed his wife and family 
before taking the field at the head of 
the rebels.

Plague is on the increase in Formosa.
On May 26 nine fresh cases and seven 
deaths occurred in Taipeh, one case and 
one death at Kelung, one case and a 
death at Ensuiko and seven cases with 
two deaths at Taman.' Since January 
last there have been 1,369 cases and 
991 deaths in Formosa.

An accident of a shocking description 
occurred at the' South Fork, Taku. 
Coolies were engaged in digging deep- 
down in order to raise the piles that had 
been driven by the Chinese in the course 
of construction of the fort. When a 
sufficiently deep hole had been made, 
ihreè men went down to help to lift the 
pile away. While they were doing so, 
the earth being of a lose, sandy na­
ture, and the hole deep and abrupt, the 
ground caved in aud buried the three 
coolies up to their necks. It being 
flood tide the water rose and rapidly 
closed in over the three unfortunate 
men, in sight of the others, who were 
unable to extricate them in time. They 
died a terrible death, hopelessly watch­
ing the water come up till they were 
drowned inch by inch. The men were 
employed by a Chinese contractor, who 
is leveling the South Fork under direc­
tion of the French.

A second big fire occurred in Hong­
kong last month, resulting in the de­
struction of 16 houses and a loss of 
$200,000.

Vancouver, B. C„ June 19.—The an­

nouncement was made today to the 
Golonist correspondent by John Hendry, 
representative of the company, that the 
construction of the "Vancouver, West­
minster, Northern & Yukon railway be­
tween this city and New Westminster 
will be commenced at once if Vancouver 
grants terminal • facilities. Coincident 
with the commencement of the con­
struction locally, Mr. Hendry says the 
line from New Westminster" to Midway 
under the V., V. & E. charter will also 
be begun, thus affording Vancouver the 
direct communication so long desired 
with the interior.

The V. W. N. & Y. will construct their 
line between Vancouver and New West­
minster without a bonus. The line To 
the interior over the V., V. & E. route 
will also be built without a bonus, the 
commercial importance of such an under­
taking having appealed to the board of 
directors.

-What is one of the most important 
matters is the connection with the prin­
cipal transcontinental railways V 
will be afforded. The V., V,T£ E. wilt 
connect with the Northern Pacific at 
Suinas, at once bringTug this prominent 
line directly into this city. The Great 
Northern, which at present has a ter? 
minus at Brownsville across the river 
from New Westminster, will also enter 
Vancouver direct over the line of the 
V., W., N. & Y. This will give Van­
couver connection with all the railways 
which cross the continent in the Northern 
part, and add considerably to the city’s 
importance as a commercial centre. It 
was hoped, Mr. Hendry said, to have ob­
tained assistance from the provincial 
government for the construction of that 
part of the system northward to Ques- 
n.el, and had this been granted, announce­
ment would also have been made today 
that this was to be commeuced also at a 
very early date. It is expected, how­
ever, that this will yet be satisfactorily 
arranged, and that the line will be ex­
tended through that mining and agricul­
tural country, which extends between 
this city and the Cariboo district.

A peculiar feature in the dairy market- 
in Vancouver is that local creamery but­
ter is selling for 21 cents wholesale, and 
wholesalers cannot import butter at 
those figures. This state of affairs pre­
vail in spite of the fact that the British 
■Columbia creameries cannot supply the 
demand. There does not seen to be any 
fight on between the creameries, and the 
only explanation given by dealers is that 
each creamery is afraid to advance 
prices as unprofitable competition might 
result. The last quotations for the 
Northwest was 21 cents on board cars 
at Calgary. It would cost two cents to 
bring the butter to Vancouver, and the 
dealer would have to add two cents to 
bring the imported butter up to 25 cents. 
The local creamery butter is selling at 
21. Previously local butter sold five 
ceuts higher than the imported article.

It measured 120 
feet in length—a. mammoth,- Naught 
could be told of how the monster came 
to its death. One thing was certain— 
life had not long been extinct, possibly 
net more than two Weeks, for Captain 
Bellong of the Tyee was able .to dis­
pose of it to the Indians at Neah Bay, 
and they have since been holding a 
prolonged feast of much ceremony on 
the remains.

Now, says the San-Francisco Bulletin 
of Thursday, sailor men are wondering 
deeply if ah is well with the Scottish 
Hills. They are thinking of the lumber 
that has been found and identified as 
belonging to her, and they are thinking 
of the dead whale and the derelict, and 
thq fate of a steel ship of the Hills 
class after one good clip from the tail 
of such a leviathan.

The circumstances are indeed indica­
tive of some ill-luck having overtaken 
the ship, says the Bulletin. They have 
been discussed for a week past, but the 
report of the derelict which reached San 
Francisco on Thursday by the steamer 
Alameda from Honolulu has given them 
a new importance. The Australian liner 
Miowera, which sailed from Victoria and 
Vancouver on May 30, sighted the dead 
ship the following day. It was in the 
afternoon, but it was impossible to tell 
what its size was or anything that would 
lead to identity. There it lay heaving 
and rolling in the sea, waiting like a 
vengeance determined to kill some other 
craft and bear it company to the port 

'of missing ships.
The steel of which ships like the Scot­

tish Hills are constructed is necessarily 
much thinner than iron and will not 
stand mnoh of a smashing broadside on. 
•It is imagined in the North and here

Thus 
the Siwash settled on the Coast sub­
sequent to the mound builders. I have 
also fonnd that the genealogies- of the 
chiefs do not go back more than nine or 
ten generations throughout the Coast, or 
about 250 years. I believe the Siwash 
is of the Oceanic race. They are of 
common origin on the Coast, but owing 
to tribes living widely apart their lan­
guage is as different after 260 years, as 
Spanish is different from Italian or

Salmon is a common 
article of food with all tribes, and if 
salmon existed in the country they mi­
grated from they would have a common

Makes a Speech on Religion at AIx.

Atx-La-Chapelle, Prussia, June 20. — A 
striking speech on religion was delivered 
by Emperor William at the city hall after 
his arrival at AIx-La-Chappelle, accompan­
ied by the Empress and Crown Prince 
Frederick William, on his way from Bonn, 
where Their Majesties attended the cele­
bration of the combined centennial of the 
raising of the, Bonn Hussars anfl the Es­
tablishment of the Boussarls Hussars, of 
which HIS Majesty and the Crown Prince 
are members.

The Emperor said during his speech: “It 
mast not be forgotten that the Empire was 
rooted In simplicity and fear at God. I look 
to all to help me uphold religion among the 
people In order that the German name 
may preserve Its health and strength. This 
applies equally to the two creeds. Catholic 
and Protestant. It Is with pride and Joy that 
I am able to tell you that the Pope said 
to my special ambassador who went to 
Rome on the Occasion of the Holy Father's 
Jubilee that he had always kept a high 
opinion of the piety of Germans and 
especially of that of the German army. 
The Pope asked my ambassador to tell his 
sovereign that the country In Barone where 
control, order and discipline still prevailed, 
with respect for authority and regard for 
the church, and where the church could 
live, was the German Empire, and for that 
the Papal See was Indebted to the Ger­
mans."
