It was plunging along at the rate of 
forty miles an hour. Just half way 
between Chicago Heights and Glenwood 
there is a sharp curve. As the picnic 
train tore around this on the south- 
pound track, a freight train was back­
ing from the southbound to the north­
bound track. It was partly on both 
tracks and no train could have passed 
it in either direction. The bend is so 
sharp that the engineer of the picnic 
train did not see the freight until he 
was about on it. It was too laite to 
do anything but to set the brakeç, but 
before they could take effect the pas­
senger train smashed iuto the freight 
at full speed. The locomotive and bag­
gage car of the passenger train went 
through the freight and were piled up 
m a heap of wreckage on the further 
side of the switch track. The first 
coach of the picnic train plunged into 
the wreckage and buried itself in a 
mass of kindling wood.

Nearly all the passengers in the first 
ooahe were caught beneath the mask, 
and it was here the loss of life oc­
curred. The people in the rear coaches 
were hurled from their seats and many 
of them were bruised, but all of the 
serious casualties occurred iu the first 
car. The uninjured passengers and 

army trainmen at once hastened to the re­
lief of those who were pinned under 
the wreckage. The wreck Vas about 
two miles from any station and much 
delay ensued- before some of the injured, 
who were held down by heavy timbers, 
could be extricated. Nothing could be 
done for them until lifting machinery 
came from Chicago Heights. The first 
train to arrive at the wreck came from 
Chicago Heights, and it carried six 
physicians. A short time afterward a 
second train arrived from Glenwood, 
bringing additional physicians and a 
number of nurses. Darkness had fallen 
and rescue work went on by the light 
of bonfires. A regular relief train was 

at Glenwood and it brought 
and wounded to Chicago. 

Engineer Hoxie and the crew of the 
freight, say that ther train parted at 
Chicago Heights and the break was not 
noticed until the train was nearing Glen­
wood, causing delay. The freight engi­
neer knew that the excursion train was

Taking of Evidence in Regard to Union. 
Methods Proceeds Slo.wly.,

In th.e Supreme court, before Mr.. 
Justice Duff and a special iury, the 
hearing of the action of the Centre Star 
Company against the Rossland Miners’ 
Union for damages for loss caused by 
the strike, was resumed yesterday. The 
day was occupied in the examination 
by Sir Hibbert Tupper and the cross- 
examination by Mr. S. S. Taylor of 
several former members of the union 
who nàd been put on the “scab” list 
for working during the, strike. These 
witnesses deposed that the reasons given 
'by the executive of the union for calling 
the strike were the $2.50 rate paid to 
muckers, the refusal of the companies 
to allow a walking delegate rejoicing 
in the name of,Hoolihan in the mines, 
and some other difference referred to in­
definitely as the “bone of contention.” 
Evidence also was given as to the form 
of the obligation taken by the miners 
joiuing the union. Mr. Taylor produced 
a written obligation, purporting to be 
that used at the union initiations, and 
the witnesses identified it The obliga­
tion is that the member must conform 
to the rules and regulations.of the union 
and must not work for a less wage than 
tlie Tate established by the union; and 
that he must keep secret all the busi­
ness of the union and not disclose same 
-whether he remain a member of the 
union or not. Being cross-examined as 
to their action in giving information 
to the plaintiff company or its solici­
tor, thes witnesses said, in effect, that» 
having been put on the tkseab” list by 
the union, they felt justified in taking 
the action they had.

These 
things can be offered in excuse for their 
murderous work, but surely it was not 
necessary to confine the gunfire to the 
upper works of the vessel and belch 
the man-killing shrapnel across the 
crowded decks. The carnage on those 
decks was awful. Where once the 
rattan steamer chairs had been placed 
with reclining tourists sipping cool 
drinks and watching the peaceful game 
of shuffleboard, the bleeding and torn 
bodies were being heaped up and amidst 
the dead, with the streams of blood 
still flowing from them across the deck 
board to the scuppers, men were falling 
on Itheir swords, cutting their stomachs 
open, as the Samurai did, shooting 
themselves and jumping into the sea, 
seeking to drown.

Try Purse Seines.—it as reported that 
the B. C. Packers’ Association has de­
termined to put in purse seines in the 
salmon fishing grounds in the Straits.

Vancouver, July 9.—The doors of the 
First Baptist church closed last night 
on a most successful and the largest 
Baptist convention ever held in British 
Columbia.

F. Vichert delivered the charge to the 
candidate and bade him look to his best 
interests in body, soul and spirit. Mr. 
J. H. Banton delivered the ordination 
prayer, and the newly ordained pastor 
received the right hand of fellowship 
from Rev. P. H. McEwen. Mr. Walk­
er will continue his pastorship at Nel­
son.

The report of the committee appoint­
ed for that purpose advised the reviv­
ing of the denominational organ “The 
Western Baptist,” and it was decided 
that the first of the new numbers shall 
be published on October 31.

Steamer Vancouver Success- 
fully Floated—A Severe 

Electrical Storm.
Reports As to Intention of Mr. 

Hill and A Iso of the 
C. P. R.

Montreal, July 12.—The Dominion lin­
er Vancouver, which went aground 
near Sorel on July 2nd, was floated 
Saturday afternoon and has arrived in 
port uninjured. She will sail for Liver­
pool on July 23. |

Fire at an early hour this morning 
did damage estimated at between twenty 
and twenty-five thousand dollars to the 
boiler shop of the Grand Trunk rail­
way at the company’s works, Point St.

The city directory, shows that the 
population of Montreal is now 294,000 
and of the immediately adjoining sub­
urbs 79,000, a total of 373,000. There 
are 105,000 names in the directory.

F. W. Peters, general freight and pas­
senger agent of the C. P. R., and Harry 
E. McDonald, general freight agent, 
struck the Boundary the other day.

He is reported to have said: “Nature 
plays no favorites, and It Is Just as diffi­
cult for one railway to get over Sydney 
mountain as another. No suitable pass 
has been discovered into the Slmilkameen 
and to build a road on present Informa8 
tion would mean a lengthy detour of ex­
pensive railway building.

“But the C. P .R. can reach the Slmil­
kameen In another way. The Daly com­
pany at Hedley is always in a position to 
give the railway a big tonnage. Their 
mines can be quickly placed on a shipping 
basis and the Slmilkameen and Nicola are 
today the most attractive fields In British 
Columbia for a new railway. By the time 
Hill could reach there the C. P. R. could 
be installed and would have the cream of 
the trade In a district which is bound to 
become the banner camp in British Colum­
bia. The C. P. R. Is no quitter, and Its 
officers enjoy a battle just as much as any 
railway men. It Is not supposed the big 
Canadian railway company is going to sit 
idly by and allow that awful man Hill to 
gobble up all the good things in the way 
of freight ln Southern British Columbia.”

In a description of the proposed opening 
of the Westminster bridge, the Seattle 
Times of Sunday last makes the state­
ment that surveyors have started in from 
Oroville, Washington state, to try and 
find a pass through to the rich Similka- 
meen country and that J. J. Hill is only 
waiting for the discovery of an easy grade 
to the valley to build the road. H. W. 
Findlay, who has just returned from a trip 
through the Kootenays, says that all the 
talk - in the interior in railroad circles là 
Hill’s schemes to get Into Nicola Valley and 
the Slmilkameen. Most of those who pre­
tend to have given the matter much con­
sideration say that Hill, who has 
one thousand men rushing to completion 
the branch between Grand Forks and 
Phoenix, Is starting on a branch line from 
Gurley to Midway and will go from Mid­
way into the Slmilkameen. There Is noth­
ing at Midway for a railway and the C. 
P. R. has also bnilt to this point. It Is 
believed that Hill has acquired large In­
terests In the valleys, and he will soon 
have his connections from Vancouver to 
Slmilkameen.

Berlin, July 12.—The eemi-offleial 
newspapers deny that any political 
character attaches to the telegram sent 
by Emperor William to the colonel of 
the Walborg (Finland) regiment, of 
which His Majesty is honorary colonel- 
in-chief, in which he congratulates the 
regiment on the prospect of meeting 
thç Japanese, adding that he was proud 
it: .would have the -honor of fighting 
for ri» Emperor and fatherland and the 
fame of the Russian arany, concluding 
with the expression of his sincere wishes 
ïor tie reximeut and with a prayer 
that God might bless its standards. The 
papers recall a similar message sent 
by the Emperor to a regiment of Brit­
ish dragoons, of which he was honor­
ary colonel, before its departure for 
South Africa during the Boer war, and 
points out the fact that His Majesty, 
at the spring parade at Potsdam, ex­
pressed to the Japanese military at­
tache bis admiration for the bravery 
of the Japanese troops. They say that 
the message was purely a courtly and 
military one from a soldier’s point of 
view, that the greatest honor a regi­
ment can have is to be sent to the front. 
The deduction that the Emperor’s tele­
gram presages a German alliance can 
not be shared by the Russian govern­
ment, whmh well knows that a breach 
of neutrality on the part of Germany 
would give the signal for a niuversal 
war.

GERMAN SHIP SEIZED.

Russian Volunteer Fleet Said to Ha 
Taken a Lloyd Steamer.

Berlin, July 16.—The foreign offi 
confirms the report of the 
the Lloyd steamçr Prinz H 
the Russian volunteer ship Smolensk 
in the Red Sea, but declines to discui 
the political features of the case at th 
stage and does not indicate what stej 
it intends to take. The Tagebla 
says: “A speedy explanation of th 
Russian action against the Emperor 
flag is imperatively necessary. Stej 
must be taken that a disavowal is mai1 
and that the Russian arbitrary acts ai 
avoided in the future. ”

The Lokal Auzeiger thinks the se*i 
ure will be most hard to justify. If 
is found that the Russian action i 
contrary to the law of nations the Gei 
man government will not hesitate to fin 
a remedy in its broadest sense.
