REPORTED FALLEN

London Has .Rumor that the
Fortress Has Been
Captured.

London, July ﬁ.—There is published
this morning a rumor that Port Arthur
‘has fallen, but it is discredited and
lacks confirmation of any sort.

The despatches from correspondents
at the seat of war published in_ this
morning’s London newspapers, do. mot
give any confirmation of the sensational
reports of dapanese losses at Port
Arthur. The correspondent of the Daily
Telegraph sends official despatches giy-
ing the progress of the Takushan army
up to July 11, on which . date the
heights south of Sekisaiyu were stormed
and - taken after a stubborn resistance.
The Russians, the despatch says, have

retired tmm.éenkiayu, ‘where they had
strongly fortified positions.

JAPANESE TAKUSHAN
ARMY HEARD FROM
Moving Northwest In Two Col-

umns And Driving the Rus-
slans Back.

Tokio, July 12.—The Japanese Taku-
shan army is moving northwest from
Simyen. It fought a series of ‘small
battles with the Russians on July 9th
and 10th, THhe army is divided into two
columns, which advanced against the
Russians. When the first column ap-
proached Chikaunking the Russians re-
treated southwest through ' the valley,
but at 5 o’clqck in the evening they
took up a position on the right, west
of Chouchang. The Russians were dis-
lodged at dusk, when the second Japa-
lese column advanced along the road
toward Theongchia, repulsing small
bodies of the eneuly en route. They
attacked the advance line of the Rus-
sians, near Siutanglaku. The Russians
were reinforced and compelled the Jap-
anese to withdraw.

At dawn on July 10th both columns
attacked and dislodged the Russians
from the heights = west of Sinchiaku.
The Japanese pursued them and again
attacked a strong position held by the
Russians at Siutehikou. After a des-
perate fight the Japanese ocupied the
position.  After oceupying Kaichou,
General Oku’s. army ‘on Sunday moved
northward. The Russians have strong
defences at “Tapinshan, Niusenthian,
Nangmatai, Chinghishan and a camp
near Kuochiapao. General Okn will
probably attack these positions as soon
as his troops are rested.

In the fights of July 8th and 9th the
Japanese lost about 150 men. The Rus.

It is with regret that we announce in
our Ottawa correspondence the decision
of Senator Templeman to yield to the
exigencies of the political situation, and
agree not to move an amendment to the
Grand Trunk Pacific bill, providing for
the construction of the line from the
coast simultaneously with the com-
mencement of the other sections of the
railway.

CORRESPONDENT AT THE SEAT

OF WAR,

Tokio, July 1—I am still in Tokio;

in pursuit of the raiding cruisers. The
air was thick with rumors of a mnaval
battle somewhere in the Sea of Japan.
Newsboys were busily selling extras, as
their bells clanged in the streets to
tell of all this, and one yellow paper
lssued an extra to tell of “a Russian
cruiser having been sunk.”” But it
hadn’t, Later the officials at Moji,
Sasebo and other naval stations under
Whose nose, as it were, the enemy had
done this thing, told the tale; the tale
of a tragedy to several transports. * The
1dzumi Maru was the. first to encounter
the Russians. She will be remembered
in Victoria as one of the earlier liners
which called at the ocean docks with
the flag of the Nippon Yusen Kaisha
at her truck. Recently she carried cot-
ton to Bombay. She was returning
from the Liaotung peninsula with re-
iurned stores and a small company on

. These people were received on
board the Russian cruiser Gromboboi,
from which a'few hours later they wit-
nessed a slaughter of their countrymen
on the Hitachi Maru, and ‘the steamer
was torpedoed and sunk. The Russian
cruisers then steamed further into sheir
foes’ waters, right fnto the Genkai sea,
despite the faet that Admiral Kami-
mura and his squadron, whieh was
twice the size of that of the Russian,
was but a few hours’ steaming from
them. Soon after the Idzumi Maru was
sunk, the guardship Tsushima, on watch
at the Tsushima straits, sighted the
enemy’s vessels and gave the alarm.
Admiral Kamimura at once left—this
was at 9:27 a.m.—with all his fighting
strength to give battle to the enemy.
But he could not find him. Curtained
in a fog, the Russian cruisers evaded
Admiral Kamimura and his fleet and
sunk or disabled two more transports,
the Hitachi Maru and Sado Maru, both
European liners of the Nippon Yusen
Kaisha line, and each of over six thou-
sand tons capacity. The Sado Maru
was torpedoed and left drifting, dis-
abled, while the Hitachi Maru was
sunk by torpedoes and gunfire, and
many of her crew and soldiers were
slaughtered. And all the while Admiral
Kamimura and his fleet wwere search-
ing, vainly, not more than forty miles
away. They heard the cannonading.

The Hitachi Maran and Sado Maru
were two of some twenty transports
which sailed within a few days of each+
other for the Liaotung peninsula, con-
taining part of the army to which I am,
“ttheoretically,” attached; that which is
to assail Port Arthur. The two trans-
ports sailed together from Shiminoseki
on the morning of Jume 15th soon after
daylight. The Hitachi Maru carried
1,095 officers and men of the Azabu di-
vision of reserves of the Imperial
Guards of Tokio, mostly married men
and veterans of the Chinese and For-
mosan campaigns, under Lieut.-Colonel
Suchi; 120 officers and crew of the
steamer, including three Englishmen,
or rather, Scotsmen; Capt. J. W. Camp-
bell first officer, Samuel Joseph Bishop
and Chief Engineer James Gl;ss. Ship-
ping men of Victoria will probably have
an acquaintance with them, for all had
made ome or more voyages to Victoria
on different vessels of the Nippon Yusen
Kaisha line. There were also 320 horses
and a quantity of war munitions on
board the steamer. The Sado Maru
carried 1,146 combatants and non-com-
batants. She had amongst her comple-
ment & number of railway men, and
in her cargo was a large amount of
steel rails intended to be laid as a mili-
tary line to move UX the heavy siege
‘guns towards Port Arthur. The siege
Buns were on one of the transports
which sailed earlier and have been
Janded safely on the Liaotung penin-
sula, whither the greater portion of
the soldiers on the transports which
voyaged safely have mlso been landed
to augment General Nogi’s army for
the attack on Port Arthur: to which
General Oku’s army gave “place, after
taking Nanshan hill, to go north to de-
feat the enemy so signally at Tehlissu.
But I diverge; this is to tell the
tragedy of the transports.

The Hitachi Maru and Sado “Maru
were in the Genkai sea. The weather
was dirty, the sea heavy and the hori-
zon enveloped in fog. About forty or
fifty miles out, at 10 a.m., the officers
suddenly made out three crnisers, two
four-funnelled and one two-funnelled.
They were obscured in the smother,
but there was mo mistaking them. They
Wwere Russian cruisers. The - Hitachi
Maru and Sado Maru were steering al-
most parallel courses, and the enemy’s
ships were seen from both of them,
As to what followed ‘accounts differ,
This fis clear though—I have talked to
mnay survivors—that the unfortunate
transports were within @ thousand me-
tres of the enemy’s vessels when they
sighted. them. All too close to escape.
Some say Oaptain Campbell hoisted two
signals ‘they could mot understand and
dashed his vessel at full speed towards
2 eruiser. as though to'ram her, when
the engines were disabled by shell fire,
Others say that, as did the Sado Maru,
he turned to run after the warning shot
had been fired across her bows and the
signal made to heave to. However,
this much §s centain, The Russians at
once opened fire on the vessel. soon dis-
abling her by breaking the .engines in
an explosion which not only disabled
the machinery but exploded a maga-
zine and_killed some two hundped men.
Meanwhile another cruiser overhauled
the Sado Maru and fired a torpedo at
her hull near the engines, causing her
disablement.  The crew believed  she
was sinking. Then the Sado Mamu’s

The regimental ftag floated from a
jackstaff at the vessel’s stern. It had
been torn by the enemy’s shot. Lieut.-
Colonel Suchi ordered that it be - de-
stroyed. Sub-Lieut. Okubo climbed ap
onto the rail amidst the main of fire
to cut away the flag. A man behind
him, engaged ‘in unshipping the jack-
staff, was struck by a shell and killed,
but the gallant officer was unseathed.
He tore away the flag and burned it.
The jackstaff was broken and burned.
Better that than that it should fall into
the hands of the foe. = Lieut.-Colonel
Suchi—I saw him hut three weeks ago
when we went to Shimashi to see the
send-off iwhich the people of Tokio gave
his men—went to his cabin, and, after
destroying the regimental papers, he
kmelt on the deck and: committed “hara-
kari.” This has been the practice of
the fighting men of Japan for ages.
‘They kneel, and, with a sword and a
dirk, rip open their stomachs, disem-
bowelling themselves; a painful death
but considered an honorable one. Capt.
Hashimoto shot himself; Lieut, Naga
fell on his sword. Mauny followed these
examples. The scene on the steamer’s
deck was am awful one. Dead, the
corpses mostly mangled by the shrap-
nel fired at such close range—the Rus-
sian cruisers came almost alongside at
one period—were heaped about the deck,
wounded, groaning in terrible agony,
clutched at the bent railing and at the
thresholds of the splintered deck cabins,
moaning to the living to bring water
and bandages. Amidst the stricken liv-
ing and the mangled dead, many were
suiciding, blowing their brains out with
revolvers, shooting their friends, falling
on their swords or committing “hara-
kari” as their forefathers did in the
days of old Japan. Some were kneeling
by the side of wounded comrades, ban-
daging their wounds even until the
steamer took her final plunge, and,
stern first, went singing into the blue
waters of the Sea of Japan, which hid
ihe cruel tragedy.

The Russians semed bent on slaugh-
ter. Many of the soldiers of the Hi-
tachi Maru jumped into the sea, and the
survivors say they were fired upon as
they swam or drifted.on wreckage. A

Here, as elsewhere, a .man’s value is
appreciated when he is dead. Captain
OCampbell had been in the service of
the Nippon Yusen Kaisha for thirteen
years. He had been mostly on the Eu-
ropean liners, but made one or two
trips to Victonia. The Japanese Em-
peror had conferred upon him the sixth
class order of the Sacred Treasure for
seryice rendered during the China-Japan
war, when he commanded a transport,
He was, however, not among those the |
fishermen heafd calling for shelp in the
mist from the face of the waters,
where, as the fishermen tell ‘the story,
the sea was thick with corpses and
with living men clinging to wooden sad-
dles, on life buoys and wreckage.

The Russians steamed north, doubling
as they went, and successfully eluded
Admiral Kamimura. The weather aid-
ed them. A thick fog had settled down,
covering the waters; nature’s curtain to
hide ‘the butchery.

W. A. Bell of Vancouver' writes the fol-
lowing letter to the News-Advertiser
about the discovery of scheelite in Cari-
boe:

Sir—In this morning’s editien of the
News-Advertiser appears a conspicuous
announcement that a valuable deposit of
scheelite or tungstate of lime has .been
discovered in the Cariboo district. Fur-
thermore it is stated that the Provinecial
Miuveralogist says that the discovery is
more valuable than a gold find, and that
the only other place where the mineral
‘has been fonnd is in Northern Australia.
In justice to the authority named it is
only fair to snrmise that. he has been mis-
quoted or misunderstood. At the same
time it is but right in the interests of the
public, which it has always been your ob-
Ject to protect, to correctly state the facts
concerning this mineral. . In the first place,
scheelite, rightly named from the discover-
er, Scheel, contains, when pure, 56 parts
of lime combined with 282 parts of tung-
stic oxide, or 80.5 per cent. of tungstic ox-
ide in the mineral.

Sharp Advance in East and a
Beef Famine Is Ex-
pected.

Chicago,” July 13.—Today bore out the
predictions of the packing house pro-
prietors that the big strike would not
cause a stoppage of operations. -At the
abattoir district business moved slowly.
All the packing houses report that they
were slaughtering a' little. Every de-
partment was said to be doing ‘some
work; not much, but some, and was’ ex-~
pected to increase the aetivity tomors
row.- Loading and shipping  was in
progress, though heaviiy curtailed, as
was the buying of cattle. Some hun-
dreds of new workmen were put to
work in the places which had been va-
cated in thousands. On the other hand,
tgxe strike spread somewhat by the ac-
tion of the teamsters, who refused to
handle produet touched by the newly
hired non-union worxmen. This refusal
was usnally based on the piea that a
different course, contracts notwithstand-
ing, would put the teamster in peril of
his life,
Extensive_ sleeping cots and cooking
apparatus for strike-breakers at the va-
Tious packing houses were apparently
the main excuse for the action by the
teamsters.
The packing house proprietors did not
appear to share the alleged fear of the
mobs. J. Ogden Armour alone in a
runabout, made a tour of the stock
yards, and of the streets adjacent. He
Was recognized all along the way by
the strikers, but met with no demon-
stration.
One of the most interesting state-
ments made today regarding the strike
Situation came from Miss Mary E. Me-
owell of the University of Chicago
settlement near the stock yards. She
said the greatest difficulty the union
workmen had to expect was that pre-
sented by the “cattle workers,” who she
said was at the beck and call of the
Qlaut superintendents. ‘There are about
9,000 of this class of laborers around
the yards, looking for work, according
to Miss Mchwell, and the regular
workmen are in constant fear they will
be suppla.nted.. Many of these work-
men, it is said, are now being en-
saged to take the places of the strik-
ers, Miss McDowell made the. remark:
I do not expect serious trouble unless
the troops are called out.”
