The Iron Question.

At the conference yesterday in the custom
house Messrs. Worthington and Collins, re-
presenting American capitalists belonging to
Cincinnatiand Toledo,presented figures show-
ing the terms upon which they would under-
take to establish furnaces and rolling mills at
Toronto, making an investment of some two
million dollars capital and employing from 2500
to 3000 men. Their terms are, in brief, a bonus
of $6 on every ton of pig iron produced, and
$18 on every ton of wrought iron or merchant
bar. i

It may as well be said at once that no gov-
ernment could propose anything like this to
parli t. The figuresare too big; they are
at firg w beyond being considered at all.
Weshall get to the pith and point of the whole
matter at once by saying that the calculations
submitted by our American friends show the
cost of iron productioh to be about the same
here as in Ohio or Pennsylvania, except for
the single item of coal—a most important one
of course. The ore would be delivered rather
cheaper there than here, while labor would be
\bout the *same. The cost of coal,-or coke
rather, which it is proposed K to use,
makes the whole difference. Pennsylvania
coke would cost about $8 per ton delivered at
Lake Ontario ports, half of which would be
for freight. As all American furnaces and
rolling mills are not exactly located at Con-
nellsville, the centre of coke production, we
inay assume that most of them have to pay at
least a dollar a ton freiglht on the coke they
use. That would make a disadvantage of say
tliree dollars per ton on coke, which has to be
overcome in Canada.

Now, would this disadvantage of three dol-
Jars per ton on coke, or cven four dollars,
amount to six dollars on pig iron and eighteen
dollars on merchant bar? Pending examina-

ics of the figures given,
