Then I weat for the
spleen and found it adhering to the abdominal
wall, but could not account for the milk color
of the secretions and I traced up the lacteal
duct which empties into, the left sub-clavical
vein and found a rupture, The fluid, instead
of going te nourish the body, had been going
to color the matter in the abdominal cavity.
Lclosed up the opening in the duct, -washed
the man out, earbonized him, stitched up the
op:n . but left a vent tube and the man will
get well.”

POISON IN THE SOUP.

A Number of Monireal Gentiemen Taken
Suddenly Il at a Cimb Dinmer.

LIGHT ONTHE CITY PATHS

WILL IT BE RLECTRICITY, GAS8 OR
TALLOW CANDLES ?

P

Twe Tenders for the Werk Discussed by
the Fire and Gas Committee—A Much
Delayed Matter Geis Another Set-Back.

The members’ room in the city hall was
crowded yesterday afternoon when the
fire and gas committee met in speciai ses-
sion, The business to be transacted was
the awarding of two impertant contracts,
one for lighting the city streets and the
other for repairing the present fire alarm
bexes and adding eighteen new ones.
Chairman Maughan was at the head of the
table, and around the board were seated
Ald, Taylor, Shaw, M. J. Woods, Mitchell,
Smith, Johnston, McMillan, Adamson and
Brandon, For the street lighting service
only two tenders were sent in, one by ,the
Toronto Electrio Light company and one
by the Consumers’ Gas company, of this
city.

The electric light company’s propesal was
to furnish, for a period of five years, be-
ginning on July 1, 1886, 100 er more lights
up to 200 at $200.75 ‘per light per annum: for
600 or more up to 1000, $164.25 per light per
annum, the lights to be 2000 candle power,
French standgrd, to burn 3735 hours (an ayer-
age of 10} hours per night) per annum, [i‘he
Electrio Light company now furnish 93 lamps
to the city at a costof 62 cents per night, They
burn 3700 hours per aanum.]

The C: ' Gas y made three
o osals as follows : For a one year contract,

ginning on Jan, 1 next, not Jess than 2000
lamps on the line of the main pipes at present
1aid,$28 per lamp per annum; for not less than
2500 lamps $22.50 per.lamp. Proposal No, 2.—
Three years' contract from Jan. 1 next: Not
less than 2000 lamps' $22 each; mnot less than
2500, $21.50. Proposal No. 3—Five years' con-
tract faom Jan. 1 next: Not less than 2000
lamps, $21 each; not less than 2500 lamrs,
320.50 each. FKS cents per lamp wouid be

educted from all of the foregoing prices pro-
vided thirty minutes were ailowed to finish
lighting the lamps after the time fixed for
lighting; also to allow the extinguishing to
commence thirty minutes before the time
fixed for putti them out, as at
present, ingtead of twenty minutes. as, pro-
vided in the new specifications. he
proposal said the company would not: cohsent
to be bound to lay main pipes for new lamps
unless a contract were entered into for at least
filve years. The company also proposed to
furnish for five years 100 candle power Lam-
beth lanterns, similar to those at present
erected in Queen street College avenue, with
burners consuming twenty-five cubic feet per
hour, giving with reflector an effective light-
ing power of about 150 candles, for $73 each
per annum, being. at the rate of 20 cents per
night. nded to the pro, 1 were a num-
ber of conditions and reservations of more for
less importance.

After the tenders had been read, Ald. Shaw
at once su that they be referred to a
stib-com for a report. Mr. Shaw said a
sub-committee could go into the tenders more
thoroughly than the committee itself. This
suggestion did not meet with much favor, a
general desire being expressed to discuss the
tenders. there and then, As a result of the
discussion these facts were brought out:
At the -present time the cil has
2367 gas lamps (including 87 in the Queen's
park under tge control of the property com-
mittee, but which the property committee has
unsuccessfully endeavored to hand over tothe
fire commiteee), which are lighted at an aver-
age cost of $24.98 each per aonnm. Ald.
Mitchell said he had come to the meeting
with the hope that the gas company’s new
tender wo' not exceed 320 per lamp., He
was prepared to support suoh an offer. He
also claimed that the ges company had not
made thie same reduction to the city asit
had to private parties. Mr. Pearson, secre-
tary of the gas company, was permitted to
address the commitiee. He submitted a
number of flgures, and claim that the
amount asked for the five yeags' contract
was much lower than was paid th.ny city
on continent. *‘The dir Otors,” he
continued, ‘“‘had the prices down
to the flnest point.” Several mem-
bers of the committee were in favor
of accepting the flve years’ contract
provided the conpany would not bind the
city.to increase the lamps to the prescribed
number of 2500. Mr. Pearson was asked ff
the directors would do this, and he replied
that he had mo authority to make sucha
promise. However, if the committee had any
genuine proposition to make he would sub-
mit it to his board. Ald. Taylorsaid there was
altogether too much dillydallying over the
street lighting contract. .He wanted to see
the city brilliantly lighted, with electricity if
needs be. He was willing to pay his share of
the taxes for such a light, one that he could

int with pride to when a stranger visited,

oronto. *We have been for months trying
to settle this tender,” continued Ald. Taylor,

“and we have gone about it like a lot of

children.” Ald. Taylor then asked Manager

Hambarger of the Toronto Kilectric Light

company how many of his lights it would

take to light the whole city. r.

Englishmen are conspicuous in their hos-
pitality in the matter of dining, but it
strikes me forcibly that the Americans are
sarpassing their brethren ‘‘over the sea”
in this respect.

When
anybody called on me and suggested a
drink I gently deputed Dolby to do it for
me, When I was asked out to dinner and
could not conveniently attend, Dolby
turned up as my representative and occu-
giod my place.
