of the bill, to the left ot which is a lurge
plain V. The words on the upper sec-
tion of the bill, ©* UniteEp Srartes will

I'reasury
Two Dotlar note. Indeed, this sentence
is the only thing about the bill that in
the remotest degree, gives it the ap-
pearance of geauineness. The signa-
tures, in ordinary jrb office script, are

YA, J, ilarrington, Pres.”” The back
of the note is prinied in green, tbe
only marked features being a lar,
figure ** 5’ at either end, enclosed in a
circle like a cotton spool label.

“ ten " for-the * five’’ whenever need-
ed to complete the deception and the
substitution of the signature “E, V.

At right angles across the centre of
the face of the note is printed in light
»ed ink the words * For advertise-
ment,”’ though so faintly as not
%W  attract  particular  attention
The paper is of inferior qual
ity and not in any respect such as is
used for American bank notes. The
entire work is done in a bungling man-
ver and should not deceive any one at
ull accustomed to handle money. Wed
nesday twenty dollars of this stuff was
tendered by a lady from Queens County
in payment for goods, at & large King
street establishment—about the very
time at which a Sun reporter was trac
irg up the appearance of a bogus $5
kill on Prince William street. The si-
multaneous appearance in the city of
thesge five and ten dollar notes, some
irom Qnuens County, others from Nova
Scotia indicate that the “queer is bes
ing shoved over a wide extent of coun-
try.

As eggs are sold
mow there is no inducement for fowl
rajsers to_keep. improved breeds or for
eny speocial care in: raising, us the small-
est eggs will bring as much as the larg-
est. The size of eggs valies very much,
and the only correct way to arrive at
their true value is to. weigh them. Is it
not rather annoying for a careful thrifty
farmer who has taken pains to improve
the breed of his fowls, and has fed
tbem with grain and other healthy egg
producing foods, when he brings his
basket of large, fine-looking eggs to the
egg-dealer, to seé a careless neighbor
obtain exactly the same price, when he
knows that the latter {eeds his fowls on
table leavings, and allows them to eke
oul their seraggy existence by feeding
on manure heaps, and that the eggs he
brings to market are very small, and as
inferior in quality as they are small ?
Uf course the size of the eggs is not al-
ways a guarantee ol quality, but other
things being equal, the better and more
putritious the feed, the better are the
eggs both in size and quality.

The object is to educate, it possivle,
the employees of railways and steamboats
as to the proper mode of handling such
goods. These, with the promises of the
managers of the various lines to carry out
the wishes of the Association, we expect
will effectually reform the old system.

Egypt.

Cairo, Jane 12.—The government bas
just received news coufirming the report
of the fall of Berber, The despatches say
that the garrison fonght with great hero-
ism.

If we make as exact a study of eadh
mineral element as we now do of the
whole, we will arrive at an analogous
conclusion, to find that by a species ol
election each of these elements centres
by preference in a certain set of organs,
Thus we lind moresilica, lime, oxide of
iron, sulphates and chlorides in the
\slem and leaves, than in the fruit and
‘soeﬁ, where, on the contrary, sulphuric

acid, potash and magnesia jbecome the
prodominant elements.

‘Tske wheat for example. In the ashes
lof the seed there is 46 per cent. of
phosphorio acid, in the chaff, 2,54, in
the straw, 226, and only 1.70 in the
roofs.

What I bave just said of phosphoric
acid, is equally true of magnesia and
potash, the proportion of which change
| from one organ to another, a8 will be
seen from the following table:

The difference here found in wheat
exists in all plants without exception.
Thus, the distribution of minerals is
not left to chance, but is subject to fixed
laws ; all aid in the general structure
of the plant, but each centres in a fixed
organ or system of organs. We will
pow find the cause of this unequal dis-
tribution.

In the economy of living beings all
the funotions, varied as they are, tend
to one end— vis., the reproduction of
the species for all time. They are or
dered with a viéw to this important re-
sult. But to gain this ohject, the em-
bryo contained in the seed must have
within its reach, all those minerals ne-
ocessary to the first acts of life. Hence,
the seed is so abundantly supplied with
phoephoric acid, potash and magnesia.
It is & kind of reserve, laid by for:the
first movements-of the embryo.

If you will earefully read the preced-
ing table, you will be struck with the
contrast between the potash and phos-
phoric aeid.

Phosphoric acid i preity uniformly
distributed through all the organs, the
seed excepted. Not so with potash.
The con centration of phosphorio acid
in the seed is sudden ; the proportions
of potlash increase by degrees, and, you
will observe, as the organ nears the
seed. Why this sudden increase on the
one side and gradual progress om the
other? . An old remark of Theodore de
Saussure informs us,

The phospbates of lime and magnesia
are insoluble in water; but there is a
double phosphate of potash and lime,
and a double phosphate of potash and
magnesia, both of which are soluble in
water.

Potash— or, to speak more exaotly,
alkaline phosphates— favors, if it does
not determine, the change of terrague-
ous phosphates inlo tissues. Now, at
the time the seed forms vegetation 18
retarded and the oagans begin to dry.
It is evident, then, that the superabun-
dance of alkaline salts must favor the
passige of terraqueous phosphates;
therefore, the mearer the seed the
greater the quantity of potash, and con-
sequent increase of terraqueous phos.
phates. Let us look, now, to the dis.
tribution of the organic elemenas.
Here a fact strikes us, these elements,
four in number represent at least 95
per cent. of vegetable matter. Here
let me say that although the minerals
do not figure largely, we may not from
that conclude that they are less impor-
tant than the organie elements. Want-
ing them, vegetation would be impos-
sible ; it would be languwshing and un
certain if the soil were not supplied
with them, In their distribution
through vegetation the organic element
presents another contrast to the min-
eral element; three of them— ecarbon,
hydrogen and oxygen— are exhibited
in almost unvarying proportions. All
plants and all organs, without distine-
tion, contain the same quantities of
these. Trees, shrubs, simple plants
roots, stems, barks, branches, leaves
fruits and seeds, maintain an invariable
balance in proportion of carbon, hydro-
gen oxygen.

With azote it is different, We may
say of that, what has nlready been said
of phosphorie acid potash— fruits and
seeds contain more of it than the other
organs,because during germination the
embryo lives on the seed, and withiu
its small efroumference it must find
azote as well a8 mineral. In vegetable
matter, earbon and oxygen are exhibit-
ed, each at 4010 45 per eent., hydrogen
from 5 to 6 per cent.,and azote from 1
to 2 per cent.

Household Hints.

Arrowsroot pudding frozen makes a
tempting desert. ‘Toone quart of milk
allow one tablespoonful ol arrowroot,

and the well-beaten yolks of six eggs;
sweeten to your taste; flavor with wine

or with vanilla. Put it into a molud and
freeze. If you wish to take the trouble
it is a pretty addition to the good looks
of the pudding to make a frosting of
the whites of the eggs, and after turn-
ing the pudding out of the mould on
a platter, put the frosting over it. If
an economioal turn of mind the yolks
of the eggs may be used for a cake.
The milk should be boiled before put-
ting the arrow-root into it, and that
should be rubbed smooth in a little
cold milk. Fewer eggs may be used if
it is thought desirable, and more arrow-
root will be needed,

Odd shaped little tables are prettily
ornamented for the parlor by making a
lambrequin af macrame cord;-and after
covering the top of the table with plush
put the macrame around it. The
fringe should be very long, reaching
almost to the floor, and the space left
for ribbons should be so wide that
ribbons an ivch and a balf wide can be
run easily. Have the two rows of rib-
bone of different colors.

An afgban, or little wrap for baby's
carriage, may be made of macrame
cord which comes in balls, and is of
many colors. The wrap may be knit
crocheted in stripes, and have ribbons
run in it or have a lining which will
barmonize wel! with the different
colors used in the stripes.

Old-iashioned tea cukes are made of
one cup of sugar, half a cup of butter,
two-thirds of a cup of sweet milk, one
egg, one-third of a teaspoontul of soda
dissolved in milk. Mix enough flour
with this to make & soft dough, which
ean be rolled out, cut the cakes out
with a smoothedged cookey outter.
Serve fresh for tea.

A large cake was demanded or requir
ed for tea; there was nothing in the
house to flavor it or to make a filling
for it, with the exception of an orange
and sn onion ; no one could be spared
to go to market, 80 the cake was baked
in two layers; on each of these was
placed the thinnest possible slices of
the orange and a frosting of medium
thickness was spread over each layer,
the result was extremely gratifying,
one of the family wondering where the
receipt for the delicious cake was pro-
cured.

It is, of course,a matter of taste
alone, but when a delicious and very
light white cake can be made with five
eggs, it seems unneoessary expendin
ture to use eleven. If care 1s taken 1n
making the cake, the one with fewer
eggs will often be relished more than
