THE ALLWISE ONE, wliose ambassador I am,
bas given commandment against adultery ,
against fornication, against all lewdness in
act, o word, and 4o thought. May He
give me the gracé to speak in wisdom al-
ways

Prophets of God, and wise men of old,
bave frequently rebuked this iniquity
Moses, Solomon. Jeremish, Jobmn the Bap-
tist, Peter and Paul bave spoken stroogly
aod clearly upon this subject. And Christ
bimeelf, taking this same commandment
for his text, as 1 do to-day, has given it
an interpretation, which is wortby of being
known, worthy of b.ing repeated by every
follower of His, which is worthy of being
remembered by every son and daughter of
Adam,

With this command before me, with. the
examples which I bhave mentioned, with
others not nemed, and with the Bible ex-
ample todeclare the whole couurel of God,
the DUTY is placed upon me, of speaking
against wantoness, as well as against every
other evil,

Now I do not purpose to offend the taste
of any of you any more than tbe Lord of-
fends. Still, if any others wish to retire
they are welcome to do so. If any one is
offended the reeponsibility is with the
Lord, uot with me.

Berides the duty, I perceive slso that
there is a NECESSITY of preaching upon
this seveuth commandment. The | cen-
tiousness of the age cails for plain talk on
the part of those who are set for the de-
feuce of riphteousness, who are the guard-
ians of the morals of the people. In the
white-winged messengers of the press, you
bave read, or can read, of the shame and
degradation of others, of women falleu
from the path of virtue, of men doubly
guilty of their fall. In our county courts,
in the trinls held there, you can see what I
say is troe, that there is NEED Of inaslruction
and warning and rebuke to men relative to
this command, or the Lord,

Were the parcnts of Willism Millman,
sud Mary Tuplin, of Prince Edward Is-
land, responsible for the stariling tragedy,
lately committed there? Were they in
auy way wesponsible forthose deuble crimes
that brought a bewildering sorrow to theit
own Lomes, and consteruation and horror
10 & whole Province ? Had those parents
—Christian men and women—been wore
taithfal, bad their pastors given prompt
warning and inetruction, expounding and
emphasing the law of the Most High,
(Dieut. xi: 18 21) that shameful tragedy
might never have been enacted. Two
families pluoged into mourning more bit-
ter than death | A daughter distonored
and cruelly murdered 11 A son tried, coo
demned, and bung, as the peuvaity of his
lechery and cold blooded as-assination ! 8]

If all persous were naturally and prac-
tically cbaste, there would be po need of
this 'aw. And it the hooor, the character,
the lile, the souls of men were DOt prec
jous, I would not teel so concerned to
preach the truth to them. Bat, with the
Statute of the Lord and the carnality of
mankind in full view, with the duly and
need both resting upon me, how can i be
faithful to God, and to man, snd pass by
this part of the decalogue in silence ?

1t is u eound principle of moral philoso
pby that where instruction is most needed,
there sbould tbhe most be.said. Now,
judgiog from the frequent waroings given
in the Bible against concupiscence, it may
be said, that man is liable to yield to this
sin, and must be warned and instructed,
The maxims, the Proverbs of Solomon are
especially full and forcible on this topic.
And should I give-a fairexposition of only
the teaching of Sacred Scriptures, 1 should
but follow in the steps of a wiser than my-
self, the wisest of all men. I behieve I
have courage enough to do anything that
God requires of me. All'T ask is wispou
sufficient to do it aright.

Webster defines the term adultery as an
infraction of the martiage relation, the
vofaithiuiness of any married person to
the marriage vow, He defines foruication
as the incontinence or lewdness of uwomar-
vied persons, And while this distinction
is. matked plainly enough in the Scriptures,
yet it is oot always followed, neither by the
secular, nor the religious press,

This commandment  forbids bigamy,
t the crime of haviog two wives or hus-
bands at once.’

It also forbids polygamy—a plurality of
husbsnds or wives at the same time, as
seen.in the unlawful practices of the Mors
mon combjnation, 4

But without dwelling upon definitions
or specifications, let us look, for & time, at
the prevalent causes of the violation of this
law, and, if possible, find a cure for it, or &
preventive, for with this sin, a8 with some
other evils, & pound of prevention is worth
a whole ton of cure.

Granting the truth that the heart of
man is prone to evil, that the minds of the
young are very susceptible to the evil ex-
amples and teachings of . their youthful
associates, at the same time, the want, the
lack of timely judicious instruction on the
part of parents, leaves many an ingpcent
voy or girl wholly under the tutelage and
at the mercy of some wicked companion,
who may sow seeds in their miads that
will ripen in time ioto a large harvest of
impurity sad salacity.

One fertilé‘cause of their sin, which the
Lord forbids, is found in the influence of
wicked associates, One rotten apple in &
barrel ie suficient to spoil all others that
come in contsct with it. One case of
small pox or yellow fever: is enough to
infect & whole neighborhood. One boy io
& school community—one single boy of
impure heart and evil mind is eoough to
corrupt every boy of the school or com-
munity over whom be cap gain an in-
fluence. Lot him whisper in the ears of
your boys, that which, if repeated to you,
would bring the blush to his cheek, sad &
geed is sown there of most ungodly growth.
Let him tesch your sons the lessone learned
of some’ vile instructor, - and happy will
they be;if they donot learn the lesson ,
Happy, thrice happy they whose father ba
forestalled the ' lessons of the vulgar,
planting seeds of divine growth, and fenc-
ing their young hearts against the Devil’s
cattle,

evil books—books that ought to ‘be cast
into the bottomless pit, ae fast as pub-
lished, and with them & multitode of ob-
scene pictures which find #too * ready ' &

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looger publish catalogues. They fesr. to
give the address of their scholars, lest
these * caneer planters ' put. into their
heods advertisements of their stomivable
trash, - What'an excitemént was there' in
St, Louts, in prees, in pulpit and home, w
fow years since, when it was' known - what
vile books came through the maila to the
lc'mh" of that great city. Baysone, who
oows whercof he affirms — ¢ The  ten
plagues bve visited ouc litvrature, Water
is turned into blood. Frous and lice
ereep and hop over our most fsmiliar
things—the couch, the cradle and . the
briad trough, Locusts and murrain and
firs are smiting every green thing,! Why,
the » Day's Doings” and the ** Police
Gazette'’ have & popalarity among - ita
patrons that' je not accorded to wany
religious papers by Cbristian men. 1 will

pot mention the green books sent for' by |~

boys, and girls too, the pamphlcts that
sre hidden in trunks, to he kept under
lock sod key, hidden sway from the eyes
of fatber and mother. Waggon loade of
these books have bevn seized by tbe police
in New York and other places, aud com-
mitted to the flimes, thewvelves buroed
fortunately iostead of beating nnd firiog
the imaginations of young people toa heli-
ish blezs., Free religionists, rational
Liberty Leagues cry out against the law
forbidding the mails to carry such shame-
ful Jiterature, In 1873 the Congress of
the United States publiebed this whole-
some law, but foremost amonyg those try-
ing to break it down, stood ‘the wmoted ia.
fidel of Illinols.

In the wviL THOUGHTS awakened by evil
compaunions and evil books ean be found
the furtber incentive to the transgression
of the seventh comwandment. Evil
thoughts are the egges of 8 venomed ser-
pent, hatching into a satanie brood, crawl-
ing awong wen like a burnisbed adder.
As 8 man thinks 8o 18 he, Let me say fo
you young people, yes to every ons, guard
your beart, guard well the doors of your
mind—the vye, the ear. Keep thy heart
with all diligence, for vut of it are the
issues of life. Bresk your watch, delicate
g it is, and art can repair it, Crusha lily
beueath your feet, and who can restore it?
Break the boue of your arm, and & surgeon
cun set it, but cast abroad the perfume of
the rose, snd what man or angel can bring
that back to'you? Lose your purity of
thought and lite apd when cau you Bver
regain it? Then ¢ keep the heart with all
diligence, for out of it sre the iesues of,
life,”

I have shown you some of the causes
which lead to & reprehensible evil, 1
could mention others, as some of the cus-
toms of society puatterned alter finfidel
Fraoce. May the Lord defend us, when
we are led to copy the manvers, the habits,
the customs—ihe general customs of Pari-
wiam society. Why, Paris can count 48
illeg itimate births to the 1000, while old
Eaglund reports only four. Rome reports
243 illegitimate births to the 1000, while
old Eugland can fiud ounly four to the
1000,

Let me now mention briefly some cures
for thrs iniquity, or better still, some good
preventions,

First I will note the parent's wise, jadi-
cious instruction. Children are bors in
ignorauce with a tendency to wrong doing.
They are ignoraut of themselves, ignorant
of the dangers that surround them, iguors
ant of Satan’s wiles and the soarcs of his
emisearies, Parents have koowledge.
They bave interest too, beyond all others,
10 their éhildren, Teach them the law of
their own being. Make confidants of your
children that tlhey may make coufidants ot
you.

Make them your companions. Koow
where they are day by day aud by pight.
Red flags and red lights on all our raitroads
tell the engineer where lics the danger.
Tell your children of the dangers along
the road in which they are to travel
Lighthouses on our coasts show the mar-
ner not only where there is danger, but
also where there is safety. Be lighthouses
to your children. Warn them early, and
direct them surely.

Teach them kiadly the laws of Jehovab,
expound it to them, sod let them wake
that the safe guide of lite. Teach them ot
Corist, for there is no preventive like the
grace of God in Chriet Jesus, no cure for
vin like the blood of  the Redeemer, and
vothing like faith to apply - that bleod to
the bearts of us all. Aud may the God ol
Sinai and of Calvary belp us to be faithlul
in liviog, fiathful in teaching, for 1o him
are wo all responsible, snd must give
account at the last great day.

Church Entertainments.

WHAT LEADING DIVINES HAVE TO SAY ABOUT
THEM. ENTERTAINMENTS PROPER AND IM
PROPER.

The great question which is agitating
considerable discussion just now is in- re-
gard to church eutertsivments of various
kinds. The stand takeo by a clergyman
againet hjs own cougregation in these
matters bas tended to heighten the beliet
that many of ous lecul soirres are snares
for the unwary. Witk the view of ob-
taining the various opinions held by the
clergymen throughout the city a St. Jobhm
Gazette repoiter went the rounds and found
but one opinion prevalent that there arv en-
tertainments and eutertainments; that
these have their advanotages, and disad-
vantages, and could in many ways be. iwm-
proved upon.

¢ What do you think of church enter-
tainments anyway 7' asked the reporter of
Rev. L. G. MacNeill, :

« Well,' replied the gentleman, * naturale
1y there are different kiods some of which
are praiseworthy others. not. Eatertain-
ments, whose promoters, at small cost of
labor, and a few dollars worth of adver-
tisements succeed in bamboozling the
simple minded public and swindling them
out of theirmoney, are evidently under
the patronage of the ¢ prince of the world.’

« What do you think of church lotteries ?
Do you approve of them i d

1 Lotteries are a species of gambling and
gambling is & species of theft, and I have
yet to learn that ecclesiastical theft is any
more respectable than that of which - the
police taker cognisance.'

+ What is there about ordioary eater-
tainmeats that you object to 7’

«I object to dishonesty and immorality,
and it is always dishonest and immoral to
take & man's money without giving him an
equivalent for it. The cleverness by
which you take it, or the excellency of the
end for which you take it, does not make
it any the less a violation of the eighth
commandment, But when the ladies of a
churcb, or any body of Christian people,
wishing to raise money for church debt, or
for missionary purposes, or for worthy
ends, form themselves into a band of ins
dustrions workers, labor for weeks, in
providing & stock of useinl and fancy
goods and then sell them at fair prices,
then I believe they are doing & praise~
worthy thing. Tbe mere fact of the sale
being beld in the church building does not
vitiate it ; a8 bonest work for the Lord's
cause, 8o for from degecrating the chourch
is the best way of consecrating and ballow-
ing the building.

« What about high teas and soirees 7'

¢ That depends. If you provide a tea
worth the money, and the guests feel
satisfied with their investment there is no
harm done—and good results follow, just
in the promoting of church sociability, a
much needed thing—second in ‘the pless-
ant contribution of a sum thas otherwise
would be grudged—I can see no barm io
enabling otherwise parsimonious christians:
to give with as little grumbling as poseible.
1f there are jealousies and irritation some~
times awakened, that is'only what may be!
expeoted v any human society.’

« But ie it religion?. And I8 mot the
church only for religious ends ?'

The ideal.as I conceive
it is & plate at the church door into which
men are fuvited to put their cootributions
for all church purposes, without personal
solcitations, without subacription papers,
witbout envelope system, without pew
rents or bazaars or soirees or apy other
human cootrivance, That is the ideal,
Bat we live not in ideal dispensation. We
may and must employ such instramentali-
ties for oblainiog money as commend
themselves to us as bonest and efficient.”

+Itis my impression,’ remarked Rev.
Dr, Macrae oni the reporter’s broaching the
subject. ¢ That the question of duty in
this mafter is & highly essential ove, in
every man’'s tealizing that he owee some-
thiog to the church, and in bis acting ac-
cordingly.” ‘As far as-I am pereonally
concerned, [ am not adverse to hazaars or
uny entertainment that contains innoceat
pleasure ; and mind you, I give innocent
a ~wide range. ‘Aogthing, however; in
these entertainments that savours of gam=-
bling I am sirongly agaiost, Ladies who
by industry and energy procure articles for
sale and who by this sale materially aid
the church are to be thanked for doing
good, Good associations are formed, and
I canuot seg the. slightest harm in bringing
young men young women old men and
ladies socially together. But there is one
objectionable féatare in fancy sales. Con-
tributions are xolifited and many articles
got gratis. These are exposed for sale and
may be sold-and may Lo vot. 1f the latter
then at the cloding of the bazaar they are
auctioned off. This oaturally ioterferes
with the legitimate trade of fancy-good
dealers. and is 8 wvery decided objection
indeed, being the eome that counteracts
much of the good that is attached to
bazaars,’ Regarding high teas and
suppers of various kinds the reverend
gentieman was satisficd that many were
condacive tg good.

¢ [ cdnnot see,’ he said, ¢ thatit is any
barm to ralse movey in this way, provid-
ed everyone gets his money's wortk,
There is now prevalent amongst humani-
ty, a fatal asceticiem. One thinks that
he must be & christian iF he mortifies the
flesh, We are all endeavoring to balance
between two extremes, and- morality is
being raiced to & bigh . piteh. There can
be no moral sine eptertainments to us un~-
less we wake them. Many are prooe to
shun that in which they thiek sin alone
existd, utterly forgétful that the sin is in
themselves.

« It is difficult to discriminate in these
soirces, but naturaily there are enteriain-
1ainments, and if it were possible that
ecough money could be collected through
other means, tban the fewer entertaine
ments the better,’

The sentiments of these emincntdivines
seem to be echoed by others. No sweeps
ing assertion could be made in regard 10
doing away with them entirely for they
bave their good points and their bad points.
But it was the general opinion that mods
eration in these as well as in all things
would be appreciated by the majority of
mankiod, ?

| A WOMAN LIVING FROM WHOM THE ORGAN WAS

REMOVED.

[New York Graphie,]

The extirpation of the stomach, an
organ hitberto regarded as vital, has been
accomplished in the case of a patient
pamed Marietta Hally, of Washington,
who came here eome time ago for hospital
treatment., She was an inveterate chewer
of gum, but whether that bad anything to
do with her malady has not been deters
mibed. Her first symptom was loss of ap
petite, and food that she ate agninst her
will was frequently rejected. She lost
flesh rapidly, and when che was admitted
to the hospital she weighed only 70 pourds,
and was entirely helpless, 'The disease
had affected her mind, and shoe labored
under the delusion that she was wealthy,
and talked incessantly while awake about
her money and what she intended to do
with it,

The nature of her malady was bard to
determina to a certainty. Tt was known to
be located in the stomach, and was thought
to be a tumor, but whetber a cancerous
form or not could not be foretold. The
stomach was slightly swollen and there
was anotber protuberance above it, for
which no explanation conld be given. The
woman was starving to dedth, and it was
only her eplendid physical organization
that had kept her alive at all. The
patient's consent, in her mental condition,
could not be obtained for an operation,
and Dr. Jucobus took the respousibility
upou himself, and did for her what in his
opinion was best. For this he has been
condemned by certain surgeons, who are
built on the narrow~guage plan.

The patient was put under the influence
of ether after careful preparation had been
made for an emergency. Ao incision was
made above the navel, about six inches in
length. . The abdomfoal wall was

HARDLY THIOCKER THAN PAPER,

abd so tender that it tore under the slight-
est pressure. This faulty tissue did not
promise well for the success of the opera-
tion, and in order to remove the strain the
incision was extended several inches. A
portion of the intestines was taken out and
wrapped in hot flannel,- They were very
small and very transparent, and the net-
work of arteries were beautifully shown
when held in the light; & very rare sight,
indeed. The surgeon finally found the
stomach and drew it forward through the
opening in the abdomen. It was very
dark in color and had the appearance of
parchment. It was dry and bard and cao-
cerous, and without a single element of a
healthy stomach. The surgzeon made a
careful examination of the adhesions and
found that the pancreas were not extens
sively involved. He freed the stomach
from them and was then able to geta good
view of it. Instead of there-being troable
only in the pyleric region, as had been
supposed, bere was presented a case in
which the whole organ was involved, Tt
was an unpleasant position for a surgeon
to be in. To go ahead was dangerous, and
to stop, after the stomach had been so
much irritated, was fully as liable to prove
disastrous, Dr. Jacobus has plenty of
nerve, and be only hesitated a moment be-
fore deciding to go on.

In making up bis mind he was influ-
euced by an experiment which he had
about a month ago tried on a dog. At
that time be

REMOVED THE ENTIRE STOMACH,

and the dog still ligagwithout manifesting
any fincouvenien rom the operation,
which cost him the loss of this useful or-
gan. The dog was healthy, and the ques-
tion that presented itscll was whether
such an operation could be performed upon
a weak human being with a discased or-
gan. Dr Jacobus thought that it would
make no difference aud that there was as
good a chance for one as for the other. In
either case the chance was hardly one in a
bundred. After a ligature had been tied
around the duodenum and cesopbagus,
they were cat with blunt scisrors as near
to the stomach as poesible, care being
taken to go beyond the diseased tssne,
and the stomach was removed. The hem-
orrhage was pot troublerome. Thear eries
were all enlarged and ‘the stomach would
bave bled frightfully if it hal been cut,
After the abdomiual wspace had been
thoroughly cleaned a union was made by
drawing the pyloris together

It required great ingenaity to unite
them as the canals were of diff Tent thick=
pess aud did not fit. well together, The
other swelling was found to be a fluid
pouch in the wsophagus, and as it was not
of a malignant character it was left uo.
touched.

The abdominal wound had just been
closed whber Dr, Jacobus was called a
murderer, as before related. Dr, Jacobus
did not prove a murderer. In fact, he
saved a lite, The patient remained un-
copscious for several days, and then ral-
lied. Her body was rubbed with oil and
food given her, per rectam, and she gained
¢trength rapidly. At the end of two
weeks she was given food through the
mouth without any bad eftect. Digestion
went on in a perfectly natural manner, and
from this it would seem that the stomach
has been thought to play a more importart
part in digestion than it really does.

The patient will be kept at the hospital
for several months, so that the bhistory of
the case can be carefully noted.

Whereas, This tariff is unjust to- ue and
places the argiculturistsof thage ~western
counties at a great disadvantago as com-
pared with residvnts on the Intercaloulal
Railway.. A

Therefore resolved, ‘That in.the opluion ‘ot
this association the Dominion Government
should be strougly nrged toconsplidate the
western roads of this province and control
thém in order that we may be placed o
fair competition with the patrovs of the
Intercolonial Railway.

Awsociation said :—

Nova Scotia hadan immense advantage
in being located so near the markets of the
world—Europe, the New England States,
the West Indies and Soutlr America were
all immediately availablé to her. The
ocean privileges were such that all they
bad todo was to ship their products a
few miles by rail to reach navigation,
while their .western brethren to ‘had
their preducts by rail - transport hun~
dreds and in some ocases thousands of
miles. . He did not thiok there waéd any
prospect of overstocking the market with
good fruit. Prices may and would-at times
vary, but the increased consumption will
soon bring the demand up to if not dhbad
of the supply. He compured ‘the' con-
sumption of fruit a quarter of a ceatury
ago with that of to~day to substantiate
that view. Look at the present immense
consumption of small fruit. I'batindustry
has been nearly all developed within: the
lifetime of the association, and notwith-
standing the enormously increased supply
bave been well kept up. Agriculturists
ought to be prond of their progress in
every department, The masses of 'the
people having once tasted of the excellent
fruits provided for their use are not likely
to give them up. Mr. Saunders described
at length thre establishment of experimental
farms in the several provinces of the
Dominion and of the preliminary work al
ready sccomplished, and showed that the§
were fast getting into working order. But
too much should not be expected at once
as it requires time to build, plant, test and
carry forward the work necessary for the
benefit of the Canadian farmer, At tbe
central farm they had planted 400 varieties
of the larger fruite, Many of these were
hardy apples. He expected to fail with
some of the tenderest and choicest Nova
Scotia varieties ; and to fall there as the
climate was not so favorable as that of this
province, and to fall back on the Russian
aud other varieties which were hardier and
more suitable for the more northerly lati
tudes, He bad also planted for test 69
varieties of pears, 70 of plums, and 70 .ot
cherries, and had some very promisiog
seedlings of raspberries and black currants
and other fruits. The strawberries also at
Ottawa had succeeded very well. All Nova
Scotia was admirably adapted for straws
berry culture, and the farmerd might do a
big business in supplying the local markets
and New England with this delicious frait ;
we had this great advantage that our fresh
fruit would go ivto the New FEagland
markets and supply the demand several
weeks after the other available supplies
were exhausted, and thus extend the season
and secure the highest price for our pro-
docts. Mr. Saunders procéeded to discuss
the necessity of feeding trees and the
various kinas of fertilizers required for the
different soils. Of course, barnyard and
stable manure was the best fertilizer, but
where this could not be obtained in suffi-
cient quantities, other fertilizers could be
used as substitutes. The question for the
farmer was which was the best and cheap-
est. - The solution of that was now being
undertaken by the experimental farms.
The results of their work would be thought
be of the greatest value to Canadian farm-
ers and would Le the meansof saying them
large sums of money, and much loss of
time. The speaker next addressed bim-
self to the questions of entomology and
botany. He was very much impressed by
the reported damage to fruit after it was
packed by the increased growth of black
spot. This was a new daoger to bim,
He thought sulpburous acid would prompt-
ly destroy the germs from which these
spots originate, Farmers ghould stop up
ventilation for a few bours and burn suol
plitr o an open vessel in the fruit cellar.
In this way sulpburous acid would b2
formed and would pase into the barrels
and permeate through every part. If the
basrels were found to be too tight to allow
the gas to pass through, the bheads- could
be removed, This would prevent the ex
tension of the black spot and mould.
Other remedies were also mentioned. The
weather greatly affects fruit growing.
Meteorological records wounld be kept at all
the experimental farms. Tbe professor
pext addressed himself to the question of
how to deal with the insect pests, de-
scribed the babits of various insects and
told how most effectually to fight and cou-
quer them or at least to minimize, the
extent of their injuries, His information
on this point was especially valuable s&od
greatly appreciated by those prerent. Re
ferring to the orpamental trees of the
proviuc:, he thought Nova Scotia would
be benefited by a greater variety and re-
commended the introduction of Austrian,
Scotch, White Stone, mountain and dwarf
mountain pines, These were all very
valuable and would add greatly to the ap-
pearance of the landscape.  He strongly
recommended Nova Bcotisus to grow these
trees move largely. He also referred to
the value of some of the nut bearing trees
—such a8 the black walnut, pative and
Japanese butternuts, and to the variety of
the cut leaved birch. Then there was the
catalfa, bagswood and the Norwsy maple,
and many other useful and oroamental
sorts which should be largely planted bere.
Such trees weré not only beautiful to look
at but added much to the value of the
farws and homes where they were planted
and be beld that the more bedutiful we
could make our surroundings and the more
comfortable our homes the less likehood
there was of our young men leaving their
native places to seek their fortunes in dis-
tant provinces or foreign countries,

Quite a discussion took: place in res
gard to the English sparrow. Mr. Bishop,
of Kentville, who is one of the best
authorities on birds in Nova Scotia, read a
paper, showing the great damage done by
this much abueed bird, and advocated its
immediate anuoihilation. Prof. Saunders
supported him." The result of the discus-
siou was a vote that the goveroment ought
to take mea~nr: s to exterminate the epar-
row,

Among thoss who made speeches at.the
bauquet, which closed the proceedings on
the 24th inst , was Mr. J. W, Biglow. He
called attention to the fact that two years
ago he had expressed the opinion that any-
one could buy a plot, plant 1,000 trees,
drain the land, fence it, etc., atan expeuse
of $3,000, and at the end of eight years
that young orchard would be saleable at
from $5,000 to $10,000, That was his
opinion then ; now he is able to prove it.
He believed that rough pasture land was
best for orchard planting, That land gave
a better growth of tree and produced a bet~
ter fruit. [t could be purchased at $20. or
$30 an acte, Toat's the eort of land he
bad planteéd bis orchaid iu, and last sum-
mer his trees showed two feet of growth.
This uocultivated stump land gave twice
the growth 1o trees that cultivated land
gave, « Ivwas a big-point to utilfze this
practically use’e:s land for orchardiug in
contradistinction tatigh cultivated laod.
He advocated a re organization of the as.
sociation and its conversion into a sort of
trust or combine, They could thus sim-
plify the work, solve the difficulties, char-
ter their own steamers, ship direct and
send & supercargo to sce that the frait was
placed direotly in the hands of the coo~
sumers,. This year the value of tbe crop
was about equally divided between the
prodacer and the railway, steamboat and
middlemen, The other day he said to a

. Loxnpox, Jan, 156.—The mail from Bua-
kim brings dispatches from Gen, Grenfell,
among which is an absolutely wuthentic
account of the last hours of Gen, Gordon,
the bero of Khartoum, The account is
furnished by Demstrio Goeorgio, 8 Greek,
who recently arrived at Sovakim from
Kbartoum. Georgio was present at the
capturo and sack of Khartoum. Here is
his story as told to Gen. Greafell :

« ] was at Khartoum the night it was
taken. The Nile had gone back so that a
part of the city was open. Gordon did
not congtruct fresh trenches and ramparts,
because he thought there was sufficient
troops to defend the city. There were
3,000, I think. The gaps and all round
were held by a large force under Farig
Pasba. That night Farig moved his troops,
especianlly the blacks, from the gaps, say-
ing that the soldiers were wanted on the
other side. Gordon had perfect confidence
io Farig. The attack took place at two
points, - At the largest gap there was no
resistance. 1f the British army, or even a
few of them, bad arrived one hour before
the attack took place, Khartoum would not
have been taken, and Gordon's troops
would have fought to the last, Farig had
sent word to the Mahdi: ¢ Unless you
attack to~night all is lost.” In that night
all was blood and fames. The city had
passed over from the commsand of Gordon
to the Mahdi, It was a dreadful night.
I shall remember it to my dying day.
The air echoed with horrible shricks, yelis,
lamentations and wailings, and smelt of
blood. I had two Mahidist uniforms given
me by an Arab friend. One I gave to a
triend, putting on the other myself. It
was neariog daybreak when I took wy
friend to my house. Some Arabs rushed in
telling me I ought to go to the government
bouse at once. I asked why. They re-
plied :

« All the grfat officers of the Mahdi
have gone there to kill Gordon Pasha.”

We were taken into a courtyard. I saw
Gordon Pasba smoking on a balcony facing
the river. Five hundred dervishes, who
bad been sent by the Mabdi with special
orders to take Gordon alive, stood at the
foqt of the staircase. Gordon coolly . left
the balcony. ‘¢ Fly,"” eaid bis compaunions,
¢+ while there is yet tiwe.”

« Shall I fly and leave my post?’ Gor-
don replied indignantly. ‘¢ That, indeed,
would indeed be a disgrace, ** I shall not
fly.”

t He then went into his inner room and
dooned his full uniform and sword. Then
he came out and grandly drew himsell up
to his tull height. On his visage was &
look of s&corn.

* Whom seek ye?" he asked, on gaziog
at the sea of angry faces, !

t« Gordon Pasha ?"' they cried.

«+ You waot bim, do you? I am he,
Come up hither.”” Gordou replied.

Ou being again urged by Demetrio aod
the Greék consul to fly, Gordon reptlied :

$Jo@ Beefl's MMM a Motley

MoxtrEay, Jan, 18.—~Chas. McKiernan,
familiarly known as ‘ Joe Beef,’ was buried
here to~day. His obsequies were attended
by thousands of people; hundreds who,
when_ e ‘was alive, experienced a cold
chill when the name of ‘Joe Buef’ or his
low groggery was mentioned, to day fought
like madmen to obtaiv a peep at bis dead
form or listen to the service delivered by
Rev. Rural Dean. Lindeay, who, a8 pastor
of 8t. Thomas church, reviled Joe in life
and eulogized him in death.

No dive could approach Beel's dive en
Common street bere for vilenéss and repul-
siveness. Yet to-day ladies in sativs, silks
and furs, gentlemen in broadcloth and
worth millions, and the most prominent
merchants in the city, vied and pushed
wsod scrambled with romssoaked, ragged
and dirty ‘tramps,’ bloated, coarse, “fouls
mouthed bummers and desperate thieves,

* for an entrance to the lamented Joe's pal-
uce of iniquity, snd marched in solemu
procession, the Jowly followed by the bigh
born, the thief and outcast elbow to elbow
with, preacher and Christian, passed the
dead man's blet, some to curiously peer a
second at the form of the man they bad
sneered at ; others to drop a tear for him
who had, perbaps, many times saved them
trom starving, or furnished them warmth
and & bed when the bavds of all other
men were turned agaiost them. i

« Beef ' opened the place where he died
in 1870, Im 1877 ov:-]cuned thh;.gren LL;i
chide cansl strike ; Joe (tool 5 par
the serikers, and building  hut Bistrtuted
tood 10 them, Durivg three days he gave
away over 3,000 loaves of bread, 700 gal-
ions of soup, aud 50 carcases ot beef,  He
also sens delegates to Ottawa, who obtained
for the strikers the relief they demanded.
Two years later the great Hochelago cot-
ton millsstrike broke out. Thousands af

i of soup and loaves of bread and
uuds of meats were supplied by Joe, and
the strikers won.

A hungyg, peoniless and homeéless man
pever went to Joo’s place and came out
without a meal, or was refused a night's
lodging.

'i"hegbnildlng where Joe carried on bus
iness is & roomy, old-fashioned place. Oa
the ground floor is-a large room con taining
24 bede, and upstairs- again there.are 30
small rooms, containing 80 bedy. The

co charged for & bed was 10 cents a
night, and he never bad a bed empty out
of the 125.

On the lower floor * Beef ' kept bis mco-
agerie., ‘It.at present comprises four black
bears, ten moukeys, & young alkigator,
three raccoons and @ porcupine. At one
time or anotber he has had almost every
species of animal.

He kept behind his bar 8 skeleton
dressed in Royal Artillery uniform. To
curious visitors he explained that it was
all that remained of his father, who, ac-
cording to Jo¢, was anything but & eaint,

When the Salvation Army first cawe to
Montreal be gave them $1 each Sunday
for: singing_opposite his canteen. as he
quaintly remaried, ¢ To save tho bums hé
had made” ¢ .

He employed an old wman named Yaokee
Williame to go around the streets with
an old trovk, on which was painted,
« Hotel de Jue Beef.’ A swall illestrated
paper which he gave to his customers had
on thie first page & picture of himself, ana
over his head the following

« He cares not for the Pope, priest, par
son or King Williamn o Bopue ! All Joe
Wwants is the coin. He truéts in God'io
the summer timg, to keep bim from; all
barm, and when bLe sees the frost and
snow, poor old Joe trusts to the mighty
dollar sad geod old maple wood to keep
him warm, for churches, chapels and ran=
ters and preachers and such stuff Moutreal
bas got enough.’

When his_ first wile died, 16 years ago,
Joe gaveber a military funeral, a brass
band heading the cortege and Joe follow-
ing the hearse, with several hundieds of
bis _peculisz customors following. - bim.
Atter the body was deposited.in thegrave,
and.as. ihe procession ‘was. coming out
through the cemetery, he bhad the band
play,* The Girt I Left Bebiod Me,’ and
all the way-to bis house lively airs were
the role. - Then ‘he placed s, tembstone
over her grave, which is-there to to this
day, the inscription upon which is a com-
bivation of eulogies of the dead wowan,
denunciations of preachers and all relig-
ioune, liets of his own virtues and weak-
pesses, and a big advertisement ot bis
groggery. .

In his bar-room are iwo ®collection
boxes, one for thie General Hospital and
the other for the Notre Dame Hoepital,
sod these for the past five years have
beaded the liss of contributions.

He left no will and died comparatively
poor, giviog away almost all he earned,
He bas a brother, a Jesuit priest. His
second wife and six childr¢n lived over
bis place in apartments sumptuausly fitted
up, and the children are all receiving fine
educations.

His eccvntricities attended him even
after death. Nothing In his life ro
well became him as his manner of quittiog
it:  The bedroom to the left of the draw-
ing-room bad been turued into & chapel,
being buug sround trom floor to ceiling
with whife satin drapery, relieved at the
top by a broad black band. Io the ceutre,
