Cash vs. Credit.

A bad debt is the beginning of bankruptey.
Practically, any merchant who “fuils” is
certain to tell the enquirer that he sold his
goods on credit, and, when pinch came,
could not get in his money. He was ruined,
in short, by debt. No man can eonduct &
credit business iu this day of fallible human-
ity without incurring these inevitable conse:
quences. Insurance companies, with all
their careful machinery of agents and ex-
amining physicians, insure bad lives. It is
hardly surprising then that the credit mer-
ohant, acting through his clerks and doing
business with comparative strangers, about
whose financial standing and honesty he can
know little, frequently insures *‘poor pay”
customers, whose *‘claim” falls due as surely
as that of a defunct policy holder.

The credit systemn is a village idea; and
frequently it brings disaster even there. In
a quiet, home-staying village, the combina-
tion grocer, druggist, gent’s clothing, and
ladies’ dress goods merchant, can know a
good deal about the income and integrity of
most of his patrons. - He likely went to
school with them, is fully conversant with
every step they have taken in life, and has
the advantage of spending many an evening
in their society about his own store stove
and upholstered cracker-boxes. Such a man
can manage a credit business, if anyone can;
but experience has shown that even he can-
not. The small trade of a village, all trans-
acted under his own eye, will empty his
shelves without filling his till; and when he
must meet his “paper" at the bank, the
needful money cannot be collected. This is
the story of many a business wreck in the
city as well as the country, and the chances
are much more heavily againg{ the city man
than his village competitor. Bad debts are
always paid by somebody. This is a fact
that is too commonly lost sight of. If the
merchant fails, and can -only pay seventy,
fifty, thirty cents on the dollar; the whole-
sale man from whom he bought pays the "
bad delsts of the customers whose ruinous
patronag: uverthrew the retail house. If

ahead, then the bad debts are paid either by
himself or by the other customers who pay
theit way. Many merchants frankly make
allowance for bad debts by charging credit
customners more than those who buy for cash
thus compelling credit patrons as a class to
bear their own failures to pay. Thisis not
& matter that merchants care to discuss in
detail, but most of them will adrmait that
they add a certain sum for “bad debts” to
their annual expenses, as regularly as they
reckon] on rent and taxes. In such cases,
these deficitsare paid by the regular patrons
of the establishment on every article they
buy.

The cure of this evil is to adopt the cash
system. When the money is paid across the
counter for all goods purchased, there simply
can be no bad debts. The merchant who
demands cash down does not have to pay
interest on his own investment, and should
be able to sell goods at a cheaper rate than
one who carries a large credit clientele. The

advantages of the cash system are abundantly
clear to all—so mnch so that it would smack

| of the kindergarten to dwell upon them. It

is one of those things whose benefits are

universally admitted and then all but uni- |
versally ignored. Theoretically the man |

who proposes to do a cash business has the

support of the whole community; but prac- |
tically, we seem to have a weakness for run- |

ping bills. _In most cases, there is absolutely
no reason for such a course. Very few men
are so circumstanced that they cannot pay
for what they want in ready money, hut can
pay at the end of certain periods. The de-
lusion that one must ran in debt until *‘ pay
day” whether that be weekly or monthly or
what not, is obviously absurd, when it is
remembered that the money received can be
used for the expenses of the coming week as
easily for that just past. The custom of
getting credit for a certain period is fraught
with danger; for, as is perfectly well known,
frequently the money will not go round
when pay day comes, and either the grocec
or the tailor or the merchant must suffer.

Then is it not the frankly told trath of

| many a family fireside that things will be

bought on credit which would be done with-
out if the actual cash had to be forthcom-
ing?

That it is better to keep milk in earthen
bowls than in tin pans?

That milk should not be left in the ¢au in
which it is delivered, but should be put into
dishes at once? -

That as milk is an absorbent, it should
never be set in a closet or ice box, near fish
or any other article of food that em
its odors?

That dried fruits are best kept in bags,
and hung upon & dry wall.

That tortoise shell combs and pins may be
always kept bright by rubbing them with
soft leather every time they have been worn,
and when dim rubbing them with rotten
stone and oil.

That woollens should not be dried out of
doors in freezing weather, but in a room of
about the same temperature as the water in
which they were washed.

That eggs beaten in the cold will stiffen
much more quickly than if in & warm room.

It is a good plan to set them in the ice box |

a few minutes before beating.

That ashes very finely sifted are good for
scouring knives and tinware.

That opening canned fruit an hour or two
before using so that it may regain the ex-
cluded oxygen, improves the flavor. Bat,
and this is very important, that it must not
be left standing in the tin but must be turn-
ed into an earthen or glass dish at once as
there is danger of poison if the air is allowed
to work on the acid of the fruit and the tin.

That newspapers, wet thoroughly and
crambled up, are excell.nt to sweep a carpet
with, making it look fresh and bright and
removing the dust effectually.

That tar or paint may be removed by first
applying oil of some kind, or lard; then,
after scraping off the loosened substances,
apply & mixture of turpentine and benzine,
and at last use benzine alone.

That alump of camphor in the clothes
press or drawers will keep steel ornaments
from tarnishing.

That weak spots in & black silk waist may
be strengthened by sticking court plaster
nnderneath.

That milk applied once a week with a
soft cloth, freshens and preserves boots and
shoes.

That beeswax and ealt will make rusty
flutirons as clean and smooth as glass. Tie
a lump of wax in a rag and keep it for that
purpose. When the irons are hot rab them
first with a wax rag, then scour with a paper
or cloth ~prinkled with salt.

Thiat black lace skirts can be well cleaned
by taking apart, brushing th sroughly, and
immersing in a deep new tin pan of gasoline,
take care to have -no fire anywhere near.
It will take out every accumulation of dirt,
cleanse it, and brighten it also. Press it
immediately, very lightly with a hot iron,
on the wrong side, first having a piece of
thin silk over the lace.

That a sponge may be cleaned by soaking
it a few hours in cold battermilk.

That equal portions of alum and resin will
keep paste from moulding.

That the thorough heating of the teapot
is the first step toward making a nice cup of
tea.

How to Boil Cabbage Without Filling the
House with Odors.

Many persous refruin from cooking cab-
bages in their houscs because of the per-
meating and lasting odors which fills the
house whenever this wholesome and delieate
vegetable is boiled. If, however, it be done
quickly and properly it can be had every
day in the year and the olfactory scnses
never be once offended. Let the vesscl in
which the cabbage is tc he cooked be filled
10 a depth sufficient to cover the head of the
cabbage with boiling water. Place it on
the hottest part of the stove. Put in the
cabbage and a desert spoonful of bicarbonate
of soda. Cover the vessel and boil hard for
fiftecn minutes. The cabbage is now done
and it is delicate and tender, and vo one
outside of the kitchen_has learned of the
operation which has just been performed.

—Now that the season of canned fruit is
again upon us, housekeepers will do well to
repeat the caution which forgetful maids

Though the preliminary jinvestigation of
¢this case has dragged along in the tardy
manner usual in law courts, public inter-
est in the proccedings, after so many days of
formal and tedious legal process, is appa-
rently as keen as at the beginning.

When the weather is at all favorable, the
court room is crowded with listeners, the au-
dience comprising not only large numbers of
the population of Bridgetcwn and vicinity,
but also residents of neigiboring counties,
and some from remote parts of the province.

Though the formal and dytailed examina-
tions and cross-questionings of witnesses at
first sight appears to the layman to be un-
necessarily tedious, “here have been through-
out good order and patient attention on the
part of the spectators, and the general opin-
ion is expressed that the demands of justice
are being complied with, as far as human
efforts can accomplish such a result,

Both the prosecuting counsel and the de-
fence have evinced not only legal skill of a
high order, but also as great a degree of
fairness and courteous forbearance as is con-
sistent with the obligations resting upon
those whose duty it is to plead upon one side
only.

The presiding magistrate has commanded
respect by the calm and impartial manner
in which he has discharged the duties of his
difficult and responsible position, and his
rulings have, in the main, been satisfactory
to all parties. .

The physical condition of the prisoner has
considerably improved since the beginning
of the examination, as she appears to suffer
less from pain and weakness, but the pallor
and utterly heart-broken expression of her
face, as she sits with half-closed eyes, appar-
ently oblivious to the proceedings, betoken
her keen realization of the terrible nature
of the circumstances by which she is en-
compassed.

Mrs. Cameron
came to my house the 2Ist day of Jannary
last. - She had not been there between these
two dates, Oct. 9th, 1892, and Jan. 2lst,
1893. During the time Mr. C. boarded at
my house I do not know of his being away
from it except for an oceasional hour or two.
Mr. Farnsworth gave substanvially the same
evidence as preceding witnesses, as to Mr.
Cameron's poor health when he came, and
his improvement in dppetite and general
health up to the week between Christmas
and New Year. During that week and up
to the time he was taken sick, his appetite
was poorer. He went out every day some-
times a dozen times a day and sometimes
away from the premises. He often got our
mail. When he first came he could not
remember what days the mail came, and
would have to be told which were the mail
days, but after a time he got to know and
remember them. The post-office was about
100 rods from my dwelling. He did such
work as bringing in wood for us, going of
errands to the store, and offered to help me
water the cattle. I don’t clearly remember
whether lie took his breakfast with us or
not on the day that he was taken sick. I
did not go to the woods till the afternoon of
that day. The witness when asked: ‘‘do
you remember Mr. C. and his wife having
any words, any difference on that Thursday
morning,” said, *“ yes, there were some words,
I do not know the facts, but it appears that
Mr. Cameron on the morning before, which
was Wednesday, had had some conversation
with Mrs. Cameron, and she said that he
told her some stuff that my wife and I had
to say about him, that we didn’t want ‘him,
and hoy my wife had demanded his watch
for bofrd, and also that I had told him not
to taffe any mediciné she might offer to give
him, for she might poison him.

He had on an overcoat. It wasa pretty cold |
day—cold wind. We drove back home to- |
gether. Didn’t particularly notice that he
was cold when we got back to house; but
should suppose he was. I was not very cold |
and didn’t notice Mr. C.’s face being red, |
though my wife tcld meso. Mr. C. moaned |
all night long, and his breathing after we
removed him on to the cot-bed shortened. |
Did not notice any change in his facial |
appearance from the first to the last of his
sickness. I didn’t observe any change.
There was no bluish or ashen color
about his face than came off his handker-
chief, that I know of. I did not see any
change about his face. I thought his lips
looked as they always did. I did not notice
any change. I felt his hands and feet; they |
were warm. I wanted to see if his feet and
hands were warm. I felt for that purpose.
The color of his face appeared as natural as
it ever did for all I saw. The watch is still
at my house for anyone who has a legal
claim to it, as I have none whatever. I have
had no settlement with Mrs. C. since she
paid the $35.00. Witness should suppose he
was entitled to something extra for sitting
up with Mr. C. if he was sick, or extra at-
tention, as that was the understanding.

' CONTINUED EVIDENCE AT THE TRIAL.

WEDNESDAY MORNING.

WiLLiAM SHEEHAN, re-called: Dan was
driving while I was walking. Dan drove.
I walked behind Mr. Cameron. When
about three-quarters of the way up I took
hold of Mr. C.’s arm. He looked prett
well worn out and feeble and I thought it
was right. He commenced to stagger when
I took hold of him. “I walked up with him,
steadied him going up. Steadied him all
the way up from the time I took hold of
him. We stopped at the wagon. Mrs. C.
was iu the waggon at the time. She saw us
when we stopped. Mr. C. was breathing
heavy. The feebleness and staggering con-
tinued until he got to the wagon. The road
before us then was about the same as I de-
scribed the other part. The distance from
the trough to the next hill forward was
about the same distance as he walked before
we came to the trough, about forty or fifty
yards. When we got to the wagon at the
trough Mrs. C. said: Let hink. walk up the
next little hill.

Dan said: No, let him get in. Mr. C.
then got in the wagon and didn't get out
again. I took hold of him to assist him into
the wagon. When he got into the wagon
he was breathing heavy. He didn't get ont
again until we got to Farnsworth's. We
got there at about eleven or twelve o'clock.
ilrs. Cameron had two valises put in the
wagon, beside coats loose on the back seat.
Witness here described the valises, color of
them both dark. They were put in at
Cameron house. They were taken to Farns-
worth’s. We left Farnsworth's between
half-past four and five. Mrs. C. returned
with us.

how he could, he was failing right along.
She said something about trying to buy a
place out of the town here. I said father
would sell our place.

X-ex'd. There was a slight drizzle during
the day. It was somewhere about the time
we left home or before. The roads were
pretty muddy. It had been raining barder
before but it was only a drizzle when we
left. Mr. C. had no umbrella. He could
have one if he wanted one. Did not think
it worth while getting one. Mr. C. didn’t
have a McIntosh on. I didn’t have one on.
I suppose I could have got one had I wanted
it.

Didn’t
think he would want a muffler that morn-
ing. His coat was buttoned up. Melton is
pretty heavy cloth, it makes a pretty heavy
coat.

MRs. SAUNDERS, sworn: Am the wife of
Walter Saunders. Reside in Bridgetown.

Moved there in Oct. 1892. Have lived there
ever since. Know Mrs. Cameron. Com-
menced to board with me on Oct. 28th last.
Remember 21st of January last. Mrs. C.
boarded with me up to that date. Mrs. C.
duving the time she boarded with me did
not go out at any time to take a meal any-
where else. Had been in the habit of going
out with Mrs. C. at times during her board-
ing with me. Remember a day in January
last when I was out with her. It was Jan-
nary 20th. It was the day before she left
for the shore. We made a friendly call on
Mrs. Thos. Shaw and several others, and
when we got down by Mr. Taylor's drug
store Mrs. C. said let us go in and get that
medicine. Went in with Mrs. C. Mr.
Taylor was engaged when we went in; he
was in an inner room. I said ask for it.
Mrs. C. called loudly to Mr. Taylor and
asked if that medicine had come. He said
yes. I said let us go to Mrs. Harris’ and you
can get it when we come back. Don’t know
what the medicine was. Went together to
Mrs. Harris’ and returned as far as Mr.
Beckwith’s corner, and went together by the
way of the cross street. We went nearly to
the street leading down to the school house.
Mrs. C. then said ¢ Oh, I'll go back and get
that,” and she left me here and I returned
home. It was about 5 o'clock. Mrs. C,
returned about a quarter to six. She said
nothing about the medicine when she came
back. I don’t remember that I mentioned
it to Mrs. C. This was the evening previous
to her leaving for the Bay shore. Had
-never been to Mr. Taylor’s drug store with
Mrs. C. before, but had been there twice
before and asked for that medicine at Mrs.
C.’s request before the whole household,
which consisted of Miss Vidito, my son
Vernon, Brant, another son, and myself.
Miss Homer, who lives there, was rot in the
room. This was either Monday or Tuesday
evening previous to her going to the shore,
cannot just remember. She asked me to go
to Taylor’s drug store and ask if that medi-
cine had come. Did not know the name of
the medicine at that time. Caunot say-that
I really knew what that medicine meant.
About the first week in January she had
been out. 1 said to her, you have been out.
She said, yes, I've been to Mr. Taylor’s drag
store with a prescription from an American
doctor in Eastport for insomnia. I said,
pooh, on your drugs; go out more. She
said, you are just like De. Barnaby, I get no
sympathy from you. That is what Jed me
to think when she asked for that medicine
that it was for insomnia. I went to the
drug store and asked if that medicine had
come for Mrs. C. Could not say whether it
was the same week that she went to the
shore or the week before. It:was during
the month of January last. Mr. Taylor
said the medicine had not come, but if it
does not come tomorrow I'll telegraph. One
night intervened. I was going out again
and Mrs. C. asked me if I would call again
at Mr. Taylor’s and see if that medicine had
come. I went. Mr. Taylor said, no, it had
not come; it may be at the station. Don’t
know that either of these calls were made
during the week that she and I called to-
gether. I said to Mrs. C., either in Decem-
ber or January, when are you going to see
Mr. C. Cannot be certain about the time.
She replied: I would go if'I thought it would
be appreciated. About a week before Mrs.
€& t to the shore she was sitting absorb-
ed in thought, as she often was, and said,
if I were to bring Mr. C. here you have no
room; I think he is very comfortable where
he is, and we will go to housekeeping in
April or May. I said, has he a fire in his
room? She said, I really don’t know; I
think so; the house is very comfortable, as
nice as many have in Bridgetown. From
the time she came to board with me up to
the 21sv of January she had not been over
to see her husband. The first I knew of
her going to the shore was about twenty
minutes before she left. She came down
stairs with her wraps on and said, here is
the key of my room. I said, where are
you going. She replied, I have a chance
over the mountain; use the room; I'll write,
She asked for some paper and went out. I
went to the front door and saw a team. She
got in it and went away. She came back
and asked me for the key and said, I've for.
gotten something. She went up stairs. I
don’t know what she wanted. When she
came out she bad a satchel and wrapper on
her arm. She asked me to fasten the door.

I knew she had been poorly all winter
and this was the first time I was aware that
she used narcotics. She told me that she
could not sleep after swelve o’clock at night.
She made ng secret of getting the medicine
from Druggist Taylor. She made no secret
about the purchase of the medicine and
asked boldly and openly for it. She has
not tried in any way to hide the medicines
she used for insomnia. Knew Cameron and
of his failure in business. Didn’t know of
his having any habits of using peculiar drink.
During nﬂ the time she was at my house I
never heard or discovered any feelings of
batred or grudge against Mr. C. She never
spoke unkindly of him, but said he had been
addicted to drink, but talked very little
about. him,

R. D. TavLor, sworn: Am a druggist;
have been for over 20 years. Have been in
business since first of August. Before this
time I was with Brown & Webb, in Halifax,
with the exception of eight months in Wind-
sor. I remember prisoner coming to my
drug store the first time about the 8th or
10th of January last. At-that time she pur-
chased one ounce of laudattum and a solution
of morphine containing six grains. Nothing
else at that time, She said she wanted them
for sleeplessness, and would have preferred
the morphine in powdered state. After some
little conversation I told her I would get the
powdered morphine for her. There are three
kinds: muriate, acitate and sulphate. All
are poisons. Mrs. C. again came to store
4 or 5 days after and asked for laudanum;
brought bottle; gave her an ounce. She
calle(gl two days afterwards to see if pow-
dered morphine had come. I said it had
not arrived. She asked for nothing else.
She again called at the store about the 19th
or 20th; but during the interval between
calls some one—a woman—came and asked
for Mrs. C.’s medicine, and I said it had not
come. When she againgame I had it and
gave it to her—30 grains of morphine—and
marked it distinctly. We had a conversa-
tion about the dose. She satisfied me that
she knew what quantity to take for sleepless-
ness and showed me the amount, which
would weigh about one-eighth of a grain.
An ordinary dose is from § to 4 grain. I
cautioned her about leaving it around care-
lessly.

Cross-examined: The package was a small
one, half-inch long, one wide, and sixteenth
of an inch deep. Package was marked in
writing ‘‘morphine mur, poison.” When
she got it Mr. Ruggles was in store. In the
ounce bottle of laudanum there would be 8
teaspoonfuls, and ten to forty drops are a
dose. First of all Mrs. C. presented a pre-
scription that had been considerably used,
given her by some doctor, which led me to
give her the medicine, and that she had been
in the habit of using it. She told me that
she had beeu m the habit of using it; had
been advised by her doctor to give it up, but
felt as if she must have it, Mrs. C. said at
the time of purchase 1 was charging her too
much for the morphine. Nothing was said
as to amount she wanted, only I thought
from the prescription that 30 grains was
about the quantity she wanted.

Court here adjourned.

THURSDAY MORNING.,

Frossie HoBkrT, called, sworn: I live
with Mr. Farnsworth and have for two years
and a little over. Mr. F. is my cousin. I
was there when Mr. C. arrived and when he
died. No one has asked me what caused
his death since it occurred. Was subpeened
on Monday 6th. Mr. Ritchie was just going
away when I came home. Have had no
talk with Mr. Ritchie since Monday. I
remember Mrs. C. coming there a short time
ago and I slept in the house till she arrived.
When she came she took my room. (Dia-
gram of rooms was here ‘shown the court.)
Mr. C. slept up stairs while- Mrs. C. was
there and she slept down stairs. I was not
home the day he was taken sick which was
on Thursday, going over to another house
about haif-past eight. Came back next day
before school-time. When I got home - Mr.
C. was in sittingroom between kitchen and
bedroom on the right hand side going in
from kitchen and was lying on a cot bed I
think. Mr. C. died Saturday morning. I
slept at Reed Farnsworth’s on Friday night.
Came home Saturday morning after day-
light.

Mgs. J. E. FARNSWORTH, sworn: Am
wife of J. E. Farnsworth and reside at
Hampton. Mr. C. came to my house to
board Oct. 9th, 1892, and remained there
till he died, on the Saturday after Mrs. C.
came over. Recollect you (Mr. Owen) and
Mr. Hart being at my house one evening.
I remember giving you and Mr. H. a state-
ment relative to his death and how he got
along from the time of his arrival and
also of you taking it down in writing
and reading it over to me. I have since
given a statement to Mr. Ritchie about the
matter. We got §2 50 a week for board,
K;id every 4 weeks, until last time when

rs. C. paid ahead. This advance board
was paid in December. John Templeman
brought Mrs. C. to my house on the 2lst.
I didn’t know she was coming then, bat
that she was to come. She had never
been at my house from her first visit till
this time. When she arrived last time she
had two satchels—one a small hand-satchel
and the other larger.

(Here a somewhat lengthy delay occdirred
in the evidence, from Mr. Owen bringing to
the notice of the witness the diagram of the
house, and getting the exact location, and
distances from one door to the others, and
who occupied the different appartments dur-
ing the previous week.)

Between the day Mrs. C. arrived and the
death my husband and self were away one
evening. It was on Tuesday. Wasn't ab-
sent on any other occasion except in and out
of doors. When we went off for the visit
we left Frank Hobart to keep house. When
Mr. C. came to our house in October he had a
very good appetite, but seemed forgetful in
his mind; otherwise his mind was all right.
As time d his appetite increased and
remained good till New Years, when it fell
off—some days being good and other days
not 8o good. From the time he came to our
place tiil the day he was taken sick he went
out doors every day. He was taken sick on
Thuarsday afternoon before his death. He
used to walk, bring in wood, and do errands
for us. Don't know how far it is to post
oftice kept by Harris Foster. Our mail
comes twice a week, and Mr. C. generally
got it. Since New Year’s Mr. C.’s memory
was not quite so good as previously. He
was well, or about the same, when Mrs. C.
came. The satchels were put in Mrs. C.’s
room when she arrived. She told me on her
arrival that she felt uneasy owiug to bad
dreams she had had and she wanted to come
and see him. In our talk which followed
Mrs. C. said she thought her husband would
be worse in the month of March, as that was
a hard one for him; that it would he a ter-
rible thig% for him to die and she not b
there. e dream was this: “His face
looked very red; and his feet were terribly
swollen.” I can’t remember the hour Mr.
C. got up that Thursday morning, but his
health was as good as usual for what I could
see. Mr, and Mrs. C. had a talk about the
middle of the forenoon to the effect that
Mrs. C. said that Mr. C. told her that he
didn’t think we wanted him, and I had de-
manded his watch for board. Mrs. C. asked
us about this, saying that she thought he
would deny it after she had gone. After a
few minutes Cameron got up and went out
and started toward Bridgetown. My hus-
band started for Mr. C. and brought him
back, returning about 11 o'clock. He had
dinver after he came back. Mrs. C. was
lying down in her room. She was called to
dinner. She replied by saying she did not
want any. Dinner was eaten in kitchen.
Mr. C. took a cuﬁ of tea and a piece of pie.
He got up from the table and went and sat
down in his usual seat which was at the
west window in the kitchen. He sat there
and talked with the neighbors who came in,
while I went on with my work. Mr. C.
brought in an armful of wood afrer dinner.
It was before he had talk with Mr. Chate.
I got my work done about half-past twelve,
I then went into sitting-room and stayed
there till I thought the fire was out.

Court adjourned here for dinner.,
