British Columbia‘is a very moun-
tainous country.

We entered it at Field, near
the top of the Rockies with moun-
tain peaks on all sides of us and
throughout the whole five hundred
miles of its territory crossed by the
C.P. R, we never lost sigut of
mountains and peaks with their snow
caps; they followed us or we follow-
ed them to the coast.

Everywhere the Val-
leys are narrow and broken and
over-shadowed by great wooded
peaks with head dresses of snow.

We follow or
cross the arms and wind in and out
our engine heading to every one of
the thirty-two points of the compass
in skirting around its shores for
fifty miles.

Kamloops with population of four
thousand, is a pretty town located
at the junction of the two branches
of the Thompson river.

ful mountain peak, Mount St. Paul,

ing the present season has emphasiz-
ed the fact that orchards which have
been sprayed have produced much
better crops than those which were
neglected. This is a matter of great
importance because it involves the
question of-profit. The federal de-
partment of agriculture has issued a
bulletin dealing with the question. It
states that where apple trees were
sprayed with anti-microbe mixtures,
ninety-five per cent of the fruit is
first class, four per cent second class
and one per cent culls, while on
trees that are sprayed not more than
fifteen per cent is first-class, and fifty
per cent culls. The culls are worth
forty-five cents a barrel, second class
$1, and first class $1.75. An exchange
points out that if we take an or-
chard producing a crop of one hun-
dred barrels, the sprayed orchard
would yield $175, and unsprayed a-
bout $87, or only half as much. It is
added that what is true of apples re-
fers to other fruit. The lesson is one
which should not be overlooked by
orchardists in the maritime provin-
ces.— St. John Telegraph.

The Biggest Farm
In Eastern Canada

Some Facts About Missiquash Marsh
Property— A Venture That is
Proving ~Worth While—A
Possible Scheme—Some
Experts’ Opinions.

Mr. W. A. Trueman, Point DeBute,
was in Amherst on Saturday and
the News talked to him about the
biggest farm in Eastern Canada—the
Missiquash—of . which he is superin-
tendent. Mr. Trueman said the grass
crop was splendid, while the grain
was unusually stout and thrifty. A
new departure in marsh culture had
been made, he said, by creating a
garden where celery, tomatoes, sugar
beets, etc., are grown with sufficient
success to show capabilities for other
crops besides grass and grain. This is
in black mud. The moss and fresh
water vegetation which formerly
grew on the marshes have rotted and
formed & top layer on the marsh
mud from three inches to three feet
thick. This muck is a fertilizer itself
and will grow enormous crops of
nearly everything which will grow in
this climate. Professor Andrews
thinks it adds immensely to the val-
ve of the Missiquash property. Prin-
cipal Cummings, of the Nova Scotia
College of Agriculture says the vege-
table mould is of ‘‘enormous value,’”’
and ‘‘saw no reason why the property
should not become one vast, fertile
area.’’

If the present policy be maintained
for a year or two Mr. Trueman be-
lieves the property will be earning
dividends on its capital.

Mr. Trueman was asked if the ex-
penditure was a profitable venture.
He answered that at the start most
people, even marsh men, considered
it a wild and risky venture. The
large amount reclaimed and now in
pasture and hay is sufficient to con-
vincz any one of its success.

First Steel Steamer Bu!lt
in Maritime Provinces

The new steel tug Canso built by
the New Burrell-Johnson Iron Co.
for the Dominion Government, went
to -sea 24th inet for her trial trip,
having the Go\.rnment inspectors a-
board. The trip proved satisfactory
in every way, both as to sea-worthi-
ncss and speed. The Canso is the first
steel steamer to be built in the Mar-
itime Provinces, and it gives the peo-
ple of Yarmouth considerable pride to
know that such a boat can be turned
out here at home, every bit of work
in her being of home production.

She is built under Lloyds special
inspection and to class 100 A. 1. in
their register. Her dimensions are:
Length over all 97.6; beam 22 feet
and draught 8.6. She is built on the
frame and reverse f{rame system,
these - being spaced two inches apart
throughout her length. The deck is
steel, sheathed with hard wood. The
deckhouse on the main deck, con-
tains the' chisf engineer’'s rocm, and
store room; asc well as providing en-
trances to the entrance rcom. An,up-
per deck-house, built above the,bridge
provides the wheel-house, which con-
tains steam steering gear, and the
Captain’s room.

WATERTIGHT BULKHEADS.

The quarters and mess room, for
the men are located forward, the of-
ficers mess and state rooms are aft
of the engine room, and the galley is
adjoining. On deck is a:powerful
steam windlass for handling of an-
chors and cables. Very heavy bitts
are provided for towing purposes.
The veseel has five watertight bulk-
heads, dividing the vessel into six
compartments. The fore and aft peaks
are designed for water tamks. The-en-
gines are of the triple expansion type
the cylinders being twelve inches,
nineteen inches, and twenty inches
diameter, with twenty inch stroke,
developing about four hundred horse-
power, making one hundred and six-
ty revolutions per minute.

When asked as to how
the parole system ' was working, and
as to the number of prisoners who
had been paroled since the incentinn
of the system in Canada eleven years
ago, Mr. Archibald said that he was
at the present time making out a re-
port for the department. but could
perhaps give approximate figures.
Bince the system was established in
1399, he said about 3,100 prisoners
were released on parole. Out of that
number only about 65 had forfeit::d
their liberty. That is a splendid
record, Mr. Archibald said. Nearly
2,000 have won their full- liberty and
are ig the enjoyment of zood citizen-
ahi%)wing that they were not
criminals, but had vielded tp tempta-
tion in moments of weakness, and
afterwards ‘deeply regretted their
acts and repented in sackcloth and
shes.

Asa moral and
social reformer, he was the champion
of humanitarianism as illumined by
the light of science.

He had the Prophet’s passion for
justice and righteousness, and was a
persistent gnd uncompromising op-
ponent of wrong and an aggressive
fighter for the common good.

MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP.

The Toronto World cites the case of
Birmingham, asa city where muni-
benefit to the
citizens. It quotes the Birmingham

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Post on the subject of the electriC‘

supply department of the city, and
says:—

‘““A favorite objection to public
ownership is that it lacks the enter-
rrise of private management, but
this is certainly not borne out by the
record of British cities. Birmingham
took over its electric service in 1900,
the capital expenditure then amount-
ing to $2,400,000. In ten years it has
increased $7,000,000, or nearly treble.
But the surplus profits have also
continuously advanced, although the !
average price received per unit of
electricity supplied has fallen from a
fraction of eight cents to two and a
half' cents. The ,rates have been re-
duced several times, this being ren-
dered possible by reductions ip the
working cost per unit, these having
fallen from four and a half cents to

[slightly over one cent. Last year, the
surplus profit was over $100,000, half |
of which was contributed in rate re-
, lief. The reserve fund stands at $360,-
000, and $80,000 have been put to a
renewal fund account. Municipal
ownership and operation of public
services has the great advantage of
enabling the citizens to get their
proper share of the benefits acert ing
from the success of the undertakings.
