The Indien gravoyard hal nlot only
been noglected, but the righta cf tho
Senecea had been invedod, henco
thero arose the neeaity for guarding
and proeorving the reniains et thosa,
who wero once great in their nation,
and rSeepctod by tho governinent.

Red Jacket has been calloil tho last
o! tho Sca& Ho was apure Indian,
dignified in his niannar, and keenly
alive to the intercete of his follows in
tho fivo nationn. SonIetimr8 il ie saiti
that t bore are ne mnians capable of
having their intelh cte deoloped, and
worthy the lasting friendahrp of tho
white man-opcia]ly at tho present
time, many of Chose who have surffbred
thrcugh the rebellion in tho North
Weet are erying out that there are
very few good Indisne, and tliat au a
race il la fimie wauuted te Lfpend yeare
amongst thern trying ta load thoin te
Chribt and civilization.

Red Jacket was net a Christian
Inian, and though lacklng the aid of
thoae who were desirous te help hlm,
ho exhibited thre influence et an u-
taugbt gonus whilst etriving te help
thoso of hie; own race. R1e had a
powerful intellect, a very tenacioue
melmory, and when ho addresseil hie
people asemblcd lin council, the con-
vincig power of hie logic was over-
multing. The Huron IroquoiB
aedulouely etudiod the art of oratory,
aud many of their courcillore excolci
in it. Amonget tbem al], there waa
none equal te Bei Jacket. Ho was
one of the groateet Indien oratora Chat
(ver lived on tho American O:)ntinent,
lio feit deoply for lis people. Re saw
the warriorp, the aged aud the youug
pang sway. The nation that liad
once been g0 powerful was fast dwin-
dling inte, significauco aud lin beout
waBsa ai e the gloonxy prospects of
being h ft alonc, the lest of hie race.
no lieleld wlth indignation the
encroachment of thre white mon. Ho
saw, land speculatera and othera taking
away the leand that bolonged te his
people. Ho hoard fair prominen maie
te them by thcse in authority aud
thoeo nover fulfihled. Ho saw tho
mis8ionary carry the Bible in hie
hand te tell the roi men cf Chilet and
salvation, but ho Iooked around and
saw huxidreda of those viro called
themselvee Christiaus who -wore more
vicions than thre Indian& The whit e
man hbd given hie Indiana whiakey to
destroy their bodios, min4s and seuls
-ammunition andi gune tbey had
furnised by which they kiIied eaoh
othor, dizses» they introduced which
carrled away many of hie people, and,
as lie thouglit of these thinge his e ul
burned within him at tho wrongs
ixilicted on them. Thtui il was that
hu watchei jealoualy the white mani
and watt înfrieudiy te the missionay.
Yet in hie lunt heure ho was liard ta
Bay ere o lolft thise artli, IlWheoe la
tho miesonary t" Ho had been called
cAlways Ready"% hon, as a bearer of

despatchos during the war of 1812-14 ho
could aver ho roliod on aud was al% tays
tona at hie pool, Then ho wan called
"Holi Keepe Thomi Awaie." When tho
remuzant cf hie people were disconeolate
ho cheered them. Hie voico aoBrted

their rfghte, and lie was oer their
friand.

Tluo noble Serueca passed aweiy
miourning te Badl condition et lrin
people. What rniight ho not have
L.een had ha yieldcd le tha holy
influences of tho Gospel, whicb becomes
Llh,, m~votr <f lifa unte the Indien,
and lifta hlmi itearor tot God.
