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Register of the Week,

At Ottawa our legislators cannot bo
said to have made much beadway in
tho business of Parliament, little hav-
ing yot been done outside the debate
on tho Address and its adoption. On
Tuesday eovening of last week the
House was enlivened somewhat by tho
debate on Mr. McCarthy's bill, a
synopsis of which appears in thig issue
of Tng ReGISTER.

Oo Wadnesday onquiry tsuching
the Behring Bea regulations was mado
by Bir Richard Cartwright, and Mr.
Mills asked that the correspondonce
in connection with the subject be
breught down-—which Sir John
Thompson promised to do, if the Jm.
perisl authorities did not abject.

Hon. Mr. Lariviere moved for the
papers in reforence to the appeal made
in the name of the Catholic minority
of the Province of Manitoba, Mr.
Larivierealso moved ¢ for copies of all
schoo! ordinances, school regulations,
or by-laws and amendments thereto,
adopted by the Legislative Assembly,
the Executive, and by any Doard or
Ccuaucil of Education in reference to
the establishment, maintenance and
admipistration of schools in tho North-
wes}, Territories since 1885 ; for copies
of all petitions, memorials and corres-
pondence in reference thereto, and for
copies of all raports to and orders in
Council respesting tho same."

Mr. Tarto followed with a motion
for all correspondence *¢ hetween Arch-
bishop Tache of St. Boniface and any
member of the Government since last
session, and in particular of thy
memorial recently sont to the Gov-
ernor-General or to the Prime Min-
ister, respecting the Manitoba schools,
and of the ordinances adopted by the
Legislature of tho Northwest Terri-
torics in 1892 and now in forco;
copies of all memorials, petitions and
letlers addvessed to the Governor
Geuneral in Council, or to any Min-
ister, asking for the disallowanco of
tho ordinances; of correspondence be-
tween the Lieutenant.Governor of the
Northwest Territorias or the Executive
Couneil of tho said Tervitories and the
Dominion.Government, and copies of
the instructions to the Lieatenant-
Governorof the Northwest Territories,
snd of communications sent to the
oxecntive of the 'Tertitories in order to
amend tho ordinances of 1892."

Both motions were carried after
warm discussion by Messra. Tarte and
Davin. Sir John Thompson moved
an adjournment till the following
Tuesdsy, and the House adjourned
sccordingly.

In the Local Legislature, ono of
the principal subjects daring the past
week was that relating to fees. The
Opposition had moved an amendment,
by the terms of which salaries wero to

bo substituted for fees, and the oflice
mado electivo instead of beiug, as now,
in tho gift of the Government. A
voto boing taken the amendmunt was
defented by 49 to 20. So fees it will
bo for some time longer—for shich,
doubtless, the feo fod favorite will be
devoutly thankful.
A Royal Commission on secondary
cducation in England has been ap.
pointed, and is approved by Her
Majesty. It will commence its labors
almost at once. The commission is
a large one, being comprised of geven.
teen membors, from representative
boards throughout the councry ; it has
thoe interesting distinction of bhaving
threo distinguished women a3 mem-
bers. The work of n Royal Commis-
sion ig always said to be proverbially
slow, and it is thought therowill be a
fow years of grace before the good
Britons, so as to train up a generation
of young teachers. The Cambridge
Female Training Colluge is now open
for Catholic students, which is con-
sidered a atep in the right direction.

The 8t. Patrick's Day bauquet
given in London, England, on the
eveniog of the 15th was onc of the
most brilliant affairs of the kind ever
held, the demand for tickets surpassed
any previous gothering. Mr. Justin
McCarthy M.P., presided, and the
other guestsincluded a great galaxy of
public men. Speeches were made by
Mr. Edward Lake, Mr. Sexton and
several others. Tho guests included
prominent representatives of England,
Scotland and Weles.

Mr. Harry Furniss the political
cartoonist of Punch has severed his
connection with that journal, and is
about to start on his own account, a
new and origina! paper. ¢ Mr. Fur-
niss,” says the Lirerpoo/ Times, * with
tho exception of ¢ Dickie Doyle,’ is the
only member of the staff of our lead-
ing comic journal who has ever volun-
tarily resigned his position. Mr., Fur-
niss came to London when he was
nincteen, and hois now in his fortieth
year.” ** Dickie Doyle,” by which
name, he was generslly known in
Londor, was the father of the popular
novelisi Dr. Conan Doyle, he resigned
his position on Punch on account of
that journal's disgusting attitude at
the time of Cordinal Wiseman's
being made Archbishop of West-
minster.
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From time to timo we are startled
by the dreadful work of the ansrchists
in tho Old World. ILast week it was
the beautiful Church of the Madeline,
Paris, that suffered, fortunately,
there was only the loss of one life, the
man who threw the bomb. Now wa
hearof anattempt onanother church in
Grenoble. About 20 persons were in-
sured by the latter outrage, rome mor-

tally. The explosive was placed at the
ontranco of tho chureh, it was filled
with gunpowder and had a long fuse
attached. When it oxploded the wholo
church was filled with smoke, uuder
eover of which the misereant must have
escaped. The panic crealed among
tho worshippers was terrible. They
rushed shrieking and shouting for the
entrance, tho stronger throwing the
weakor down and trampling on tho
prostrate bodies. The despatches say
a great number of women, children
and aged people waere injured.

The cable despatches anuounce an
encyclical lotter from the Holy Fatlier,
it was to be published last Saturday.
It is addressed to the bishopsof Poland,
Russia, Austria and Germany. The
Holy Father treats of the religious
conditions in each of the sountries
named, especially Poland. Referning
to the latter country, e * exborts the
Catholic inhabitants to renowed con-
stancy in their farth under the difficult
circumstances in wluch they are
placed.”

The students of Buda Pesth were
determined that proper honors should
be paid to the memory of Louia Kos.
suth. The National Theatre of that
place tried to give its usual ovening
perforance, in spite of the warning
given to the manager by the students
to close. Tle first act of the play was
but half done when about 200 students
attacked tho police at the door, and
after a short struggle took possesston,
and demanded the curtain to be lower-
ed and that a black fiag be raised over
the theatre. Many of the audience
resented the interference of the stu-
dents, bus to avoid a riot the maaager
complied with their demands. Further
despatches say : « Upon leaving the
theatre the rioters learned that several
music halls had remained open, They
went through the streots where the
entertainments were in progress, then
threw stones through the windows
and handled roaghly all persons whom
they fonnd at the entrance of the
halls. A strong force of police even-
tually overtook them, ubont 15 men
were wounded and several were
arrested.

Aloxander Dumas, although a man
of the world, has courage to express
his opinions, and is not ashamed of
the African blood that courses through
his veins. He recently complimented
Mgr. Perraud, Bisliop of Autun, on a
lecture that had been given by the
latter in January in his Cathedral of
Autua on the " Abolition of Slavery.”
M. Dumag wrote to the Bishop:
* Monsignor, I have read and re-read
with the greatesy interest your dis-
courses on tho abolition of slavery.
No one could remain deaf to such an
appeal, and I least of all, sinca 1 have
only to go back four generations in
arder to find negro slaves among my
ancestors. Therefore it is not only
for my brethren from a Christian

soint of view that I thank you, but
also for relatives that I may still have
on negro-laden ships."”

body Plumner, Professor of Christian
Morals gives tho following explanation
of the invitation accorded to Fathor
0'Callaghan:

‘“Three or four yoars ago a Catholio
pricst, much moro prominenc in the Chorch
than Father O'Callaghin, was asked to con-
duct a Sunday oveniug servico, but, af'er
considerable deliberation, ho decliped. Wo
have always intended to have Catholics ro-
presented, as woll as other roligious faiths.
In looking over tho priests who might bo
invited, the most likely man scemed to bo
Fathor O'Callaghan, tho chief rcason for
selecting him boivg tho fact that he is one of
our gnguntu io recont ycars. Ho imnicdi.
ately accepted. Our action ininviting him
is purely voluntsry, and no pressure hasteen
brought to bear at all. If the peoplo aro
loaking for sigaiticauco in tho action itis
simply that Harvard wishes to show that
her acrvices are purely unsectarian, and that
auy carnest disciplo of any faith Is wzlcomo
in Appleton Chapol.”

Howlan at the Hotel
Davies, Charlottetown, P.E.I., re-
cently, and presented him with con-
gratulatory addresses on his being ap-
pointed to the distingwmished position
of Lieutenant-Governor of the Island.
Mr. Howlan replied in a most happy
manner, saying : **I am pleased to
learn- that my long political career,
extending over a period of thirly years,
meets with your generul approval, and
that I bave in some degree tried to
counduct myself as became a true son
of the Emerald Isle.”

A very handsome and interesting
gift wag to be presented to his Emin-
ence Cardinal Gibbons, last Sunday
the 25th of March. It isa jewel box
mada from wood that was part of an
old mulberry tree, ander whick the
first Mass was celebrated in Maryland,
on the 25th of March, 1634. The
donor was General Bradley F. John-
son, who selected the anniversary of
the event for the presentation. The
tree was said to be 800 or 400 years
old when it blew down a fow years ago,
The tronk was very much decayed but
the roots wero quite sound. The box
was made a short time after the tree
fell. «It 1s five inches long, four
inches wide and four and a hall deep,
and is lined with cardinal red satin.
A silver plate in thoe shape of a Ma:y-
Iand cross embellishes the lid. On the
crogs is inscribed tha dates March 25,
1684, the day of tho landing at St.
Mary's, May 1, 1649, when tho ¢act
concerning religion,” which guaranteed
religious toleration to Maryland was
passed ; August 16, 18G8, when-
Cardinal Gibbons was consecrated,
and June 7, 1886, when he was creat
ed Cardinal.”” The box will be used
for the Oardinal’s pactoral jowels.

MR, McCARTHY?S BILL,

What Mr. Deviin Raya on (he Bnbject.

Housk oy Coxstoxs, Orrawa, March
20.—Mr. McCarthy, in moving that
his bill ontitled an not further to
amend tho aot respecting tho North-
weat Torritorics bo read a first time,
noado 6 briof specch which aroused a
warm rojoindor from Mr. Dovhin, tho
member for Ottawa Couaty. The
bill, Mr, McCarthy explained, was the
game as the one he nad introdueed
last sossion. It proposed to pive to
thho Northwost Territories the power
to deal with the subject of education
untrammeled and uncontrollad, also
to repeal tho remainder of the clause
in the act known as the dual language
olougse, which was left in the act by
the compromiso which was arranged
aftor the discussion i thie house in
1891. It would bo recalled, he smid,
that at that time power was given to
tho Northwest Assembly to repeal a

ortion of tho clause, but the romain-
ger waa atill left beyond their authority.
The act bad provided previous to that
time that eithier the English or French
language might be used in the dobates
of - the Legislativo Assembly and in
the debates before the courts, and that
both languages shall be used in the
publication of the proceedings of the
Assembly and in the publication of
lawg. The compromiso was in the
form of a proviso :—** That after the
next general election of tho Legisla-
ture such Agsembly may by ordinance
or otherwise regulate its proceedings
and the manner of recording and
publishing the same.” The power
given to the Legislative Assembly was
thus, he 3aid, merely to govern its
own proceedings, and the law was left
otherwise as it was. His bill would
also give tho Assembly the power to
decide whether the dual languages
should be continued in the courts and
in the publication of the laws,

Continuning, he said :—** As I have
said often before in making this
motion, or in bringing in a bill to
repeal this clause, I do not du it from
any feeling of hostility to my French-
Canadisn fellow-subjects. I believe,
gir, that the interests of this country
will be best served when the distine-
tion between these nationalities is
done away with, at all events so far
83 the Northwest is concerned we
cbrtainly should not introduce a mea-
sure which is calculated and apparently
designed to perpetnate that race dis-
t'n: 1on which unlbiappily exists in one
f 1 o older Provinces.

Mr. Devlin~—Which one ?

Mr. McCarthy—In the Province of
Quebec. If the hon. gentleman wants
to know we have no difficulty in
snswering that question.

Mr. Devlin—We will tell you about
the other bye-and-hye.

Mr. McCarthy—With regard to the
subject of education, I think that the
House and the courtry must be satis-
fied just now that ao aitempt to
interfere with a Province in the
Northwest or the Territories in the
Northwest on the subject of education
is calculated to cause a great deal of
trouble. e have had the Manitoba
school question up by reason of an
attempt that was mede in the consti-
tation of Manitoba to fetter or control
that Province on the subject of educa.
tion, and recently I think the Govern-
ment havo found some little difficulcy
in dealing with u cognate question
which came froma the Northwest Ter-
ritories. The sooner we realize that
the people of Manitoba as well as the
people of the Northwest ave perfectly
competent to manage their educational
affairs thomselves without any control
from this Parliament the better it will
be for the peace and welfaro of the
conntry. I tberefore have pleasure in
introducing to the House a bill which
will tako away that limitation which
the act intends to impose, which the
act_does impose,{with regard to educa-

tion, and which will removo the last
vestige of the dual languagoe clause eo
far us thoe Northwest is concorned.

Mit. DRVLIN RRPLIES,

When tho Speaker put the motion
of Mr MoCarthy for the first reading
of the bill Mr. Tarte culled out ** Divi.
siors,” but AMr. Devlin, naing, address-
cd the Houso 1 roply to the member
for North Simeoo. He said: Mr,
Speaker, I certainly did not expeot to
speak upon this question at the pro-
sent time, Lut 1 wish to answor one
statoment which was wado by the
hon. gentleian who bad just resumed
lns soat (Mr. McCarthy'. Ho says
that the Province of Quebee is rospon-
giblo for the hard fecling that to-day
exists m the Dominion of Canada,
und I answer by saying : He is the
one. He s the one who is responsible
for tho hard feeling that exists in the
Dowminion of Canadn. Wo lhave had
that hon. gontlemon here year nfter
year sinco 1887, with what? Witha
project of lnw, the intontion of which
18 to close the Northwest Torritories
and the Province of Manitobs against
the Catholics of the Province of
Quebee, o project of law which tells
them that if they wish to go to that
Province or to those Territories thoy
must remember that there — if his
views can be carried out—their lan-
guage will be proscribed and their
rights will be trampled upon. Why,
Mr. Speaker, it was only last night
that we heard anothor effusion on this
samo subject. I do not sce the Con-
troller of Customs in his seat at this
moement, and I regret that ho is not.
But we are beginning to be accustom-
ed to theso insults coming from those
gentlemen whoso only political stock
i3 this one — their hatred of their
Roman Catholie fellow citizens. \What
does the lion. gentleman expect to
gain by all this agitation? Does he
imagine for one moment that we
from the Provineo of Quebec fear him ?
Does he imagine for one moment that
the Province of Quebec is going to
submit to all his dictates? His
object no doubt is to attain toa position
which by reason of his alliance with
the party with which he was so long
connected he could not attain. He
wanted no doubt to enter tha Cabinct.
1 buliove that was his object. Now,
finding that he could not enter the
Cabinet, finding that ho would not be
taken into the Cabinet, he 13 trying by
this other means to attain to the
position of leader of the Government
in this country. He would like to
form a solely Protestant population in
thig country. e would like to form
solely and to constitute solely Pro-
testant schools in this country. He
would stand up in this House anad tell
a Province which sends G5 represente-
tives bicre that they shall not speak
the language which they learned from
their parents. From the very begin-
ning of the time in which this ani-
mositly took root in his heart, from
that moment to this, every political
question of any importance to the
country ab Inrge has been left aside by
him simply that he might speak his
hatred against the Catholics of Canada,
and in particular against the French
Cavadians of the Province of Quebes.
Heo has met with very little success so
far. He speaks of the Provinco of
Quebec as ono in which there is
batred. Let me tell him——

Mr. McCarthy—Tha bon. gentle
man will allow me to interrupt him.
I did not at all use the expression he
thinks. I never referred to the Pro-
vince of Quebec as having hatred.

Mr. Devlin—Would the hon. gentle-
man tell us exactly what be did say ?

Mr. McCarthy —What I said was
that I trusted we wero not going to
perpetuate the racial divisions which
unhappily existed in the Provines of
Quebec. Inever said ** hatred” at all.

Mr. Devlin—Very well then, I
will immediately give the hon. gentle-
man an inetance of some of the divi-
sions which exist in the Proviuce of

Quobee. In tho counties of that
Provinee, which aro largely Catholio,
in eorao of such countica tho reprosen-
tativo is a Protestant. I will take
tho county which I roprosont in this
House. The overwhelming wajority
of Ottawa is Roman Catholic, yot I am
tho first Catholic mombor that evor
sat for that county in this House; a
Froteatant gontleman ropresented that
county for 80 years. To givo him
(Mr. McCarthy) a further instanco of
tho samo generosity, I may stato that
tho County of Ottawa wag ropresented
in tho Local Houso b( o Protestant
moember for years. Tho Warden of
that county was a Protestant; for
years the Mnfor of the most Catholic
city in the wholo Provinee of Quebec
—tho Qity of Hull—was a Protestant,
aod so 1 could namo a good many
other counties with a similar record.
I could name the County of Lotbiniere,
which is almost exclusively Fronch-
Canandian Catholic, and that county
sont o Protestant representative to
this House. More than that, it sent
to the Quobeo Parliamont—a Catholic
Parliament—a Protestant gontlefman
to represent it. I tell tho hion. mom-
ber there is no spirit of intolerance in
tho Provinco of Quebeo; thore is no
bigotry in the Province of Quebec.
There is cortainly o spirit of disgust,
but that disgust is simply evidenced
on account of the miserable attempt
of the hon. gentleman to fasten ugninst
them this charge of bigotry. Does be
claim that the French Canadian people
have any right in this Dominion of
Canada ? He tells us hero plainly
that the object is to do away with
their language. Havo they not as
much right to speak the French lan.
guage ns he has to speak the English
language? What is the object of all
his hostility against the French lan-
guage 2 What is the objeot of all his
hostility against institutions which
have been established in this country,
and which have been found to work
successfally hore? Does he meean to
say that a population of nearly two
millions shall have no rights in the
Dominion of Canada ?  Sir, I tell the
lion. member that every time he stands
up in this Houge to attack us as he has
done to-day there are nearly two mil-
lions of Roman Catholics in this coun-
try who mock at him, who laugh at
him, who treat him with contempt ;
and hers in this House what is his
following? One lone gentieman.
(Laughter.) That is the following he
bas here, after all these years of agita-
tion against the Catholics. I tell the
hon. gentleman that the Catholic
element in Canada bas been a truer
and a better friend of the Dominion
than ever the hon. gentleman has.
What has he doac for the country ?
Let us examine his oareor from the
beginning to this moment. Let us
examine what he was outside the
Houso, let us exumine what he has
done inside the House. \What has he
done after all these years to promote
the prosperity of his country or guod
feeling amongst our people? Noti,.
ing ; nothing. A few mean, despic-
able attempts at imposing a peculiar
kind of legislation. He spoke of the
Manitoba school act; he no doubt
means to say it is 8 success. I would
like to ask the hon. gentleman does ho
mean to say that Public Schools or
Protestant Schools exist to-day in the
Province of Manitoba? The hon.
gentleman who introduced the school
act is in this House to-day, and ho is
able to speak for himsolf on the sub-
Jeot. The Protestants in the Provinco
of Manitoba, who are in a majority,
abolished the Catholic Schools under
the pretence of establishing Public
Schools. Are Pablio Schools in exist
ence in the Province of Manitoba to-
day ? No, there are no Pablic Schools
in the Province of Manitoba. I said
said so last session; I said so the
session before. The <chools which
exist to-day in the Province of Mani-

toba to which we Catliclics are obliged

to subscribe aro purely Protestant
sohiools.
. An hon, membor—No.

Mr. Dovlin—I beg pardon, yos.
The bost authority on thut subjeot is
the gontlemen who introduced thoao
schools, aud I will quote lis own
words. ‘T'he hon. member for Winni.
peg (Mr. Martin), speaking a short
time ago, said :—

* Ho was himsolf not satisfied with
tho schiool act, and had never beon so.
Ho had mado o strong effort to havo
the Public Schools controlled by the
Government really mode National
Bohools, with religion obliterated, and
hio was now more convineced than cver
that that was the only school which
could be justified as constitutional,
Thoy said that the State had no right
to interforo in tho matter of religion,
but he contended that they could not
do the one without the other. It had
been urged by satisfied supportors of
tho act that none could compluin of
the duvotional cloment introduced, ns
it waa of the broadest nature, but they
found that tho Roman Catholics had
tho very greatest objection to this pro-
vigion of tho a~t, and he was dissatisfied
himself, and was glad many Protes-
tants shared his oﬁjoctions. 1t had
been suid that in the event of his
opinions being adopted our Public
Schools would be Godless schiools, but
by many staunch supporters of the
school act it had been privatoly
admitted to him that the religious
oxercises practised in the schools at
that time were without value. The
Roman Catholies had honesy stated
that in their belief the two forms of
education should go together. The
Protestants ndmitted, on the other
hand, that it was impossible to have
religious training in schools, and only
asked that it be recognized, insisting,
however, on imposing their views on
others in that respect. Rather than
that small amount of religious training
sheuld be done away with in the
schools, the Protestants said they
would prefer the old state of affairs.
He would leave it to his audienco to
dotermine which was thoe more honest
stand of the two.”

Mr. Devlin continued :—¢* Docu-
ments have recently been put into the
hands of every reader in-this country
by the venerable Bishiop of St. Boni-
faco—documents which wo will quote
further on in the debate on this bill—
showing conclusively that the schools
which exist today in Manitoba are
not Pobitc Schools, but simply and
purely Protestant schools. I have
quoted from the hon. gentleman who
introduced this villainous school act
in the Province of Manitoba to the
offect that the schools therse are Pro-
testant schools, and this is your great
gencrosity toward the Catholics of
Manitoba. You wanted PublicSchools,
you said, on the broad grounds of the
young nationality growing up in that
Province. See the result. You have
turned the strong Protestant element
of that Province against the poor,
struggling Catholic minority. You
have not aucceeded even in establish-
ing the Pablic Schools that you pretend
by this bill you were going to estub-
lish. You have cstablished Protestant
schoole; you maintain them, and
you wish to do the same in the North-
west. Mr. Speaker, last night the
Bon. Controiicr of Customs—and I
just quote this as an evidence of the
spirit of the bill aud the spirit of the
hon. member who has introduced it—
referred to our church as the ‘Romish
Church.! He spoke noxt of its efforts
to obtain State recognmition in the
Northwest. Ho said that the Arch-
bishop had been fooled n his attempt
to secare aszendancy in tho Province
of Munitoba, and finally he went on
to speak of the loyalty of the Orange-
men, leaving tho inferenco to bs drawn
that the Catholics wero not loyal.
The hon. gentleman uttered three
insults in that speech: First, against
the church, by the offensive way ‘in
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which Lo spoke of it as the Rowish
Church, In the second place, against
the Avchbishop of Mnuitoba in saying
what waanot true, that tho Archbishop
tried to seouro ascondancy. ‘The
Archbighop did nothing of the kind,
Ho gimply asked for tho reatoration of
thoso rights which, up to 1870, the
Catholics of Manitobn enjoyed. Fin-
ally against tho Catholics, whon tho
hion. gentleman spoke of the loyalty of
the Qrangemon. I will say that he
spoaks tho truth if ho rofors to their
loyalty to porscoution from ibe begin.
ning to tho end of the history of the
ordor. Theso are some of the out:
comes of tho mean all)irit. of hostility
manifested toward the Catholics of
this country by the hon. member for
North Simcoa (Mr. McCarthy), and
by tho Controller of Customs, a gentle-
man paid by the Catholics."

Mr. Bpeaker—Order. I think tho
hon. gentleman should not indulge in
remarks of that kind.

Mr. Dovlin—Porhaps I should not
indulge in the truth, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Spoeaker—I think the hon,
momber had better tuko tho advico of
tho chaiz and not indulgo in the lan.
guage he is using.

Mr. Dovlin—Against the Control-
lor?

Mr. Speaker—With regard to lon.
members of the House.

Mr. Dovlin—I was morely quoting
the Controllor's language from an
organ of the Government,

in saying thot these hon. gentlemen
were actuated by o mean spirit is in-
dulging in language which he, as an
old member of this House, will, I
think, admit is not in accordance with
Parlinmentary usage.

It is not necessary to be poesessed of
a vast sum of money to open an account
with the largest of banks, writes
Walter H. Barrett in o practical article
giving directions and advice concerning
women's bank accounta in the April
Ladies’ Home Journal. Two hundred
dolisrs is ample. In cases of lack of
personal acquaintances a letter of in-
troduction to the bank president or
cashier is a first requisito. Bauks are
usnally open for business with cus-
tomers betweon the hours of ten in the
morning snd threo in the afternoon, so
it will be well to call upon the officers
with your letter of introduction during
these hours. You will be asked to
enter your name, address and reference
in tho ‘“identification” book, and in
subacribing your sutograph you shonld
do so precisely as you intend to write
it on checke. This is neceesary be-
causo the signature in tho book is for
comparison in case a question of
forgory sbould arise. These prelimin.
aries over, the first depcsit, either in
bills, cbeck or draft, may be made.
The amount of tho deposit must be
writtea on a ‘‘deposit slip” to be
handed with the money to receiving
tellar. A peass book, showing the
amount to the depositor’s credit, a
check book and a nuwber of deposit
slips will be aupplied by the bank, and
with these, formalities aro over.

Tho olection of M. Brunotiere to be
tho Editor of the Revue des Dowr Mon
des marks an cpoch in tho bistory of
that well-known poriodical.  Hitherto,
throughout practically itz whole enrcer,
it has beon undor thosway of what has
boon dubbed the DBuloz dynosty.
Feancois Buloz was for many yoara the
absolute arbitor of its fortuncs, and
aftor him hi- son Charles. Butin the
hands of tho luttor tho scoptro of
autbority at length wavered end then
fell. A short timo ago ho was con
strained to resign bis editorship alto
gother, amid circuredtances neither
pleagant nor creditable, and now tho
stockholders havo chozen auothor man
to §ill the place, and the name of Buloz
will no woro be known where for two
gencrations it was woll-nigh omni.
potont.

Tbig famous roview was founded
about sixty-fivo years ago, in a far
differont form from that in which it
pow appears. Ixleraally it was de-
cidedly pretentious, ita cover bearing
an eleborate design by Tony Johannot.
This displayed two fomale Gguces—a
North American [ndian scantly olad,
and holdivg in her hand on olive
branch ; and a French womap, in classic
attire, leaning agaiust & pillar on which
wero inscribed tho names of various
illuatrious wen. These figures illus
trated tho significance of the title
“ Revuo des Doux Mondes.” Within,
however, tho periodical did not fulfil
the promise of its face. Its contents
wero confined exclusively to articles on
travel and geography, and theso were
not original, but mere reprints from
other publications books uud papers.
No wonder, then, that the venturo was
unsuccessful. It struggled along for
two or three years, and then, with o
total subscription list of less than four-
acore, prepared to give up tho ghost.
Just as the supposedly last number
was going to press, however, a crank
called at the office.

tlo was eccentric in his notions,
pugnacious in advocating them, ob-
stinate to a degree ; all around an un-
commmonly hard man to got on with,
His name was Francoir Buloz ; be had
recently come to Paris from Geneva,
and he hed some mouey to invest in
business.

sufforing with the blues. Thoy had just
finished spollling the word * failure.”

* But what's the matter{” demanded
the Genevess crank ; “why don’t you
make the thing a success {”

With
your permission I'll take charge of the
place at once.” Aund so the Buloz
dynasty was founded.

Two great chapges were abt once
affected by M. Buloz, Ho threw Tony
Johannot's picture into the waste basket
and gave the review tho severely simplo
cover it has ever since worn, and he
decrecd that pen and ink should take
tue plece of sheara and the paste-pot.
Heo went to the University and asked
the leading members of the faculty to
wite articles, and to other cminent
men on the samo errand. They hesi-
tated. The reviow was dying, thoy
said. But he assured them that it
was very much alive, and wonld soon
be the foremost magezine in Europe;
and then ho addded that he was quite
ready to pay good prices for con-
trioutions in advanco of publication.
Thus he finally prevailed upon Guizot,
Cousin, Villemain and others to write
for him ; and their example loed w host
of literary aspirants to seek AL Buloz's

patronage. Emilodo Girardin, George

Sand, Prosper Morimee, Alfred do
Mussat woro prosently enrolled on his
list of contributors, and it began to
look much ag it the ** Revuo” wero in-
dead to bocomo the leading litorary
periodical of Europe, Tho oranky
editor felt suro of it and began to give
bis crankinoss full play. Nevor was
autocrat more arrogant. To some of
the Lest writers in Francs bo sald:
* Porhaps I'll print your artiolo—if I
find it good enough ! DBut I'll pay you
nothing—not a sou. Surely you will
bo anply repaid by the honor of having
your namo appear in tny * Rovue.” In
future, of course, if your work merits
it, 1 may pay you for subsequent
artioles. Butnot a sou for this.” Was
thero & rovolt against such tyrannyi
On tho contrary ; the best writers of
Franco compoted with each othor in
their eagorness Lo write for tho “Rovue’
on thoso terms. Thus the magazino
gsoon becamo what its editor declared it
would be. As for ita contributors,
they became immortal ; for thirty years
overy man olected to tho Xrench
Academy wasg chosen from their ranks,

Talklng Canary Birds.

The story of the talking canary,
which attracted much attention, has
brought out other instanc's of an
acquired powor of speech in tho same
bird. In the organ of tke Selborno
society, whore the story originally ap-
peaved, there aro some furthor cases
given, and probably many more msy
bo yet forth.coming. Attention bhas
beon directed to an account of a talk
ing canary at Norwood which was
publisbed in a natural bistory magazine
for 1858. It began by repeating &
word which its mistress had often used
to it— Kissie, kissic"—and by follow-
iug the word up by aa imitation of the
souand of a kiss. Its mistress had beon
in tho habit of kissing tho bird and
talking to it as if it were a child.
After a time the bird repeated other
worls, until it had a large vocabulary
of phrases, ono of which consisted of
five words.

Again, in 1863, a talking canary was
heard and seen at a cottage near Bath.
Visitors crowded to the spot to hear
and secit. Ite vocabulavry consiated of
such ghrases as are gencrally taught to
parrots. A caso is also recorded of a
spoaking canary having been exhibited
in Regent atreet about 20 years ago.
The explanation given ia that the bird
is gifted with unusual powersof imita-
tion, and will pick up airs freely which
it is in the habit of frequentiy hearing.
Left to itself, it quickly imitates the
notesof other birds, andin Germanyand
the Tyrol canaries are usually placed
for this purpose besides the nightingale.
In our own country they are ofte~
taught to imitato tho lark. The worde
which it imitates may b regarded as a
mere development or variant of its
wusical notea.

Early Plauts.

Howerver desirable it may be to se-
cure early vegetables by sectting out
those started in the hotbed or in the
living room of the house, tho work of
getting should not be attempted too
early in the season. It must bo re-
membered that house or botbed-grown
plauts are tender and not susceptible
to such adegree of cold as isfrequently
oxperienced in the early part of tho
season, It is therefore safer to omit
transplanting until tho weather is quite
uniformin temperature. Potted plants
way be hardened by putting out of
doors and so sooner prepared for trans-
planting. Earliness of product is gov-
erned largely by uninterrupted growth,
the setting should therofors bo o core-
fally attended to as to provent any
shock to the growth,

A Catliolio Autlior,

Concorning thoe Oatholic author,
Richard Malcolm Johnson, Frank Car-
ponter, in correspondenco to tho Louis.
ville Gaurier~Journal, tolls somo intor-
esting facta,

Mr. Johnson was a profossor in tho
University at Georgia at the timo the
war began, and wken it cloaed, leaving
himsolf and all his frisnds poor, ho
opened a boarding school for boys at
his homoe, near Sparta, in Georgio, and
wada here for vears 20 000 and up-
ward annunlly by teaching. Ho had
about fiftv boys who pnid him tuition
fees of 8600 a year, and tho most fam-
ous familivs of tho South sent thoir
childron to hiwm. The story of how
ho gave up teaching and dovoted him-
selt to writing for an income about
ono-tenth tha gize of that dorived from
his school, is an interesting one. Ho
says: * [ like tho profession of teach.
ing very much, and I looked upon it
as my lifo work. I mever thought of
making money by writing for pay,
and it was not until I came to Balti-
woro that I realized that I could write
anythiog which had a real money
value. [ left Georgia on account of
the death of my daughter. Wo loved
her dearly, and I could not endure life
amid the old associations without her.
I gavo up my school and moved to this
city and began teaching bere. About
forty of my boys came from tho South
to Baltimore to enter wy school, and
had T not changed my roligion I wouid
probably Le teaching to.day. Some
timo after I came here, howover, I
grow convinced that my religiousideas
were wrong, aud from being en Epis.
copalian [ was converted to Oatholic-
iem and becamo & member of the QOath-
olic Church. The moat of my students
wero Episcopalians, and when their
parents learned of the change in my
religious belief they withdrew their
sons frown the school, and the resalt
was that I eventually gave up teach.
ing. In the meantime I bad written
somo short stories which were published
in a Soutbern magezine which was
then printed bere in Baltimore, Theso
now forwm a part of my book known as
“Thy Dukesborough Teles.”” They
attracted attention, but Inoverthought
of their having any money value until
one daoy Mr. Aldev, the Editor of
Iarper's Magaziae, ssked me what I
had received for them. e was sur-
prised when I told him that I bad
written them for nothing, and he said
that he would be glad to bave ma do
somo writing for Iarper's, and that if
I could give him stories like those he
would pay for them., I then wroto
some stories for flarper's. Thoy were
published after I was 6fty years ot
aga.”

Your Qrace, Rav, Fathers, and Doarly
Delovod--The foregoivg words waro ad-
dressed by our Jord to tho Apostie St Paal,
on that avontful day when, theown from his
horse and stricken Llind on the road to
Damsacus, the spiritusl cyes of his soul
wero firat oponad to tho light of faith in the
dootrines of Jesus of Nszsroth. When he
was aflterwards nrrnl{;ned boforo tho tribunal
of King Agrippa and gharged with being an
apoatato from the Jowlish roligion, the
e\‘):utlo. in sclf deferco, related the wunder
fc] olrcumstances of his converslon -how
Jesus had appewred to himn, revealing the
Rroat miselon for whioh he was chosen, the
mauny teials that awaited him in its acoum
glhhment, tho varlous imprisonmonts that
o should suffer from both Jews and Gon
tilea—how, flnally, God would deliver him
out of their hande, and send him baok sgain
amoogst them to deliver them from the
bondsge of Satan and from the slavery «f
Sla. **Rise and stand upon thy feot, for I
have agpo\rod to thee for this purpuse, to
make theo a minister aud a witnoss both of
thoan ﬁllngt which thou has scen and of
thego {a which I will appear to theo, deliv.
oring theo from the peo,la and from the
Uentiles, unto whom woow I eend theo to
open their cycs and to turn tham from dark-
n=ss unto light and from the power of Satan
uato God, that thoy may recoive forgiveness
of ain® aod inherittnco amon¢at them that
aro sanctified by faith that {s in Me.”

“Be ye imitators of me, as I havo been of
our Lord Jesus Chriat.”” ‘Though you hace
heard the atory of his lifo a thousand times,
though it bas sunk deoply into your hoarts

and memories, yot I should consider that J
were faillog in roverenco to onr nations
Apostle, and to conforin to the spirit of tho
Crurch, if I did not sgain repeat it in brief
and simpls worda.

. St. Patrick was born in France, noar the
city of Boulogne sur Mer, about the year
387. Bis father, Calpurnius, held “tho
Roman digaity of Decurion or Municipal

Benntor, His mother, Conshosy, was &
nieco of the celebrated 8t. Murtin of Tours,
Calpurniug ant his wife, says an old
chrooicle, were hoth holy in the sight of
God, ** walkiog without ofTanos {0 the Jueti-
fieatlonn of the Lo d  ‘Thoy wero cmnlnent
in birth, in fasth, 10 hepe and {n roligion,
showing themsclves by thelr acta aud in
thele conversatun to be worthr cltizans of
the Chucch," uf the carly religlous life of
our Saint wo know but lttle, In his “‘Con

fearions ~he tells ua that in his youth ho
wag not as fervent an ho should have heen,
and accopted tho silivtions of his carti\'lty
asa iunt punishmont feum God for the sins
and lmperfections { his youth.

Iu his sixteoth year he was made captivo,
along with scveral others of Lie nativo, by
pirates from the Irish const. Tho youthful
Apastle was sont to the northern part of the
{sland, whero he was sold as a slave to a
pagan chieftain called Milcho. Io his ser
vies our Najot was occuplod in herdiug the
flocks  lu this lonely occupation ho had
ample leisure to meditato oo tho great
truths of religion, which {o his father’s homo
bo had woll nigh forgotten, The bosutics
of the surequnding scotiery, tho dark solitude
of the nak fures's, tho whistling of tho
wintry wind along tho o'iffs, and the
screaming of tho cagles fiom tho mountais
tap, all spako olequently to the heart of tho
young slave of tho wisdom and goodncss
and power of the Creator. In his humble
avocation as herdeman ho learned thoao
‘ueat lensons of paticuce aud humility which
n sfter yeara constituted so much towards
tha succoss of his missfonary life.

It was in this hardy climato of Ulster
whero he acquire that streogth of body and
todifference to hoat and cold which enabled
him fa timo to camo to support tho labors of
the Episcopacy for over thirty years. But
albovo all. it was during thess lung weary
years of captivity, and from dally intor-
courso with tho nativos, that he obtaioud so
thorough a knowledge of thecir cuatoms,
laws and laoguage, which aftorwards at
tracted tho iuteution of St, Germain of
Auxerre, and marked him at onoce as the
futuro Anostlo of our country.

Aftor six yeans' capuivity our Saict ro-
turoed to his native France, Ths achool of
adversity had beea for himn one repleto with
tho richost lossons.  He had Lecome acous-
toncd to meditate on the hidden ways of
tho Almighty, and it was in thoso nightly
meditations by the mountain slopes of Ao-
trim that God had spoken to him, rovealiog
tho scorets of his vocativn. Like Abraham,
he was toleave his father’s house and tho
homo of his kindred and go to a atrange
land which should be pointed out to him,
thoro to become the Apostle of a faithful

cople and tho Father of a chosen raco.

estored once mora to lite tv, his first
thonght was toprepa-e himself for the mis-
slon whi-h awsited him. Aftir having
studicd for yesrs in the groat monastio
centres of Marmoutier and Lerins ; after
having accompanied St. Gernalo to Britain
in a missin undertaken by him tn extirpate
the Polagtan heresy in that conntry, our
Apoatle journeyed to Rome, and thero, on
the rccommendation of the Holy Bishop of
Auxerre,wascommissioned by Pope Celeatino
to preach the Gospsl to tho Pagan I ish.

His friends and relatives became alarmed
on hearing of his res.lution to devotse his
lifo to the conversion of a race who, under
tho dread name of ** Scats ” had often carried
death and des'ruction through the outskirts
of the Raman HEmpire. All the meauns that
natural affection could suggest were cm-
ployed to shako his resolution. Gifts wers
offerod, tears shed in abundsnco, and tho
most touching ontreaties were addressed to
him. * The grace of God,” he sald after-
wards, * epabled mo to resist them that I
might prewch the Gospel to the Irish uation.”
Aiftho ciforts of his iricnds proved fruitless.
Tho will of God had be o but too clearly
defined in his regard.  The volce of the Irish
childreo was canstantly riogi:g in his cars.
It had often disturbel his nightly medity
tions in tho solitude of Marmoutier, aod in
the holy scclusion of Lerios ho still heard it.
It followed him to Rome, even into the
prerenco of Celeatine, and now it 10se hlgh
abgve the cries of cven flesh and blood :
¢ Holy youth ' Divine Apostle we imploro
thee to como and dwe') with us?” Tueir
prayers wero heard. He would como to
them. Like the gre t patriarch of old, bo
would leave all to obey the voice of God.

Ho accordingly set out for Iroland, and
arrived off the c.ast of Wicklow in the
mouth of May, of tho year 432. Whata
change had taken placo in his deatiny from
that timo when, an humbleshephord boy and
slave, he la? his fl scks to pasture on the hill
sides of Antrim. Ho now appoars as tho
prophet of a now religion, the accrodited
ambassador or the Most High God of the
Christians to the Pagan clans of Ireland.
He goes to proclaim Christian liberty where
he himaclf had found pagao bondsge, and
to imposc tho awect yoko of a crucified God
on pagn necks which had long endured tho
shackles of Satan. lanwsfail was now dearer
to him than it coald over have been to the
Phenians of old, who first visited its shores.
Dearcr than it was to tho Scots who, whon
they beheld it from afar, framed in the rays
of tho sotting sun, knelt rovercntly on the
dotks of their ships and thanked tho Sun.
(i:d for tho island home, Me had given
them,

Ireland wasno longer to be the land of
the heathen and the mother of the 8abean
firo-worshipper : she wae now to assumo the
real slgnification of her loveliest of titles:
*“The lslo of Deatiny.” Dadtined to be
hoaceforward Clirlastianity's aaored {fslo and
the virgin homo of that Incroated Fire which
0sMo d%wn from Heavon, snd which warms
and lights overy man that cometh into
the world.” This waa tho land which God
had pointed out to the now Abrahain, Thou
shalt leave Uc.of the Chaldesns, tho homea
of heresy, tho courtly palaces of Arian
Bishops, and the high placos where Nes.
torius avd Pclagius worship ; and thou
shalt turn thy faco to tho Weat, to that land
which 1 havo pointed out to thee, and there
I will Lulld theo a great nation which shall
bo the home of light and truth amid the
unfrersal gloon, and which {n time shall
enmmanicate its inherited blession: to all
tho nations of the earth.

Repulsed at Wicklow, ho landed in
Cistar, where ho preached the now Gospol
and made many ccaoverts. Hearing that a
solomn convocation of the nobles nud princes
of tho land would take place about lister
tido at tho Royal Palaco of Tara, ho resolved
to g» thither, and propagato tho new religlon
in tho very midst of Paganiun. Sailing
round tho mouth of tho Boyne, ho procceded
up the river, and enoamplog on the Hill of
Slano, boldly lighted the Paschal ire. Now
it kappencd that tho pagan liish, maoy of
whom were Sabeans, or firo worshippers,
celobrated that day thoie greatest feast in
honor of Bul, the Sun-God. It was the
custom that all the fires in tho proviace
should be extinguished beforo the ceromonies
begsn, When, therofore, tho King boheld
the strange firo on tho neighboring hill ho
was surprised, and aogrily enquired of his
followeis who had so presutned to disoboy
tho royal commaund and violsto the sacred
customs of ths oountry. An aged druid
priest replied that they wero strangors from
a faroff laud beyond the seas; and unless
their firc were that night extinguished, theso
mon who lighted it should in timo reigo over
thoe wholo island.

That Paschal fire, dearly beloved, of
divino faith was nover extinguiahied in Ire-
land. It first warmed tho hearts and
lighted tho {atelligence of that Pagan audi-
cnos at Tara, and thonte gradually diffuscd
itsoll throughout the entire kingdum, burn-
ing everywheio the evil works of idolatry
and brightening the gloom of Paganism.

After that Haster day the mieaton of 8t,
Patrick was virtually at an cod. The
rinces and ngbles returned homewards
rom that last Sabean feast clothed {n the
white baptismal robe. Tho Druids left the
occult rites af the oak and the mistletoe to
become Christian priests, and the vestal
vl gins of Baal, shors of their tresses, con.
secratod themselves to the Sun of Juatice,
aud cherished henceforward a nower firc—
that fire of Divire Lovo—in the ecclusion of
hia eonvent.

The Apostle labored, however, with con.
summate prudence. He did not rudely
assail or re)cct cuctoms or coremontes which
might be tolerated—thus affording a prece.
dent which tho Apostle of the Anglo-Saxoas,
in afcer years, was uo® alow to follow. The
foreats of the Druids woro consecrated to
Chr stianity, acd side by slde with the
round-towers, and in order to share the
solemn fecliogs which they inspired, Chris-
tian tomples aroso. Nor did the occupation
of the barJs end with the religion by which
it was crostod. Thelr services would be
henoeforth necessary to chant the glories of
the new heroes, the Saints and Maityra of
tho Catholic Church, and when once blessed
acd transformed (says thoold chroaicle) tho
music or their harps becsmo 30 sweot that
evon the angels lent down from Heaven to
listen to it.

But, dearly beloved, the Church does not
regard only the life of tho Apostle and tho
{anumerablo spiritual graces which he had
received for the benefit of others. She
pri narily directs 1ho oycs of her children to
the inany graces which St. Patrick had re-
ctived for his own individual perfection,
and the horoic use that he msde of them to
sanctify himself, lest, haviog preached to
others, he himself might bzcoinc a casta.
way. Though in his manifold virtue he
cqualled tho greatest Saints of the Church,

ct in his humility bo surpaased oven
imsolf. He was wont to call himself * the
lowlicat and vilest of sinncrs, unworthy of
the mercies of God." Liko St. Paul the
Apostle, and in imitation of His Diviao
Master, ho did not disdaia to work witt his
own hands, but would often times assist his
mnooks and lay brothers in manual labonre.
But abovo all, ho was a man of prayer. He
daily recited the whole Pslter aud the
Canticles ; and in the most hurried moments
of his mirsionary lifs would always find time
to raiso his heart to the Almighty. At night
he rose with his monks to chant thedivinz
office, and whea tho others had rotired ho
would atill be fouund in prayer befors the
Tabernaclo imploring the divinz assistanco
{for his own wante and tho necesmticsof tho
Infant Church. Ho would afterwards re-
cline on tho hard floor of his coll, with &
stoue for his pillow, and thua would he
refresh his body after the fatigues of the
day and proparo his soul for the nceds of the
morrow,

It was this lifo of continual prayor and
mortification which drew down upon his

1abors thoso Llessed results which remain
unsurpaseed in the history of the Church,
That bleseed life was now drawln;f to a
close. e had truly fought the good fight,
and nothing remsised but to recoive tho
crowa of justice which a merciful and fust
Judgo had In store for him. The weakneaa
of hls body {fuo-casing, ho desired that ho
mi.ht bo Iald to rest in that Noethern Land
that ho loved sc well ; and fortifying him.

his soul futo o hauds of his Creator,
** Blessed are the dead that dio in the Lord,
from honccforth now, says tho Spirit, that
thoy may rost from their labors, fos thelr
worka follow them.”

Comln;i as an Apostle In ther midst, bo
had found our fathors mttiog o the dark.
noss of Paganism and in the ahadow of idol.
atry- and what a ohange ho had offectnd,
The princes and nobles, tho rich aud tho
poor, thoe Deuid aud the bard—all had cemo
to knoel Leforo tho altar which Patrick had
oreotad, and to adore that God whom ho
adered,  Tho ldols woro broken, tho shiades
of tho sacred forest woiro deserted, and tho
shrines bofore which their fathors Lent sho
kneo in rovorenos wero scattered to tho
winds, Tho power of tho Druids and their
gods have passod away forover, and the
sacred fslo of tho Phwnicians, the Iunffail
of tho ** Scots,'* has now becomo the * Islo
of Saints " of tho Christians,

Tuough dead in the flesh, the aplrit
of thu Apostlo still survived in tho
midst of 'hie children. le did not
loavo them in Povcrty. but bequeathed to
them the Godly icheritance of his own
Chuistianity—and what was more, his mis.
sion of Apostle. Socn aftor his death his
children carcied his faith to the nations of
Europe, and becamo in turn tho Apoatles of
other races. Columba futroduced Christie
anity amongst the kinsmen of North Biitain,
wkero ho eatablishud tho celebrated monas-
tory of lona, 1t was from him that Scotland
has recclved that religious spirit which,
corrupted though it has been by tho foreign
leaven of Gonova, still rotains much that is
admirable. Columbaous and his mooks
evangolized Southorn Franco and Northern
Italy, buildiu;."l mooasterics and founding
universities. Lo Switzerlead Ireland has
given her pateon, St. Gacl. Germanio races
havo recoived no fewer than 150 Irish mis-
sionarics, and in return for the double civil.
ization of scienco and faith which they
brought. have placed them on their altare as
tho Patron Saints of thoso churches whoto
foundation they have laid.

But it is not alone their missionary s, frit
that must commend itself to our admiration;
their wutellectual development of Law was
still moro disagreeablo. Schools and Ubi.
vensitier multiplied on wvery side, and
strangors froms sll parts of Burope wero
roceived in their midst, and with that gene-
rosity charactoristic of their race, were
cducated and clothed freo of charge. ‘A
residence in Irclind,” says a learued Eog-
lish writer, “like & rasidence now at our
University, was then deemed casontial to
literary famo.” * Tho monasteries of Ive-
land," says Dr. Miluer, ** were the lumin.
aries of Western Europe when tho Sun of
Scicnce had aimost set upon it ; and it is to
them, under God, that wo sro indebted for
the preservatiot of tho classics, the fathers,
and evon tho Huly Scripturcs.”

Such was Ireland in tho ** Dark ages” of
European histery. She was then really
sitho Isle of Saints and Docters ;™ and
religion and ecionce, banished {rom the
continent by the barbarian chivalry of
foudal Kuropo, found heroa peaceful asylum
and a homo. ‘Lhus was the life of vur Saint
continued, reflected and honored in the
labors of his children ; and when ia after
years our native land was tried by the
sword of porsecution and Ly the fire of
religious hatred, she arose from that trial
withall theconst.ncyof tho martyr's and the
zeal of tho Apostle, .

Other nations have given isolated ox-
amples of thelr missionary zeal, but the
glory of Irclaud is iofinitoly greater, Not
coutent with giving individual proofs of her
religious £ativity. she has goce forth beraclf
as a nation to cvangelize that almost univer.
sal Empire on whose territorics the sun
never sais. Providenco has allotted to
Lppland the conquest of the world ; but her
solglen, Lk, the Romans of old, are only
tho heralds of tho Gospel. Thoy prepare
the way for ita srirituul conquest by the
Apostles from Ircland with their Catholio
Religion—that religion alono which is large
enough, brozd coough, deep cnough and
strong onough to sastain the univeraality of
the Empire to which wo belong, and which
it iscur duty and our miasion to Catholicize.
That ahould over be our chiefcst glory~—the

lory of buing chosen instrumonts in the
gm s of God for the propagation of the
true faith amonget the diflerent races who
speak the samo language.

But let us remembor that such a vocation
is pot tae subject for boasting; ncither is
our faith itselt anythieg without these good
works by which it shoald bo practically
manifested. It is only by example of our
Christian lives and the faithful dischargo of
the duties which we owo to God, to our-
sclves, and to this tho land of our birth or
the homo of our adoption, that our roligion
shall not bo dishonored or roviled on our
acoount. It was ono of tho roproaches
frequontly addrcssed to tho Jowa by [their
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prophets that shelr evil habits and sfnful
Hives dishonc.ed tho Almlght{ befare the
Pagans, Alas! might not the samo re.
proach be mado to-day of romo Catholics,
who, by thelr rioting and theie utempor-
ance, bring oternal diegraco not only on
thelr ruliglon, but more on their country
and thelr country’e Pateen? If maay are
Ted to tiie truo fold of the Catholie Church
by the good example of some of her chil-
dren, thousands aro kept away by tho
lcan&ll. of othors.

13syond riches and tomroral edvantagos
lot un b jzo that faith wineh St Patrick
#u\-u to our l'agsn ancistors, which our
athers had presorvad at tho poril of their
tives, and trausmiticd to us as our Christian
horitage, Let us oot Lo led away by Ishe
shamo aud vulgar human Teapoot to minl.
miza the most teivial of our Catholio prac.
tloes , and whilo over uscompromising lo
our futolerance of falso teaching and errous.
ous doctrines, lot ue over look upon those
who abido by thoin as living imsges of the
same Father,brothora f tho same Redectner,
descendaute from the same kiodred, and
citizens of tho samo yuung country, and
thoreforo worthy oh{ccu ol our manly re.
spect and Chriwtian charity.

It is by tho practice of theao virtues that
woshall truly honor our national Apostle,
Ho lived a lifo of charity, parity, mortifica.
tlon and prayer. Lot us go and do likewiso,
let us imitate bis virtuce, or clsa coase to
colebrato his fostival ** Lot us not,” says
8. Augustine, *‘praiso tho Saints and
martyrs for tho decds ,the{ havo dono and
the virtucs thoy have practised if we imitato
not the virtues which eoxcito our admira.
tion." Thals will be tho practical result of
this day's feast—tho imitation of his virtuca
whoso least we colobrato,

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COUSINS ANB CUNYERTSH,

“Tho Beantiful American Xan."

Some weeks ago an Amertcun Ca-
tholio paper published an extraut from
the Lersonal Reminiscences of a Protas.
tant gontlemnn, Judge Crittendon, in
which he told the story of the Beauti-
ful American Nun,” and the dewp
impression it had mndo upon wany
minds in Vormont, where the Allen
family lived. In o recons number of
the Americun Catholic Quarterly, Dr.
Richard L. Clarke contributes an
artiolo on * Our Converls,” in which
he briefly narrates the wonderful
incident, and tells moro of the striking
conversions which followed Fanny
Allen's recaption into tho Churoh.

Fanny Allen, tiie youngest daughter
of Vermont's Revelutionary horo, Gen-
eral Ethan Allen, was born on [Feb.
ranry 16, 1784,  \While stll receiving
her cducation at the hands of a
dovoted step-fathor, she was led by
an unknown impulse to a templo of
roligion, of which she know ulmost
uothing. From chai momen,, in her
hieart, sho becamo a Catholic in faith.
It was her own scorot. She received
baptism at the age of twenty-two, at
the Liauds of the Rev. Daniel Barber,
aftorwards an eminent convert, but at
this time a Protestant mnister. She
soon afterwards, with her parents’
consent, went to Montreal, to study
French, and a pupil in a Convent
School.

Her conversion was sudden ; it took
place at the gato of the sanctuary-
railing in the Convent chapel, where a
Sister had sent her to place a vaso of
flowers before the Blessed Sacrament.
Her steps were mysteriously arrested
at the gate; threo tunes she attempted
to fulfil hor mission, and three times
sho was stopped by an inscrutable
impulse. Was she, without an open
profession of faith, unworthy to ap-
proach the Holy of Holies? She fell
upon her knees and adored Curist in
the Eucharist. Retiring to an obscure
cornor of the chiurch, she wept, and
when her voice troturned to her, she
exclaimed : * After this I must give
myself to my Saviour.” The tidings
of hor conversion produced ntenso
sensation in ler family and she was
brought home where the allarements
of society, and all the means to which
her parents could r 3ort, were used to
change her purpose; but n the end
her mother accompanied her again on
a second visit to the Convent at Mon-
treal. But she took time even then,
and had recourse to prayer before
making a selection among the many
admirable Lehgious Orders 1 Mon-
treal. Finally, she entered the Hotel
Diev. She was professed in 1810,
ber parents attending among the con
course of people actracted to che
chapel. Her parents frequently visited
her. Her Convent life was a model
of the true Religious. Her physician,
an American Protestant, was so im-
pressed by her heroic death, that he
himself joined the Church. She died
on December 10, 1819. We shall
soon ged cause for wonder at the many
conversions which followed hers in
Vermont.

First, thero was the conversion of
the Barber family. The Rev. Daniel
Barber had served two terms as a
soldier in the Revolutionary War.
He belonged to a large, intellectual,
and influential family. Born in Con-
necticut in 1756, ho was reared in the
Btrictest school of Congregationalism,
In search of Apostolic succession, he
joined the Iipiscopal Church, and at
the age of tlurty he was a mumster
therem, which was about the year
1786. During thirly-two years of
Episcopal ministry lie was 1n spirit
Catholic; but little was known in
Vermont of the Cathohe Church. He
would make the sign of the Cross, and
he deemed nothing unwortby of a
Clristian which honored Christ. He
was present at the Rehigious profession
of Fanny Allen, at Montreal, in 1610,

and was dcopli- impressed by her
heroie faith. In 1812 ho visited
Bighop Cheverus at Boston — tho
Bishop Choverus who was onco at our
own Tottenham. Many difticultices
rresented themselves to his mind, and
10 communicated to hie son—the Itev.
Virgil Uorace Barbor, then an LEpisco-

al minister in Northern New York—
1ig doubts, aud lent him the books on
Catholic docirine which ho was vond.
ing. In 1810 Virgil Horaco Barbe:
mot Father Benedict Josoph Fenwick
at Xow Yorlk, and feoling greatly dis.
turbed, communicaved to him lus
doubts and difticulties. 1o was
already married and had o large
family. He wae u man of fino educen-
tion amd culture. Ilo and his wife,
undor the instruction and kind advico
of Father Fenwick, but under circum-
stances of appalling sacrifico, becaumo
Cuthiolics, and all their children fol-
lowed.

Paniel Barbor, his fathor, though
yot not wholly corverted or ovor his
scruples, was ot all times honest in
lus convictions, and he carnestly de-
sired to know tho truth and to emnbraco
it. Such was his scrupulosity in
changing his religion a second timno,
and such his desire for study aud
light, that not only did his son, Virgil
Horace, and all hie family precede
him in ontering the Church, but so
also did his own wife and other rela-
tives in Vermont. Finally, he, who
had led so many others to investigate
and embrace the truth saw its full
cffulgence bimself, and in Navember,
1818, ho resigned his parish, and
delivered a farewell addres> to his
congregation. He ¢hen went to visit
his friends in t:a South, and while
there he was received into the Church
at Georgetown, where his son, Virgil
Horace, who had joineu the Society
of Jesus, was making his novitiate.

Such were the gentiments of grati-
tude to God of Me. and Mrs, Virgil
Horaco Barber, for the grace of con-
voraion, that ench desired to make an
entire sacrifice of their lives to Reh.
gion; but how could husband and
wife be separated. aud be received into
the Ecclesiastical and Religioue state ?
They consulted their friend, Father
Feuwick, of the Society of Jesus, and
he informed tLem that by their mutual
consent and by the permmssion of the
Sovereign Pontiff, thus could be done ;
and he cited the case of Lord and
Lady Warner, in England, who be-
came converts, and, after making pro
vision for their children, Lord \Warner
was received into the Society of Jesus,
whilo she took the veil in a Convent
on the Conunent. It would bs ex-
tremuely 1nteresting to relate the details
of tbis remarkable history, but time
and spacc are not suflicient. The
requisite permission aud arrangements
having been 1m-de, the Rev. Virgil
Horace Barber 3 received into the
Society of Jesus, made his novitiate
at Georgetown C llege, und aiter com
pleting his studies, partly in Rome,
was ordained a priest in the Society
of Jesus in 1822. With the permis-
sion of his Superiors in the Society,
he was sent to Claremont, the home
of the Barbers, to serve &s o missionary
priest, where he builv a church, ond
annovunced, with fervor and effect, the
truths he had himself embraced. His
wife, Mrs. Jorusha DBarber, became a
Vigitation Nun, under the religious
name of Sister Mary St. Augustin, at
Georgetown Convent. Allthe children
of Mr. and Mrs. Virgil Horace Barber
becawe members of Religious Ozders.
Their oldest child, Mary Barber,
became an Ursuline Nun at Quebec,
under the religious nawe of Sister
Mary Benedicta. Mary Abigail Barber
alao becawe an Ursuline Nun in the
same Convent at Quebec. Susan
Barber becamo an Ursuline Nun in
the Convent of that Order at Three
Rivers, Canada. Josephine Barber
became s Visitation Nun in the Con-
vent of that Order at Mobile, Alabame.
The only son of Mr. and Mrs, Barber
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became o Jesuit priest, and fow
students of Georgstown College have
not heard of tho sainily lifo of the
geod and learned Rev. 8amuel Barbor,
8.J. Tho mother nnd four deugliters
remained faithful and devout Nuns to
tho last, aud edified their respeotive
Bisterhoods by their sanctity, their
religious obedience, and their augelio
virtues,

The Rov. Virgil Horaco and the
Rev. Samuel DBarber wore preceptors
of Dr. Clarko at Georgotown Collego,
from 1514 to 1848, tho ‘ormer as
catechist and teachor of Christinn
Doctrine, nud the latter a8 Professor
of Classics. DBoth wero learned men,
but both wero even more duvout than
lenrned: “ I shall nover forget the
edification 1 oxporienced at seeing
PFather Virgil Hornco Barber going to
Confession to his own son, whiom he
always called Fathor Samuel * ‘L'ho
conversion of the Barber family led to
tae conversion of Mra. Tyle-, sister of
tho elder Barber; also of his nephew,
Willinm Tyler, who afterwards becamo
firgt Bishop of Hartford ; and to the
conversion of Mr. Kewley, Mr. Iron-
sido, Mr. Colvin White, and severcl
other ministera. In its widespread
consequeirces and fruits, in leading to
conversions, the converaion of tha
Barber fomily bad almost tho features
of a “movoment.”—London I[Veekly
Regaster.

BEHAVIOR AT MASS,

1f you recollect, the only time that
our meck and gentlo Lord gave way to
angry indignation, and acted with
downright soverity, was when Hefound
the buyers and scllers in the templo.
Inflamed with zeal at the sight of such
profanation, He at onco turned upon
the sacrilegious traflickers and drove
them and their wares out of the temple,
using o scounge and saying: * ‘l'ake
theso things hence, and tnuke not the
house of My futher a houso of traflic.”
Nor did they stand on tho order of
their going, for they rccogniz-d ia the
indignant countsnance aud command.
ing pratence of Jesus Cbrist the mani-
festation of divine displeasure.

Now, the attitudo of Qur Lord
Jesus Christ towards thc old Jewish
tomple teaches us two very important
lessone—tirst, to love the house of God,
and to frequent it ; and second to be-
have with the greatest reverence with-
in the walls. Surely the Lord of the
temple did not need to honor it. Yet,
behold His attackment fof it, how ofien
He visited it, and how incensed He was
against all who profapeit. And if tho
sanctuary of the old Iaw was o sacred
in the eyes of our Lord Jesus Cbrist,
how much more so tho sanctuaries of
thonew law? Was it not said of Him,
that ‘' zeal for God’s house hath con-
sumed Him ?” And do we not find
that amongst us who bavo wost the
spirit of Cbhrist imitate Him in this
also? Good Christinns love the house
of God ; they visit it often, and they
ave full of revereuce for it.  \While, on
tho other baud, there is no more in-
fallible sign of a coarse and tepid Christ-
ian spirit thanirreverencein the tomple
of God. People whom you see enter
the church laughing and talkiug, have
little or no sense of worship ; they
cowe rather for appearonce sake, like
the Sadducees of old.

Poople whom you see come habit-
ually late to church, though they live
in the very next bleck, have no true
devotion to God's house or its services,
for real dovotion overcomes all obsta-
cles and brooks no delay.

People whom you find neglesting
church Suaday after Sunday, bave
nothing in the spirit of Christ ; they
aro m:rely baptized heathens. Thero

What is our attitude towards the
house of God? Do wo love to fro-

quent it Do wo act with due rover.
once in it If wo aro indifferont or ir-
rovesont, our roligion s & mern senti.
ment, and our worship worso than a
protonce. Lot those who talk in
oburch, tho slotbful Christians who
atraggle in lato to church, the negligont
Christian who seldom enter the church
at all, ask thomselves how our Lord
Jesus Christ must regard their conduct.
Suroly he would uso tho lash upon them,
or would withdraw from them es ho
did the sacrilegious Jows in tho temple
Qar Blessed Savior would find wuch to
displeaso Him in our churcues. He
might, perbaps, oven find & den of
thioves, and in many of the organ gal-
leries He would find dens of impions
flirts and gossipers.

Publle Kichens in Berlin.

A public kitchon for the working
classes was inaugurated in 1866 by a
German woman, Han Morgenstein.
She has established many of these
kitchens, each one baving a pablic
dining-room comfortably warmed and
furnished, and supplied with the daily

apers, Each kitchen, supplyiog per-

aps from 300 to 400 poople with daily
meanls, is managed by a local committee,
tho whole achome being under the con-
trol of a central council. All the paid
cooks are on the premises by Gin the
morniog, and the vegetables and meat
bave been brought in before them.
Wasto of any kind is strictly forbidden.
A subscription of §3,250 was suflicent
to start this schemo; the reserve fund
set asido for providing new kitchens
increases every year, whilo the council
pays fuir weges and is able to pension
off its old servants. For a sum vary-
ing from 3 to G cents the Berlin work-
msan can obtain s satisfactory meal at
any of these restaurants. A dinner for
4 centa allows a basin of thick, substan-
tial German scup, a plate of vegotables
and a plate of pudding, and s roll of
bread costs a little over one-fourth of
a centc

Wo hear a great deal nowadays
about apostles and npostolates. We
bave apostles of light, and apostles of
darkuess; apostles of progress, and
apostles of poverty ; npostles of prohi-
bition and apostles of public schools.
Anad then there is thoe apostolate of the
press, the apostolate of the platform,
and the apostolate of the theatre,
especially since Mr. Daly, the New
York manager, got the Lietare medal,
which some people seem to think isa
clorical commission or an ecclesinstical
dignity. Our secular papers say that
tho reason wo have so many lay
npostles is that the pulpit is falling
into disfavor., We do uot think so.
Indeed wo strongly hold that this
marvellous multiplication of preachers
proves just the contrary: the pulpit
was never 50 popular. But the pulpit
like Mr. Spurgeon’s * top-not,” has
had to ¢ come down.” If everyone is
not his own pulpit now, almost every-
one wants to be his own preacher;
indeed there are many wmodern
churches in which everyone is his cr
her own Pope. We do not here dis-
cuss or try to account for, this religi-
ous and oratorical phenomenon, we
simply state it as a fact, and we merely
wish to suggest to our self-constituted
apostles and preachers a subject for
their Laster, indeed their everyday
sermon. That subject is — Paschal
Peace. No matter how they may
differ about other things, they can all
agree about this. Here is a subject
that is easily handled, end is well
within the capacity of every man,
woman and ckild, They will have to
practise a little before they begin to
preach of course, but they can begin
to practice at home. Indeed the
home is the best place for preaching
and practising this beautiful sermon
of the Easter time, for paschal
peaco is first with family and
friends. Everybody knows that
St. Augustine said: * Peace is the
tranquility of order.” But perhaps
everybody does not stop to reflect
that there are three kinds of order,
order that comes from love, order that
results from law, and order that is re-
quired by liberty. Now domestio
peace the peace of the family and the
home, is the tranquility of order that
comes from love. It ghould mnot be
diflicult to preach this part of the
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sermon. It is tho oxordium, the begin-
ning; but preachors know it is impor.
tant to begin well; and peaco, like
charity, begins at home. Indeed this
domestio peaco s charity — charily
without roproach, charity without
onvy, charity without end.

The senond part of tho sermon—tho
tranquility of ordor that results from
Jaw, 18 civio peace and harmony, for
love shonld rulo socinl as well as
domestic peace. It was a pleasant
thing to sce the signs of this civio
harmony in the tranquilily of order
that prevailed in this Queon oity of
Turonto during tho 8t. Patrick’s Day
parade. It wns a tranquility that
came from law, Lut it was a law that
doserved to be loved. This hearly
good will and generous fuvor of all
citizens towards the legitimato and
peacoful public demonstrations of
somne, is a civio consummmation devout-
ly to be wished, and a subject on
which apostles and preachers of peace
may be as cloquent and aotive ns they
like. Here is an instance where
citizons need not fear divine or human
censuro for preaching at tho’'corners
of streets, or even from perambulat-
ing pulpits of carringes, waggons and
carts.

1t were much to be desired of courso
that every humau law were lovely and
loveable, but as long as human nature
isalittlo proud and perverse, itigalmost
too much to hops. Laws oven when
just and necessnry must sometimes run
counter to human ioclinations. But
the tranquility of order that law re-
quires and liberty demands will be
sufliciently secured if the preachers of
public peace remember a few simplo
principles. The first thing for them
to bear in mind is, that this is a freo
country ; and the sccond, thatit isa
constitutional country. Becnuso it ig

s frce country, legislators should not
impose laws on reasonably unwilling
minorities. And because it is a con-
stitutional country all subjects ehould
buve equal rights and favors. If these,
and a few other such principles, are
preached and practised, this Canada
of ours will enjoy the blessings of
domestie, civic and national peace—
our Easter wish to frionds and country.

K Word from Mr, Gladstone.

The latest public uiteranca of Mr.
Gledstone i8 a letter in which he
acknowledges an address presented to
him by the Liberal Association of
LEdinburgh. Making personal refer-
ence he gays: ‘¢ For myself I need say
little more than that I corry with me
out of oftice the political opinions I
professed in it. It is indeed a source
of satisfaction to me that after 60
years of highly contentious life, T can
ho honorably relieved of some of that
aclive participation in the political
conflict of which I had so full a share.
But T recognize the great and growing
demand of these countries for satis-
fying their legislative wants. I lament
that the discrepancy of sentiment
between the two houses of Parliament
has been revived to such an extent as
to raise a question between the cham-
ber responsible and the chamber
totally irrespousible to tho nation, and
raise it in such a form as will demand
at no distant doy a conolusive judg:
ment from the constituencies.”

If Mr. Labouchere’s amendmont be
taken as an indication of the set of

the political ourrent, it ia not hazard-.
ous o predict that tho Houso of Lords
will not, as in the past, bo so reckless
in tho oxerciso of its power, but inclin.
ed rather to moro respectful considor-
ation of such measures as in future,
come bofore it from tho lower houso.
If, howover, tho ** Lords " will ot
improve their methods in this conneo-
tion, tho no distant day of judg-
ment, hinted at above, will come to
thom, and their arrogance and folly
will bo punished in the uiter extine-
tion of the uppor houso as part
and parcol of thio British Constitution.

Mr. Gladstone is still for Home
Rulo—first and foremest and para.
mont as ho devms it to all other ques-
tions now awaiting the action of the
Houso of Gommons. ** I feel deoply
convineed,” observes tho ox-Premier
in his letter to the Scotoh Liborals,
“that until the first demands of
Iroland are satisfied as the House of
Comnons tried to satiafy them, neither
will the legislative wants of any
portion of tho United Kingdom bo
adequately wet, nor will tho Empire
attain thoe maximum of its union and
power, nor British honor be effectually
oleared of tho deepest historic strin
over attached to it.”

More than once Mr. Gladsione de-
clared that his solo and only reason
for remaining in public life was that
ho might be instrumental in making
atonement for the wrongsdone Ireland
by the duplicity and greed of the Eng-
lish usurpation. With that objeot,
old a3 he was, he clung to oflice, and
fought the battle to a trinmph, as far
as it could be fought in the popular
branch of the legislature. Mr, Glad-
stone is now as doeply concerned as
ever for the immediate success of
Home Rule, and whether in or out of
oftice, he will keep inviolate his pledge
to the Irish people.

Political Etiqaette.

Every schoolboy knows that ‘¢ Ro-
mish"” was always bad grammar.
Every gentleman knows it was always
bad manners, and now it has been de-
cided by highest auchority that ¢ Ro.
mish ** must be considered bad politics.
It is not pleasant to think the decision
was necessary, and it is almost too
much to liope that the decision may
be cffective and final. Lessons are
useless to those who will nof learn.
Our friends, the P. P. A's, can
scarcely be considered bound as yet to
ugo parliamentary language, aud it
might be ungenerous and unjust to
hold them strictly to the laws of good
grammar or good mannere. But their
leaders, speakers and wrilers might
remember with profit that false, in.
jurious and painful epithets, do not
always pay even in party politics. 1t
is & sad commentary on our boasted
public school culture, thut so many
who have enjoyed its advantages, seem
aatisfied with tho mental food supplied
by A.P.A. and P.P.A, literature. One
of tho reasons adduced for calling the
middle ages dark acd ignorant, is the
general credulity given by the people
of these times to old wives' fables.
Tho reasvn had no foundation in fact
for the middle ages; but Mr. Glad-
den abundantly proves, ia the Cen.
tury for March, from published AP.A.
documents, that the reason holds good

for tho darkness, ignorance aud malice
of thousands of educated readers in
this our ago of public scliool perfec-
tion. Wo ndviso Mr. Dalton McCarthy
to givo a little attention, under the
ablo direction of Mr. Olark Wallaco.
* English as she is spoke" on our P.
P A. platforms, and **asshe is wroto"
in our P.P.A. preas before condemning
us to tho solitary confinomont of sush
a vilo and villainous vocabulary.

Hygiena and Demography.

o enmts

The cighth meoting of tho Interna-
tional Congress of Hygione and Uomo-
graphy, which is of greav soientific
intorost as well as of publio iniport-
ance, will tako placo September of tho
coming yoar at Buda Postli, Hungary,
under the distinguished patronago of
H. J. H. the BEwmperor of Austrin.
Conjointly with the Congress there
will bo at Buda Pesth a sauvitary
exhibition, which will bo not merely
an industrial affair, but a speoial oxhi.
bitiont intended to illustrate the reports
read befors the Congress.

Tho seventh Congress, which was
held at Londan, England, thres years
ago, was attended by 2,700 delegates,
ropresenting provinces, states and
nations in all parts of the world. It
was inaugurated by a goneral meeting
in 8t. Jumes' Hall, tho clair having
been takon by H. R. H. tho Prince of
Wales. Promising by oxpressing the
pleasure it gave him to preside, and
thanking tho members, more particu-
larly those who came from a distance,
for their attendance, he alluded to the
importance of the meoting as shown
by the list of its officers, both honorary
and aotive. Ho then alluded to the
knowledge he had acquived of the
benefits arising from Sanitarymethods
when he was a member of the Royal
Commission on the dwellings of the
working classes; and expressed his
satisfaction that tho registers of Great
Britain bore witness to the decreasing
mortality in the large towns, to the
inoreasing length of life in the whole
population, and to many faots proving
the great influence of Sanitary insti-
tutions, Ho expressed the hope that
the delibarations of the Congress, be-
ing free from general or municipal
politics, would exercise such an influ-
ence on public opinion as to induce

‘individuals to submit to changes

which appeared inconsistent or injuri-
cus to them, because they would be
really beneficisl to the general com-
munity.

The representative medical delegates
of France, Germany, Austria, Italy
and England, who were present, also
addressed the meeting.

The Congress wes divided into nine
soctions. A full report of the papers
read and the subsequent disoussions
which took place in the several sec-
tions has since been published, and
fills thirteen volumes—there hning in
all 249 papors.

It is earnestly to be hoped that at
the fortheoming meeling at Buda
Pesth some delegate from Canada will
be present, who will worthily represent
the exisling Sanitary interests of this
country, and, a¢ the same time, have

the knowledge and address to present
to the Congress the advances and
progress made in Oanada in Quaran-
tine as well as Sanitary Soience in
goneral,

The Oroakers Sllonced

Timo and again have wo called
attontion to tho croaking predictions
of tho London Z'imes and its anti-Irish
copyists in Canadn, The latest des-
patchies show most exclusively how
erroncous and misleading were their
pronouncemonts on the prospects of
the Gladstonian polioy, oither for
Eugland or Iroland, According to
tho prognosticntions of those one-sided
journala, Mr. Gladstoue’s libernl policy
and magnetio influenco had come o
an end. 1lis succossor, Lord Roso-
bery, *would not be governed by
sontiment,” nor would lie act the
crank or tho agitator ; or * feol bound
in overy particular to earry out vither
Mr. Gladstone’s ideas of Home Rule,
or overy plank of the Neweastle pro-
grawmmo.” It is now ovidont that both
Iomo Rulo for Ircland and the New-
castlo programme are held up promin-
ently before the English people, and
are both most likely to become, in the
near future, not only questions for the
legislature but accomplished facts.

Mr. John Morley, M.P, for Now.
castlo, proolaimed, in a memorial
speech to his constituonts, tho radient
measurce edopted by him and the
Government of which hs is member.
These measures are styled tho ** Now-
castle Programme.” Evory member
of Mr, Gledstone’s Cubinet, l.ord
Rosebery among tho others, is com-
mitted to the carrying out of every
item mentioned in the forecast made
at Nowcastle of the principal changes
the Liberal Party promiges to mako
for Englond’s future government.
Naither has Mr, Morley nor any mem-
ber of tha Ministry so far wavered or
given sign of hesilancy about the
adoption of such changes, or their
firm determination to have them
passed into law. Itis very absurd,
then, for the Mail and other anti-
Itigh journals to venture on the stato-
ment that Lord Rogebery has backed
down, when every “cablo despatch
proves to the very contrary. In Edin-
burgh he declared, in the preaence of
an immenso audience, that his views
and principles about Home Rulo were
utterly misrepresented, and wilfully
80, by the London Zimes. His oppo-
sition to a non-representative Upper
House of Lords was clear)ly enough
get forth, especially wher such House
opposed and defeated measures of law
called for and desired by a majority of
the electorate in Great Britain and
Ireland.

And now wo are informed that the
Newcastle programme is to the front,
and that the faiv of the House of
Liords will depend upon its adoption
or rejection of overy plank in that
programme, Homo Rule included.
The first plank is already bsfore the
Commons, and will be introduced
without delay. It provides for a half-
yearly registration with a three
months’ residence qualification; and
that, as in Canada, all elections shall
take place on the same day. This
provision will prevent men of wealth
and owners of large estates from vot-
ing in several constituencies, and using
personal influence at the polls in many
distriots. While such practices pre-
vailed the landlords and moneyed men
wore an almost irresistible power at
overy election. It is most probable

the Hougo of Lords will reject “his
Bill, and by eo doing hasten the day
of its down(sll.

The ' one man one vote ** principlo
will form a separate measure, involv-
ing a redistribution of seats. The
dospatohos tell us that tho ¢ decision
to introduce this measure as o distinet
Bill has taken the Cooroionists by
surprino, Theso latter must sustain
inealoulablo loss of power for ovil nnd
torrorising on election day. Thoy
must depond on themeelves and imn-
mediate frionds for decision ot tho
polls, The evident result wust be
teiumph for the people’s liborlies and
enfranchisement all over England and
Scotland, and a glorious Resurrection
for Iroland, Disestablishmont of the
Church in Wales is another plank
that will bo put forward immediately,
and which will meot with opposition,
if not total rejection in the House of
Lords. Then ocomes the Lvieted
Tenauts' Reliof Bill, that must pass
by an overwhelming majority. What
a triumph for tho thousands of tonunts
in Ircland who, to cstablish a prinei-
plo, gave up their homes and laude,
and went to live in huts by the road
side, waiting in silent patience for the
day of delivorance. ‘The Bill about to
become law in their favor will restoro
them to the cherished homes of them-
gelves and their fathers befora them,
who, by dint of hard work and long
persoverance, had converted the bog
or the stony hillsido into rich pastures
and fragrant meadows.

Probably before all these fond anti.
cipations bo realized another general
election must take place. Then it
will bo the pleasing duty of every man
with Irish blood in his veins to be up
and doing. Irishmen, at home and
abroad, must cast aside all personal
differences in this last crisis and
supreme effort of Ireland to regain her
long-lest charter of libertivs, Let us
even now to work. A beginning las
been inaugurated, and generous con-
tributions have besn placed in the
haods of Hon. Edward Blake, or have
beon sent to him across the sea., But
much more remains to be done.
Every Irishman, and cvery friend of
the rish cause, should be hieard from,
There is no time to be lost. The
general elections are expesied to be
held in August or September next.
Before that time the Natiopalist om-
mitteo should be supplied with the
means and money necessary to over-
come and surmount all the difficulties
and obstacles which the illiberal and
unscrupulous Coercionists will throw
in the way of popular enfranchisement
and lome Rule for Ireland.

Callez Down.

Theclever young member for Ottawa
Oounty—Mr. 0. R. Devlin—very op-
portunaely called down two prominent
gentlemen holding seats in tho House
of Commons—euch the idol of a fac-
tion, and both representative of in.
stincts by no means broad or generous.
Of Mr. Dalton McCarthy something
bettor than narrow bigotry might be
expected; for Lo holds an enviable
position in his profession, and com-
mands respect alike from Bench and
Bar; but with regard to Mr. Clarke
Wallace we must not be surprised if
now and then he behaves rudely when

speaking of things held sacrod by o
large number of bis follow-citizons.
For the one, becauso of his standing
and ability, we could wish a more
hororablo career than that involved in
his creed and raco antagonisms; for
the other, with his pernicions sur.
roundings, woe fear it is idlo to oxpress
tho hope that some day or other ho
will bo given the graco to mend his
ways.

Mr. McCorthy is committed to the
destruction in the North.West of
Catholic education and the French
languago. For this purposo he intro-
duced in the Commonslast weok his
usual bill providing the ways and
means for the accomplishment of that
chorished object—nocompanying lus
motion with sundry asgertions and
statoments not striotly in line with
fact. That tho honorable member for
North Simcoo spoke without the card
wag ovident frotm tho aonor i which
ho was tripped up by Mr. Devlin, who
took the P. P, A. champion at hisown
word and condemned him out of his
own mouth. Holding up to public
view this anti-Gallician Mr, Dovlin
asks: * Doces he imagine for ono
momeut that we from the Provinco of
Quebeo fear him? Does he imagine
for one monient that the Provinco of
Quebes is going to submut to all his
dictates ? We venture to say, in
roply to these pregnant questions, that
neither in Quebec nor in Ontario is
thero the shadow of fear of Mr. Me-
Carthy or his following, whose prin-
ciples are repudiated by all that is up-
right and honorable in Canadian man-
hood.

The member for North Simeoo
harls his invectives against Lower
Canada and its people, whom he
accuses of racinl distinctions and
intolerance. What are the uctua]
facts? Let Mr. Devlin answer : *¢ The
overwholining majority of Otltawa
County,” says that gentleman, *'is
Roman Catholic, yet I am the first
Catholic member that has ever sat for
that country in this House ; a Protes-
tantgentlemen represented that county
for 80 years. To give bhim (Mr,
McCarthy) o further instance of the
same geuerosity, I may state that the
County of Otluwa was reprerented in
the Local House by o Protestant
member for years. The Warden of
that County was a Protestant; for
years the Mayor of the most Catholic
city in the whole Province of Quebec
—the City of Hull—was a Protestant,
and so I could name a gcod muny
other counties with o similar rccord.
1 could nawe the County of Lotbiniere,
which is ahnost exclusively Irench.
Canadian Catholic, and that county
sent a Protestant representative to
this Iouuse. More than that it sent
to the Quebec Parliament—a Catholic
Parliament—a Irotestant gentleman
to repregent it.”

1.y REV. J. R. TEEFY, President,
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8t. Patrick?’s Day in Douro.

Tho annual festival of St. Patrick, the
roat Apostlo of Ireland was celobrated in
gt. Joseph's church, Douro, on the 17th,
with tho usual forvour and devotion.  Maes
was commonced at half-past ten v'clock in
tho prerounco of tho largest congregation that
has nssembled on the oceasion of this anuiv-
orsary for years. After mass the evor zeal.
ous sud cuorgetionastor, Rov, FFather Kelity,
addressed to his poonle a fow words approp-
riato to St. Yatrick aud his conversion of
tho lrish people to Christinnity, and quick.
cned tho national feolinis of thoss present by
aonouncing to them that Rev Father Col.
lins, of the Cathedral, ’oterbosaugh, would
reach tho aunual sermon. Preseatly the
tov. preacher appeaied and from tho sauctu.
ary delivered a most fervid and eloquent
panegyric on the virtues and lifo ot the
great apostle of Ireland.  Tho Rev. preacher
traced tho early lifo of St. Patrick—his cap.
tivity in Ircland before his converafon—his
deliverenco by the hand of Divine I'rovidence
from the Iand of oxileand boundage. St. Pat-
rick escaped to his wative Frauce, where
under tho guidauco of St. Martin of Tours,
hia near relative, and of St. Germaous, Bishop
of Auxerre, ho preparcd himself by long
studies, earncat prayer and pious meditation
for the pricathood and tho great work which
he felt called—the copversion of a wirlo
nation from idolatory to the taviug truths of
Christianity. The higher intellectunl and
imaginative qualities of the aocient Iriah
people, he described as predisposing them
to listen to and ncce;;‘t he saving priaciples
taught by St. Patrick. Father Coltins then
described tho arrival of St. Patrick in Ircland
armed with power from above and the plen-
itudo of jurirdiction from Pope Celestino, in
tho chair of Peter. He told of the wonder-
ful power of Ireland’s apostlo in impressing
on the hearts of tho Druid priests and pea-
sants tho truth of the holy Catholic retigion,
and d welt upon the uoparalleled succeas with
which his missionary lige was crowned, and
the undying tenacity of the Irish people to
tho faith he followed. \Wherever iu the wide
world, the cloquent father said, Irishmen
were this day scattered, their hearts fondly
turned 10 the Emerald Itle in loviog memory
of it groen hillsides and tho gravc-mouuds
of their fathers with throbbing breasts, and
sighed for tho day when Ircland shall bo
frco. Ho sdvised Irishmen to peaco and
patience, snd God woutd bless them He
exhorted the congregation and the growing
up young men and women to remuin trac
and steadfast to tho Catholic traditions of
their forefathers, and congratulated them
on tho becoming and acceptable manoer in
which thoy honoured St, Patrick’s day, as
evedenced by the large number of communi.
cants who tsuxrwok of the Bletsed Sacrament.
1t was noticeable that cvery wan, woman
and child composing tbe large congregation
wore the cmblem or a green ribbon piaaed
on the breast.

At tho urgent request of tho rov. rector,
Mr. J. W, Fitzgerald, who was prescat, ad-
dremed to the peoplooutside the church a few
words, mainly on tho political aspect and
outlook of lreland. Ho agreced with Rev,
Father Collins that Irish exiles everywhero
were that day fondly looking back to Irelsnd
and longiog for the timo when Ireland could
make her owa laws, upon her owa s0il, for
the benefit of Irishmen, north and south and
cast and weat alike. This graond old Irish
pation of ours and our fathers, hosaid, must
not perish or be blotted out. God Fut it
there and, with our Irish help, God will keep
it thore—Irish still. Tho ewelling voice of
tho oppreasing peoplo of overy cirilized land
is asserting itaelf and compelling attention.
Tho value of men's brains and muscles, and
tho worke they produce, is being recogoized.
The growiag power of democracy is abroad,
inflacncing and moulding and making public
opinion ; and it is folt in tho castle as in the
cot. Thess forces cannot be crashed, or
tarned back, and although they might, for a
brief period, be checked by the gasping
cfforts of dying tyrants, they caonot long be
dclayed in their irrcsistible ooward march
towards the accomplishmeat of human free-
dom. Let Iriskmen at homoe and a road

arzovere and stand together, and llome
lo for the land of St. Patcick is assured.

¢ For God and for Rome !" she cried
enthugiastically, as she pinued a tiny
crnss on tho hreast of a tall, stalwart
youth who looked to the hest advan
tage in the uniform of a Papal volun-
teer.

‘the bonediction of Heaven on the de-
fenders of their homer

When the soldicrs had dissppeared
on the other sido of tho castle of St
Angelo, and the crowd had disporsed,
Paola entered the cathedral, and kaclt
for some timo in prayer before an altar
in one of the mde chapels, A solemn
silence reigned through isle and tran-
scept, contrasting vividly with the
clamor of tho excited crowd tbat had

but a fow moments proviously made
tho wolkin ring on tho squarc outsido
with its enthusinstic plaudita.

In front of tho bigh altar which
gleamed rich with gold and lapis lazuli,
ths gacred lamps lay burning around
tho marblo balustrade, beneath which
was gituated tho tomb of tho apostles,
Thoe mossive roof of stucco overhead
seemed to the waiden, as sho gazed
upward, a vision of perfect loveliness ;
while tho statuca of saints, looking
from their niches on the sido walls,
secmed to her to bo sentinels who kept
watch nnd ward over the Holy of
Holies. Sho glided noiselessly from
tho chapel up the aisle, and having
koclt for a moment in front of the
bronzo figure of St. Peter, she left the
basilica, and panetrated into one of
the guaint, narrow streets that are to
be found in the vicinity of the Vatican.

Her step was light and graceful as
that of a fawn. Tbere were no traces
of tears on the long lashes of those
dark eyes, large, round, and liquid,
but with the light of innocenco, full of
candor, and ballowed with a certain
mystic gleam that spoke the innate
holiness of her heart. Iier jet black
tresges were half covered with a striped
red kerchief, her sun brown fentures
were ruddy with the hue of health,
and her neat, trim figure was a model
of perfection.

On one of the side walls of the
narrow street into which she pene.
trated was a niche containing & statue
of the Madonna holding in her arms
the child Christ. The fizures were
from an artistic point of view unpre-
tontious and ordinary. The clay was
rough and uneven, and the raig, and
Tramontana winds, that swept down
from the Alban hills in tho winter and
early spring-time, bad given it a
weather beaten sppearance; but it
was all the more dear on that account
to Paola, who out of her own little
earnings 288 a seamstress purchased
regularly, week after week, the oil
that fed the lamp which was perpetu.
ally burning at tho Virgin's fest.
Every morning, going to her work, she
would murmur a fervent ¢ Ave Maria”
as she bowed to the statue, and the same
reverence was paid it by her on her
return howe in the ovening. Sho
lived close by in an attic on the sixth
floor of a tenement.

Paola had at this time neither father
nor mother. Her earliest recollections
went back to a picturesque littlo ham-
let on the banks of the Arno whero
the turquoise sky of Tuscany shimmer-
ed over ber head, and a sward of the
richest emerald layat her feet. She
remembered how, when a mere child,
she used to pass the hours away,
gozing dreamily on tho wide canopy of
heaven; creating in imagination so
maby battalions of armed knights out
of the occusional fleecy clouds that
used to assume very fantastic shapes

The piping of
tho shepberd's reed in the dim twilight
broke, betimes, on hor ears, like the
shrill cry of o heavenly choir. The
roses that grew in such beauty by her
old homestead, tho ivy that sheltered
its walls, the balmy fragrance of the
air, impressed ber with a keen senso of
pleasure and delight A child of
nature, sho actually revelled in naturo’s
choicest treasures.

There was, howover, a rudo awsken-
ing from the Juliet day-drcam. Some-
what bszily sbe remembered ber
mother, a fragile, dolicato woman, the
widow of Carlo Rudini, who had dicd

a month or o beforo little Paola was
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born. After her husband’s death,
Paolo’s mother did her bost to mako a
living out of the vinoyard., Fortune
favored her the first year, but owing
to her want of praotical knowledga of
vino dressing tho sccond year's crop
was a failure. A laboror, who was
formerly in the employ of Oarlo
Rudini, came along about this time,
and after somo wooks casily induced bher
to becomeo his wife, for the poor woman
was quito helpless to look after her pro-
porty, and Ricardo Rienzl—such was
the name of her secoud husband—was
a skilled hand in taking caro of the
vines. Thnt was, howover, his only
good quality. Once ho had becomo
the master of what was once tho
Rudini farmstead, ho showed himself
in bis truo colors. Ho was a big,
brawny brute. His features were red
and blotched, duo to the copious liba-
tiona in which ho used to indulge;
and bis manners were a8 uncouth as
thoso of any denizen of the cily slums,
in the purlious of which he had spent
the early years of his life.

He maltreated his dolicate wife to
such an extont that she sickened and
died ; and he afterwards turned his
rago on his step-daughter, who, how-
ever, being of quite a contrary tempers
ment to that of her mother, rebelled
against him, and eventually fled from
the Tuscan vineyard, and walked on
foot to Rome. The journey took her
two months to accomplish, and she
received kindly shelter and good, plain
food at the various houses along the
route.

She was twelve years old just then.
A good and charitable lady, a cousin
of her mother’s, took charge of the
child, and taught ber a trade—that of
o seamstress—in which she was earn-
ing a livelihood at the time this story
opens. All Paola’s spare moments
since her arrival in Rome were spent
in the Basilica of St. Peter's, or in
bringing oil and flowers to the base of
tho statue of the Madonna in one of
the neigbboring streets. She soon
became 80 well known to the sacristan
and the other officials of the church
that at the former's suggestion they,
by unanitous consent, called her a
* child of the Busilica.”

Those were dark days for Pius IX.
and the government of the Church.
The French garrison, which had been
the only bulwark of the temporal
power of the Pope against the en-
croachmenta and intrigues of King

Victor Emmanual. was withdrawn from |-

Rome. Tke Papal authorities had,
owing to this perfidious conduct of
Bonaparte, to fall back op their own
resources, which, of cource, proved
utterly ioadequate to cope with the
overwhelming forces commanded by
the usurping Piedmontese. The con-
flict was brief, but sharp. Despite the
daring attitude and brave, intrepid
conduct of the Pope's troops, Rome
was captured by Victor Emmanuel’s
soldiers, and thus the capital of Chrie
tianity was handed over to men who
had no respect for religion of any kind,
and who immediately commenced to
put their theories into pratice by exer-
cising a fierce despotism over tho Cath-
olics of the city, and by levelling to the
ground many of its proudest Obristian
memorials.

On the evening after the entry of
Victor Emmanuel’s troops into Rome,
Paoia, sad ot heart, left St. Peter's,
ond subsequently gathered a bouquet
of rosea tn lay at the fect of tho
Madonna. She hsd just twined the
flowers round tho pedestal in the niche,
and was sbout to offer up her usual
evening prayer to Our Lady, when she
saw a group of men staggering down
the laneway in her direction.

** Contadiri I” shouted omo of the
group who seemed to bave less control
of bis legs than any other of his com
panions, and wbo spoko in thick
gattural accents, ¢ contadini, eco you
that monument of anperatition yonder

Suppose woe go and send that Madonna's
statue shivering into atoms to the
ground ! Vivva il ro! We aro all
goldicrs of the King—anre wo noti—
and wo can do just as we pleasy,” ho
coutinued, looking stupidly ot his
frionds, whe did not appear so anxious
as he was to outrage a memorinl to the
Mother of God.

No matter how anti-religious tho
Italian rovolutionist may be, there is
still a sontiment of respect for tho
Virgin lurking somowhere in one of the
nooks or corners of his tleak and
desolate heart,

The men turned pale on hearing the
abominable suggestion of their com.
rade. Thoir fear was, however only
momentary. Tho few score of bottles
of white wino which thoy had emptied
at a neighboring trattoria sowe short
timo previously, had mounted to their
beads, inflamiog their worst passions,
and letting loose that insane and
bigoted hatred of everything that ve.
minded them of Christ and His Church,

Moreover, their chief, in the shape
of tho temptor, was still shouting in
their cors:

¢ Are you cowards—you others?
You who have driven Pio Nono's
battalions from the walls of Rome—
you who scattered the Papal Zouaves
before you, as the tempestuous Tra.
montane scatters the chaff from the
meadows—are you—are you, I eay, go-
ing to let all your courage ooze out
through the pores of your caitiff heels
at sighting a mere statue of clay?
Ah! if Garibaldi could only see you
now, how bhe would curse you for
poltroona! Well, if you will not do
the job, ¢ontadini my faith! I must
only do it myszelf "

His invective lasbed them with all
the stingiog forco of a knotted whip.
Their eycs glared like those of wild
animals in quest of their prey, their
hands were clenched in anger, and
their voices rang uproariously through
the winding laneway :

¢ We aro with you, Ricardo I”

* With you to the death, Ricardo I”

“Long live the King, and down
with the Pope and his Cburch 1"

Staggering up to the wall from which
the statue, lit with an oil lawp and
decked with flowers, overlooked tho
street, they indulged in a pea’ of brutal
laughter prior to making an assault on
the memorial.

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LETTER FROM LONDON.

Weekly Correapondence of the Register,

loxpoy, Eng., March 10, 1894,

Tho present week has been an ex.
citing ono in linglish politieal circles.
Though barely a week old tho career
of the new Goverment 8o far has been
one of storm and peril, ndeed, it is
only by the most skilful guidance that
they have escaped utter and disastrous
shipwreck, For tweunty four hours it
wus a case of touch up, and I am not
exagperating one iota when I say that
if Sir William Harcourt had been
Prince Minister instead of Chancellor
of the IExohequer a dizsolution would
have been inevitable.

Now, howeveor, the crigis having
died of political starvation—to use the
phrase of Mr. Michael Davitt—tho
inevitable reaotion has followed, and
the proceedings in the Iouse have
settled down once more to their usual
humdrum character. The lobbies are
however, still the scene of much ex-
citement. As the sea is troubled long
after the storm is ended, and the effucts
of the erisis are visible in Parliament-
ary circles, althoulh the elements
which caused it are vow of rest. Mem-
bers are still discussing the situation
as eagerly as they did when theo fate
of the Liberal party was yet trembling
m the balance. Every man has Ing
version of how the mishap occurred,
but there is a general feeling among

" Ministerialists that no more pranks of
the kind must be played. The whips
have been taught the lesson that they
must vot carry the art of finessing too
far ; and those who voted against the
Goverment without dreaming for one
moment vhat they were in any danger
of defeat are not likely to indulge in
any further speculative enterprises of
the kind. Lord Tweedmouth, meeting
a steady going Ministerialist to-day,
chaffed him for * aiding and abetting
Labby,” and the member at once
retorted that he should have taught
his late colleague, not to allow them.
selves to be caught napping.

Nevertheless, all's right with the
Government again, and the Opposi-
tion admit that they bave got out of
the difficulty in which they were
placed with surprising skill.

Mr. Justin McCarthy in an inter-
view yesterday with a reporter of one
of the Liberal journals said that for
the present the Irish members are
lying low. They have received satis
factory assurances from Sir William
Harcourt as to the attitude of the
Government towards Home Rule, and
they confidently await the statement
which Lord Rosebery is expected to
make on the subject at Edinbuargh on
Saturday. The Opposition papers as
well as some of the Tory-dyed corres-
pondents of the New York press, have
greatly exaggerated the domestic
differences of the Irish party. They
have also attempted to make capital
out of the prolonged sittings which
have been held in Committee room 15.
The business, however, which the
porty has had to consider has been of
the highest importarce. Among other
things the speech of Lord Rosebery in
reply to Lord Salisbury hes been dis-
cussed at great length, and though
there lLave been alterations in the
persumnel of the officials tho party was
never more united for practical pur-
poses than it is at this moment.

The substitution of Mr. T. D. Sulli-
van for Mr. Arthur O'Connor on the
commiftee i3 described by the Times
asa rebuff for Mr. Healy, a stotement
which carries absurdity on the faco of
it, for is not Mr. Sullivan « Tim's "
father in-law and one of hisg staunchest
supportera®  Anather fact which
would dispose of the allegation that
the majority have a strong antipathy
to Mr. Healy is to be found in the
voting for the committce.  Mr Healy
received the support of nearly all the
men who voted against Arthur O'Con-
nor, and as a result, camc out narly
at the top of the.ballot. The super-

gession of Mr. O'Counnor as comamitteo
man and Mr. O'Driscoll as Whip is to
be attributed entirely to their notions
in New York last autumn. These
gentleman wero not oflicially commis-
sioned to visit America on behalf of
the Irish Parhamentary party. Mr,
O'Driscoll went over in his capaoity
as Comnmissioner to the World's Fair,
and Mr. O'Connor took the trip
across the Atlantic for the benefit
of bis health. Naturally they wero
brought into contact with mauny of
tho warmest supporters of the Home
Rule movement, and their utterances
on the party organization wero much
digoussed in the American papers. I
happened to be in New York at the
time of their visit, and I am not sur-
prised that the party felt competled to
take some notice of the line of polioy
they thought it their duty to adopt in

regard to the action of Mr. Justin
MecCarthy and s supporters at \V est.
minster.

The latter have noticed as a signi-
ficaut fact that Inst evening Lord
Rosebery visited the lobby of the
House of Commons, and remained
closeted with Mr. John Morley for a
considerable time in the Whip's room.
The Nationalists will hold a further
meeting on Monday to consider the
situation, which in their opinion, will
be materially affected by Lord Rose-
bery's Edinburgh speech.

Nobody here pays the slightest
regara to the latest manifesto of Mr,
John Redmond. One a week from his
pen makes such documents rather
common, and the curious thing is
that in spite of all his fulminations
the Nationalists are not a penny the
worse. Mr. Redmond bas now assum-
ed the position of being the only true
apostle of Nationalism, and he tries

** To prove his doctrine orthodox
Uy apostolic blows aud hnocks.”

The Tories just now are centering
their hopes in the Parnellites, They
seem to be uuaware that except in
Dublin and Waterloo Mr. Redmond
has not the ghust of a following in
Ireland.

At question time in the House of
Commons yesterdsy afternoon Mr.
Morley spoke in severe ierms of the
recent  deliverancs of Mr. Justice
O'Brien on the state of crime in the
County of Clare. It is seldom that a
Judgo receives such a rebuke from
the Treasury Bench, and the rarity
of the occurrence makes it all the
more impressive. The Irish membera
went wild with delight at Mr. dorley’s
scathing censure on a judge who has
rendered himself particularly ob-
noxtous to the people of Ireland. If
Mr. Justice O'Brien bas any sense of
decency left he will at once tender
his resignation to the Lord Chan-
cellor. But I fear that ¢ Pether the
Pscker ”* has long ago bidden good-
bye to any sense, the retention of
which would in any way detract from
bis own gelf-esteem.

Mr. Laboucherg's offer to provide
the Goverment with five hundred
stalwarts to swamp the House of Lords
led to some very amusing scenes in the
Commons smoking-room. A large
pnumber of members voluntured for ser-
vice, but the stipulation was that
nothing less than a Dukedom should
be oflered them. Marquisates were
held in scant favour, while Earldoms
were at a positive discount. Mr.
Labouchere treats the whole subject as
a gigavtic joke, and cannot under-
stand why Sir William Harcourt
should have lectured him for his
levity. The fact is tho cynic of Palace
yard takes nothing seriously. His
only attempt at legislation in this
Parliament has been to reform the
law affecting chimney-sweeps, aud
whenever this Bill was mentioned it
evoked roars of laughter.

cace of the Uniopist biased New York
London Correspondent was so potent
over the water as to impose even upon
sopatrioticajournal as* the Revister.”
