®lc notice was taken of the reports. It appears that Gautemala, which is
about four tines as large as San Salvador, undertook to interfere with its
smsll neighbor’s politics aad appoint a President not the choice of the Sin
Bslvadorians. The Gautemalan forces under the command of General
Villavicencio invaded San Salvador, and wero repulsed by troops under
Gencral Ezeta on the 17th of July.  The San Salvadorian forces are greatly
mferiorin Dumber to those of Gautemala, but they cvidently make up in
Muck what they lack in strength. It 1s thought that Nicaragua and Costa
&ca will become the atlies of San Salvador, from the fact that should San

2] vador be worsted it would be annexed to Gauternala, and both the coun-
thes above named would be at the merey of the conqueror. It is rnored

tt;ht President Barillos of Gauntemala talks of resigming.
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The 2ud Battalion Grenadier Guards have been sent to Bermuda as a
punishment for insubordination, which it appears was caused by the imposi-
tion of additional parade and other duties by Colonel D. M.Creighton-
Maitland. This was resonted by the men, who barricaded themselves in
their quarters and refused 1o come out. An enquiry was made into the
matter by the Duke of Cambridge at the \War Oflice, with the result that
Colonel Creighton-Maitland, who appears to be somewhat of 2 martinet,
resigns and is replaced by Colonel Eaton. ‘The Guards are exiled to Bar-
muda, and for the first time in the memory of men the sentriea on duty at
the Royal residences are not in Guard's uniform, the duty being parformed
in part by the Yorkshiz_ line regiment which was ordered up from Ports-
mouth. The exile to Bermuda is laoked upon by the Guerds as a punish-
ment and s disgrace, as they have never before been sent abroad except
during a war. Al things considered the punishment does not appear a
very heavy one, inasmuch as the Colonel who was the cause of the trouble
has been removed, and after all to be sent to Bermuda is not a terrible fate,
It is possible that they may be sent to Ilifax before thoy are finally
recalled home. ‘The insubordination was chicfly among some of the youuger
men, and was not of so serious a niure as some reports made out. It is
probable that this blot on the hntherio untarnished record of this fuvored
and favorite regiment will be wiped out by future good conduct. The
Queen is said to be quite distressed over the affair.

“The organization of a Maritime Medical Society is tho most recent of
many evidences of 1 tendency tuwards union of the interests of these Mari-
time Provinces, or perhaps it migxht be more strictly in aceordance with the
actual fact, to say that it is the latest practical recognition of what is very
zenerally conceded, viz, that the inteests of these Mantime Provinces are
identical. It is only surprising. that although there are so many cvidences
of a s'rong fraternal fecling aud desire for fraternization there are so few
evidences of 2 desire fur paliucal fiaternizsiion or iegislative union of Nova
Scotia, New Bruvswick ard Punce Ldward Island  There are many rea-
sons why such a usion shuuld be cunummated  What are the objacuons?
One Licutenant (Governor, one Execative Councit, one Legislative Assem-
bly, and one set of Legislative and Departmental Buildings would be quite
adeyuate for conducting the Jegislative and Exccutive work of the three
Provinces, and a saving of ncarly two-thirds of the expense at present
incurred would be effected Then if the nterests of these Maritime Provinces
arc really identical, or as much so as are thz interests of the different sections
of the several Proviaces, they could be attended to better by one Executive
and one Legislative Assembly thin by three. \ssurediy, thc influence of
the Maritime Provinces united would be greater, not only than of either of
the Provinces separately, bat also than the aggregate influence of the
threo while remaining as now separate political units as far as Maritime
interests are concerned.  \What s the ofhier side of the quostion ?

The Toronts Wl evidently dues not approve of too wuch higher
cducation. In its last issue it say..—*“We hearuly agree with the
Bystawler in many of his remarks vn (ho expenditure connected with our
prblic schusls.  He remarks truly that Jf those who use the public schoots,
three-fourths are just as well able ts pay for the schooling of their children
as for their bread and clothing, end that they are c.qually bound to do so.
He alsn points out that there 1¢ reazon o fear tha. tne very class for which
gratuitous education is neaded do not avail themselves of tne provision.
Of course this should bz seon tu, aad if the pres:znt state of the law is not
such as to enable us 1o get the children of the poorest educated, it should
be altered for that purpuse.  Bat there is something more unreasonable than
the gratuitous cducstion of all classzs at the public schools, and that is the
frec education which, i many cases, is given at the high schools. It isnot
merely upjust to those who make no usc of thase schooals, but it is frequently
injurious to those who are induced to wmake uso of them when they might
be better employed in manual labor.” This may bs true, but would the
Werk like to sce our public schools abolished? Surely not. Free educa-
tion is onc of our best institutions, but like everything else it needs to be
wiscly administered. The digaity of labor should bz impressed upon the
minds of pupils, and certainly when they lcave school to do the active
work of mon and womer, they will not be worse workers fo- having been
cducated. The trouble i3 that the education 15 not always ot the night kind,
aund tends to give a distaste {o: any bodily labor.  Too many school teach-
ers arc turoed out as the prodact of the educational mill, aud the conse-
quence is that domestic servants and laborers are scarce and of poor
quality. Wo need szrvants and laborers with brains—the kind who can
make their heads save their heels and their master’s timo,  But at present
domestic service is looked down upon, and only the uneducated are, as a
tuie, found willing to enter it,
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The distinguished Russian uovelist Tolstoi is announced a» a new recruit
in the crusade against strong drink. Tolstoi, who has been very ul, though
now reported to be much better, has been medutating upon the evils of the
liquor traffic, and has now riser from his bed of sickness lied with the
determination to carry on, by writing a «ciies of pamphlets, a popular
propagandism against drunkenness e will pachibly sunn, howevea,
leern how much essier it is to convince a dinnkard «f has fuily than to tun
him from it.

The fashion of embalming bodics immediately wlier their death s bring
objected to on the zcore that it throws insuperable cbstacles in the way of
an inquiry into the cause of death. As wisemc is largely used in the pre-
serving fluid which is poured into the mouth and injected into the veins of
a decd person, it is conclusive that no post mortemy examination woubl be
of any usc in determining the cause of Jdeath afier it had been wed  The
London Laneel alludes to this matter and ssys that it is probable that means
will be taken to prevent this method of cmbalming ustil an uncquiveeal
cortificate as the cause of death hes been given by the medical man in
charge. The fashion is chiefly prevalent in the United States.

Professor Wiliam Saunders, Director of Dominion lixperimental Farms,
is jubilant over the success of the introduction of two-rowed barley into
Canada. He has been winspecung the two-rowed barley sown w pars of
Ontatrio. The straw 1s said to be of good siz+, the heads are very long and
the berry gives every evidence of filling out plump aud elean.  With fairly
seasonable weather from this out no doubt is left of the success of the two-
rowed barley in that portion of Canada at least A considerable quantity
of seed was distributed last spring for experiment by our farmers, and we
hope to hear of its success in Nova Scotia as woll as in Ontario. The
result of the two rowed barley experiment is the most important matter in
Canadian agriculture this soason.

War has been declared on the Capadian thistle. It is vne of the most
hardy and prolitic weeds we have, and unless cternal vigilance is observed
in cutting it down it will go to seed and fill the air with the mischievous
little bits of down. One careless farmer can make lots of trouble for his
neighbors by letting weeds flourish on his farm and become a general
nuisance. The 10ad sides arc often overgrown with weeds which scatter
their seeds to the winds and put to naught the cfiorts of those who try to
keep their lands in good condition. It seems as if some penalty should be
inflicted on those who will nol do their part in keeping the weeds down,
but there is 2 general disinclination to prosceute 2 man who offends only in
2 negative sense.

The art of silhouelting is supposed to be older than the Christian era.
In Arcadia itself silhouettes were drawn.  The shepherds of that golden
age in their happy simplicity traced shadows of their beloved in the sands
to worship in absence. From silhoucttes came coutours, then monochrome,
and finaily painting. To cut out from a picce of white paper the profile of
a person from direct observation of the sitter required considerable artistic
talent and ekill. Oane of the first and best silhouetltists in Great Britain
was Augustin Amant Constance ¥idile Edonart, who was born in Dunkirque
in 17885, and in 1815 found his way to London as a refugee, The name of
the litile black portraits 1s taken from M. Euenne de Silhouette, the great
Financial Minister of TFrance, who was appointed Comptrolier General

in 1757.

The disagreeable effects of smoke are apparent in most citics, and
Halifax is no exception tc the rule. The air is rendered impure, and
buildings, trees and plants are injured by the black carbonaceous matter
which comes from the numerous chimneys of the city. If the apparatus
devised by Mr Samuel Efliott, of Newbury, 1s all that it claims to be, the
nuisance will cease to exist. The process 1s said to remove frum the pro
ducts of combustion all the black carbonaceous matter of cual smoke, and
a remarkable and impoitant thing is the entire absence of sulphur in any
form after the dense volumes of smoke genorally seen issuing from chimney
shafts havo been forced through the *“ annihilator.” It is to be hoped that
it will be possible and convenient for this annibilator to be used very
generally, but even if it werc only applied to the manufactories it would do
much towards keeping the air pure.

Dr. Barnardo, whose name is so well known in connection with his
homes for destitute children, is wisiting the -*Hazel Brae" home at
Poterboro’, Ont., which is now under the supenintendency of Miss Woudgate.
Dr. Barnardo’s chiet object 1o comiug to Canada is to visit the farm of 9,000
dcres in Manitoba, which is in charge of officers, and upon which there are
one hundred and forty young men who have bcen sent out from the homes
in England. He has placed 4,392 children in homes in the culonies since
he began the rescuc work in 1566, and about 16,000 in the colonics and
the United Kingdom. There are now 3.430children in the humesin England.,
Not less than $200,000 has been spent 1n Canada in coonection with tho
farm. In his magazine Niyht and Day Dr. Barnardo says.—* Scventy
years ago there were in the prisons of Londun alune 2,000 Loys and gitls
under 16 years of age. In 1855 the number of children under 12 in the
prisons in Epgland and Wales smounted to 4,792. F¥a 1878 these had
fallen to 927 ; in 1885 10 250 + and to dsy there are under 100.  Of courso
that is one bundred too many. Dut the diminution which these figures
cxhibit is exceedingly striking, and there is no doubt that part of 1t at least
is due to the preventive cfforts of Institutions like our own.” This is
indeed & noble work,

The first number of a new moonthly paper called Free Russiu has just
been published in Evgland.  The paper is described as * the organ of the
Iinglish Society of Friends of Russian Freedom.”  Its managers hope that
a ¢ 2tin amount of moral pressure may bhe created which may belp the
Russi~n relyrmers in their struggle with aristocracy. [t appears that there
are two principal ideas shared by all classes of refurmers in Russia, from
tLe moderate Liberals to the Nihilists. ‘The first is a representative
guvernment instead of despotism—not instead of monarchy—and the
second is the nationalization of the land. ¢ A National Assembly* and
 tho land for the people” can hardly jn these days be rogarded as ievolu-
tionary cries  Most of the rest of the number is taken up with a digest of
Russian cruelties in Siberia.

Signor Sehiaparelti, the Italian astronomer, who has made more won-
perful discoveries about the planets than all the other astronomers of
our day put together, now announces that Venus as woll as Mercury turns
but once on its axis in the course of a revolution around the sun, and thus
enjoys perpetual day on one side of its globe and perpetual night on the other.
Venus has always bzen supposed to rotate once in twenty-four hours, the
supposition bLeing based upon the fact that certain spots visible on ils
surface return to o similar positiun every night, but Schiaparelli shows that
some of these ubservations have probably been misinterpreted, and that
instead of indicating a rotativn periwd of twenty-fuur honurs, they rather
confirm his conclusion that the rotation ia performed in 224.7 days, which
is the time the planet takcs to complete a revolution around the sum, or in
other words, the length of Venus' ycar. 1f this is so a very small portion
of the sutface of Venus would be suitable to such forms of life as flourish
ou the earth.

‘The Quebec Clrunicle is an advocate of better pay for bank clerks. It
throws the onus of blame for the New Brunswick embezzlemont cases on
the bank directors or managers who regubited the salarios of the clerks,
Theie 1s certainly much blame to be attached to those who place young men
in responsible positions and pay them merely enough to uxist on, as is the
case in many banking institutions, but however wrong that may be it does
not mako any excuse for tho man who, while he has enough to live on,
appropriates to himself money which belongs to other people and uses it
for the indulgence of expensize habits and tastes. Two wrongs cannot
make one right, and the man who steals must suffer the penalty when the
theft is discovered, but this does not exonerate those who placed the temp-
tation in his way. They will find their reward some day. Meanwhile,
bank clerks should regulate therr expenses in accurdance with their salaries,
and bank directors who do not want to have scorn thrown on them for
meanness should remunerate their clerks sufliciently well to remove such
pressing temptations to help themselves to the bank’s funds. A salary of
from five to seven hundred dollars is too hutle for any man who is expected
to do the work required in a bauk.

The search for the North Pole is not yet 10 be abandoned. The
Norwegian Sterthing ar National Assembly has just voted a grant of money
for the purpose of fitting out a fresh expednion.  The chicf cause of the
new confidence in ability to reach the Pole, in spite of the icy barrier of
the Arctic Seas, is the belief in .n undiscovcred channel or current,
making a comparatively short and duect route across the Arctic Ocean by
way of the North Pole. These hopes were aroused by a curious incidenl.
In June, 1884, three years after the Jeannelle sank, there were found near
Juhianshaab in Greenland sevoral articles which had belonged to the Jeannetle,
aod had been sbandoned at the time of its wreck by the crew, and which
ha i been carricd to the coast of Greenland, from the opposite side of the
Polar Sea, on a piece of ice. Curiosity at once was croused regarding the
wicrd and mysterious journey of the piece of icc and the relics. The
current could not have been any kuown one, cither through Smith’s Sound
or round Novoe Zembla, Franz Josephs land or Spitzbergen, a new and
short course was casily deduced. The expeditiun is to be under the charge
of Mr. Frithjob Naoseu, and will be provisioned for five ycars. A ship of
170 tons is being especially constructed to take these ten or a dozen North-
men on their dangerous voyage.

The Hon. Bepjamin Butterworth, of Ohio, who voted for the McKinlay
Tanff Bill, after making a powerful speech against its main protective
features, claiming that they were excessive and would result in the overthrow
of the Republican party, is having his speech extensively circu.ated in
Canada. e poses as an advocate of reciprocal trade with the Dominion,
but lus speech is in reality a strong argament against the movement viewed
frum a Canadian standpoint, as his figures, if they are to be relied uwpon,
prove that under the former reciprucal treaties the Upited States was
largely the gainer, and even now with the Dominion taniff in force the
United States exports to Canada yearly much more than it imports, the
excess of cxports over imports in 1888 being 84,241,260  This is a very
good argument across the line, but how Canadians are 1o be moved by it to
throw dowa this tanff wall and aliow United States manufactures and pro
ducts to corupeto on equal terms with their own struggling industrics is
beyond understanding. If the McKinlay Bill is to work such disastrous
results to tho trade of the United States with Canada as Mr. Butterworth
predicts, we should be the benehciaries, and the McKinlay Bill instead of
being detrimental to us should prove ¢/ decided advantage in building up
inter provincial trade.  If finally passed, which we very mucb doubt, it
will prove a boomerang ard do more to cripple and destroy the commerce
of the United States than any combination of foreign powers could
accomplish,

A despatch from Vienoa says that M. Stambuloff, the Bulgarian Prime
Minister, will assemble the colorels of all the Bulgarian regiments and the
deputics of the leading towns at Sofia on August 3, when Bulgaria will be
proclaimed independent and Prince Ferdinand be declared King.

The Standasrd's correspordent at Sofia says : The Inglish Ambassrdor,
Sir W. A. White, arrived at Constantinople at an opportune moment to
stiffen the Porte’s rosolution to resist the demands of the Russian note. If
Turkey had yielded to Russia’s menaces, a continuance of peaco would
have beon impossible.

The maids of honor to the Queen, who, by the terms of the will of the
late Lord Sackville inherited about S50,000 each of that nobleman’s for-
tune, have waived the.. claims in favor of the lineal heirs. Through the
magnanimity of these ladies the new Lord Sackville, formerly British Min-
ister to Washington, becomes the wealthier by many thousand pouads.

A despatch from Belgrade tothe Zemps, the most Conservative paper
in France, announces that King Milan, feeling that he is legolly free to
marry again, will shortly take to himself as wife a young American lady of
great wealth whom he met last winter in Paris. The name of the lady is
not given, but the truth of the story is vouched for. We feel sorry for the
woman who would marry the debauched and degraded ex-King of Servia.
He is deeply in debt, so that prubably the money of his prospective bride
will go to his creditors.

A large crowd of Armenians assembled at the Cathedral at Constanti-
nople on Sunday last to remonstrate with the patriarch of the chucch for his
weak action toward the porte regardiog the outrages upon Armenians by
the Turks. There was much excitement, during which the patriarch was
seized by the mob, dragged from the pulpit and otherwise maltroated.
Military assistance arrived in the shape of a body of Turkish soldiers.
They were resisted and a bloody conflict ensued, In which four soldiers and
three rioters were killed. Several were ipjared.

A revolution broke out in Buenos Ayres on the 26th July. Fighting
was carried on in the streets, and many were killed on both sides A revo
lutionary government is anpounced with Senor Arena as President, and Senor
Romero as Minister of Finance. The authorities hold out, but the revolu-
tionary movement is spreading even to the Provinces. Negotiations aro
being mede with the insurgents, The insurrection is probably due to the
bad financial condition of the country. Despatches are contradictory, and
1t is impossibic to tell whether the report of the triamph of the provisional
government is correct, or that the struggle is still going on,

of Prince Ferdinand and his illegal rule.

Furthermore, he says, Bulgaria is

hostile to Russia, and that the Porte’'s condesconsion to that priacipality
would be an uafriendly act to Russia, and might lead to serious conse-
quences. The attitude of Russia as displayed by the note seriously excercises

the Porte.

all the gems of Golconda caunot buy. There is no real onjoyment savo
that which is fairly earned either by hand-work or head-work, or both,

1t is true that tho human machine may be overtasked. It sometimes is.
But in these days, when the roughest portion of the world’s work is done by
steam-driven irop, there is no necessity, in cnlightened countties, for man
to oversirain his strength. Let those who are inclined to grumble at their
sharn of the wear and tear of life, glance back into axtiquity, and learn to be
content with their lot. ‘Cho miserable ancients—tho toiling class wo meen—
had a herd time of it. Thiok how the steam-engineloss Egyptians must
have strained their unfortunate artns and spines while piling up the Pyramids
and scooping out the Catacombs—how the cowparatively scrowlese and
leverless Chincse must have ruined their cobshitutions in building their
“ Great Wall” to keep out the Tartars—and at what a cost of broken bicks
and contracted sinews the immonse masses of rock on Salisbury Plain were
brought from distant quarrics and arranged in circles for the mysterious uses
of Nobody-knows-who. Possibly tho poor wretches of the past bad more
mechanical belps than we know of, but certainly thoy had no steam-cngines.
Look at the gigantic results of Roman labor as seen in the moldering remsing
of tho noblest aqueducts, havens, roads, and public buildings that were over
constructed, I{ seems incrodiblo that these wore the achievements of mere
wuscle. The Roman conquered the world, though—we must remember
that—sand that it was only whon they became lazy that they lost it.

After all, there is nothing like bard work ; it is the parent of grealness.
Wo have not a very high opinion of the Turks, but they have one admirable
maxim, viz., that evory boy, no metter what his degree, shall ba taught somwe
handieraft whereby, under any circumstances, he may got aliving. Sultan
Mahmoud was a tolerable shoomsker, and other Sultans wore compelled i
their youth to learis mechanical trades. Tho worst of it is that your Ottoman
is 8o copfoundedly indolent that, sfter having beon {aught how to oarn bit
bread, be would slmost rather starvo than Jabor. Upon the whole, moders
toilers—in civilized and Cbristian lands al least—caxn woll afford to pity tbe
fato of their brethren of longago. Modern toilers are not sightless Samsont;
working ia tho dark and treated with scorn. They work understandingly,
and live in an ago where oxortion is honorsble and idlencss disgracelul’
Furthermore, mechanical power, scientifically applied, is the slavo that does}.
most of the hard jobs, and saves muscle no end of lifting, pushing, strikisg, ks
and hauling. It bas been woll ssid that no illustration could more aptly &
show the difference betwoen the old times and tho new than the piclure of @8
tho auciont galley, urged onward with tiers of flashing oare wiclded by thekw
sinowy arms of unwilling servitors, and the modorn steamer propelled by ¥p.
tho fire and water that scienco bas moade tho vassals of man, Siill, all of us it
if wo would be happy, must porform fairly and squarely tho work given st}
to do.—New York Ledger. 5

CHaRrLES FRANKLYN or THE Cavir Corr-, I * llasyin ” Luavox,
Ssity, Evper & Co., 1890 —This is a romantic tale of the Nile Expedition,
tho Mahdi and the fall of Khartoum. It consists of 1act and ficticn,” the
author telsus, nof* clumeily told and badly strung together,” as ho adds witha
copciliating modesty. The sceno shifts aud ieshifts from Belgravia and
Mayfair to the deserts and the wild lifo of the Soudan, which is invested
with morte color and picturesqueness than in any other description wo bave
met with. Theplot is of tho sitmplest.  Franklyn, who is not a horo morally,
but an averago British oflicer, is ordered to Egypt through the influence of a
duchess, whose daughter ho has capuivated. On tho voyage he fails in
with a crafty and interesting Oriental, named Sulieman. This sstute per-
sonago savea his lifo when he is {aken prisoner by the Arabs, marries him by
the Mahdi's orders to a lovely cuptive nun with a hnstory, and afterwards,
through jealousy, attempls to poison him. Iy bribing a friend of Sulie-
man’s, I'ranklyn and his nun escape, but are overtakep, In the fight that
ensues tho priscners are discowfited and Sulieman loses bis life, but tho
nun intercepts a cut aimed at Irankiyn and dies romantically, therefore
enabling the bero to wed his Evglish love, the charming lady Jane, who
hastons to Cairo, in defiance of Mrs, Grundy, to nurse him in a fever in-
duced by his various oxcitements and privations,

The book is writton in a lively style, though thero are onc or two slight
symptoms of amateurishaesz, among them the tuo frequent appeals to the
“reader.” It is an open secret that “ Hazmmb ” is Captain H. K. Stewart,
of tho Gordon Highlanders, a son of Col. C. J. Stowart of Halifax.

COMMERCIAL.

Sinco our last reviow no pronouncod chango has occurred in the goneral
fentures of trade, but the favorable sizns on which hopes hieve for somo titme
past been built aro in a slight degree more prowinent than formerly, In
the first place, although crup reports aro contradictory as to tho position in
somo sections, they aro looked upon as being, on the whole, favorable, while
in the second tho large increase in bank deposits shows that thoro wust havo
beon a considerablo turn-ovor of cish somewhere.  Owing to theso two
special causes thore hus provailed a steady scasonable movemont of Inte,
whilo tho present week exhibits incroased animation of a quiet kind in
lines of hoavy materiale and goods that cnter into daily consumption—
grocories ozpecially showing protty marked activily in the wenk under con-
sideration. Allowing, therefore, that theso influences will havo their due
eflect, there is a certain amount of confidenco in the future.

Dny Goons,—Trade in this branch ru’es quict—its normal condition at
this soason—but somo late straggling orders continuo to bo received. A fair
gorting trade has transpired dusing the past weck in both English and
Canadian dress goods, and the velumo of husiness is reported to be increasing
in quito a vumber of lines. Since noro favorable reports of the crops have
been received a greator willinguess to place fall orders is manifested.  Sorting
orders for Canadian tweeds have been recoived during the woek from parties
who formerly purchased British poods exclusivoly, thus proving that what
wo always msintained—that Canadian cloths aro equslly as good as any
foroign productions in their lines—was and is correct It is, thorefore,
purely a mattor of sontument that leads consumors to imagive that because
they pay au extra price for foreign cloths they must nocessarilv get a superior
articlo.  Advices from Great Britain cito matters as very firm over thoro,
and importers hore are caleulaing or: pretly firm prices for thoir spring
supplies.

Inox, HarDwaRre axD Merars.—The improved feeling in iron contit Jes,
and, although theroe is only a quiot wovement in progross al the moment,
the tone is good, as advices from the sources of supply indicato a steady
fooling all round. In the way of actual business there is nothing special to
note. Somo small transactions in pig are reported. It is very unlikely that
any figures than those now obtaining will be realized by buyors for some
timo to come. Though Summertleo is roported es firm it 15 probable that for
round lots some shading might bo ailowed, other brands m proportion.
Manufactured iron has ruled fivm, and advicos from Grest Britain state that
warkets are voll supplied with orders, and that the fecling theroe is steady.
Iloops and bands ere without change, while liu plate rules veory firm in
consequonce of the strong foeling thst has characterized the market on tho
other side for somo timo past. Latest advices report more buying on
American account and a very bare market. As this has coutinued for some
timo back it is but natural that stocks should be light,

Breapsturrs —The local enquiry for flour has been fair, but scarcoly
anything has been accomplished beyond supplyiog the actual consumptivo
demand. Tho reports regarding the now rapidly maturing crops are so con-
flicting that dealers do not care to be in hasto in stocking up. Beorbohm's
cablo roports cargoes oft' coast, on passage and for shipment, wheat firmer
and held higher, corn quiet but firm. Weather in England unsettled,
French country markots firm. In Chicogo wheat was active and strong,
though the chief advance was during the latter part of tho week, and was
chiclly due to a goud export business at Now York. Cables wero firm, and
pews frem tho North-West again mixed. The strongth in corn helped wheat
largoly. The continuance of this strougth dopends npon the oxport busi-
ness. Oats and corn were again higher with big buying for botb local and
country account. Crop advices were generally very gloomy., ‘Ihe New
York wheat market was very fim, advancing about 13c. onall options. At
‘Foledo wheal was strong and active, and advanced lic. to ljc. Corn and
oats wero unchanged.

Provisioxs.~ Drovisions continue to move slowly in a jobbing way.
Tho rather cooler woather has somewhat checked the demwnd for smoked
meats, but prices have remained firm. The Liverpool provision market has
beon unchanged. Tho Chicago hog market was a trifle easior. Prices of
best native and “l'exan cattle there were «teady, bul other grades wero slow.

BurTen continues quiet and uninterestiog as, beyond the waots for im-
mediate local consumption, nothing worthy of wention transpired.

Cuepse.—As fas as the market on spot was concerned there was little to
note, and no information was clicited which indicated that thero was any
material chango m the position, excopt that tho market ecems to have u
genoral [eeling of stoadiness.

l"{xunr.—'l‘he fruit market rules steady all round, while the feature now
provailing is the tendency to dried fruit—raisins and currants panticularly—
which, in sympathy with other lines of grocery specialties, have shown a
decided upward tendency. Spot stacks are well reduced. In fact there is
practically very little romaining in first hands, and, as the enquiry is protty
active, strength is a natural consequonce. On tho wholo the market js »
decidedly strong one.  With regard to new crops no receipts of raising can
be expected much bofore the end of September, as advices stato that ship-
wents will not commonce till about the latter part of Angust. ‘T'ho crop
promises to bo large, but all quotations now are purely speculative. Tho
samo remarks apply nlso to currants, the crop of which will be plentiful,

SuGan.—In consequonco of the unfavorablo weather which has lately
prevailed in Europo tho prospects for a largo crop of boets aro not as promis-
1ng as thoy wore, and prices have in consequence advanced 1s, per cwt.

-
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Canes are sharply following in tho sswo direction. Both Canadian sud
Amnetican refinors havo marked up their products slightly, but nothing like
in proportion to the advanco in raws. Owing to the policy that has always
obta‘ned in Canada of doing o meroly hand-to-mouth business it is likely
that this first advanco will bring a largely increased volume of business.
Stocks in the country districts aro reported to bo vory light, and the fruit-
preserving scason being now nearly at its height when tho consumption of
sugar is always vory large. Theroforo it will be scen from all the ubove
reasons that a vory active domand accompanied with further enhoncement of
prices may be confidently snticipated. . .

MoLasses is very quiot but flirm. Little is doing horo, but in Montreal
two cargoes of Barbados arrived thero during last woek for which tho holders
refused 33c., demanding 35c. Boing unable to obtaiu this figure the
molasses was stored, with the excoption of about 150 tierces and bartols
which wero disposed of at 3Ge. A consignment of St. Croix wmolasses is
held in the same city for 3Ge.

TEx anp Corret.—Tho market for China teas is vory quiet, but Japaus
of mediura and low grades show considerable activity, Owing to tho high
rato of oxchange—3s. Sd. heing tho latest quotation—similar goods to thyse
now held hero could not be replaced for lees than lc. to Zc. more than was
paid for thoso now in hand. For the ramo reason teas afloat, whilo they are
of a hciter quality, being of an earlier crop, can be bought cheaper than
teas in Japan to-day. Some Japan houses who have consigned teas to the
Montreal market have withdrawn thom, as thoy claim that better prices cin
be obtained in New York, and two invoices wero re shipped to that port last
week.  ‘Tho coffee market comtinues quiet, trading boing limited to small
jobbing sales.

Fisn O1rs.—Our advices from Montreal sz as follows : —* Steam refined
scal oil quiot and unchanged in prico at 49c. to 5Uc. per gallon in round
lots. For singlo barrels bigher figurcs aro ccmanded. Nowfoundlsnd cod
oil is quoted at 33c. lo 3c.— singlo barrels at & higher figure. Cod liver
oil coutinues dull at 40c. to 50c.”

Fis1.—Tho depression in the fish business which has continued for many
woeks atill provails, andno signs of early improvomont aro manifest. Fish are
reported to bo quite plontiful at nearly all poiuts along tho crast, but as
bait is very scarce the fishermen cannot avail themselves of their presence
to tho extent that thoy would like. In several places, especially along tho
westorn shore, somo considerable stops of smalt mackerol—scarcely any
larger than ** tinkers "—have been made, but it hardly pays for the time,
labor and expense required to scoop thom in and to cure thom, as they aro
worti only about §5 per barrel. Our outside advices are as follows :—>Mon
treal, July 29.—¢ Now dry codfish to arrive is nominally quoted at $4.25 to
$1.50 ; old stock £3.25 to $3.50. Now codfish is quoted as high as $5.50
in Nova Scotia, but theso figures cannot be roalized.” Gloucester, Mass,,
July 29.—¢ Wo quoto New Goorges codfish at §5.25 a qtl. for large, and
small at $4 50 ; Bank $4.75 to 85 for large and S¢ for small ; Shore 85 and
84 25 for large and small, Dry Bank 85.25. Cured cusk at 34 por qtl;
hake 32 62 ; haddock 83 ; heavy salted pollock, $3.25, and Lnglish-cured
do. §2.87 per qtl. Labrador berring €5 bbl.; med. split $4.50 ; Newfound-
Innd do. 5 ; Nova Scotia do. $6 ; Eastport 54 ; split shore $4.25 ; round do.
£3 50; round Lastport £3.25; pickled codfish 87; haddock $6; halibut
heads 83 ; sounds 311 ; tongues and sounds $9.50 ; tongues 38 ;alewives

nesr approsch of “ new catch ” wo offered to closo out our holding at $23
and 35.90 without success, s the lato wet weather hos caused fish to keep
s0 badly that dealers will only take sufficient to supply their imwodiate
;lcquirem(-nls. Good mackerel would sell readily, as well as split and roand

erring.”

LETTERS TO A COUNTRY FRIEND.

My Dear Friend,—You surely could not have expoected that I would
exhaust the subject of dress reform, or the rolation of cress to health, in a
single lottor. A good sizod volume would be required to do this. I shall
bo i‘ery pleased to toply lo any inquiries that your good wife may wish to
mako.

I cannot recommend sny particular breed of cows as being specially
adapted for yeneral purposes. Cienoral purpose auimals, like general purpose
imploments snd tools, are but indifferently woll adapted for any purpose. If
you want to go into butler making Jersey or Gurnsey cowa in my opinion
are what you should got. FEvery Jorsey or Ciurnssy cow howover is not
necessarily a good buiter cow. The first-class dairy cows are rare and valusble,
and oven they must be fed with a great quantity of the best butter making
food, or they cannot kespupa high standard of excollence. No cow can
make butter unless supplied with food that coutsins the proximato elements
of which butter is composed. ‘Tho Chonnel 1shwud Lreeds are not adapted
fur roughing it. A Jersey cow would stsrve or perish under couditions
which would be comparatively favorable for one of our hardy native cows,
Until you have really good pasture, such as the best of your meadow land
would make ; or soiling crops such@s winter rye, greon oate, mixed barley,
peas aund oafs, fodder corn, ete., for early spring, summer, and autumn feed-
ing to supplement poor pasture. Plenty of succulent fooed, such as corn
onsilage furnishes to supplement tho hay, and warm stables for the winter
months. T would recommenid you to get guod cows of our native stock.

T ltave listened to discussions in granges, agricultural societies, around
the blackamith’s forge, and shop counters, about which 1was the best breed
of cows for a particular locality, sowo spocial purpose, or for genoral purpose,
until, for tho moment, I was quite prepared to seitle the question by
drawing lots.

Now dou't take it for granted that there aro no well marked nnd defined

. points and characteristics, that should determino the selection of this or that

particular breed for this or that locality or special purpose. Tho results of
experiments and observatiors, extending over long periods, and conducted
under conditions to bo had only at properly cquipped sgricultural experi-
ment stalions and schools, are published in zopoits which can bo had on
application, snd which would bo a reliable guide in the selection of a breed
tc suit your requirements. As I have alreedy intimated an animal of 2
breed which i3 specially suited o your requirements, may not be a good
specimen of the breed, there aro superior, good, indifferent and poor animals
of overy breed, only the practiced eye and hand, knowing in * points * and
“ feel,” can be relied on to make a selection of tho best in a8 hord. In
responso {0 your enquiry concerning ensilage, 1 send you sovesal reports
wkich will give you all tho information you need in order to decido fur your-
self whathor it would or would not be advisable to have one of your bays
turned into a silo. I am strongly in favor of ensilsge, such as can be pre-
served in a properly constructed silo.

Thoe great ovent of the season, an old story and thresdbare themo loog
ore this reaches you, was the Labor Day celobration. 1 shall not attempt a
description of tho procession, and only mention the event as being to my
miod 8 mest significant display of one of the most potent latent forces in
our natural economy, a force tog that will not always romain lutent, or be
satietied with an occasional dressparade. Labor iz King, even though capital,
or rather cash, may sit upon the throne and usurp rule for a time, and
Iabor is capital, though cash, the representative of cspital, claims to be.
Therefore there i3, and can be, no actual conflict or antsgonism betweon
labor and capital—a fact which laborers should recognize.

What impressed v most in connection witl: this creditable demonstra-.
tion were the truckmen and their fino horses, and the evidence of harmony
and good fecling between employors and employed.

Two hundred fino truck horses ! Shades of the past—of ihio past that I
can well remember, and that maoy another Halifaxian of fifty winters or
summers would doubtless recall, when the truckicg of the city was dono by
less than half-a-dozen emall horses.  What would yo bave said could ye have
rovisited our «treots, and have seen thoso stilwart steeds, bave heard tho
thunder of their hoofs and their shrill neigbing? What would ye have
thought of the little one-horso town? Would ye not have been proud of
its progress? Am I laying undue, oxaggerated streas upon the ono ovidence
of commercial progress? Possibly. You would probably have been more
impressed with the assembling in one procession of three thousand trades.
men (it i3 said that there wero that number in the procession).

Look at it as you will this demonstration afforded ample ovidence of a
very satisfactory growth and indust.ial condition—ample sssurance too of a
still moroe satisfactory growth in the coming years.

I had almoast forgotten that I was also impressed ia a way, and with feel-
inga that I have not as yet attompted lo analize, by tho displuy of the Stars
and Stripes carried beside the Unior Jack by standard bearers, ornamenting
tho horsea’ heads and flying from houss tops, from windows and across the
streots throughout the city. I do not recall that in all that long procession
the Dritish flag was unaccompsnied by the Stars and Strips, but I did notice
obo instance of the United States flag being carried alono at the head of
one of tho unions.

I don't think that I felt in the least jealous for our flag, X am too confi
dent of tho loyalty of my fellow citizens to have causo for such a feeling.
As far a8 I can recall or analizo my impressions, I was plessed with what
scemed te mo {0 bo an expression of good will towards a noighboring and
friom}illy nation. May the two flags ever wave in peace and harmony
together.
