First AxNvaxn MEETING oF THE NEw AssoCia-
tion.—The first Annual meeting of the Ontario
Booksellers’ Association was held on Wednesday, the
4th inst., in Philharmonic Hall. The Association was
formed on January 14th of this year at the Queen’s
Hotel, for the advancement of the interests of those
engaged in the bookselling trade. The chair was
occupied by Mr. T. J. Day, of Guelph. The fol-
lowing mmembers wero present during the meeting :—
James Bain, sr., S. R. Hart, J. F. Bllis, S. G. Beaty,
W. J. Gage, A. G. Lee, George Warwick, A. . Rut-
ter, George Spence, Chas. Robertson, A, R. Lori-
mer, C. W. Small, Alxr. Middlemiss, Saml. Wallace,
S. E. Briggs, and J. J. Dyas, Toronto; T. J. Day,
J. A. Nelles, Guelph ; H. Fred. Sharp, St. Mary's ;
Chris. Dickson, Clinton ; A. G. Elnslie, J. K. Cran-
ston, Galt; T. Clappison, Hamilton’; W. Bryce,
London; D. W. Bixby, St. Catharines ; Isaac Huber,
Berlin ; John Butler, Goderich ; A. Robinson,
Belleville ; D. M Brown, Strathroy ; R. C. Burpee,
Pembroke. H. J. Clark, of Copp, Clark & Co.,
and others, were present as visitors. Letters and
telegrams were received from E. A. Taylor, Lon-
don; J. Eastwood, J. G. Cloke and E. Qverell, Ham-
ilton ; John Hart, Perth ; W. Middleton, Kingston ;
B. H. Rothwell, Brantford; A. Scott, Barrie; Abel
Land, Drummondville ; and E. M. Law, Victoria
Harbour, expressing regret at not being able to be
present.

Mr. James Bain delivered an address of welcome
to the representatives of outside places, to which the
chairman made an appropriate reply.

Mr. J. J. Dyas, secretary-treasurer, presented his
report, showing that the balance in the treasury was
834.10. The report was adopted.

The following committee were appointed :—Con-
stitution,—H. F. Sharp, A. G. Elmslie, John Butler,
A. Robinson and James Bain. Finance,—J. K.
Craunston, T. Clappison, and A. R. Lorimer. On
Oftigers,—C. Dickson, Isaac Huber, and D. W. Bixby.
On Resolutions (afterwards appointed),—D. W. Bix-
by, A. Huber, W. Bryce.

MATTERS AFFECTING THE TRADE.

Several matters affecting the bookselling trade
were discussed. The first discussion was on the

policy of buying goods six months or more in ad-
vance. The general opinion was against the import
orders which are, at present, largely given by the
trade. Under that system goods are ordered from
foreign countries, many months in advance by re-
tailers, and if the fashion changes they have to suf-
fer. This was thought to be injurious, as it also took
the trade from local wholesale houses and prevented
them buying in large quantities and at cheaper rates.

The necessity of having a uniform price for period-
icals was then considered, and a committee was ap-
pointed to draft a standard of prices, and furnish each
bookseller in the Province with a copy.

The association then adjourned till eight o’clock.

EVENING SESSION.

The Committee on Comstitution presented their
report, recommending that the Association be named
the ‘¢ Booksellers’ and Stationers’ Association,” and
be composed of booksellers, stationers, and news-
dealers, the annual meeting to be held in Toronto on
the last Wednesday in October. The constitution
was adopted, clause by clause, and left over for final
action till the next morning. .

A communication was read from Mr. N. T. Wilson,
of London, stating that the Canadian postal laws in-
juriously affected the booksellors. American period-
icals and publications were mailed to Canada for two
cents per pound, while the Canadian booksellers had
to pay four cents per pound. Under these circumn-
stances it was unwise to do a mailing business in
Canada as the American dealers had the advantage.

The Finance Committee report that they had
audited the books and accounts of the Secretary-
Treasurer, and found them correct. The report was
adopted. .
RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED.

The following Resolutions, submitted by the Com-
mittee on Resolutions, were adopted :—

Resolved, That it is the duty of the retail trade to
discourage, as far as possible, the ordering of any
goods in advance of the requirements of their trade.

Resolved, That the average profits should be from
30 per cent. to one third, and that wo should disconr-
age, as far as possible, the sale of all goods that do
not carry a profit of at least 30 per cent. on the cost,

Resolved, That the retail trade in buying goods
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ought to buy, as furas possible, at net prices, as largo
discounts are always decoptive,

Resoleed, That it is the duty of the wholesale and
manufacturing trade to restrict themselves to selling
to the legitimate wholesale trade, and that any whole-

sale or manufacturing house persisting in selling to '

the consumer is unworthy of the support of any mem-
ber of this Association.
The Association then adjourned till morning.

MORNING SESSION.

The Ontario Booksellers’ and Newsdealera’ Associa-
tion resumed business at the Philbarmonic Hall, the
next morning.  Owing to the illness of tho President,
J. A. Nelles, Guelph, occupied the chair,
stitution was brought up for fina) consideration. A
clause was inserted appointing the President, Secre-
tary-Treasurer, and Executive Committe, & Board of
Arbitration to adjust differences in the trade.

Tue AMOUNT oF LITERARY AcTIVITY in India, can,
toa certain extent, be gauged by the number of pub-
lications registered in the different provinces, From
the recently published returns for 1883, it appears
that in that year in Madras, 763 books and pamph-
lote, and 55 periodicals were registered, an increase of
77 over the previous year; in Bombay 1,484 works
were registered, an increase of 253 ; in Bengal the
number of works was 2,218, an increase of no fewer
than 650, the greatest increase being in books of Ben-
gali, in which, moreover, a higher standard of excell-
enco is noted. In the North-Western Provinces the
publications decreased from 1,193 in 1882, to 960 in
1883 ; but in the Punjaub they increased from 1,198
to 1,786.

in refusing to allow the retail dealers a fair paying
discount,

They do not deny, they cannot deny, that 20
| por cent. is too small, but adopting the motto
* might makes right,” they refuse to liston to the
pleadings of the retailers, and demand ALy that the
bond possibly allows them. The old story of 20 per
cent. being the most they were allowed to give is long
ago exploded—they must come down to the naked
fact that they won’t do more than they are compelled
to do. To what will this lead? None know better
than the publishers themselves. They are perfectly
well aware, they know it from their own books that
many of the dealers are not in an independent position.
They are under obligations at the least for extended
time and renewals, and that which makes a man no
longer his own master, the bond of mortgage, conse-
quently they cannot remonstrate and must continue
to buy at whatever prices aro demanded. Not being
able to buy any line of goods at an advantage the
profits are materially reduced, and to add to their
'troubles, school books, which had & certain fixed
margin, are deprived of that difference and must bo
sold at little or no profit. And these men atre ex-
pected to pay 100 cents on the dolfar. How can
they? The very life is taken out of their business
by small profits and competition in their proper line
by other branches of business.

They lose heart, and life, with its oxacting require-
ments of dollars and cents, becomes a burden. They
surrender, themselves penniless, their hopes blasted.
These are the men who are being gronnd down—these
are the mon struggling for the bread they eat, whofind-

——
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ing all their time has been spent in making money,
not for themselves, but for those who have been
oxacting the last cent, at last give up. Who suffers?
The very men who have been hard and exacting, tho
very men who would not, willingly, let others live,
they who must not only live but be *“merry withal.”
They are the branches of that tree that, denying the
ground the nourishment of a refreshing shower, suf-
fer in consequence from the drought.

AND THE STRANGEST PART of the whole story is this.
The individual houses, Copp, Clark & Co., W, J.
Gage & Co.,and the Canada Publishing Co. have the
reputation of treating their customers fairly. So much
is this the opinion that one man, a determined opo-
nent of the monupoly, speaks of the first-named as a
‘¢ grand old house.”
