LORD LORNE ON CANADA.

The lecture recently delivered by the
Marquis of Lorne at a meeting of - the
Royal Canadian Institute is quite a new
move on the part of retived Colonial Gov-
ernors. Lord Lorne has, it. must be
acknowledged, availed - himself of every .
opportunity that has offered since his
return to- England to represent Canada
in a favorable light to the  British publie,
and we have little doubt that he must
have succeeded in -directing attention to -
the advantages offered to those disposed .
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6 emigrate, especially in 1egard to seme-
ment on the fertile lands {in the Norbh.
west, Viewing the lectule a8 & whole
there is little® in it calculated to excite

controversial discussion injany of -the

columns. - Self-government = for those
dependencies which ave in a position to
be entrusted with it, is a leading principle,
and there will, of course, be a general
concarrence in that portion of the lecture,
The prejudices entertained against the
country on the ground of climate and
distance were frankly met, and won-
der was expressed that so many should
fail to avail themselves of opportunities
to endigrate,

The much-vexed question "of the
National Policy was treated with great
judgment. We should infer that Lord
Lorne’s opinions are by no means favor-
able to protection, bui he recognizes,
what has been often pointed out, that
there are no freetraders in Canada as that
term is understood in England, “Both
“ parties in thestate (said Lord Lorne), are
“ more or less compelled by public feeling
¢ (which does not at present allow direct
‘taxation) to put o comparatively high
“ duty on all things which may be or are
#“manufactured in the Dominion.”! Fortu.
nately there has not been for many years
any disposition on the'part of ‘the Minis-

ters of the Crown in England to interfere -

with the commercial policy'of the Domin-
ion Parliament. It is to be inferred from
his remarks’ that {Lord Lorne is feeling
eonvinced  that public opinion in Canada
is favorable to - the development of local
industries and the production. of local
labor; and that certainly appears to be
the settled policy of the members of the
House of  Commons. We must proceed
to the consideration of - the - most impor-
tant suhject treated by Lord Lorne.

‘We confess that we are of opinion that
TLord Lorne attached far too much impor-
tance to & question which has been much
discussed of 'late, viz, the negotiation of
treaties with forsign powers,
seem ag if Lord Lorne had been much im-
pressed with the views which seem to pre-
vail in influential quarters in' favor of the
right of dependencies to negotiate  their
own commercial treaties. Tt is not alittle
singular that the advocates of change have
never been able to adduce any argitments

to prove that Canada is, suffering from .

the want of this power. The great bulk
of our-trade is carried onlwith Great Bri-
tain and the United States. . With regard

- ever of complaint, ‘and s regards the

THE WORLD'S WHEAT SUPPLIES.

Itis an undeniable fact that the wheat
crop of 1883 has been generally below the
average, and yet everywhere prices con-
tinue to recede, and do. not seem to have
reached the -lowest figure. Some years
ago the consequences of such a general
deficiency would have been different ;. an
immediate rise in value would have taken
place, but the coming. into the world’s
markets of the surplus gra.m productxon
of countries heretofore limited to the
satisfaction of their own wants; and -the
increased facilities of transportation, have
permitted a betier distribution- of sup-
plies,and madelight a shortage that other- -
wise had shown itself in higher prices. -
What hes taken place in the United
States is. becoming also a fact in Australia
as well as in the Republicssouth of Braxil,
The Malthusian principles are reversed.
It is not the population but the food that
has been increasing in geometrical pro-
‘In the Unitéd .

WHOLESALE SMUGGLING.

IN THE UNITED STATES,

A special agent of the ‘I'veasury Depa -
ment, Washington, has addressed a letter
to bis ehief, summarizing information con-
tained in reports on file in the depart-
ment concerning frauds upon the revenue
by undervaluation and other practices.
It shows thatb there has been systemalic
undervaluation of nearly all kinds of
merchandise subject to ad valorem duties
consigned by foreign manufactuvers to the
agents in the United States. The Consul
at Bergen, Switzerland, says it is admitted
there that half of the profit derived from
the export of silk to the United Stales is
drawn from undervaluation. The Consul
ab Basle, Switzerland, says the aggregate
undervaluation on exports of aniline dyes
will reach nn enormous figure; velvets,
plush, ribbons, ete., are also greatly under-
valued. The Cousul at Zurich employed
an expert, who found constant under-
valuation in the prices. Almost all the
manufacturers of sitk goods at Crefeldt,
state that they have been for. years en-
abled to export goods to the United States
in immense quantities without revealing

to the customs uuthorities the actual

market prices. The Consul ab St. Gall,
having employed an expert to.examine
embroideries, his action caused a commo-
tion among manufacturers, and all kinds
of thireats were made against the Consul
and the United States Government. The
Consul ab Liverpool reports that
EXTENSIVE FRAUDS

are. ‘being - practiced upon the United
States. Government by  under-valua-
tion of exports of wool. The Consul-
Goneral at London says manufacturers of. .
pickles, chow-chaw, ete,, are systemnti-
cally undevvaluing their invoices. The
Consul at Bradford states that the' dis-
closure of  the fact that he had reported
undervalued invoices make him unpopu-
lar and impairs his uvsefulness. The re-
port shows that this practice has been
carried on in nearly all the manufacturing
districts of Europe. Filigree work ex-

Berlin, kid gloves from Drussels, sealskins

-undervalued, The consuls find it difficult
to obtain information regarding-the value
of earthen and china wares, of iron,
- steel and other metals exported to the
United States, and there is no doubt
fictitious values are placed upon them.

The report gives the names of many firms

in Europe and that country implicated in
these frauds.

IN CANADA.

There is some reason for believing that
this state of things is not confined to the
United States. ‘The several cases of
attempts to defraud the revenue discov-
ered during the last few years among
ourselves would seem to indicate that
gaps have been found in the much lower
Canadian fence, and those who should
have some knowledge of the matter are
of-opinion that for every case of smug-
gling detected, there are at least ten that
escape. The difficulty in getting absolute
proof deters the oflicers from seizing
goods which they may. be reasonably
satisfied enter the country without pay-
ing duty, and reporis of the -result of
their zeal are notoften received at deputy
headquarters with that degree of encour-
agement which, in the. interest of the
great majority of Lonest impor ters, they
" might be supposed to deserve. A jewellery

firm, for example, which is known to do a
. business of say $60,000 a year, 'and for
upwards of a decade has scarcely paid a
dollar into the treasury, may surely be an
ohject of. suspicion ; nevertheless, it is
only when there is sufficient- ‘evidence to
warrant an arrest of the go-between of
the palace car or steamship that there is
any chance of obtaining proof, aud even
" this depends largely upen the mettle of
the carrier, who is but very rarely trapped
into a disclosure of even-one of the con-
cerns for which he operates.. - People
have wondered at the low salaries which

palaze car employes have heen Willing to'.

work for, not aware of the opportunities
otherwise afforded them. A firm which
saved ten to twenty thousand dollars a
year in duties could well afford to be
liberal, as long as business was ;,ood and
they were not obliged tocut prices. -

to insist upon a vigid observance of the
tariff, and every tax-pzyer in the commu-
nity, whatever his calling, is move or less
- interested in having the fiscal laws equ1ta~
bly adniinistered and justice metedont to
all equally alike,that. each shall contribute
his'due proporuon into the levenue ofthe

country. ‘There would appear to bie some-
thing in human nature that rebels against
the paymentof taxes. People whowould
scorn to take any direct pecuniary advan-
tage of an individual, have little or no
seruple in defrauding him through an
evagion of the public imposts levied for
the carrying on cf the machinery of. the
nation. There are dealers who cannot be
satisfied with the ordinary profits of trade
permitted to'their- neighbor; they must

have some means of underselling hiny,
.and the way most apparent to them is by

an evasion of the duties. If the tariff is
onerous the readiest way towards a modi-
fication is through a rigid enforcement of
its provisions. There 'are occasional
complaints from influential quarters of
excess of zeal on the part of officers.
There is, doubtiess, the usual proportion
of human error in their operations,
eapecially under the perquisites of the
department, and their zeal may some-
times degenerate into the harassing of
well-meaning. traders and importers to
whom suspicion may point. That the higher
the tariff the greater the temptation to
smuggling is exemplified by our neighbors,
It haslatterly been amatter of surprise to

Canadians_ visiting the United States how

cheap many imported articles paying
high - daties  could ' be ~purchased. It
seemed impossible that they could be
sold at such prices and pay a duty of 50
to 75 percent. There was no explanation
other than that they had been broughtin

at greally reduced values, or had paid no

. duty - whatever, from which we must

infer that our own people are not so gen- -

erally engaged in contraband ventures, or
not.so ingenious in devising methods for
evading the customs ensctments. '~ This
character in our neighbors, under a much
higher tariff than ours, must account' in

"some measure’ for the establishment in

our large trade-centres of

customs inquiries. . The tariff, while pro-
tecting home industry, tends also, by the
ad valorem rates, to promote importation
direct from the places of production.
The dificulty in the way of getting prices
current regularly from the .place of pro-
duction - was doubtless fully considered
when the tariff was framed. Many of our

recommended in thé JourNaL oF Cox-

Government is invariably towards the
merciful side in cases of detection ; nearly
every seizure made is disputed by the
importer, but there are very few .excep-
tions to the rule that the officers have

proved their cause ; indeed it is rarely

except in cases of the most flagrant
violation of the provisions of the tariff
that any attempt is made to seize.

In the course of this article we have not
lost sight of some unreasonable interpre-
tations of certain provisions of the tariff,
most of which have been already adjusted
to the satisfaction of the dry goods, hard-
ware and other departments of trade.

DOMINION TRAVELLERS ASSO-
CIATION,

The annual dinner of the Dominion
Commercinl Travellers' Association took
place at the Windsor Hotel, on the 26th
inst., and was, as usual, a great success.
The rapid progress made by this associa-
tion, which has not yet completed nine

years of its existence, affords the best’

proof of its adaptation to the require-
ments of the  commercial community.
Starting with a membership of about 250,
and a surplus not much exceeding $500;
its present membership is 1,500, and its
surplus over .$35,000. The facts above
stated afford sufficient evidence of the
importance of the-association, and the
opportunities which its members have of
becoming acquainted with the state of
the trade of the country render their
meelings very interesting, The chairman
at the dinner was Mr. Sumner, president
of the association, and among the guests
were the Mayor of Montreal, the United
States’ Consul General, Mr. Stearns,
Messrs, White, Coursol and Curran,
M.P.s, Jas. McShane, M.P.P., Cols. Dyde
and Fletcher, Mr. McLaren, Q.C, and
many others. The toast of “The Com-
mercial Interests ’ was proposed by Mr.
Hutcheson, and replied to by Messrs.
Thomas White and Clendinneng.. -The
former genileman spoke encouragingly
of the commercial condition of the
-country, which, in his opinion, is not
such as to give ground for alarm. He
however admitted that the commercial
travellers had found in their experi-
ence during the last two months “a
“want of that buoyancy of feeling which

«is the outcome of an‘active trade,’ and’

this was  correctly accounted for by the
partial failure of the crops, ‘which must
oause a considerable reduction in the

purchasing capaciﬁy of the cduntry., This,
the .speaker acknowledged, rendered

“it a duty “ to take in a reef in-the way of

importations and manufacturing.” In his
reply to the toast, Mr. White referred to
his own warning a yearago to the very
gentlemen whom he was then. addressing
as to the necessity of great caution in®
regard to the commerce of the country.
At that time the deficient harvest had
not oceurred, and the warning must have
been founded mainly on the probability
of a reaction following after a period of
unusual prosperity and consequent infla-
tion. We earnestly hope that both Mr.
Hutcheson and Mr, White are correct in
their anticipations for the future, although
we have no doubt that even greater cau-
tion is required now than twelve months
ago. Both gentlemen referred to the
importance of an insolvent law, and Mr.
‘White seems ready to accept that which
has obtained the concurrence of the
Boards of Trade of Montreal, Toronto and
Hamilton, :

The speech of the United States Con-
sul-General was, like all the utterances
of that gentleman, marked by a most
friendly feeling to Cunadians. His refer-
ence to the TFresident was most happy,
and it must be generally - acknowledged
that, considering the circumstances under
which that eminent individual was called
on to assume oflice, he has been distin-:
guished for fairness and impartiality, and
has secured for his administration ‘the
respect and esteem of the world. The
relations of Canada with the great repub-
lic in our South,especially inregard to com-
merce, - are as intimate as are those with
our Mother Country, and there haslong
been a general recognition of the propriety
of manifesting the desire of Canadians to
preserve those friendly relations by in-
cluding the health of the President after
that of our own Sovereign, as a standard
toast. Such representatives of the United
States as Mr. Stearns, contribute not a
little to preserve that friendly feeling,

Several gentlemen spoke in response to
other toasts, including Messrs, Curran,
Coursol and McShane; Col. Dyde, C.M.G.,
and Mr. McLaren. Mr. Finlayson,of Toron-
to, responded to the toast of the «Sister
Associations,”  and stated - that the Com-
mercial Travellers had a membership of
some 2,200 and a steady surplus of $76,-
000. The.main- point  of his speech was
that it would have been better if there
had been only: one association, as, :in that
case, " gieater railwdy privileges would
havé been “obtained, more could: have
been - paid:-to ‘beneficiaries, and friends

could have been more easily -accomo-

dated. The dinner was on-the wholea
great success, and we are, we think, war-
ranted in stating that it has the cordial
support and good wishes of our bankers
and merchanis.

THE FEDERAL BANK.

We copy a paragraph from the Witness in re-
ference to some remarks in our last issue on the
subject of the loan to Mr. Gilman by the
Federal Bank on the collateral security of
Rayal Canadian Stock. It certainly did not
occur to us that the stock was held in the
name of the local manager, and we had noticed.
during some weeks uncontradicied parngraphs
agserting that the loan was made by the Federal
Bank. We therefore gave the version of the
trangaction furnished to the Witness by-the
Montreal-Manager of the Federal Bank : ¥ 74e
Federal Banl's position, Qur reporter this
morning in conversation with Mr. -Ingram,
Manager of Branch in Montreal of the Federal
Bauk, les rned that the transaction, so far as the
F-deral Bank is concerned, was made in the
ordinary mauner of banking incidems. A cus-
tomer of the bauk, who is among the most
trusted and reliable merchants, went to him in
March last, and asked some- accommodation
outside his ordinary business for a friend. As
he had money to lend he naturally agreed to
the proposition, with the understanding that
the security should be proper and relinble,
Security was offered in bauk stocks, bat, as
that was illegal security it was refused. Three
namas were givenus security, one of which
was that of Mr. Gilman, and the security fur-
nished was Royal Canading Insurance Com-
pany shares. He objected to theze shares as
likely to involve the Bank in liability for un-
paid cnils if they were asked for, aud was met
with the statement that holders of the stock
who held it as security for loans were not
linble, but that the owner of the stock is the
party linble: Turning. to the charter of the com-
pany he found the 35th section fully covered
the linbility question.  He therefore accepted
the security. and the loan was given. This
was not done until he had Jouked up the stand.
ing ot Mr. Gilman and found him rated to be
worth from $200,000 to $300,000. The other
two names were excellent, and besides that - the
bank was further secured from calls by . the
fuct that he held the stock in his own name.
Besides all this, he " had a covenant with the
parties that they should pay any calls on the
stock, and when the claim ~ was wade for the
last call, $7,600 were depusited in -the Federal
Bank and the money paid before it became due,”

QUEBEC TIMBER TRADE.

We are indebted to the customary annual
cireular of Messrs J. Bell Forsyth & Co. of
Quebece for the following remarks on the lum-
ber trade of that city for the year ending the -
lst ult:

The arrivals of ocean steamships exceed all
former years, and about double the qhantity
of tunnage employed five and six years ago.
These steamers are to a great extent luaded at
Moutreal, only carcying part cargoes from this
Port.” In sailing ships there is an increase
over last year, but iv fulls belewv the average of
the past five years. It is worthy of note that
tonnage from Lower Provinees is ou' the in-
crease, partly accounted for by the number of -
steam _ colliers now employed.

The business of every highly developed
country is necessarily based on the theory that
men can safely trust one anmother. Not only
does every trader work more: or-less with bor-
rowed money, but every ' éummercial house has
to repose contidence in one or more. of those it
employs to such an extent that he .or they
could at any moment ruin it, Tuke, for ex-
ample, & great joint-stock bank. It borrows
deposits from the public many times the aniount
ofits own capital, and as its shareholders ¢can-
not themselves work it, they elect as' their
repregentatives a Board of Diréctors, who can, if
so disposed, make ducks and drakes of ail this
mouey, Sowe of those directors are without.
skill or experience, und are 'chosen becauge
they are-supposed to possess influence. The
rest are generally merchants, who have large
private coucerns to ook “atter, aud Inue time
10 give to the afluirs of the bunk. " Practically
therefore, the directors ‘are unable to control
the batdk which they ure supposed to mausee ;
and in ahy case they bave bul a small interest
inits success, Yet they.are absoluie over ils
whole business, and may ruin it by neglect.
Under them, ugain, are paid manngers and

‘assistant ‘Muanagers,. secielucies, and heads of
departments ; unu under tuese clerks ot varous
degrees.  How great are the mactlities for fraud
pussessed by severnl of these paid agents the -
public fully. realizes only when it becomes
acquainted  with such s crime us bas received
exemplury pumshment in the person ot the
secrelary of he-River Plate Buuk, of London.

But what is true of a great jumt-stock vank is
more or less true of every other Kind of busi-
ness. “When we consider the magnstude of the
home and foreign teade ot this couiry,
smounling every year.to several thousands ot
mithous’;.and when we take. into account the
vast numbers of persous engaged in places of
trust in this trade, we:see Low ditfused  is
houesty, aud huw very rare is dishouesiy. No
doubt " there ‘are muny uud great precautions
taken'to ensure houesty, but reeeut experience
proves thut where  wea are witling to break -
trust, they can easily overcume the precautions
taken. . Dishouesty, then, in all rauks’ of
soclety 13-exceptional. - And it is-extremely
rare pwongst the higher clusses of the mercau~
tile world. Where woards of. directors” huve
ordinary - insight- into huwman charuéter, and
where they ure wiiliug to pay salaries adequate
to-the trust reposed in those employed by them,
Ahey need have Litile fear of dishonesty. The
best - safeguird, then, Is to choose’ competent
men of character, and to -pay them sutticiently.
Evea then, of course, ‘precautions oughit not ro
be dispensed ‘with, Common prudence will
suggest such. regulations as will niake il éxe
tremely ditficult 10 perpetrate suceesstul frauds.

This defect is easily seen by imi-
tating the methiod of the trapper—holdiug the
skin upside down’and blowing gently, .in'ord-r
to see whether the furis close and fine—a plan
which applies to most other furs -also, The
wearing qualitics of all furs depend largely on
the care which i taken of them, and wearing
them a few-days in waim weather injures them
more than months' use in cold wealher. Ifa
sealskin becomes wet from beingceaught in snow
or rain, shake the water off and wipe with o
soft, dry, and perfectly :clean eloth the way of
the fur which, should run upward.
